Man suspected to have 
local ties is on the lam

When Kentucky State Police Troopers Jamie Kidd 
and Dwayne Price pulled over a red 1998 Monte 

• ' Carlo at about 11 p.m. on Wednesday for a possible 
DUI, they accidentally tripped into a major drug bust. 

Mark D. Shepherd 27, of Warsaw, Indiana, was 
pulled over by the troopers for running a stop sign on 
KY 321 near Paintsville. 

From the driver's appearance, the troopers suspect­
ed that he actually was driving under the influence 
and began to look into his vehicle for evidence. 
Shepherd then fled the scene on foot while the officers 
placed Shepherd's two passengers into custody. 

When the troopers checked the glove box for alco­
hol, they found a small bag of cocaine instead. 

This discovery led to a complete search of the vehi­
cle, which resulted in a major strike. Hidden in the 
trunk of the vehicle was 5.7 pounds of cocaine in its 
purest form, around seven pounds of freshly harvest-

ed high grade marijuana and more than $17,000 in 
cash. 

The passengers. Misty Mellette 21, of Paintsville, 
and Jamie B. Bailey, 28, of Banner were arrested and 
charged with trafficking in a controlled substance and 
trafficking in marijuana over five pounds. They were 
lodged in the Johnson County Detention Center. 

Detectives yesterday said the marijuana qas an 
estimated street value of $1,600 a pound and the 
cocaine has an estimated value of $250,000 for a com­
bined total of about $261,200. 

According to Trooper Mike Goble, the cocaine, 
about two kilos, could have been cut and distributed 
into seven to eight kilos. Cocaine is currently selling 
at $100 dollars a gram, he said. To get an idea of how 
much a gram is, Goble said to open a single pack of 
Sweet and Low sugar substitute. 

The KSP suspects the drugs were intended for sale 
in this area. Detectives also suspect the drugs may 
have been sold right out of the car. . 

"It is very unusual to make this big of a drug bust 
at one time," said Goble. "(This is) some of the purest 
forms we have found."

"We're tired of waitirig - it's 
time to do something, and the 
board (of education) is twiddling 
its thumbs," said Prestonsburg 

Mayor Jerry Fannin during a 
meeting Tuesday night. 

Board member Johnnie Ross 
met with the group to counteract 
the flow of rumors and misinfor­
mation. Ross told the group, "The 

rumor mill will eat us up." 
One of those rumors, he said, 

was that the complex would be 
built on the golf course property of 
Prestonsburg's Mountaintop 
Project. Ross said the only official 
site ever considered was the one at 
the high school campus. / 

The hold-up seems to be prop­
erty appraisals for the South Floyd 
site. According to Ross, the land 
appraiser (Walters and Associates 
of Pikeville) has had the paper 
work for over five months. Ross 
said he was frustrated with the 
fmn. He urged those in attendance 
to call the firm and see why the 
appraisals have not been forth­
coming. Someone with the firm 
had told Ross the appraisals would 
be in the board office by last 
Friday, but he said they did not 
come. 

Members of the Prestonsburg 
group also said U1ey wonder why 
the start of the Prestonsburg site 
has to be connected to the South 
Floyd High School athletic com­
plex. 

According to Ross, the two 
complexes are inextricably con­
nected by state legislation, at least 

until funding for the two sites has 
been determined. 

There also seems to be some 
question about how much money 
each school will get to complete 
the facilities.

the impression that the firm hal! a bag 
limit. He said that is not the case. He 
did say that when an unusually large 
number of bags appear in one bin, 
the company will ask questions to 
find out what is going on. 

He suggested that residents who 
pay their garbage bills refrain from 
letting other people put garbage in 
their bin. He said if the practice con­
tinues, the company will only pick 
up so many bags and leave the rest. 

A list of non-payers is being com­
piled, which will be helpful in locat­
ing the people who are not in com­
pliance. 

Commissioner member Barney 
Walker suggested that a gate be 
installed at the site of the Auxier 
dump that is being cleaned up by the 
state. He said the gate could be 
locked and, if there is a flood, the 
gate could be opened as an alternate 
route in and out of the area. He said 
the area should be used for walking, 
running, bicycling and other exer­
cise/recreational activities. 

Walker also told the other com­
mission members that the stickers 
that Waste Management sends out 

are necessary to let drivers know 
who has paid garbage fees. He said it 
is especially helpful when a new or 
substitute driver covers a route. 

Vance said the fall cleanup cam­
paign, which will run from October 
25 to November I, will not be nearly 
as large in scope as the spring one. 
He said most of the cleanup projects ·~ 
will be done through the local 
schools. 

Vance said it is hard to tell what 
still needs to be done to close the 
county landfill at Garth. He said he 
cannot check on the water run off­
which has been a problem -
because the weather has been so dry. 

Vance said he plans to do away 
with the 886-8060 number for Solid 
Waste and have people deal directly 
with the county judge-executive and 
Waste Management offices. Vance • 
said he plans to advertise to alert 
people to this change. 

The next meeting of the commis­
sion will be on December 2 in the 
Hollie Conley Courtroom of the 
Courthouse at 6 p. m. The meeting is 
open to the public and the board 
encourages citizen input.

Willis indicated that it may take 
more money to build the South 
Floyd facility because property will 
have to be bought, whereas 
Prestonsburg will be using the 
existing field for part of the com­
plex. 

Several members of the 
Prestonsburg boosters pointed out 
that land values in Prestonsburg are 
much higher than those in the Left 
Beaver section near Wheelwright. 

PHS Principal Coy Sammons 
said some considerations should be 
given to the idea of per-pupil 
expenditures. Prestonsburg High, a 
double-A school, has more than 
twice the number of students as sin­
gle-A South Floyd. 

Ross told the group that many of 
the points raised have been taken 
out of the board's control because 
of the legislation that provided 
money for the sites in the first 
place. These two sites have to be 
completed before any other major 
building projects can be started in 
the school system. 

Ross said that all money ear­
marked for the complexes are to be 
used for that project. However, he 
said he would not vote for any 
money to be taken from other 
accounts in the system to supple­
ment the price of the facilities. He 
said the CTBS and CATS scores are 
not where they should be, and he 
favors spending any other funds on 
academic endeavors. 

Ross told the group that although 
he represents the Prestonsburg area 
on the board, he is looking out for 
the interest of all students in the 
county. 

"Any child at Mud Creek is just • 
as good as any child at 
Prestonsburg," he said, "and any 
child at Prestonsburg is just as good 
as any child at Mud Creek." He 
said his final decision would be the 
one that was best for every student 
involved. 

Ross said he purposefully did 
not learn the appraisals for the 
Prestonsburg site, adding that he 
couldn't and wouldn't reveal those 
figures even if he did know. He said 
it was imperative that all appraisals 
be in before any contact was made IJ 
with landowners in either commu­
nity. 

The bleacher situation hurt atten­
dance at the first game. the boosters 
claimed. The school is using tempo­
rary bleachers that will eventually 
be used for the visiting side of the 
new field. Sammons extra seating is 
being provided by the city. 

Kelly Moore, chairman of the 
committee, told the group that the 
best thing to do was support Ross 
and the board and work on getting 
the projects in motion again. 

The Prestonsburg group is fear-
ful that the complex won't be ready • 
for next fall's football season and 
the school will be again faced with 
conditions that they are now experi­
encing. 

Ross assured the group that the 
board wants the complexes finished 
just as much as they did. He added 
that the board is looking at breaking 
ground the week after 
Thanksgiving. With an estimated 
construction time of 41 weeks, the 
athletic complexes would be ready 
for play next year.

Americans can be called lots of names around the 

world. but "lazy" isn't one of them. 
American workers put in longer hours on the job 

- 1 ,966 hours a year, almost 50 40-hour weeks -
than workers in any other industrialized nation, and 
they are also the world's most productive, according 
to the International Labour Organization. In fact, 
Americans are working four percent more hours 
than they were in 1980. 

The Japanese are second at 1 ,889 hours, although 
the Japanese seem to be slacking off; 20 years ago, 
they worked 2, 121 hours a year. 

By contrast. the Norwegians work an average of 
1.407 hours a year or the equivalent of about 35 
weeks of 
40 hours 
work. 

Many 
Western 
European 
nations 
mandate 
work 
weeks and 
vacation 
time - six weeks in Germany. The French - aver­
age hours worked per year, 1 ,656 - are trying to 
battle persistent high unemployment by limiting the 
work week to 35 hours, the theory being that 
employers will have to hire more people. 

That may be the wrong approach. The ILO found 
that the unemployment rate in 14 of 29 developed 
countries was more than seven percent. On Friday, 
the US Labor Department reported that the US 
unemployment rate was again at a 29-year low of 
4.2 percent. 

As for productivity, the ILO compared the United 
States to the leader in a marathon race with other 
runners narrowing the gap but never quite closing it. 

The ILO report suggests something else about the 
sustained US economic boom: Americans worked 
hard for it. 

But lest we get too confident about our position 
in the world, there is some disturbing news from the 
National Association of Manufacturers. 

As many as 40 percent of Americans applying for 
manufacturing jobs lack the basic skills necessary to 
do those jobs, and either are turned down or require 
extensive on-the-job training. 

Americans can no longer boast of being the 
world's smartest workers. They continue to excel 
only because they work harder than their counter­
parts in other nations.

how unconcerned and uncaring the registered nurses 
who walked out of the hospital last week are. I think it 
is time the public hears from us uncaring souls.

Church defends 
its baptistery • 
by Charlotte H. Caudill 
Troublesome Creek Times 

Little Rosa Old Regular 
Baptist Church's decision to 
build an indoor baptistery result­
ed in a protest by the Spurlock 
Old Regular Baptist Church. 
The matter will be brought up 
before the association meeting 
later this month. 

Little Rosa, located at 
McDowell. and Spurlock, near 
Prestonsburg, belong to the New 
Salem Association of Old 
Regular Baptist Churches. Knott 
County churches - Ball's 
Branch, Ball's Fork, Caney Fork, 
Dry Creek, Hollybush, Mt. 
Olive, and Rebecca - belong to 
the same association. 

"Installing the baptistqry is an 
internal affair of our eh~rch. We 
didn't intend to offend anyone. 
We did not go before the associ­
ation for approval before we 
installed bathrooms or carpet." 

He added, "What does a bap­
tistery have to do with saving 
souls'!" 

Kermit Newsome. Little Rosa 
minister, responded to the Jetter 
by giving an example of the use 
of modern conveniences. He e 
asked the committee, "Did you 
get to church by riding a mule 
like my grandfather did, or did 
you come by automobile?" 
Newsome also asked the com­
mittee to cite chapter and verse 
in the Bible that says the use of a 
baptistery is wrong. 

Little Rosa Moderator Clinton 
Dean Moore explained the need 
for an indoor baptistery was the 
result of a badly polluted and 
bacteria-filled creek. Tests 
revealed the presence of e. coli 
bacteria and Escherichia, indi­
cating that the creek was conta­
minated by fecal material. 

Another minister said, "I have 
baptized people in bathtubs and I 
never felt bad about it." It was 
pointed out that elderly and very 
sick people were often unable to 
be baptized in the creek and must • 
make use of bathtubs and baptis­
teries. 

Moore named two associa­
tions (Northern New Salem and 
Union) who fellowship with the 
New Salem Association and who 
are using baptisteries in their 
churches. 

Moore was advised that per­
forming baptisms in the creek 
created a potential danger. He 
was informed by state environ­
mental experts, "If anyone 
ingests any of the water or has it 
come in contact with an open 
sore, a severe sickness could 
result." 

Pollution and the summer's 
drought influenced the church 
members to decide to build a 
baptistery in their lunchroom. 
On Saturday, September 4, the 
first baptism was performed in 
the baptistery. 

Little Rosa Asst. Moderator 
Jimmy Hall reminded the con­
gregation that the late Banner 
Manns, long-time moderator of 
the association, installed a bap­
tistery at Stone Coal Church in • 

Moore emphasized that the 
baptistery is an option. People 
may be baptized in the creek but 
will be informed of the health 
risks. 

During the church's business 
meeting, the Spurlock committee 
presented a letter protesting the 
installation of the baptistery. 

Moore pleaded with the 
Spurlock committee to withdraw 
the letter. He asked. ''For the 
sake of love, unity and peace, 
please take this Jetter back." The 
committee could not be persuad­
ed and the letter was read. 

The letter stated Spurlock 
Church's objections to the bap­
tistery as follows: 

( l) It was installed ' before 
obtaining permission from the 
Association.

''Traditionally. universities have 

been the source of the world's agri­
cultural crop varieties, but we are 
unaware of any comprehensive 
effort to develop new cultivars of 
any crop species especially for 
molecular farming applications. 
We are very happy that THR I and 
UK arc taking the lead in this very 
important endeavor." Maclor 
Davies, director of THRI. said. 

The usc of molecular biology 
techniques to develop tobacco 
plants making useful new materials 
has been possible for many years.

TO THE COMMUNITY: 
On Thursday, September 2nd, the Service Employees 
International Union called a strike against Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. The strike, like all strikes, is unfortunate and 
was avoidable. 

The Union would like you to believe the strike is about the loss 
of benefits, like health insurance and retirement.
