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Special BOE meeting
addresses finances

In_one of the shorter meetings
of the year, the Floyd County
Board of Education met in a spe-
cial-called session on Wednesday
night to approve the general bud-
get for the fiscal year, to clarify
action taken by the Local Planning
Committee (LPC), and to set the
1990 property tax rates.

Other meetings have addressed
the budget of $48,811,896, and the
board approved the figure, after
having asking for a deadline
extension. The budget was due in
Frankfort at the end of September.

Board member Carol Stumbo,
who has encouraged the board to
adhere to a . process in makmg

decisions, told the board that such
a process was not followed in
developing the current planning
document.

Stumbo said the proper order of
actions should have been to hold
public hearings, to have the LPC
bring’ concerns raised in those
hearings before the board and then
have the board act on any of the
concerns.

Jody Sword, chairman of the
LPC, apologized to Stumbo and
told her if something had been
done wrong it was out of “igno-
rance of the process.” He assured
her the intention was “never to
mislead the public.”

Stumbo asked the rhetorical
question: “If 1 can’t get correct
information from the central

office, where am I to get it?”

The items in the board book
gave the following clarification:
“The board did not adopt the plan,
but accepted the proposed amend-
ment to move forward in the
process, pursuant to 702 KAR
1:001.”

On October 26, the local board
will hold a public forum at Allen
Central High School to get com-
ments, and then on November 2
the state board of education will
hold a public forum at Allen
Central to discuss the outcomes of
the public hearings.

The board will meet after the
last forum to consider what action
needs to be taken.

Former JWT executive
asked to oversee MAC

A woman who led the Jenny
Wiley ' Theatre through a resur-
gence in the early 1990s has been
tapped to lead the fledgling
Mountain Arts Center.

Tedi Vaughan, who was execu-
tive producer of the local reperto-
ry theater from 1989 to 1994, has
been offered the position of execu-
tive director of the MAC by the

center’s Management
‘Commlssmn which met
Wednesday evening.

Vaughan, who lives in

Louisville, was most recently
director of three theaters at the
University of Southern Indiana.

The position, pending
Vaughan’s acceptance, will have
to be approved by the
Prestonsburg  City  Council,

according to Mayor Jerry Fannin,
who sits on the Management
Commission. Fannin said yester-
day that when Vaughan accepts the

#offer, he will likely call a special

meeting of the city council to vote
on the appointment.

Vaughan would replace interim
director Keith Caudill, who was
appointed temporarily to replace
founding  executive director
Robert Meyer who resigned dur-
ing the summer to accept a posi-
tion with Community Trust Bank.
Caudill was a candidate for the
permanent position.

Also at Wednesday’s meeting,
the management commission dealt
with the three-year-old center’s

continuing financial problems and
the purchase of signs to attract
more patrons.

Caudill used the term “treading
water” to describe the financial
condition of the center. He said the
center had recently received
$20,000 from the city of
Prestonsburg and is awaiting fur-
ther funding.

Gormon Collins Jr. told the
group that the MAC should be
looked as if it were a business. He
said someone has to explain bad
decisions that result in losses to
the center.

The Pepsi Company, which has
sponsored several activities at the
MAC, has expressed some interest
in having its logo as some part of
the sign or message board at the
MAC, Caudill said. The commis-
¢*on decided to get more informa-
tion from Pepsi before making any
decision.

The commission learned that
the lights on the MAC sign have
not been working for three to four
months. Meyer said he was under
the impression that the board is
under warranty, but when he
called Unisign, the company “did
some work” on the sign and sent
the MAC an invoice for it.

Commission members voted to
bring suit against Unisign to honor
the warranty on r‘l}é sign.

of Ivel has offered to help the
MAC with hillboard signs that
will advertisef the MAC at strate-
gic places injthe area. Caudill said
the company would provide 30

billboards (with paper signs) for
about $5,200.

The commissioners expressed
gratitude for the offer but asked
Caudill to check about getting
vinyl signs, since the paper ones
are not as sturdy, especially during
the winter months.

Youth suspected in
burning of veterans flag

Last weekend the veterans
flag at the Betsy Layne Senior
Citizens Center was burned on
the lawn and many local resi-
dents are burning mad.

Center director Nannetta
Yates said the witnesses saw a
single young man do the deed.
The perpetrator is believed to be
17-18 years old and probably
lives in the area, she said.

Yates said witnesses reported
seeing the boy, around 3 a.m.
early Monday, walk up to the
building, try to open all of the
doors, and when he could not get
in, the witnesses said he began
eyeing the flag.

Yates said witnesses said the
youth set fire to the rope, and
when it burned in two, the flag
fell to the ground and he burned
the flag.

The incident has upset many
of the residents in the area, espe-

cially in the senior citizens cen-
ter.

“It’s a pretty low trick by any-
body,” said Ransom Meade, a
center patron from Betsy Layne .

Residents living near the cen-
ter told Yates the teen, whom
they refused to identify, has a
record “a mile long,” said Yates.

“It’s a shame that someone
would deface a flag,” said Jody
Patterson of Betsy Layne. “It’s a
shame that no matter what it is,
they would do that to a flag.”

Yates indicated that the young
man’s identity is known, but she
said the . staff don’t want to
release his name wuntil the
Kentucky State Police have fin-
ished their investigation.

“I don’t know why people do
something like that. I can’t see
any reason for them to do it,”
said Lemuel Meade, a patron
from Harold.

“It’s a slur on our veterans and
on our country, too,” said Evelyn
Hamilton. “It’s a shame.”

Rev. Ronald Terry

W’W native,
PC alumnus to
return home
for program-

When a 1,000-member chorus
dazzled  conventioneers = at
Freedom Hall in Louisville in
June, few people probably would
have guessed that the conductor,
Rev. Ronald Terry, began his

musical journey in eastern
Kentucky.
Terry, originally from

Wheelwright, is president of the
music department of the National
Baptist Convention USA, whose
Congress of Christian Education
brought an estimated 55,000-plus
people to Louisville for the con-
vention.

Terry spends much of the year
traveling around the country, tak-
ing singers from disparate church
choirs and unifying them into
colossal ensembles.

In Louisville, he had a chorus

350 to 400 children, 350 or'so
teen-agers and more than 300
adults — performed separately and
together.

As part of Founders Week,
Terry will bring his skills to
Pikeville College next Tuesday for
a special evening worship. In addi-
tion to delivering a message, the
minister will provide special
music. The program begins at 7
p.m. in Booth Auditorium on the
campus.

Though he worked earlier in his
life as a medical technician, music
has long been Terry’s principal
devotion. He reflects on growing
up in the coal mining community
of Wheelwright and following his
father’s lead.

The Rev. E.H. Terry began a
music program on WLSI in
Pikeville in the late 1940s and
1950s. Says the younger Terry,
“My father was a pastor and self-
taught musician who sang in all the
churches, both black and white.”

Not wanting to work in the coal
mines like most of his peers, Terry
participated in what was then
called the “workship” program at
Pikeville ' College, working in the
library and the athletic department
in exchange for his education.

He majored in pre-medicine
with the goal to become a physi-
cian, but he minored in music,
which would turn out to be his call-

ing.

Over the years, he has enjoyed a
growing national reputation in
church circles. In 1985, he directed
a 3,000-plus choir for the pre-con-
vention musical of the National
Baptist Convention (NBC). The
following year, he was commis-
sioned to write the convention’s
theme song, “Til Christ Shall
Return Again.”

He had previously written for
the convention’s Children’s and
Youth rallies. In 1998, as president
of the convention’s Music
Aucxiliary, he presented
“Hallelujah Night,” featuring stars
Stevie Wonder and Cissy Houston.

He directed the Billy Graham
Atlanta Crusade Choir, with
11,000 to 12,000 voices each
evening, in 1994 in the Georgia
Dome.

another state. Why does he have
such a hold on our local people.
They appear to be helpless or afraid
of him. Ask yourself, who do you
know who would endure these con-
ditions for any cause? 1 was not
allowed to stand in the cold rain.

In the past I have stood outside
with the picketers and have heard
the CEO of HRMC stand on the
fifth floor balcony and chant
derogatory statements to the pick-
eters.

I spent a couple of hours in the
union headquarters. While I was sit-
ting there holding conversation with
people coming with water-soaked
socks, wet pants and complaints of
sore throats and flu symptoms, I
was amazed that they continued to
speak of tomorrow and how com-
mitted they were to continuing their
cause.

My attention was soon drawn to
a wall where a letter from a practic-
ing obstetrician hung, regarding an
employee fired for standing on his
morals and supporting a cause he
felt so strong about. He was praised
for his knowledge, kindness and
compassion shown while doing his
duties as a health caregiver.

One of the quotes in that letter
stands our in my mind: “Some peo-
ple who control money think they
control the world. They also treat
human beings as if they are replace-
able. You and I both know that is an
illusion.”

- Just tq the right of that wall is the
wall of solidarity. This is a designat-
ed wall in headquarters with small
taped notes of donations given to
the strikers, which shows the sup-
port this work force is receiving.

This began as a single 3’x8’ wall
with one lonely donation sheet and
has flooded to a second wall and is
gaining momentum. The donations
range from a single bag of chips and
‘$5 to as much as $1,400.

A peg board situated on another
wall has a listing of picket stations
with notes, ranging from a person
absent from picket duty for several
days due to a family illness to a
steadfast picketer recovering from a
personal illness ready to resume her
position on the line.

* So many people get caught up in
their everyday lives, they don’t take
the time to consider the hardship
and sacrifice these workers have
incurred during the last 37 days.
This strike is_personal to the:400+
workers who:were forced to strike at
noon on September 2.

The union at HRMC has been in
force since 1976, and has been on
strike one time for 105 days. When
that strike ended in 1981, the
administration promised there
would never be another strike at
HRMC, and that stood firm with
peaceful negotiations every three
years until a new administration was
brought in to break the union.

They have done nothing more
than propose a large number of con-
cessions from the previous contract
and made no attempt at serious
negotiations. They said in previous
newspaper articles that if the union
would review the contract and let
the union members vote, they would
accept the proposal and return to
work... Not!

The contract the hospital pro-
posed on September 1, was the
same contract these workers voted
down 300+ to 6. Do not believe
their lies. This work force stands
strong and will not be swayed by the
hospital’s idle threats and tactics.

I like the slogan that rings
through the picket line and is repeat-
ed at headquarters: “One day longer,
one day stronger.” Join in the fight
and support the people who support
you in this community, the workers
of Highlands Regional Medical
Center.

Your support will be greatly
appreciated and beneficial to you,
your family and your community
for years to come.

Hospital
responds to
letter writer

Editor:

It is the policy of Highlands
Regional Medical Center to respond
to letters to editor during this strike.
The medical center realizes some of
the information may be repetitive;
however, we feel it is important the
community receive accurate infor-
mation.

In her October 13, letter to the
Floyd County Times, Daletta
Campbell, RN, offers some of her
views. While we certainly respect
Campbell’s views, it is important
the public hear a different perspec-
tive on the situation at Highlands.

The union and the striking work-
ers have tried to make this labor
action a personal issue. It is true the
medical center has a new adminis-

trative team. This new administra-
tive team is facing a brave new
world of healthcare. The change in
administration came after 20 years
of leadership under Clarence
Traum.

Incidently, you may want to
search your archives of 1981 and
reprint some of the articles about the
strike at Highlands. You will see
Traum, who was from
Pennsylvania, was personally
attacked much like the current
administration of the medical center
is being attacked. This is an indica-
tion of the union’s tactics, not an
indication that administration is
leading the hospital in some out-
landish direction.

In 1981, administration was fac-
ing the prospects of a new Medicare
payments system. Hospitals were
having payments cut, DRG’s were
being introduced. Administration
had to make decisions based on
these harsh realities.

In 1999, hospitals are facing new
challenges. After a decade of reduc-
ing payments to hospitals and doc-
tors, the federal government is now
making further reductions through
the Balance Budget Act. Highlands,
for instance, stands to lose about $3
million in Medicare reimbursement.

On top of this, managed care is
slowly invading eastern Kentucky,
another form of reduced payments
to Highlands. Warman and his new
administrative team took over an
organization that had recently begun
to lose money. They had to act
quickly and decisively to reverse
this trend and to prepare the organi-
zation for the changes coming over
the next three to five years.

What gets lost in all this is that
when leaders make necessary
changes, they do so to fulfill the
medical center’s mission, which is
to remain independent, to provide
health care services to the region,
and assure the medical center is
healthy, not only this year, but five
years from now.

Campbell’s account of the NLRB
election is relatively accurate. What
she fails to mention is that hospital
management had fought the organi-
zation of the registered nurses for 10
years before the current administra-
tion’s arrival. The RN’s are orga-
nized today only because of some
bad legal advice handed to the med-
ical center during the campaign.
The leaders of the medical center
must be sensitive to the needs of all
employees.

The fact is, the majority of the
registered nurses at Highlands do
not want to be represented by the
union. That is why there are more
RN’s working in the medical center
than are on the picket line. It is true
SEIU has the legal right to represent
these nurses in collective bargain-
ing, it is also true the medical center
has every right and reason to take
into account the needs and desires
of those nurses who do not want to
be represented.

The Medical Center has negotiat-
ed in good faith with the Service,
Technical, and Clerical Unit and the
Registered Nurse Unit. The Medical
Center never promised five bargain-
ing sessions between August 1 and
September 1. Campbell is misin-
formed on this issue. Campbell also
fails to mention the complaints
administration received from doc-
tors and patients during this period,
because the caring union nurses
were refusing to answer patient call
bells. It is this sort of behavior that
leads many registered nurses away
from union membership.

Campbell is correct. A divided
house cannot stand. The union has
divided the Highlands house for 20
years. They continue to divide. The
union prospers when fear is rampant
and people are at odds. There is no
benefit to management to have a
divided house, think about it. For
what purpose does management
want to divide?

Campbell is correct, the medical
center does not want simultaneous
contract expiration dates. There is
one good, simple, worthwhile rea-
son for this. Strikes hurt this com-
munity, strikes hurt the employees
of the medical center, strikes hurt

local businesses, strikes have no
place in health care. Simultaneous
contract expiration dates increase
the likelihood of a strike. The lead-
ership of the medical center is doing
its job; they are protecting the pub-
lic interest. Do you want more
strikes in the future?

The public is not sympathetic to
cries about unaffordable health care.
The Highlands plan is the best plan
in the area, thefmedical center pays
some of the best wages in the com-
monwealth. It is time to get real on
this issue.

As for subcontracting, again read
the language. The medical center
does not want to subcontract your
job. The new subcontracting lan-
guage protects union jobs. Read it,
read it, read it. Get a copy of the
proposal. Write down the subcon-
tracting section and submit it as a
letter to the editor. The language is
clear about protecting union jobs.

The same goes for seniority.
Read the contract proposal. There is
extensive and exhaustive language
dealing with seniority. You know
this. Why do you continue to mis-
lead the public, and more important-
ly, yourself?

Ms. Campbell, you are right
about the pension proposal. We
would like to offer all employees a
401-k plan like you have. We would
like to freeze the present retirement
plan for the Service, Technical and
Clerical employees. These employ-
ees would continue to participate in
the plan. At the suggestion of your
union leadership, the Medical
Center wants to freeze the plan so
employees will continue to have a
benefit from the old plan.

If the benefits are distributed
early, there is cause for concern that
employees will take their retirement
money and spend it on other things.
Freezing the plan was suggested to
help assure employees would have a
better retirement benefit.

Ms. Campbell, you admit you
did vote to strike. Please remind the
public that you could be working
right now under the terms of the old
contract with your health benefits.
You could be taking care of patients.
You could be using your talents to
help sick people get better.. You
could be doing all this while your
union leadership worked with the
medical center to get you a contract.
Instead, you voted to strike, turning
your back on patients and your pro-
fession. It is a shame.

You continue to bring up the
issue of out-of-state people influ-
encing your working life. Well,
Regan, the union president, is from

, Columbus, Ohio. Traum, who you

mention in your letter, was from
Pennsylvania. Mr. Briggs was from
out-of-state. Please don’t be so
naive. A CEO cannot act unilateral-
ly to change the direction of the
medical center. Good leadership
looks down the road a few years, it
takes into account the realities of the
world we live in and it builds con-
sensus for change.

Ms. Campbell, your job is wait-
ing here for you. The medical center
would rather have you working than
striking. You are in control of
whether you have a job or not in the
future. The leadership of the med-
ical center will do its job, it will ful-
fill its obligation to the community
it serves. The medical center will
continue to provide patient care as
long as it can afford to do so.

Ms. Campbell, if you are so
interested in honesty and accuracy,
why have you failed to inform the
public about the behavior you and
your fellow strikers are exhibiting?
Caring people don’t shoot out win-
dows, they don’t put dead animals
in mailboxes, they don’t slander
people.

No promises were made to the
people who have crossed the picket
line. Most did so because they need
and want to work. Most believe the
reasons for the strike have nothing
to do with them. Many were embar-
rassed by the behavior of the strik-
ers. I am sure you are welcome to
return to work, and you will find out
there are no promises being made.

The public should also know,
Ms. Campbell, that the leadership of
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the Medical Center respects your
right to strike. Many people on the
picket line have behaved profes-
sionally, appropriately and coura-
geously. The same is true with those
who have decided to ignore the per-
sonal insults, threatening phone
calls and report to work. They have
courage, t00.

Let’s keep the public informed
accurately. There are well over 100
workers at Highlands. The emer-
‘gency room is open and getting
busier every day. There are doctors’
offices open in the Medical Office
Building. Highlands is taking care
of more and more inpatients. The
brave people who are working are
delivering good care in a safe envi-
ronment.

Management will come back to
the table any time. This is not going
to happen until the union leadership
in Columbus turns this whole mess
over to the local union leadership.
The local union leadership is caught
in the middle between an organiza-
tion that has and will continue to
treat them fairly and a union presi-
dent who sleeps comfortably in
Columbus, thinking about how to
organize another healthcare facility.

Ms. Campbell, I don’t think you
realize the last paragraph of your
letter is a public threat. Are you try-
ing to divide people further? Would
a caring person make such a state-
ment? You wrote, “Finally, to the
people on the inside who have
betrayed not only us but also them-
selves as well, we will not forget.”
Does this include doctors and
patients? Ms. Campbell, this state-
ment is below you, it is neither hon-
orable nor dignified. You owe your-
self an apology.

Grim pleads not guilty

(NUE) — Suppose your last
401(k) account statement shows less
money than your previous state-
ment? Most likely, you would con-
tact whoever handles your employ-
er’s retirement programs and ask
them to check their records for
€ITOTS. '

And you would expect any errors
to be fixed, right? :

But suppose that doesn’t hap-
pen? Instead you get the run-
around. Who would you turn to
then?

Or, suppose you tell your
employer that you’re leaving in two
weeks to start a new job.

She offers to extend your health
insurance, but you decline because
your new job offers coverage. But
what if you forget to check the start
date of your new employer’s plan
and discover that you won’t be cov-
ered for another 60 days?

Not wanting to go without health
insurance, you would probably con-
tact your old employer and tell them
you’ve changed your mind. What if
they said once you told them “no,”
you weren’t allowed to change your
mind?
