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'Posse' pursues, 
suspect sprints

Officers from four separate agencies were involved in a vehi­
cle pursuit and foot chase Tuesday night that ended in the arrest 
of Koree Thompson, 24, of Volga in Johnson County. 

Thompson was pulled over at the University BPby Kentucky 
State Police Trooper John Hunt for a possible DUl. 

When he was approached by Hunt, Thompson allegedly 
pulled a gun on the trooper, said Floyd County Sheriff John K. 
Blackburn. Thompson apparently tried to push Hunt away from 
him and fold into his vehicle. 

Prestonsburg Police Department media logs state that Hunt 
was in pursuit of Thompson along University Drive to Cliff 
Road. Thompson led Hunt along Cliff Road to Cliff Church 
where he turned and headed back toward the mouth of the road, 
forcing Prestonsburg Officer Stevie Little into the ditch. 

After a nearly four-mile pursuit, Thompson reportedly pulled

Four Floyd County schools have won 
grants for environmental projects from the 
PRIDE program, according to an 
announcement from US Rep.

Runaway teen returns home

The parents of a local teen breathed a sigh of relief 
earlier this week after being reunited with their 

f daughter. Sixteen-year-old Brandi Blocker had been 
missing since July 24. 

The Weeksbury teen-ager and her boyfriend 
Gregory Russell of Roane County, Tennessee, had 
been in Baltimore, Maryland, staying with some 
friends. · 

Blocker and Russell rented an office of a car deal­
ership to sleep in when they first arrived in Maryland. 
They stayed there from July until September when 
Debbie McCarty offered them a place to stay. 

Blocker said McCarty had seen that she was sick­
ly and became worried about her. 

Michael and Debbie McCarty suspected Blocker 
was a runaway and threatened to turn her in if she did 
not admit to it, the Floyd County teen said 
Wednesday. The couple was able to get her to confess 

to running away one evening while Russell was in 
police custody for "fooling around with a 14-year­
girl," Blocker said. 

"The people had a feeling I was a runaway. 1 start­
ed crying and they called my mom and dad," she said. 

When they received the call, Harold and Sherry 
Blocker notified the Kentucky State Police and the 
Maryland State Police of the situation and left for 
Maryland soon after. 

"I knew they were worried. He (Russell) threat­
ened me. If I called my parents, he said he would kill 
me," said Brandi Blocker. Russell had been abusing 
Blocker while they were living in the office, the 
young woman said, alleging that he had been beating 
her.

his vehicle to the side. But when 
Hunt approached, Thompson 
accelerated toward Hunt, and Hunt 
fired two shot into the vehicle. 

With his exit blocked, 
Thompson crossed the railroad 
tracks near Schwan's into the trail­
er park, where he abandoned his 
vehicle and fled on foot. 

A posse of 13 officers was 
quickly mobilized by the KSP, 
Floyd County Sheriff's 
Department, Prestonsburg City 
Police and the state Department 
of Transportation. 

An anonymous caller told the 
city dispatcher the suspect was 
known to frequent a white dou­
blewide trailer on the river bank 
and that he could be hiding there. 

After an extensive search of the 
neighborhood for nearly two 
hours, officers discovered 

Thompson hiding in a trash bin. 
The suspect was taken to the 
Floyd County Detention Center 
and charged with three counts of 
attempted murder; speeding, 70 
miles per hour in a 55 zone; carry­
ing a concealed deadly weapon, 
and fleeing and evading a police 
officer. 

Trooper Hunt was assisted on 
the scene by KSP officers Ronald 
Peppi, Rick Conn and Sgt. Les 
Stapleton; Sheriff John K. 
Blackburn, Lt. Deputy Ricky 
Thornsberry, Sgt. Shawn Roop, 
and Deputies Linzie Hunt, and 
Herman Morris; Prestonsburg 
Police Officers Stevie Little, John 
Dale, Roy Roberts, and Bryan 
Hall.

Unemployment rates increase 
~ in 64 counties in September 

Unemployment rates rose in 
64 Kentucky counties between 
August and September, fell in 43 
and remained the same in 13 
counties, according to the 
Department for Employment 
Services, a Cabinet for 
Workforce Development agency. 

From September 1998 to 
September 1999, jobless rates 
fell in 64 counties, went up in 52, 
and stayed the same in Boyle, 

" Christian, Jackson and Lewis 
counties. 

In September 1999, seven 
counties 4~1 J~bless r:,ates at or 
above 10. perc,ent.. Eleven cqun­
ties recorded double-digit rates in 
August 1999 and 10 in 
September 1998. 

Jessamine County's 1.6 per­
cent jobless rate was the lowest 
in the commonwealth. Other low 
rates were recorded in Woodford 
County, 1. 7 percent; Scott 
County, 1.8 percent; Fayette and 

1/f/1 Oldham counties, 2 percent each; 
Shelby County, 2.1 percent; 
Bourbon, Trigg and Trimble 
counties, 2.2 percent each, and 
Garrard County, 2.3 percent. 

Harlan County recorded the 
state' s highest unemployment 
rate - 14.4 percent. It was fol­
lowed by Monroe County, 12.8 
percent; Taylor County, 12.6 per­
cent; Green and Hancock coun­
ties, 11.5 percent each; Magoffin 
County, 10.6 percent; Martin 
County, 10.4 percent; Carter and 
Elliott counties, 9.8 percent each; 

and Lawrence County, 9.7 per­
cent. 

Unemployment statistics are 
based on estimates and are com­
piled to measure trends rather 
than actually to count people 
working. Civilian labor force 
statistics include non-military 
workers and unemployed 
Kentuckians who are actively 
seeking work. They do not 
include unemployed Kentuckians 
who have not looked for employ­
ment within the past four weeks. 

This sheet provides informa­
tion on industries where unem­
ployed people had worked . The 
source of the information is a 
monthly sample of Kentuckians 
drawing unemployment benefits. 
For example, 25 percent of the 
sample in the Purchase area had 
worked in construction.

Brandi Blocker met Gregory 
Russell through friends . After dat­
ing him for about a month, the 
couple fled the area. "Mom and 
Dad didn' t want me to be with 
him. He told me the only way we 
would be together was if we ran 
away," she said. 

Russell was arrested and held 
by the Baltimore County Sheriff's 

Department for an extradition 
hearing. He is wanted in the state 
of Tennessee for jumping bail on a 
statutory rape charge.

In the early-mid '70s, when I was 
working in Atlanta for the Office for 
Advancement of Public Negro 
Colleges, I was assigned to go to 
Jackson State University in Mississippi 
to take pictures and research a story on 
a university program of note. 

The JSU public relations director 
scheduled, over a couple of days, meet­
ings with a number of administrators, 
faculty and students. 

As the PR man and I walked across 
the wooded campus on a sunny, autumn 
day, we met up with a handsome young 
man on his way to our shared luncheon. 

I have a strong recollection of that 
meeting. The young man had rigidly 
perfect posture, muscles sculpted on a 
straight frame, stretched to make him­
self as tall as possible. His dark eyes 
fairly sparkled and his smile could not 
be contained. 

On that walk, it was hard to carry on 
a conversation with him because of the 
distractions of young women sidling up 
to him, arching their heads and rolling 
their eyes, each hoping she could win 
one special, penetrating look. The 
young college men, likewise, scram­
bled for his attention, no doubt hoping 
to bask in his reflection. 

At lunch I watched how he interact­
ed with the other people around the 
table. He was ever respectful. He did 
not hog the conversation, although the 
others would have gladly deferred. 

He listened to what others were say­
ing, and he was extremely humble 
when someone heaped praise on him -
which was often. 

The PR man was hyping the young 
Walter Payton for the Reisman Trophy.

I'm not a big sports fan, although at 
that time I was not long out of the 
Bulldog-crazy University of Georgia, 
so I paid a little more attention to colle­
giate football then. I'm not sure that if 
this young man had been someone 
other than Walter Payton I would have 
remembered him over the years. 

I've followed his career these many 
years because he made such an impres­
sion on me that day. He was the oppo­
site of what I expected from a star ath­
lete, certainly of what I'd known at 
Georgia where jocks back then knew 
the world was theirs. 

There was, as his NFL nickname 
indicates, a profound sweetness about 
him. I cannot quote any of his statistics, 
but I can verify that he was an unusual 
young man, the best of the best. 

I was saddened when he announced 
last year that he had a serious illness, 
although as I recall he was positive that 
he could beat it. There was no aura of 
self-pity about him. That sweet smile 
shone as he talked about his illness. 

It was surprising to learn this week 
that he did not beat it. I had confidence 
he would come out healthy and still 
shining. As corny as it might sound, 
perhaps God needed a boost and he 
asked Walter "Sweetness" Payton to 
join him.

In Genesis, God promises Noah

High winds, 
blowing leaves 
cause hazards 
for drivers 

High winds, rain and blowing 
leaves can be a dangerous combi- • 
nation for drivers at this time of 
year, according to the Blue Grass 
Auto Club Safety Foundation. 

"Strong winds can cause a 
motorist to lose control of a vehicle 
or objects blowing across a high­
way may distract a driver enough 
to cause an accident," according to 
Lilla Mason, director of the Safety 
Foundation. 

Leaves that stick to a road sur­
face during rain, can also cause dri­
vers to experience trouble with 
skidding. 

AAA has the following tips for l@l 
drivers in these types of conditions: 

RAIN & LEAVES 
• Rain and wind will cause 

leaves to fall on the roadway, mak­
ing roads slick and hazardous. 

• Regardless of speech limits, 
reduce your speed before entering 
curves to avoid losing traction on 
wet leaves and going off the pave­
ment. Wet leaves tend to collect in 
curves of winding roads. 

• Use smooth starts and stops on 
roads with wet leaves. Avoid jack 
rabbit acceleration or jamming on 
the brakes when driving on wet 1\111 

leaves. 
• Be prepared for anything. Sean 

low along the roadway for objects 
that could be blown into your path. 
Swerving to miss an object is safer 
than braking on rain slick road, as 
long as you can do it without hit­
ting another vehicle or solid object. 

• Keep in front of or behind high 
centered vehicles likely to swerve 
in a wind gust. Those vehicles 
include sport utilities, vans and 
empty tractor trailer trucks. Do not 
linger alongside while passing. 
Likewise, give such vehicles extra -
room when passing you. 

• Be aware that windy condi­
tions are often more severe in 
mountainous areas where "wind 
tunnels" are created by unusual 
topography. Also, when driving 
through an underpass, wind speed 
will decrease under the bridge, but 
suddenly increase when you come 
out the other side . 

• Redu~ your speed and 
increase your following distance in 
construction zones. Barrels and 
temporary road signs may blow ' 
onto the roadway. 

• Be aware that when, entering 
or exiting a parked vehicle in 
windy conditions, a gust of wind 
may cause a door to fly open or · 
shut with great force, causing 
injury.

HAMMOND 

Think of the phrase "consumate 
professional" and the name Tom 
Hammond should come to mind. 

This Saturday, the Lexington, 
Ky. native takes the national sports 
spotlight as host of NBC's coverage 
of the 16th Breeders' Cup from 
Gulfstream Park in south Florida. 

Come 200 I, his network is 
scheduled to take over the telecasts 
of the Triple Crown races, with 
Hammond penciled in as the host.

"Of all the major sporting events 
in America. the Derby was the only 

one that went head-to- head against 
another major sporting event," 
Hammond observed. "Dick 
Ebersol, the l\1 BC Sports president, 
thinks just having the NBA playoffs 
as a lead-in with raise the ratings I 0 
to 15 percent. 

"And it will also help the demo­
graphics,'' he continued. "One of 
the concerns that people in racing 
have is (its) older· audience. The 
demographics for the NBA are quite 
young, much younger than racing. 
So you'll get some younger fans 
and some non-racing fans to watch 
that wouldn't otherwise." 

What do you think about the 
effort at increasing racing's TV 
exposure. in particular through 
vehicles like a racing channel aimed 
at in-home wagering? 

"I would say it's a step in the 
right direction. I wouldn't say it's 
the only answer," Hammond said. 
"I think it's a very positive step.

We ' re certainly aware of other 
people's eyes. We ay of someone 
'We are sure is lying. "He couldn't 
look me in the eye.'' If we think 
omeone is di honest, we 

sa)' he has "shifty" eye . 
Hoy, quickly could

Eye are even 
more important to 
communication 
for animals that don't have a spo­
ken language. Many non-human 
pecies depend primarily on visu­

al and chemical {smell) mean to 
communicate with each other. 

Obviously, body language 
depends on vision for interpreta­
tion, but often the eyes them­
selves are used to tran mit infor­
mation. 

By the way, this is an impor­
tant point to remember if you 
have a blind pet: They may not 
automatically get along with other 
¥Jimal s because they can't send 

and receive information normally. 
Animal who live with the blind 
individual u ually adapt to the 
di. ability over time. and orne­
time. even . eem to under tand the 
problem.)

humans), direct eye contact 
with another individual is u ed 
to mean confidence, dominance, 
or sometime an overt threat. 

A dog could interpret a per­
son's stare as any of these 
things; the interpretation can 
vary depending on the tempera­
ment of the dog, the situation or 
other ignals the person is sending 
unconsciously with his body. 

In prey species (horses, deer, 
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goat , etc.), a tare i often a . oci­
ated with a predator. Watch a 
herding dog work a flock of heep 
sometime. While he use hi 
body, a great deal of control 
is done with his eye . 

Border collie., in particu­
lar, are famous for their "eye." 
Herding breeds are actually 
dog elected for their preda­
tory drive; over time, this 
has been modified so 
they don't go any further 
than chasing and sometimes 
nipping or holding the leg of a 
sheep or cow. 

The predatory stare is a u. eful 
concept to keep in mind if you 
have a hor e that i difficult to 

catch in the pa ture. Try 
approaching the horse 

with your head 
turned slightly 
and your eyes 
focused down 
and away from 
the hor e.

gentle,

Dog u e an averted gaze and 
narrowed, sometimes rapidly 
blinking, eyes to indicate they 
intend to harm. Different degree 
of looking away, combined with 
other po tures and expressions, 
can be u ed to indicate friendli­
ness, submission or fear. 

Some scientists even feel that 
the markings on the faces of 
wolves help to make facial 
expressions more easily seen. 
This poses an interesting ques­
tion: Have we unconsciously 
made it harder for our domestic 
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dog to communicate with one 
another by artificially changing 
their marking ·? We almost cer­
tainly interfere with communica­
tion · when we dock tails and crop 
ears. 

I'm not saying that olid-col­
ored dogs are handicapped by 
this. but just that color may be 
significant ometime . If your 
Siberian Hu ky has never seen 
other breed of dogs, the first time 
it meets a black Labrador 
Retriever, he may need some time 
to get the hang of the other' 
" peech." It' usually not a prob­
lem, probably for the same reason 
that we understand English even 
when spoken with an unfamiliar 
accent. 

One of the mo t valuable 
things you can do when tarting to 
train a dog is to teach him to make 
eye contact with you. Some dog 
will do this more readily than oth­
ers; obviously, bold, outgoing 
dogs will be more comfortable 
with this than more timid and sub­
missive arumals. I wonder if this 
is part of the reason that herding 
breed do so well in obedience 
competition. 

Ask the dog to "Look" or 
"Watch me" frequently during the 
day, whether or not you are actu­
ally doing a training session.

With more than 21,000 livestock 
entrie from 48 states gathering at the 
Kentucky Fair & Exposition Center in 
Loui ville, November 6-19, its dominance is 
clear. 

No other show approaches those numbers 
of purebred animal . Organizers, however, 
also produce events and exhibits that appeal 
to both indu try participants and the general 
public. 

The North American Championship 
Rodeo is a Pro Rodeo Cowboys A ociation 
(PRCA) event and is an invitational fmals 
for cowboy who compete all year in a nine­
state region (PRCA Great Lake Circuit). 
1999 dates are November II, 12 and 13, and 
performance are 7:30 p.m. nightly in 
Freedom Hall . 

Tickets are available through 
TtcketMaster and Fairgrounds Box Office 
and are priced as follows: Thur day and 
Friday-$17; Saturday-$20. The Saturday 
performance typically sell out, so advance 
ticket purchase is recommended.

For 18 years the group 
wa apart, clo ing the 
Goose Creek era of rock 
and roll. Before their break­
up, they produced three 
albums for Capitol 
Records, one for Columbia. 
and two more by indepen­
dent record companies. 

Goo e Creek al o made 
appearances on the Ed 
Sullivan Show and at the 
Atlanta Pop Fe tival in 
1977. which Gearheart said 
brought the band into the 
potlight. 

They had success cover-
ing Jani · Joplin' 
"Mercedes Benz." It was 
their only Top-40 hit. 

But the point came when 
the group agreed it wa 

time to stop and raise the 
kid , said Gearheart. 

"In late pring 1975, T 
took my kid and my wife 
and was going to migrate to 
Canada," he said. But his 
plan fell through, o he 
decided to go to 
Wa hington state to gather 
his thoughts. 

"We topped to eat at 
this little re taurant and 
tayed there 18 years " he 
aid. 

The West Coast proved 
to be the ideal place for 
Gearheart who wanted to 
take care of his "tribe." 

"A lot of hippie had 
gone there. They were 
young. Graduated college. 
There were a lot arts and 
craft . It was very progre -
sive. There were a lot of 
barbecue parties, much Uke 
we are ju t starting to see 
here," Gearheart said. 

Gearheart purcha ed a 
place, and he and his wife 
set up a couple of busines -
es, a green house for her 
and a fly fi bing hop for 
him. All the while, the 
group kept a centra¥.-offic 
to stay in touch with one 
another. 

"l left the music bu i­
ness and entered my fishing 
world," said Gearheart. 
Some of the fishing rod 
Gearheart old were in the 
$500-$600 price range. 

He dabbled in music 
through the years and even 
went into Canada to record 
an album entitled "Head for 
the Hills, the People are 
Coming." He also worked 
as a guide at Mount Baker, 
an active volcano. 

"I got to the point that I 
felt Hke a pimp, Jetting peo­
ple know where my fishing 
hole wa ." 

And with his children 
rai ed, the indoors finaUy 
got to him. 

"I got bored being 
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indoors. It tarted getting to 
me. I carne home from the 
hop one day and my wife 

looked at me and aid, 
'Getting tired of the shop? 
What do you want to do?' 

"Let' go out playing 
music again," Gearheart 
responded. And Goose 
Creek wa on the road 
a gam. 

A few places that they 
have played include Down 
Home in Johnson City, 
Tenne ee, and at 
Breedings in Lexington. 
They al o have a video out 
that gives the history of 
Goo e Creek Symphony 
entitled appropriately, 
"Goose Creek Symphony." 

The group is said to have 
a fan base that stretches 
worldwide, especially into 
western Canada. But 
Gearheart has a fear of fly­
ing which has kept the band 
from exploring that part of 
their fan ba e. 

"If they could get me on 

a plane, we could have 
played the World's Fair in 
Japan," said Gearheart. 

He started playing mu ic 
in the fourth grade. Playing 
the trombone at Maytown 
Elementary. Gearheart said 
he has marched up the 
treet of Prestonsburg 

many times participating in 
parades. 

He tarted playing the 
drum at 15, and at 18 year 
old, with a bit ingle, "The 
Great Duane," Gearheart 
made an appearance on the 
Dick Clark Show.

New Ken Burns documentary honors 
ives and work of Stanton, Anthony 

When Elizabeth Cady Stanton and 
Susan B. Anthony were born, a 
woman could not attend college, pur­
sue a professionaJ career, erve on a 
jury or testify in a trial. 

A woman also had no right to 
property or custody of her children. 
By the time Stanton and Anthony 
died, women had won all of the e 
rights. 

Acclaimed filmmaker Ken Bums 
celebrates their lives with "Not for 
Ourselves Alone: The Story of 
Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Susan B. 
Anthony." The two women shattered 
the social, cultural and legal inequal­
ities that had shackled women for 
centuries and set in motion the move­
ment that won the right for women to 
vote. 

The two-part program airs on KET 
at 8 p.m. Sunday, November 7. and at 

9 p.m. Monday, November 8. The 
program repeats on KET2 at 9 p.m. 
Tue days, November 9 and 16. 

"When eight mmion 
women ... voted for the first time ever 
in 1920, Elizabeth Cady Stanton had 
been dead for almost 18 years and 
Susan B. Anthony for 14,' says 
Burns. 

"However, it was the direct legacy 
of their tireles advocacy and a tena­
cious belief that all American -
regardless of race, creed or ex­
must be treated equally that Jed to 
thi hi toric event," he notes. 

"And beyond the vote, these two 
women created a movement that lit­
erally transformed American society 
by winning for women advances in 
everythmg from education to divorce 
law and the right to own property. 
They are, in my opinion, the two 

most important women in American 
hi tory."
