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Board takes 2nd look at PHS field

After being accused of not exhibiting 
good stewardship over money allocated for 
high school football complexes and hearing 
some specifics from Prestonsburg Mayor 
Jerry Fannin about what help the city might 
provide. the Floyd County Board of 
Education decided Monday night to take one 
more look at the construction of the 

Prestonsburg High School attletic complex. 
During the public comment portion of the 

meeting, David Layne told board members 
they were keeping secrets on such things as 
land appraisals. He also charged that the 
board has not visited some of the land own­
ers who would be affected if the football 
field were turned around. 

Layne told the board to either turn the 
field around or take it on the hill. 

"Build it right or don't build it at all," 

Layne said. 
Layne told the board. "One day I'll be on 

the board and I will do what is right for 
kids.'' 

Board members Johnnie Ross and Terry 
Dotson defended the board's action on the 
complex, stating that changes were made 
because of budget constraints. 

Dotson said one problem was Jack of 
communication. He said the committee 
which worked on planning the site did not 

call him or the board for information. 
Architect Joe Jones said $1.8 million was 

planned for the South Floyd site and $2.4 
million for the Prestonsburg site. He also 
said time was becoming critical for work on 
the Prestonsburg site if football were to be 
played there next year. 

After a query by Carol Stumbo, Fannin 
said the city would offer the land at its

and third-degree burns. 

Before the fire department 
could get to the scene, crews 
from Columbia Gas were busy 
trying to contain the fire. The 
broken line was fed by stx sepa­
rate wells spread across Floyd 
and Knott counties. 

While Columbia Gas busied 
itself to close the feeder sources, 
the flames were still licking some 
15 to 20 feet into the air when the 
fire department arrived, said 
Parker. 

The heat from the conflagra­
tion melted part of the bulldozer 
and set off a small forest fire. 

In a separate incident, the 
Kentucky Division of Forestry 
and Left Beaver Fire Department 
were called to the scene of an 
out-of-control forest fire in the 
Spewing Camp area of 
McDowell Sunday evening. 

The flames not only consumed 
the remaining leaves, but burned 
the trees alike, with flames 
reaching up to 20 feet high. 

The fire department used the 
luge gun on the ladder truck to 
fight the fire, extinguishing any 
flames that may be close to 
homes in the area, while the 
Division of Forestry fought the 
flames head on. The luge gun 
allows the firefighters to fight a 
fire as far as 75 feet away. 

There were no injuries to 
report in the forest fire.

The federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's 

r~cent report of sharp drops in U.S. gun deaths and injuries 
gtves cause for encouragement. 

It should not serve as a foundation for complacency. 
For one thing, some of the factors that are believed to have 

brought the decreases lie outside the never ending wrangle 
over gun laws. Let some of those variables tum around, and 
there's a strong prospect of seeing the gun-violence statistics 
move with them. 

Chief among these is the nation's healthy economy. It has 
long been known by professionals in health, sociology and 
law enforcement that graphs of crime and suicide move 
inversely with society's financial fortunes. In good times, vio­
lence goes down; in hard times, up. Right now, we're in rela­
tively good times. There also has been an aging of the popu­
lation, which correlates to less violence. 

Such facts shouldn't invite cynicism. Real changes 
occurred between 1993 and 1997, when two measurements 
were taken, that won't go away. 

They include tougher gun-control laws - and, of great 
~portance, more vigorous enforcement of them - along 
Wlth gun safety courses and better police work in general. All 
sides of the great debate get to be a little bit "right" on this 
one. Like most complex phenomena, it seems to be best 
addressed with multiple solutions. 

Still, as one handgun-control advocate pointed out, even 
with these improvements, 265 people took a bullet on an aver­
age day in America in 1995. Our rate of accidental and inten­
tional shootings still far outpaces that of any other advanced 
nation. 

Thus, this good news- a 21 percent decline in gun deaths 
and a 41 percent drop in firearm-related injuries- offers the 
nation an occasion to pause and pat itself on the back, 
deservedly. After that, it's time to redouble the effort.

Silence from Mars: Failure is no cause for retreat 

Failure of the Mars Polar Lander is a deep disap­
pointment, not only for the engineers but also for the 
armchair explorers who joined them in a long week­
end of watching ~nd waiting. It is an embarrassment 
for the National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration, which is taking the right steps to 
learn what it can from the experience. 

But it is no cause for NASA, or its public, to tum 
away from an ambitious program of probing our near­
est planetary neighbor. 

It must be remembered that unmanned exploration 
has been a spectacular success for the United States 
and NASA. Camedts and sensors have now reached 
every planet of thP solar system except outermost 
Pluto; the Hubble telescope, after a faltering debut, 
routinely extends our vision beyond our dreams. And, 
yet, NASA struggles with perpetual budget-cutting 
pressures and considerable public indifference. 

Partly, this is because today's basic-science mis­
sions lack the drama of rocketing an astronaut or three 
into history, or even the fascination of a shuttle flight, 
with its implication that humans will soon reside in 
the nearer reaches of space. Exploration by remote 
control is bottom-of-the-news, back-of-the-mind stuff 
until a mission fails - or until it achieves a stunning 
success, like the stream of photos from Mars 
Pathfinder and its little roving Sojourner. 

A triumph like Pathfmder also makes it easy to for­
get just how hard it is to plant a camera on Mars: The 
planet is 100 million miles away, the launch window 
arrives only every 26 months, not so much is known 
of the terrain, and even a perfectly performing space­
craft can land in a bad place, as the Polar Lander 
seems to have done. 

In truth, these missions carry all the guarantees of 
putting a message in a bottle and flinging it onto the 

retreating tide. 
NASA's critics will make much of the $165 mil­

lion cost of the lost lander and the $125 million spent 
on its companion Mars Climate Orbiter, which went 
missing in September after earthling error fouled up 
its navigation instructions. 

There will be calls for NASA to do the job more 
cheaply, or even to stop trying to do it at all. 

Such arguments lack perspective. NASA leader­
ship has already adopted the cheaper and faster strat­
egy, over the strong internal objections of some old 
hands. 

This year's pri>~S cost about half what the agency 
used to spend on a Mars orbiter, a fraction of what it 
devotes to each of seven or eight shuttle missions now 
flown each year. 

Until now, NASA's agenda called for a series of 
probes that could return samples of Martian soil and 
rock to Earth within a decade - an achievement that 
could settle the question of whether Mars has ever 
been hospitable to waterdependent life forms. That 
timetable is now under review, and perhaps some 
modifications will make sense. 

But should "everything (be) on the table," as 
NASA's administrator has said, in a possibly pre­
emptive answer to his critics? Should the Mars pro­
gram be scrapped or scaled back because another hap­
less lander bounced off a boulder or buried itself in 
dust? 

Hardly. If anything, the loss of Mars Polar Lander 
suggests that NASA should consider lofting a larger 
number of its smaller, cheaper probes in each launch 
window. Given the inevitable uncertainties, why not 
cast more bottles on the tide?

Two catalogs sit on my desk. 
Well, at this time of year, there are more than two, 

but these are favorites. They encompass the spectrum 
of the holidays, from wild extravagance to meaning­
ful simplicity. 

One is from Williams-Sonoma, a company that 
manages somehow to be an upscale kitchen supply 
outlet while appealing to people who, strictly speak­
ing, don't do much in the kitchen. 

The other is from Heifer Project International and 
proclaims itself "The Most Important Gift Catalog in 
the World." 

It "sells" goats and sheep and oxen and rabbits and 
such, but the person placing the order doesn't receive 
any farm animals. Instead, the animals are presented 
to a struggling family, usually in a distant nation. The 
family, in exchange, promises to pass along the first 
female offspring to another family. 

How much difference can a $120 goat make? 
Well, the catalog includes a story written by 

Beatrice Biira of Uganda, a child whose family 
received a goat. They sold two of the goat's kids and 
got $200, with which they built a better house. 
Imagine! The goat also enabled them to send Beatrice 
to school. 

In the catalog, she tells of her first day, the new 
uniform she wore, the tea with goat's milk she had for 

breakfast and the trip to school. "It was the best day 
of my life," she wrote. Every word was underlined. It 
gives you chills. 

The Williams-Sonoma catalog, on the other hand, 
features a $174 bottle of vinegar! It has been aged for 
25 years! Anyone who has discovered how much bet­
ter $3 vinegar is than $1 vinegar can well understand 
the appeal of a $174 bottle. (And for those of us who 
must content ourselves with imagining, there also are 
bottles in the $16-to-$25 range.) 

Is there someone on your list who likes chickens? 
Heifer Project suggests making, in her name, a $20 

donation, enough to buy a flock of chickens. Just one 
hen could each year tum little more than table scraps 
into 200 protein-filled eggs, which the family can eat, 
share or sell. 

For $105 you could buy four wild, red-legged par­
tridges that Williams-Sonoma boasts will be hunted 
one weekend and on your loved ones' table in a mat­
ter of days. Even the catalog's warnings sound, some­
how, exotic: "The meat may contain bird shot, so 
please warn guests!" 

Back in the Heifer International catalog, you can 
read about how a $10 donation could provide 
seedlings to a Tanzanjan family, helping them protect 
their crops from erosion. 

Or at Williams-Sonoma you could spend almost 
four times as much for a three-foot bayleaf garland,

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Forest fires impact areas future 
The Kentucky Division of 

Forestry has reported that more than 
120,000 acres of timber have burned 
in Kentucky this calendar year 
(nearly the same acreage as Estill or 
Muhlenberg County)- more than 
73,000 acres since November I 0, 
and the worst fire year in more than 
a decade. 

•'~ Fire crews from as far away as 
Arizona joined firefighters from 
Kentucky. The expenses to fight the 
forest fires in Kentucky this fall are 
being estimated to be in the millions 
of dollars. 

Newspaper and television cover­
age discussed the direct costs, the 
extended work days of the workers, 
and the counties acres that were 
burnt from fires suspected of being 
intentionally set by arsonists. 

The issue that was not conveyed 
well was why foresters were so 
intent on putting out the forest fires. 
In the spring, we will see new 
foliage appearing on many of the

Glickman recently announced that 
USDA will provide $194.5 million

To help, the American Bible 
Society (ABS), the Maclellan 
Foundation, and the United Bible 
Societies (UBS) have announced 
the creation of Opportunity 21, the 
largest Scripture distribution pro­
ject in history-a $90 million initia­
tive involving more than 60 coun­
tries. 

The project was launched with a 
$15 million Maclellan Foundation 
challenge grant to the world's 
largest not-for-profit Bible distribu­

. tor-the American Bible Society-and 
its UBS partners. 

"We at the American Bible 
Society believe so strongly in the 
critical need for Opportunity 21 to 
fulfill its mission that we have 
invested significant time, staffing 
and financial resources to see that it 
succeeds," said Dr. Eugene B. 
Habecker, president of ABS. 

In addition to its initial matching 
grant, ABS will match all gifts of 
more than $100,000 from donors 
who want to help overcome the 
worldwide Scripture shortage. 

The project does more than dis­
tribute printed Scriptures. It 
encompasses Scripture translation 
and the development of Scriptures 
on audio and videocassettes. 

Because illiteracy is such a sig­
nificant obstacle for many trying to 
read the Scriptures, another goal is 
to provide videos and audiocas­
settes to those who are unable to 
read. 

"Opportunity 21 will bind 
together our global family in a 
renewed unity of purpose," said 
Rev. Fergus Macdonald, General 
Secretary of the United Bible 
Societies.

mountains. FRYSC's (pro­
nounced "friskys") arc organiz­
ing students, businesses. organi­
zations and individuals to reach 
out to children and families who 
need help. 

"We're more aware this time 
of year of the importance of giv­
ing back what we're been given 
as citizens," says Viola P. Miller, 
Secretary of the Cabinet for 
Families and Children, which 
administers FRYSC funding. 
"FRYSCs coordinate that in their 
communitie~. They arc such a 
valuable resource to make sure 
all of Kentucky's families have 
access to JOY and cheer during 
the holidays." 

In Boyd County, center coor­
dinator Catherine Newton 
ensures that the FRYSC holiday 
projects involve students and 
teach social responsibility 
beyond mere charity. She makes 
sure that all students-even, or 
especially those who are poor or 
d1sabled themselves-give as well 
as receive. 

"Our biggest job is empower­
JOg kids and young people," she 
says, "that they arc v1tal to the 

community. that everyone can 
contribute and has a right to be a 
part of the larger community and 
serve others." 

In addition to collecting cans 
for food baskets and making 
crafts to sell to pay for field trips 
for students who can't afford 
them, middle and high school 
students operate a Christma~ toy 
workshop with local organiza­
tions. The project serves as a les­
son in "learn and serve" and 
"school to work," Newton says. 

Students and other volunteers 
collect more than 6,000 used 
toys In one intense day, they 
clean. mend and repair the toys, 
then stock a "store" where needy 
families can shop. "That way, 
parents get to select the toys," 
she says. 

FRYSCs offer support to chil­
dren and families throughout the 
year, but Christmas offers a 
once-a-year chance to help the 
hardest-to-reach families. 

''A lot of people in rural areas 
have a lot of pride," says Donna 
Herndon. FRYSC center coordi­
nator in Calloway County. "The 
only change we get with a lot of 
these families is at Christmas. 
No one wants their child to go 

without a Christmas. It's a win­
dow of opportunity for us to 
identify the family's other needs 
and draw in other community 
resources to help with (non­
Christmas) needs like food, beds, 
heat." 

Many organizations around 
the state organize food and toy 
drives during the holidays, but 
FRYSCs are in a unique position 
to lead those efforts. Operating 
in every county through more 
than 1,000 schools, FRYSCs 
work throughout the year to 
coordinate financial and support 
resources available in the com­
munity and connect them to chil ­
dren and famihes in need of help. 
When Christmas rolls around, 
FRYSCs already have a commu­
nity-wide system in place. 

"One thing that is so signifi­
cant that FRYSCS do during the 
entire year is establish partner­
ships with the private sector," 
Miller says. 

In Murray, Herndon organizes 
a ''community effort to take care 
of all the needy children in 
Calloway County." Her effort 
involves 18 churches, 13 agen­
cies and organizations, 21 offices 
and businesses and 57 individu-

als and families. Last year they 
took care of 986 needy children 
and 448 families. 

Weeks before Christmas this 
year. four children without beds 
received them. '"We don ' t wait 
for Christmas to get children 
beds ,'· Herndon says . ·'Heating 
needs we take care of immediate-
ly.'' • 

Those in need, volunteers and 
donors are all coordinated 
through FRYSCs and the 
schools. Large local businesses 
make major donations- $5,000 
from Mattei. $2,000 from Wal­
Mart. phone bills for Santa's 
Workshop paid personally by a 
local phone company exccuti' e . 

'"Half of our children a. ked 
for shoes. and a local shoe store 
donated l 00 vouchers for shoes," 
Herndon says. "All kinds of 
businesses contribute. We really 
do mobilize the whole communi ­
ty. 

"It's incredible the support we • 
get." 

'"FRYSCs do such a \\Ondcrful 
job of mak1ng sure that this is not 
about charit). but about families 
sharing resources with each 
other," Miller says.

EARLY TOOTH OVERCROWDING 
When should crooked teeth be 

straightened? As soon as they're 
detected!

''Collecting 'Em all'' may 
have long-term social benefits

upon us. kids will be asking for-and 
parents inevitably will be purchas­
ing-the hottest toys and collectibles 
of the season. Already, trend spot-

''So many children today are bet­
ter ate-mailing each other and com­
municating via computer than they 
are at getting together and talking 
with one another," says Eyre. 

Pokemon trading sessions offer 
an opportunity for children to 
socialize, and to have conversations 

about something that is mutually 
engaging and fun-the "stuff' that 
builds real friendships. 

Further, Eyre argues. Pokemon 
trading mirrors our real life eco­
nomic system where goods have 
relative values. Eyre admits that, as 
in the real world, there is inherent 
satisfaction that can result from 
making a good trade. just as there is 
always the possibility of risk. 
Disappointment can ensue as chil­
dren suffer the consequences of 
some of their not-so-good trades. 
However. Eyre believes that it's 
better for children to learn econom­
ic lessons through trading Pokemon 
cards, than when they become 
adults and have been given pre­
approved credit cards. 

Finally, Eyre believes that the

AN ORDINANCE 
OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG 
ESTABLISHING A 
GOLF COURSE 
ADVISORY BOARD 
FOR THE OPERA­
TION AND MAINTE­
NANCE OF THE 
GOLF COURSE 

Whereas, the City of 
Prestonsburg is in the 
process of construct­
ing an 18 hole cham­
pionship golf course 
and recreational facili­
ty, and; 

Whereas, the 
Council of the City of 
Prestonsburg has 
determined that the 
daily operation and 
maintenance of the 
course should be 
vested in a board, 
and: 

Whereas, the board 
should be vested, by 
ordinance, with cer­
tain powers, duties, 
and responsibilities, 

BE IT THEREFORE 
ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF PRE­
STONSBURG AS 
FOLLOWS: 

A. ESTABLISH­
MENT; MEMBERS 
1. There is created a 

Golf Course Advisory 
Board of the city 
which shall consist of 
eight residents of the 
city who have resided 
therein for not less 
that one year next 
preceding the date of 
their appointment. 
The membership 
shall consist of the 
Mavor and two coun­
cilpersons whose 
terms shall be coter­
minous with their 
terms as elected offi­
cials. The other five 
members shall be 
appointed by the 
Mayor, with the 
approval of Council, 
and shall serve a peri­
od of two years, with 
their terms expiring 
December 1. Two of 
the initial members 
shall serve for a 
one-year term and the 
other three initial 
members shall serve 
for a two-year term, 
so that the terms of all 
members shall be 
staggered thereafter. 
Nothing shall prohibit 
the reappointment of 
any member. 

2. No person shall 
be appointed a mem­
ber of the Board who 
has, within the last six 
months before his 
appointment, held 
any elected office. 

3. If at any time dur­
ing his term of office, 
a member of the 
board. other than the 
Mayor and Council 

members, becomes a 
candidate for or IS 
elected or appointed 
to any pubhc office, 
he shall automatically 
vacate h1s member­
ship from the board 
and another person 
shall be appo1nted. 

4. Any and all 
vacanc1es that may 
occur shall be filled by 
the Mayor, with the 
approval of Council, 
to fill the unexpired 
term of the member. 

5. Any member of 
the Golf Course 
Advisory Board may 
be removed from 
office upon a 
two-thirds vote of the 
City Council for meffi­
ciency, neglect of 
duty, misfeasance, or 
malfeasance in office. 

B. COMPENSA­
TION 

1. Members of the 
board shall receive no 
salary, fees, or reim­
bursement for 
expenses. 

2. All employees of 
the Golf Course and 
related activities shall 
be city employees 
under the provisions 
of the existing person­
nel manual or its revi­
sions. The method of 
hiring said employees 
should come as a rec­
ommendation from 
the board to the 
Personnel Committee 
of the City Council 
and then to the 
Mayor. 

3. All employee 
related expenses, 
including, but not lim­
ited to, salanes, bene­
fits and travel expens­
es, shall come solely 
from the revenues of 
the project, unless 
specifically budgeted 
by the Council in the 
annual budget. The 
city treasurer shall 
ma1ntain a separate 
bank account for the 
revenues of the pro­
ject and pav the 
expenses therefrom, 
with the checks being 
signed by the Mayor 
and City Treasurer. 
Any excess revenues 
above the cost of 
operation and a suffi­
Cient maintenance 
reserve may be 
depos1ted in the gen­
eral fund for the over­
all operation of the 
city. 

4. The board shall 
prepare a budget for 
the fiscal year of July 
1 to June 30 and sub­
mit it to the Finance 
and Revenue 
Committee of the city 
for approval and to be 
included in City's bud­
get ordinance. Said 
annual budget shall 
be submitted by May 
1 of each year. The 
board shall make 
quarterly financial 
reports to City Council 
in open meetings. 

C. QUORUM; 
OFFICERS and 

MEETINGS 
1. A majonty of the 

Golf Course Advisory 
Board shall constitute 
a quorum and the 
Board shall act vote of 
a majority present at 
any meeting attended 
by the quorum. 
Vacancies in the 
Board shall not affect 
its power or authority 
so long as a quorum 
remains. 

2. Withm ten days 
after appointment and 
qualification of mem­
bers, the Golf Course 
Advisory Board shall 
hold a meetmg and 
elect a Chairperson, 
who shall preside at 
the meetings and 
have no authority out­
side of a convened 
meeting, Secretary, 
and such other offi­
cers as it may choose 
to elect. The Board 
shall hold public 
meetings at least 
once each month at 
such regular time and 
place as the Board 
may determine. 
Changes in the time 
and place of meeting 
shall be made known 
to the public as far in 
advance as practica­
ble. Any special meet­
ing may be called by 
the Chairperson, 
Mayor, or by any two 
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members of the 
Board, but, if such 
special meeting is 
called, the 
Chairperson or 
Secretary shall send 
written notice to all 
members of the 
Board. 

3. All meelings of 
the Golf Course 
Adv1sory Board shall 
be open to the public 
and comply with the 
Open Meetings Act of 
the State of Kentucky. 
The Board shall keep 
accurate record and 
minutes of the meet­
ings, which shall be 
filed in the office of 
the City Clerk for pub­
lic inspection. 

D. DUTIES 
1. After the board 

has been appointed 
and qualified, the Golf 
Course Advisorv 
Board shall thereafter 
have charge of the 
general supervision 
and control of the 
operation and mainte­
nance of the golf 
course . The board 
shall employ such 
personnel as the 
board deems fit, pro­
vided the provisions 
of Section B 2 are fol­
lowed. It shall be the 
responsibility of the 
board to develop job 
descriptions for all 
employees and 
assign duties as it 
sees fit. The Board 
shall not employ any 
person who is the 
spouse, parent, child. 
brother, sister, 
mother-in-law, 
father-in-law,...., 
son-in-law, 
daughter-in-law, 
grandparent, or 
grandchild of any 
member of the board, 
the Mayor or any 
Councilperson. 

2. Within the limits of 
the funds available 
therefore, the Golf 
Course Advisory 
Board shall determine 
programs, improve­
ments, rates and may 
establish such rules 
and regulations as it 
deems necessary or 
appropnate to govern 

operat1on of the golf 
course. 

3. A copy of the 
schedule of the cor­
rect rates and 
charges m effect from 
time to time and a 
copy of all rules and 
regulations of the 
Board shall be placed 
on file m the off1ce of 
the City Clerk. The 
Golf Course Adv1sory 
Board shall keep a 
complete and accu­
rate record of all 
meetings and actions 
taken, and shall make 
reports of the same to 
the City Council at 
stated mtervals, not to 
exceed quarterly. The 
reports shall be in 
wnting, shall be filed 
in open meeting of the 
City Council, and a 
copy shall be filed 
with the City Clerk. 

4. The purpose of 
the Board shall be to 
handle the dally oper­
