Heart recipient thanks 
family whose tragedy 
led her to triumph

The death announcement says 
that Danny Justice Jr. died on 
July 10, 1995, at the age of 18 
years and 18 days. but his life and 
spirit are kept alive in the bodies 
of others. This became possible 
when Danny's mom and dad, 
Denise and Danny, agreed to 
donate his organs. 

after mforming her that her son 
\\as dead. 

She readily accepted the idea. 
saying "lt \\as a way for Danny to 
live on, His heart is still beating." 

Sixty-three-year-old Barbara 
Kelty, who doctors said had about 
a week to live without a new 
heart, was blessed to receive 
Danny's heart and now is doing 
well. 

Kelty was in Louisville Jewish 
llospital awaiting a donor. Five 
months after the transplant, Kelty 
tlil'd to get in touch with the 
Justices but her letter was lost.

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Family court asks for donations

The Floyd Family Court has 
put out a subpoena for all busi­
nesses and concemed citizens of 
Floyd County. The court is asking 
for donations in order to improve 
the children's waiting area of the 
court. 

The waiting area is used to 
buffer children from spatting par­
ents during divorce or domestic 
proceedings. 

The children are taken from the 
courtroom and escorted to the 
waiting room. There they are 
allowed to play, which effectively 
removes them from the potential 
screaming and shouting that can 
occur. 

The room has coloring books, 
toys and reading books to distract 
the children. A television and VCR 
are also available for older kids. 

Judge Paxton said she would 
like to add a closet to the room to 
store coats and clothes that may be 
given to children who are in need. 
She is currently researching a 
grant that will provide child-size 
suitcases for those children who 
leave home with their clothes in a 
bag. 

The court also needs volunteers 
to look after the children while 
they are in the waiting room. The 
woman who currently looks after 
the children aids Paxton during 
court proceed1ngs and is often 
absent from the courtroom while 
taking care of the children. 

Paxton will soon implement a 
program to help all parties in a 
divorce, parents and children 

alike. She will set up a mandatory 
six-hour class to aid families in 
dealing with the many problems 
created with a difficult divorce. 
The goal is to alleviate the pres­
sure on the children. 

Paxton plans to establish places 
for these classes across the county, 
so Floyd County residents who are 
far removed from Prestonsburg 
will not have such a difficult drive. 

Hopes are to begin the new parent­
ing classes in February. 

If you have gifts you would like 
to donate to the waiting room, 
Judge Paxton and the other judges 
of the domestic courtroom would 
truly appreciate it.

It is a most special time of year in which we all

It is a particularly extraordinary holiday season 
this year for me in that my second daughter, Kassidy 
Ream was born.

!'v1y holiday season. however. will com~ to an 
abrupt end as the 2000 session of the General 
Assembly convenes. Tuesda). January 4. It will be a 
most interesting session for many reasons. not the 
least of those being the nev. balance in the Senate 
between political parties . For the first time in 
Kentucky history. Republicans are the majority there 
and it certainly stands as a landmark to this session. 
Personally, I look forward to working with the new 
Senate Majority Leader, David Williams. 1 have 
known David for a long time as he served in the 
House of Representatives for many years. 

Also paramount to the upcoming session is the 
financial shortfall facing the state forcing issues to the 
forefront such as an incre~se in the gasoline tax. 
Currently, Kentucky does enJOY a lower tax than most 
of surrounding states. All legislators are carefully 
considering this proposal. I am sure, as the Governor 
has promoted such a possibility. 

The Governor in his inauguration speech outlined 

an ambitious agenda that he w1ll support during the 
2000 session .

That of course includes my comprehen­
sive trash and litter bill . If passed. I envision nearly 
eliminating illegal dumping and dramatically reduc­
ing roadside litter. Our state is incredibly beautiful 
and I strongly feel we need to take drastic action right 
away to save the environment for future generations.

To 
curb the litter problem, I am suggesting a deposit be 
placed on eve!)· beverage container sold in the 
Commonv.calth :-Jot only will this reduce litter on the 
roadway and the waterways, but it will promote recy­
cling. 

During the 2000 sesston, legtslators will be play­
ing a prominent role m the distribution of the tobacco 
settlement money and could likely make a decision on 
allowing farmers to grow commercial hemp. 

Legislators wtll be looking also at quality teacher 
preparedness and evaluation and improvements to our 
current adult education system. 

These are all issues with which we as lawmakers 
must grapple and make the best decisions possible 
based upon the infomultion we have obtained from 
testimony, constituents and experts in respective 
areas. I always make every effort to effectively make 
my decisions on what is best for the mountains and 
specifically Floyd County.

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Opryland celebrates 
Christmas all winter by Zane Binder

(NU) - To most Americans. Christmas 
ends on Dec. 26 when a11 the presents have 
been opened and the ham is nestled snugly in 
your belly. At Nashville's sprawli ng 
Opryland Hotel, however, Christmas is 
decidedly different in that the celebration 
extends well into the New Year. 

Throughout the celebration, every inch of 
the 2,884-room property, including nine 
acres of indoor tropical gardens, is illuminat­
ed by festive holiday lights for a season that 
lasts through the winter months. Even the 
trees on the resort's long approach roads are 
electrified for the occasion. 

Decorations include a 40-foot Christmas 
tree, 24-foot golden bear. a squadron of 11-
foot-tall musical animals and 20 doves trail­
ing "Peace on Earth" banners. 

The nightly Yule Log lighting ceremony 
features a battery of 97 water jets shooting 
streams 85 feet above the floor of the Delta. 
one of the resort's three enonnous residential 
garden areas. The Delta, decorated in a 
Mardi Gras motif of gold. purple and green 
streamers that hang from four acres of sky­
lights, is also the home of the festival's 
largest entertainment production. "A Down 
Home Christmas." 

The $1.5 million decorations in the 
Cascades, a two-acre tropical indoor water 
garden, include singing ornaments and a 30-

foot fountain of lights. 

People and plants also share close quar­
ters in the Conservatory, another structure 
that resembles an oversized greenhouse (not 
surprising, since it's the home of 10,000 
tropical plants). Eight hot-air balloons, each 
filled with toys, mingle with oversized ani­
mal figures that delight strollers below. A 
new addition this year allows visitors to 
communicate directly with Santa Claus via 
e-mail. 

The size and success of "A Country 
Christmas" reflects the enormous appeal of 
the Opryland Hotel, which had only 600 
rooms when it opened in 1977. The propert), 
whicb reached its present size in 1996. now 
has 600,000 square feet of meeting and 
exhibit space. 

AJthough there's no charge to enjoy the 
displays of "A Country Christmas," break­
fast and dinner shows, as well as the interac­
tive children's show and the boat ride 
through the Delta's indoor waterway, require 
ttckets for admission.

Amid debate about the impact of fraternities 
and sororities on the social fabric of coUeges and 
universities, new evidence suggests that few col­
lege-bound students intend to participate in Greek 
life. The latest studentPOLL. national study 
revealed that fewer than one in five high school 
semors definitely plan to join a fraternity or soror­
ity in college. 
. The Art & Science Group, Inc., a higher educa­
tion consulting firm, conducted the survey, calling 
500 college-bound high school seniors around the 
country and asking them about their plans to par­
ticipate in Greek life during college. Nearly two­
thirds (62 percent) reported no desire to become a 
member of a fraternity or sorority. Of those who 
were interested or not sure if they wanted to join, 
68 percent expressed ambivalence as to the impor­
tance of such membership to their educational 
experience. 

Among respondents who did not rule out par­
ticipation. 99 percent reported that having frater­
nities or sororities was not an important factor in 
choosing a college. 

''The message for college and university presi­
dents. board members and other decision makers 
is to avoid giving excessive attention to Greek life 
in their communications with prospective stu­
dents," said Rick Hesel, principal, the Art & 
Science Group, Inc. "Clearly, the focus should be 
on the overall quality of student life on campus, 
because fraternities and sororities aren't priorities 
for most students" 

While parents do not seem to play a major role 
in students' decisions to join fraternities or sorori­
ties, the role they do play is largely negative. 
Among those respondents who reported any 
parental influence, more than one-fifth (21 per­
cent) reported that their parents would strongly 
discourage or somewhat discourage membership.

(NU) - While winter plunges much of 

North America into a deep freeze, New 
York's frenetic pace never misses a beat. 
Everything is bigger, better and faster 
-making the area the nation's true capital 
even though the federal government is 
based elsewhere. 

The city hal> the best restaurants. the 
best theaters. the best museums and some 
of the best sport~ teams on the planet. It 
also has a oigger network of land. sea and 
transit system:, than any city in the world. 

Walking is a good way to gel around­
especially tn Manhattan. And, since 
every squan.: m1lt' has many attractions. 
proper planning is a must. Manhallan is a 
city of netghhorhood~. from Little Italy 
to Chinatown. It's easier to find Irish 
publ>, koshi."r delis or Indian enclave!> 
than Jt is to find a cab driver who speaks 
English. Taking a city tour - where 
somebody else docs the driving - pro· 
\ides an excellent overview. 

Learning the local language is a good 
idea: "The City" means Manhattan but 
"the Village'' is Greenwich Village. a 
mecca for artists, writers, poets and folk· 
!->ingcrs. Though minute~ from midtov. n. 
the Village seems a world apart. Its side­
walk cafes. bistros and off-Broadway 
plays arc cheaper, more casual and often 
more creative. 

One of them, the Sullivan Street 
Playhouse, houses 'The Fanta!>ticks,'' the 
longest running ~how in the city. Off-

Broadway theaters have fewer than 300 
seats and often accommodate experime n­
tal works. By contrast. the city's four 
music meccas (Carnegie Hall. Town 
Hall, Avery F isher Hall and City Center) 
all have at least 1,000 seag. Though 
many Broadway theaters also have the 
benefit of size. tickel., to top shows are 
tough to get - even 1f booked well in 
advance. 

Meanwhile. in the bean of the ci ty lies 
Central Park. A virtual urban oasis, the 
park boasts buggy rides. ballfields. boats 
and occasional concerts. Biking, hiking. 
jogging and horseback riding are favorite 
pastimes in lht' park. wh1ch also houses 
an extensi\ e zoo. 

Central Park borders the Amencan 
Mu~cum of Natural History, the city's 
most popular cultural attraction. The 
museum is known for its extensive fossil 
displays - especially relating to 
dinosaurs and extinct species. 

The streets of Nev. York are also 
attra<:·tions: Sharp-eyed visitors can spot 
Hollywood stars, athletes, pohtical lcad­
erJ>. visitmg dignitaries and - according 
to the local visitors and convention 
hureau -any of 7,300 professional mod­
els.

This Native American group pays tribute to 
the Mingos. a confederation of various 
Indian tribes who coalesced in the Ohio 
Valley about 200 years ago and strove for a 
peaceful coexistence with white seulers. 
The Mingo Spirit Singers remember the 
confederation by performing its songs in 
their original languages. 

Finally. Shuffett ventures to a little­
known place of heauty-Mill Creek Lake, a 
41-acre retreat located on the grounds of 
Natural Bridge State Resort Park.

our house on her way back to St. Louis from Las Vegas last 
spring, and took a keen interest in the computer set-up we've 
got in the family room. It occurred to me then that there must 
be miJiions of people just like her across North America-folks 
who'd like to do something relaxing. social and fun online 
with their computers. Preferably for free. 

The Website she liked best last May-www.pogo.com­
turned out to be such a hit that we literally had to pry LOis 
away from her online bridge and hearts games for meals. If I 
didn't think the site was such a great idea I'd be a little irri­
tated with pogo.com, because my 14-year-old, Graham, also 
has to be pried away from pogo. Only he's playing ches!.. with 
folks from around the world, not card games. 

Lois came back for Thanksgiving. just about the time 
pogo.com introduced its casino games-Keno. video poker and 
roulette-with a cool ne\\ way for players to win cash and 
prizes without risking any of their own money. For someone 
like Lois who goes to Vegas twice a year. this was too much. 
My wife ended up serving Lois ham sandwiches and Coke 
right at the computer screen. 

Pogo.com is a great example of how the lnternet-that most 
modern of inventions-has returned us to some of the best parts 
of the past. If you've shopped at one of the big online e-com­
merce merchants. like amazon.com. you may have noticed 
something you thought was dead and gone: fast, personalized 
service. Just like the old bookstore clerk who knew your read­
ing tastes. amazon.com, using new technology, suggest books 
you might like. 

What pogo.com has done is b1ing back classic, social. 
easy-to-play parlor games-card, board and puzzle games, plus 
arcade favorites from the I 970s-while modernizing the expe-

rience for the Internet. I should say, ·'optimizing: the experi­
ence for the Internet," because with pogo.com, you don't have 
to get four people together to play spades, bridge or hearts. or 
have a partner to play chess or checkers. All you need is your­
self. 

Pogo puts human players together with one another \lia the 
Lnternet, or they can play with computerized partners. And if 
players want to organize a family reunion over a hearts gan1e. 
there's no need to get on airplanes. The family can create a 
"private room" on pogo.com and reunite over the Internet. 

In addition to the casino and card games. pogo.com offers 
backgammon, bingo, bndge. checkers. chess, crosswords, the 
Daily Jumble® puzzle, trivia games and "retro' arcade game~ 
like Overflow. Tank Hunter and Tube Runner. 

Like anyone who is not particularly familiar with comput­
ers, my mother-in-law wac; a little hesitant the first time she 
entered one of pogo.com's game rooms. But within a fe~ 
minutes, pogo.com's easy to use interface and the welcoming 
chat comments of the other people at the table put her at ease. 
and off she went 

Every time I checked in on her. she pointed to the chat 
screen and showed me where her opponents were from. [t 

really 6rought the potential of the Web alive for me to see her 
playing bridge with and against people from London. Miami 
and Phoenix. The Internet really allows people to overcome 
what used to be barriers (distance, time and personal circum­
stances) to connect with one another.
