statewide according to 1999 te~t scores released 
Wedne~day. 

As a district. Floyd County ranked I 56th of 
177 school districts on the Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System. 

Wednesday's results are the final scores for 
the 1999 CATS test. In September, the state 
Department of Education released school results 
for the core content areas of the test. including 
English, math, social studies anu science. This 
week's scores include those same results. as well 
as writing ussessments and non-academic areas 
such a-; attendance and drop·out rates. 

include Jenkin' Independent. 
Magoffin County and Martin 
County. which all tied for 
!57th; Letcher County, which 
ranked 162nd; and Knott 
County, !67th.

They include 
Pikeville (seventh in the state), 
Paintsville (12). Johnson (52).

Prestonsburg residents have the 
convenience of a do\\. nto\1. n post 
office available once more. 

Todd and Robin Burchett, O\\ n­
ers of the former Sears building on 
Court Street. have rebtlilt their bu~i­
ness with an added touch, the U.S. 
Postal Service. 

Prestonsburg Postmaster Edith 
Risner has worked to return the 
postal service to the dO\\ ntown area 
since she learned the location of the 
new post oflice. Bids for a down­
town area facili ty opened before the 
new building opened for busine~s in 
April. 

The bids were cut orr in May and 
Burchett was awarded the contract 
in the summer The branch office is 
a fu lly functional post office with 
the exception of international mail. 
A full range of products and ser­
vices will be a\iailablc including 
"stamps (functional and col­
lectible). money orders. P.O boxes, 
express mail. all the typical thing!-> a 
local bank or local auomep. need," 
said John Mcintosh. 

Box rentals can be purchased at 
the large post office at the Wai-Mart 
entrance. The prices arc the same. 

The mini-office opened for busi­
ness on Monda). As of Wednesda~. 
the) had rented four boxes. 

The Burchett~ have made sever­
al changes on the lot and builuing in 
order to accommodate postal tlaf­
iic. including repa\ ing the parking 
lot and adding a handicap entrance 
ramp. 

A local courier sen ice rna) be 
established for the post onice. TI1e 
courier "'ill carry mail to the court­
house and the Justice Center

"People's mail is sensitive," he 
said. 

The branch onice lacks a display 
or postal merchandise that is avail­
able to the public, but it is up and 
ready for business with 340 boxes 
available. 

The service window will be open 
from 9 a.m to 4 p. m. The boxes 
will be av.tilable during regular 
store hours. 8:30a.m. to 6 p.m.

No surprise; food prices up 
A marketba..,ket of 40 popular food 

items is costing Kentuckians about 7 
percent more than a ycar ago. accord­
ing to a Kentucky Fam1 Bureau sur­
vey. 

Fann Bureau's quarterly survey of 
food prices throughout the state 
showed an average of $83.84 for the 
40 items in January. as compared to 
$78.12 in January of 1999. 

The January 2000 average sets an 
all-time record for the survey's 21-
year history. easily surpassing the pre­
vious record high of $8172 set in 
October. The JanuaJ) average also 
represents a 2.6 percent increase from 
October. 

The survey indicates that food 
prices in Kentuclq last year climbed 
at a higher rate than in mo~t states. 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture 
has estimated a 3 to 4 percent increao;e 
nationally in 1999. 

ln Kentucky. the marketbasket 
average actua!Jy dropped in both 
April and July before rising dramati­
cally over the past six months. 

Poultry, eggs and beef were the big 
gainers during the last quarter of 
1999. The average cost for a pound of 
chicken breasts soared from $1.81 to 
$2.08, while a dozen large eggs 
increa~ed from 74 cents to $1.05 and 
extra large eggs went from 87 cents to 
$1.13. 

Meanwhile, the average price for 
the five beef products surveyed 
climbed by 7.6 percent Rib-eye steak 
was the biggest gainer, going from 
$6.61 a pound in October to $7.13 in 
January. Ground beef rose by an aver­
age of 14 cents a pound while chuck 
roast l>hO\\ ed a hike of 32 cents a 
pound. 

The best news was in the dairy 
cao;e. where pnces fell for milk. butter.

ice cream and most types of cheese. 
Overall, the seven dairy items in the 
survey showed an average of 6 per­
cent lower than in October. Ice cream • 
was the best deal, going from $3.11 to 
$2.47 a gallon, on average. 

The average for five pork products 
was virtually unchanged, while the 10 
items in the produce case showed a 
4.5 percent increase. 

The average price for a pound of 
tomatoes climbed by 19 cents during 
the last three months, and a 10-pound 
bag of potatoes went from $2.56 to 
$2.74, on average. 

Bread was another bigger gainer, 
with a loaf of white bread going up by 
16 cents on average and a loaf of 
whole wheat climbing by 15 cents. 

Of the 40 items, 27 were more,_ 
expensive in January than in October.

Bureau market reporters were 
Bardstown. Dry Ridge, Falmouth, 
Glasgow, Harrodsburg, Lancaster, 
Lexington, Morganfield, Sayersville, 
Shelbyville, Somerset and Stanford.

For tho!>e of us m the editorial writing business, there 

comes a time when it is difticult to offer criticism, how­
C\er ~light. for an entity such as the Floyd County school 
system. 

The system has been through so much. has teetered on 
the brink of catastrophe countlcso; times, falling over 
more than once. And '"bile thl·re is far to go. 1t doc:-. 
appear that the "ystem ha" taken the initial steps toward 
progress. 

But the relea"e of final 1999 test scores this \\ cck 
begs us to comment in order to place them in perspec­
tive, as \\Cil a' demands action from each of us . 

While it is true that indh idual schools and district:-. 
are no\\ in competition only v. ith thcmsehes. and that 
this is only the first round of scores. offering no mean., 
of comparhon to the past, it 1s equall) true that it docs 
not take much anal) s1s to sec that the results place our 
schools on the \HOng end of the spectrum. 

Of the ~tate·, I 77 school districts. Flo) d County 
ranks I 56th, just 2 I o;pot-; from the bottom. That place-. 
Floyd Count) in the 12th percentile. which, as one old 
teacher used to say, is an F minus minus minus minus 
minus. 

Quite simply, they're not up to snuff. 
But while the school sy~tcm most certainly desenes 

some blame for our county's poor showing in this latest 
round of test scores. it docs not shoulder that burden 
alone, 

Another share of the blame, perhaps the largest share, 
belongs to each person .,.. ho reacts to results such as 
these with a -;hrug of the shoulders and a roll of the eye:-.. 

Perhap~ it is too curly. but \\C ha\e yet to hear the 
public outcry tn response to our county's poor showing. 
\\'e've seen no petitions nor any concerned citizens com­
mittees fomted. Our phone has not rung off the hook 
'' ith irate callers demanding action. 

Such outrage. it appears, 1s re ... encd only for football 
fields . 

t\o, a.., cas) as it Y.ould be, as \Hong as the school sys­
tem has been in the past. and a!\ popular an acttvit) a., it 
has been through the years, we cannot assign blame sole­
I) to those entrusted to administer education in our coun­
ty. 

We cannot expect our schools or our ~chool system to 
impro"e unless and until v.e demand lmpro,ement. And 
we cannot make demands without first agreeing to help 
carr) the load . 

If we can mobilize to en-.ure our children have ade­
quate athletic facilities. if we can go the extra mile to 
show our support for their sports teams, surely \\ e can do 
much more to help them Jearn. 

Our educational system is in crisis - does anyone 
care?

Like it or not the Appalachian people 
have historically been prejudiced in their 
\\ays I have Ji,ed in and near cities 
across ea!ttern Kentuck), including 
Harlan. Cumberland, Elkhorn Cit).

Hazard and numerous communities sur­
rounding those cities. 

Like it or not, when I would open my 
eyes, I could sec the pure b1gotry that 
existed in all those areas Some commu­
nities had black and wh1te folks coexist­
ing m part. Most of the blacks Ji, ed in a 
segregated part of the to\\ n \\ hether hy 
force or by choice. 

The relations betY.een black and 
white were more tramed than agreeable. 
For instance, Hat.ard ha~ a comple;t;; that 
accommodates tennis. running, \oil e) ­

.ball. sY. Imming and 'arious other sport 
activities for the people of th~ city and 
Perry Count). This was a grand deal. 
most agreed, because it \\Ould gi\ e the 
young people something to do. 

But a 'ery relig10us Y.hite \\Oman 
recent!) said to me "The blacks have 
taken over the place." Upon inve .. tigat­
ing the allegation. the truth \\Us that, 
when the black folks started to 'is it the 
complex, the whites stuck up their noses 
and quit going. 

On the other end. the few brave blacJ... 
kids that would attend were soon joined 
there by those who pre' iousl) would not 
go there because it the complex was con­
sidered white territory. 

I was raised up with a 'cry prejudiced 
famil) in Hazard and Perry Count}. And 
when I was 'er) young, an old black 
gentleman donated blood to me so that I 
could sun ivc pneumoma So. m all the 
commumlles 1 lhed in. I hav~.: enjo)ed 
friendc;hip' "llh black folk-; . One on one. 
the walls are able to di-.appcar and the 
persons invohed begin to see them­
selves as friend ... 

But in all those to\\ ns I heard people 
say cruel things about black kids and 
adults that just aren't true. 

Interracial marriage-. arc a hot point in 
my family and in most people I know. 
But as long as those two people truly 
love one another, everyone el-.c should 
keep their mouths shut. 

"Yeah. but think about thl'ir kids," is 
what I have he.1rd all my life. My par­
ents· landlords had a daughter .,.. ho mar­
ried a black mun. The t\\O had t\\O chil­
dren, a boy and a girl. It took the lives of 
those two young people to bring the par­
ents and grandparents b.tck together. 

I'll never forget playing game' wllh 
those kids. 1lte) \\ere polite, the) were 
s\\eet, and the lmlc g1rl .,.. a., beautiful. 
And she grc\\ up to be gorgeous. 

My famJI) and her parents accepted 
her ao; a human being, not a color. unJe,!\ 
she \\,Js a possible date. Because my 
famil) \\Ould ha'te been irate if I had 
tried to date her. 

This seems to a gre;u challenge to 
Appalachian people. God created all 
people. If' one is better than the other, it 
may be as Christ said. "The liN shHII be 
last and the la't shull be tir..t," and the 
Lord above knows the white folks have 
been anything but last. We conquered the 
whole world. 

I acknowledge the fact that black peo­
ple have been held dm\ n b) the throat, 
but they ha\c escaped it. But \\C still 
bury the American Indians a' if the) 
never existed.

On December 4, Christian 

Assembly of God m Mount Sterlmg 
presented its first performance of a 
play called "Destiny: Where W1ll 
You Spend Etcrmty?" 

A member of the 135-person con­
gregation had adapted the script 

f. from another work, "Heaven's Gates 
and Hell's Flames," which churches 
around the country have performed. 

• 

It's an evangelical play, aimed at 
youths and young adults. 

"We thought maybe it would go a 
weekend, and that would be about 
it," said the Rev. Kenneth Gross, 52, 
Christian Assembly's pastor. 

But God had other ideas, as God 
sometimes does. 

The church hadn't advertised 
much . Yet. a far bigger crowd than 
expected showed up for the initial 
Saturday night performance, 

"Then. on Sunday night, it was 
just amazing." Gross said. 

Five hundred people from many 
different denominations jammed 
into ChnstJan Assembly's sanctuary, 
which supposedly seats only 308. 

Ushers brought out extra chairs. 
When those were filled, visitors sat 
on the floor. When the floor wac; 
covered, people stood around the 
walls. 

At the end of the performance 
people rushed to make professions 
of faith in Jesus Chnst. 

Amazed. Gross and his church's 
leaders decided to offer the play the 
followmg weekend as well. The 
same thing happened. 

This church play is changing lives 
Almost two months later, the play 

is still going - now only on 
Saturday nights - at Christian 
Assembly. 

Each week the sanctuary is filled 
a half-hour before the performance 
starts at 6 p.m. Gross has had to send 
away car-. van- and bus-loads of vis­
itors because there was no room for 
them. 

Thousands have seen the play. Up 
to 2,000 more have been turned 
back. 

Gross has counted 350 Christian 
conversions that he knows of. 
Membership in his congregation has 
ballooned nearly 50 percent. 

The pastor is a quiet. self-effacing 
man. He's been in the ministry 18 
years. 

"I've never been involved in any­
thing like this." he says, awed. 

For more than two years, six to I 8 
members of his church have met on 
Friday nights to pray for God to send 
a true revival to their community. 

Still, Gross says, they didn't fore­
see this. They didn't plan it this way. 

"It's sure not been my efforts," he 
said. "It's been aU of God." 

When I was growing up, 
Protestant churches held regularly 
scheduled "revival" meetings once 
or twtce a year, usually a week at a 
time. 

Well in advance, the pastor would 

book a guest speaker preferably a 
fiery evangelist -and maybe a trav­
eling musician or two. 

The idea was that a temporary 
change in preachers and singers 
would spark interest and draw a 
crowd. Sinners might get converted. 
Longstanding church members 
might find their faith rekindled. 

These days the Lord seems to be 
booking his own revivals. without 
consulting pastors or deacons. 

In Toronto in 1994, a spontaneous 
outpouring of what its partic1pants 
took to be God's power burst forth at 
the Airport Vineyard Church.

churches large and small. in diverse 
places. 

The intens1ty ot the meetings IS 

similar to that of tho famous 1801 
Cane Ridge revival 10 Bourbon 
County. That revival, which lasted 
only a week. drew 20,000 people 
and helped transform the South from 
a haven for cnminals and rowdies 
into the most evangelical region of 
the United States. 

God seems to be doing something 
like that again. You never know 
where He'll shnw up next or how 
long He'll stay. 

That's why Gross can't predict 
how many more performances there 
will be of Christian Assembly's play. 

"We'll go as long as God says­
until God says 'enough.' " he said.

Digital divide explores 
technology gap

At the dawn of a new millenm­
um, computers and other electronic 
technologies play an integral role in 
nearly every aspect of our lives­
from how we work, to how we play. 
to how we communicate. 

But as many of us become 
increasingly reliant on computers. 
we find that the gap between those 
who have access to new technology 
and those who don't, may be grow­
ing. 

The first ep1sode. "Computer 
Classes," looks at computer train­
ing offered in schools. giving par­
ticular emphasis to the availability 
of up-to-date equipment and proper 
teacher training. 

The second ep1sode, "V1rtual 
Diversity," investigates computer 
access beyond the classroom. 
Analysts point out that disadvan­
taged youth can keep up with the 
digital age only through access to 
computers at home and in the com­
munity.

As I have mentioned in prev10us 

articles. I used to work at a local 
grocery. A few years ago, that store 
hired three young black men as 
baggers. Just weeks later, all three 
were fired at the same time, 
"because they refused to work," 
said one of the managers.

• much that shoe compames could 
very well name a shoe after them 

One of those employees spends 
more time avoiding work than 
doing it, but he 1s still there. 

Though it would never be admit­
ted, a young white girl openly con­
versed with the boys and was very 
friendly to them. It was deemed that 
the situation was uncouth, the rela­
tionship between these boys and the 
young girl. Something had to be 
done. Said one of the managers. 
"I'm going to put a stop to it." 

• That company has hued into its 
ranks another black youth. l have to 
wonder if he realizes the depth of 
bigotry that exists in that store or in 
the community toward him. Upon 
observance, the young people at the 
store like him and treat him well. 
His bosses may thmk differently 
and have spoken the1r d1sdam often. 

If there were no sun or we were 
all blind, would prejudice exist? 
Let's face it. we cannot change the 
world and, believe as we may, God 
won't change you. We have to 
change ourselves and ask Him for 

, the power to do so.

Family farmers in media spotlight 
PBS doc umenttlrV high 

lights black family fannen. 
homecoming... "<>onwtimes I 
am Haunted hv Menumes of 
Red Dirt and Clay, " looks at 
the challenge~ facmg 
Africuii-Amt• rican fami tv 
fanners a'> the\' struggle to 
stay un the land. 

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture reports that the 
number of Amcncan fam1 
famiti~ has declined steadily 
since the 1940s. Th~ 
depressed farm economy. 
increasing competition from 
foreign products and the lr.l­
dition of hard work with few 
financial rewards combine to 
drive families off the land. 
fhe most recent USDA 
Census of Agriculture reports 
only 1.63 million family 
farms left in the country 

Today, fewer and fewer 
young f)C-Opc feel they have 
the option to ~lay on the ftum, 
but many still value thcJrcon­
oecl.ion to .. the home place." 
Like many descendants of 
farm families. Charlene 
Gilbert grew up 111 the big 
city, but still calls the family 
fmm near Montezuma, 
Georgia, "home." Some uf 
her fondest and most power­
ful memories arc ol the 
ancestral home and the tradi­
tion for which 1t stands 

Gilbert's story is not 
unique. Many people can still 
trace thc1r TOOL'> to the fanlily 
farm. The difference between 
her and the ''typical" farm 
family dc~ccndant is that 
Charlene Gilbert is black­
and she's a filmmaker. 

Her most recent film is a 
new documentary. 
"Homecoming... Sometimes 
I am Haunted by Memories 
of Red D1rt and Clay," set to 
air on PBS on February 3, at 
IOp.m. 

II tells the story of Warren 
James m1d his family farm m 
Montezuma, Georgia. To tell 
the story, Gilbert travels to 
present-day Georgia, where 
James continues to fann the 
family's land. Gilbert tells the 
compelling and epic tale of 
her family while she investi­
gates the social and political 
Implications of Afncan­
American land loss in the 
South. 

"Th1s is the story of my 
family. this ts the story of 
black farmers in the 20th cen­
tury. this is the story of land 
and love." says Gilbert. Her 
worl breathes life into histo­
ry by looking at her O\.\n tam­
lly's struggle. lt traces the 
decline in black farm owner­
ship from nearly one million 
farms in 1920. to less than 

18,000 in 1999. 
Black fanners had u sig­

nificant struggle just to 
acquirll land. By 1910, there 
where 200.000 African­
American fanners who had 
bought land These people 
had overcome tremendous 
barriers of poverty and dis· 
crimination to get a place 
where their families could put 
down rooLs. 

E.\perts sa) that ow~r­
ship of land has long been 
important to Afncan 
American". Profeo;sor M<~ISha 
Darhng of Gc!orgctown 
Univers1ty. Wnshington, 
D C.. asked black fanners, 
"What docs your farm mean 
to you?" 

She found that farmers 
emphasi:.r,ed the importance 
of having a place to keep the 
family together and to nurture 
o;trongcr family ties. They 
also valued tJ1e chance to be 
producero; instead of con­
sumers. 

"The} talked of fanning 
and one's ownership of ,, 
farm as having a home..place 
where you could sink your 
rootc; and hold on." say .. 
Darling. 

"This process of black 
people \\Ork.ing to acquire 
this equity base is one of the 
gn!atcst economic achieve­
ments of the early 20th centu­
ry. All the more. because by 
1910, almost every single 

!.Outhern state had politic~•lly 
disenfranchised black male

His efTort.s to mass-pro 
duce the written word helped tucl the 
Renaissance, the Reformation and the 
scientific revolution. Copies of his first 
major project. the Gutenberg Bible, 
still survive today. 

There may not he an argument for 

the top l>put, but any book that ranks 
the c:onlnhutions of cookbook author 
Fannie l·armcr ahead of General 
Douglas MacArthur rs bound to spark a 
controversy or two. Elitabcth I of 
England outranks her father. llcnry 
VIH. and Paul McCartney narrowly 
beat~ John Lennon. 

To arrive at the rankings. authors 
Agnes Hooper Golllich. Henry 
Gottlieb, Barbara Bowers and Brent 
Bowers-journalists and educators ·cre­
ated the BioGraph System. a method 
that the authors admit 1s not exactly 
scientific. 

The system ranks an indiv1dual in 
five categories: lasting influence; 
impact on their contemporaries; effect 
on wisdom and beauty in the world; 
singularity of their contribution and 
charisma. The subjects come from all 
areas of the world and all walks of life. 
Each entry is supported by a brief biog­
raphy. The results are often surprising, 
confounding and always entertaining. 

Readers who disagree wtth the 
results arc invited to voice their opin­
ions and tell the authors whom they 
foolishly left out, aod why. 
Suggestions may be put in a future 
book.

The place has central heat and air con­
ditioning, its O\.\n septic system and an 
outdoor \.\ater tap where Mykiah can hook 
up a hose to wash clothes in a mb - or 
cool off her own body in the summer heat. 

From a clothesline beside the house 
hang tiny garments. In the front yard is a 
lacy metal bench and a <.:ouple of iight 
stands with large round bulbs, popular a 
century ago. 

After the house was completed, Rosa 
Pad, asked for a 911 address and then put 
up a mailbox. which opens on both ends 
so that Mykiah does not have to get on the 
road to fetch her mail. 

Her grandchild "loves to get mail," 
Rosa says. offering the address if anyone 
wants to write: Mykiah Johnson. 891 KY 
2039. Hager Hill, KY 41222. 

Word of the playhouse has gotten 
around. Rosa says close to I 00 persons 
have stopped by and gone through the 
house just since last July, when she started 
keeping track. She asks them to sign a 
book and perhaps write a message. 

··so many people kept saying this 
should be on TV," she says, which 
prompted her to stop at KET last year 
when the family was in Lexington for a 
medical appointment. By showing pic­
tures of the playhouse. she was able to 
convince the producer of "Kentucky Life" 
to come to Johnson County for the shoot. 

Rosa is pleased to report that most of 
Mykiah's symptoms have abated, except 
for some probably lifelong problems with 
the original swollen knee. 

When traditional medicine appeared 
not to be working and was actually 
believed to be working again-,t the child, 
the grandmother turned to what she calls 
"natural healing." It included "mega doses 
of vitamins" and massage, among other 
treatment:;. Rosa devotes a room in her 
house to the practice of natural methods of

healing. 
Rosa tells a story from her youth that 

illustrates her drive and determmation. 
The daughter of Roland and Geneva Scalf, 
she gre"" up in what was then called 
"YeUowtown" in Prestonsburg in a house 
without plumbing. 

She recalls selling the Floyd County 
Timec; from the time she was in first grade 
until fifth grade. Her older siblings already 
sold the paper, but she had a hard time 
convincing the circulation manager that a 
first grader could do the job. 

"I needed a winter coat,'' she says, "and 
l figured how many papers 1 would have 
to sell to get it." To appease her, the man 
gave her five papers. and she sold them 
immediately and came back for more and 
then more. 

She had a great deal of success at what 
was called "Loafer's Corner," where men 
congregated to whittle and talk. She says 
she would pester all of them until they 
bought a paper. 

"I bought the coat at the old 
Prestonsburg Bargain Store. and every­
body laughed at me because I got one that 
was too big, but I told them it had to last 
me," she laughs, adding that she wa!> able 
to wear it for a couple more years. 

She l.tudied coun reponing at what is 
now Mayo Technical College in 
Paintsville after graduating from
