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Whitesburg center is 
mountain treasure

One of the true treasures of 
Appalachian Kentucky is known by 
very few, and we are the lesser for it. 

Appalshop in Whitesburg 
"Appal" as in Appalachia- is a multi­
faceted center that showcases the best 
of the region but does not shy away 
from pointing out the worst. Mostly, 
though, the arts and education center 
celebrates Appalachian culture. 

Appalshop is a child of the War on 
Poverty. It began quite humbly and 
simply as a single summer program to 
get area young people interested in 
filmmaking and cultural preservation, 
at a time of rapid cultural change when 
we were losing important skills and 
memories. 

In more than 100 films and video­
tapes, Appalshop filmmakers have doc­
umented elements of Appalachian cul­
ture, have captured fading characters 
and traditions that are irreplaceable, 
and, in some, cases have pointed out 
long-time injustices. 

The films, many of them award-win­
ning, are distributed to schools and 
community groups. as well as other 
outlets. Many have been broadcast on 
KET and national Public Broadcasting. 

From its late 1960s beginning. 

Whitesburg's downtown, the headwa­
ters of the Kentucky River a few steps 
away, Appalshop is music, art, theater, 
film, radio and television. 

Besides the filmmaking aspect, here 
are some other parts of the Appalshop 
complex: 

WMMT-FM Radio 
Perhaps the best known facet of 

Appalsbop is WMMT-FM, the least tra­
ditional station you're apt to find. At 
88.7 on the FM dial, WMMT is not 
your everyday station. You won'l hear 
the hits of the day by slick-talking disc 
jockeys or the high-toned intellectual 
emphasis of many public stations. 

Instead. you' II hear lots of bluegrass 
and otherwise seldom-heard musical 
genres. played by volunteers who can 
be downright evangelical. 

You'll bear Celtic music and old­
time hillbilly and folk tunes. You'll 
hear rock oldies -the Bobs, Seger and 
Dylan. are commonplace. You'll hear 
zydeco. alternative rock, punk rock, 
rhythm and blues. jazz. and the big 
band sound of the '30s and '40s. 

The on-air personalities go by names 
like 8-Ball. Kahlua and Cappuccino. 
Gentle Ben. Wile E. Quixote. Catfish 
John, Stanin' Marvin, Linle Debbie, 
The Chicken Man, Bronx Barney and 
Electric Bill - colorful folks who 
could be your neighbors.

gious belief.'' Vessels told The 
Floyd County Times last week. 

But while several other local 
governments allowed the display of 
the Commandments before Harlan. 
Pulaski and McCreary counties and 
several dozen have done so after­
ward. Vessels said the ACLU does 
not have plans right now to add any 
more defendants to the list. That's 
because Vessels said the ACLU 
chose to target Harlan, Pulaski and 
McCreary counties because they 
were representative of other local 
governments and because any deci­
sion in the case against those coun­
ties would affect all others as well. 

Still, that does not mean the 
ACLU will not add Floyd or other 
counties in the future. 

"We know (the other counties 
are) out there and we may choose at 
any time to file suit against the oth­
ers," Vessels said. 

And there is no guarantee that 
someone else will not file suit 
against Floyd or any other county 
for posting the Commandments. If 
they do, they could try to seek 
somethmg the ACLU is not -
money. 

Vessels said the ACLU is not 
seekmg to line its pockets with the 
lawsuits by asking for punitive 
damages against the counties it has 
named in its lawsuit. The group is 
instead only asking for the courts to 
order counties to remove the 
Commandments. He did say, how­
ever, that the ACLU would seek 
reimbursement of its court costs. 

"We're not in this for the money 
by any means, but there are court­
related costs which will come from 
the taxpayers' pockets," Vessels 
said. 

Although he said he was not 
familiar with the details of Floyd 
County's decision to aiJO\~ the 
posting of the Commandments.

The head of the Kentucky Association of State 
Employees thmks it is unfair that Kentucky's merit system 
limits the political activities of state workers. 

So under the sponsorship of Sen. Joey Pendleton, 0-
Hopk.insville, Senate Bill 96 cleared the Senate State and 
Local Govemment Committee on a 9-1 vote last week. The 
bill would allow state employees the choice to assist in 
voter-registration dtives, speak at political rallies and con­
tribute to campaigns. Employees would still be barred from 
participating in political activities while at work. 

lL j, interesting that a system that is being portrayed as 
regressiH! and interfering with basic rights to become 
im olved in politics is in fact one of the on I) safeguards state 
\\Orkers have tn protect them from political pressuring. 

That is \\h)' this bill needs to be defeated. 
Prior to 1960. -.tate worker~ served at the mercy of 

whichc\ cr administration \\a~ in office. And to show their 
gratitude and loyalty for being employed. they were expect­
ed to stump fur the candidates their bosse., recommended. 

If that were not enough. the) also had a portion of their 
\\ages deducted to help fund the campaigns of whomever 
the administration wa-. touting for various offices. For this. 
they were secure in their jobs- until of course. the admin­
istration that hired them fcJI out of favor with the voters. It 
mattered little if they were good at their jobs when they 
were hired: mattered even less when the new administration 
!ired them. 

Needless to say. this b not the most effective way to run 
government. So in 1960. new Go\. Bert Combs instituted a 
true merit system. designed to take the political shenanigans 
out of state employment. Workers no longer were automati­
cally out of work when a new governor took over. Their 
wages were no longer gamishcd. And the rampant politick­
ing was ceased. 

Since that time. the rules of the merit system have been 
unkcrcd '' ith a bit, but their ba-.ic precepts are still intact. 
Workers can attend political rallies in their free time. but not 
take active roles. 

Now come o;omc legislators who want to emancipate 
state workerl> from the shackles of this oppression. Charles 
B. Wells, executive director of the state workers association. 
said the bill would insulate worker' from on-the-job retri­
bution for supporting a candidate whom a supervisor 
oppo-;cd. 

But when Senate President Oa\ id Williams pressed 
Wells for examples of when statc workers have had their 
rights infringed, Wells ofll:red none. 

When systems are put in place to eliminate wrongdoing. 
there arc going to he occasions when the rules may seem too 
stringent to some. But the system we have now helps ensure 
that Kentuckians ha\ c public servants who are free to do 
their jobs without political intru~ion.
