THE ACTRESS TAKES CENTER
STAGE WITH THE IRS

An actress claimed a deduction
for expenses incurred while pursu-
ing her acting career. The IRS dis-
allowed these deductions claiming
that since she only had a few jobs
(four auditions and one modeling
job), she did not have a profil
motive.

However, the Tax Court ruled in
favor of the actress. She had an
active acting career in the past and
contracted with an agent for more
than 30 years. Where she had doc-
umentatation to back up the details
and requirements of her work, her
expenses for agency fees, photos,
directory listings and other costs
were deductible.

BIG RAISES CAN MEAN BIG
DEDUCTIONS

The sole owner of a medical
management firm worked many
years to build his business and
received low pay for his efforts.
Once the business finally became
successful, he eammed $4.4 million
and tried to deduct the salary. The
IRS claimed that the deduction was
excessive, and the Tax Court decid-
ed to allow a deduction of $2.7 mil-
lion.

The owner appealed, still
believing that this was not enough.,

The result: The Court of Appeals
allowed the $4.4 million to be fully
deducted. Because larger sums are
accepted in other industries, the
Tax Court agreed that the business
owner was grossly underpaid for
his work in the past.

TAXES CHARGED TO
THE INVENTOR

A retail storeowner liked to
invent in his spare time and patent-
ed his various creations. When
another business infringed on his
patents, he collected settlements
and reported them as royalty
income on his tax return.

The IRS assumed this income
came from his inventions and
imposed a self-employment tax.
The man fought this and the Tax
Court sided with him because his
inventions were not customary,
only sporadic and the inventing
was not considered a “trade.” Thus,
no self-employment tax was owed.

How and where you obtain vour
income impacts its treatment. If
you're unsure about the tax impli-
cations of certain income. check
with your CPA.

GAIN THE WRITE OFF FROM
SPECIAL DIETS

A man was required by his doc-
tor to follow a medically prescribed
diet. The diet specified special food
purchases for health reasons. On
his tax return he claimed these pur-
chases as a deduction. The IRS
denied the deduction because there
were no receipts or records to sub-
stantiate the cost of his special diet.

The IRS typically allows indi-
viduals to deduct extra costs asso-
ciated with a medically prescribed
diet as a medical expense.
However, you must be prepared tom
demonstrate the extent to which
these costs exceed the costs of a
normal diet. If you want to write
off a medically prescribed diet,
retain all your records, grocery
receipts and doctors’ recommenda-
tion,

(Keep in mind, too, that unreim-
bursed medical expenses are only
deductible to the extent that they
exceed 7.5 percent of your adjusted
gross income).

POSTAGE METERS THAT DON'T
MEET THE DEADLINE

IU's no secret that April 15 is typ-
ically D-Day for filing vour tax
return. To meet the IRS® rules for
filing on time, your tax return must
be postmarked by April 15,

Be aware that using a private
postage meter may not be good
enough. One taxpayer mailed his
reurn on April |5 with a private
postage meter stamp displaying the
same date. Unfortunately, his
return did not reach the IRS until
eight days later. This resulted in a5
late-filing penalty.

As the IRS sees it, the private
meter date is not proof of meeting
the filing date unless the return
reaches the IRS by the due date or
within normal mailing time. To
avoid such penalties, mail your
return at the U.S. Post Office by
April 15, or send it using IRS-rec-
ognized carriers, such as FedEx,
UPS, Airborne and DHL..

Social security
retirement age

going up

The Social Security retirement
age is going up and the effects will
be felt for the first time this year.
*Most people do not know changes
were made sixteen years ago in the
Social Security Amendments of
1983. The retirement age for those
born in 1938 or later was raised in
gradual steps from age 65 to 67,
said Jim Kelly, Social Security dis-
trict director for the Big Sandy
Area.

“The change was part of a pack-
age of changes made by a bipartisan
congressional committee fo curtail
program expenses,” Kelly said,
“People are living longer and are
drawing Social Security benefits
longer, creating undnlicipdled cost
for the Social Security system.”

If you were born before 1938,
you will still be eligible for your
full Social Security retirement ben-
efit at the age of 65 and reduced
benefits as early as age 62.
However, those born in 1938 who
retire “early” this year, will find
their benefit reduced from 20 per-
cent to 20.8 percent.

Beginning in 2003, full retire-
ment age for those born in 1938 or
later will increase. For example, the
full retirement age for those bom in
1938 will increase to 65 years and
two months.

Rolling back gas tax would
ease pump shock

With forecasts of $2.50-a-gallon gasoline by sum-
mer, Republican lawmakers on Capitol Hill are consid-
ering ways to cut motorists a break. The proposal that
appears (o have the most support would repeal the 4.3
cent-per-gallon hike in the federal gasoline tax that
Congress passed in 1993 to help reduce the deficit.

The leading proponent of the gas tax repeal is Sen.
Larry Craig of Idaho, chairman of the :Senate
Republican Policy Committee. The repeal is justified,
he argues, not only because pump prices have
increased dramatically this year, but also because the
1993 gas tax increase was meant as a temporary mea-
sure to help balance the budget.

Since the government now is piling up huge yearly
budget surpluses, says Craig, it is only fair to jettison
the fuel surtax.

Unlike other federal excise taxes on gasoline, the
4.3 cent surtax is not earmarked for highway construc-
tion.

The recent run-up in fuel prices has given a strong
political impetus to the repeal effort. Californians
already pay nearly 50 cents per gallon in state and fed-
eral taxes on gasoline, What's more, this week the price
for preminm hit $2 in San Diego.

Of course, a 4.3 cent-a-gallon reduction in federal
fuel taxes would not be enough to make up for the
marked increase in pump prices. Nevertheless, we sus-
pect most motorists would be happy to pay nearly a
nickel less than they are currently handing over, espe-
cially since the federal budget has been balanced.

As for the longer-term prospects for pump prices,
that really has little to do with federal or state taxation.
That’s because domestic pump prices are driven by oil
prices on the world market.

It so happens the price of a barrel of oil has more
than doubled in the last vear. This, in tumn, has led to the
run-up in gasoline prices

Lifting the gas tax isn’t worth it

The question of whether to lift a 4.3 cent-a-gallon
federal tax on gasoline may solve itself in a couple of
weeks, when officials of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries meet. Odds seem
good that they will increase production, thereby tem-
pering or ending the present worldwide crunch on fuel
prices.

But even if they don't, we hope U.S. Energy
Secretary Bill Richardson will stick by his position
that the tax should remain in place.

First, 4.3 cents is puny relief when prices in most
places have risen above $1.50 a gallon. The American
Road and Transportation Builders Association has cal-
culated that the average motorist getting 20 miles to
the gallon and driving 12,000 miles a year would save
just $26 a year.

Second, dropping the tax would suck more than §7
billion a year out of the highway trust fund. That fund
is a major component of paying for transportation
infrastructure maintenance and improvements in all
50 states.

Also, in more coldblooded terms, Americans need
incentives to burn less fossil-based fuel, not more.
Lowering the tax would take us in the wrong direction
in that regard.

In any case, lowering the tax, even temporarily,

will not address the real issue: OPEC’s deliberately
crifted world shortfall in oil production.

Technically, only the OPEC oil ministers can
change that, but there are all sorts of diplomatic and
economic levers that Washington can work to make
their lives a good bit unhappier if they don’t relent.
(How would they like to pay a 200 percent tariff on
the next boatload of U.S.-built autos they unload?
And, in the long run, are they really willing to risk
popping the American economic bubble?)

It’s time 1o apply that Kind of pressure, at least if
they don't back off voluntarily.

Some Republicans in Congress have pointed to the
fact that the 4.3 cent increase was enacted when
Democrats ran Capitol Hill, and Vice President Al
Gore cast the deciding vote. In other words, this is an
opportunity 1o poke a thumb in his eye while he’s run-
ning for president. That's part of the rough-and-tum-
ble of national politics, we suppose, but it strikes us as
a poor reason by itself for making such a change.

Lifting this tax has an obvious face-value appeal -
all consumiers enjoy it when they can pay less for what
they buy —but it hurts Americans where we don’t need
hurting, and it doesn’t much help where we need help.

It's a bum idea, one that we hope dies a quiet death.

Love, emotional dependence, isola-
tion, leamed helplessness, she deserves
it, she doesn’t know about services, it
takes place in a short period, she believes
she needs to improve, good relationships
are her responsibility, she doesn’t know
this isn’t right, she doesn’t want changes,
fear, he is only like this with her, or this
is not a major problem all are excuses or
reasons women stay in an abusive situa-
tion.

Since the courts finally gave recogni-
tion to domestic abuse as a crime, a bar-
rage of men have come before the coun-
ty's court system, Sometimes they face
severe charges against them for beating
their girlfriends or wives.

The women tell authorities of the
atrocities their “man"” — and [ use the
word extremely loosely — has commit-
ted against them. Days later at his trial
she comes pleading for the charges to be
dropped. Or she has taken those pleas
before the judge and the siuation was
ended for a lime.

Why? For one of the reasons above
and only God knows which. The next
time she was beaten the process was
repeated and again, for the time being,
the incident(s) are forgotten,

This process is often repeated in the
lives of our Appalachian women.

After working closely with the courts
for a little less than a year and knowing
women who are in these situations, I see
it is not easy to leave that type of life.

In most cases, the women have mar-
ried young, but I wonder if most didn’t
have fathers who did the same thing to
their mothers, Because our children
leamn by our example.

Sons learn this is a way to treat a
woman. Daughters learn this is the way
you are supposed 1o be treated.

I recently interviewed a woman who
has stayed inside these walls for so long
she now has given up. Her life will never
be good.

“They have not had the right kind of
marriage experience,” she said. “They
think, it is the right way. They have noth-
ing to compare it (life) to.”

Married at 16, Haley (not her real
name) has suffered 17 years of mental.
physical and sexual abuse from her hus-
band, a “man” — again used loosely —
who has dominated her life.

“This is normal,” she said, “I have got
to make it better.”

Haley has had the courage to leave a
few times over the years. But she has
always returned home and has always
dropped the charges.

“If they are taken out of the situation,
then they can have something to com-
pare it to,” said Haley, who admitted
having a relationship with someone she
said cared about her in her past.

Despite Haley saying life is supposed
to be better, she remains a beaten down
soul who stays in the same situation,

What remains of Haley's life is simi-
lar to others across the area, here in
Floyd County. Abuse is a mental tool
that so affects the many women of our
area that when we do see a woman with
pride and love for herselfl, we are taken
aback.

Though it is rarely done, a recent
domestic violence incident was taken on
by one area prosecutor without the help
of the complaining witness. Even though
the man pleaded guilty to lesser charges
and received a probated sentence, he was
placed on probation for two years. In
effect given notice, if you do it again you
will go to the pen.

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New area code
in use on April 1

FRANKFORT — The
Kentucky  Public  Service
Commission would like to

remind telephone customers that
they can begin to dial the new
859 arca code when calling cen-
tral and northern Kentucky as of
April 1.

From April 1 to October I,
customers can dhal either the new
code - B59 - or the old 606 code,
and successfully complete a call.
This six-month permissive peri-
od allows customers time to noti-
fy friends and family, and helps
1o get telephone customers into
the habit of dialing the new area
code. Cuslomers are encouraged
1o begin using the new 859 code
on April 1.

On QOctober 1, customers will
have to dial 859 to successfully
complete a call o the new area,
If customers dial 606 by mistake,
they will hear a recording
reminding them of the area code
change for that call,

The new area code is neces-
sary lo alleviate the rapid exhaus-
tion of available welephone num-
bers in the 606 ared. Number
exhaustion is caused by a combi-
nation of factors, including
improvements in technology,
increased growth, and the intro-
duction of competition into the
loeal telephone market.

Under the area code split; tele-

‘phone customers in eastern and
southeastern  Kentucky  will
retain the 606 area code, and the
859 code will be assigned to the
rest of the current 606 region. A
new area code map can be found
at the Public Service
Commission’s website,
Www.psc.state Ky.us,

Last year, Kentucky received
a new area code, 270, for the
western Kentucky region. The
split alleviated number exhaus-
tion in the 502 area code region.
Before 270, the last time
Kentucky received a new area
code was when it recerved 606 in
July of 1955,

Current projections. suggest
the 859 area code will provide
relief for the central and northern
Kentucky region for at least 7.5
yeurs.

Furthermore, in January of
this year, the Kentucky Public
Service Commission petitioned
the FCC for authority to imple-
ment number conservation mea-
sures in Kentucky. Such authori-
ty, if -granted, would further
extend the life of all the area
codes in Kentucky:

We'll all continue to
do so. Humans are born fawed.
Consequently, they invariably will
disappoint you. Place your trust in
God, not in people.

Don't even trust yourself.

LESSON NO. 5. Always err of
the side of compassion when dealing
with others — and with yourself.

As T said, we're all messed up,
When someone lets you down, he
probably didn’t intend 10, And even if
he did mean to, chances are (truth be
told) you would have done the same
thing in his shoes. So forgive. Let it
go.

LESSON NO. 6: Quit worrying
and quit whining.

“Let not your heart be troubled,”
Jesus said. Thus, if my hear is rou-
bled, it's because 1've “let” it be trou-
bled, when Jesus said “let not.”
Instead of worrying, roll your burdens
onto God's shoulders.

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Over the course of our lives, it is
not uncommon for our taste for
food to change. Adults might dis-
cover that spinach isn’t so bad after
all, while others find they just don't
care for a certain dish anymore,

This change is all-natural, but
can have a negative impact on the
nutrition of the elderly.

During National Nutrition
Month in March, experts at the
University of Kentucky, a national
leader in the field of aging, encour-
age the elderly and their caregivers
to take a closer look at nutrition and
ways o improve il

As people approach age 60, nat-
ural things often occur in the body
that cause a change in appetite and
affect nutrition, said UK nutrition
Extension specialist Sandra Bastin.

The elderly often experience
changes in their tasting and
smelling abilities, the amount of
acid produced by the stomach
decreases and metabolism slows
down. All these things can leave an
elderly person feeling not hungry
and lead to malnutrition, and all can
be combated.

To deal with changes in taste and
smell, Bastin suggested adding fla-
vor enhancers such as bouillon
cubes and spices, You may want to
add a little more than the average
person would prefer, so seniors will
be able to taste it

"The tast¢ buds in the tongue
become less receptive over time,"”
she said. “This often makes food
not laste good or have a metallic
taste. More flavoring and spices can
help change that.”

A decrease in stomach acid can
cause problems with digestion of
food, Bastin said. This causes fewer
nutrients to be absorbed into the
body and can cause constipation,

To offset this change, the elderly
can add drinks such as Metamucil
to their diets and increase the
amount of fiber they consume,
Fruits and vegetables, especially
those with skins and strings, are
sources of high fiber. Whole grain
products, breads and cereals also
provide a healthy dose of fiber to
regulate digestive systems.

Slowing metabolism is a fact of
life, Bastin said. ““It's like a vintage
car. When it was a new car, it drove

well and went fast,” she said. “Over
time, it will slow down a little and
have some problems just from wear.
The human body is the same way.”

Exercise and weight control are
the two keys to increasing and
maintaining a healthy metabolism,
Bastin said. In Kentucky, 76 percent
of people ages 55 to 64 have a
sedentary lifestyle that increases
chances of obesity. A doctor’s
advice should be sought. however,
before beginning an exercise pro-
gram.

An increase in exercise also will
help improve digestion and strength
by increasing bone density.

“Studies show that the elderly
can regain strength and bone densi-
ty just as a young person would.”
Bastin said.

Bone density and nutrition also
can be improved through dietary
supplement if eating is not provid-
ing proper nutrition. However,
Bastin suggested that elderly people
have a bone mineral density test
prior to beginning a supplement
regimen to determine what is need-
ed and how much,

“Doctors recommend that we get
1,200 milligrams of calcium a day.
That can be through three glasses of
milk per day, other dairy products
or in tablets,” she said.

Bastin also said that seniors an
senior caregivers who are having
nutrition problems should consider
medications the senior may be on
and speak with a physician. Some
can have an adverse effect on
appetite and nutrient absorption.
She also warned against using sup-
plements that claim solely to
increase metabolism.

“At this point, none have been
proven effective, and they could
interact adversely with medica-
tions,” she said.

Seniors also should increase
their fluid intake, she noted.

“Just as you lose taste, you can
lose your thirst sensation,” Bastin
said. “Medications also require
fluid to move properly through the
body. Seniors must stay well
hydrated.”

In addition to supplements that
provide at least 100 percent of the
daily recommended value of vita-
mins and minerals, séniors who are

having trouble eating could benefit
from high-protein beverages such
as Ensure. But Bastin warned
against relying on them for a full
dose of nutrients.

“There are 50 nutrients that peo-
ple need 1o be healthy,” she said.
“There are 5000 non-nulrients in
food that have healthful qualities
such as fiber and anti-oxidants and
some we don’t fully understand.”

The Amerjcan Dietetic
Association recommends that elder-
ly people eat small meals three
tmes 4 day and at least two daily
snacks. Breakfast should include a
lot of fiber, und a proper lunch
would focus on lean meats and a
variety of vegetables.

On top of all this. Bastin said she
feels it 15 especially important for
senmiors Lo slay as active as possible.
Not only does this maintain mental
capabilities, but it also increases the
quality of life through activity and
friendships, And it keeps the body
and mind running much longer, she
said.

“There are a lot of vintage cars
out there that are still fun to drive,”
she said.

Everyone confessing to even a remote interest in sports
is familiar with the adage which states, “Records were
made to be broken.”

But there abides an element of the sporting genre who
firmly believe that, “Rules were made to be broken.” And
they are nowhere more prevalent than in the realm of auto
racing.

Prior to any NASCAR event, the competing cars are
submitted to an ¢ thauat:\ e gauntlet of tests aimed at deter-
mining their compliance with association strictures. But
intricate as this inspection process may be, there are fech-
nocrooks quite capable and willing to beat the system,

The objective is o generate more speed than the Taw
allows and thus covet the pot of gold that waits at the end
of the checkered flag. Racing 1s all about overcoming
atmospheric resistance, friction and disabling heat, both
inside and outside the auto’s power package.

Easily one of the most celebrated “finessers™ in the go-
around business is Smokey Yunick. Prior to one NASCAR
start a few years back, he engineered one of the most clever
ruses in the history of stock car competition.

Knowing that smaller and lighter adds up to faster,
Yunick designed a Chevelle which was exactly 7/8th of an
inch smaller in every respect than a standard NASCAR
racer. This model was so well proportioned that track offi-
cials failed to discern the car's discreetly diminished
stature, It went on to take the top prize. As a result of this
classic bit of deception, NASCAR now makes use of body
templates during the pre-race routing just to make sure
another Yunick innovation doesn't slip past them en route
to the winner's circle.

Not long thereafter Smokey was retained to construct &
Trans-Am Camaro for the competitive circut, This he did
only to have an aggregation of race inspectors descend
upon his handiwork with a vengeance. After literally tak-
ing the car apart even to removing the fuel tank, the “blood
hounds™ mformed Yunick that his car had incurred no less
than 12 infractions and therefore would not be allowed to
run.

Given some thought Smokey said, “You can make that
I3 infractions.” Then he got in the Camero and drove it
away even though the fuel tnk was still residing on the
garage lloor: Little did the officials know that he had stored
an additional 10 gallons of petrol inside the hollow roll bar
complex and ingeniously fitted it to feed into the gas lines.
The car was rigged to run the entire competition without
having to make a pit stop,

Even today enterprising mechanics are busily devising
means o make thewr cars lighter than spees allow and
therefore faster than the competition. After a successful run
adept crew members have been known to slap on a tire
filled with water so inspectors will think their car enjoyed
no weight advantage during the race,

On one occasion a victorious driver left a boule of
champagne lying in the seat behind the wheel for the post-
competition scile ceremony.

Protecting your
intellectual property

(NUI) - For music artists and their
record labels, listening to bootleg ver-
sions of their work is like listening to a
bad parody.

Besides not getting paid for their
labor, artists must put up with shoddy
reproductions of their music being dis-
tributed all over the Internet.

Not only does this ensure that
record labels get the most out of
ThrottleBox's service, but it allows
artists 1o show their work in its entire-
ty, completely uninterrupted or other-
wise marred.

Since ThrottleBox is free for users,
it cuts out the middleman (the bootleg-
ger). Who wants to buy music with
poor sound quality from a bootlegger
when you can get it free on
ThrotleBox.com?

I'was asked a question this week
that | felt deserved an in-depth
answer. “How do | wach my puppy
o come when [ call him?"
This is wne of the most
important  skills we
can leach a dog.
Not only does it
make  things @
much easier for
us; it could poten-
tially save his life &
some day.

I will give you three rules for
teaching a dog to come 1o you. The
first one is specific fo this exercise;
the others can be applied to any train-
ing situation.

Rule = Never call a dog 10 you to
do something unpleasant to him,
This means, in practical terms, don't
call the dog 10 you 1o give him med-
icine, a bath, to end a play session, or
anything else he doesn’t like, and
that might cause him o associate

coming to you with something bad.

It especially means, don't punish
or yell at the dog once he does come
to you, even if he just did something
terrible, and you feel like Killing him.

What we do want to leach the pup
is that coming to you always means
something good. and that it is always
safe to come to you. This is not
something that I start training like a
formal obedience exercise (although
later I will use these basics (o train a
formal “recall.”

Instead. this is
taught i short peri-
ods throughout the
day, every day, start-
ing with the first day
the dog comes home—
whether it is a six-year-
old rescue dog or a six-
week old puppy. 1 try 10
have a supply of very
small, very tasty treats on
s hand, especially in begin-

S ning. Small (1/4"-1/2")
cubes of cooked chicken, cheese, or
turkey wieners are not oo messy and
not likely to upset most dogs’ stom-
achs,

I put the treats in a zip-seal plastic
bag and drop the bag in the pocket of
a carpenter’s apron so they will be
handy. Several times during the day,
I will crouch down and call the
puppy to me, praise him and
give him a small treat, and
then go about my busi-
Ness,

These random recalls
serve to cement in the
dog’s mind that coming
when called results in a
positive experience; there
is no desperation in your
voice, and no pressure on
him.

If 1 really need to get the
pup, to put him in his crate,
give him some medicine, etc.,
I will go to him and get him.

These recills can be pric-
ticed several umes a day,
every day. Begin to vary the
reward: sometimes the posi-
tive experience IS no more
than praise and a good
scratch behind the ears;
sometimes & short play
session with a faverite
oy, sometimes a treat or
even a “jackpot” of several
small treats.

If this causes the pup to start 1o
follow you around the house, fine;
you have also started teaching him to
look to you as the source of Good
Stuff for Dogs, and as his authority
figure, Over time, you can reduce the
frequency of the treats, but always be
sure 1o praise him any time he comes
when called.

Rule 2: You always reinforce the
last thing the dog did.

“Reinforcement”™ can be positive or

negative—praise or punish-
ment. Hopefully, this will clar-
ify something | said earlier—
that you shouldn't vell at or
otherwise punish a dog who
\ has come (o you right after
0 doing something rotten.
| To illustrate, here’s
hear
| strange in the next
/ room, and when you
investigate you find the
pup happily shredding

something

throw  pillow
behind the chair.
You shriek,
“Come herel”
and the puppy
promptly  trots
over. Do you praise
or punish? In this
case  you praise!
Honest. 1 know
you're saying, “she's
nuts!” (and you're
probably right, but the advice is still
valid).

Now think: you are upset over the
pillow, but you will reinforce the last
thing the pup did. The last thing he
did was to come to you. Yelling at or
spanking the puppy will not work.
Not only will he not connect the pun-
ishment with the pillow. but worse,
he will think he was punished
because he came 1o you,

I'm not saying the puppy should
not be reprimanded for .destroying
the pillow; he needs to know this is
not acceptable behavior, and he was
caught in the act. In this case, how-
ever, the correct thing to do would
have been to go to the puppy, scold
him, remove him from the scene of
the crime, and give him an accepl-
able chew toy.

Then go clean up the mess and
put the other pillows out of reach
until he has a little better handle on
what is and is not kosher to chew. -,

Rule 3: Never give a command

i

yOu are not in a position 10 enforce.
Early on, il the pup fails (o come to
you in the house or other safe place,
you can just walk away for a while,
and then try again. Al this point he
probably doesn’t fully understand
the command. Later. you need to
convince him that coming when you
call is not optional.

You may need to take him out on
a light, long lead, and possibly prac-
tice some in the house with a “drag
line” (an 8-ft. piece of light cord)
attached 1o a plain buckie collar or
head halter. Now when you call and
he decides to refuse, you can reel
him in, and praise him for coming,
even if he had to have help,

The main thing is to never call
him when he is running loose and not
likely to respond. Every time you
call him and he can refuse to come,
he leamns he can get away with this,

Also don’t chase—dogs love
chase games. Try walking a lile
away from him and crouch down as
it you have discovered the most
interesting thing in the world
Hopetully, curiosity will get the best
of him and he will come within
reach,

Il you have done all this, and
something terrible should happen
such as getting loose on the highway,
you will have a much better chance
of getting him to come 1o you if he
has always complied in the past. and
been rewarded for doing so.

What's even more disappointing is
that the film is directed by Mike
Nichols; the same guy who gave us
classics like “Who's Afraid of Virginia
Woolf,” “The Graduate,” “Catch-22."

Taking fido on vacation takes planning, says AAA

What to do with the family pet if you're
going on vacation? With proper planning, you

A checklist for traveling with pets should
include: prescribed medications, proof of vac-

cinations, leash, collar or hamess, license and
ID tags, photos of pets for ID, grooming tools,
food and water bowls, cleanup materials, pet
toys, food and water.

Before your departure, have your pet’s
vaccinations brought up to date, including
annual booster shots. A current health certifi-
cate and medical history are important to have

when traveling.

Selecting a carrier or crate is one of the
most important steps in ensuring your pet's
safety when traveling. A good carrier contains
your pet during transit and gives him a safe,
reassuring place to stay when confinement is
necessary at your destination.

Be sure 1o bring along your pet’s favorite
blanket or toy. Give the animal small treats
and lots of praise for behaving in the car.

When driving in hot weather, do not allow
your pet to become overheated. Use air con-
ditioning and have a fresh supply of cool
water available. If your car does not have air
conditioning, keep the car ventilated and try
to drive during the coolest times—before 10
a.m., and after 4 p.m.

On a warm day, the air inside can quickly
reach life-threatening temperatures, even
when the windows are cracked. Pets should
never be left unattended in a car.

Traveling by air with a dog or cat is fast
and economical. However, it requires advance
planning since each airline has its own rules,

Zero: The Biography of a
Dangerous Idea, by Charles Seife
(Viking: $24.95).

The Universal History of Numbers,
by Georges Ifrah (Wiley: $39.95).

Had Shakespeare not already laid
claim to it, the title “Much Ado About
Nothing™ would have been a natural
choice for Charles Seife's most engross-
ing saga of “the mysterious number.™

Egyptian pyramids awe modern soci-
ely, yet ancient givilizations relied on
geometry which knew nothing of the
zero. Surprisingly, according to Seife,
the zero frightened the enlightened
Greeks.

“The whole Greek universe rested
apon this pillar; there is no void... there
is no ... zero. Because of this, the West
could not accept zero for nearly two mil-
lennia .., Zero's absence would stunt the
growth of mathematics. stifle innovation
in science, and, incidentally, make a
mess of the calendar.”

That’s-a harsh indictment, but Seife’s
enthusiasm not only makes a marvelous
case for his thesis, it infectiously holds
the interest of the most non-mathemati-
cal reader. At a ime when the legitima-
cy of 2000 or 2001 causes millennial
debate, and all aspects of daily life rely
on numbers. “Zero” illuminates the dra-
matic importance of one seemingly
insignificant cipher

The subtitle of Georges Ifvah’s
“Universal History of Numbers” —
“From Prehistory to the Invention of the
Computer” — 15 indicative of the inclu-
siveness of this former mathematics
teacher’s informative study.

Translated from the French, the text
truly ranges over the world of numerals,
from the early use of hands and other
body parts to count to the use of notched
sticks. knotted cords. stones, clay
tublets, abaci and other devices, Ifrah’s
work is-a true testament 1o the capacity
and ingenuity of the human mind.

However, the most intriguing part of
“Numbers” is Ifrah’s examples of the
diverse types of numerals devised by
civilizations in all parts of the world.
These instances offer compelling
lessons.
