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Magoffin woman

A preliminary hearing for Carma 
Miller, also known as Tammy 
Slu.' her. 38. of Royalton. was held 
on Wednesday. Miller was charged 
with first degree robbery. theft. 
unlawful imprisonment and terror­
istic threatening when state police 
Det. Lee Weddington arrested her 
last Thun;day. 

The alleged crime took place at 
*'id-day at the residence of Lanie 
Terry. 87, of Lackey. a distant rela­
tive of the accused. 

Weddington testified Terry had 
invited Miller and another suspect 
into her home on the pretense they 
were there to clean her house. 

The c.:ouple allegedly told Terry 
to stand in a comer and to keep 
qurel or they would kill her. 
Weddington testified. Miller and 
her accomplice then allegedly took 
over $500 in cash. a man's diamond 
ring, a .21 semi-automatic pistol, a 
357 revolver, a cassette/CO player. 

't simulated leather coat and three 
watches from the residence. 

Weddington said the two had 
shown up at Terry home uninvit­
ed. 

When Weddington went to 
Miller's home to investigate the 
allegations made by Terry's next 
door neighbor, he found a cas­
sette/CO player in direct view from 
the front door. 

Weddington told the court he 
asked permission to search Miller's 
home while telling her she did not 
have to let him. Items fitting the 
description of the crime were found 
on the scene. 

The detective also found mari­
juana on the premises, located out­
side in an outbuilding he described 
as a wash house. 

"She said she thought they were 
flowers." Weddington testified. 

The detective also seized about 
$10,500 in cash from Miller's resi­
dence. 

The case has been sent to the 
grand jury for consideration. 
Further charges are pending against 
Miller. A warrant has been issued 
for Miller's accomplice. said 
Weddington.

A bunch of mountain kids beat out the 
flatland city slickers in academic competition. That'c;; academ­
ic. as in book learning 

What's more, this i-. the second year in a row the kids to the 
north of us have accomplished that feat. 

The older scholar-; at Johnson Central High School took 
top honors in regional competition, and cross-town competi­
tors at Paintsville Elementary School \\On firM place awards 
in grade school competition. 

The unanimous vote by school board members in Johnson 
County to equalize coaching salaries should not be news. But 
it tmly is. In fact. folks in Johnson think they may be the first 
in the state to aflinn the importance of academics in school 
competitions. 

For that, tho"e who care about lhe quality of education in 
thb region should be proud. 

We should also transfer that sense of pride. that obligation, 
that concern for quality and parity to this county. 

Unfortunately, more than a county line seems to separate 
us.

'Deferred Deposit' loan sharks 

deserve no protection 
by Addison Parker 

The so-called "deferred deposit industry" is a 
resurrection of one of the most infamous forms of 
loan sharking: the payday loan. 

In 20 years of representing low-income con­
sumers in Kentucky's courts. the deferred deposit 
lenders are the most abusive short-term lenders this 
practitioner has seen. 

These loan sharks began proliferating in the 
Commonwealth about 1994. Calling themsehe" 
"check cashers," they advertised ~hort-tcnn. check­
based cash advances. 

In a typical transaction. a customer who needed 
$500 would deposit a check for $600. post-dated 
two weeks in advance. At the end of the two-week 
period. the customer could redeem the check by 
paying $600, or could obtain a two-\\eek extension. 
or rollover. by paying an additional $100. 

To disguise the fact that they were charging 
interest rates of 520 to 700 percent. the check cash­
ers termed their interest charges "fees." To hide 
their outrageous interest charges. they did not sup­
ply Truth in Lending disclosures, and to collect 
from delinquent customers. some check cashers 
threatened criminal prosecution under bad-check 
laws. 

The deferred deposit industry has forcecl numer­
ous Kentuckians into bankruptcy, thereby trevent­
ing legitimate creditors from being paJd. M<fuy con­
sumers became trapped in the rollover cycle. paying 
several times the original loan amount before they 
paid off the loan. 

Blinded by the potential for huge profits, the 
mdustry didn't obtain the researched legal opinions 
that would have revealed that their enterprises were 
illegal. 

Kentucky's courts were not fooled b) this mildly 
creative form of usury and loan sharking The 
Kentucky Supreme Court. the U.S. District Court 
for the Eastern District of Kentucky, and the L .S. 
Bankruptcy Court for the Eastern District of 
Kentucky have all rendered decisions that have 
been recognized nationally as important consumer 
protection precedents, and that could make industry 
members liable to Kentucky consumers for claims 
ranging from usury. to Truth in Lending disclosure 
violations, to federal racketeering. 

Class action lawsUits currently pending against 
the check cashers could result tn mdi' idual con­
sumers most of whom are low-income wage 
earners - obtaining awards ranging from $200 to 
$2,000 each. 

Although the courts have yet to determine the 
amounts the corporations are going to have to pay to 
Kentuckians. estimates are that the judgments could 
total $100 million. 

These lawsuits. based on loans made between 
1992 and 1998, have been d1rected primarily at 
large out-of-state corporations that can afford to pay 
the judgments. But there are members of our legis­
lature who propose to protect the check-cashing 
businesses from these state and federal court judg­
ments won by Kentud,y consumers. 

The check: cashers are unworthy of th1s protec­
tion. Thi<. proposal is a cynical way to enrich a 
wealthy special interest by taking money a\~;ay from 
Kentuckians while prO\ iding no benefits to the 
commonwealth. 

ln 1998. the Kentucky ~e&jslature for thl' first 
time autho'rizeo check-based. deferred-deposit 
loans. but with Significant consumer protections. In 
the current session, a proposal was introduced that 
would have provided minor additional consumer 
protections. 

Instead. a House amendment to the measure 
\\Ould retroactively construe a 1992 statute to allow 
unlimited fees on check-based loans issued between 
1992 and 1998. Ir would have retroactive!) exempt­
ed these loans from the state's usury laws. even 
though every court that has examined the iSsue has 
held that such loans were usurious 

Fortunately. the Senate .Judiciary Committee has 
rejected the House amendment. but the mdustry is 
expected to attempt to restore the amendment on the 
Senate floor or in conference. 

Kentucky's legislators were not elected to pro­
tect \\Calth) out-of-state corporations at the expense 
of their Kentucky constituents. The House amend­
ment would retroactively deprive Kentuckians of 
consumer protection victories pre\ iously won in 
court. 

This attempt to usurp the authority of our courts 
is undoubtedly unconstitutional. and is not benefi­
cial to Kentuckians or the Commonwealth. In fact. 
it would undercut Kentucky's national reputation 
for enforcement of consumer protection law<;. and 
send a message that the General Assembly is will­
ing to aiiO\\ big businesses to abuse Kentuckians. 

Instead of attempting to protect the check-cash­
ing corporations from court judgments. Kentucky 
offictals should conduct a thorough investigation of 
thi-, industry. An honest investigation would reveal 
that the check cashers have systematically attempt­
ed to subvert the most important consumer protec­
tion in the 1998 legislation - the provision that 
prohibits rollovers. 

The repeated rollover is what makes deferred 
deposit transactions so costl) for many consumers 
- and so profitable for the industr). 

Two years ago, the legislature brought car title 
lenders under the 36-percent interest cap set by the 
Kentud.) Consumer Loan Act Our lawmakers 
should bring the check cashers under the same ceil­
ing. 

The check cashing industr) ha~ demonstrated 
minimal respect for Kentucky and federal consumer 
protection law. and ought not to have the privilege 
of charging interest rates more than 13 times what 
other small lenders are allowed lo charge.

Put the 
blame where 

it lies 
Pikeville College, Morehead State 

University. the University of Kentucky, 
Eastern Kentucky University and Alice 
Lloyd College produce a barrage of 
teachers every year. Each recruit has 
been taught under the Kentucky 
Education Reform Act. 

Many of us were taught how to teach 
children facts and figures. theories and 
applications. all in an attempt to bring 
Kentucky's children to the forefront of 
academia. 

But in our schools you'll find our kids 
severely lacking. What is now being 
taught in kindergarten was taught at 
home many years ago. 

ln my student teaching experience, K-
1, we had several children who just 
weren't ready for school. 

Add to this the constant demands 
being levied upon teachers and it is 
almost impossible to teach what needs to 
be accomplished in one year. Sadly, 
some kids slip through the cracks and go 
on to high school almost criminally 
under prepared. 

These children entered the system 
with a fire in their beiJies, with an insa­
tiable curiosity eating at them. But disci­
pline problems (which are the parents' 
responsibility). prevented that fire from 
being stoked in some. 

ln addition to choking his own curios­
ity. the little *@#%&* prevented other 
children from getting what they needed. 
I have been there. I know and I remem­
ber. 

Many of us sit outside the ring of fire 
and criticize while dedicated volunteers 
jump into the flame and try to help those 
children in need, those suffocating from 
a lack educational attention. A fire can­
not bum without air. 

Instead of taking our kids under our 
own wings, we push them out of the nest 
and expect others to teach them to fly. 
We need to understand lhat children will 
learn regardless of whether teachers 
teach or not. And parents will agree kids 
have learned wilhout their help. 

ln toda)' 's educational arena. distrac­
tions on all levels prevent teachers from 
becoming full) involved with instruc­
tion. 

Many teachers are doing marvelous 
jobs with kids. They show up daily, ded­
icated and ready to give the day their 
best shot. 

But every year, our kids' test scores 
are consistently lower than many other 
states and many other nations. 

Like many generations before us, we 
arc raising a breed of whiners lhat con­
vince their parents or older siblings to do 
their homework for them. But far be it 
from us to accept the responsibility of 
and for our kids. 

If the} get bad grades. we blame the 
teachers for not infonning us. while we 
sit at home and more or less ignore the 
kids. I can pcr-.onully testify to this 
because I was doing it. 

If the) get good grades, we give cred­
it to the child's genius and give no good 
word to the teachers. 

If they do something wrong at school. 
or anywhere for that matter, we either 
justify it by blaming someone else for 
our kids' acttons or we simpl) ignore it, 
thereb) condoning their acts.

for correctness. We assume they 
will do it right. If the teacher taught 
it right, then they will know how to 
do it. 

We never make an account that 
Sally was up until 2 a.m. watching 
television, so she was too tired to 
listen to the teacher's examples. 
Or she may have even fallen 
asleep while the lesson was being 
taught. 

There is just too much weight 
on teachers' shoulders. Upgrades 
in lessons are not possible. 

Kentucky's children are as 
smart as any children. I agree. 
But without holding them to a 
higher standard. the gap in the 
state's employment capabilities 
wiU just grow. We will continue 
to raise laborers. 

The state of North Carolina 
• sets a curriculum each year for 

every level of education and the 
teachers are directly responsible 
for teaching every iota of that 
curriculum. They are held 
accountable and face losing their 
jobs if they don't stay within 
those guidelines. 

The creativity of how to teach 
it is left up to the teacher. but 
what will be taught is set in 
stone. 

But what needs to be done is 
to hold the parents more account­
able for their kids. We are raising 
children who are not being taught 
right from wrong, because we 
have become blind to the differ­
ences ourselves . 

In a land where kids arc not 
disciplined at home, that missed 
act is weaved within our school's 
curriculum, effectively leaving 
the responsibility on the shoul­
ders of the teacher. Ask any 
teacher, and he or she will tell 
you it is getting harder to teach. 

Our unruly children have 
become rulers at school. at home 
and in public. What kind of 
future have we guaranteed for 
them?

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·casualty losses may 
warrant some gain 

With the threat nf earthquakes in 
the West, hurrll'anc~ along the 
AtlantiC. and tornadoc~ in thl' 
Plains. there are I~" place-. you can 
go to escape the "ruth of Mother 
:-.Jature. According to thl· Kl'ntuck) 
Societ) of CPAs. if your property is 
damaged or destroyed 111 a disastl'r. 
help in the form or a casual!) los\ 
tax deductwn rna) be available 
from Uncle Sam. 

And although tax season n1.1y 
have ended. in special cases. you 
may not ha\c to \\ait until )OU file 
your return for :!000 to get financial 
help in thl' form of a casualty loss 
deduction. 

QUAI.IFYI~G FOR THE 

DEDUCTION 
A casualty loss is legally defined 

as propcrt) damaged or destroyed 
from a sudden and unexpected 
event. Deductible casualty losses 
may result from a number of differ­
ent causes. including tire. t1oods. 
icc and sMw. hurricanes. lightning. 
winds. tornadoes. enrthqu~1kes. 
exploswns. and auto accidents. 
Gradual or progre-.sive damage. 
such as that caused b) tem1i1es. 
rust. and milde\\, docs not qualif). 

WHAT TO DO f'IRST 

While it can be difiicult to think 
rationally in the mid'>t of. or in the 
aftermath of a dic;uster. your .tbility 
to do so can greatly impact your 
personal and financial recovery. 
Start b) secunng your propcrt) and. 
if possible. remove valuables and 
important records. Photograph the 
damage using a -.till or video cam· 
era. 

Then, contact your insurance 
carrier and begin to im entory your 
loso;. lf you don't ha\ e a document­
ed inventory. list C\erything you 
can think or that you lost and try to 
collect written records such as 
receipts and canceled checks. 

As soon as you've compiled the 
necessary documentation. file a 
claim with your insurance carrier. 
Bear in mind that if your property is 
covered by insurance, you may not 
be able to deduct a loss unless you 
file an insurance claim for reim­
bursement. 

CALCl LATING THE I.OSS 
To determine the amount of a 

casualty or thefl luss of pcrsonal 
property, you mu-.t calculate the 
adjusted basi., {lf the property 
immediate!) beforl' the cusualt) 
look place (gencrully, your cost plus 
improvements) and the di ffcrencc 
in the proper!)·.., fair market value 
bef01e and after the casualt). (Fuir 
market \ alue is the price for which 
you could huve sold the proper!) to 
a knowledgeable buyer.) 

1 he lesser of these two calcula· 
lions represents the amount of your 
loss for the purpose of calculating 
)Our casualty deduction. 

The ne\t step in determining 
your deduction 1s to reduce your 
loss by the amount of any insurance 
reimbursements you rece1ved or 
will rece1ve. From your unreim­
bursed loss. you must deduct $100 
for each casualty or theft that 
occurred during the yl.!ar. 

Finally. the total of your casualty 
and th~?ft losses for the year must be 
reduced by I 0 percent of your 
adjusted gross income (AGI). 
( Bu:-iness-related losses are not 
subject to this $100 11oor on the I 0· 
percent limitation).

To claim a casualty or theft lo~s. 
you must file and attach to your 
rl.!turn a ..,eparate Form 4684, 
"Ca•;ualties and Thefts." for each 
occurence.

Topping occur~ when the limbs 
of mature trees in the landscape are 
pruned hcavtly to a uniform height 
leaving stubs for branches on the 
trunk. 

This severe prumng removes 
much of the leaf surface trees need 
to generate food necessary for their 
mamtenancc and growth Topping 
also depletes tree.;· stored food 
reserves.

The large stubs left a~ a result of 
topping make trees more suscepti­
ble to insect attacks and d1seases 
These pest mvasions can weaken a 
topped tree by spreading direct!) 
fwm the wound 1010 1ts trunk. 

Topping results in unattractive. 
unhealthy and even' hazardous 
trees for several reasons. 

It stimulates the unde~mable 

growth called "water sprouts.'' 
'These unattractive upright branch­
es regrow just below the pruning 
cuts. Since this regrowth is vigor­
ous. a topped tree will a!lain Its 
ongmal height rapidly but without 
its original form. Its shape is one 
of the reasons many of us choose a 
particular tree. 

When trees arc topped, removal 
of the large branches reduces tree 
health because 11 removes stored 
food reserves. This makes trees 
more vulnerable to drought stress 
and msect and disease attacks. 

Toppmg makes trees mmc 
prone to have limbs break from 
"ind or storm damage because the 
weakened regrO\\ th 1s poor!) 
attached and dies back or decays. 
Severe pruning also exposes the 
trunk and branches to more 
sunight. This can result in bark 
damage 

Topping also disligures trees by 
replacing their natural beauty and 
form with broom-like branch 
growth. Ugly branch stubs and 
prumng cuts contribute to this 
unattractiveness which can reduce 
the real estate value of trees b) 20 
percent or more. 

There are ~everal "ays to av01d 
topping. 

First. chooses trees that will 
grow to the desired he1ght so you 
won't have to prune them later. II 
you have to prune a tree every five 
to seven years, 1t's too large for the 
site and should be replaced. 

Secondly. prune ne\\ly planted 
trees so they will develop a good 
branch structure as they grow. 

When you do need to reduce a 
mature tree's he1ght, choose the 
allernati'e practice called "drop 
crotching." This is a I) pc of thm­
ning cut that reduces tree site yet 
pre~crves its natural shape. 

Simply cut higher branches 
back to lateral limhs that arc at 
least one-third the diameter of the 
limbs you're removing. This thm­
ning method will stimulate growth 
throughout the tree and d1scouragc 
development of water sprouts. 

To leave the branch collar 
intact, cut outside the collar at a 
45-60 degree angle to the branch 
bark ridge Leaving the collar 
intact w1ll help keep decay from 
entering the trunk and pre,ent 
other pest problems.

Room for President Nixon and 
members of Congress 

ln 1994. the Osbornes were 
inducted into othe International 
Bluegrass Mu,ic Associution 
Hall of Honor. 

Throughout hi., 40-yl·ar 
career. Cro\\C hus been in the 
\ anguard of bluegru-.s musicians, 
fir-.t as a banJo picker and then ns 
a group leader. I lc is regarded a~ 
the quintc-.,entinl Scruggs-style 
banjoi't. and his band. the Nev. 
South. has been n proving ground 
for some of the leading light!. of 
blucgra's music's third genera­
tion. 

Cro\\C received his fir..,! expo­
sure to bluegrass from Ha1t & 
Scruggs, "ho \\en· ha~cd 111 
Crowe's hometo\\ 11 or Lexington 
in the early 1950 .... lie came to 
prorninelll.:c a few years latl'J 
when he was hired by Jimmy 
Martin, and hy the mid 196<h he 
had formed his own group. the 
Kentucky ~lountain Boys.

In the 1980s. Crowe built the 
group's sound around Keith 
Whitley. who went on to country 
stardom. Much like the 
Oshornes. Crowe was not afraid 
to take musical risks, augment­
ing his bluegrass sounds from 
this period with electric rhythm 
guitar. pedal steel. drums and 
p.ano. 

He rdurncd to a more acoustic 
sound in the 1980s. as rencctcd 
in his five albums with the 
Bluegrass Album Band. 

He announced his retirement 
in the late '80s. but was unable to 
walk away ultogether. By 1994. 
the hiatus wa ... O\ cr. He and a 
nt>\\ly recruited version of the 
Ne\\ South began LOuring to wild 
acclaim. and in I 994. he won the 
IBMA Hanj1.) Player of thl' Year 
a\\ard. even though he had 
issued no new records in eight 
years. 

I lis llJlJ4 album, "Hashback." 
was nominated for a Grammy 
and for IB~lAAihum of the Year. 
Crowe ami a revamped New 
South lineup returned to record­
ing in llJ99 with "Come On 
Down to ~ly Wnrld.'' Countr) 
~1usic magazine called the effort 
"an auditory treat that strike a 
fine balance between tradition 
and innovation."

Catchy names that sell are 
not a 21st-century 1dea. Pottery facto­
ries in England in past cenruries 
developed names like Queen's ware. 
pearlware. ironstone, graniteware or 
Fairyland lustre to sell special types 
of pottery. Creamware was a creamy­
white earthenware developed by 

Wedgwood in the 18th century. ll w~ 
made to compete w1l11 porcelam. 
Queen Charlotte ordered a c;et of 
dishes, so the product was renamed 
''Queen's ware" to promote sales of 
the unfamiliar product Pearlware 
was another earthenware created by 
Wedgwood. It was an improvement 
on Queen's ware because it was even 
whiter and looked more like expen­
sive porcelain. ll did not look very 
much like pearls, but the name was 
romantic. Ironstone was made by 

Miles Mawn in the 19th century to 
replace broken piece.' nf expcn~ive 
Chinese~xport dinner sets. The ware 
was marketed as being ''hard as iron." 
The name might have come from the 
uc;e of iro~tone slag in the day. 
Graniteware was the name used by 
other potters who made a similar !>LUr­
dy ware. Fairyland lustre was an 
earfy-20th-cenrury product made by 
the Wedgwood pottery. Jt was deco­
rated with whimsical, fairylike crea­
tures in fanciful landscapes. 

lnde~ent glaze was used. All of 
these types of pottery are collocled 
today.

A rcv1ew of "Bloodroot: 
Reflections on Place by Appalachian 
Women Writers" in the Chicago 
Tribune summed up lhe gist of the col~ 
lection of essays about Appalachia 
written by authors who have lived in 
Appalachia and moved or have stayed 
on. 

'"Wherever your roots lie, you will 
find 'Bloodroot' moving. tnsptring­
and a reminder that we are all shaped 
by the landscape we spring from. the 
place we call home." 

Since I know Anne Shelby and 
George Ella Lyon. have actually sat 
down and talked with them, I read 
thetr essays first. In "Piddlin' ," 
Shelby says about her family. ··. . . 
people who could not stand good wal­
nut go to waste. They showed me, 
humbly and without ever talking about 
it, the necessity of such activities. I 
can't do much with walnut. I piddle 
(thus the title) wilh words." 

Don't believe the last part of her 
statement. She delinitely does not pid­
dle with words. She knows exact!) 
what she is doing and does it well. 

Any Appalachian native would 
find it hard not to identify with some 
of her characters and place settings. 
The essays are, after all, about place. 

Shelby lives in Clay County where 
she works on children stoties lhat she 
publishes from time to time. 

In her essay "Voiceplace." Lyon 
talks about the importance of language 
(or as she calls it voice) in the 
Appalachian culture. She says she 
fought to acquire another culture only 
to find it was like "cutting your throat 
to remedy hunger." 

The Harlan County native reahzes 
the vital connection between voice 
and place in her life and her work. She 
quotes a Bobbie Ann Mason line: "I 
was not able to write stories until I got 
over bemg ashamed of how my people 
talked." 

In reading through the anthology. I 
learned of another writer right in 111} 

back door that I had not heard about. 
(Odd, I guess that I had to learn about 
the author from a book published in 
Lexington, the University Press or
