*New recycling program aimed at mini-bulks

In an effort to remove unusable
plastic pesticide coniainers, the
Kentucky Department of Agriculture
is spearheading the formation of a
Crop Protection Mini-Bulk Recycling
Program.

The program Is designed for con-
tainers larger in size than five gallons,
specifically those in the range of 100
to 250 gallons, as well as bulk tanks,

“This new program will be a great
. asset to the industry,” said Kentucky
Agriculture Commissioner Billy Ray
Smith. “Everyone’s cooperation is
needed to get this program off to a
smooth start.”

To prepare a pesticide conlainer
for recycling, remove all plumbing,
bung assemblies, pumps, meters and
any metal parts, including the metal
skids. It is recommended that a large
hole at least 20 inches in diameter be
cut out at the top to allow for proper
rinsing as well as providing a view for
Agriculture Department inspeglors,

If the containers are more than a
250-gallon capacity, it is mandatory
that the bulk tanks be cut into four-
foot squares, stacked onto a pallet and
then tied to the pallet for easy han-
dhing. said John McCauley, director
of the Division of Pesticides. Cutting
should not be done until a
Department of Agriculture represen-
tatives has inspected the container for
cleanliness, he added.

The containers must be cleaned by
triple rinsing or pressure rinsing and
allowed to dry. Recyclers should dis-
pose of the rinsate in an approved
manner, McCauley said. Once tanks
are rinsed, one or more holes must be
drilled in the bottom to eliminate its
useful life,

Tanks must be cleaned before the
Kentucky Department of Agriculture
is contacted to visually inspect and
tag the tanks, McCauley said. Once
tanks . are officially tagged by
Department inspectors, they can then,

be transported and stored in an
approved regional short-term storage
facility.

The Crop Protection Mini-Bulk
Recycling Program is being coordi-
nated by the Kentucky Department of
Agriculture in conjunctijon with the
Kentucky Fertilizer and Agriculture
Chemical Association, the University

tion highway system is better than it has ever been and is getting better.

The importance of the Appalachian region to America was not unnoticed. As a matter of
fact, Henry Knox, Secretary of War under President George Washington, urged a major

road building program through Appalachia in the 1790’

s. In 1966, some 170 years later,

Congress got around to passing the Appalachian Development Act;to begin the
Appalachian Road Program.

We’ve come a long way since then. In the early 1960’s Governor Bert Combs led the way
with the construction of the Mountain Parkway; in the late 1970’s, Route 80, to link the
Big Sandy and KY River Valleys, was begun. Route 15 was constructed in the 1960’s to
link the KY River Area to the Bluegrass. Route 23 now is four laned from Ohio to

Virginia.

Route 680 now links Left Beaver Creek with new Route 80 and construction will soon be
underway to extend this road to the US 23 at Harold. A new connector to connect 680 and
the John M. Stumbo School is now part of the six-year-plan. The dangerous curve at
Meade Hill on Left Beaver Creek is ready for bid as is the Town Branch Bridge, the Bosco
Bridge and the Twin Bridges at Martin. Four laning of the Mountain Parkway, talked
about for years, is now underway. The dangerous curve at Hite has been eliminated and
a new bridge was constructed at Hunter.

The exciting development of Route 66 is now underway. This new Interstate, under the
plan approved, will run from near Virgie to Melvin to Wheelwright to Jack’s Creek to Ligon to Hi Hat to Kite to the Daniel Boone Parkway near
Hazard. This Interstate will open up our area to the industrial Northeast and bring JOBS and commerce centers to our region. Our transporta-

All this didn’t just happen. It is the result of state and federal officials, working with local officials and the people of this area to plan and develop
a total transportation plan for our people. We can’t afford to stop now and start over but must build on our progress and begin a massive improve-
ment program for our “mail box roads” that run by our houses. Benny Ray Bailey has been there, representing us, in all the meetings and in all
the planning.

Kentucky already has the Education Savings Plan

paid program requires regular payments and guarantees
the interest earned will cover the cost of tuition.

If a student receives a full scholarship. all the money
will be returned to the family. If a child decides not to go
to college or the family is forced to stop making the pay-
ments, the amount invested will be returned and a penal-

_ ty on the rest will be determined, said Jay Blanton, direc-
g tor of policy and communications in Miller’'s office.

TV election coverage

For all of their differences, political candidates
have one thing in common. Running for office costs
them lots of money, particularly for TV advertising.
The higher the position being soughi, the more expen-
sive il is (o get there.

Candidates in this year's national, state and local
elections are expected to spend $600 million on broad-
cast advertising.

The problem is they will likely get little return on
their investment. Though political aspirants in 2000
will spend six times more on TV ads than candidates
in 1972, voter turnout this year is expected to contin-
ue a 40-year trend of decline.

As candidate spending on TV and radio ads has
skyrocketed, participation in elections has correspond-
ingly decreased. Only 36 percent of those eligible
voted in the 1998 midterm races. Turnout in the 1996
presidential campaign was 49 percent, the lowest for a
presidential election in 72years.

When people are asked why they don't vote, most
say their vote wouldn't make any difference. Despite
millions of dollars spent on 30-second TV and radio
spots, voters often skip elections because they still
don't understand what candidates stand for. But people

do care about issues;

A 1998 report from the Advisory Committee on the
Public Interest Obligations of Digital Television
Broadcasters recommended one way its members
think would increase voter turnout. The committee
suggested that TV stations voluntarily provide five
minutes each weeknight of “candidate-centered dis-
course” for 30 days before an election.

The committee envisions such a five-minute seg-
ment as an add-on 1o scheduled news content. The idea
is to give more information about more candidates and
more issues, ]

Such a goal is commendable. Yet, is it realistic to
ask commereial television stations 1o give up five min-
utes of prime time for this project?

That's a question each station will have to answer
for itself. So far, 26 stations in 18 states have agreed to
participate in the project.

The project should serve as a wake-up call to tele-
vision news departments that election coverage of can-
didates and issues is viewed as inadequate by citizens
concerned about the future of our system of free elec-
tons so vital to the health of American democracy.

Miranda rule works

The U.S. Supreme Court took up an unusual case
recently. It dealt with the Miranda warning — that well-
known statement, familiar to every viewer of television
cop shows, beginning with the words, “You have the
right to remain silent.”

A lower court last year ruled that the Miranda warn-
ing isn't the only tool available to the states to protect a
suspect’s constitutional right against self-incrimination.

At issue is a [968 law allowing the Miranda warning
to be waived in federal cases if it can be established that
a suspect confessed voluntarily. The U.S. Department of
Justice wants the Supreme Court to overturn the deci-
sion, eliminating the possibility of non-Miranda
options.

The case is unusual because it involves a practice
that has survived early controversy (o become part of
basic police procedure.

Ever since the Supreme Court ordered it in 1966, the
Miranda doctrine has required police officers 1o advise
a suspect of his right to remain silent and his nght to
have an attorney present during any questioning. If the
suspect makes a statement without acknowledging an
understanding of his Miranda rights, the statement can
be rejected as evidence.

The notion of treating suspects with such care and
respect rankled police officers in the early Miranda
years, particularly when the courts showed seriousness

of purpose by throwing out convictions in cases where
the interrogators forgot to read a Miranda statement.
The 1968 law, though seldom enforced, was passed
with the intention of getting around the strict application
of Miranda.

But seldom do officers forget Miranda these days. It
has become second nature. And in the keeping and
using of it, America restates every day its respect for the
constitutional maxim that *no person ... shall be com-
pelled in any criminal case to be a witness against him-
self *

This is one of those sacred Amencan precepts, like
the freedom of speech and the right of trial by a jury of
one's peers, that establish the sovereignty of the indi-
vidual over the power of the state. It is a distinguishing
characteristic of America.

Certainly, a person who insists on confessing before
the officers can shut him up and read him a Miranda
card can hardly be said 1o have been “compelled.” So,
maybe, the court will find more room o accept confes-
sions. where there can be no suspicion that the defen-
dant’s words were coerced.

On the other hand, not everyone knows the
Constitution to the letter. A legiimate question exists

FRANKFORT — Following a
25-year trend, Kentucky's unem-
ployment rate dropped from 4.7
percent in February to 4 percent in
March, according 0 the
Department  for Employment
Services, a Cabinet for Workforce
Development agency.

Kentucky's March 2000 jobless
rate was below March 1999's 4.9
percent rate. The U.S. jobless rate
decreased from 4.4 percent in
February to 4.3 percent in March.

“This was lowest March jobless
rale for Kentucky in 27 years,” said
Carlos Cracraft, the department’s

chief labor market analyst. “It also

was the 13th consecutive month
that the state's unemployment rate
has been below 5 percent.”

Six of the nine major job sectors
had employment increases, while
one stayed the same from February
to March, said Cracraft.

A jump of 4,600 jobs in the
trade sector made 1t the highest
increase of any category in March.
The greatest gains in this sector
were in areas such as eating and
drinking establishments (2,400),
department stores (1,100), and
building materials and garden sup-

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ply stores (600),

“From March 1999 to March
2000, trade sector jobs rose by
10,500 with 6,600 of that in retail
trade establishments,” Cracraft
said.

The government sector showed
the second largest gain in jobs in
March with an additional 4,300
positions. More than half of those
jobs were in the federal govern-
ment as census workers were hired
temporarily.

Kentucky's services sector
added 4,000 more positions® in
March, Job gains occurred in'near-
ly all services sectors in March but
the greatest growth was in business
services (2,700), amusement and
recreation (900), agricultural ser-
vices (900) and hotels and other
lodging places (600).

Cracraft noted that most of the
increase was associated with
warmer spring weather. In the past
year, the services sector has record-
ed 17.400 more positions, the high-
est increase in jobs of all sectors.

The construction sector added
2,700 jobs in March because of
warmer weather. Contractors in
special trades such as concrete,
electrical work and roofing had
1,500 more positions in March.

Heavy construction contraciors had
1,100 more jobs in March, while
general  building contractors
recorded 100 additional jobs.

The transportation, communica-
tions and public utilities sector had
500 more positions in March,

The finance, insurance and real
estate sector had 100 more jobs in
March. In the mining and quarry-
ing sector, the number of jobs
remained at 21,000 from February
to March.

Agriculture reported the largest
decrease in jobs as the sector fell
by 7,600 positions in March.
Cracraft said the number of farm
jobs will rise significantly during
the spring and summer months.

Employment fluctuations in
many industries caused the number
of manufacturing jobs o decline by
300. Job losses ‘in industrial
machinery (-500), textiles and
apparel {-400), food and kindred
products (-100) were partly offset
by job gains in lumber and furni-
ture (200), paper, printing and pub-
lishing (200), and stone, clay and
glass products (100).

This 1s an annual
‘campaign  presented
by the Humane
Society of the United
States and co-spon-
sored by the American
Academy of Pediatrics, Amencan

Surgeons, American  Veterinary
Medical Associafion, Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention/National  Center  for
Injury Prevention and Control,
Independent Insurance Agents of
Amernica, National Animal Control
Associaton, State Farm Insurance
Compamies, and the U.S. Postal
Service.

Wow! Those are some pretty
prestigious organizations. Why so
much support for this particular
cavse, when it seems that every
week is National Something-or-
Other?

The Centers for Disease Connrol
and Prevention in Atlanta estimates
that nearly two percent of the U.S,
Population is bitten by a dog each
year. That is more than 4.7 million
people each year, and most of them

are children.

Does it seem odd
that I would bring this vp in a col-
umn that is very pro-dog? Not really.
The message that National Dog Bite
Prevention Week wants Lo convey 5
thiat most dog bites are preventable.

The Humane Society of the
United States offers these sugges-
tions toward reducing the likelihood
that your dog will bite someone:

* Spay or npeuler your dog—
Altered dogs are three times less
likely to bite.

* Socialize your dog—Introduce
your dog to many different types of
people and situations, so he or she s
not nervous or frightened under nor-
mal social circumstances.

* Teach vour dog appropriate
behavior—Set appropriate limits on
your dog's behavior, and don’t wait
for an_accident. Seek professional
help the first time he shows any
aggressive behavior.

Be a responsible dog owner—
Provide regular health care, includ-

ing rabies vaccinations. Don't allow

We also need to work from the
human end of the problem to reduce
the chances of becoming a dog-bite
victim. Several members of the
Eastern Kenlucky Kennel Club are
doing just that by going to schools,
stout meetings, youth groups to pre-
sent dog-safety programs to chil-
dren. We try to present a message
that Js practical and easy o remem-
ber, as well as being fun for the kids.

Here's the approach my presenta-
tion partmer, Teresa, and | use:

Children are usually very excited
about 1 “dog talk.” We spend a cou-
ple of minutes introducing ourselves
and the dog we have brought
along—usually Teresa’s “Jack™ or
my “Mollie," who are both super-

friendly, laid-back types who love
kids.

Meanwhile, we size
up our audience for
a child that seems
W outgoing and not
A easily upset. Our
initial attention-
getter is for one
of us o sud-
denly go up 1o
that child, lean
over. and

, begin to hug

and pat him or her

back and ask this
child if that star-
tled him. (By this
time the entire class -
is looking atus as if we
Just landed from Mars).

We go on to explain that this is
what it feels like to a dog when
someone who is much bigger
“swoops down™ on him suddenly—
he is startled and maybe scared, This
may be the first time a child has ever
considered that he actually seems
large to something else.

Now that we have their atten-
tion—aund boy, ido we have it—we
g0 on to explain that ALL DOGS
WILL BITE, because that is how
they defend themselves, We then tell
them that dogs are different in how
easily they are provoked 1o bite; for
Jack and Mollie it would take some-
one being very meuan to them to
cduse them to bite, but ¢ven they
would do it under the right circum-
stances,

For that reason, you should never
try to pet a strange dog if no one is
around, and if you see a person’s dog
you would like to pet, always ask
“May | pet your dog?" and proceed
only if you have permission. You
should let the dog sniff your hand

first, this is being polite to the dog,

you, you should never run from
it. The first rule is: Be a tree. Stand
very still, and fold your arms. Be
aware of where the dog is, but do
not look directly at it. Walk slowly
away at an angle to the dog,

If you fall or are knocked down,
the second rule is: Be a rock. Roll up
into a ball, curl your fingers, and
protect your face and ears with you
arms. In both cases, the dog will
probably just sniff you, decide you
aren't yery interesting, and leave,

You need (o tell an adult about the
dog. Be sure 1o tell an adult if you
are ever bitten by a dog.

When we finish the talk, the chil-
dren line up and practice asking
“May 1 pet your dog?" and then
show that they know how to greet a
dog politely by offering their hand to
sniff.

The park also offers four pnimitive sites adjacent o the
developed ones.

New for this year is a playground expected to be com-
pleted by Memorial Day. said Park Manager Mark Reeder.

Nightly camping rates during the peak season are $16
for a.developed site. $10 for a boat-in site, and $8.50 for a
primitive, hike-in site. The campground will operate sea-
sonally through October 31.

Boaters are starting to keep the park’s new marina busy,
as well, Reeder said. The facility, which opened in the
spring of 1998, offers 140 slips.

Tennessee has nine state
parks that offer a historical
look at Tennessee's unique
past. Two parks are classified
as archaeological areas and are
among the best-preserved land §
i the nation.

Old Stone Fort State Park,
located off U.S. Highway 41 in
Manchester, Tenn., is an
archaeology lover’s dream. A 2,000-year-
old American Indian ceremontial site. this
state archaeological park is dedicated to
the preservation, protection, study and
mterpretation of this significant ancient
culture. Programs may be scheduled year-
round for school groups and other organi-
zations. The park hosts weekend summer
activities as well.

1.162-acre Pinson Mounds State Park is
the largest Middle Woodland Indian
mound group in the United States,
Discovered in 1820, the mounds date back
to about 500 A.D. Pinson Mounds is noted
for its forest and fields, wildflowers and
creeks. Archaeology programs, films, and
festivals are scheduled from time to time.
A museum, designed to replicate an Indian
mound, houses the park offices, an archeo-
logical library, an 80-seat theater, 4,500
square feet of exhibit space, and the West
Tennessee Regional Archaeology Office.
Fieldwork normally is held in the summer,
and visitors are welcome to watch the
archaeologists at work.

Sycamore Shoals State Park is located
on the banks of the Watauga River in beau-
tiful Elizabethton, Tenn. Famous for the

role it played in the westward movement
of the 1700s, Sycamore Shoals was the
first established settlement outside of the
original 13 colonies. An exact replica of
Fort Watauga stands near the Sycamore
Shoals river crossing. The Visitors Center
houses an interpretive facility with infor-
mation. historic displays, and a 450-seat
theater.

Sergeant Alvin C. York was decorated
with numerous medals for bravery dis-
played in World War 1. Sergeant Alvin C.
York State Park has been dedicated to this
American hero. The historic area lies
beside the Wolf River and includes a pic-
turesque gristmill, the rock ledge where
York was married, and his beautiful home
and farm. Park grounds include picnic
pavilions and playground equipment.
York’s burial site at the Wolf River
Cemetery is only a short drive away.
Sergeant Alvin C. York State Park is locat-
ed in Pall Mall, Tenn., north of Crossville
on Highway 127.
