Pool drowning 
claims life of 
18-year-old

A 2000 South Floyd gradu­
ate tragically lost his life 
Saturday while swimming with 
friends. 

Steve Johnson. 18, of 
Melvin was swimming in a res­
idential pool in the Millard 
area. according to a Kentucky 
State Police. when he acciden­
tally drowned. 

·Johnson, who had been Steve Johnson 
swimming with friends, had 
apparently swam into the deep end of the pool but failed 
to resurface. He was transported to Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital where he was later pronounced dead by Dr. 
Audrey Grant. 

Johnson's death shocked the South Floyd community, 
said South Floyd High School Veteran teacher Dan 
Collins. 

"He was a typical student,'' Collins said of Johnson.

Rains may bring 
end to drought

With several showers passing through the area over the 
past three weeks and some predicted for the rest of the

But the state has been behind in rainfall amounts for 
years and 2000 has not been an exception. 

The lack of precipitation in the winter and spring 
months left much of the state in yet another drought. The 
average rainfall amounts for Kentucky at this point is just 
over 25 inches at 25.66. 

According to the National Weather Service in Jackson 
the state has just about caught up. As of yesterday after­
noon the NWS in Jackson reported having 24.21 inches of 
rain for the year. just1.45 inches below the average for the 
area. 

John Pelton. meteorological intern for the NWS. said 
some areas have had up to two inches more while others 
have had slightly less. 

Heavy rains like the storm that ran through the county 
yesterday do little to alleviate the problem. according to 
the NWS. The rush of rain has Jirtle time to seep imo the 
ground but instead scores the ground while causing heavy 
soil erosion. 

On the other hand, slow steady amounts of rain allow 
the soil to soak up the needed moisture.

Gun control: Where 's the logic? 
by SHELDON RICHMAN 

One of the old Bolsheviks is reputed to have said 
that the best way to destroy a country is to debase its 
currency. A central bank IS well-suited to that mis­
sion. But there's another effecttve way: degrade peo­
ple's ability to construct or follow a logical argument. 
Government schools arc particularly well-suited for 
that mission. 

Has that ability been degraded here'? How else can 
we account for the arguments people make for gun 
control? I' m not talking about Rosie O'Donnell now; 
she ·s too easy. Let's turn to the editonal board of the 
New York Times. 

On May 31 the Times published an editorial on the 
latest dramatic acts of gun violence: The killing of a 
teacher by a 13-year-old boy in Florida and the killing 
of live people at a Wendy's restaurant in New York 
City. 

Both were de:.p1cable cnmes - no argument 
there. The Times thinks those horrendous events con­
firm the need fur new laws against firearms. But the 
editorial not only fatls to make that case; it actually 
refutes itself. 

The boy killed his teacher with a .25 caliber semi­
automatic handgun that he took from an unlocked 
bure:~u drawer in thl.l horne of his grandfather. Before 
anyone says that Florida needs a new law, note that 
the Times acknowledges that ''Florida, like 17 other 
states. has a child access prevention law on the books 
that requires gun owners to lock up their weapons." 

The T1mes 1s undaunted by that inconvenient fact: 
"But even where ch1ld access laws exist, their effec­
tiveness is often undermmed by the absence of any 
requirement that would·bc gun owners be familiar 
with the rules for safe ~torage of weapons That is one 
of the v1rtues of movmg to a nauonal gun licensing 
system in wh1ch such a requirement could be 
tmposed.'' 

So an argument offered for federal gun licensing IS 
that the license can he conditioned on applicant~· tak· 
ing a course on safe ~torage. Apparently, adults, most 
of whom have gone through the government's 
schools, can' t figure out on their own how to safely 
store weapons. But don't they usc locks to secure 
other things-without being taught by the govern­
ment'? And how can we be sure they will pay atten-

t1on dunng the course or follow the advice later'? That 
argument for licensing is tissue·thin. 

The Times senses this, so 11 supplements the argu­
ment: "The furth~:r tragedy is that this kiiJjng could 
probably have been prevented had all hnndguns been 
required to have safety locks that prevented their fir­
ing except by an authorized user." 

Is someone who leaves a gun and ammunition in 
an unlocked drawer accessible to a child likely to use 
a trigger lock? Notice that the Times smuggles in a 
non ~equitur. 

A trigger lock does not ensure that a gun cannot be 
fired by an unauthori7.ed person . Anyone who finds 
the key to the lock can fire the gun. Someone who 
lea~·es a gun m an unlocked drawer might well leave 
a tnggcr·lock key to be found. 

No law can prevent irresponsible adults from leav­
ing guns where children can find them. And yet, oun 
accidents with children have been falling for year~. 

The Times's take on the Wendy's murders is also 
flawed. The editorial scoffs at calls for the death 
penalty for the k11lers. Why? Because the death 
penalty IS an unproven deterrent! And gun laws are a 
pr~ven d~terrcnt?_ Instead, the Times wants a "tight­
~nmg [ol) the nauon's gun laws to deny violent thugs 
111appropnatc access." The editorial points out that 
the two su~pects have cmninal ret·ord~ and would not 
have passed background checks had they tried to buy 
guns from a dealer. 

So the suspects had no guns, right? Well. no. As 
the Times notes, "One of the su~pects told police that 
they had no trouble buymg a 380-calibcr semi-auto­
matic on the street in J<\m"ica, Queens." The editori­
al J.ust t~ro':"'s that fact out as though it has no impli­
cations tor Its argument for new gun laws. As my 12-
year-old sun. Ben, would say, ''Ouh!" 

''These latest high-profile gun tragedies argue for 
passmg that leg1slation (pcndmg m Congress) and 
movmg on to stronge1 measures.'' concludes the 
Times R1ght. And whtle they're passm~ laws 
agamst criminals' possessing guns. why don\ they 
.1lso pass one against earthqunkes. hurricanes, and tor­
nadoes?

THE WHOLE-HOUSE FAN

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
Revenue Secretary Mtke Haydon 
Friday announced the 2000 State 
Real Property Tax Rate • 14.1 
cents per each $1 00 of assessed 
value. 

Under HB 44, the rate is 
r~viewed by tbc R(!venue 
Gabinet and adjusted each year 
to ensure that as assessments go 
-\!P,. 1he rate comes down to a 
Jevel that limits any revenue 
increase to no more than 4 per­
cent. 

Before the enactment of HB 
44 in 1979, the State Real 
Property Tax Rate was 31 .5 cents 
per $100 of assessed value. TI1e 
2000 rate of 14.1 cents per $100 
vaiuation represents nearly <1 5 
percent reduction from the 1999 
rate. 

According to Secretary 
Haydon. "The estimated total 
real property assessment for the 
2000 tax year IS St29 billion. 
Residential property assessments 
are esllmated to be $83 billion. 
commercial property assess­
ments are estimated at $33 bil­
lion, and farm assessments are 
estimttted to be $13 billion. 

Property uues, once tht-~ pri­
mary source of gtate and local 
government revenue, now 
account for only about 6 percent 
of the state's nnnual budget 
which goes into effect on July 1.

We sec it in the movies-Julia 
Roberts playing Erin Brockovich, 
championing the rights of cus­
tomers poisoned by a utility com­
pany: John Travolta playing Jan 
Schlichtmann, working to get W.R. 
Grace Co. to take responsibility for 
polluting a town with cancer-caus­
ing chemicals. 

But docs this really happen? 
llo\\ often do corporations put 
profits befon:- human life? 

'lbe an,wer is ·rarely.' But even 
'rarely' can be 'too often' when 
people arc hurt. 

While most corporations are 
re:;pon~ible neighbors that con­
tribute valuable things to soctety-

.Jobs, tax income. products and ser­
vices-a fev.. companies allow 
safety and ethics to slide when 
making busines!-> decisions. 

Sometimes, these actions have 
tenible consclJuences. That's what 
happened in the cases portrayed by 
the movies "Erin Brockovich" and 
"A Civil Action"-thcse cases 
were real. 

But many cases don't have 
movies made about them. 

Take the case of Jimenez v. 
Chrysler. On Apnl 10, 1994. six­
year-old Sergio Jimenez was eject­
ed out or the rear door of his fami­
ly's Chrysler minivan during a 
rollover accident. 

Because the door's latch was 
defectively des1gned. the liftgate 
opened upon impact. and Sergio 
was killed. When his mother found 
him, Sergio was lying in the road 

bleeding profu!:tely fuml a hole in 
the side of his head 

A South Carolina cititcn jury 
that spent four weeks li-..tening to 
the facts (>f the cw .. l' awarded 
Sergio·, parents $12.5 mi II ion to 
compensate for the loss ol thetr 
son. The jury then ordered 
Chrysler to pay $250 millilln in 
punitive damageo.; hccml';c the cor­
poration knew that it" mini\an 
latches ""ere dcll:ctivc 

Punitive damages arc awardl·d 
when a jury hao.; found a dcfen: 
daot's conduct to be 'willful and 
malicious.' In thi:> case. the court 
found that Chr) ... let likely kne'' 
that people "ere being killed, but 
covered up the problcrn-c-.en 
\\hen it had a legal duty to disclose 
it-in order to keep making 
money. 

Chi') sler appealed the verdict. 
claiming that its actions did not 
merit having to pay the amounts 
awarded. But the judge strong!) 
disagreed. and refused to lower the 
$250 punitive damagt• award. The 
compensatory award was lowered 
to $9 million. 

In summing up the court's ratio­
nale for refusing to reduce the 
punitive damage award, the judge 
wrote that "a suh-;tantial :.t\\ ard is 
necessary to affect by this conduct 
and deter it lrom engaging in such 
conduct in the future.'' The judge 
also pointed out that. 

• During Chrysler bumper te't'. 
workers had to ducuape the mini­
vans' cargo doors shut ~o th,lt the 
test equipment would not fly out 
upon impact. While reviewing the 
tests. \\Orkers joked that Chrysler 

• 

had to U\C duct tape to protect the 
te.,t ClJUipmcnt hut couldn't make a 
b11:h well t:nough to keep people 
from falling out of the back. 

• Chrysler engineers determined 
that fixing the defective latch 
wouiJ cost about 25 to 50 cents per 
latch, hut the company took no 
action to correct the problem. and 
instructed its employees not to 
\\rite down anything about the 
issue. 

• Chrysler burned all videotapes 
and \\ ritten reports of crash tests 
im olving impacts like the one 
invoh ing Sergio's famil) ·s mini­
' an. and purged all computer 
code-.. sho\liing component failure!'. 
in those te.'>ts. 

Chl')''lcr'~ actions in this cac;e 
were unu<>ual. Few compames 
would go this far to cover up dead­
ly mistakes. While that fact may be 
cold comfort to the Jimenez fami­
ly. it is good to know that because 
ol the jury's and judge's decision<;. 
other families may not have to suf­
fer such a tragedy. And the punish­
ment of Chrysler, we hope. will 
teach it and others not to put their 
customers· lives at risk.

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Kentucky unemployment 
increases to 3.9 percent in May 

FRANKFORT- Kentucky's 
unemployment rate rose slightly 
to 3.9 percent in May as the num­
ber of Kentuckians with jobs 
chmbed by more than 22.000. 

Kentucky's May jobless rate 
was above the 3. 7 percent record­
ed for April 2000 but below the 
4.6 percent rate reported for May 
1999, according to the 
Department for Employment 
Services, a Cabinet for 
Workforce Development agency. 

The U.S. jobless rate in May 
increased to 3.9 percent from 3.7 
percent in April. 

"Although Kentucky's unem­
ployment rate increased slightly 
in May, we still were well below 
last May's rate," said Carlos 
Cracraft, the department's chief 
labor market analyst. "Our unem­
ployment rate for Kentucky has 
been consistently low all year." 

Six of the nine major job sec­
tors bad employment increases in 
May, while three reported 
employment losses, Cracraft 
said. 

'r.P~ton • Osborne receives 

The government sector report­
ed the largest job growth in 
Kentucky in May with 7,700 new 
positions. The majority of this 
growth (6,200) was in the federal 
government. "Most of the new 
federal government jobs were the 
result of temporary census work­
ers who were hired to conduct 
door-to-door surveys," said 
Cracraft. 

The government sector also 
recorded mcreases in state gov­
ernment (900), local government 
(600), and state education (200) 
jobs.

Agricultural services added 
600 positions and hotels and 
lodging places also reported 600 
new jobs for May," said Cracraft. 
"The health services industry 
added 800 new positions in May 
as newly graduated medical pro­
fessionals secured employment." 

The increases in the services 
sector were somewhat offset by 
job losses in personal services 
establishment (-I ,400) and edu­
cational services ( -600). 

Construction recorded tbe next 
highest job increase with 1,500 
more posttions in May. About 
700 of those new jobs were in 
special trade categories such as 
concrete work, electrical work. 
and installation of drywall, insu­
lation and roofing. Heavy equip­
ment contractors added 500 jobs 
and general building contractors 
added another 300 positions. 

The transportation, communi­
cations and public utilities sector 
rose by 500 positions in May. 
Most of tbe growth was in the 
transportation area. Finance, 
insurance and real estate had a 
300-job increase in May. 

On the other hand, agriculture 
had the largest decline in jobs 
with 3,300 fewer positions in 
May. 

The manufacturing sector 
reported a loss of 200 positions 
in May. Job losses in industrial 
machinery, other durable goods, 
tobacco products, textiles and 
apparel, paper, printing and pub­
lishing, and petroleum, rubber 
and plastic products were nearly 
balanced by increases in trans­
portation equipment, lumber and 
furniture, and electronic equtp­
ment jobs.

David Levitt rarely received aphonecallar his parc-nmecarwash 
job. and a call from Florida GO\·. L-lwron Chiles was rarer scill. 

"I thought I was in crouble when the manager called me co rhe office. Then. I saw the 
TV cameras and my mom standing there, smiling, and the governor congrarulared me 
on the phont. He even sene me: the pen char ht signed the bill with." 

The bill, in this case, was a scare law co help alleviate hunger- something Lc.-vitt had 
been working on since age 11, when he needed a way ro help rhe community in honor 
ofh1s UJXOmmg bar miczvah. Levm had read an article about a Kenrucky program chac 
transportS donated food co the hungry, so he decided co start a sinular program ac Osce­
ola Mtddle School in Sernmole, Fla., (in conjunction wich TamP'a Bay Harvest, a local 
volunteer food necwork). On the firsr day of school, he saw h1s chance. 

~I just walked up co the principal. who never saw me before, and asked. 'Can we 
donate the leftover caferena fuod co Tampa Bay Harvest?"" recalls Levitt, now 18. 

The: answer was maybe. The plan had co be approved by the: school board. Ko prob­
lem: l..cvitt wrore lerrers ro each member, followed by phone calls. On his 12th b1rchday, 
he addressed the board 10 person and they approved the idea.

Bur the school had no fuods 
fur the airt1ght containers nt:eded 
co protect against spoilage. No 
problem: Levitt wroce to super­
markers and manufiu:turers, and 
kept wricmg until First Brands 
Corp., makers of Glad prod­
uces, promised to delJver Glad­
Lock bags on a regular basis. 

At h1s bar miczvah, Levier :! 
collecced 500 pounds of ~ 
requested canned food from his § 

guesrs. Shortly befOre, when the l. 
first donar10n of food was deliv­
ered from his school co a local 
soup kitchen, publicity sky­
rocketed, and a disc jockey challenged hun co expand the program statewide. 

No problem: U.'Vitt and his older SISter, ]am1e, wrote a resolution, and state Rep. 
Dennis Jones (R-54th District) molded it mto the proper legislative format. The resolu­
tion would expand Florida's Good Samaritan law co exempt delivery people, donors, and 
receivers from liabiltry, and require food suppliers co make every effort co donate left­
overs. It passed rhe House of Representatives 118-0. Sen. Char he Crise (R-St. Petersburg) 
prepared a brochure on the resolution for all food producers. 

At l6, Levitt had begun "'Ork as a page in the smce Senare, hoping he would see the bill 
passed. His chance came on April 9, 1998. 

Fuse, Senator Crise asked me ro stand 
nexr to h1m,"levm recalls, srill elated from 
che exptrience. "And eben, he asked if I 
could speak. Before chis, no one was 
allowed co speak on the Senate floor excepl 
fur senators . . I got a standing ovation "

and his sister several years earlier, passed the Florida Senate unanimously. 
When rhe btll was s1gned into law, Ltvicc rece1ved the surprise phone call from 

Gov. Lawton Chiles at his car wash job. 
Ochers also have recognized Levitt's commitment. He was named one of 'Flonda's 

Finest"' by rh<.'fl-Gov. Chiles, and was fearu.red m Florida Gov. Jeb Bush's book, Profiles 
In Character. Bush describes I..evirr as a "bJg-hearced, enthusiastic, calenred young man 
blessed with a strong desire ro help ochers." Levirr also carried rhe rorch in the 1996 
Olympics, and has woo several reg10nal and national citizenship awards. 

More imporcandy, his work has JY.Ud off for the hungry. Of 155 schools 1n Pmellas 
County (which includes Levier's hometown ofSemmole), 105 now donate food co Tampa 
Bay Harvest -an estimated 1 million pounds smce levitt's first delivery. 

"You have co use your age as an advanrage,'' LevJtt adv1ses. "In government, 
adulcs face people who complain and ask for things. It's such a change of pace ro 
bear someone say, 'We can do this."' 

Levitt plans co maJOr in busmess at rhe University of Flonda rh1s fall. "PolitiCS 
will always be a hobby, not a career, (buc) !love it. It's given me a new level of com­
fore with people, although I've never been shy." 

Indeed. When Levier was mviced ro the White House for President Clinton's 
Potnc of Lighr Award, he mer Hillary Rodham Clinton and prompcly leaned over 
to wh1sper, "What do you do wttb the White House leftovers?'"

Baseball , barbecues, gardens, and swimming pools. 
Bug bites, poison ivy, sunburn, and hear rash. There is no free lunch. 

The good news tS that the down-sides of summer rarely require a docror, and rhe ber­
rt:r news is chat rcmedie:. needn't be costly. Often rhey C'.m be tound in che medicine cab­
int:r, kitchen, food cooler, or ice chest. If a condition is severe, however, or worsens after 
applymg a remedy, seek medical treatment immediarely. And before ustng chese reme­
Ji~. clean tht: affected area thoroughly with soap anJ water. 

Insect Bites: 
• Combine water wich either baking 
~a, salt, or mud co make a paste. 
Apply ro the bite and lee it dry. 

• Rub on equal pans of lemon and '"inegar. 
• Moisten an aspirin and dab it on. 

Bee or Wasp Stings: Call a doctor if 
the sring ocrurred in the mouth or nose. 
• Scrape out the stinger with a dull­

edged fur object. such as a credit card 
or Popsicle srick. 

• Alrematc.' ice wtch a raw potato, which 
reduces inflammation. 

• Mtx vinegar and salt and apply. 
• Spray wich deodorant that cooc::llns 

aluminum chloride ro prevent 
skin irritation. 

• Rub with the Juice of crushed 
rhubarb, which acrs as an astringent. 
co reduce coxae effea:s. 

• Smother wich wet cobecco. 

Poison Ivy: 
• Take a bath of waccr and one-half 

cup of baking o;oda or oarmeal. 
• Cover the area with white shoe 

polish. It contains pape day, with 
effectS s1milar co calamine. 

• Rub \\ith the inside of a banana 
peel each hour co soothe itching. 

• SqUt"CZe on fresh lemon juice or 
boaled, chopped garlic. 

Heat Rash: 
• Sit in a cepad bath concruruog 

one-hAlf cup of baking socla, ooc­
menl, cornstarch, ordned mustard. 

• Cover body wich cool wash dodlS 
for up co l 0 minutes . 

Sun bum: 
• Sit in a cool oatmeal bath. 
• Wrap up in a cool, wet rowel. 
• Apply a (XlSte of comscarch and warer. 
• Rub with one part vine!,'llr, three
