Board must hurry to prevent
delaying football ﬁelds another year

The completion of the football
complexes and the upcoming meet-
ing with the state board of educi-
tion were among the items dis-
cussed by the Floyd County Board
of Education in a regularly-sched-
uled meeting at Betsy Layne
Elementary on Monday night.

Carol Stumbo said the board was
not acting as quickly as it could and
should on the matter. Stumbo was
especially concerned about the
football complex at South Floyd
High School.

Architect Joe Jones said the
board was running out of time on

the construction of the field inorder
to avoid conflic \Hih the 2001 sea-
son. He told the board that the
property must be purchased before
construction could begin,

Stumbo said a survey of the
property should have been per-
formed immediately after condem-
nation proceedings were started.

Chairman Terry Dotson told
Stumbo that Harold Newman,
owner of the property, had a figure
i mind and would not negotiate
with the board. He said Newman's
asking price was 300 percent higher
than the appraised value of the
property.

Jones also said it was important
to figure out how much city and

county help will go into the con-
struction of the fields. The county’s
help may be diminished as a result

Jones said Prestonsburg High
School would play its home games
on the present site, with temporary
bleachers being moved in. He also
said that he felt confident that the
new field would be ready for the
2001 season.

The board voted to offer $29,500
to Carlos Neeley and $84.000 to
Charles Wright for land to finish

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Sheriff, state
police make
arrest after
stakeout

A potentially dangerous situation was diffused thanks
to some heady work by local police officers from the
Floyd County Sheriff’s Department and Kentucky State
Police.

Dante Robert Del Monte, 34, reportedly entered the
Floyd County Justice Center last week seeking an emer-
gency protective order against his ex-wife.

According to court records, Del Monte, who had used
up his visitation time, had refused to return his children to
their mother, Maria Del Monte, who lives in Texas.

Del Monte allegedly told a court official he would die
before he gave his children back or he would kill them and
himself in the process.

Circuit Judge Julie Paxton issued a warrant for Del
Monte, charging him with custodial interference,

Unsure if Del Monte would proceed with his threats
Sheriff John K. Blackburn and Deputy Jason Newsome
parked near the Del Monte residence for about six hours
Thursday afternoon waiting for Del Monte to come out.
According to Blackburn, the officers wanted to get the
suspect alone.

Officers returned to the scene at 6 a.m. Friday moming,.
At 9 a.m. they decided to move in. In undercover dress,
Blackburn and Newsome, along with Trooper Mike

| Woods and Sgt. Les Stapleton of Kentucky State Police,

approached the residence at the Right Fork of Bull Creek:

An officer knocked on the door, Del Monte stepped
out, and the other officers immediately placed him under
arrest, said Blackbum,

While no shots where fired in the incident, officers did
recover a fully loaded revolver in the home.

Del Monte is charged with custodial interference and

| possession of a firearm by a convicted felon.

Del Monte was released on a $5,000 surety bond. He is
scheduled for a pretrial conference on August 7, He is to
be tried under the Texas code of courts.

Paxton has since signed an order returning custody of
the children to their mother.

Three from Floyd
indicted in Johnson
County robberies

Three Floyd County men have been indicted as sus-
pects in a theft ring in Johnson County.
On July 14, a Johnson County grand jury indicted

| Travis Hall of Prestonsburg and Jeff Stanley and Mark

Stanley, both of David.

The three men were arrested two weeks ago after a
lengthy investigation by the Johnson County Sheriff’s
Department and Kentucky State Police into a string of
burglaries and attacks on two Johnson County residents.

Amold Mollett and his sister Mildred had fallen prey to
several attacks and burglaries in the past eight months.
Officers suspect that the five incidents were committed by
the Stanleys and Hall.

Kentucky State Police Trooper Roger Varney, Sheriff
Bill Witten and chief deputy Darrell Preston had been
investigating the incidents for some time. :

Varney entered the investigation after being called to
the scene of an apparent burglary of the residence. Just
days later, Arnold Mollett was assaulted and robbed of

e $2.000 1n cash

While the ussault was taking place, Mildred Mollett

| drove up on the scene and manage to fire two shots at the

perpetrators, said Amold Mollett.

Apparently, one of the suspects fled in a car after strik-
ing Mollett's vehicle while the others fled on foot through
the wooded area nearby.

Officers found that vehicle three days later in
Prestonsburg after a caller informed the sheriff of the vehi-

| cle’s whereabouts.

Patton included an improved
immunization effort as part of the
Early Childhood Initiative
known as KIDS NOW — that was
approved by this year's General
Assembly. The initiative provides
$4 mullion to purchase vaccines for
underinsured children over the next
wo years

During a news conference in
Marion Thursday, Gov. Patton also
recognized six women who have
demonstrated their dedication to
voung children by successfully
completing the Child Development
Associate Credential,

With the KIDS NOW
Scholarship Program, more child
care personnel will be able to obtain
entry level credentials, Associate of
Arts, and bachelor’s degrees in the
field of early childhood.

“Education is the key to moving
Kentucky forward, and it begins
with our very young children. We
cannot eontinue to miss the oppor-
tunity to meet the educational needs
of our children,” Patton said.

The immumization honor was
announced July 5 by Dr. Walt
Orenstein, Director of the National
Immunization Program at the
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC). He presented a
plaque to Sandra Gambescia, man-
ager of Kentuckys Immunization
Program, at the National

Immunization Conference in
Washington, D.C.
The National Immunization

Survey (NIS) was implemented by
the CDC in 1994 to measure mmmu-
nization coverage levels in states
and large urban areas.

The national goal for the year

é@ard

2000 was 90 percent coverage of 2-
year-olds with four doses of diph-
thena, tetanus, and pertussis vac-
cine, three doses of polio vaccine, W
and one dose of measles, mumps,
and rubella vaccine.

The 1999 survey showed that
Vermont had the highest coverage
with 90.7 percent; Rhode Island
was second with 90.4 percent and
Kentucky ranked third with 88.6
percent. That means that 88.6 per-
cent of Kentucky 2-year-olds were
up to date with their required immu-
nizations.

Kentuckys rate in 1994 was 80
percent.

Gambeseia  attributed  the
improvement to the Vaccines for o
Children Program, a federal pro-
gram hat makes vaccines available
to Medicaid and uninsured children,
a cooperative effort among local
health departments, federally quali-
fied health centers and private
physiciang and an increased public
awareness of the importance of
immunizations.

In other matters related to athlet-
ic complexes, Jones reported that
work on the Betsy Layne softball
field and the Allen Central field-
house are progressing within or
below budget.

Associate commissioner Tom
Willis told board members they
needed to get any material to state
board members before the August |
meeting.

Jody Mullins pointed out that
some firms were working for the
board without a contract. When
Dotson asked Mullins if he wanted
to make a motion to insure that all
workers have such a contract, Willis
said it would be a futile motion
since it is state law that woerkers
have such a contract. Willis said
the board simply needed to comply
with the existing requirements.

Matt Wireman reported to the
board that the pre-audit balance for
the school system is $4.2 million.
Board members praised Wireman
for his reporting especially on
school accounts which in the past
had been done with little or no con-
sistency with one another.

With the upderstanding that
meore corrections would be made,
the board approved the 2000-2001
student handbook, which needs to
be in place before the start of the
school year. Corrections recom-
mended by the board and board
attorney have also been included in
the handbook. The board also
approved handbooks for Allen
Central and Prestonsburg high
schools.

The board approved two land
contracts for parking at Brackett
field. Rick Cupps will be paid
$1,250 and Viola Curry $500. The

The board approved non-resi-
dent contracts with Paintsville
Independent, Pikeville

Eye care available for children

Children in Kentucky who
need eye care services, bul do not
have KCHIP coverage and whose
parents cannot afford 1t, can
access care through Prevent
Blindness America (PBA).

PBA has partnered with Vision
Serviece Plan (VSP) to provide
free eye examination and glasses
10 children through VSP’s “Sight
for Students” program,

PBA will help identify the chil-
dren in need of eye care services
and refer them to a VSP doctor for
a free eye examination and eye-
glasses, when prescribed VSP has
a network of more than 325 doc-
tors in 105 Kentucky cities that
participate in the program.

The “Sight for Students” pro-
gram helps children across the
United Stdtes whase parents
work, but are ineligible for gov-
ernment support and cannol
afford the eye examinations and
eyeglasses they need. The pro-
gram hopes 10 serve up to 50,000
children a year.

VSP, the nation's largest
provider of eye care wellness ben-

efits, pledged 37 million to launch
“Sight for Students™ as part of its
commitment to America’s
Promise, an alliance to business-
es, government entities, non-prof-
it organizations and volunteer
groups committed to addressing
the needs of America's “at-risk”
children.

The "Sight For Students” pro-
gram is timely in Kentucky since
it is the first state in the nation to
require an eye examination by an
optometrist or ophthalmologist
prior to entering public school for
the first time.

The law goes into effect July
15, so all children entering school
for the first time this fall will have
to meet this requirement. A free
eye examination and glasses, if
needed, can be provided for eligi-
ble applicants.

More than 500 children across
Kentucky have already benefited
from the “Sight for Students” pro-
gram.

Many of the black locusts in
Kentucky are beginning to turn
brown. It is probably not a sign of
an early fall. Instead the browning
15 caused by an insect that has
apparently set up housekeeping for
some time (o come,

A close inspection of leaves on
the lower branches of damaged
trees will bring you into contact
with one of the most serious insect
pests of black locusts, which is
appropriately called the locust
leafminer.

“The adult of this insect is a bee-
tle that is about 1/4-inch long and
has an orange body with a black
stripe down the back and black
head, antennae and legs,”" noted
Monte Johnson, Extension pesticide
impact assessment specialist in the

Jecting the trees to more damage.
This second generation will again
lay eges on the leaves and second-
generation larvae will add more
damage to the foliage,

After adult beetles emerge in late
summer and fall, they will look for
overwintering sttes. It's no wonder
that black locusts are turning
brown!

Black locust trees may produce a
second growth of leaves during a
growing season. If damaged by the
locust leafminer is extensive on this
foliage in successive years, trees
may die or at least be weakened (o
the point where they mayv be sus-
ceptible to other pests and diseases

Although black locusis are the
most obvious host, other plants
such as false indigo, bristly locust,
Japanese pagoda tree, and golden
chain tree are fed on as well.

Trees the adults are known to
feed on include dogwood, elm, oak,

beech, cherry, wisteria, hawthorne,
and several herbaceous plants

he locust leafminer i1s found
throughout the castern United
States and Canada, Several natural
conirol agents, including parasitic
wasps and predators such as the
wheel bug, prey on various life
stages or the locust leafminer,

Most black locusts are found in
the wild or along roadsides and con-
trol measures for this pest are ‘sel-
dom used in this setting. If a tree is
part of a residential or recreational
area, there are pesticide applica-
tions that can be used to reduce the
damage

Gas prices
g0 down

Gasoline prices are falling across
Kentucky after weeks of record high
levels, according to AAA. Prices

after topping the $2 mark in several
cities, such as Chicago and
Milwaukee.

In Kentucky, the average price for
a gallon of self-serve unleaded gas is
$1.50, down nine cents from a
month ago. but up 36 cents from this
date in 1999. Kentucky currently has
the country’s 10th cheapest gas
prices.

“This is welcome news for
motorists who lately have paid the
highest gas prices in history,” said
Dan Dickson, spokesman for AAA
BlueGrass/Kentucky. “Ironically, we
were paying the lowest prices in his-
tory, when adjusted for inflation, just
17 months ago. What a roller coaster
ride!”

In Lexington, the ayerage price
for unleaded regular is $1.50, down
11 cents from a month ago, but up 33
cents from July 1999.

The national average price for
unleaded regular is now $1.58, down
a nickel from June. The plunge is
even greater in the Greal Lakes,
down 30 cents, and in the Midwest,
down 17 cents

The highest gas prices in the US
can be found in Hawaii at $1.92 per
gallon for unleaded regular, followed
by California and Nevada at $1.76.
The cheapest gas is in Indiana at
$1.40, followed by Oklahoma at
$1.42, and Ohio at $1.43,

For too many poor children in Kentucky, summer
vacation may mean more than a break from school; it
- may mean they are going hungry.
A new report finds Kentucky ranks in the bottom
fourth nationally in providing free meals to poor chil-
- dren through the federally funded summer food program.
.~ While the Summer Food Service Program is underuti-
- lized nationwide, the problem is worse in Kentucky.
" Only about one out of 10 Kentucky children who are eli-
. gible for the summeér food program participated last
year, according to the study by the Food Research and
Action Center, a private advocacy group.
When comparing the number of children who took
part in the National School Lunch Program during the
~ school year with the number of children provided meals
- during the summer in 1999, Kentucky ranked 39th
among 50 states and the District of Columbia.
Moreover, participation in the program — a summer
- version of the free or reduced cost lunch program run in
~ the schools — dropped 15 percent in Kentucky from
1998 1o 1999, the report said.
School districts and churches are frequently sponsors
. of the summer progranm. They apply for the federal funds
* and establish sites from which to feed the children.
. Federal rules require that half the children fed by an
organization must be eligible for subsidized school
- lunches.
The problems encountered in the summer are twofold.
Too often in places where programs are established,
not enough children take advantage of it. The word
doesn’t get out. Busy summer schedules interfere,
And in some places — particularly ingural areas —
there are no sponsors for the USDA program,
Children need good nutrition throughout the year, not
just when they are in school. Kentucky must take steps
1o see that summers aren’t a time for poor children to go
- hungry.

Board meeting

Princeton — Gov. Paul Patton
convened the recently appointed
Kentucky Agricultural
Development Board for its first
meeting at the University of
Kentucky Agnicultural Experiment
Station in Princeton on Wednesday,
July 19.

“This is the logical course of
action for us to take now, in these
tough times for tobacco, The efforts
of this board are going to be instru-
mental in ensuring that Kentucky's
farm economy grows through crop
diversification and development so
that our farm families can continue
to earn a living as part of the chang-
ing farm economy,” Patton said.

The board will direct the use of
more than $180 million in agricul-
tural diversification and develop-
ment efforts. The funds account for
half of the money received by the
Commonwealth through its 1998
settlement with cigarette manufac-
turers.

These protec-
tions apply to certain home mort-
gages signed on or after July 29,
1999, for the purchase, initial con-
struction, or refinance of a single-
family home,

These protections do not apply
to government-insured FHA or VA
loans or to loans with lender-paid
PML.

For home mortgages signed on
or after July 29, 1999, your PMI
must — with certan exceptions —
be terminated automatically when
you reach 22 percent equity in
your home based on the original
property value, if your mortgage
payments are current.

Your PMI also can be canceled,
when you request — with certain
exceptions — when you reach 20
percent equity in your home based
on the original property value, if
your mortgage payments are cur-
rent,

One exception is if your loan is
“high-risk.” Another is if you have
not been current on your payments
within the year prior to the time
for termination or cancellation. A
third is if you have other liens on
your property. For these loans,
your PMI may continue.

Ask your lender or mortgage
servicer (a company that collects
your payments) for more informa-
tion about these requirements.

If you signed your mortgage
before July 29, 1999, you can ask
to have the PMI canceled once you

.exceed 20 percent equity in your

home. But federal law does not
require your lender or mortgage
servicer to cancel the insurance.

On a $100,000 loan with 10
percent down ($10,000), PMI
might cost you $40 a month. If
you can cancel the PMIL., you can
save $480 a year and many thou-
sands of dollars over the loan,
Check your annual escrow
account statement or call your
lender to find out exactly how
much PMI is closing you each
year.

Additional provisions in the
law

* New borrowers covered by

the law must be told — at closing
and once a year — about PMI ter-
mination and cancellation.

* Mortgage servicers must pro-
vide a telephone number for all
their morigage borrowers to call
for information about termination
and cancelation of PMI,

* Even though the law's termi- °
nation and cancellation rights do
not cover loans that were signed
before July 29, 1999, or loans with
lender-paid PMI, signed on any
date, lenders or mortgage ser-
vicers must tell borrowers about
the termination and cancellation
rights they may otherwise have
under those loans (such as rights
established by the contract or state
law).

Next steps

Some states may have laws that
apply to early termination or can- W
cellation of PMI — even if you
signed your mortgage before July
29, 1999, Call your state consumer
protection agency for more infor-
mation about your state’s rules.

Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac,
which buy home mortgages from
lenders, also may have guidelines
affecting termination or cancella-
tion of PMI on home mortgages
signed before July 29, 1999,
Check with your lender or mort-
gage servicer, or call Fannie Mae
or Freddie Mac, for more informa-
tion. '

Contact your lender or mort-
gage servicer to learn whether
you're paying PMI. If you are, ask
how and when it can be terminat-
ed or canceled.

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" Credit card fees will continue to rise
keep an eye on your statements

.

Recent reports of rising credit
card fees point out the need for peo-
ple to read and understand their
credit card agreements and monthily
statements. Fees range from just a
few dollars for a small cash
advance to more than 330 for
returned checks,

“Most people are concerned
only with making their minimum
monthly payment,” said Steve
Rhode, president of Myvesta.org, a
nonprofit financial solutions orga-
nization. “As long as they can
afford the amount that's in the litle
box at the bottom, they don't pay
attention to details.

"It's not unusual for us to see
people who are paying more than
$500 a month for late payment,

over-limit, returned check and cash

advance fees. For example, last
month we assisted a client who was
paying $870 a month in late and
over-limit fees. That's someone
who needs emergency help, Rhode
said.

When reviewing new client
cases, Myvesta.org finds people are
currently paying an average of $60
in total monthly penalty fees to
credit card companies. The most
common are the late and over-limit
fees, which typically run $29 each.

"Late fees can be dangerous.”
Rhode said. “If a person is only
making the minimum payment, one
late fee can add an extra 20 months

and 5355 in interést to the debt”
This example is based on the aver-
age credit card debt of $1.800 and a
late fee of $29,

“All fees aren’t necessarily
bad,” Rhode said, “If you end up
paying an annual fee, make sure
that you get value for it, such as 24-
hour access to customer service,
rebaes and/or bonus points. Good
service can be worth the extra
expense.”

Myvesta.org offers the following
primer to help people understand
the various fees and how they are
calculated:

Late Fees — Get vour payments
in on time. In most cases, you will
pay a late fee il your payment
arrives just one minute past the
time due. Banks have exlended
their mail processing hours so thal
payments will be posted the day
they are received — a benefit to late
mailers. Always mail your payment
as soon as possible. It is foolish to
wait until the last minute,

Over-Limit Fees — Know your
credit limit. Credit card issuers
establish your credit limit based on
yourability to repay charges, If you
exceed the limit, the issuer sees you
as a bigger risk and will charge you
a fee cach month that you exceed
the limit. Instead of incurring a fee,
pay attention to your limit and call
the tssuers to ask for a higher cred-
it line when you need 11, Easier yet,

never carry a balance that is more
than 75 percent of your eredit limit.

Cash Advance Fees—These lees
vary depending on the card compa-
ny. Be sure 1o understand the rijes
for cash advances. Some card
issuers charge higher rates of inter-
est for cash advances than they do
an purchases. You'll likely pay
interest from the day you take out
the money and that higher cost will
continue until the card 15 paid in
full. Be careful. Taking cash
advances o pay for daily living
expenses is a sign of trouble;

Annual Fees — More and more
issuers are charging annual fees to
make up for lost profits. The aver-
age annuval fee is around $40
Annual fees can be a smart cost tf
you gel top-nolch customer sevice,
rebates, frequent flier miles or other
enhancements,

Balance Transfer Fees — These
are becoming more popular and
expensive. Some  issuers ‘will
charge as much as $50 For a balance
transfer. Do the math to figure out if
you'll save money. In most cases
you'll save time and money by
swilching to a lower interest rale.

Foreign Transaction Fees —
Using your credit card during for-
eign travél just got more expensive
Some of the largest jssuers are
charging a smail percentae for for-
eign transactions.

As the costs of Winston Cup racing rises, the
costs of sponsorships go up.

That might be good news for the big teams with a
large marketing department, but it isn’t for the smaller
ones,

Jack Roush probably has the largest racing organi-
zation in the world. At last count he had 12 NASCAR
» teams, plus several engine and specialty shops.

March 2, Roush announced a deal that was unlike
any other in Winston Cup racing. Rather than accept an
$8 million to $12 million deal like most teams, Roush
took a big slice of his sponsors company when
FamilyClick.com signed on as sponsor of the No. 16
Ford driven by Kevin LePage.

That wasn't the only big deal signed by Roush.
Barely two week ago, he announced that Viagra would
be the major sponsor on Mark Martin's No. 6 Ford.
Sponsorship cost: $14 million.

Are Kevin LePage and Mark Martin worth that
much to a sponsor? They must be, because Dale
Earnhardt Jr gets $10 million from Budweiser and Jeff
Gordon got a reported $20 from Dupont.

Benson and his team almost won the Daytona 500

_ and Pepsi 400 and finished second at Bristol, with very
9’ little sponsorship money. What could they have done
with a couple million more?

I have no problem with Roush, Gordon or Earnhardt
collecting millions of dollars. They all have first-class
organizations and | have the greatest respect for each of
them. What bothers me is that one day there might not
be any Brett Bodine’s, Dave Marcis’, Johnny Benson's,
Rick Mast’s or half a dozen other single team drivers.

I"m not for the big-dog or under-dog. I think all the
drivers do a heckuva job on Sunday. What I am for —
is equal racing. If one big team has $15-20 million, and
another team has $4 or $5 million, it doesn't require a
corporate attorney to calculate who has the best
chances of winning.

® [ don't feel like NASCAR can be faulted either.
They are out to put on the best show possible. They can
make recommendations, but they can't force a compa-
ny Lo sponsor one team over another.

When reality sets in and there are no real entrepre-
neurs left in the Winston Cup Series, and all the cars
are driven by ‘company drivers’, it's going to be sad,
because that's not the original NASCAR-style of com-
petition. Something wonderful is leaving the sport.

But that's the way our society is going. NASCAR
racing is just part of the trend. Racing will continue on
the track, but eventually, winners are going to be decid-
ed in corporate boardrooms.

Country Club
Puts Golfers
Out to Pasture

ow would you like to play 18 holes of golf for

517, drive your golf cart across a logging-truck

bridge and perhaps enjoy a free home-cooked

meal if you're in the clubhouse at lunchtime?

That's how it is at the Big M Country Club

in Calera, Ala., just south of Birmingham,
where they've put the “country” back into the country
club.

At the Big M, cows will occasionally meander along
the fairways. You'll often see one of several dogs lying
around. If you hit your ball into the rough, more than
likely vou will have to cross a barbed-wire fence to get it.
And yvou may have to take a shot from between two cows.

“If a ball hits a cow or a dog, we simply play off the
animal,” said 59-year-old Charles
“Papa” McCombs, the creator and
owner of Big M. “Wherever the
ball hits after it ricochets off the
caw or dog is where you'll have to
begin play from."

The rustic flair carries through
to the bridges spanning the two
creeks that run through
McCombs' pasture, Bridges built
from scratch would have cost at
least 52,000 apiece. As luck would
have it, McCombs' family had once
been in the log-hauling business,

“Our trucking company had contracts with Kimberly-
Clark and Gulf States Paper to carry logs for them,”
MecCombs said. “After our family quit trucking, we had a
number of big logging trailers just sitting around my
farm.

“I realized a golf cart was narrow enough to be driven
across those logging truck trailers. [ decided if I floored
the trailers with good lumber, they'd make great bridges
that would never move and would stay in place above the
creeks during any storm or high-water conditions. Since
the logging trailers were already paid for, and [ wasn't
using them, | just took a skidder and backed them off in
the creek, tires and all. They've worked fine.”

And as you might expect, the rough here is really
rough. When one of McCombs' players once complained
about the deep rough that caused him to lose his golf
balls, McCombs was sympathetic,

“Listen, this is your golf course,” McCombs told the
man. “You can have that grass in the rough at whatever
height you want it. There's a Weed Eater on the front
porch; You're more than welcome to take it down to the
rough and cut that grass to any height you think is
appropriate.”

At the clubhouse, which resembles a double-wide
house trailer, tables and chairs are set up for dining.

“Yesterday we fed nine of my golfers who showed up at
Junchtime. A lady comes in and makes home-cooked
meals every dav for me. We'll have butter beans, black-
eved peas, fresh corn cut off
the cob out of the garden,
red, ripe juicy tomatoes,
cornbread and often fried

How much does he charge

for lunch?

“What do you mean, charge?” McCombs said. “We
don’t charge anybody to eat. If my players are hungry
and they're here at lunchtime, they're welcome to eat
anything I'm eating.”

McCombs charges 510 for a green fee and $14 for the
golf cart, If two people play, that comes to a total of $17
each, “If three people want to play together, 1 simply
charge all three of them $17 each,” McCombs said.

nee when McCombs and his wife went on a week-
0 long vacation, he didn't want to close his golf

course, since so many people depended on it for
their recreational outlet. “I left the clubhouse open and a
bucket on the counter with a sign that read, 'Green fee
$10. Golf cart S14. Keys are in the carts. Leave your
maoney in the bucket, and put the cart back where you
found it. See you next week." Well, when we came home,
the bucket held S600. What other golf course in America
has that caliber of players?”

McCombs never plans to change his golf course,
increase his fees or try to attract wealthier golfers. “If 1
make this golf course like everybody else’s golf course,
and this country club like everybody else’s country club,
Il lose the people I built this golf course for, and 1 enjoy
being around them. As long as [ live, the Big M Country
Club will be what it is. Hopefully after I'm gone, it will

The Americans with disabilities act

The Americans with Disabilitics
Act (ADA) is 10 vears old at the
end of July. Has it changed your life
yet?

If you are disabled, then it prob-
ably has. Even if you are not dis-
abled—as, of course, any one of vs
could become—you've probably
noticed the difference in positive
ways.

From wider doorways to larger
elevators, ramps, user-friendly
stairways, broader passegeways and
bathroom facilitics—there has been
a growing common denominator
for people with disabilities: greater
access to public places,

Marca Bristo, the founder of

Access Living in Chicago, is the
current Chairpersan of the National
Council on Disability which helped
draft the original ADA language
and still closely monitors the
progress of the ADA.

In observing that the ADA is the
last major piece of civil rights legis-
lation enacted in the 20th century,
Bristo, says that “the ADA is dis-
tipctively American. Tt embraces
several  archetypal  American
themes such as self-determination,
self-reliance, and  individual
achievement, It's about enabling
people with disabilities o take
charge of their lives and join the
American mainstream.”

As many as 49 million citizens
have one or more disabilitics, Many
of them have suffered discrimina-
tion in terms of housing, employ-
ment, education, public accommo-
dation, transportation, communica-
tions and other areas,

The mnability of those disabled
people to pursue equal opportuni-
ties hus cost the United States bil-
lions of dollars in unnecessary
expenses resulting from failure to
eliminate obstacles to full participa-
Hon in society.

Is there room for more progress
toward full:equality now in the new
century? Most assuredly—especial-

ly in the fundamental arenas of

employment, public services (such
as transportation), public accommo-
dations, services operated hy pri-
vate entities and telecommunica-
tions,

Bul from the onset, perhaps the
biggest challenge for the ADA and
its advocates has been money.

Skeptics and outright opponents
of the ADA for years had argued
that neither public nor private bud-
gets had room for expensive adap-
lations o accommodate disabled
people—or that such improvements
failed meaningful “cost/benefit
snalysis.”

But in most cases, the costs have
been maoderate, affordable and a
wise public investment, Reasonable
accommodations on: behall of dis-
abled persons often do nol require a
greal deal of expense,

For example, a study by Sears,
Roebuck & Co. found that the aver
age accommaodation cost the com-
pany $121. Fully 69 percent of the
Sears accommodations cost noth
ing, 28 percent cost less than $1,000

Ten Years Ago
(July 25 & 27, 1990)

How Floyd County plans to handle the
out-of-county, out-of-state dumping of haz-
ardous or household garbage was one ques-
tion addressed during the Friday meeting of
the Floyd County Fiscal Court, The answer
on the surface appears simple: regulate it.
But, according to County Attorney Jim
Hammond, this is not such an easy
task...The US House of Representatives last
week approved a comprehensive education
and labor funding bill that includes increas-
es for black lung claimants and the Job
Corps training program, according to
Congressman Chris Perkins. *“The fund is
the only means by which thousands of for-
mer coal miners can receive compensation
for the problems afflicting them,” Perkins
said. ...In response to recent discussions
with Kentucky Secretary of Transportation
Milo Bryant, Prestonsburg City Council at
a special meeting Tuesday made a formal
request that the Bert T. Combs Bridge be
removed from the extended weight coal
haul road system. This relieved
Prestonsburg from the liability for the
bridge, said City Administrator Fred James.
Once the resolution is received and
processed by the Department of
Transportation, the bridge will be perma-
nently closed to trucks weighing more than
80,000 pounds. Trucks over that weight
will be rerouted to the Mountain Parkway
(KY 114) to Salyersville and then over US
460 to Paintsville, where they may once
again travel US 23 North. Unloaded trucks
would be allowed to continue passage on
the bridge...In a month or two, all property
in Floyd County will begin to get a long-
deserved second look. Floyd is one of 25
counties in Kentucky. most of them in east-
ern Kentucky, that will experience a com-
plete property reassessment over the next
two years, according to State Property Tax
Commissioner James Coffman. The
reassessment, Coffman said yesterday from
his Frankfort office, “doesn’t mean every
parcel will go up in valuation. Some may
go down, others will stay the same.”

Bobbie J. Hicks Terry asked if
they remembered their senior trip,
and everyone chimed an affirma-
tive, They all began talking about
traveling to Lexington on their
senior trip.

Misdiagnosis of skin
cancer can be fatal

You may be relieved when a
skin cancer biopsy comes back
benign, butshould yvou be cocerned
about who is reading your biopsy?
Many patients are not, often result-
ing in tragic and fatal conse-
quences.

Since a misdiagnosed skin can-
cer biopsy can spread through the

@ body and be fatal if left untreated,
" dermatologists across the country
are encouraging managed care
companies to send biopsies to der-
matopathologists—doctors special-
ly trained in clinically diagnosing
skin biopsies—rather than general
pathologists for the accurate inter-
pretation of skin slides.

A dermatopathologist is board
certified in either surgical patholo-
gy or dermatology to interpret skin
biopsy specimens microscopically
and receives training in an accred-
ited surgical pathology or deérma-
wlogy program for at least one
year. However. according 1o a
recent study by the American
Academy of Dermatology, only 40

percent of managed care approved
labs allow dermatologists to send
skin biopsies to dermatopatholo-
gisis.

“Under many managed care
plans, dermatologists are required
to send skin biopsies to a laborato-
ry mandated by the plan’s contract
rather than to the laboratory of their

choice,” says dermatologist Mark
Lebwohl, M.D., Professor and
Chairman, Department of

Dermatology at Mt. Sinai School of
Medicine in New York. “When this
happens, there is no guarantee that
a dermatopathologist is interpreting
the skin biopsy and any patholo-
gist, regardless of experience, can
end up reading these slides.”
While managed care companies
may save a little money up front by
sending skin biopsies to laborato-
ries that only employ pathologists,
they will end up spending large
sums of money to treat severe, life-
threatening conditions—such as
melanoma—that could have been
avided if a dermatopathologist had

been used to analyze the specimen.

In the most serious cases, a skin
cancer bjopsy that is misdiagnosed
as benign can spread throughout
the body and be fatal if left untreat-
ed.

Protecting children from skin cancer

One of the single most important
items a parent can pack in a beach
bag. picnic basket or backpack isn't
an inner tube, a thermos of lemon-
ade or sandwiches—it’s sunscreen.
. A new survey of summer sun
protection for children shows that
parents are aware of sunscreen pro-
tection, yet are not using it ade-
quately enough to protect their chil-
dren from the sun.

Studies have confirmed that sun
exposure is responsible for the
development of at least two-thirds
of all melanomas, the deadliest
form of skin cancer, and it s esti-
mated that 80 percent of a person’s
lifetime sun damage occurs before
the age of 18,

Children are at high risk for
developing melanoma due to their
significant sun exposure in the
summer during the peak hours
between 10 a.m. and 4 p.m.

“Most people know that the sun
18 dangerous, but that does not
always translate into recognizable
protective actions,” states derma-
tologist June K. Robinson, M.D,,
professor of dermatology and
pathology at Loyola University
Medical Center in Illinois. “Parents
need to take the warning about the
dangers of the sun seriously and act
now to protect the future health of
their children.”

The new survey finds that par-
ents reported applying a sunscreen
with a sun protection factor (SPF)
of 15 or higher as their most fre-
guent sun protection behavior (53

However, children using sun-
screen still experienced sunburn
and spent an average ol nearly 22
percent more time in the sun on a
weekend than children who were
not using sunscreer,

Previous studies have shown
that sunburn is often the result of
incorrect use of sunscreen,

“Underprotection due 1o inade-
quate application of sunscreen, cou-
pled with overexposure to the sun,
partially explains the sunburns
experienced in this study by chil-
dren whose parents reported using
sunscreen with an SPF of at least
15, remarks Dr. Robinson,
“Parents and children must be edu-
cated to use sunscreen as part of an
effective sun protection program.”

The survey also showed that a

child's sunburn was significantly

associated with the sunburm of the
parent or caregiver.

“Parents are setting a bad exam-
ple for their children by not using
sunscreen on themselves and not
limiting their outdoor activities dur-
ing peak hours of exposure,” states
Dr. Robinson.

“As role models, parents’
actions and attitudes can make an
immense difference in their chil-
dren’s sun safety behaviors. Early
initiation of these sun protection
behaviors by parents and consistent
use throughout life may decrease a
child’s lifetime risk of developing
melanoma,”

The American Academy of
Dermatology recommends the fol-
lowing tips for effective sunscreen
use:

* Wear a broad-spectrum sun-
screen with a sun protection factor

(SPF) of at least 15.

* Use sunscreen every day if you
are going (o be in the sun for more
than 20 minutes.

= Apply sunscreen to dry skin 15
to 30 minutes before going out-
doors.

» When applying sunscreen, pay
particular attention to the face, ears,
hands and arms, and generously
coat skin that is not covered by
clothing.

* One ounce of sunscreen,
enough to fill a shot glass, is con-
sidered the amount needed to cover
the exposed areas of the body com-
pletely.

+ Reapply sunscreen every (wo
hours or immediately after swim-
ming or strenuous activities.

Question: 1I'm a 36-year-old

doctor wasn't very helpful when |
explained my concerns to him.

Answer: Hair serves several

| important, but not essential, func-

tions. It provides important insula-
tion for the head, as bald-headed old
men like myself are reminded every
time we go outside in the winter
without a hat. Hair's role in temper-
ature control is important — but
seldom critical — as part of your
body’s overall efforts to keep its
various regulatory processes “on
track."”

Hair's most important role, then,
is in its contribution to self-image.
Hairstyle, when considered in refer-

ence to society. is an important clue
to how vou view vourself and how
you want to interact with others.
This is much like the impact on our
interpersonal interactions made by
the style and color of clothing we
choose to wear.

Consequently, the loss of hair
has impact apon one’s self-image.
Since this change is not planned. it
is generally viewed as undesirable.

Both men and women lose hair
for a number of reasons. The most
common culprits are anemia, low
thyroid levels, infections of the
sealp, hormonal disorders involving
estrogens and androgens, autoim-
mune diseases and a serious illness
of any cause.

The vast majority of male and
female hair loss, however, can be
directly traced to your heredity, If
your parents and grandparents had
thin hair or bald heads, you proba-
bly will, too.

Consequently, your family photo

album is a helpful tool in predicting
your risk.

There are some subtle differ-
ences between men and women in
the common hair loss patterns that
come — almost universally — with
advancing age. Men usually have
recession of their hairlines at the
forehead, while women typically do
not.

Both have a decrease in the num-
ber of hairs on the top of the head
while simultaneously having a

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much smaller decrease in the hair
count on the sides and back of the
head. Men also have a substantially
greater chance of losing all hair
from the top of the head rather than
just experiencing, as is typical of
women, a general “thinning"”
throughout that region of the head.
So it's unlikely that you'll end up
looking like your grandfather.
Since your doctor didn’t offer
you much help, I'd suggest that you
see a dermatologist. He or she will

probably want to do some blood
tests to be sure that you don’t have
one of the conditions like iron defi-
ciency anemia that requires specific
treatment.

If you have the common inherit-
ed disorder that I've talked about,
we doctors will then call your con-
dition “pattern alopecia.”
Currently there is only one medi-
cine that works safely for this disor-
der — minoxidil applied to the
scalp every day. This works to
maintain the present hair count i
most women (and men), and som
even grow more hair,

It is available without prescrip-
tion. Its major drawback is that it
doesn’t cure the underlying condi-
tion. When you stop using it, hair
loss resumes.

There are other medicines that
are being evaluated in research pro-
grams for women with pattern
alopecia, but these are not available
yet. One of these is the drug fines-

teride that has proven of benefit for
men. but it can cause birth defects.
Therefore, it can't be used by
women of reproductive age.

You should also be aware of the
influence of other drugs on this con-
dition, For instance, women who
take birth control pills should be on
“estrogen dominant” pills, and
older women on hormone replace-
ment therapy should take the lowest
dose of progestin. This minimizes
the level of the hormones that tend
to promole hair loss.

Talk to your family doctor or
dermatologist. He or she can advise
you about these treatment choices,

Can a trust help promote
your family’s values?

Is a trust able to monitor your
family’s values?

These irrevocable trusts typi-
cally include a series of goals or
accomplishments that a child or
young adult must achieve before
benefiting from his or her family’s
wealth. These identified goals and
the resulting trust benefits are
often based on academic, finan-
cial, professional or philanthropic
accomplishments that are to be
achieved by the young person over
time,

For example, an incentive trust
may require that the trust's benefi-
ciary receive funds only after
graduating from college with a
certain grade point average. Or the
trust may be set up to distribute
funds as part of a matching formu-
la based on earnings from employ-
ment. The trust could stipulate that
no funds are to be paid from the
trust if the young person is

involved in drugs or other illegal

activities.

Other requirements might
include community activity or
imvolvement with certain charita-
ble organizations. Some family
incentive trusts even require that
the beneficiary be devoted to rais-
ing a family,

WHAT THE CRITICS SAY

Critics of family incentive
trusts suggest that this is a way for
wealthy individuals to “rule from
the grave” or to improperly
“bribe” children into a certain
mode of behavior or lifestyle.

Despite the criticisms, family
incentive trusts are flourishing
among high-net-worth individuals,
When carefully written and dis-
closed to family members, this
kind of trust can provide an incen-
tive for children to live goal-ori-
ented, productive lives.

However, it is important that
the trust document be carefully set
up o include broad language that
covers emergencies as well as
legitimate mistakes a young per-
son may make.
