School year
begins with
numbers down

While numbers are not confirmed and are likely to
change. the Floyd County. school system had 6,914 stu-
dents enrolled at the end of the second day of a shortened
first week of school. Students attended school Wednesday,
Thursday and Friday.

The tentative enrollment is down from last year's start-
ing enrollment and down from the ending enrollment for
school year 1999-2000.

The count does not include Head Start students, On the
second day of school last year, 7,075 students were
enrolled, with that number improving to 7,159 by the end
of the school year.

Last year Floyd County had an attendance percentage
of 91.4 percent, which was the same as the previous year,
but the figures include the many days of school that were
missed because of the meningitis situation in the Betsy
Layne ared. Onc of the goals of the board is to maintaia
and improye on last year's attendance.

Supt. Paul Fanning attributed the improved attendance
the last two years to several things but said the attendance
officers that the board hired were responsible for much of
the improvement.

Fanning said the board, individual schools, parents and
the courts all worked well with the school system to
improve attendance. He said the attendance officers pro-
vided a positive link between the board. schools and par-

Not a dead issue

The move to require every county to enact mandatory
garbage collection ordinances is far from dead in Kentucky.

Gov, Paul Patton — admitting that he “was AWOL" on this
issue during the 2000 General Assembly — Tuesday told a
group of recyclers and county sohid waste coordinators that, if
necessary, he will call legislators mto special session (o enact
mandatory garbage collection and other measures (o encourage
recyeling and litter reduction.

The govemnor; however, stopped short of endorsing a so-
called “bottle hill" — a deposit on beverage containers — that
has been pushed by House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo, D-
Prestonsburg

Good. It was Stumbo's insistence that mandatory garbage
collection be linked in the same bill with a deposit fee on bever-
age containers that led to the demise of both measures in the
2000 General Assembly. We're conyineed that mandatory
garbage collection — minus the deposit on beverage containers
that was opposed by grocers, bottlers, beverage distnbutors and
other influential lobbving orgamizations — would have been
approved.

Patton Tuesday said he would support legislation that
includes mandatory garbage collection, cleans up dumps, pro-
motes recycling and reduces roadside litter, He also said a public
education component was needed to “change the attitude” of
people who throw trash on the ground.

Patton told leaders in the audience to agree on a plan and get
it to him by early December. Together they would begin lobby-
ing legislators, the governor said.

Stumbo belatedly admits that linking mandatory garbage col-
lection with his bottle bill was a mistake. I will always advo-
cate a boutle bill as the best way to deal with bottles and cans
and roadside litter. but I'm a realist. It'd be very difficult to pass
comprehensive legislaton with a boutle bill in it."

The two issues should be separate. Mandatory collection is

about the elimination of illegal dumps and the proper disposal of .

sohid waste. The bottle deals with reducing litter

The most effective way of eluninaung illegal dumping is for
every county 1o require all businesses and residences (o have
their waste picked up by an approved hauler.

While all 120 countes have some type of garbage collection,
only about two dozen have mandatory, door-to-door collection,
Those that do have seen a dramatic decline in illegal dumping.

Parton, who successfully pushed for a mandatory garbage
collection ordinance as judge-executive in Pike County, called it
“the most politically popular thing you can do.”

Of course it is. The only people aflected by mandatory
garbage collection ordinances are those who now illegally dis-
pose of their waste. More than three out of every four
Kentuckians already have their trash picked up.

If voters in November ratify a constitutional amendment, the
General Assembly will have another session next year. If voters
decide to stick with biennial sessions, Patton said he would call
the legislature into special session in February to address
garbage as well as workers’ compensation.

Either way, mandatory garbage collection should be Tess than
a year away, The result should be a marked decline in illegal
dumps that not only are eyesores that perpetuate a negative
image of this region, but also are health hazasds,

Thése are the words printed on
the back of a Health Repert Card
sent home for parental signature
every month from September
through May. The front of the card
listed height, weight and over or
under weight. It could trigger other
action if there seemed to be
problem,

The card I have is for a fourth
grader, in Franklin Elementary
School (Cadillac, Mich.) for the
school year 1931-32 and T was that
9-year-old. My mother's signature
appears each month. It was this
health check that led to discovery
of my poor eyesight and subse-
quent glasses that made a big dif-
ference in my life.

Is there one single public school
in the United States today that pro-
vides monthly student health
reports (o parents? Probably not,
but if they did parents might be
shocked. Fatigue (too much TV,
lack of sleep), and overweight
problems from high fat snack
foods would stand out,

Millions of children whose
families have no health insurance
don’t get health care except for
emergencies, The director of the
New York City Advisory Council
on Health Prionities, Allcia
Lukachko says, “Uninsured chil-
dren are far less likely 1o receive
the appropriate immunizations,
preventative care and acute med-
ical treatment that are essential (o
good health.”

Over 44 million Americans
don't have health insurance and
over a quarter are children,
Health care costs are increasing
and employers are requiring
increased employee contribution
or eliminating the coverage entire-
Iy. Children (and the elderly) are
most at risk. Millions of children
go to school tred and hungry;

taxpayer-supported school lunch
programs cover only a fraction of
them.

Lack of health insurance is not
the only problem. All families,
middle, upper and low income
alike, are too busy making money
and have too litle time for their
children. Growing numbers of sin-
gle parent families add to the prob-
lem. How' many families, “at ‘any’
income level, provide the meals,
sleep and wise parenting spelled
out to my parénts in 1931-327

In campaign 2000, politicians
are talking about these problems,
sharing their visions of the future
and spelling out solutions (albeit as
vaguely as possible). Neither
major party is offering any real
solution to the health problems of
our children and instead they focus
on “our failing schools.”

We are not recognizing the
hasic nature of the problem. If chil-
dren come to school unprepared to
learn, schools, no matter how
good, are going to fail.

And the reality is that millions
of children do come unprepared
because they lack the elements
spelled out ta my parents: Three
square meals a day of good food at
regular hours, adequate sleep,
good air guality in the home (no
tobacco smoke) and most impor-
tantly the wise parents that are the
best asset. These are basic, long
term problems for which there are
no easy solutions but some steps
will help.

Several pilot projects demon-
strate that extending “Head Start™
1o 3-year-olds and coverage of all
low-income families can make a
significant difterence. Such pro-
grams, with good food and health

care services, will require taxpayer
support. Extended-hour school
programs have also been shown to
help.

We need 1o be skeptical about
proposed measurements to decide
which schools are “failing.”” When
children come to school tired, hun-
gry and with health problems, they
cannot be expected to be good
learners.

The vast majority of America's
children will attend public schools
so “fixing” those that are really
“failing” is much better than taking
away some of their funding. And
this fixing must look beyond the
school to the problems the children
bring with them from home.
Bashing teachers will not solve
these problems. Teachers deserve
more recognition for the important
job that they do and they should be
paid according to their importance.

Qur children are the future for
us all. We do love our children; and
not only our own but all children.
Investing in our children will yield
greater returns than tax cuts, mis-
sile defense shields or any of the
big ticket items proposed by our
“campaign  finance  bought”
Congress.

Whether we have children of
our Own or not, we can demon-
strate our love for all children by
exercising our democratic respon-
sibilities of voting and telling our
political candidates how we feel on
these issues. Remember, for our
schools 10 be effective we musl
have more emphasis on good liv-
ing habits and health care [or
everyone.

Where to
begin? Where,
oh where?

This past week has been an exciting one
on the political scene, beginning with Vice
President Al Gore's selection of a running
mate and ending with the implosion of the
Reform Party.

Gore tapped Connecticut Senator Joe
Lieberman to round out the Democratic ticket
for the presidential race. The selection con-
trasts well with Republican George W.
Bush’s choice of Dick Cheney as his running
mate in that Lieberman makes a bit of a
splash.

Much has been said about Lieberman’s
religious background, being the first Jewish
person on a major party ticket. But in the end,
while it certainly gives the Democrats some
free press solely on that fact, I don't think it
will make much difference with voters.

But with the selection of both Cheney and
Lieberman as their respective parties’ choice
for vice president, one thing is clear — both
are far and away better men than the two
guys at the top of the ticket. I think I speak
for a lot of folks when I say most people
would rather see a race between Cheney-
Bush and Lieberman-Gore, rather than Bush-
Cheney versus Gore-Lieberman.

But conventions and vice presidential
selections aside, the real action this week is
on the third party scene.

Meeting in Long Beach, Calif., the
Reform Party stole the show this week, but
for all the wrong reasons.

There's a saying, “There's no such thing
as bad publicity.” The Reformers have effec-
tively proved that statement untrue.

After watching the convention split in two
over charges of fraud, there is really only one
good thing you can say about the Reform
Party convention, and the Los Angeles Times
sunmed it up very nicely in an editorial
headline — “At least it wasn't scripted.”

Two weeks ago, the Republicans had their
love-in. This week, we'll see similar fluff
from the Democrats. Those two are providing
the bread of this convention sandwich —
light, airy, overly simple and having very lit-
tle substance.

The Reformers, however, gave us the
meat we've been looking for this year, giving
us an old-fashioned, knock-down, drag-out
political fight like we've not seen in half a
century or more.

The sad thing, though;, is that the Reform
Party is dead. It lay on its deathbed the past
four years as it attracted more nuts than
Planter’s. It gave up the ghost when
Minnesota Gov. Jesse Ventura bolted the
party to form his own. The folks out in
California this past week have preity much
been fighting over how to bury the body.

With it appearing that Pat Buchanan will
eventually receive the official nomination of
the Reform Party, at least in the Federal
Election Commission’s eyes, all vestiges of
the Reform Party should disappear forever.
The party will say goodbye to federal match-
ing funds, goodbye to ballot access in most
states.

Still, the dynamics of politics have
changed considerably in recent years, thanks
largely to Ross Perot and the Reform Party.
And while that party’s fortunes appear head-
ed down the toilet, it seems that America as a
whole has come to terms with the third-party
concept.

While the US. is still quite far from ever
forcing Democrats and Republicans to share
power with another party, it does seem that
Americans have developed an affinity for
assigning permanent underdog status 1o at
least one party.

During this election cycle, it appears the
Green Party is in position 1o receive that
torch from the Reform Party. But we'll save
that essay for another time.

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zside the boundary, even if they pro-
vide their own transportation, will not
be allowed to do so.

Several parents were on hand to
discuss their situation. Each parent
was told that the agreement would
allow his or her students to atend the
school of choice for this school year,
and the board would work out the
details so the same problem doesn’t
show up next year.

There was one instance where a
family asked for a move to a different
school because of racial discrimina-
tion. Robin Sanders said her students
attended John M. Stumbo Elementary
last year and were subjected o abuse
because of their race. She said one
child had to endure someone rational-
izing behavior against him “because
he was a nigger.” She asked that her
children be able 1o attend Osborne

Fanning said he had personally dealt
with the problem last year.

Stumbo wanted to rescind the ear-
lier board policy, saying that when
she voted for the measure she thought
it was for transportation only. She
Said if she had known it included
attendance, she would not have voted
for it

“It's not the board's business if
parents want to put their child in a
vehicle and rake them 1o a school of
their choice,” Stumbo saicl.

Board chairman Terry Dotson said
the board had to look at other things
including the even distribution of stu-
dents,

When asked his views on the miat-
ter, Fanning said he would ask the
board 10 give him and the atten-
dance/transportation commitiee more
specific directions on the policy.
Stumbo also said there needs 10 be a
better process of communication
between that committee as well as
others and the board.

The board has agreed to do more
work on the policy so that the situa-
tion does not come up again next
year. Meanwhile, students cannot go
to a particular school simply because
that school 1s their preference. It is
unclear how many students that rul-
ing will affect, but 22 appeals have
dlready been denied.

Women Veterans Of World War 11

(NAPSA)-The veterans of World
War II will be the focus of
Celebrate Freedom!™ in Pigeon
Forge, Tenn. This salute to our
nation’s heroes will include several
symposiums, including a special
presentation about women who
served in the military during World
War 1L

While their efforts often are
overlooked, women were a major
force during WWII, both in num-
bers and contributions. Known as
the WACs, WAVES, SPARs, and
WASPs, more than a quarter of a
million American women served
during WWIL

Established in 1941, members of

the Women's Army Auxiliary Corps
initially served mostly as file clerks,
typists, stenographers or motor pool
drivers, but eventually were
assigned as weather observers and
forecasters, cryptographers, radio
operators and repairmen, aerial
photographers and control tower
operators,

Converted into the Women’s
Army Corps (WAC) in 1943, the
first battalion of WACs arrived in
London in 1943 and assisted in the
planning of D-day and subsequent
operations leading to the defeat of
Germany.

The Women Airforce Service
Pilots (WASP) of World War Il
were the first licensed women pilots
in the United States to fly military
planes for military service.

Formed in 1943, WASPs flew
every type of aircraft the Air Force
owned. They ferried personnel,
hauled cargo and test-flew planes.
In less than two years, WASPs flew
more than 60 million miles for their
country, flying every kind of mis-
sion the Air Force had except com-
bat.

WAVES, Women Accepted for
Volunteer Emergency Service, was
established in 1942 and served both
the Navy and Marine Corps. The
majority of Navy WAVES were
assigned to administrative duties
including processing paperwork for
top secret projects such as the D-
Day invasion of Normandy, the
development of the atomic bomb

MSU pares
degree offerings

Morehead State University has
joined with other state public col-
leges in reducing degree offerings
and utilizing resources to enhance
existing programs.

Students already enrolled at
MSU will complete their current
program of study and receive the
degree they are pursuing, according
to Dr. Michael Moore, executive
vice president of academic affairs.

“To better serve the needs of cur-
rent students and prospective
employers of our graduates, those
programs with minimal enrollment
will continue o be reviewed, and
where appropriate, adjustments in
curricula will be made,” he said.

According to the Council on
Postsecondary Education 106 pro-
grams will be closed or suspended
from the state’s eight public mstitu-
fions. Each school has evaluated its
olferings and submitted a plan of
action.

Afler evaluating ils programs,
MSU reported that 43 will be
reviewed, seven will be closed, 16
will be retained in their current
furm, and 20 will be revised to bet-
ter meet students’ peeds.

Among those scheduled to be
phased out are a bachelor’s degree
in home economics, as well as two
Doctor of Education degrees, edu-
cational psychology and vocational
teacher education, which were
cooperative ventures with the
University of Kentucky.

Revision of programs has been a
longstanding process at MSU. In an
extensive review in 1993, the uni-
versity closed 2] associate and 13
baccalaureate degree programs,
representing about one-third of
those offered. In a 1998 review,
three additional undergraduate pro-
grams were eliminated.

“We will continue to refine our
offerings 1o allow students the best
possible education,” Dr. Moore
said, “We are looking at all avenues
to extend and expand our
resources.”

MSU will continue to offer
numerous programs of study with
classes on campus, at extended
campus centers, by distance learn-
ing and online courses. and through
degree offerings in conjunction
with other universities.

Bunning Supports Conservation
Funds for Kentucky

Brankfort, KY, July 26, 2000 - A
bill that would provide approxi-
mately $5 million for additional
wildlife conservation efforts in
Kentucky has passed another ma jor
milestone, as it cleared the Senate
Energy and Natural Resources
Compmittee on Tuesday by a vote of
13-7,

Senator Jim Bunning (R-KY)
voted in favor of the Conservation

and Reinvestment Act (CARA) bill,
after passing his amendment, which
profects social security and
medicare, CARA provides funding
from federal outer continental shelf
oil and gas lease revenues, for vari-
ous state and local conservation
programs.

The various titles of the CARA
bill include $805 million for State
Coastal Tmpact Assistance and

Stewardship, $900 million for the
Land and Water Conservation Fund,
$350 million for State-Level
Wildlife Conservation and
Restoration Fund, $75 million for
Urban Park and Recreation
Recovery, $50 million for Urban
and Community Forestry, $150 mil-
lion for the Historic Preservation
and Battlefield Protection Program,

and $125 million for the National -

Parks Service and Indian Land
Restoration Programs.

In addition, CARA also provides
$100  millibn  annually for

Conservation Easemenits to Farm
and Ranch Land Protection
Programs and the Forest Legacy
Program, $50 million for Rural
Development and Community
Assistance Programs, $60 million
for Youth Conservation Corps and
$325 million for Payment-in-Lieu
of Taxes (PILT).

Fin whales are the second-largest species (after the
bhie whale) on Earth, growing to more than 85 feet.
Once one of the most abundant of the large whales,
the fin whale was heavily exploited by the whaling
industry and its popula-

‘bajaex.com. baleen whale and has no

teeth. Baleen whales have

hundreds of comb-like
baleen plates, or “whalebones,” hanging down
from their upper jaws. The plates overlap
inside the mouth and have stiff hairs that form
a sieve to filter food out of the seawater. This
efficient system enables some of the largest
animals in the world to feed on some of the
smallest,

We are treated to several more close
encounters with these gentle giants before the
blazing Baja sun sets behind the jagged moun-
tains, As we pull into the lee of Isla San Diego
to anchor for the night, we can still see whales
blowing spray high in the air off in the red twi-

~ FlyRods Find
- Favor for Bass
= Under Cover

on't look now, but the humble fly rod is catching
on as an excellent tool for catching trophy-
sized bass from some bad places.

“People think that a fly rod is an open-water
rod," said Arkansas angler Cliff Shelby, who
has taken several 10-pound-plus largemouths

with the long rod. “But it is an excellent tool for heavy
caver.

“For instance, a lot of lakes are pretty choked with all
sorts of aquatic growth, but there will still be all kinds of
holes in it. A lot of the growth will be on top of the water.
With a topwater bait, you can only fish it from one side of
the hole to the other, Then you have to reel out the slack
with your casting rod and try to jerk it out of there. A fly
fisherman doesn’t have that problem. He can lift the fly @
up without having to try to retrieve it through the
debris.”

The long rod and fly line provide the ultimate in
finesse maneuvering, which is in demand when fishing
artificial lures in heavy cover. In many cases, itis far
superior to the more traditional spinning or casting
tackle.

Guide and fly-fishing expert Phil Chapman of
Lakeland, Fla., has pulled some impressive specimens
from the clutches of such tough habitats as live rooted
weeds, dead matted floating vegetation, overhanging
trees and submerged brush, While he marvels at the
performance of a fly rod in those difficult situations,
Chapman emphasizes that it is important to recognize
the circumstances when the cover is just too thick to be .
worked properly. ®/

“There are times when the cover is just too heavy for
fly fishing," said Chapman, who is also a well-respected
state fisheries biologist. “With overhanging brush,
sometfimes you can cast under it, but if it hangs down to
the water, it's awful hard to work a fly properly with your
line draped over and through branches.

“With maiden cane and other emergent vegetation like
cattails, it's difficult to get your fly down or your line to
lay down. Another bad situation is hydrilla beds that have
topped out on the surface to the point where your fly is
not wotking any open water or productive water. And
loose, floating vegetation can be a problem. If your fly
line is hanging up and moving vegetation out in frontof *
your line, then it's creating an unnatural movement in the
water.”

H arry Murray, a talented guide and fishing

¥

instructor who specializes in catching smallmouth
bass in Virginia’s Shenandoah River, is quick to
point out that, more times than not, a fly rod is the best
choice for working a heavy-cover situation because of the
inherent casting accuracy involved in fly casting. A fly
fishermen can actually measure his cast (using a false
cast) before laying his artificial offering into the smallest
holes and crevices in the cover. : '
“And when you get hung up, you have an advantage
with a fly rod that a baitcaster never has,” Shelby added.
“Lel’s say the hook is caught on the other side of an
object. A fly fisherman can strip out some slack, roll-cast
that fly from high above it (from a boat) and the weight of
the fly going over the top of the limb will pull the fly from
the backside of the object, While it's still in the air, you
just pick the fly up, make your backcast and then make
another cast.” .
Big bass, the long rod and heavy cover make a strange
but productive combination.

TOUCHED BY AN ANGEL

Have you ever felt like you were
touched by an angel? Well, when [
experienced my Papaw's illness, 1
needed an angel’s special touch and
this one day T was in luek.

It was a brisk, cold day in
January when | had to go to
Lexington. You see, my Papaw was
having open-heart surgery al St
Joseph's hospital. I wasn’t exactly
sure what was in store for Papaw
but 1 did understand that it was
very serious. I was scared because
Papaw was a very unhealthy, frail
man in his late 60's, This increased
the possibility that he would not
make 1t through the surgery.

That morning my grandmother
and [ ate at a small, country restau-
rant, As | was exiting the building 1
caught a glimpse of something to
my right, There in a store window
sat a beautiful blue angel with
golden blonde hair and the most
heavenly blue eyes. | knew imme-
diately that I must have that angel
because the moment I saw this spe-
cial little angel there was a warm,
tingling sensation inside of me. |
thought if anything could make my
Papaw better it would be an angel.
Without any hesitation I picked up
this special angel and bought it for

a special man, my Papaw.

As I slowly entered the revolv-
ing hospital doors, a blast of sterile
disinfectants intertwined with the
smell of sickness and death grected
me a the door. As the smell rushed
into my facé. 1 began to feel this
eerie, nauseated rumbling in the pit
of my stomach. 1 had entered the
hospital! A place where some peo-
ple could be helped and others—I
couldn't and wouldn’t think about
the “others.”

When [ entered the ICU waiting
room there was a gloomy feeling of
hopelessness in the air. As 1 sat
there with close family members
waiting, [ could feel the tension,
While we were anxiously waiting a
nurse from the operating room
would call and inform someone
with our family on my Papaw’s
condition and what part of the
surgery was taking place. I thought,
“What if something goes wrong?
What would I do?" | remembered
the little angel in my left jacket
pocket and T held it gently, I felt
renewed as though the little angel
had given me strength and courage
to believe and think positive, The
angel helped me to believe that my
Papaw was going to pull through
the surgery.

After hours of intense waiting,
the nurse came to tell ws the
surgery was over and the surgeon
would come in and conference with
us about my Papaw's condition. At
this point my whole family began
pacing the floor. It felt as if an eter-
nity had passed before the surgeon
finally came. The only thing I was
told was that my Papaw was going
to be all right, but the next couple
of days were going to be critical to
his recovery. As my mom looked
into my eyes, I could see thal she
was really scared, | reached into

my pocket to clutch the beautiful
angel had put so much trust in that
day. I knew mom was trying o be
stirong for me and [ knew my angel
could help.

Finally, the big moment I had
been waiting for arrived. 1 would
get 1o go in and see my Papaw. As
1 walked down the hallway I began
to feel butterflies in my stomach, |
had so many mixed feelings about
seeing Papaw. | wanted to see him
but then again I was afraid to. The
closer we got to the steel double
doors leading into his room, the
shorter my breath became. Then
when 1 pushed through the double
doors for a split second, I lost my
breath.

I walked into the room and cau-
tiously glanced around quickly
until my eyes focused on Papaw.
The sight that I saw caused my
heart to quicken. There laid my
Papaw, lifeless and motionless. He
was still sleeping from the surgery.
As he rested, 1 gently pulled the
angel from my pocket and tied it
onto his IV pole. I needed and
wanted the angel to stand guard
and watch over him until he could
get better. I knew God would let
him be okay.

That night the entire family
stayed in a small hotel across from
the St. Joseph's hospital. The next
morning when we sent in to see my
Papaw a nurse asked my mom how
old 1 was. The nurse said I had to
be over tweive to go into the
Intensive Care Unit, which at the
time i was only ten. The day before
they didn't even notice that I was
visiting my Papaw. When my mom
asked why I couldn't go in, the
nurse replied, “there was a patient
in the other room that had no
immune system.” She was afraid
that T might be carrying some type

of virus or disease. I began to cry.
The hospital made me feel like |
was dirty and contagious, But there
was comfort in which I knew that |
had left the little angel to look after
Papaw. Even if I didn’t get to see
him, | knew he was in good hands.

The next few days were long
and tiring. Visiting hours were few
and far between. My mom, uncles
aunts, and | would walk to the hos=
pital from the motel for all visiting
times. Sometimes it would be rain-
ing or even snowing but through it
all we would travel to see my
Papaw. This may not seem like a
big deal to you! But if you have
ever been to Lexington in the dead
of winter you know the wind is so
razor sharp that it feels like a knife
cutting you to the bone.

Every time I would visit my
Papaw, | would stand motionless
and gaze at the beautiful Angel
hanging there beside his bed.

Silently to myself 1 would say a®

prayer, “Please God let my Papaw
get better.” Within a week my
Papaw’s health began to improve
and it wasn’t long before we were
ready to take him home. Deep
inside 1 knew that the angel was
really responsible for my Papaw’s
recovery.

The angel now hangs in a spe-
cial place, a corner in his living
room. He chose this place so that
he could see it every day from his

Things to Ponder

Do you count the ways?

Counting things is viewed by
many people as a positive thing, such
as “How do I love thee? Let me count
the ways.” However, persistently
counting and checking any and all
objects can reflect a mental condi-
tion, an Obsessive-Compulsive
Disorder (OCD), an anxiety disorder,
that can cripple and control one’s life.

An individual with OCD is
trapped in a pattern of repetitive
thoughts and behaviors that are
senseless and distressing, but
extremely difficult o overcome.
Examples of OCD behaviors are
when a person counts the number of
designs in the ceiling while they wait
or counts items repeatedly up to the
same number, such as "5".

All ages may show OCD behav-
iors, but the good news is that 1t can
be effectively treated. Your obsessive
thoughts and compulsive behaviors
can be decreased. They need not
keep controlling your life.

For a long time, OCD was viewed
as a rare disease, because those with
the condition did not seek treatment.
They wanted to keep it a secret
However, in the early 1980s, a major
national survey revealed that more
than two percent of the population
were affected by OCD—more com-
mon than such severe mental illness-
es as schizophrenia, bipolar disorder,
or panic disorder. In 1994, it was esti-
mated that OCD created social and
economic costs of $8,4 billion.

OCD is not selective of who it
affects——all ethnic groups and males
and females equally. My personal
¢linical experience has been similar
Lo what research has shown: (1) some
children display signs of the disorder
at carly ages, even before starting to
schoal; and (2) at least one-third of
OCD adult cases began in childhood.

As with other conditions that
begin early in life, OCD duning the
child’s development can interfere
with the “normal” and create severe
problems for the child, Thus, it is of
utmostimportance that the child with
questionable OCD be evaluated and
treated as soon as possible 10
decrease the likelihood of disturbing
valuable opportunities.

As with other mental health diffi-
cultics, OCD can be identified by
several key features, Also, as expect-
ed, obsessions are a major indicator
of OCD, These are unwanted ideas or
impulses that repeatedly pop up in
the person's mind and will just not go
away.

The ongoing ideas may pertain 1o
fears that someone will be harmed,
an inappropriate, excessive concern
of becoming contaminated and want-
ing/needing to wash hands over and

over, or an intense need to make sure
that acts are done correctly or per-
feclly—keep checking the doors and
windows at night to see that they are
locked.

Besides a high level of anxiety
being produced from these intrusive,
unreasonable thoughts, at times the
obsessive ideations are violent or
sexual in nawre and/or focus on ill-
ness. Compulsive behaviors are often
shown by people with OCD; they
just: cannot keep themselves from
doing the acts excessively. The
behaviors are an effort to decrease
the anxiety produced by the non-
stopping thoughts.

Examples of compulsive behav-
iors are counting, hand washing,
hoarding, endlessly rearranging
objects in an effort to keep them in
precise alignment, or efforts to pre-
vent harm. Sometimes behaviors
have to be done in a certain order.
Usually doing these rituals gives the
frantic, anxious one relief from the
inner conflicts for a briel time.

Like so many of us, folks with
OCD demonstrate a wide range of
insight into their problems. If they
really do not have an obsession, they
are more likely to recognize that their
obsessive-compulsive symptoms are
unrealistic. In contrast, sSome people
are unsure about their fears or even
believe strongly in their worth.

Also, OCD victims work hard to
cope with their undesirable, obses-
stve thoughts and to prevent them-
selves from having the compulsive
behaviors, While they may be able to
keep their significant thoughts and
behaviors under control at work or
school, they are prone to accumulate
their stress and, finally, severe, time-
consuming rituals take over their
lives, so that it is impossible for them
to take part in activities outside of the
home.

Due 10 the shame of the situation,
OCD sufferers will often try to keep
their problems a secret so that friends
and coworkers may nol have any
idea of the person’s other life. Then,
as expected, they do not get the pro-
fessional help they need, but learn to
manage their lives and that of family
members around the rituals.

Also, as expected, OCD symp-
toms tend to remain for years, even
decades. The problems may be less
severe from time to time, sometimes
may hayve long periods of mild symp-
toms, but the usual 15 a chronie con-
dinon,

Although OCD was originally
thought to be the result of life experi-
ences, growing evidence has been
supporting biological factors as a pri-
mary contributor to the disorder,
OCD patients respond well to specif-
ic medications that affect the neuro-
transmitier serotonin, Thus, the focus

has been on the interaction of neuro-
biological factors and environmental
influences, as well as cognitive

Some research has suggested that
OCD patients have patterns of brain
activity that differ from those of indi-
viduals without mental iliness or with
some other mental illness. Other out-
comes have indicated that abnormal
neurochemical activity is also likely
to be present.

Would you believe that recent pre-
liminary studies of the brain showed
that folks with an obsessive-compul-
sive disorder had significantly less
white matter than did those without
OCD? OCD is often seen with other
neurological disorders, such as
Tourette's Syndrome with it invol-
untary movements and vocalization,
which suggested a possible genetic
relationship between OCD and the
tic disorders.

In addition, there are other disor-
ders that may possibly be linked to
OCD: trichotillomania (the repeated
urge to pull scalp hair, eyelashes,
eyebrows or other body hair); body
dysmorphic disorder (excessive pre-
pccupation with imaginary or exag-
gerated defects in appearance); and
hypochondriasis (the fear of hav-
ing—despite medical evaluation and
reassurance—-a serious disease).

Now, the question comes up,
“How do | determine whether I have
an OCD?"

First of all, someone who has

OCD has obsessive ideations and ™

compulsive behaviors that are signif-
icant enough to interfere with every-
day life. In contrast, there is a much
larger group of people, who are
sometimes labeled “‘compulsive,”
because they hold themselves to a
high standard of performance. They
are perfectionistic and very orga-
nized in their work and even play
activities.
Treatment of OCD can include
t medications—Luvox,
Zoloft, Paxil, and Prozac, behavioral
techniques, and/or both. Education
about OCD is important for the fam-

ily to leamn specific ways 1o support

the person with OCD.

Also, persons with OCD are pro-
tected with the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) and may
receive special benefits and protec-
tion of rights.

Remember that all age groups can
demonstrate obsessive thoughts and
compulsive behaviors. These can
eventually control a person and his
family's lives. If you or someone you
know has those tendencies, please
get appropriate professional assis-

tance. You do not need to be cou-‘.

trolled. unless you want to be.

» GET BACK.

The back seat is the safest place
for children at every age. Make
sure your child always rides in
back.

* Get Buckled.

Infants should ride in & rear-
facing infant seat unti]l they are a
year old and weigh at least 20
pounds. After that, they should
ride facing forward in a convert-
ible or toddler seat.

* GET A BoosT.

Children weighing 40 to 80
pounds, as a rule, those ages 4 10
8, belong in a booster seat, By this
time, they are too big for a typical
child safety seat but still need a
boost for adult safety belts to fit
properly. Booster seats also make
safety belts more comfortable for
growing children, make it easier
for them to sce oul the window

and make it more fun to go for a

de,

s GET BELTED.

Booster seats require both
shoulder and lap belts to provide
protection. That's why you should
never use a belt positioning boost-
er with a lap belt alone. If your car
doesn't have lap and shoulder
belts in the rear seat and you can’t
have them installed, look for a
child seat that can be used with a
lap belt for larger children. As a
last resort, you should make sure
your child is buckled in with the
lap belt fastened low and snug
across the upper thighs.

To help protect children, the
Ford Motor Company has come up
with ‘a campaign called Boost
America! to put a million booster
seals into family cars within a
year, including giving 500,000
seats away to families in need.

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"Key to poison ivy prevention:
Avoid sap, things it sticks to

&

Question: | was running my
weed eater and apparently got into
poison ivy, although I don't remem-
ber cutting any. The next day my
legs were covered with blisters and
I had a few on my face. Is there any-
thing 1 can do to prevent getting
poison ivy again?

Answer: Poison ivy and its close
relatives, poison oak and poison
sumac, cause itchy blisters in about
85 percent of those who are
exposed to them. This rash is
known medically as allergic contact
dermatitis or rhus dermatitis, but
most people simply call the condi-
tion “poison ivy."”

The body's reaction to the chem-

ical urushiol — a sticky sap found
within poison ivy's leaves, stems
and roots — is what actually pro-

duces the rash. In order for this sap
to get on your skin and produce a
rash, the poison ivy plant must be
broken.

This is the reason that an allergic
person can sometimes brush up
against a healthy poison ivy plant
and not break out. Running the
weed eater, however, shreds the
poison ivy plant and releases urush-
iol,

It is a safe guess that you weren't
wearing trousers made from heavy

fabric when you were trimming
your yard since you have blisters on
yvour legs. Your string trimmer
could easily sling the sticky urushi-
ol directly on your legs.

Oops — big mistake!

Once the chemical comes in con-
tact with the skin, it begins to pene-
trate within minutes, but it takes
from 12 hours to several days for
the “poison ivy” to appear. First
there is itching, redness and
swelling, followed by blisters,

Contrary to myth, poison ivy
can’t be spread by touching the ooz-
ing liquid in the blisters. This liquid
is not urughiol, but your body’s own
fluid produced as part of its reaction
to urushiol.

But as you know, poison ivy can
be spread, If the victim gets urushi-
ol on his or her hands, 1ouching
another part of the body — or
another person’s body — can trans-
fer the chemical to that area.

That’s the reason poison ivy
tends to turn up all over the body,
even though the plants generally
only come in contact with the
exposed areas of the skin, This may
be how you got the spots on your
face.

Areas with the greatest exposure
to the uvrushiol will usually break
out first. Areas that have thick skin
or less urushiol on them will then
break out a day or two later, giving
the impression that the poison ivy

was spread from the first group of
blisters.

It is too late to prevent this
episode of poison vy, but here are
some Lips to reduce your chances of
subsequent outbreaks. If you sus-
pect that you have been in contact
with poison ivy or one of its
cousins, the first thing to do is 10
thoroughly wash with soap and
walter.

If more than 20 minutes have
elapsed since the exposure, washing
may not prevent the initial rash, but
it can prevent you from spreading it
further.

Any clothing that has come in
contact with the sticky sap should
also be washed promptly, too,
Handle the clothes carefully, prefer-
ably with gloves. to prevent any
more skin contact with the sap.

Any other object that may have
urushiol on it should be washed,
too. This can include the fur of pet
animals, garden tools, golf balls, or
anything else that may have come
into contact with a broken plant,

Buf, wear gloves when you do it;
otherwise. touching these contami-
nated objects can (ransfer (he
offending chemical to your skin
and, thereby, give you another case
of poison ivy.

To avoid a mixed wash accident:

» Carefully son laundry by color
before washing. Take note of the
wash temperature each garment
requires. Proper water temperature
not only protects fibers, it also helps
maintain the dye stability. Always
use the coolest temperature possible.

+ Test new clothes or fabrics for
color fastness belore washing.
Colorfast means that the dye has
been set 0 it won't bleed. Soak an
inconspicuous part of the garment in
the recommended water temperature,

means taking

using a little of the detergent you

«would normally wse. Wait at least

five minutes. If the water is discol-
ored, you know the dye is not set
properly. '

Wash the garment separately in
the coolest water possible until you
are confident the dye is no longer
running. There are clothes that are
not colorfast — such as blue jeans —
even if you wash them 100 rimes,
they will still bleed. The only solu-
tion is to wash those clothes sepa-
rately.

* When you have a garment that
ran onto itself, there may be no way
to reverse the problem. Just return
the garment to the store where you
purchased it and if the store doesn't
cooperate, contact the manufacturer.

* Chlorine bleach 18 very harmful
to fabrics. If you must use it, dilute it

generously by adding it to the wash-
er, letting the drum fill with water,
then adding clothes. Never let undi-
luted bleach come in direct contact
with fabrics as it may weaken the
fiber to the point of dissolving it
especially synthetics.

* [f you have a color run accident,
Carbona Color Run Remover can
help you get rid of the unwanted dye.

An accident
waiting to
happen

Sometimes you read something that
touches your mind and your heart at the
same time. This happened Lo our family the
other night when my brother-in-law, Ed
Crockett, e-mailed us with news of his recent
automobile accident. | know you think the
story of a car wreck might not be entertain-
ing, but this one is a fascinating read:

Dear Family,

I was meandering down Midway Road
trying to get my new lawn (ractor tire filled
with air. It is a beautiful two-lane road with
numerous farms spread along its route. |
looked up ahead and saw the front end of an
older car inching out into the roadway from
behind some bushes. I thought to myself,
surely they will not pull out, but then I could
not see the dnver (and obviously he could
nol see me).

I checked and saw the left hand side of
the road was clear up ahead and decided —

as a precaution — (o veer over into the left

hand lane.

Apparently, since they were pulling out of
a field, the driver must have had to “gun” the
engine to clear the ruts. Just as [ would have
cleared the car, it lunged out into the road-
way and clipped the right front fender.

I brought the car 1o a complete stop about
one hundred feet down the road, but as soon
as | had cleared the point of impact | heard a
really loud crash. When [ looked in my
rearview mirror the car had been broad sided
by a large pickup truck that was a couple of
cir lengths behind me (compact car lengths).

| immediately assumed someone was seri-
ously killed. as a former mayor of Covington
once stated. | pulled Melinda's cell phone
(yes, 1 was dnving her car) and headed back
toward the site.

Out of the truck jumped a really angry
redneck yelling at some very shaken up
immigrant workers. “Anybody gol insurance
or speak English™ was the first thing he
velled — and then asked if anyone was hurt.
My 911 call was completed quickly and no
injuries were apparent.

It was clear that a miracle had occurred as
no one was injured. The large truck and other
car had to be towed from the site. Melinda's
car had a flat tire, when I finally got back to
the car to see what had happened to it. The
hood seems to have been pushed to the left
somewhat, the left front tire punctured, the
left front quarter panel is shredded and the
left front door is pushed out of place.

I seemed to be fine — nothing seems
pushed out of place on me.

Of course, no driver’s license, no msur-
ance — standard equipment for those living
on the edge of subsistence. The most remark-
able thing — other than the lack of mjury —
was there were four people in the field
hand's car.

Within five minutes another van had
passed that had several other migrant work-

ers.in it. Then four more came walking up
from the right hand side of the $itt and then
five more came up within the next 10 min-
utes. By the time the Kentucky State Police
arrived there were at least 14 migrant work-
ers standing by the car.

The first thing the officer asked was, "Do
you all speak English. who was driving, and
show me your green cards.” Panic quickly
spread as they all responded by shaking their
heads — no. Finally relief came over the
group as the INS (Immigration and
Naturalization Service) said they could not
come to “handle” them.

I drive that road every day — twice a day.
I never “see™ them in the fields, walking or
even driving. I did not expect them to have
insurance. The gentleman in the truck only
had liability. His loss may be total.

The trooper asked if [ had full coverage
and with the affirmative answer he said |
would be OK — but if T wanted to make an
issue of the event 1 could attend court and
ask the Woodford attorney to aggressively
pursue the no insurance charge — not likely;
1 work in the courts — [ am already out
more than | care to be on this expenence.

As Melinda pointed out 1 should be glad
that | am not injured. If the car had gotten in
front of me instead of glancing off the left
front I would have broadsided them and had
the Ford tank plow into the rear of her car.

The present outcome far exceeds that
thought.

Just goes 10 show you that you should
always say good-bye like you might not see
that person again. We all should have enough
experience with that one.

My one good chance to roll out of the car
(without major injury) and yell “whiplash™
had to be wasted on some of the poorest peo-
ple on the planet. But — I walked away,
came back to a really nice house and ate
some pizza.

Criminal charges for the migrant worker
and total loss of his vehicle and thousands of
dollars to the underinsured truck driver made
my aggravation seem peltty.

So started my weekend. To make matters
worse — my lawn tractor still cannot move
with the flat tire I brought back to the house
in Melinda’s now limping Taurus. Hope your
week was better.

New book, “Plan B,” eases the way

Topics range from solutions
for lifestyle changes, affairs and
unhappy marriages to getting
unstuck from dysfunctional fam-
ily situations, career and work
crises, to moving past depression
and anxiety and dealing with
physical loss.

“Too many of us live our lives
in a joyless, constricted man-
ner,” says Asker. “Is that all
there is?" is a question many

ask. This book will help you
look at your life in a new way
and find solutions to your most
pressing problems.”

Asker says it is remarkable
how often, once people let go of
Plan A, they realize that their
new plan for life can bring them
the happiness that eluded them
before.

them gather cows into harems.

Some observers were even

This year six bulls are four
years or older and 28 are three
years or older.
