More than 20,000 U S. coal nun­
ers at nearly 600 mining operations 
arc newly eltgtble to ohtam free. con­
fiJentJal chest X-rnys to detect traces 
of black lung disc.Jse bcginntng 
October 1. acn>rdmg to the U.S 
Department nf Labor's Mine Safety 
and Health Administmtion (MSHA). 

Dunng phnse three ol the Mmcs'

begun one yc.ar ago. MSHA will offer 
the free exams to more miner<; at 
operations in Alahamn. Colorndo. 
Illinois, Kentucky, Pennsylvania. 
lexas, and West Virginia, among scv­
ctal other states. 

"Our goal is to end black lung dis­
ea.;e," said Davitt McAteer, asststant 
secretary of labor for mine safet) and 
health. "However, we need to know 
how v. idespread black lung is among 
today's working coal miners. and it 
would help us to know where those 
nuners who may be afiltctcd with this 

hornblc disease are geographically 
located. Anned with that infonnation 
\\e can better direct our resources at 
the problem." 

MSHA randomly selects the min­
ing operations at which miners will 
be eligible for the free tests each year. 
Eligible miners will be notified by 
MSI lA during the upcoming fiscal 
year and given a list of participating 
medical facilities in their local area 
where the free chest X-rays may he 
taken. 11te X-rays may be taken at 
any participating medical facility 
nationwide. 

In areas where no participating 
medical facility b available, mobile 
X-ray units will be dispatched to test 
eligible miners. X-rays taken are sent 
to the National Institute for 
Occupational Safety and Health 
(NIOSH) for examination. NIOSH 
will notify the tested miner of his or 
her result'>. 
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The free chest X-rays are confi­
dential. Unlike a prev1ous X-ray pro­
gram that was paid for by mine oper­
ators. the new program docs not 
involve any mine operators. Only the 
tested coal miner will be informed of 
the X-ray results. MSHA will collect 
statistical infonnation on the numbers 
of miners being te<>tcd and those test­
ing positive for black lung. 

The agency hopes to provide the 
free X-rays to about one-fifth of all 
coal miners each year for five years 
so that every one of the nearly 90,000 
coal miners nationwide will have the 
opportunity for the free exam during 
the live-year penod. 

During pha..;;c one and two of the 
program, which were conducted in 
six-month segments during the fiscal 
year 2000, about 60 percent of eligi­
ble coal miners took the free chest X­
rays, with the exception of Kentuck.')', 
where there wao; a slight difference in 
admmistcring the program. Unlike 
other states, all coal miners in 
Kentucky were eligible for the tests 
during the previous phase which 
ended September 30. 

During the new phase, only select­
ed miners in Kentucky will be eligi­
ble. 

MSHA ts encouraging all eligible 
coal mmcrs to take the free chest X­
rays. "There may be important med­
ical information disclosed by these 
exams which could he of great con­
cern to any coal miner and his or her 
family," McAteer added .

Undistributed 
funds 

Deadbeat dads deserve all of the cnttctsm they've 
received on these pages over the years. 

It is inexcusable for a father- or. more rare, a moth­
er- not to provide financial support for his or her chil­
dren. It's also in violation of what the courts have 
ordered. It's unfair to the ex. It punishes the children. It 
burdens society. 

But equally inexcusable is the disturbing finding that 
Kentucky's child-support program has failed to put mil­
lions of dollars in child support payments that the state 
has collected into the hands or the children the money is 
intended to support. 

A new report, issued by the national child advocacy 
group Association for Children for Enforcement of 
Support Inc., or ACES. lists Kentucky among the 
nation's I 0 worst ~tates in distributing child support pay­
ments. 

In all, ACES says there are $11.1 million- more like 
$10.3 million say state officials - that have been col­
lected but not distributed in Kentucky. 

Across the nation, ACES ~ay!' there are some $430 
million in support payments that have been collected but 
not distributed. 

At a time when less than a third of the non-custodial 
parents who are supposed to make child support pay­
ments do, it's essential that the payments that are made 
get into the hands of the children who need them. 

We should note that Kentucky officials complained 
that the report by the Washington, D.C.-based advocacy 
group was unfair and inaccurate. 

They quibbled with the amount that ACES says has 
not been distributed, pointing out that much of what the 
group says has not been di.;tributed has been withheld for 
legitimate reasons, such as intercepted income tax pay­
ments, which have to be held for six months. support pay­
ments that are to be used to reimburse welfare payment::.. 
and advance payments. 

And some of the problem entails finding custodial par­
ents so that the child support that has been collected can 
be distributed. Some parents just can't seem to be found. 

Regardless of what amount might rightfully be with­
held, still there are millions of dollars in hand that need 
to be distributed. 

And regardless of whatever obstacles to distributing it 
are encountered, as a collection agent for child support 
payments, the state must find a way to get child support 
payments out as efficiently and quickly as possible. 

"That's a major obligation they have to fulfill," said 
Gary Ferguson, who heads fathers on Rights for Custody 
Equality. 

It's an obligation that mu!>t be met. Kids are counting 
on it.

School meals to go international

For over half a century. the federal government 
has provided nutritious meals in schools for children 
from low-income families. This has been one of the 
great government successes of the 20th century. 
Between the "chool lunch and school breakfast pro­
gram, we serve nearly 35 million children a day. giv­
ing them the o;ustcnance they need to learn and 
develop into productive members of society. 

A few months ago, I started working with former 
Senators George McGovern <now th U.S. 
Ambassador to the UN's Food and Agriculture 
Organization) and Bob Dole, two of the pioneers of 
federal nutrition program~. on an idea to use our 
domestic school meals effort as a model for a global 
initiative to reed undernourished schoolchildren. 

E~pecially in the knowledge-based econom) of 
the 21st century, education is u tool of upward 
mobility. a way for the poorest children to advan~.:e 
to the middle class. But in developing nations. 120 
million children don't attend school, in part because 
their families need their labor. Millions more under­
perform and aren't able to get the full benefits of 
education. because they are trying to Jearn on an 
empty stomut.:h. 

Ambassador McGovern, Senator Dole, myself 
and others discussed our idea with President 
Clinton, who embraced it and has now announ~.:ed a 
$300 million Globul Food for Education pilot pro­
gram. 'A-hich could feed as many as nine million chil­
dren. 

The program calls for USDA's Commodity Credit 
Corporation to purchase commodities-primarily 
soybeans, corn, wheat, rice and nonfat dry milk­
from American farmers und donate them to selected 
countnes for ~chool and pre-school nutrition pro­
grams. 

There is no one boilerplate. one-size-fits-all for­
mula for this program. It is designed to be tlcxiblc. 
structured different ways in different places. tailored 
to the particular needs of each country involved. For 
example, a country could choose to have the com­
modite~ sold to pay for other important items or ser­
vices, like cooking equipn~ent, product storing. 

transportation or proces~ing. 
Global Food for Education will be unplemented 

1 

with the help and cooperation of the U.N's World 
Food Program and various private \'Oiuntary organi­
zations. We have yet to select the countries that will 
benefit But we will target places "'ith the most 1 

urgent need, and we will also he looking 10 help 
those who arc ~ illing to help themselves-nations 
willing to commit their own resources to the effort 
and nntions already working to expand across to 
basic education. 

Like any nutrition assistance effort. thi!. pilot pro­
gram b about more than just food. Becau"e food is 
the most of basic or human cssentiah. Global Food 
for Education could create something of a ripple 
effect, helping battle some of the other problems of 
the developing world. 

Jt will encOtnugc more children to stay in school 
and reduce dependence on child labor. It has the 
potential to raise academic performance and 
increase literacy rates, thus building human capital 
and creating a more skilled workforce. 

By furthering education, the programs could lead 
to expundcd democratic participation and therefore 
more rL"sponsive and uccountable public officials. 
Higher education and literacy rates can be an impor­
tant initial step in the prevention and treatment of 
AIDS. And it':- been demonstrated that \\hen young 
girl~ stay in school, they bear fewer children. So our 
pilot program could lead to more responsible family 
planning, and therefor~ sustainable population 
growth and improved environmental conditions. 

The L'nttcd States has an important stake in the 
Global f·ood for Education program. First, a:- a 
leader in the international communtt). I believe we 
have a humanitarian responsibility to fight world 
hunger and malnutrition. The program also repre­
sents a domC.'-lic economic opportunit). as it will 
help boost farm inrome and relic\ e our fanners of 
some of their 1\urpluses. We have to look at Global 
Food for EJucation a-. a long-term investment. 

I am optimistic that it ~ill he a ... uccess. I look 
fum·anl to attrncting more donors, including other 
developed eountries, and turning this into a penna­
nent effort, tlne that will both help people in need 
nnd serve American interests.

Till' dcbah.: ovc1 innHne-tax cu t ~ between 
George W. Bush and AI Gore renccts how far 
Americans have plunged in their understand-
ing of what i! means to he free. i 

If elected preo;idenl, Bush proposes to cut 
int.:omc taxes by $1.~ trillion. Gore is calling 
the plan "a tux cut for the rich" nnd has pro­
posed his own $500 nullion tax ~.:ut that pur­
ports to target the American middle class. 
The '4uabble ovct the details obscure~ the 
real is•;ue that the American people should be 
reflecting upon the meaning of human 
freedom. 

When the Con'>titution called the federal 
government into ex1stcnce in 1787, it failed 
to provide it with the power to levy taxec; on 
income. Thi<; wns not an oversight It was 
commonly understood that freedom entailed f. 
the absolute right to keep everything you 
earned. If government had the power to take 
the fruits of you1 c:~rnings, Americans once 
believed, then your pllsition was no different 
than that of a sJa,e. 

That nullon had been implicitly e,xprcssed 
II years before in the Declaration of 
Independence when Thomus Jefferson wrote 
that people were endowed by their Creator 
with certain unalienable rights and that 
among thc~c rights were life. Iibert), and the 
pursuit nf happincs)o. 

Each indh idual ts born with certain tal- -
cnts. qualities, characteri,tics and handicaps. 
In order to o;u~tain his life, he uses hb own t 
personal abilities to either produce the neccs­
~itic:-. of life htmself or acquire them hy enter­
ing into mutually beneficml exchange!> with 
others. fhe product of theo;e exchanges con­
stitute.., income to the people engaging in 
them. '1 hm •. mcome nghtrull) belongs to the 
person who ha~ camed it because it i~ a direct 
result of the value that other~ place on the 
abilities that he hrings to market.

1l1e Declaration of Independence and the 
Constitution invcru:d that hi~oottlrical relation- ~ 
ship between govemrncnt nnd citiicn. For the 
lirst time in hi~tory. people restrained the 
power of government to ~cizc any or all of 
their income. Tlms. for n1on.: than 125 years. 
the American people, unlike all other people 
in history, were fn.:e to accumulate unlimited 
amount~ of wealth anti there wa~ nothing 
their government could do about it. 

Therefore. it is impossible to overstate the 
revolutionary significance of the Sixteenth 
Amendment. ~hich was enacted in 191J and 
which gmnted the federal govemmcnt the 
power to levy taxes on mcome. From that 
point on. the relationship between govern­
ment and citi1cn was inverted back to the 
age-old model of government a' sovereign • 
and cititen [Is servant Because what mat­
tered \\ ns not whethc1 the particular percent­
age of the tax was high or low out rather that 
government hnd the power to ~et the percent­
age. 

For e,>,ample. let's assume that I hnH~ the 
power to force you to work for me ami that I 
exercise that power b) requiring you to work 
24 hours a da). 365 days a yt•ar, form~. You 
would acknowkdgc that our relationship

A picture of Jeanine :-t~:c:ompamed the 
artick. •md, being a mother. su .. an thought 
the picture was more provocative than she 
would have preferred. Actually, I thought 
the picture was beautiful and l'aptured a 
glamorous innocence like Audrey Hepburn 
or Natalie Wood. 

Jeanine designs original Jewelry for the 
top stnrs, such as Harri~on Ford, Mick 
Jagger, Susan Sardndon, Wynonna Rider, 
Seal, and Jessica Lange, just to name a few. 
Along with the article, Susan wrote her own 
personal critique that I found absolutely fas­
cinating. 

1 thought it was particularly timely 
because of all the emphasis that everyone-­
including the presidential candidates-are 
putting on innovative learning techniques. 
And 1 thought you might enjoy reading 
about someone who pursued her dreams and 

won. 
"Dear Sara, 
"Here is the San Fnmdsro Magazine 

with Jeanine in it. II is all sort of amating to 
us that this is happening tn her: she says 
some days it 1s like she is living in a dream. 
Every day there i!' a new phone call. a new 
connection. She worked ~o hard fm so long 
with onJy her dreams of the future, and now 
they ~em to be coming true. 

-·It is odd seeing her in print like thi.;, I 
look at the picture and il is like they have 
created another 'Jeanine," a per~on who 
belong~ to the media. To me, she is ~till my 
little girl who played endlessly with her 
dollhou~c all by herself. an onl) child who 
was fascinated by tiny things. She C\'Cn had 
a pel mouse at one lime who lived in the 
dollhouse. and she would bring him tiny 
pieces of turkey on Thanksgiving and make 
him sit al a tin)' table. We used to call her 
dollhouse •Tecnsic Plaza.' 

"Now she make~ tiny things that are not 
so far away from the tiny accessories she 
made for her dolls. She once made them a 
set of tiny little books. along with tiny pen­
cils that really could write. I think the whole 
'impossibly small handwriting' ... tarted 
there. 

"But the interesting thing is that when 
she wa~ little and we v.ere w:ry poor. her 
doll house was just a piece of wood that one 
of the carpenters gave me from the scene 
shop at the theater. She had to create th_e 
whole place in her mind She even had It 

worked out where the steps were and where 
the upper and lower levels started and 
stopped. 

''When she finally was given a ·real' 
doll house, she didn't want to use · it; she 
liked the one that demanded her imagination 
more. My friends, all of them struggling in 
those days, would bring her little things for 

( 

her dollhouse. and when people came over 
for rehearsals or parties, c,·cryhody always 
wanted,. to visit 'Tcensic Plaza.· 

"They would troop into her hedroom and 
then~ she was. with her cat 'Lady.' who was 
really a male (but who knew'!)_ We found 
him scratching at the screen door one night. 
let him in. and he v.as named Lady and 
ans\\cred to it all his day,_ A little ~olitary 
child with a piece of wood for her doll­
house, full of tiny things. most ofv.hich she 
had made herself because we did not have 
the money for high-priced 'miniatures.' 

"'When I look at the picture of that little 
g1rl in the magazine, l remember the child 
who concentrated so hard and was dreaming 
and thinking the whole time she made little 
Lmy books and penci1s for a pet mouse and 
little dolls. I think that often we don't rl•al­
ize how important play is to children. It is 
their work. 

"! am not talking about watching MTV 
m video games. but real creative play that 
involves using the imagination and trans­
fOiming ordinary things into the ~olreams and 
visions of children. We rush them here <md 
there, we shuffle them off to baseball games 
and dance class. but it is tremendously 
important that we allow them the space to 
really play, because that is the same c;pace in 
which they dream. And sometimes dreams 
come true. 

''When J see the picture of Jeanine, I 
think of the hard times when I was a 17-
year-old mother, later raising her alone fmm 
the time she was two yean; old When the 
politicians talk about teen mothers and how 
they and their children don't have a chance. 
I always want them to hear the story of 
Jeanine. who survived and triumphed over 
impossible odds, who taught herself how to 
weld and design and read books to team her 
art fonn. 

• 
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"Our society places a high value on the 
forn1al degree; we have little respect for lhe 
'clf-tnught. the 'auto didact.' Jeamnc has a 
high school diploma. but she knows more 
ahout keeping book-> and advertising and 
how to weld metal than anybody I know, 
because these things mattered to ber and she 
wanted to learn them. she had to learn them 
to make her dreams come true. 

"So it is interesting to look at the glam­
orous image on the page in the San 
Francisco ~agazine. It will be t!ven more 
intere~ting to see the way People Magazine 
portrays her. It is hard for me to belie\e 
some days that v. hen I call her oftice and a 
wcll·modulated voice 'ays 'Good morning, 
Jeanine Payer' that the voice is welcoming 
rne to her business, and that her name means 
more than just herself. 

"1 suppose as a mother I will get used to 
it, but I ha\'e to admit, it is a strange journey. 
and I am not used to it yet We laugh about 
how my students used to call her ·Mrs. 
Susan Stauter's daughter' because of the 
way the two words rhyme. Nowadays. I am 
•Jeanine Payer's mother: 

"And we laugh about Teensie Plaza: we 
tell people that dollhouses can really pa) 
off. But we arc only joking. Because the 
image that I am always left with is of a little 
girl sitting in a room quietly arranging and 
rearranging tiny things on a piece of wood. 
'topping to make little things out Qf bit5 of 
paper and clay and carefully adding them to 
the mix. I never dreamed that the piece of 
wood the carpenter gave me that day would 
be the launching pad. 

"And I never could have imagined that 
the tittle girl in the flannel nightgown would 
be the glamorous woman on the page in the 
magazine. h does feel like a dream some­
days."

Gloria li,es on the hill and 
was too far away to get the 
hcen~;e number, and was too 
!'hocked to yell at the man {not 
that it would have done any good, 
except to make her feel better). 
She does know it wns u small blue 
car, possibly a Chcvcttc, and has a 
fair description of the man. 

The dog ran out of sight behind the 
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car. and Gloria had not seen it !';inee. When 
she described it, however, I rccogn11ed it 
immediately ns the small black-and-tan 
mixed breed I had seen several times thi~ 
week. 1 thought it mLISt belong to one of 
the neighbors, since I onl} saw it occa­
sionall). 

It doesn't do any good to question ho\\ 
someone could do this; we know all· too 
well that it happens. and happen!> more 
often than we care to admit. I am abo well 
aware that this man likely has rctumcd 
home to behave the same way Hmard hi:. 
wife and children. 

And v.hat a slap in God's lace! To abuse 
His creations in His front door! (Not 

that where it happened is really 
important, hut it seems tn 
naunt disre~pect). 

The dog is ~afe now, and 
sheltered. She i!o. very loving 

and swcct when she hus 
every n:nson to be t)thcr­

wise. We arc calling her 
"Lace," after an abused 

ch1ld "'ho was .1 chamc 
tcr 10 the Mitford 

cries of books. She 
will no longer huve 
anything to fear 
lrom the human" m 
whom she puts her 
trust. We really 
don' t deserve dogs. 

Before my blood 
pressure gets so high 
the top of my head 

blows off. rm .;witching 
to a discuo;sion of what 
can be done about 
things like this. In 
Gloria's ca~c. there prob-
ably wa~n't anything 
else 'he could have 
done, since she 
could not read the 
license plate and did 
not recognize the man. 
This is a violation of the 
law, however, and it is ~omcthing that can 
and should be prosecuted. 

The Kentuck) State Law which cover" 
thi.; is found in KRS 525.125 (a). which 
states in part: ''A person is guilty ol crul'l­
ty to animals in the second degree 
when ... he intentionally or wamonly suh· 
jects any animal to 01 causes CIUCI 01 inju­
rious mi-.treatmcnt through abandon­
ment ... " 

Cruelty to anunals in the: second degree 
h a Clas~ A misdemeanor. It is punishabk 
by up to one year in prison and/or a $500 
fine. 

If you witne's an act of cruelty or know 
of ongoing neglect or mistreatment of ani­
mals, you have several opti(lns. Either the 
Sheriff's office or the State Police can be 
contacted, and they will often invc,tigate. 
Alternatively, you can work through the 
County Attorney· s office to obtain a war· 
rant. 

The downside is that you do have to get 
involved if you want to follow through 
with prosecution. There has to be evidence 
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and/or tc-.umony as !o the abuse or 
neglect. you can't really make a 

complaint and not follow through 
\\ ith it. 

The legal system can only do so 
much on its own. 
Al-.o. realize that the police are 

usually dealing "ith many other press 
ing mattl.'r~. Animal crueltv cases tend 
to become low priority. not because the 

polke arc unsympathetic. but because 
traditional!). these Ca!-.cs are started with 

an emotional llurl). and then fizzle out as 
the witnesses contemplate having to testi­
fy. 

Plca:-c keep in mind !hat an abused uni­
mal often is a red 11ag that spousal/child 
nhust.' is also occurring in that family. It 
wouldn't hurt to put in a call to Social 
Service" too, C">pccially if children are pre­
scm. This agency is also overworked, and 
may not he .tble to inve~tigate without 
mure concrete evidence, but they have 
been alerted. and the call mav add evi-
dence to an ongoing case. • 

Many communities have begun to usc 
cro:-.s-rcporting between Animal Control 
nnd Social Services worker-. for the bene 
fit of both agencies. 

Violence and abuse arc out there: they 
are all mound us. At o;omc point you wiU 
probabl) have to deal with them on some 
level. A~ long as people are outraged when 
they sec a Jog being kicked, realize that 
something should be done, and have the 
courage to do something when they can, 
there is hope for us as a species.

Mailer also helped found the 
Village Voice and for two 
years wrote a column 
expounding his philosophy 
of "hip" or "American exis~ 

tentialism"-a form of 
rebellion for a generation 
tl1reatened by nuclear war. 

Mailer won his firs! 
Pulitzer Prize with ''The 
Armies of the Night" 
( 1968). His second came in 
1980 for "The Executioner's 
Song·· ( 1979). an acount of 
convicted murderer Gary 
Gilmore. 

Mailer has led an active 
personal and professional 
lift!. Married six times and 
the father of nine childreu, 
he ran for mayor of New 
York in I 969 and has con-

tinued to write prolifically. 
Now approaching 80. 
Mailer still lives in 
Brooklyn. where he grew 
up.
