No serious injuries were reported
following an accident involving a
school bus after Monday afternoon.

was by telephone. He termed the
reason the daughter had not been in
contact with her mother “a personal
matter” between the two.

The complaint called Castle's
alleged action, “A manipulative.
deceptive and outrageous tactic
designed to cause (Spradlin) 1o pro-
vide information about ... Murray’s
alleged activities.”

The sequence of events caused
Spradiin “severe emotional harm
and suffering,” the complaint con-
tends.

Spradlin had been seeking judg-
ment against Castle and the city “for
their outrageous conduet, including
compensatory and punitive dam-
ages.”

The complaint accused Castle of
purposely lying to the mother,
including saying he was working
with the Federal Bureau of
Investigation on the girl’s disap-
pearance.

The complaint also said that
Kentucky State Police Trooper
Mickey Watson subsequently filed
an administrative complaint with
his superiors “concerning Castle's
inappropriate interference” with
Watson's investigation of the miss-
ing person filing by Spradlin.

In addition to the $40,000 settle-
ment, the defendants will also be
responsible for paying costs associ-
ated with impaneling a jury to hear
the case, Pillersdorf said Monday.

U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers, who is a
senior member of the House
Appropriations Committee and had
the money included in the budget,
said 1n a statement Monday that the
project will reshape Martin's future.

“The approval of this funding
makes it official — the important
flood work in the town of Martin
can begin this year,” Rogers said in
the statement. “This federal invest-
ment in flood control is helping to
turn around the economic prospects
of southern and eastern Kentucky.
Protecting our homes and business-
es from devastating flood waters is
a key way we attract investment in
new businesses and new jobs."

In addition to the floodplain pro-
ject, the budget also includes $4
million for Rogers’ PRIDE initia-
tive, $4 million for U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers to build new
wastewater projects in the region,

and $66.4 million for the
Appalachian Regional
Commission.

Ignoring
the boycott

There is a crack in the Republican boycott of inteérim
legislative committee meetings. Those Republican House
members who have decided to buck their party’s leader-
ship and attend “informational meetings™ in Frankfort will
begin the next session of the General Assembly more
informed and better prepared for action.

The joint House and Senate committees that regularly
meet between the regular sessions of the General
Assembly have not been meeting because of a political
conflict between the Democratic leadership in the House
of Representatives and the Republican leadership in the
Senate.

The power struggle is not about the largely powerless
interim committees. It is about three influential commit-
tees that meet year-round to review what Senate President
David Williams called “the gravy train” of the executive
branch — contracts, projects and regulations.

Senate Republicans are demanding a majority on one of
the three. House Democrats, who control them all. have
refused. On this issue, we agree with the Republicans.
Since they control the Senate, it is reasonable for
Republicans to expect a majority of seats on one of three
key joint committees. However, this disagreement should
not prevent the formation of the interim committees.

With no approved committees, the House Democrats
have been having “informational meetings.” To the sur-
prise of some, a handful of Republican representatives
have attended recent meetings on such subjects as work-
ers’ compensation, the budget, agriculture and natural
resources.

Anyone who stays away will be “less informed and less
prepared,” Rep. Steve Nunn, R-Glasgow, said.

Rep. Bo Ausmus, R-Middlesboro, said he was elected
“to represent Bell and Leslie counties under any circum-
stances.”

Nunn and Ausmus are right. To boycott the sessions is
to deny them important information and to deny their con-
stituents a voice in what is part of the legislative process.

One way or another this political struggle should be set-

If voters approve an amendment calling for annual ses-
sions of the General Assembly, then legislators will be
back in Frankfort in February, and if the gridiock contin-
ues, they will be less prepared.

And even if the amendment is rejected, Gov. Paul
Patton has promised to call a special session on solid waste
early next year,

We commend those Republican legislators who have
chosen to stay involved and informed instead of playing
politics.

Parents need to be involved in
finding solutions for schools

Editor:

Over the past decades, 1 have been vehemently
critical of the Floyd County School System and espe-
cially of past school boards. Indeed. | have been
accused by school board members of being instru-
mental in causing the state Board of Education 10 take
control of the system. However, I can only wish that |
could claim that hanor,

But like many Floyd County citizens, I am some-
times guilty of throwing the baby out with the bath-
water. This trait is reflected in my recent criticism of
what I perceived as a lack of the school board to make
progress to correct problems of instruction in the sys-
tem.

I taught advanced math in high school for many
years, as well as in our community colleges. Thus, 1
see and view our schools through the eyes of a
teacher. To me, there is po substitute for a capable
teacher and a siudent willing to leam. And | have
pounded hard on this theme in our newspaper, our
radio and television station.

Throughout these years, and despite my inlense
involvement, I did not understand the almost total
chaotic system the present school board inherited.
The school system owned hundreds of thousands of
dollars worth of property not even identified on the
system’s property list or known to the schools. School
property was identified sometimes when someone
came to the board and wanted 1o purchase the land, In
some instances, school teachers had 16 years of expe-
rience in the system, but did not have a personnel file
in the central office. The school system had to call the
teachers to obtain their employment dates. School
buildings were in miserable disrepair and the system
had perhaps one-and-a-half times more classroom
space than needed.

During the tenure of the mcumbent school board,
these and other “things-related problems' have been
resolved and corrected.

This brings us (o the problem of instruction and the
miserable showing our students make on the state
tests, We now must address the problem of teachers
who do not teach or are incapable of teaching, and
also principals incapable of establishing a learning
environment in their schools. We have teachers whose
attendance records in their classroom are worse than
their students. When a teacher is absent, a substifute
teacher is hired to replace him or her, which amounts
to little more than a babysitting sitnation. These prob-
lems must now be corrected, even if it harelips hell, to
(uote a common mountain phrase.

Some weeks ago, 1 wrote that "we have met the
enemy and they i& us." This is tragically all too true.
The parents of our school children seem to have the
family mstincts of dinosaurs — they simply bear their
children and let them fend for themselves: Very few
attend parent-teacher meetings and few attend school
board meetings. | would guess that most do not even
know the name of their children’s teachers,

I ask you as parents to get involved, Go to the par-
ent-teacher meetings and school board meetings,
Demand fo know why vour child’s teacher is absent
from his elassroom, if such is the case. Give the
school board your support as they attempt 10 correct
these “personnel problems.” Solving the property and
organizational problems took time, but was largely a
business problem. Solving the instruction problem,
involving teachers and pringipals, will be the battle of
Armageddon. Get involved. Your children's future is
at stake.

The $9 trillion
federal budget

George Bush would spend more on a tax
cut for the wealthiest 1 percent than he
would spend on Social Security, health care,
education, and the armed forces combined.

Vice President Al Gore said that, or
something like it, hundreds of times in the
debates and on the campaign stump. Just
once I'd like to see Governor Bush say to
the American people, “Apparently, Vice
President Gore cannot understand the dif-
ference between cutting taxes and spending
money. If he cannot make even that elemen-
tary distinction, how can he be entrusted
with the presidency?”

Alas, Governor Bush can’t say it because
he himself doesn’t understand the point.
That's the mess we find ourselves in. It
doesn’t get any more basic that this, folks:
Governmeni can spend your money or it can
let you keep it. The first option is called
“spending,” the second “tax cutting.” The
categories logically cannot overlap.
Government either takes that hard-won dol-
lar out of your pocket or it doesn't.

That’s not what happens in Al Gore's
world. For the veep, when the government
abstains from taking a dollar from you, that
is a form of spending, which competes with
all other possible forms of spending. It may
well decide that there are better uses for that
dollar, Gore thinks there are plenty of uses
better than whatever purpose to which you
would dedicate that dollar.

Indeed, his running mate, Sen. Joseph
Lieberman, said that “spending™ the money
on a tax cut would “be a waste of that

'

money.” In his own debate with GOP vice .

presidential candidate Dick Cheney,
Lieberman said the wealthy shouldn’t get a
tax cut because “they don't need it." If only
Cheney had turned to him and said, *When
did this country enshrine Marx's principle
‘to each according to his need'"? (Actually,
the answer is: “Long ago."”) | guess that
would have been criticized in the media as a
mean-spirited attack;

The implications of Goere and
Lieberman’s outlook are astounding. If cut-
ting a tax is equivalent to spending money,
then it must be true that the government is
also spending whatever money it does not
now take from the taxpayers. After all, it
could have taxed that money and used it in
other ways. Therefore, its decision not to
tax it is, in Gore's logic, an expenditure.

In other words, the government's real
budget is more than $9 trillion, the gross
domestic product of the United States. The
government owns all income and graciously
lets us keep some of it. But the amount we
may keep is subject to change at any time,

There is one problem with the Gore
worldview: The money he wants to spend
belongs to someonie! Surely, his mother told
him during his privileged childhood that
money doesn’t grow on trees. It's the result
of effort and ingenuity. A dollar taxed is
first a dollar earned by someone. Is that pro-
ducer to receive no consideration in the
matter? Gore and Lieberman may respond
that the wealthy don't need their money, but
no self-respecting American, who aspires to
be wealthy, would accept that shameful
answer.

I wish 1 could say that Governor Bush
understands what Vice President Gore does
not, Alas, he shows almost no sign of such
understanding. When he says, “The surplus
is the people’s money,” it sounds as though
he understands. But “the people’s money”
can also be interpreted in a collectivist way.

Al Gore responds o Bush’s slogan by
saying, “It's also the people's Social
Security and the people’s health care and
the people’s education.” I haven't heard
Bush's rebuttal. But he'll have a hard time
coming up with one, since he too believes
the government should provide pensions,

ealth care, and education.

If two people accept the same premises,
the most consistent one will tend to win the
arguments. Gore is certainly the more con-
sistent collectivist.

But contrary 1o the vice president, the
government does not have first claim on the
wealth that Americans create. Nor does it
have the right to usurp the right of each of
us to live according to his own purposes.
Has the welfare state so corrupted the
American spirit that we are willing to
embrace those profoundly un-American
ideas?

increase was floored, despite the
efforts of Dotson and District | mem-
ber, Johnnie Ross

Four umes, motions for increases
came up. Ross moved for a 2.5 per-
cent increase, with Dotson providing
a second. The team of Stumbo,
Stumbo and Mullins said, “No."

Dotson moved for a two percent
increase, and Ross seconded the
motion, but the o voted no. The
outcome was the same when Ross
proposed 1.5 percent and then
Dotson one percenl.

Finally, Mullins moved to accept
the compensating rate which is
apparently the standard rate that is
normally approved. Financial direc-
tor Matt Wireman said it will amount
to an increase of about four cents per
$100 assessment.

This time, Jeff Stumbo, Ross and
Dotson voted against the measure
with Carol Stumbo and Mullins in
favor. Dotson, however, decided to
change his vote, “to get it off the
table,” he said.

The move will force cutbacks in
as yet undetermined areas.

The debate over the taxes was
heated throughout. Ross contended
the absence of protest al the hearing
proved the public is not averse to the
increase. He added that he had not
received one call concerning the pro-
posal,

“I have heard from people that we
have enough money,” said Carol
Stumbo, “but we need to focus on
education. [ think the clear proof that
money has not made a difference is (o
look at the test scores.”

The board also moved to table a
request from Shenff John K.
Blackburn to raise his tax collection
fee from two percent Lo four percent,
which is the figure used in surround-
Ing counties.

Before the tax hearing, the board
heard from architect Joe Jones who
presented drawings for a proposed
addition at John M. Stumbo
Elementary School at Grethel. The
construction would add a gymnasi-
um. music room, hibrary and several
classrooms to ease overcrowded and
substandard conditions at the school.

Jones estimated the construction
cost to be a little more than $2.7 mil-
lion, which prompted Dotson to
question why construction estimates
tend — in his opinion — always to be
close to whatever available funds are.

Counseling for the Elderly (TCE)
programs. Volunteers helped more
than 100,000 people in Kentucky
and Tennessee during the 2000 tax
filing season.

Volunteers come from all walks
of life—retirees, college students,
accountants, attorneys, and others—
but they all have one thing in com-
mon: They want (o help make taxes
less taxing for people in their com-
munity.

The award recognizes the cabinet's
work. on illegal damps, roadside
litter and the improper disposal of
household sewage, through a vari-
ety of efforts during the past four
years.

“1 am pleased to receive this
award on behalf of not only the
1,600 employees of our cabinet but
also on behalf of the thousands of
volunteers who have helped us
clean up Kentucky,” Bickford said.
“While we have made significant
progress, more work remains to be
done.”

The cabinet has used field
inspectors and hidden surveillance
cameras to catch illegal dumpers,

Physician
provides care
to women

When Angela Maggard was a lit-
tle girl, she enjoyed hearing stories
from her grandmother, Oma Smith
Jent, about her mother, Vina Bell
Smith, a midwife in Knott, Perry
and Letcher counties, As she lis-
tened about her travels and deliver-
ing babies, Angela always knew she
would grow up to deliver babies
someday, too.

Now, Angela is doing what she
always knew she would, As an OB-
GYN physician with Big Sandy
Health Care Inc., she provides
women'’s health care at three clinics
in eastern Kentucky.

“My grandmother felt like what
was important was helping women
having babies and throughout their
lives, Dr. Maggard said. “My
work, it's the kind of thing you
grow up hearing stories about and it
just feels comfortable and right, I
remember playing doctor with my
cats and dogs when 1 was little,
Mom says I was about 3 when |
started talking about being a doc-
tor.”

After graduating Breathitt
County High School, Maggard went
to Transylvania University, then to
the University of Kentucky Medical
School. Last June, she completed
her OB-GYN residency at UK-
Chandler Medical Center. Then,
deciding to come back to eastern
Kentucky was an easy decision.

“I always knew [ wanted to come
back and work where 1 grew up,”
Maggard said. “There’s a shortage
of OB-GYNs in eastern Kentucky.
Most women have had to go to
Lexington for their prenatal care.
That’s a long drive. Now, I'm at the
Hope Family Medical Center in
Salyersville providing women care
close to home.”

In addition to Hope, Maggard
also see patients at Big Sandy
Health Care’s other clinics in Mud
Creek, Shelby Valley and
Prestonsburg Community College.
She has hospital privileges in
Prestonsburg, as well, for delivering
babies and providing other care.

“When 1 first heard about the
opportunity to work for Big Sandy
Health Care, I couldn’t believe it. It
was a chance for me to return to
eastern Kentucky and also to help
women who did not have insurance
or money to pay regular doctors’
fees,” Maggard said. “With Big
Sandy's sliding scale fees, it allows
me to worry about the patients and
the care they need instead of dealing
with insurance companies and
HMOs, | can give women the care
they need close to home.”

During her residency at UK
Hospital, Maggard saw the results
of a lack of routine gynecological
care,

“We would have women only 30
years old coming in, dying of cervi-
cal cancer,” Maggard recalled.
“Either they were afraid of going to
the doctor, or they didn’t have the
money, or it just wasn’t something
they thought about. But we could
have saved them if they had their
annual pap smears. It just killed me
each time,”

educate women throughout Big
Sandy’s service area about the need
to have an annual pap smear and
breast exam.

“In some eastern Kentucky
counties, the incidence of cervical
cancer is higher than in some Third
World  countries,”  Maggard
explained. “1 hope to change that.”

Maggard said she hopes to make
Big Sandy's OB-GYN department
grow “to be like Mountain
Comprehensive Corporation  in
Whitesburg. It is great. The folks
there have been very successful
bringing out women who didn’t get
their pap smears regularly.

“Most days when I go to work, I
feel amazed that someone pays me
to do what I do. I get to be part of
the most important thing that ever
happens to a person, for both the
mother and the child — giving birth
and being born. And the continuity
of care 1 experience here is very
rewarding. I get a chance to know
patients well when they come in for
their regular check-ups, so that if
something bad happens to them
later, we already have a relation-
ship. That can be very important. I
can be there and help them through
a bad pregnancy or miscarriage, and
then later be there again for another
pregnancy that goes smoothly and
ends joyfully,

“Also, whole families of women
come in together. Maybe I'll deliver
a baby for the daughter, do a hys-
terectomy for the mother, and do a
routine pap smear for the grand-
mother. They all tell me stories and
I grow to know the whole family.”

Dr. Maggard said she plans to
stay in eastern Kentucky throughout
her career.

“My husband, John Finney of
Carmel, Ind., has relocated here and
has been a sales manager for
Johnson and Johnson for over 10
years. My dad, Jim Maggard, was
the state representative from
Breathitt County for 16 years, and
he and my mom, Yvonne Jent
Maggard are still in the area.

After more than a year of plan-
ning, organizing, raising money
and jumping through assorted
hoops. a Big Brothers Big Sisters
of Big Sandy (BBBSBS) organiza-
tion is about to start up.

Orgamizers expect to have for-
mal approval from Big Brothers
Big Sisters of America within the
month and to begin the matchup of

first of the year.

An estimated 5.000 children in
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin,
Pike and Knott counties live in sin-
gle parent households and are, thus,
eligible to have a Big Brother or
Big Sister. according to Frances
Justice, program director.

“We're starting to recruit volun-
teers.” Justice said. “We're looking
for businesses- o  encourage
employees to volunteer,”

Essentially, the organization
links children considered at-risk

with adults who will serve as role
models, mentors and friends, help-
ing the young people to gain confi-
dence in themselves and to broaden
their life experience.

The local organization is being
sponsored initially by Mountain
Comprehensive Care  Center
(MCCC), with plans to become
independent within a few years.

A steering committee of educa-
tors, social service workers and
business people from the six-coun-
ty area was formed to get the local
organization going and to serve as a
board of directors as national
requirements are met.

A two-year grant for initial oper-
ations was secured through
Community Collaborations for
Children, with help from Big
Sandy Area Development District.
BBBSBS has been approved by
United Way.

BBBS offers two Kkinds of
involvement from volunteers.

In what is known as the commiu-
nity program, volunteers are asked
to spend three to five hours a week
with their “Little Brother” or
“Sister,”" with a commitment of at
least one year. The adult volunteers
spend time with the child in his or
her home, doing such activities as
reading, playing games or talking,
as well as doing external actiyities.
such as bowling, going to movies
or athletic events, visiling muse-
ums and parks, or shopping.

“(The contact) doesn’t have to
be anything big and exciting,”
Justice said. “It can be as simple as

around Lowe’s.”

The volunteer, under the com-
munity program, also meets at least
once a month with the child’s par-
ent.

Justice stresses that the volun-
teer “is not a baby sitter, nor a
Santa Claus or replacement par-
ent.” Rather, she said, the volunteer
augments and assists the parent in
providing positive experiences;

The other type of volunteer
involvement is the school-based
program. Here, the volunteer
spends one hour a week with the
child in the child's school. perhaps
over lunch or working together dur-
ing a Study hall or in"anafter school
progrim.

Involvement by a child in Big
Brothers Big Sisters must be initiat-
ed by the parent. Justice said par-
ents may call her office if they
would like to explore the possibili-

ty of their child participating in the
program. :

The organization sSponsors
detailed orientation sessions for
parents, volunteers and children, so
that each is thoroughly Ffamiliar
with what is expected.

Volunteers, Justice said, are
carefully screened, including hav-
ing a criminal background check
In addition, she said, children aré
counseled to talk with their case-
worker if the arrangement is not
working.

To be a Big Brother Big Sister
volunteer, participants must be at
least 18 years old, have their own
transportation, have lived in one of
the six counties for at least six
months, and submit 10 a criminal
background check and a driving
record check,

Good News — Surveys
show Americans proudly
serve community

What do you envision when you
think of jury duty? If you are like
many, you may initinlly see it as a
nuisance—an inferruption. of your
daily schedule and a disruption: of
your productive life.

But, if you are like the jurors
polled 104 recent survey, that feeling
of annoyance quickly disappears
once seated on a jury.

That's nght—two new surveys
about jurors show that on the whole,
those who serve on juries are positive
about their experience. and their time
spent on juries serves their communi-
ties well

“It is an experience that will stay
with me,” said one juror in a survey
by the publication Lawyers Weekly,

“This is a very interesting, very
emotionally intense experience,”
said another juror. “T always come
awiry from it feeling quite patriotic
and proud of our system, which gives
such power and responsibility to its
citizens.”

Fhe Lawyers Weekly project gave
Massachusetts jurors: questionnaires
with open-ended questions designed
o ehieit candid comments, In addi-
Massachuselts Superior
Count judges were asked to respond
10 questions.

Fhe comments of the judges
seemed o match those of the jurors,
One of the judges said in the survey
that she was “not at all surprised by
the results. Talking 1o jurors after a
trial, I can’t remember a single time
when juror said that he was unsatis-
fied with the process...even though
they might have tried to get out of
domng i.”

And these comnients by jurors
and judges generally mateh those of
another survey undertaken by the
Dallas Morning News.

In March 2000. the newspaper
joined with the Southern Methodist
school of Law o question judges on
their opinion of the state of the civil
justice system. The response was
overwhelmingly positive,

marks...Overwhelmingly.. judges
said they have great faith in juries to
solve complicated issues.”

Among some of the other find-
ings; 59.9 percent believe that, in
general, the average juror under-
stands the legal and evidentiary
issues in cases moderately well, and
33.5 percent believe that, in general,
the average juror understands the
legal and evidentiary issues very
well; 92.1 percent agree with jury
verdicts in their cases most of the
time, and another 4.7 percent agree
with jury verdicts in their cases all of
the time.

That juries serve their
communities, and they serve them
well. It’s good news, since serving on
a jury is one of our most potent
opportunities (o practice democracy.

Food prices up five percent .

Consumers are seeing only
modest increases in food prices
this year, although pork has been
going hogwild in recent months,
according to Kentucky Farm
Bureau's quarterly marketbasket
survey,

The October survey at super-
markets throughout the state
shows a five percent increase from
a year ago in the average cost for
the 40 popular food products, but a
dramatic increase in pork prices
over the past six months. Since
April, the average cost for the five
pork products has risen by 16 per-
cent, including by 12 percent dur-
ing the most recent quarter,

On average, a pound of pork
chops was 72 cemts higher in
October than in July, while a two-
pound roll of sausage was up by
45 cents and a pound of smoked
ham was 51 cents above the previ-
ous report. Bacon actually fell by
seven cents a pound while ribs
were only slightly higher.

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture attributes the pork
pricing trend to tighter supplies,
Following two consecutive record
years, pork production is expected
to decline by about three percent
this year. Farmers are reaping the
dividends of this supply-and-
demand scenario as market prices
are well above a year earlier.

September price for hogs was up
seven cents 8 pound from this time
last year, and in August, was
another two cents higher, accord-
ing to the Kentucky Agricultural
Statistics Seryice.

USDA has predicted a seven
percenl increase in retail pork
prices this year, but just a two per-
cent nse in overall food costs.
Kentdacky, however, has been
showing incredses above the
national levels.

Higher energy prices have not
yet translated into higher food
prices, but could in the months
ahead, said USDA economist
Annette L. Clauson.

“Transportation and energy
costs are fairly smrall components
of the total food marketing bill,”
she said. “However, if higher ener-
gy costs persist for Lthe remainder
of the year and the inflation rate
remains over three percent, the
forecast increase of 2.3 percent for
all food could in¢h up another
two-tenths of a percentage point.”

For the third quarter of this
year, the average total cost for the
40 items surveyed rose by 3.5 per-
cent, with 24 items going down
and 16 going up.

Besides the pork  products,
other big gainers includéd chicken

breasis (up 37 cents a pound), rib-
eye steak (up 34 cents a pound),
Amerncan cheese (up 15 cents for
a 24-slice package), lettuce (up 28
cents a head) and a loaf of whole
wheat bread (up 15 cents),

On the lower end, both chicken
cut fryers and cheddar cheese were
down 23 cenis a pound. a 12-
ounce package of frozen corn was
down 12 cents and a loaf of white
bread was 16 cents below the July
average.

The averages for the beef and
dairy products surveyed were vir-
tually unchanged over the three-
month period while produce was
up nearly four percent and pouliry
and eggs rose by three percent.

In the past 20 years alone, U.S.
coal mine explosions have claimed
92 lives, 54 of them in the Winter
Alert months from October through
March. The worst of coal mine
explosions in U.S. history Killed
362 coal miners in December 1907,
The worst coal mine disasters in the
past 50 years were the December
1951 Orient No. 2 mine explosion
near West Frankfort, Illinois, with
119 deaths, and the November
1968, Consol No. 9 Mine explosion
near Farmington, West Virginia,
with 78 fatalities.

“H's critical to double check
your four lines of defense: Follow
the mine’s approved ventilation
plan; make thorough examinations
for methane and other hazards; keep
potential ignition sources out of
working-face areas; and apply rock
dust in all areas of the mine,”
McAteer said,

In the winter months, large drops
in barometric pressure can permit
potentially explosive methane to
migrate from worked-out areas of
an underground coal mine (o areas
where miners work or travel. This
increases the risk that an explosive
mixture of air and methane may
come together with an ignition
source, touching off an explosion.

Also in winter, cold dry air enter-
ing underground coal mines dries
out the coal dust. Coal dust
becomes harder to control and may
contribute 1o explosion hazards.

*All four lines of defense are
essential, and there is one potential
ignition source that we can com-
plerely eliminate from underground
coal mines—smoking materials,”
McAteer said. “Since 1990, three
fatal explosions were caused by
smoking materials. We want to
remind coal mine operators that
they must have adequate search
programs o make sure no smoking
materials are carried underground,
ever. This is literally a matter of life
and death,

“Just as we've done in the past
several years, we will place special
emphasis on enforcement of venti-
lation requirements and smoking
prohibition.” said McAteer.

In the past two years MSHA has
