Woman’s crafts comfort
youngest victims of divorce

Attending Family Court can be a stressful time for
those children who find themselves caught in the mid-
dle between feuding parents and well-meaning social
workers. It can be a time of confusion riddled with
doubts. The child involved often wonders, “Who can |
trust?” and, “Is all this commotion my fault?”

Family Court Judge Julie Paxton says she does all
she can to calm these doubts and to erase any fears. It
can be tough, at times, to break through the silence and
develop a rapport with the children. Judge Paxton said
she wants each child in her court to know that they can
trust her, that she is there to help bring calm days and
stability into their often troubled lives.

She has an ally in this mission to help the children.
Her name 1s Cecelia Parks, or as Judge Paxton calls her,
“Lou.”

Parks has been aiding Judge Paxton in developing a
trusting relationship with her young court participants
for about two vears and Paxton said that her contribu-
tion has been an invaluable service to her
office.

Parks creates what Judge Paxton
affectionately calls “Lou Bears”. A
“Lou Bear™ is soft and simple, made
of muslin sheeting with a face that is
drawn on with the use of mugic
markers. It is topped off
with a simple red string
tie.

Judge Paxton
presents each
and every
child that has
cause to come
through her court with
a “Lou Bear”
She  said
that it
delights the
children,

be pre-schoolers, !
pre-teens or teenage adolescents. She
said that the bears are “perfect”,

“The design is just right,” said

She said that she already had a pattern to make a
simple teddy bear and she came up with the idea that
she could make a batch of bears for the children to
have and to take home with them.

Just one day after the new
year begins — and one year after
their last session ended —
Kentucky legislators will be back
in Frankfort to start work on the
state’s first annual session of the
General Assembly,

With such a short time to pre-
pare, legislators say this session
isn’t shaping up to. be on¢ with
many hot issues,

Yet.

By mid-December, there
were only 11 prefiled bills from
the Senate and three from the
House, including one that would
make the Appalachian dulcimer
the official musical instrument of
the state, according to the LRC
website.

*] don’t think there has bétn
any major effort to prepare any
legislation for this session,” said
Senate Majority Floor Leader

Dan Kelly. R-Springfield.

But the real question is how
long the session will stay that
limited, he said.

“Anybody can enter any bill
and we'll have 1o deal with ir.”

Gov. Paul Patton has already
told legislators that workers com-
pensation for coal miners and
state-wide mandatory garbage
collection are issues he would
like to see addressed by the
General Assembly, Kelly said.

And some of the other issues
that got lost in the shuffle during
last year's historic — and some-
times hectic — session will prob-
ably be brought back up. said
House Speaker Jody Richards,
D-Bowling Green.

Also, Richards said, some of
the bills that got passed last year,
like the DUI bill, which lowered
the state’s legal blood alcohol
limit from .10 to .08, will need
some tweaking during this ses-
sion,

“Society is so complex that
problems and opportunities don’t

take a 2l-month hijatus,”
Richards said.
Richards sponsored House

Bill 936 last year. The bill put a
constitutional amendment on this
year's ballot that would reyamp
the General Assembly’s schedule
from biannual to annual sessions.
In November, voters approved

the amendment.

During odd years. legislators
will meet for a sharter, 30-day
session. In even years, they will
hold their traditional 60-day ses-
sion.

“What it's going to do is give
us more time,” Richards said.
“Anyone who's been a close
observer of the General
Assembly knows we work such
long hours. especially at the
end.”

This year’s session, the first of
the new shortened versi 1. starts
Jan. 2. For four days, the legisla
tors will meet to form commil-
tees and introduce bills.

. Then on lan. 5. the session
will adjourn for about a month
while committees meet and more
bills can be drafted. That time is
nol considered in the General
Assembly’s 30 day time limit
because the House and the

The federally funded program
will focus on about 7,000 students
over an initial five-year period.

Prestonsburg, Prestonsburg
Community College and Pikeville
College.

In addition, some students —
those at high risk of dropping out
— will be paired with mentors
from area businesses, churches,
high schools and colleges. Where
possible, matches will be based on
the mentor's career and the stu-
dent’s career interest, and, in each
instance, the mentor will be
expected to provide friendship and
guidance to the students.

Among goals for the students
are to have at least 60 percent of
them taking a more “challenging
curriculum” to prepare for postsec-
ondary education, to decrease the
high school dropout rate by 20 per-
cent of more, and to increase both
on-time graduation rates and the
percentage of students going to
college or technical school.

Teachers working with the Gear
Up Program will receive additional
training to help them become more
knowledgeable in their fields and
to improve their teaching effective-
ness. Middle school teachers will
be teamed with college faculty, and
they will participate in profession-
al development provided by the
Kentucky Department of
Education.

Teachers will also work on
improving the curriculum at their
schools and making sure that what
is being taught at the middle school
level is closely aligned with the
high school curriculum to which
students will be transferring.

A primary goal for the teacher
component is to have at least three-
fourths of teachers participating in
high-quality professional develop-
ment and to have teachers involved
with keeping parents informed
about college and financial aid.

Gear Up includes a formal plan
for involving parents in their chil-
dren’s success. Parents will be

cation and will participate in work-
shops and other activities designed
to help them guide their children
more effectively.

Seniors reminded to protect
themselves from flu and pneumonia

Some people think immuniza-
tions are just for children, but
that's not correct. Every year,
thousands of adults die from flu-
and pneumonia-related illnesses -
both of which can often be pre-
yented with adult immunizations.

Influenza
Vaccination

During the flu season, seniors
are at an increased risk of develop-
ing the flu and related complica-
tions that can lead to hospitaliza-
lion or death. Studies show that
more than 90 percent of deaths
from flu occur in the elderly. Flu is
a respiratory disease caused by a
viral infection with symptoms that
include fever, chills. headache,
cough, sore throat and muscle
aches. A flu shot is necessary
every vedr because the virus that
causes the illness changes.

“It’s important to get your flu
shot by mid-November," said Dr.
Allen Grimes, medical director for
UnitedHealthcare of Kentucky. “It
takes a couple of'weeks for your

system to build up full immunity
after you receive the vaccine and it
becomes less effective over time.
By getting the shot early, the vac-
cine's protection is at its highest
during the actwal flu season -
January and February.”

However, with the delay in
delivery of the influenza vaccine
for the 2000-01 season, Dr.
Grimes emphasized that vaccina-
tion efforts for all groups should
continue into December and later,
as long as influenza vaccine i$
available. Influenza vaccine pro-
duction will continue through
December.

A flu shot is recommended for
adults over age 65 and those who
haye chronic health conditions,
such as heart or lung disease or
diabetes, or any adult who wants
to decrease the chance of getting
the flu. A flu shot is not recom-
mended for people who are aller-
gic to eggs or egg products; are
sensitive to thimerosal (an ingredi-
ent in contact lens fluid and other
solvents): have a neurological dis-
order; have a history of Guillain-

Barre Syndrome; have a fever, res-
piratory or other infection or ill-
ness; are pregnant; or have had a
reaction to the flu vaccine in the
past,

Pneumococcal
Vaccination

Older adults should also receive
the pneumococcal vaccine or
“pneumonia shot” if they have
never had one. Pneumococcal bac-
teria infections of the lungs, blood
stream and brain can be deadly.
“Unlike flu shots, which are given
every flu season, a pneumonia
shot is usually given only once in
a lifetime,” said Dr. Grimes.
“Patients who would benefit from
a pneumococcal vaccine should go
ahead and get one. The pneumonia
shot is not a substitute for the flu
shot. Thusc are separate vaccina-
tions.'

Iudm:iuals who have questions
about whether to get a flu and/or
pneumonia vaccination should
check with their physician.

As pasoline prices continue to rise, the Kentucky
Department of Agriculture is using the latest technolo-
gy for testing gas pump accuracy, increasing efficiency
and ensuring consumers are getting what they pay for.

The Department recently purchased two “provers”
for testing gas pump calibrations. Each prover sits in
the back of a pickup truck; allowing state inspectors to
check the accuracy of fuel pumps for all three grades of
gasoline in a very short time.

“In the past, our inspectors had to fill a five-gallon
can, one grade at a time,” said Kentucky Agriculture
Commissioner Billy Ray Smith. “Now we can inspect
all three grades at once before moying on to another set
of pumps,”

The two provers each contain three calibration
testers, one for each grade of gasoline, “Each calibrator
is attached to a 60-gallon tank,” said Larry Hatfield,
Director of the Division of Regulation and Inspection.
“This allows our inspectors to check all pumps at a
retail outlet before returning the gasoline samples back
to the seller's underground storage tanks, and that saves
time and labor."

Currently, Louisiana is the only other southern state
utilizing this new technology. “We're constantly look-
ing for ways to improve the efficiency of our
Department and upgrade the many services that we pro-
vide the citizens of the Commonwealth,” Smith said.

By statute, the Kentucky Department of Agriculture
is required to check every gas puimp in the state for
accuracy at least once a year. KDA inspectors also
check the octane levels of gasoline to ensure that buy-

ers receive good gasoline. In addition, state inspectors
check all scales for accuracy, including even scales
used by pharmacists to weigh medicines. All scanners
used by grocery stores and other retail outlets are
checked by KDA inspectors for accuracy at least once
a year.

Anybody who holds public office needs to get one
thing straight: His job is to make decisions and then take
responsibility for them.

Harry Truman had it right — and he posted a sign on
his desk to emphasize the point: “The buck stops here.”

Over the last few weeks, Lt. Gov. Steve Henry, in the
swirl of controversy about who's paying what for his
' high-profile marriage to the former Miss America — has
demonstrated a singular inability to understand that.

He ought to have a sign on his desk — if he's ever
around to occupy it — saying, “The buck stops some-
where else.”

Last month, for instance, he said it stopped with the
Kentucky State Police.

The Courier-Journal's Tom Loftus and Joseph Gerth
had reported then that Dr. Henry had blamed his failure
to pay personally for a hotel room in Atlantic City on a
state trooper — who paid for the room on a state credit
card.

“When security is with me, unfortunately sometimes
they check in and check out. They did that before the
Miss America group could pay for it,” he said.

And now he wants the buck to stop at the desk of his
aide “Frankie” McNulty, who wrote an Aug. 8 memo that
requested the hiring of Libbi Taylor as “Executive
Assistant to the Second Lady of Kentucky." (Ms. Taylor
had also run the Miss Kentucky pageant).

Until that memo surfaced this week, Dr. Henry had
. maintained again and again that Ms. Taylor was hired to
' be his assistant — not his wife's.

The state has never before hired an assistant for the
“second lady.”

Dr. Henry wants to be taken seriously as an office
holder. He wants to be governor.

But there’s a big roadblock in his way, and that’s his
repeated failure to accept responsibility for his mistakes
and misstatements.

— from credit card bills for hotel rooms to hiring

AAA offers advice for
holiday air travelers

With five price increases this year, Christmas - New Year's travelers
will find airfares up an average 10 percent over a year ago and typically
heavy volumes at airports as the holiday nears, according 1o AAA.

“Airline check-in counters and gates will be extra busy,” said AAA

more if the recent labor problems at several major airlines continue

“Travelers also should consider alternatives to driving and leaving their
car at the airport,” Hughes said, “since airport traffic and parking will be
difficult in many cities."”

» Arrive at the airport at least 90 minutes early for domestic flights and
two hours international, You are considered a “no-show" if you have not

» Ship your holiday gifts and other articles to your destination several
days in advance of your trip, and do the same on your return, If you plan
to check luggage and already have your airline ticket, use the Skycap ser-
vice offered at most airports, The longest lines at the airport are at the air-
line ticket counter.

» Make sure both your carry-on and checked luggage have identifica-
tion tags inside and outside so you can easily identify them. _

» Most reservations systems used by your travel agent are equipped to
tell you the on-time record for the flight that you plan to book. You may
wish to avoid flights that have poor on-time performance. If your trip
requires you to connect, make sure you have enough time at the connect-
ing airport and try to obtain seating as forward in the aircraft as you can.

> Call the airline the day of departure to reconfirm that your flight is
Jeaving as scheduled and remember to bring your legal photo ID.

» If you are at the airport, your flight cancels and the airline has not
advised you about being protected on another flight, proceed directly to a
telephone and call the airline immediately. Tell them what happened, have
them look at your reservation and ask them to book you on another flight.
Those who are standing in line at the customer service desk will find that
there are often no seats left when their urn comes.

» If your flight is delayed, stay close to the boarding area.

» If you are being picked up at the airport, arrange in advance where
you will meet your party. The best places to meet are at the baggage claim
or at the arrival gate for the flight.

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Women urged to get screening for
cervical cancer during January

Kentucky women are being
encouraged during January to fol-
low through on this New Year's res-
olution: get a screening test for cer-
vical eancer.

Although cervical cancer is near-
ly 100 percent préventable, an esti-
mated 300 new cases of the discase
will be detected in Kentucky during
the year 2000, according to the
American Cancer Society.

During January, which has been
designated Cervical Health Month,
the Kentucky Cabinet for Health
Services is encouraging women (o
receive a Pap test, a screening test
for cervical cancer, especially if
they have never had one or if they
are rarely scréened for cervical can-
cer. Women who are uninsured or
underinsured may be eligible for
free or low-cost cervical cancer
screening through the local health
department.

Use of the Pap test as a screening
tool for cervical cancer over the
past 50 yeas has reduced the inci-
dence of this disease in the United
States by 75 percent. Yet despite
this success, each year thousands of
American women are still affected
and die unnecessarily. Most of the
cervical cancers that occur in the
United States occur in'women who
have not had a Pap test within the
last five years.

According to the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention,
cervical cancer rates are higher
among older women. However,
dysplasia—abnormal cells on the
cervix—is. most common among
younger women.
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recieve a FREE Floyd County Times Mug
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“This makes it very important
that we expand our outreach to
older women for Pap screening and
continue our efforts with younger
women,” said Patty Sewell, pro-
gram coordinator for the Kentucky
Women's Cancer Screening Project.

Certain sexual behaviors, includ-
ing intercourse at an early age, mul-
tiple sexual partners and sex with a
partner who has had multiple sexu-
al partners, are also associated with
greater risk for cervical cancer,
Women with immunosuppressive
disorders such as HIV/AIDS are
considered at higher risk, as are
women who fail to receive regular
Pap testing and women who smoke.

Many health organizations rec-

ommend that annual Pap testing
begin at the onset of sexual activity
at or at the age of 18 and should
continue less frequently at the dis-
cretion of the doctor and patient
after three or more annual tests have
been normal.

Women who are past menopause
still need to have regular Pap tests.
However, women who have under-
gone a hysterectomy in which the
cervix was removed do not require.
Pap testing unless the hysterectomy
was performed because of cervical
cancer or ils precursors.
