23, 2000. and logged 100,000 just 12 days
shy of iis first birthday.

Ralph Davis, managing editor and online
editor for The Times, said he continues to be
surprised ut the growth of the website,

“I"ve created many websites over the past
three years, including some with a statewide
following, and this is amazing,” Davis said.
“From day one, the popularity of the website
has defied all my expectations.”

The Times Interactive began as a limited,
30-page site and has grown in the course of
a year to contain over 120 pages and a host
of special features, including streaming

Population expert tells Chamber:

Employers, Hire older workers;
Expect to work longer

If you look in the mirror and see
creases in vour face, don’t feel
alone, You're in the majority of the
population in Floyd County, in
Kentucky and in the United States.

In the next 10 years; half of all
growth in the population, here and
nationally, will be in the 50 to 65
years old category, a population
expert told members of the Floyd
County Chamber of Commerce
Tuesday,

Ron Crouch, director of the
Kentucky State Data Center in
Louisville, makes his living fram
collecting population information
and forecasting trends that are of
use 1o businesspeople, social ser=
vice providers and commiunity
planners.

“We're going to have 1o redefine
‘old” and keep people working
longer.,” Crouch said.

For instance, Crouch reported,
the number of persons 20-24 years
old — the pnme time for entering
the work force — has declined by
more than 30 percent in Floyd
County since 1980. In fact, he said
there are fewer young people in
Kentucky today than there were in
1900,

Al the same time, the number of
people 85 and older has increased
by 6{) percent.

The implications for the shift in
population age are far-reaching for
people who operate businesses,
who provide social and medical ser-
vices, and who oversee economic
development.

“A major problem confronting
society is the growth in the popula-
tion from 61 to 100 years old.” he
said. adding tongue-in-cheek. "We
have to figure out how to get rid of
them.™

Employers, he said, are-going to
have 1o face the reality that younger

workers will be in short supply.
*The work force is going to be your
old people,” he said.

That means, he added, that
employers will have to find ways to
retain their present staff and to
retrain themy, if necessary, o use
modem technology.

Another implication of the aging
of the population is that many peo-
ple will outlive the money they put
away for retirement. For imstance. 4
typical worker might have pension
funds and inveéstiment income 10 see
him or her comfortably up 0 25
years beyond retirement.

But wha happens when he or
she lives to be 85, 90 or even older?
The person may not have enough to
live on and. at the same time, will
require more money for health care.
medications and living assistance,

Crouch also said that Floyd
Countians must be aware of

The plan received unanimous
approval by both houses of the
Kentucky General Assembly during
the 2000 legislative session

Miller serves as chairman of the

board for Kentucky's Affordable
Prepaid Tuition Plan (KAPT).

KAPT offers a variety of afford-
able payment options for Kentucky
families. It provides a means of say-
ing for tomorrow’s college expenses
with a guarantee of keeping costs
“capped” at today’s lower prices,

Families may opt to prepay tuition
in one lump-sum payment, or they
may opt to pay through monthly
installment plans,

Whichever option is chosen. the

lated funds can be used at any scered-
ited university, college, community
college or technical school-public or
private-anywhere in the country

All taxes on carnings of the KAPT
account are deferred until the tuition
credits are actually used. Then, the

Jewels, or stocks and bonds, or maybe justsomething as
simple as her last paycheck.

Sound like a daydream? Well, in mosi cases; it 15, but
in‘'some others, it can very well be a reality.

Jonathan Miller, Kentucky's youthful. Lexingion-
born, Harvard-educated state treasurer, is o & mission.
And that mission mvolyes scenarios that are very similur
ta those mentioned above.

Miller was in town on Tuesday, along with his assis-
tant, Dan Logsdon, to meet with Judge-Executive Paul
Hunt Thempson and to deliver information and details
aBout a variety of programs that his office is currently
busy working on.

One of these is the treasurer’s Unclaimed Property
Fund.

According to Miller. property often ends up placed
into this fund when a person dies and family members do
not know about assets that were left behind, Very often;
those assets can include ttems that were located in bank
lockboxes, such as pieces of jewelry, valuable coins,
stocks and bonds, insurance policies and the like
Included also are abandoned savings and checking
dceounts, uncashed checks and traveler's checks.

Miller said that generially after seven years have
passed and no one has claimed the contents of a lockbox,
the property is then transferred to his office for safekeep-

Fred James, executive director of the Prestonsburg
Tourism Commission. urged commission members (o
finalize 4 proposal conceming projects to attract (Ourists
into the Prestonsburg arca ai 4 meeting hefd at the
Holiday Inn Thursday afternoon.

According to James, “Now is the time (o identify our
project, or projects, as it may be."

James told eommission members that 4.9 million
will $oon be coming into 4 40-county region of southem
and eastern Kentucky and that project proposals needed
to be finalized as soon as poassible because federnl money
would begin to “tnckle in” shonly thersafter and those
counties with project plans alrgady in place would reap
the benefits of these funds sooner.

James went on 10 say that U.S, Rep. Hal Rogers hopes
that the “Corridors™ theme of “heritage tourism’ devel-
opment will follow on the heels of the PRIDE ¢leanap
program, which brought over $80 million in federal
grints to éastern Kentuecky,

Rogers unveiled a plan that created seven “Corridor
Teams” within the southern and eastern Kentucky
tourisim region i lite Seplember.

The idea is to develop couperative marketing themes
for the various regions by representatives of local coun-

The premium plan guaraniees
the average price of fuition at
Kentucky's private schools or pub-
lic school toition. Purticipants will
prepay the cost of today’s private
school education, using a weighted
average fram Kentucky's privie
and independent colleges. The
KAPT account will increase at the
same inflation rate as the University
of Kenwcky. This plan should also
caver tuilion al many of the state’s
private schools.

Depending on toition rates, any
money left over would cover addi-
tional  educational  expeénses
Participants wishing to attend more
expensive private schools or out-of-
state private schools may opt to
choose this plan.

Anyone is eligible 10 participate
in the KAPT plans — parents,
grandparents. friends, Joved ones.

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Different families have different
needs, some will like the flexibility
of the savings program, others will
like the discipline and guarantee of
KAPT. The two programs should be
viewed as complementary to one
another, because they help families
cover the full range of higher edu-
cation Costs.

Both programs, along with the
Kentucky Educational Excellence
Scholarsmp (KEES) program,
which provides need-based grants

and merit-based scholarships(fund-
ed from dividends paid from
Kentucky Lottery proeeeds) should
provide Kentucky families with the
help they need in order 10 assure
that each student have the prospect
of continuing education be & viable
option in their lives.

James is en avid proponent of
developing a project with an empha-
sis on the county’s coal mining her-
itage. One idea of James® is o load
visitors from the back parking lot of
the Mountain Arts Center onto a
train and then have them travel by
rail approximately seven miles to
David. Once there, they would then
have the opportunity 1o enter a sim-
ulated coal mine “portal,” where
they would receive an educational
first-hand glimpse into the world of
underground mining.

The idea, according to James, is
to “recreate and rebuild a wity of
life” that once existed in our drea.

to study gap in test scores

Six Kentucky school districts
with some of the highest concen-
tration of African-American stu-
dents in the state have launched o
pilot project aimed at closing the
gap between minority and white
students’ academic achievement,
Education Commissioner Gene

filhoit announced Thursday.

The program is based on 10 rec-
ommendations from the Minonty
Student Achievement Task Force, 4
group which was formed last year
to study the minority student
achievement gap and to develop
possihle solutions.

“As you can tell I'm excited,”
Wilhoit said. “This is the first time
the state has gone beyond the point
of saying we have a problem."”

For years, the Department of
Education has recognized that
white students test higher in every
subject than African-American stu-
dents. Since the implemention of
KERA 10 years ago, the state has
seen an increase in every student
population’s test scores, including
African-Americans’. But no matter
how high the scores rose, the gap
between white and  Alrican-
American students’ scores
remained constant, Wilhoit said.

"We cannol, | repeat, we cannot
reach the goal of performance
unless we bring along every group
of students in the state,” Wilhoit
said.

Last year, the task force was
formed 1o study the problem and
search for possible salutions,

What the task force came up
with was a list of 10 goals:

B All students in the state.

regardless of race, gender, ethnic
background or socioeconomic sta-
tus, will have access o a rigorous
curriculum and have support sys-
tems in place (o ensure success ina
rigorous curricalum.

B Kentucky's educational
accountability system will include
and involve all stakeholders and
provide ineentives to assure minor-
ity achievement.

B Minonty students are recog-
nized as high-achieving learners.

B Communities will have
opportunities, motivations and
tools to develop and face issues of
race and achievement.

B All districts and schools will
develop environments that result in
respect of cultural and socioeco-
nomic differences;

B Swdents, teachers, coun-
selors, administrators and parents
must have a belief in high expecta-
tions for all students.

B The knowledge and skills of
the teaching force will be expand-
ed to reach minority students m
wiys to best assure high achieve-
ment for all students,

B Kentucky eduocators will
effectively use data to improve
educational achievement for all
students,

B Eduocators will ke ownes-
ship to assure that all students are
challenged and motivated to
achieve at high levels,

W All districts will show an
annual increase in the diversity of
staff, and by 2004, stuff in all
school districts will be in propor-
tion with the number of minorities
within the student population.

The six districts involved —
Bardstown Independent, Fayetie
County, Hardin County, Jefferson

County, Owensboro Independent,
and Paducab Independent — vol-
unteered to join the project
Combined, they include more than
70 percent of the staie’s entire
African-American student popula-
tion.

Each distriet is committed to
the 10 goals, but will implement
the praject in its own way, Wilhoit
said. Some are working on specific
goals and (rying to implement
them at all schools and all grade
levels.

Others have chosen specific
schools or grades to work on the
entire 10 goals on and then track
the results,

Jefferson County sel up @
research commitiee to identify
schools that either have an unusu-
ally large or small achievement
gap. They will then study those
schools to find out what they are
doing differently,

Wilhoit said he would like 1o
see other districts become involved
also,

*“The invitation is open, the task
force report is on the table, so there
is nothing prohibiting other dis-
tricts from coming forward,” he
said.

Wilhoit said the Department of
Education is committed to this pro-
ject and will support any district
interested in becoming involved.

The department has already
allocated about $250,000 for the
project, and Wilhoit expects that
figure 1o rise over the spcoming
years, Bul, he said, it is a sound
investment.

“In the long run, the worst thing
we can do is graduate students who
won't achieve in life, that's much ®
more costly,” he said.
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Laggmg sales tax, fast-growing
Medicaid put pinch on state finances

A slow-growing sales tax and
more Medicaid recipients than
anticipated have caused the state’s
budget to fall behind where legis-
lators thought it would be last year
when they created it, Rep. Harry
Muoberly said.

Moberly, D-Richmond, who is
the chair of the Appropriations and
Revenue Committee, briefed
members of both the Senate and

“In relationship to our budget

and revenue estimates we are a lit-
tle bit behind right now,” he told
the legislators,

Through November, General
Fund receipts have grown 4 per-
cent, Moberly said. The fund
needs to grow 5.9 percent for the
rest of the fiscal year, which runs
from July 1 to June 30, to meet the
estimates set last session,

The sales tax, which accounts
for 35 percent of the tax base in
the General Fund, has only grown
3.4 percent. In order for it to catch
up to where legislators projected it
last year, it will have to grow 13.7
percent the remainder of the fiscal
year, Moberly said.

Moberly said he believes pro-
gressing internet sales and & shift
from a retail market 0 a service
one are two of the main reasons
the sales tax has lagged in its
growth.

But, the newly-passed lax on
out-of-state long distance calls
went into effect this month, and
Maoberly said that should help.

While the sales tax has grown
slowly, the number of people who
are eligible for Medicaid took a
huge leap, Maoberly said. which
also caused a rift in the projected
budget,

Another concern 1s a Kentucky
Supreme Court decision in the

Murphy case. The court ruled that
photo processing equipment used
at the camera store qualified for a
tax exemption, which has long
been interpreted by the Revenue
Cabinet to apply to machinery
used in traditional industrial man-
ufacturing or processing predica-
tion.

The Revenue Cabinet has peti-
tioned the Supreme Court for a
rehearing in the case,

Moberly warned against pass-
g legislation this session that
deals with taxes or revenues,

"Those ought to be considered
with the budget proeess in 2002,
he said

mg. It then becomes his duty to act
s guardian and atternpt to locate the
person or persons who may have legal
claim to it.

This can be a daunting task, but it
15 one that Miller said he is happy to
take on.

“Sometimes this money belongs to
churches, some 0 schools. One
school that I dealt with recently was a
school for exceptional children —
they really needed the money and
were happy to get it,” said Miller.

Since the beginning of Kentucky's
Unclaimed Property program in 1942,
maore than $97 million has been col-

Webs_ite

lected. More than $15 million of that
has been returned to the rightful own-
ers. That leaves about $80 million
worth of unclaimed property for
approximately 150,000 individuals,
According to Miller, about
$95.000 of this unclaimed property
belongs to Floyd Countians alone.
Miller’s office has compiled a list-
ing of several hundred names of Floyd
“ounty residents who may be in a
position to claim rightful ownership of
some of these properties. Miller deliv-
ered the list to Judge Thompson, who
said that his office has already begun
the process of locating the individuals.

force in terms of traiming and the
need for different skills:

He said this area has a “Bubba
problem,” referring to laborers who
increasingly must use mental abili-
ty, as opposed to physical ability,
He cited the example of the mining
industry, where demands have
changed dramatically over the last
50 years,
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“We have too many Bubbas
unprepared for the new economy,”
he said. “We're automating the
Bubba jobs.”

Kentucky, he said, has come a
long way in educating its youth, but
education of adults is still under par.
“Nobody has been addressing adult
education as we should,” he said.

In a related vein, he pointed to
the high number of out-of-wedlock
births in the Big Sandy Valley —
one in four. Unmarried mothers, he
said, often experience greater
poverty and are undereducated,
both of which haye broad implica-
tions for businesses and for social
service agencies.

Crouch said leaders in this area
should alse be concerned about “toe
much income disparity,” which he
called a “tough issue for
Appalachia.”

The population expert said audi-
ences often don't want to hear what
he has 1o say. “I tell people what
they need to know, rather than what
they want to know."” he said. “We
have to understand what the reali-
ties are, rather than perceptions.”

He urged his listeners to take the
“SWOT” approach to planning an
improved economy. Examine, he
said, your ‘“Strengths and
Weaknesses and Outside Threats, as
well as opportunities that will come
m.”

Because of what he calls a “rev-
olution” in population trends,
Crouch said business, govermment
and social service leaders must
begin to think differently.

Problems exist, however, as the
Jjudge explained.

“Of the people listed, I'd say that
50 percent of the people on our list are
either dead, or have no phone listing,”
Thompson said. “And | have been
very surprised to see some of the
names on that list. Some of these peo-
ple are in business in this area and,
frankly, are not the type to lose track
of anything ... especially money."

Let’s start
a dialogue |

The problems with the presidential election in
Florida have rightly focused America's attention on how
elections are conducted and how votes are counted.

Calls for reform are sweeping the country, from
Washingtor to state capitals. Last week, for example,
two legislators in Frankfort proposed a bill that would |
extend the time that polls are open on Election Day by
two hours and Secretury of State John Y, Brown II1
unveiled a 10-point package of proposed reforms.

Reform — from how we vote, when we volte, who
votes and how we make sure we accurately count it —
may be the final and most important legacy of the chad,
recounts and butterfly ballots of November.

Yet it will be important for our palicy makers to
examine entically the many proposed reforms to make
sure any changes made are truly for the better and that
they bolster that most important civic responsibility —
voting.

The federal government can play an important role to
help encourage some much needed uniformity, Bills that
would provide money to help states upgrade voting
equipment, for example, are a step in the right direction.

But the responsibility for conducting elections in our
country specifically rests with the states.

In that respect, the bill to extend the hours polls are
open and the secretary of state’s proposals are valuable
starting points in what needs to grow into a dialogue on
election reform. o

Longer polling hours wounld make it easier for many
Kentuckians to vote. But Kentucky also needs a uni-
form poll closing time to avoid the current situation
where polls in part of the state close and outcomes are
projected while polls in the rest of the state are still .
open. That has to have an influence, and that’s wrong. |

We might also consider if elections could instead al
take place on a weekend. Could they take place overa B
couple of days? '

Additionally, the issues Brown identified — those
concerning absentee balloting, voter registration rolls,
recounts and contested elections — all need to exam-
ined,

These should stand atop an agenda that would [
include public hearings around the state and be part of a
national discussion on how we elect those who repre-
sent us.

The point is that tinkering with voting hours won't
solve anything. And no matter what the legislature does,
Kentucky alone won't be able to solve all of the prob-
lems.

Fixing what's wrong with our system of elections '
deserves serious consideration, therough review and
participation by all of us.

Correction: The board did not vote to continue state
management. What we agreed to do was 1o make an effort
t0 negotiate an agreement with the state department. I
don't know the source for this information, but the facts
are wrong,

Current board activity: Board member Johnnie Ross
has submitted a different draft of the agreement in which
he is proposing some changes in the language of the
agreement.

My own focus as we have worked on revising this
agreement with the Kentucky Department of Education
has been to make recommendations that;

B Support the need for more local control and respon-
sibility. I believe that as Floyd Countians, we must aceept
responsibility for our own schools if we are going to make
real improvements. Local control, however. means local
responsibility: the willingness 10 set high standards, look
at good schools and practices and (o commit to continu-
ous improvement. It would be a waste of time for Floyd
County to be reluctant participants or to resist the hel that
is available if state management continues. Floyd

Countians need 1o be involved in making the decisions to
improve our schools,

B [ am. however, concerned thar as the district begins
to work in earnest towards improying schools, that it does
so in an atmosphere of professional respect and collabo-
ration. No one can work well if they are afraid or mis-
trustful of those that they work with. So if there are obsta-
cles to having an atmosphere where educators are respect-
ed and trusted, we need to eliminate them.

B | also want 1o make sure that the Floyd County
school system and the Kentucky Department of Education
are in agreement and very clear about what the goals are
for this district: that we know what we wanl to- aceomplish
and will be able to recognize it when we do. There need
10 be benchmarks, points of progress — weekly, monthly
evidence that we are making progress along the way, that
schools are improving.

B And finally, I am concemed that the agreement is in
the best interests of children. The driving force of the
Floyd County school system cannot be to provide salaries,
jobs or political influence to adults. Our purpose should be
to serve children and to help them reach high levels of
achievement. | want to be sure that the agreement does
that.

‘Out of harm’s way’ examines
efforts to minimize disasters

A natural disasier can sirike at any time
and place, and often results in pain, loss and
suffering. When such a crisis occurs, ques-
tions of preparedness and safety inevitably
arise,

*Out of Harm's Way,"™ giring Saturday,
January 20, at 3:30 p.m. on KET, addresses
these guestions by looking at several pro-
jeets in Kentucky communities that seek 1o
mitigate the impact of some foresgeable
disasters.

First, the  program examines
Hopkinsville's Cherokee Park neighbor-
hood. Houses there lie in a flood plain,
making them extremely susceptible to
water damuge or complete destruction from
high waters, Although nothing can prevent
flooding in this area, a city project seeks to
minimize impending flood waters” impact
on humans. The city plans to purchase and
demolish the houses and turn the area into
green space on which no one can build
again.

Next, the program looks at a HUD-sub-
sidized apartment building for the elderly
and disabled in Cloverport. A flood there in
1997 eroded the nearby creek bank, putting
the building at risk. However, as the pro-
gram documents. the banks were recreated
mn order (o save the building from potential
damage by future flooding,

Finally, the program profiles five Project
Impact communities in Kentucky. Project
Impact 4§ a Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) initiative
that helps communities become disaster
resjstant

The purpose of the progsam 18 1o help

people- understand disaster mitigation,”
says Pat Trotter. project coordinator of the
Hazard Mitigation Program, A joint effort
between the Kentucky Division of
Emergency Management and  the
Liniversity of Kentucky's James W. Martin
Schoal  of Public Policy and
Administration. the Hazard Mitigation
Program was created to foster mitigation
planning in the Commonwealth.
