The firo;t bid opened was from 
Hy-Tek Construction. a 
P~stonsburg company. Hy-Tek's 
btd for materials and labor amount­
ed to $36.939.82. 

The second btd opened was from 
Meade Builders of Dcma. Meade's 
bid for rcplacemcm of the roof was 
$34.856. 

All members of the council were 
m ugrccment that bot11 bids were too 
ttigh for the ciry's budget to accom­
modate. 

Hall sugge~ted lhat the cit) "buy 
material~ anc.l hire a local group to 
do the work."

According to Andy Akers and 
Mat) Ann Slone, at one time the 
garage that o.;its beside the old city 
hall was sold by the Cit) to Elva 
Wenk. for reasons not understood 
by Aken; or Slone. Wenk was never 
given a d1..>ed to the property. She 
did, however. have in her posse sst on 
a rrccipt from the cuy that showed 
the amount of money she paid and 
for what .she prud. 

Following this sale .. David Hall 
had reportedl) expressed a desire to 
purchase the old city hall building. 
An agreement to thb purchase was 
made and HaJJ claims that he then 
traveled to Prestonsburg to meet 
with the city's attorney, Ttmothy 
Parker. to haw a deed made to 
e~tablish his ownership of the land. 

According to Mayor San1mons. 
1 !all gave incorrect information 
when delineating the property 
Jimcnsion' on the deed and this 
resulted in Hall obtaining a deed 
that said that he owned not only the 
old cit) hall building but also the 
garage that had earlier been pur­
cha-;ed b)' Wenk. 

As a result everyone involved 
with the matter has had concems 
abuut bringing the matter to resolu­
tton. 

Yesterda). Mayor Sammons said 
that he did not "think we need to 
buy tt back. Let it go before a 
judge." Sammons said that he 
thought that something had already 
been filed by Parker in connection 
wtth the matter. 

An audience member declared 
that "nothing has been filed." 

Vatious comments were made all 
about the room that the garage 
belonged to Wenk because !\he had 
paid for it. 

Wenli: declared that she had 
.. abllUI $3.000 total" invested in the 
buildtng. 

Hall al'o declared that. according 
10 his dl·cd. he owned the property. 

Sammons answered. "But you 
put down infom1ation that I didn't 
approve." 

To which Hall responded, "1 took 
down the deed you gave me." 

Sammon~ again n-;sened that he 
believed the matter needed to be 
taken tu court ror a judge to rule 
UJX!Il 

Several commisc;ion members 
disagreed. Akers commented that 
"'it \Wuld ht• hcst to senlc this thing 
out of court and -.,ave the city a lot of 
mont!)' in legal lees and court cost'>." 

\s Wcnk and Hall both 
appronc.:hed the commission. audi­
ence comments became louder ami 
mort' insi.,tcnt. 

t\t thts point. Police Chief 
Ch.1rles Johnson stood up and 
,,t.JJrl'ssed the audience saying, 
"People. pcnple. be ctvtl. Listen w 

me, let one per,on at a time talk. 
Let's do this civilized ·· 

Ultimately, lhe mayor acknowl­
edged the motion to settle the maner 
out of coun, and Hall seconded the 
motion. 

Mayor Sammons. however. 
asked the clerk to note that he was in 
protest of settling out of court and 
that he voted "no·· on the motion. 

Akers then made a motion not 
only to settle the matter out of court, 
hut also to have all litigation m 
regard to the matter dropped. 

Hall seconded this motion. 
Again. Mayor Sammons noted 

his objection and again voted ··no:· 
As the matter stood, a decision 

had been made to buy the property 
back for $2,500 from David Hall 
and then make a clear deed for Elva 
Wenlc 

Next, members of the Ethics 
Committee were present to voice 
their objections to the behavior of 
Lowen Parker at a recent UtiJilles 
Commission meeting. Their objec­
tions stemmed from comments that 
were made about an ethics commis­
sion member. alledgedly slandering 
him in public. 

Hubert Farmer made the com­
ment that it ''is not ethical to put 
people down in public." He funher 
complained that Parker "puts his 
employe-es and other people down in 
public. That's not right." 

James Butler, also a member of 
lbe Ethics Commission, said that 
"comments were made against a 
member of the ethics commission, 
that he ~rote bad checks and should 
not be serving on the commission. 
If those comments were made about 
me. then I would like to explain the 
situation." 

Butler then went on to say that at 
one point, he signed the responsibil· 
ity of the family checking account 
over to his wife and during the tran­
sition. some mistakes were made. 
creating an overdraft on the account. 
He said the mistakes were later cor­
rected and all charges in connection 
with the matter were dismissed 
without prejudice. 

Butler said as he presented 
papers to the commission, "Here are 
the papers. You explain to me how. 
if 1 am such a bad person, how is it 
thar I am a sheriff's deputy and a 
licensed minister. If someone wants 
me to resign, I want it typed up by 
lbe clerk and sent to me.'' 

Hazel Annour. a local re<~tdent, 
spoke up from the audience, saying, 
"I refuse to let him resign. He is a 
good neighbor. a wonderful neigh­
bor. He is a good person who goes 
out of hts way to do the right thing 
and ro help others. He always helps 
people.·· 

Another of Butler's neighbors 
echoed the same sentiment. 

Mayor Sammons said that he 
didn't think anyone wanted Butler 
to resign. To which Butler com­
mented. "Then let's do it right. 
Let's work together for the common 
good of WheeJwright, Kcntuck.-y. 
Let's move forward. there are no big 
l's or little you 's, let's just move for­
ward:' 

The mayor and commission 
agreed and the next topic brought up 
for discussion was that the fire 
department needed to have a tank 
repaired. 

Akers said that he was 'just 
reporting the problem." 

A motion was made and 
approved that the city would pay for 
half of the cost of the repair of the 
tank:. This motion was later amend­
ed by the mayor for the ciry to pay 
the entire cost of the repair or the 
tank. 

Mayor Sammons said. "The fire 
department serves the entire city and 
community. 1 think we can pay for 
the tank repair." 

This motion was also approved. 
In other fire department business. 

Hubert Farmer rcparted to Akers 
that he knew of an area of woods 
that needed to be bumed. Akers 
took note that he would check into 
the matter. 

Moving to business of the police 
department, Johnson reported that 
he had recovered several stolen 
bicycles and returned them to their 
original owners. except for two. and 
he did not know whom they 
belonged to. He addressed the audi­
ence and commented that he needed 
help from the community on the 
matter. 

Johnson also reported that the 
police car was having trouble main­
raining a charged battery. He said 
he was told that the siren box. wa-; 
draining the charge. 

A motion was made and 
approved to take the vehicle to a 
garage and have the problem 
checked and corrected. 

Johnson then commented that he 
would soon be traveling to 
Richmond for police training and 
that he "needed a coat. a winter 
coat." 

Mayor Sammons said that he had 
"no problem with buying a coal. We 
will check on the prices of coats.

So much is happening in the fields of ani­

mal behavior and training that it can be 
mind-boggling at times. but it is providing 
us with a wealth of new information and 
teaching tools. 

Having dyslexia (undiagnosed until a 
college roommate majoring in special edu­
cation picked up on it), I am very aware that 
different animals learn in different ways. 
When an animal is just not getting the mes­
sage about a particular behavior with tradi­
tional methods, my opinion is that we 
humans are not conveying information 
effectively. It's time to switch gears. 

I've been very interested for quite some 
time in "clicker training." You've probably 
seen :some of this on Animal Planet. the 
Discovery Channel, or TLC. It's the same 
method used to train performing marine 
mammals, -;uch as dolphins and whales, 
although the clicker is usually replaced with 
a whistJe. 

The proper name for this training method 
is operant conditioning. You've heart! this 
tcnn if you studied a man named B.F. 
Skinner in college psychology. Basically, 
operant conditioning involves influencing 
beha"ior (animals or people) by reinforcing 
certain actions. This is another one of those 
concepts that's much easier to understand 
when you are give7t an example. 

We see a type·~perant conditioning in 
action v.hen the family cat appears out of 
thin air whenever he bears the can opener. 
The cat doesn't actually think, "Wow, I'll 
bet that's a can of cat food being opened!" 
(although it can sure seem that way). 

Actually, the sound of the can opener has 
become associated with the positive rein­
forcement of often being fed shortly there­
after. That's a simpJified version, but you 
get the idea. 

Trainers have taken advantage of ani· 
mals' ability to make an association between 
some type of sound and the occurrence of 
something desirable. "Clickers" have 
become the noisemaker of choice for dog 
training. These are small plastic-and-metal 
boxes that make a loud "click-click" sound 
when pressed. Start wilh a bag of wieners or 
cheese cut into small pieces. If you spend a 
few minutes giving the dog a treat each time 
you click, you soo11 see him take on an 
expectant look each time he hears the sound. 

What happenl> if you begin to clkk only 
when he is in a sitting position? It may take 
a few more minutes, but before long. you 
can almo!>t see the little hght bulb go on 
over his head! "This is a game. and I think I 
just discovered a rule~ If I put m) body tn 
this po'>ition, I can make this person clkk, 
and a chck means a trem' Cool!" 

The weird thing ir., you just taught "o;it" 
and you didn't say a word. This drove me 
crazy at firl>t, I was so usell to o;aying "sit." 
then luring or placing the dog into that posi· 
lion. Now, I knew that the word meant 
nothing to the dog originally, but I still felt 
the "command'' should come first. When 
cJicker training. however. you get the 
behavior first, then you add the word. It 
helped me to think of this as "naming" the 
behavior for the dog, rather than "com­
manding" it. Once the dog begins perform­
ing, or "offering" the behavior fairly pre-

dictably. it is time to start adding the word 
that goes with the particular action. Say 
''sit" just as the dog's bonom hits the ground 
-soon an association will form in the dog's 
mind between the sound of the word and the 
sitting position. Click and treat as before. 

In a little white. try saying "sit" before 
the dog offers the behavior. If he drops into 
position (even if it appears accidental). click 
and reward him with a 'jackpot" of several 
treats. U he doesn't offer the behavior. do 
nothing. He didn't do anything wrong; you 
just raised the criteria that he bas to meet to 
earn the click. Try again in a few seconds. 
Unbelievably, your dog may be sitting on 
command, off leash. within five minutes or 
so. 

Of course. you will need to practice thi~ 
10 keep the command fresh in his mind. 
Over time, you v.ill reduce the frequency of 
treats - tv.o clicks to earn a treat, then 
three. and so on - and substitute verbal 
praise and petting 

E\entuaJiy. the clicker will not be neces­
sary at all, but even then 11 will still be a very 
powerful tool - an occasional, random 
click and treat that takes the dog by surprise 
cements the behavior and makes it much 
less likely that the dog will ever forget it. 

ln the meantime, you are showing him all 
sortS of oew things he can do to make you 
click- ''down," "shake hands," "say your 
prayers" -your imagination, patience, and 
the dog's physical abilities are the only lim­
its. 

Another fun approach is to take some­
thing unique that the dog does, give it a 
name, and "put it on cue." For example, our 

Dalmatian has a habit of sitting up on her 
haunches. I gave this a name, "sit pretty,'' 
and she now does it on command. I've read 
that some of the best animal tricks in televi­
sion and movies started with a trainer using 
something the animal did spontaneously. 

Believe it or oot, this technique works 
with cats. too. The S'!ssions usually have to 
be shorter. because cats get bored quickly 
with repetition. and the treats must be very 
desirable, such as bits of shrimp or tuna. 
You have to convince a cat that this is worth 
his while. 

I'd love to get a group together to explore 
more about this method. I'm new at it 
myself, but I got hooked when 1 attended a 
seminar by Karen Pryor (the mother of 
clicker training) a couple of years ago. Let 
me know if you're interested.
