li ttle effort as possible. 

When we lived 10 a much difft!rent economy, where 
the willingness to work hard was w.ually l.lnough to make 
it io hfe. "senioritis" mi~ht nor have seemed like such a 
big deal. But as w~ try l~ prepare today'-; students for an 
eeonomy based <>n u lifetime of le3ming, one in wtlich a 
high school education will not be enough. slacking off 
for " year c.tnnot be an opuon. 

HO\\ to o\'crcome that h the subject of a report 
relea~ed la<.t week by tbe U.S. Ocpanment of Education 
titled. ''The Lost Opportunity ol lhe Senior Year. Finding 
a Better Way." As many as half of all high school stu­
dent<> '·are undereducated or miseducated." and even the 
most h•ghly motivated ones who have been accepted to 
college "consider lhe semor year a farewell tour of ado­
lescence" and tum their backs on schoolwork. the report 
sat d.
