A measure of democracy 

Submitted by Kentuckians for the Commonwealth 

Citizen groups and labor have joined several lawmakers in an 
auempt to add a measure of democrac} and accountability to the 
state's economic development programs. 

"We need some disclosure of what is being offered to industries," 
said Joyce Wise. a member of Kentuckians for the Commonwealth, 
at a Frankfort press conference announcing House Bill 207. "As the 
taxpayers who are putting up the money to help industries come to 
Kentucky, it is only fair that we be kept informed of what is being 
promised, what we are being offered in return, and whether or not 
these industries are keeping their promises " 

House Bill 207 would require companies to file a cover sheet 
with their applications to receive economic development incentives. 
The sheet would include information on the number of jobs a plant 
would create (broken down as full-time. part-time and temporary 
jobs) and wages and benefits to be provided. 

It would also include information that communities need to know 
to determine whether the company will be a good neighbor. 
Applicants for economic development incentives would have to 
reveal their environmental. worker safet) and equal employment 
record!', as well as that of their T T 

For each year thereafter that the company uses tax credits, it 
would file a progress report about how well it has done in meeting 
the promises of jobs and wages. 

The bill is being pushed by the Kentucky Economic Justice 
Alliance (KEJA) and the Kentucky AFL-CIO. Legislative sponsors 
include Floyd County Rep. Greg Stumbo. 

"House Bill '107 is an important first step toward a more positive 
future - one in which we promote economic development that pro­
vides good jobs and enhances community well-being,'' said Jason 
Bailey of the Democracy Resource Center, a KEJ A member. "House 
Bill 207 can lead to the creation of an economic development sys­
tem that ts open, democratic and locally controlled." 

Right now, economic development incemlve packages are negoti­
ated behind closed doors with no community involvement. The pub­
lic learns of the tax deals given to corporations after lhe fact. and 
there is no public reporting on whether the companies are fulfilling 
their promises of jobs and wages. 

''I've seen the damage that can be done by negotiating incentive 
deals with companies behind closed doors.·· said Rep. Jim Wayne of 
Louisville. one of the bill's sponsors. 

The citizen and labor groups also want the information that 
would be required by HB 207 to help evaluate the effectiveness of 
the tax deals made with corporations . 

"We· ve been looking at the projects of the Economic 
Development Cabinet for years, and if the projects are helping 
workers," said AFL-CIO President Bill Landrigan. But there is not 
enough information lo do this, he said. 

"The bill would assure that the public is given basic information 
that lets us evaluate the quality of our investments," said KFTC's 
Wise. 

Wise also said that citizens should have a voice in whether or 
now they want companies whose wages keep workers in poverty or 
that may actually lower the quality of life in their community. 

"Kentucky cannot afford to make deals with companies that will 
take our money, hun our workers and bring our economic standards 
down to a level lower that they already are," Wise said.

County Coal violated permit 
conditions by fai ling "to accu­
rately depict the unmined barrier 
of Mal in the Coalburg Coal 
Seam within the impoundmem 
area." 

A department investJg.nllon 
foliQwing the spill found that 
documents submitted by the 
company as pan of its permil 
application contained several 
error regarding the lhicknes~ of 
the coal barrier between the 
tmpoundmenl and the nearb} 
underground mJne workings, 
11Jc: dcpanment believes the

actual barrier is not thick cMugh 
lO allow for continued USC of the 
impoundment for slurry dtspo:.­
al. 

The company was also cited 
for exceeding the maxtmum 
apprO\·ed slurry cle\'ation tn the 
impoundment and for faihng to 
construct a hydraulic mine s~al 
as specified by its permit In 
addition, the dc:partment found 
that Lhc company filled in one of 
two mine portals that were 
required to be left open under the 
conditions of dte permn. 

The department also round 
the company in v10lation of liS 
permit conditions because il 
failed to construct a seepage bar­
rier at the bottom of tho 
impoundment act.ordmg lo 
approved deSigns. The barner 
was destgned to k:eep the 
1mpounded slurry lrorn dramrng 
into nearby underground tmne 
work.<;

Protect People, Not Profits 
by Frederick M. Baron & Penny Gold 
The news business is generally ephemeral: one 

"hot topic'' supercedcs lhe next. But do we learn 
tnu<.'h from the stories we hear? Om: news story 
that has dommated headlines for months­
Ford/Firestone-is more than yesterday's hot 
topic. and it~ impact should not be allowed to 
fade. 

The scores of deaths and court-sanctioned 
secret agreements that blocked information from 
the public taught us something about safet). truo.,t. 
and \\'hat can happen when industries put profit 
ahead of people. 

be cost effective for the company to spend more 
1han $2.20 per new vehicle to fix the dangerous 
design defect. 

Consider the case of Sergio J. Jimenez who, in 
1994 was ejected from his family's Chrysler mini­
van during a rollover accident. The rear door latch 
was defectively designed. The court found that in 
order to enhance its profits. Chrysler decided not 
to spend the 25-to-50 cents per vehicle its own 
engineer detennined it would cost to make the 
larches safe.

The actions leading to these lessons have been 
repeated time and lime again {thin~ exploding 
Ford Pinto gas tanks). Unfortunately. more often 
than not. lhe lessons are forgotten until the next 
crisis of the moment stirs our memory and our 
conscience. 

We now know that as these cases were unfold­
ing. drivers and passeners of Ford Explorers with 
Firestone tires were dying. As of this \Hiting, 148 
people have died in incidents related to Firestone 
tire tread separations and Ford Explorer roll overs.

A: Although the Pyramid does indeed 
identify separate recommendations of two 
to four servings of fruits and three to five 
daily servings of vegetables. in reality 
what's probably most important is that you 
get as wide a variety as possible of both. 
Maximizing variety provides a diverse sup­
ply of nutrients and health-promoting phyto­
chemicaJs. The landmark repon of the 
American Institute for Cancer Research 
(AICR), "'hicb advises how d1et can lower 
risk of cancer. recommendc; a total of fi\e to 
ten servings of fruits and veget.ablcc; dail). 
~Starchy vegetables like com and potatoes 
should not be counted tOW"dl'd lhat total). In 
following AICR'c; advice, mclude fruits and 
vegetables that are good sou«:es of Vitamin 
C and then concenuate on variety. AICR 
csumat.es that eating at least five daily serv­
ings of a variety ol fruits and vegetables 
could lower cancer incidence by as much as 
20 percent, and other studies link greater 
consumption with protection from heart dis 
eao;e. high blood pre!>sure and other chronic 
diseases.
