No bargain 
Gov. Paul Patton is b<tc~ pushing for c<.>llective bargaining for 

~tate employee . . 
Thio; time lhe governor wants only c-ertain public employees -

those under him in the executive branch - to be granted the right 
to unionize. 

"We' re looking at ways to unprtwe communications between 
our administration and ~tate workers," deputy press secretary 
Mark Pfeiffer explained. 

Tf it ' s communication the governor i.., worried about, why does­
n' t he just talk to his employees? Why U(lCc;n•t be just e~tahlish a 
new tone with his adnunist~ttors thai insists on better communica­
tion with rank-and-file v.orkers'? Why doe" it take forming a union 
to talk? 

The reason. of course. 1s because Patton's move to givt: state 
workers the right lo form unions has much less Lo do with commu­
nication and much more to do wilh establishin~ a labor footJ1old in 
the public sector. It's ~ery much like the proYerbiaJ camel 's nose 
getting under the tent. lt won' t be long before the whole animal of 
collective bargaining is in as well. 

Expanding into public-sector bargaining has been on labor's and 
Pauon •s agenda for years 

The public sector i.., \\.here organized labor largely focuses. A 
Labor: Departmenl report earlier this year showed lhat organized 
labor represented only 9 percent of the private sector workforce. ln 
the 1940s it had a 35.5 percent share. The same rep011 showed the 
unions' share of governmem workers stood at 37.5 percent last 
year, up 0.2 percent from the year befort. 

ln 1998 and again la~t year, Patton pushed a bill that would 
have mandated public sector bargaining but both efforts failed in 
the General Assembly. lt wa~ Patton'-. political penance for having 
stuck tt to labor when he pushed Lhrough workers' compen~arjon 
refonn. 

His nemesis. Senate President David Williams, is auack.ing 
Patton over his latest attempt. Of course. Williams has attacked the 
governor before if for no otheT reason than bt:cause he\ a stan­
dard-hearer for the Republican Party. But wtitics aside, hi~ criti­
cism of the Democratic governor this time is right on target. 

Patton is seeking to grant co11ecrivc bargaining right~ by cxecu­
bve order. In other word~. he is t:I]ing to reward laoor unilaterally 
knowing full well collective bargaining wouldn't fly with legisla­
tors since the idea never got off the ground in his two previous 
tries. 

Patton is wrong. Colle-ctive bargaining for state employees is 
too big an issue to foisted on Kentucky by one person .-- even If 
he is the governor. 

Before allowing state employees to organize, this is:.ue needs to 
be fully discussed and debated in the Gent!ral Assemoly. 

From our view, it would be a bad move for the commonwealth. 
Oe!>pite so-called ironclad 1'no-strike1t clauses, important public 
services could be hampered - even halted- through slowdowns 
or sick outs. And unlike the priv<~te sector, there's no competition 
in government. You can't fly a different airline or go to a different 
store. 

Moreover. when labor costs climb in the public sector, it's the 
wpayers who foot the hill. It should be the taxpayer~· elected rep­
resentatives- all of them. not just the governor- who make so 
an important a policy decision a~ to allow public employees to 
form unions.
