Johnson 
teen killed 
in wreck

A 16-year·olu Johnson 
County girl lost her life in a fatal 
car uccident Friday. March 30. in 
Williamliport n~ her vchtcle col­
lided with a truck dfl\•en by a 
Paiolwille man on Route 40. 

According to reports from 
Kentucky State l'olke Po,;t 9, 
Daniclle ~icole Ward. 16, of 
Offutt was tm,cling west on 
Route 40 .nt William.fKJn operat­
in£ a 199~ Chevrolet C3\'alier 
when ,he crossed into the east­
bound lane and \eered tnto lhe 
paUl of a 1998 Chevrolet tnrck 
driven by D0nald H. Allen, 40. of 
P.ainLS\ illc. 

Allen. \\ho y,as weanng a 
"eatbelt. su~tained injuries from 
tl1e wreck. Ward. hO\\cver. was 
prt)nounced dead at the scene by 
Johnson Count) Coroner J.R 
Frish} ut 8:03 a.m. Fdday nwm­
lllg.

Draughn Into rhe ambulance 
Mullins stated an hl rcpon that 
he and Trooper Craf't, I o of the 
Hazard Post. "secured the cnme 
scene.'' and bcgnn tnkang pte· 
wres Det. Smoor rumed on the 
scene shortly thercafler 

While at Hazard ARH, Smoot 
asked emergency room nurse 
Cheryl Stacy 10 bag Draughn's 
nght hand to preserve gunpowllcs 
residue. 

TI1e next day, Mnrch 7, 1994, 
Trooper Crall nrul Detccuvc 
Smoot returned to the rc~idence 
to look for the bullet. but were 
unable to locntc u. 

When they left the ~tdencc, 
the scene was not marked off, nor 
did lhey lock the door to the n:J;t· 

dence. 
On March 14, 1994. Smoot 

rcc1eved a call from Howard. 
who said she had located the hul

Mullins and Smoot returned to 
the scene March 20, 1994- 14 
days nftcr the shootang - lo 
retrieve the bulleL It was on thnt 
day they -.1deotaped the mtcraor 
11nd exterior of the residence, and 
gathered other maternds lor cvi· 
de nee. 

The offic.:eas removed :t wiu· 
dow blind and a plCCC Of paneling 
which conrained blood St..'ltn 

Edward L. Thy lor Jr, foren· 
stcs examiner for KSP, made 
determinations based on the 
observiltions and examirmuon~ of 
the p:mehng, bhnd vadeowpe nd 
an .audio tape of Hall's litmcment 

Draughn wru 6 feet wl. and 
what baffled Smoot and Mulhns 
was the posttion of the blood 
splatter on the wnll 

Hall told p<>hce dut Dmughn 
\1. as standmg m front of the door 
"hen he shot himself Tile bulk 
of the blood !>platters were 
nppn>ximately r"o and one-half 
feet up the wall, according to the 
police report. 

The buller cnrcred Dmughn's 
head, about and two-ond·thrcc· 
quarters inches atxwe 1he rigl1t 
ear, and exiled thrcc-and·thrce­
quarters inche~ above the left CAt, 

an inclination of about nn mch, 
and the detectives believed that 
the splauec should have nppc:ued 
h1gber on the wull 

Taylor's detennanaiJons wen: 
that Draughn was hot whale 
standing. sttung. crou .. hed or 
kneefmg, and he was not Jymg an 
the floor at the time be was shot. 
He also detennaned thal the 
bloodslains on the paneling 1111d 
the blind could ha-.e been made 
as a result of Draughn shooung 
himself while standmg, stum· 
bling: and then falling, ns Hall had 
previously indicated. 

The conclusiOn of 1'nylor's 
observations, howcv~:r, foiled to 
establish if Draughn died fro111 a 
suicide or homicide • 

C.S. Lanham Jr., or the forcn· 
sic laborJrory of the Kentucky 
State Police, did thrcnsic lc!\ling 

on the gun, fired canndge and the 
bullet chat were found at !he resi· 
de nee. 

The results of the exanunauon 
determtncd that the cartridge 
found "ns posltl\'cly identified as 
hJvang been tired from the .38-
cruaber Sm1r.h and Wesson found 
nt the scene, but the bullet could 
neither be idenuficd or eliminat· 
cd ns having been fired from the 
gun. 

J11e fvrensic rerun also per­
Jormccl swuh tCl'IS to establish 
whether or not gunpowder 
residue ct,uld be detected on 
Drnughn's hands 

TI1c resuhs dad not detect r.he 
presence of gunpowder residue 
on enher of Draughn's hands. but 
5tntcd, "11m; docs not ehmmate 
the pos tbJluy that the subject 
handled or drscharged a fueann:· 

When tests were then per­
formed by a forctlSlcs team mem· 
bor who hot the same gun. OO\\ • 
ever ... sagmficant amounts" of 
gunpowder resrdue w-ere found 
on the team member's hand. 

There ore no records of gun­
powder rests being performed on 
nnyonc else. 

Toxw.ology rcp011s concluded 
thut Dr,\Ughn':; blood/alcohol 
content wns nc:uly double the 
runount for hun to he considered 
legally drunk. lllC repo11S also 
concluded that Drnughu's blood 
wa.c; pos1t1ve for propoxyphen 
metabolites, a pill otherwise 
known ns Darvocet. 

Accordmg to the autopsy, 
Drnughn had contusrons located 
on tus left fOOl. left shoulder and

Gov. Paul Panon's announcement Friday that he is creating 

a program which, in short, reward~ counties which have 
mandatory garbuge collection ordinances on the books 

with grant eligibility is a good first "!ep in what has been a ~put­
tering effort to put Kemucky·s trash where ir belongs. 

Perhaps even beuer, and more important, is the fact thai Pauon 
recognize, the program as a first Mep, not as a tinal solution. 

The Certified Clean Counties Program rewards counties with 
universal collc:ction laws hy making them eligihlc to apply for 
grants from a $4 million pool of money. That money can be used 
to defray three-quarters of the co~t of dcaning up what illegal 
dump~ remain in thos~: counties. 

The program should be effective in helping the state's 28 
counties with such laws to get clean and stay clean. 

What is not as likely, however. b. that the program will emke 
many more lo follow suit. Those counties which have thus far 
refused to get seriou~ about trash by adopting universal collection 
laws probahly won'l get too excited about cleaning up the messes 
their neglect has helped C<IUsc. 

That i~ why it is of utmost imponance for Patron's program to 
be the first step in u compre.hen,ive effort to once and for all end 
Kentucky's leash woes. 1nc Clean Counties program won·c get us 
there by itself. 

The Clean Countie:. program merely attacks the blight of ille­
gal dumping on one front - cleanup - when a four-pronged 
attack is needc.d. 

To fully address the problem, Kenrud.:y needs to pursue lhe 
avenues of education, enforcement and prevention with equal 
vigor. 

The state has a good start on the education aspect. getting out 
the message about the dangers illegal dumping poses to the envi­
ronment, panicularly among schoolchildren. However. educatiOn­
al efforts always take the longest to produce noticeable results. 
since old habits die hard. For that reason, the state needs to keep 
hammering out lhe message until it take~ hold, perhaps even 
upping its efforts. 

Enforcement, on the other hand, would help address illegal 
dumping much more quickly. Once the message gets out thal 
dumping is indeed :J crime with definite consequences. those 
proue to lhrowing their trash over hiiJsides might think L~ ice. 

So far. officials have pursued enforcement b., using steaJth tac­
tics .such as hidden camer'ds to catch dumpers then heavily publi­
cizing those cuught a.~ a les~on to the rest ot us. However, those 
efforts have been uneven at best. making the lesson and the reali­
ty that dumping b a crime which one can get away with, most of 
the time. 

That leaves prevcmion, a tactic which has scarcely been 
touched al all. The only notable effons to actually prevent tr.:1sh 
from being tossed into the landscape have aU come from House 
Majority Floor Leader Greg Stumbo's efforts to pass a bottle bill 
in the state legislature. 

The lesson from those efforts thus far is clear: For the most 
part. our state's leaders are unwilling to get serious about dump· 
ing and litter, preferring instead to pursue Band-Aid fixes which 
are high on publicity. but low on results. 

We cenainly hope that does not become the case with Patton's 
program. Kentucky lawmakers do not need any more excuses to 
say they are doing something about the leash problem when, in 
reality, whnt steps th~y have taken are ~o minuscule ~ to be 
inconsequential.
