Fire destroys 
Bypro post office

A landmark building in Wheelwright fell victim to a 
tlc~astating tire earJy Thursday morning as !.he United 
Stutes Post Office of Bypro became nothing more than a 
shell of block filled with delotrucuve tla.mes and black 
!.tnoke. 

Well after noon TI1ursday. workers were still struggling 
tO h1ing the flame<; under ~,;OntroJ without any information 
about how lhe tire might have started . 

Th~: post ofti~e. whtcl'l '>tands as one of the oldest build­
ing witlun the city limib of Wheelwright, was a two-story 
monument to lhe city's once tmprcsstve period of growth 
us a su\:cessful mining town. 

The upstairs section ol the huilding housed two apart· 
ml'nts, onl)' one of which had been occupied. 

The single occupant. Jack Mullins. was not home at !.he 
time the fire began. 

Ac(;ording to Scctttc Ray. a Wh ... -elv.right firefighter, the 
Wheel"' nght F-ire Department was made nware of the fire 
at 4:36 tt m Thursda~ mommg. 

nus early hour resulted to no one be1ng present in the 
building at the time the fire began. 

'''I here were already firelighters here when I got here.'' 
Ray saad. "When I got he-re it was fully engulfed. Fire and 
smoke were corning out of the windows and the roof." 

Concerns for the mail and other items that may have 
been w1thin the structure and aho what was to be done 
now that previous customers of the posL oft1ce had no 
place which to patronize was evident as citizens roamed 
about U1e scene.
