Prices at JmJjanapoJi~ pump are running a~ high as 

$J .'07 a gallon for regular. alread) exceeding ln t urn­
mer's reconJ--.:etting hi!!hs. And worse may 1ill away 
motorists. USA Today recently reponed that dealers in 
Cnlifomia and Chicago have bet!n told by lheir suppliers 
1hat prices could top $3 a gallon by early ~ummcr. A 
gallon of self-serve regular already co rs more than $2 
in Chicago, whkh has the highest prices in the nntion. 

Yet, White House spokesman Ari Fleischer offered 
Americans little reassurance that help is on the way.

- I found pe.tcc in forgive­
ness. It wa~n·t until I realized 
!.hat neither my hate nor my 
wanting re.,:engc would bring 
back my Cindy that my spuits 
began to calm. Only then 
could I begin to work out l.be 
awful grief in my heart from 
the loss of my beloved daugh­
ter. 

I now do a volunteer spiri­
tual ministry w1th man)' of the 
pnwners at the Eddyville pen­
itentiary, including the mur­
dere~ there. I find that l.bese 
men. who have done such 
awful things, are human 
beings. too. and many or them 
struggle to find .;orne redeem­
mg grace in !heir lo r lives and 
o;ome way to compensate for 
what they have done. 

It takes some of them a 
time to realize the enormity of 
their crimes. and the awful 
waste of their lives. and I 
guess some do not have the 
mental capacity or sanity to 
ever realize this. But I believe 
most of them try to find some 

way to make peace with their 
God. l do this spiritual work in 
Cindy's name. as I know she 
would want me to. 

From my own experience. I 
can say to all who will li ten 
that exacting revenge by 
killing the murderer of your 
child will not bring the child 
back, will not take the hate out 
of your heart. and wiJl not 
bnng closure to your grief. I 
am not alone, as many vic· 
tims· families have told me 
they believe as I do. 

The death penalty will end 
the suffering of the killer, 
that's for sure. but it will end 
nothing for the famil)' mem· 
bers of the victim. Although 
lhc death penalty in this coun­
tJ)' as a powerful symbol for 
justke and protection, I • 
believe that carrying it out will 
accomplish nothing helpful for

Anyway, 1 took a moment to stt 
down <>n my steps to listen and 
allowed the beautiful memones of 
my youth nnd thoughts of my 
mother to flood my nund.

hear her beautiful voice .smging the 
hymn, '1n the Garden" and I began 
recalling some of the words while 
sitting there, "J come to the garden 
alone. while the dew is still oo the 
roses, He walks with me, and talks 
with me," - songs I had heard sung 
at the Garren Methodist Church.

I then began to remember silting 
m the bedrOOm wit.h my molher Just 
before her passing wnh my r~ 
head agamstthe metal bed railing.

My mother didn't look the age 
of 82 years.
