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Eighth-grader to stand trial for school gun incident

An eighth-grade student from Perry
County will stand trial as an adult for
allegedly pulling a gun on a clagsmate.

Matthew McQuillen, 15, of Hazard,
was indicted last week by a Perry
County grand jury on charges including
unlawful possession of a weapon on
school property, first-degree wanton

endangerment und terroristic threkten-
ing.

The charges stem from an early
spring incident at Roy G. Eversole
Middle School. Two students informed
a school counselor that on March 1,
Matthew McQuillen allegedly pulled a
gun on a l4-year-old male classmate.

When questioned. the boy allegedly
confirmed the statements,

Hazard City Police recovered no

weapon during an investigation of the
incident. MeQuillen allegedly told
Major Minor Allen that he brandished a
capgun, not 4 real wedpon, during: the
act.

That statement was corroborated by o
male classmate who claims that he
brought the toy pistol to school and pre-
sented it to McQuillen,

Hazard City Police initially charged
MeQuillen with terroristic threatening

after 4 search of his residence failed to
uncover a weapon, toy or otherwise
When the case was twmed ovet In the
Perry County Attorney, the weapon and
endangerment charges were added,

Duting & March 9 hearing in Perry
County District Court's juvenile/family
division, Attormev John Shackelford sat
in for Distnet Judge Monte Gross to
hewr the specifics of the case.

The victim told the court that

McQuillen had allegedlv put a gun g
his throat and threatened him (o remain
silent a5 they were stunding in the hall-
way-:

Initially, the boy thought thar the guny
was i fake dnd swaned 1t away. He told
McQuillen that he didn’t think that the
gun was real. At that poiot, clmmed the
victim, MeQuillen pushed a bution on

in bogus bills

Just as U.S. Attormeys had
filed' a Notice of Inlent to File
Information, a move that would
have almost certainly been fol-
lowed ‘with a Eriminal
Information file, Keithley Napier
of Perry County entered a guilty
plea to withholding information
of a cnme in federal court
Tuesday, May 15

According 1o hiy indictment,
Napier knowingly passed 12
counterfeit 550 bills in Perry
County.on Jung¢ 24, 2000.

Sin¢e the beginning of the
year varibus counties in the gast-
ern region of Kentucky, as well
as other parts of the state, have
uncovered several instances in
which counterfeit bills have been
passed in such places as local
convenient stores, small, family
owned réstaurants and other,
larger establishments such as
Wal-Mart and Kmart,

The trend is frustrating, store
owners say, because there i3 no
effective way to track from
where the money originates.

Napier’s guilty plea
Tuesday may be a beginning.

US. District Court records
state that Keithley “did conceal
and did not, as soon as possible,
make known the same o some
judge or other persen in civil
authonty” the knowledge of his
actions in connection with the
counterieit bills,

Napier's reasons for passing
the counterfeit money dre not
known, as atemplts (0 reach his

e nimbers include over 200 people arrested
in Perry County alone, & recent drug ring arrested,
and 45 of Thursday of last week, indicted in fed-
eral court, linding two of the seven people
invelyed facing all 20 of the charges brought
ugainst the group. as a whole,

The 1two men, Kevin Boggs and Franklin
Bentley, hoth of Lewcher County, face i the
whotment a 1ol of 200 separate charges that

ould leave them facing up to 96 years in prison
rach, and pp w0 $1.57 million each in fines

The charges the group face result from illegal
allegedly occarred between
i and May 1 and make up the first

indiciment

Boges and Bentley each have been charged
vith one count of conspiricy to distribute
OxyContin dd 19 other counts of aequisition of
mtrolled substance by misrepresentation, fraud,
forgery, deceptiaon or sublerfuge

In &ddition to those 20 counts, both men also
lace forieiture of seized property.

Phyllis Jones of Hazard was indicted on the
orginal count of conspiracy 1o distribute and also
three counts of acquisition of a8 controlled sub-
stance by misrepresentation. fraud, forgery,
deception or subterfuge. One of the latter counts
allegedly ook place in Breathitt County and the
other two in Perry County on February 17, 20 and

Commissionors appointed
to redraw Floyd districts

Following the dictates of last year’s election on the form of Floyd
County's government, the Floyd County Fiscal Court got the ball
rolling by appointing a committee 1o redraw the county's fiscal

court districty,

The “reapportionment commissioners' are given the job of trans-
forming the county’s three commissioner districts into four magis-

terial districts.

In November, voters chose to return Floyd County (o o magiste-
rial form of govemment. Four years earlier, they had abandoned the
magisterial form of government in favor of & commisioner system.

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Hollis Gibson recalls the ‘moonshine days’

Where did' all those moon-
shiners go?

With Breathitt County legend
Hollis Gibson tracking them
down, many went 10 jail,

Wearing his signature bow tie
and hat, Gibson, 92, recalled the
moonshine days when he
worked as a special investigator
with the Revenue Bureau of the
Treasury Department. Equipped
with a car, typewriter and his
gentlemanly ways, Gibson tray-
eled  throughout  Eastemn
Kentucky and the country in the
1940s and 19505, tracking down
stills and hacking them to pieces
with his hatchet.

Hollis explained how it all
started when many folks revolts
ed because the government
instituted alcohol taxes in 1794:

*Not much is said about it in
American history, bt the
Whiskey Rebellion happened
because folks refused to pay the
taxes on their whiskey. It was
cheaper for folks 1o convert their
grain to whiskey and ship it all
over the open market. They got
more money out of the whiskey
than they did selling the grain. It
was a good thing the president
was a, military man. George
Washinglon sent the army over
there, and they whipped the tax-
payers and run them out™”

The famous ‘“revenuers'
started collecting taxes from the
moonshiners before higher taxes
and stricter laws enacted in 1894
either put moonshiners out of
business, or-caused them to hide
in the hollows and continue
covert whiskey distilling.

To make a living during the
Depression, many locals built
copper stills and converted the
moonshine to cold, hard cash
Those were the days when
Gibson roamed the hills looking
for signs of hidden stills and
running water.

“They have to have waler,
that's the way 1 found them.
Good moonshiners would run a
hose several hundred yards from
the source of the water o some
place where they naturally
wouldn’t be seen very easily.
Eveén the office .would wonder
why 1 could locate so many
stills. Butif you watch the water
situations; you can find them,”
explained Gibson.

Hollis Gibson would trek 20
to 30 miles a day in the hills and
countryside looking for the cop-
per stills, When he camg upon
one, he explained His procedure:

“In order te catch "em, why
then I conld check the mash and
I could tell about when it ought
to run, | mean when it had
reached its peak in fermentation

were also given some indication

of what to éxpect when the mag-

isterial districts are drawn,

Thompson said he expects
the new districts to look a lot
like “the way it was™ before the
commissioner system experi-
ment, with perhaps a precinet or
two moved around o account
for population shifts.

Under state guidelines, mig-
isterial districts must be as close
to equal in population as possi-
ble. with no more than 10 per-
cent variance between districts,

and should be distilled. And so
I"d know exactly when o come
back and catch "em right avit,”

Hollis was lucky in his dan-
gerous profession — he has only
been shol at three times during
investigations.

In one incident, Hollis
describes encountering a moon-
shiner on Southfork in Breathitt
County:

“He had about 1,500 gallons
of mash. Oh. it produced o 1ot of
whiskey, you know. | saw him
running from the still and knew
there wasn't much chance of
making the case, cause af a cor-
tain distance it's difficult 1o pos-
itively 1.D: him and there’s noth-
ing 1o take fingerprints from, so
| took his hrand new ax and cul
the siill up.

“Well, T swung his ax on my
shoulder, where you could see
the sun shining on It, aad went
toy the car. Just as I was opening
up the door, [ heasd the cruck
and the dust flew about four fegl
away, Well he fired two more
shots, but he kept on getting fus-
ther and further away. | knew he
wasn't trying to hit me, you
kinow, so | twisted the ax agiin,
got back in the car and drove
off.”

In addition to danger, speetal
investigating leads (o uncover-
ing rather bizarre Crimes
Gibson told of a trip to
Mississippi when he found a
still in an oil well that belonged
to an old man who rode a mule
and had a preity Cajon girl from
New Orleans:

*1 located the still. They had
converted the well by digging a
tunnel (o build a fire, They had a
hig thump Kkeg. where the
whiskey is reconditioned there,
What comes out is pure moon-
shine, you know, pure alcohal.”

Gibson went o locate anoth:
er still down river alter he
informed investigators where
and when to destroy the ol well
still,

“Well ... they ook an ax and
chopped a hole in this big round
still, t ook it a long time o run
out and they got the hole bigger
and bigger, Pretty soon it looked
like the skeleton of a man was in
there: Well, then they really gol

"The way they'd do 1 was
use the mash over and over. It's
a big job to have to change it
But they'd just keep using it
over and over, just add more
water to it and put the ingredi-
ents-in — the sugar and the niall
and everything. They were real-
Iy gaing to town. The flesh just
fell off the bones vou know.™

When Gibson get back and
heard about the murder, he
found out that the old man had
gotten a partner who moved in
on his pretty young girlfriend
and his business,

“Several months had past
from 'the time he had killed the
hoy. (o the time | found the sull,
The old man decided he'd get
even with the . You had to
walk ouron 4 plank out there 1o
seatter the mall and (he sugar
He caught him oul there and
slipped the plank loosé. and
right down he went in that hol
mash. Lord. vou couldn't huve
lived a minute in there with no
chance to get ouk.™

Well. those New Orleans
drinkers really got a suff shot
Gibson might have been careful
about what he drank after thal
But be surely emjoyed a free
meal when he could. He told
about the hospitality of the
locals in Breathitt County:

“I was shadowing this sall,
and | saw a boy and his father
goming, carrying containers that
looked fike a meal. Well sir, |
always carmed a camers, | ook a
picture of him right there
preparing his meal, 1 always
ook a picture so I could get a
picture of him and the still. You
see, thatspoke for uself

“He scomed vp for his dinner:
and 1 thought, ‘Well 1'll have
some of that dinner (oo.” | rmred

up’ and swd, “This is Hollis,
you're under amest.” Well, he
made a break 10 run and T yelled
at him, and away he went, him
and the little boy, too. So.1 went
down and ate his dinner, It sure
was a good one with fried chick-
en and everything. you know,

“1 cur his still several times.
bul that was just on ong Occa-
sion, With ‘this fella, T could
always 1ell his still. He always
Kept a broom at his sull, and
kept everything just as cleanas a
pen. He had a litde whle there
where he scooted up for hisdin-
ner. 1 didn't even bother to go 1o
the house and look for them. |
sent himn word to come on in &nd
sign his bond on a certain date
and didi't you know, he did.”

Hollis Gibson continued
busting stills and the moonshin-
ers continued rebutlding them.
He estimutes that he tore down
at lesst a thonsand stills until he
retired in 1260,

When asked 1if the locals
resented him he said. “Now
making moonshine in the moun-
tains of Keatucky, they made it
all their life, and there’s nothing
wrong with that. | did my job,
and their relatives might feel
bad about it. When you send
their daddy 10 the penitentary,
they're not gonna like: that, If
vou treal people with the respect
that you would expect 1o be
treated, you find that you get
along much better. Now you go
in a-slapping and a-knocking
and a-shooting and a-lambang-
ing, you will have trouble. won't
you?"

I now appears safe to say that Eastern Kentucky rests on

the cusp of the next coal boom and, while the influx of

new money will certainly be welcome, residents and lead-
ers must take pains 1o ensure that mistakes of the past are not
repeated.

Do good times for the coal industry necessarily translate
mto good times for Eastern Kentucky? They certainly do if
you're an out-of-work miner, or 4 shopkeeper looking for-
ward to your customers having additional spending money in
their pockets.

But as we enjoy the short-term boost in the local economy,
we must also keep an on the long-term future ... and the not-
too-distant past.

[t 1s quite clear that the costs of coal mining are dear, and
they often outlive the cychcal highs of the industry.

Disabled and dying workers unable to draw black lung
benefits. Profits taken out of state instead of reinvested in the
local economy, Slurry ponds that overflow and collapse,
causing widespread property and environmental damage and
sometimes costing lives. Miners killed because the compa-
nies that employed them chose to save money by cutting
back on worker safety. A generation of men and women who
thought the mines would give them profitable, lifelong
careers, only 1o face unemployment lines and poverty
because a lack of training left them unable to find other
work. These are the mistakes of the past which must not be
repeated.

So do the costs of coal mining outweigh the benefits? The
answer to that question lies in how we approach this latest
upswing in the industry.

If we allow greed to run rampant, devouring our workers
and our environment, and our greatest concern is how to get
our hands on as many dollars as possible, then, yes, this lat-
est coal boom will not be worth the risk.

But it doesn’t have to be that way, as long as we demand
an adequate safety net to protect our workers, our environ-
ment and our economy.

We must press state and federal regulators to make sure
their intentions are to protect the land and the people of
Eastern Kentucky and are not compromised by the coal
industry interests

We must insist that state and Jocal leaders continue mak-
ing the mvestments needed to diversify Eastern Kentucky's
economy so that we're not left in worse shape when this lat-
est uptick runs its course.

Finally, we must continue to make education and job train-
ing a priority for both children and adults. Otherwise, we
will one day again find ourselves with a workforce trained to
mine coal, but no jobs to sustain them.

Underage drinking
a serious problem

Recent newspaper articles and televi-
sion news stories on “malternative™ bev-
ernge marketing speak to an issue that is
very important to me, and to Kentucky.

Children see and hear messages
about alcohol every day. Billboards and
promotions for sleoholic beverages
often display attractive young peopie or
cartoon characters, encouraging kids to
think that aleohol use is sccepted,
expected and essential 1o baving a good
tme,

It"s clear that these messages are
reaching our children. The Center for
Science in the Public Interest’s recent
poll reported that underage drinkers
were more likely to try these sweetened
“alcopops” and that 41 percent of 14- 10
18-year-olds said they had actually tried
an alcohol pop drink.

Studies show that more than 2.1 mil-
lion minors are considered (o be heavy
drinkers, and that more than 100,000 12-
and 13-year-olds binge drink every
month.

The danger to our youth is clear.
Preliminary studies now indicate that
heavy, regular drinking can damage the
developing brains of teens as well, and
impair brain cells involved in learning
and memory.

And this problem doesn’t just affect
the kids who are drinking. A recent
study at the University of Washington
found that alcohol sbuse by seventh-
grade students also had a negative
impact upon the learning and perfor-

Tax would help
tobacco farmers

Tobacco growers and health advo-
cates joined together under the
President's Tobacco Commission 1o pro-
mole the health and well-being of
Americans and (0 stabilize and rejuve-
nate the economic health of tobacco
growers and their communities.,

Within the commission’s report are
strong recommendations for viable solu-
tions to the problems fucing tobacco
farmers and the health sector of our

country’s tobacco dependent communi
ties. For decades, the citizens of these
communnities have suffered from the
whims of the changing global tobacco
environment. The commission’s report
offers a fresh start for a healthier future.

The report recommends a buyout of
guota called the Tobacco Equity
Reduction Program (TERP). TERP
would return to quots holders the invest-
ments in quota that they have made over
the past 60 years, thus eliminating quota
as we know it. It puts quota in the hands
of the growers by creating production
permits that would be tied to the grower,
not the land. We believe that 60 percent
of burley producers will get out of the
burley business under TERP. In effect,
TERP would restructure the tobacco
program, making tobacco production
more efficient for farmers who make the
business decision o keep growing.

TERP would be funded by a 17-cent
increase in the federal excise tax.,
Though supporting a federal excise tax
is controversial, we believe it to be the
most realistic means of truly helping our
tobacco farmers and the health of
Americans.

Only two wecks ago, the companies
raised wholesale prices nearly the same
amount to protect their stockholders.
Aren’t our lobacco farmers worth as
much? A 17-cent increase will only dis-
place demand for U.S. burley and flue-
cured tobacco by one percent while
decreasing the number of future youth
smokers by a hall million,

The revenue generated from the tax
would flow back into our rural communi-

The report also suggests that
more fesources be made avail-
able to states for cessation pro-
grams and that assistance be
given through Medicare and
Medicaid for smokers who want
o quit, Across  America,
approximately 28 percent of
strokes and 30 percent of all
coronary heart disease deaths
are attributable to active ciga-
rette smoking,

The report finds that, in
tobacco-growing states, the

smoking rates are higher on
average and residents suffer dis-
proportionately from smoking-
caused harms: The report also
recommends making grants
available to states to enhance
tobacco prevention and other
public health efforts.

The families and citizens liv-
ing in fobacco producing com-
munities are at @ crossroads. The
COMMISSION TEport gives a com-
prehensive blueprint for the
future. The goals and recom:-
mendations of the commission
report will lead the way to sta-
ble, prosperous family farms
and healthy, strong rural com-
munities.

Samons gﬁilty of embezzlement

Monday, May 14, proved to
be the day former postal worker
Dortha Samons felt It was time
to admit to and take responsibil-
ity for her illegal behavior
against her place of employment
and the customers she was sup-
posed to serve.

On Monday n LS. Distnct
Court, Samons; a former
Saturday clerk at the Weeksbury
Past Office, pleaded guilty 1o
count two of her indictment, &
charge stating she had issned 34
money orders in the aggregate
amount of $8,214.46 on July 18
and October 26. 2000,

The onginal indictment
included two counts. the first. to
which Samons pleaded not
guilty, claimed that she had, on
the same date the second count
wis to have occurred, “knowing-
ly embezzled and converted to
her own use, money that is
approximately $1,384.66, which
had come. into her hands and
under her control in the execu-
tion of her employment and ser-
vice".

According to federal court
records. this all falls inviolation
of Title |8 of the LS, Code.

Samons® guilty plea came
during a redarraignment hearmg
that had been granted so that
Samons could offér a plea

change. having initially pleaded
not guilty fo count one of the
indigtment. During the rear-
raignment, a motion was made
orally to dismiss count one, mis-
appropristion of postal funds.
The motion was heard and
Samons was allowed to remain
on her current bond and congdi-
tions of release.

A sentence hearing was set
for August 13 in regard 1o
Sumons” plea.

If found guiity on both pend-
ing counts, Samens could be fac-
ing a possible 15 years in prison,
10 possible for misappropriation
of postal funds: and 5 possible
for 1ssuing invalid money orders
10 receive money for herself.

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After 56 years, Bentley receives WWII medals

Maore than half i century after
serving in World War 11, Floyd
County's “Big" John Bentley
finally received his medals on
Friday.

During a specinl ceremony
prior to Friday's meeting of the
Flayd County Fiseal Coun,
‘Bentley was awarded the medals
i front of family, (mends, old
Army buddies and local offs-
cials.

Bentley served in the Army
from early 1943 until after the
wir ended in 1945, During his
service. which he said began by
landing on Omaha Beach and
proceeding throughout Eumpe
until  the fighting ceased.
Bentley saw action in some of
the most important campaigns of
the war, mcluding Germany's
fast-ditch effort in' the Battle of
the Bulge,

Bentley said his unit saw a lot
of action because it was assigned
to problem spots, “plugging
leaks" in the battle lines.

House Majority Floor Leader
Greg Stumbo presented Bentley
with his Purple Heart. saying to
him, “You have been a great
Floyd Countian. You have beer
4 greal American.”

County Judge-Executive Paul
Hunt Thompson next pinned an
Honorable Service pin on
Bentley's lapel, while Southern
Water Commissioner Hubert
Halbert brought him five deco-
rations — the Good Conduct,
American Campaign,
European/African/Middle
Eastern, World War [l and
German Campaign medals.

Bentley, who repeatedly said
he didn’t understand what ail the
fuss was about, remained mod-
est when he Stood to speak.

"My family thinks I'm u
hero. To them, I guess 1 am,"”

Bentley said. “Bul to me, the
real heroes are on the marble out
there. They're my heroes.™

But during an emotional
speech, Bentley's granddaugh-
ter, Nikita Robinson, used a dic-
tionary definiton of the waord
“hero™ to show, point by point,
why her grandfather fit the bill.

“1 want to thank you for
being my grandfather, and a
hero," 4 tearful Robinson said in
closing.

On hand For Friday's ceremo-
ny were wo important figures
from Bentley's expeniences in
Europe,

Lyle F. Schwanz, Bentley’s
former “foxholé buddy” and a
retired  police chief frem
Covington, drove down ko share
the experience with his old
Army buddy.

Also on hand was Edward
Belcher of Belcher, who carried
Bentley to safety afier he was
injured.

The study alternatives to child
abuse investigations in Kentucky

Peter O. Samples, state chatrman and CEO of
the KY Multi-County Task Forces on Child Abuse
Inc., has ssked Kentucky Governor Paul Patton to
sppoint a sk force 10 study the pilot projects
which are operating in other states that are
designed (o take away the investigations of child
shuse and neglect from the social workers of chil-
dren's protective services and give the responsi-
bility 10 police. According to Samples, 23 other
states now have pilot studies in place whereby the
fovestigations of child sbuse, neglect and depen-
dency as well as background investigations for
placement status approval are being conducted
vither completely by or under the auspices of law
enforcement personnel, In some states, such as
Florida, social workers are employed by the local
sherifi's departments who then work with the
deputies (o perform these services, says Samples.
Aceording o Samples. Arkansas took away the
investizations of child abuse and peglect from its
Children's Protective Services almost two years
ago and gave that responsibility to-a then newly
created unit of the Arkansas State Police,

Samples says that it's time that Kentucky looks
AL these pilot projects for any potential value they
may have for implementation in Kentucky, He
points out that a recem study by the Kentucky
Youth Advocates. a 25-year-old organization that
monitors the welfare of Kentucky's children, has
found that Kentucky's Cabinet of Families &
Children is inadequate many times in its perfor-
mance of investigating child abuse and neglect,
and has ecalled for action to fix the system.
Samples estimates that his own agency, the KY
Multi-County Task Forces on Child Abuse Ing., a
statewide organization whose business is (o raise
awareness of and educate the public about child
abitse, receives approximately S00 calls a year on
its child abuse prevention hotline by individuals
complaining  about social workers  with
Kentueky's Department of Community Based
Services und the lick of response in their investi-
gation of child abuse and neglect complaints.
“Kentucky has made some within the last
fow vears toward improvement of the system by

implementing the muiti-disciplinary approach to
child abuse investigations and by requiring addi-
tional education and training for its social work-
ers.” says Samples. But, Samples goes on to say
that these improvements may not be enough.
“When we allow one child (o continue to be
abused due to a lack of response by the system, or
we place one child back into an abusive situation,
because our system failed to idemifly the nisk, w;‘
just can’t allow that to bappen, especially if there
miy be a better way to protect these children,”
says Samples. “We should be looking continous-
ly for ways to improve our services, and not be
satisifed with just maintaining the stams quo.”
says Samples.

Samples goes on to say that in a recent issue of
Law Enforcement News, published by John Jay
College of Criminal Justice, it i1s noted there that
the “power 0 remove children from their homes
and their families. if not a police power, is as close
to a police power as one can get.” Samples also
states that Chief Circuit Judge Dale Ross,
Broward County. Florida, one of the 23 states to
enact pilot projects under police authority, reports
that “the professionalism of the work has bee
raised, From the court’s point of view, judges fee
much more confident and have i greater dogree of
reliability on the results of the investigations.”
Samples points out that in another state which is
operating a pilot project. the number of social
workers has been reduced from 23,000 to about
1,800 because of police taking over the investiga-
tions. This may make it somewhat of a political
isstie, according to Samples. Children’s Protective
Services i any given state may not want 1o give
up its turf. This means that the Governor will have
1o be willing to enterin this factor without allow-
ing it to influence him when exploring this issue,

Samples states that this issue should not be a
question of politics. “I's & question of what's best
for our defenseless children. If there ix a way to do
things better, to improve the system, we have-a
responsibility to at least check it oat, regardless of
the politics.” Samples states that Governor
has not yer responded 1o his request,
