A protest meeting on behalf of local
military veterans and headed by the
Veterans Coalition for Quality Healthcare;
a committee formed in 1999 to assist and

approach veteran concerns, began
Monday just outside the East Kentucky
veteran’s health care clinic in
Prestonsburg

Members of the committee, which cov-
ers eight Eastern Kentucky counties
including Floyd, Knott, Johnson, Pike,
Letcher, Knox and Perry counties, hold in
the highest regard their chairman and
most vocal supporter, Hershel Joseph, a
Vietnam veteran who was disabled after
his vehicle was hit by a shoulder missile,
leaving 65 percent of his body covered
with third-degree burns during that war.

For the past two years, Joseph has vol-
unteered at the Prestonsburg clinic as-an
entitlement and pension officer, helping
disabled and working veterans alike
receive their pension and other benefits.
According to Dr. Ron Mann of Pikeville,
who works an estimated six hours a week

Despite opposition from council member Billy Ray
Collins, a motion was passed during a special-called
Prestonsburg city council meeting on Monday to give
final approval for the city’s annual budget for the fiscal
year, which begins July 1.

Collins, who told council members that he was not
“leading a revolt,” refused to approve the budget because
he said that he felt as though “things were already done
when he got there.”

Collins was speaking of an “honorable agreement”
passed at a meeting before the last election, in which
council members were appointed to oversee different
areas of city government, such as the finance and revenue
committee, which is in charge of composing the annual
budget.

I think we should return back to where the mayor and
council members work together on the budget,” said
Collins.

Mayor Jerry Fannin said that the budget report stands
as a “‘place to start” with projected revenues and expen-
ditures for the upcoming year and that the report was
readily available to any council member. Fannin also
encouraged each member with questions about the bud-

exceptionally high, Mann said
the second-closest sucpess rite
by an officer is roughly 45 per-
cent.

“This man was extremely
beneficial to vels,” said Mann
on Tuesday. *“We need to get him
back in there."

David Pennington, director

these requests from these veter-
ans cannot be met,”

In addition w requesting an
explanation as o the nature of
Joseph's dismissal; the coalition
also asks the climic's hours be
extended to midnight each night
rither than closing at 4:30 p.m.
The current hours conflict with
patients who have day jobs and
are unable to make it to early
appointments, said Mann.

Perhaps a sideline concern; as
Joseph himself downplayed his
dismissal from the clinic, the
termination, according to some
protesting yeterans, may have
beén the final act that drove
them to Jormal protest.

Pennington was unavailable
for comment on the requests
made by coalition members,

however, associite director Paul
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Magalian  offered  several
responses. in an interview with
The Floyd County Times on
Tuesday.

According o Magalian,
Joseph’s dismissal came as a

“But there's
more than just that at work here,
We want for employees at the
VA clinic to show respect to the
vets, particularly in the pharma-
cy.

According to Joseph, who
was picketing on the front lines

million in funds that are also
projected to be used in further
development of StoneCrest.

Although those numbers
appear quite large, projected
revenues from both are expected
to be favorable for the city of
Prestonsburg, after StoneCrest
mounted receipts of $49,000 for
the month of May alone.

Prestonsburg fire and police
departments will exhaust nearly
$1.4 million of projected rev-
enues for the upcoming year,
and $224,000 is to be spent with
the city's 911 service.

Other expenditures men-
tioned in the budgetinclude over
$708,000 o be paid for city
administration workers, with
over $63,000 reserved for the
mayor and the city aftorney.

According to the report, $1.2
million of next year's revenues
will come from licenses and per-
mits, and $500,000 is estimated
to be received from insyrance
license fees.

Property taxes will generate
$442,000 of next year's pro-
ceeds, as well as $80,000
expected from coal severance
taxes.

The report notes that
$450,000 is expected to be gen-
erated by the sanitation depart-
ment in Prestonsburg, and city
utilities will account for nearly

$29.000 in profit for the upcom-
ing year.

Work and school

There’s no doubt that many teen-agers can hold down
after-school jobs and do well in school.

Some teens’ grades may improve from the self-discipline
developed from juggling a job and schoolwork, from the
confidence and maturity gained through work and from the
increased responsibility that employment entails.

Results from a suryey of juniors in Kentucky high schools
released last week seem to bear that out.

It found that working made no appreciable difference on
the grades received by the teens who were surveyed or on
whether they took the tougher advanced placement classes.

But there was an important element of the Kentucky sur-
vey that may explain much: Nearly all the students surveyed
— more than 95 percent of them — said they plan to attend
college.

In other words, most of those surveyed by the Kentucky
Long-Term Policy Research Center were among go-getter,
college-bound teens. Making a little money might be impor-
tant. But for such motivated teens, making the grade is more
important.

To find where the real problem of teens and jobs occurs,
look among the teens who don’t do as well in the classroom.

These teens increasingly disengage themselves from
school and academics as more and more school takes a back-
seat to work. As their work hours increase, their grades
decline, they are more likely to drop out and they are less
likely to go to college, a national study found.

The fact is jobs aren’t for every teen. Some teens aren’t
ready to handle it. Some will find their schoolwork will suf-
fer as a result. Some will try to take on too many hours.
Some, sadly, will use a part-time, low paying job as an exit
from education.

It’s good that the Kentucky Long-Term Policy Research
Center plans to do another study to look deeper and to reach
a more representative sample of all Kentucky’s high school
students.

It's also good that state Sen. Jack Westwood, a former
school teacher, remains concerned about the effects of after-
school jobs on teen-agers’ schoolwork. Kentucky law allows
for teens to be full-fledged members of the work force: 16-
and 17-year-olds can work as many as 40 hours a week dur-
ing the school year and 14- and 15-year-olds can take on 18
hours a week.

Teen-agers and their parents must be smart about jobs and
school. Schoolwork can’t be allowed to suffer. Parents would
be wise to reward teens with permission to work only when
grades are up and only if they remain up.

For the sake of teen-agers” and the commonwealth’s
future, job one for Kentucky teens has to be school.

Closing the
minority
achievement
gap: Learn
from examples

Lots of folks have been
trying to solve a longstanding
mystery about which
Kentucky schools are suc-
cessfully educating all chil-
dren. The investigation began
as we looked for schools
where most children learn
well despite high poverty lev-
els or high numbers of racial
minorities, The idea was to
see what these schools were
doing right and fo learn from
them.

We found highly success-
ful schools with huge portions
of economically disadvan-
taged students in counties like
Morgan, Magoffin, and
Rockeastle, Those schools
proved that disadvantaged
children learn just fine when
they're taught well, Indeed,
some of these schools have
student achievement that's

beat the peaceful beauty
found near the passing of the
tide or in the reflection of the
sky dancing on the water, but
quite frankly, my current
fishing slump has dis-
appointed my tender
heart, leading me to
be discouraged and
ultimately ready to
pull my pole in for
the rest of the sea-
SOn.

I have not
had one decen
catch this year.

The “big
one” I have
been seeking
all this time has somehow
eluded my hook, leaving me
wondering if I even have the
ability to be the exceptional
“fisher-woman™ that 1 so

readily claimed to be. My last

Returning unclaimed proper-
ty to its rightful owners has been
one of my favorite responsibili-
ties as State Treasurer. I'm very
proud that during my tenure, we
have managed to return a
record-breaking amount of the
assets mistakenly left behind or
forgotten by local citizens.

But now | have been given an
opportunity to use my experi-
ence to help lead international
efforts on the most important
unclaimed property issue of the
last century,

A few weeks ago, I was
appointed to the Executive
Monitoring Committee of state
and local financial officers
which monitors the retum of
assets  seized during the
Holoeaust to their rightful own-
ers: The 10-member Committe,
which was formed in December
1997, ‘is charged with ensuring
the progress of efforts to return
property’ of Holocaust survivors
that has been held by Swiss,
French, Austrian, Polish and
German banks and German
industry, among others, for more
than fifty years.

Jews—were  murdered in
Europe during the Holocaust
During World War 11, the Nazi
government, occupying various
countries, stole the property of
Jews and other persecuted peo-
ples and evicted them from their
homes, farms and businesses.
After World War 11, many of the
same governments continued
the Nazis’ practices by national-
izing holdings and rejecting the
claims of Holocaust survivors
who sought reparations.

As Treasurer, returning prop-
erty to those who survived the
Nazi regime represents a press-
ing opportunity to capitalize on
our resources. With approxi-
mately 370,000 Holocaust sur-
vivors worldwide, and five to 10
survivors dying each day, this is
the most urgent unclaimed prop-
erly program imaginable. That is
among the reasons why I am so
eager to bring the voice and
experience of the Kentucky
State Treasury to the interna-
tional table in contributing
toward a just resolution,

In recent years lawsuits filed
on behalf of survivors have
helped reveal the whereabouts
of billions of dollars worth of
stolen assets. It is believed that
there are hundreds of Holocaust
survivors living in Kentucky, 70
of whom have registered in
these lawsuits. Though the
return of unclaimed property
stolen from these people and
their families can never make up
for the atrocities committed dur-
ing the Holocaust, it sends the
message that justice—like the
survivors themselves—is val-
ued.

has changed. Gordon posted 7
wins in 1995 when he won his
first Winston Cup Championship.
His second and third champi-
onships saw him post double
digit wins in both seasons. In
1997 he posted 10 wins and he
followed that up the very next
year when he won his third
crown with 13 wins. All three of
his championship years saw
Gordon lead the series in number
of wins.

The way a team and dnver
goes about winning a champi-
onship now puts more of 4 pre-
mium on consistency than when
Gordon was dominating during
the mid and late 90s, The last two
Winston Cup Champions, Dale

Jarrett m 1999 and Bobby
Labonte in 2000 won their
championships relying more on
consistency rather than making it
to viciory lane on-a regular basis.
Both drivers only posted four
wins during their championship
year.

Going into Saturday's race at
Dover, Dale Jarrett was the only
driver in the series that has post-
ed multiple wins in the first 12
races of the season. Jarrett had
visited victory lane on three dif-
ferent occasions but still only
held on to a slim 75 point lead
over the second place Gordon.

Gordon only had the Las
Vegas win to his credit, but his
sirength was showing up in the
numbers that are often over-

looked after a race: He led the
series in both the number of laps
and the number of miles led and
that was showing up in the points
chase in the form of bonus points.

In Winston Cup there is only
two ways in which s driver can
get bonus points. A driver earns
five bonus points by leading at
least one lap dunng @ race and
can gain an additional five bonus
points if he leads the most laps
during the event. Gordon had put
60 of these bonus points in his
column before Dover and with
his dominating winning perfor-
mance Sunday in which he led
381 of the 400 laps he picked up
an additional 10 points.

1 know the series is just now

leading the most laps. The baule
came down between Bill Elliott
and Alan Kulwicki with Ellion
winning the race, but Kulwicki
earned the five bonus points for
leading 103 laps compared 10 thie
103 that Elliont led.

Although most Kentucky
ouldoors enthusiasts' associate
the month of June with week-
ends al the lake, the June squir-
rel sgason has been very popu-
lar. The June squirrel season
opened on Saturday, fune 2, and
runs until Friday, June 15

*The outloek is good for this
year's June season,” said Chris
Garland, upland game biologist

with the KDFWR, “We had a
good mast crop last fall, a rela-
tively mild winter and thus far 4
pretty good spring.”

Garland explained that
hunter opportunity is about the
same statewide. “The entire
state has good squirrel hunt-
ing.” he said. “The eastern third
of the state is predominantly
gray squirrels with more fox
squirrels the further west you
go. Gary squirrels are going to
be found in more extensive
forests with dense understory
vegetation. Fox squirrels are
more prevalent in wood lots and
fence rows of more open agri-
cultural areas.”

The habitat preferences of
squirrels in June are different
than the fall. “My own observa-
tions have been that in the June
squirrels are found more in the
drainages, hollows and along
stream  corridors,” Garland
explained. “Float trips combin-

ing hunting and fishing along
Kentueky's streams would be
an excellent spring hunting
method.”

The cooler temperatures pro-
vided by forested stream corri-
dors are a big draw for June
squirrels. However, if these
areas don't have the necessary
food bearing trees and plants,
they will not be productive/
“Squirrels eat mainly acorms,
hickory nuts and beechnuts,”
Garland said. “They store these
seeds for months to feed on
throughout the year. In the
spring, they feed more on seeds
and fruit of ash, pines, maple,
elm, hornbeam, dogwood,
hackberry, sassalras, wild cher-
ry, mulberry and viburniumn.
They will also eat mushrooms,
flowers and the occasional
insect.”

The full foliage of June
makes firearm choice an impor-
tant consideration. “Weapon
choice 13 a matter of personal
preference and individual skill
level,” Garland explained.
"However, just as in the early
part of the fall season, the
foliage id going to be a factor
and a 12 or 20 gauge shotgun
may provide more opportunity
than the .22 rifle.”

If you plan to participate in
this hunt or any small game or
upland bird season. please help
our upland game biologists by
participating in the hunter coop-
erator survey. This program
monitors small game popula-
tions through hunter harvests
surveys. The survey 1s.a hunting
log where the hunter records the
date of the hunt, the county of
the hunt, hours hunted and ani-
mals seen or harvested. The log
is easily kept in the glove box of
your vehicle, your hunting jack-
et or on the refrigerator.

Include plant, lawn care
in your vacation plans
by RAY TACKETT

In the exciternent of planning a vacation, we
sothietines farger o plan for the care of house-
plants, lawn and gardens.

IU's imporant 10 pay some extra atlention (o
houseplants, the lawn; and flower and vegetable
gardens 10 hetp them survive during your absence.

Thoroughly water houseplants and let excess
water seep out of drainage holes before putiing
pots back in drip saucers. To slow plant growth
and thas lower water needs, place houseplanis out
of direct sunlight.

Some people.enclose houseplants in clear plas-
tic bags to retin moisture. However, these plastic
bags also hold in heat. so be sure the plants are not
lefi in direct sunlight. Since houseplants in
unghized elay pots tend to lose quite a bit of mois-
ture. pul these pots on bricks in o container with a
few inches of water, The cluy pots will absorb
moisture through the bricks. Be sure these plants
receive spme light, but not direct sunlight.

Don't forget to include lawn:care in your vaca-
tion plans.

1f the westher is hot, water grass well so the soil
is moist to 3 depth of three or more inches. Mow
the lawn just before leaving. T you will be gone
more than one week, have someone mow the grass
at least weekly, unless the weather i3 very hot and
dry.

If the grass is mueh taller than usual when you
return home, don’t mow off more than one-third of
the grass length. Removing more than aboul one-
third of the growth causes scalping that exposes
grass (0 high temperatures if the weather turns dry.
It necessary, cul the lawn higher than normal to
ayvoid scalpimg; then mow at the normal height a
few days later.

Since warm weather stimulates pest problems,
check vegembles plants, fruit trees, and Howers for
outbreaks. and treat them before leaving. Since
fruits and vegetables left 1o become over tipe can
promote disease and insect problems, pick all
fruits and vegetables that are ripe or nearly ripe.

It's good to weed vegetuble and flower gardens
before leaving on vacation. Water them deeply so
the soil is moist to a depth of three or four nches.
A two-ineh layer of mulch will slow down mois-
ture evaporation from the spil
