FRANKFORT - The Naturdl 

Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet has today 
challenged the constituuonality 
of the process for reviewing 
Executive Branch regulations 
contained m state law. The cab­
inet has filed a motion in 
Franklin C1rcuit Court in a law­
suit brought by the Kentucky 
Farm Bureau Federation, and 
others. regarding a regulation 
establishing standards for 
Concentrated Animal Feeding 
Operations (CAFO's). 

•This regulation is necessary 
to protect the health. safety and 
welfare of our citizens and we 
are convinced that the veto of 
regulations by legislative :;ub­
commiuees is plainly unconsti­
tutional," said James E. 
Bickford, secretary of the cabi­
net 

On May 25, 2001. rhe 
Franklin Circuit Court declared 
the regulation void hecause it is 
similar to a regulation that 

~ expired due to a legislative sub­
committee's veto. Since 1998 
the cabinet has issued a series of 
regulations governing large­
scale animal feeding operations. 

The cabinet believes the sub­
committee veto is unconstitu­
tional under the landmark. and 

unanimous. separation of pow­
ers decision by the Kentucky 
Supreme Court in LRC V. 
Brov; n, as well as under Section 
81 of the Kentucky Constitution 
which prov1des that the gover­
nor shall faithfully execute the 
laws of the Commonwealth. 

In the mol1on filed today the 
cabinet is also asking the court 
to allow the CAPO regulation to 
remain in effect until a decision 
is rendered on the legality of the 
Kentucky Revised Statute 
(KRS) 13A process. 

ln a companion case also 
filed today, the court is also 
being asked to declare as uncon­
stitutional other. important pro­
visions of KRS 13A which 
intrude upon the authority of the 
executive branch to issue regu­
lations. 

"The principle of separation 
of powers is a vital part of the 
fabric of our government and 
each branch has a responsibility 
to resist any encroachment upon 
itc; authority. Given our repeat­
ed efforts to 1ssue these impor­
tant regulations. we believe the 
time has come to ask the courts 
for guidance on the constitu­
tionality of the regulatory 
process," said Governor Paul 
Patton.

inflammatory and other types of drugs. But, she usually could 
not tolerate the chemicals for some reasons. Then in about 1997, 
Granny also began displaying many indicators of significant 
problems with her memory. It was very difficult to accept that 
my long-term companion had Alzheimer's and would gradually 
not be able to have a conversation with me as we were so used to 
doing. Nonetheless. she was still able to go places and do 
things, if her pam level was okay. ~ 

Besides going and seeing, Granny Grace so loved being with 
others. She always had stories that had a moral or a funny twist. 
She especially liked describing her life as a teenage «flapper" 
when she wore the new style short fringed dresses and had a 
spit-curl on her cheek that dared not to move when she did. 
Although Granny often talked about the drawbacks of her marry­
ing at 16 and having a baby a year later. she also thought that 
there had been benefits to her "growing up with the children.'' Of 
course, I came to appreciate that I might not have been around 
those 7 years after my sister and 10 years after my brother, if 
birth-control pills had been marketed about 25 years before they 
were. Then. Granny would quickly add that everyone needed to 
have a baby later to help take care of him or her in the golden 
years. Granny proudly ~poke of ho\\ !>he and her husband had 41 
kept a long-term marriage together. even though every day was 
not perfect. She was also very proud that she had never been per­
sonally involved with any other man. 

As Granny Grace's pain became more severe over Lhe years, it 
was natural that it became more and more difficult to keep her 
comfortable. However. a<: described in t.be past. she began to dis­
cuss more and more about the quality of life that she wanted in 
her later years. She v. illingly made out a living will as to not 
having any ''heroic" procedures done on her during her last days. 
Granny Grace also talked of what final arrangements she wanted 
Of course. the need for such seemed so far away. But. Mother 
Nature was proceeding without penn1ssion- Granny's spine con­
tinued to deteriorate very slowly and pain medication needed to f' 
be adjusted accordingly. 

Then. it seemed to happen spontaneously - as we had been 
forewarned of throughout the years. The Saturday of Memorial 
Day weekend. Granny Grace awakened to very extreme. severe 
pain every time she rried to move. It was long-tenn, screaming 
pain that one could hear all over the house \\hen she was to sit 
up or lie down. As so many times through the years. Granny was 
probably correct when she assessed the situation. "My back is 
broken." However, a definite diagnosis was never made because 
there was not any known benefit of her living through the pain 
of an MRI. Most likel), Lhe original source of her back pain bad 
degenerated to the point that the discs were gone and probably 
her vertebra had her spinal nerves captured between them with­
out protection. Thus, the raw, unadulterated, intense, severe. non­
ending pain began. In between the need to move, Granny sin· 
cerely prayed to die. because she could not stand it an) longer. 
She even tried to demand that as a dutiful daughter, I should give~ 
her something to end her life. We said the Lord's Prayer many 
times to divert our attentions the best we could. However, the 
general medical consensus was that Granny was to have pallia­
tive. or "comfort." care and nur<;es of Hospice of the Btg Sandy 
would begin a "Morphine Drip'' to keep her as comfortable as 
possible. Another impression was that, as her tired body relaxed. 
her condition began to slowly decline. You see, Granny Grace 
passed away last Sunday morning, being allowed to have a 
"good death" at home on her own tenns with those who loved 
her. Granny's time had come as the hours changed on her 
Grandfather's clock and ns she had prayed for so many times. 
Although one is never prepared to be without a loved one and 
Granny is reall), really mi-.sed, it is such a relief not to hear the 
screaming and to koow that Granny no longer has pain. During 
that Sunday afternoon. as various people sat around the kitchen 
table, one story after another was told about what ''Granny said"

Engine~ring l~ts me mure famous than cngin<.>enng 
faces. 

Engineers do many things. from designing the nc.xt 
genemtion of spacc:c.:ra.li to building intelligent vacuum 
deaners. from te!illng laser printers to reducmg noise 
and vibration in automobile'-. from constructing cable­
stayed briugcs spanning thousands of feel to dcs1gning 
integrated circuits with l~an~t-cs discernible only under 
a microscope from Jesigning the next soda can to cre­
ating autonomous vchide~ to aid the phyo;ic.;all> 
impaired. 

Enginec:rs do the afo~mentioned ai.'COillpishments 
using science and mtagmation. Engineers aho make 
great poliucians ~Gm. Paul Patton). great coiTXmttc 
leaders (Lexington entrepreneur Lee Todd). grem 
scholars (Mark b. Dan~). gn~nt philanthropist:­
(Willianl T. Young), great cntprenelll' (Ervin J. Nutlet), 
and great teachers (George Blandford).

Engin~rs accept !his lack 
of notoriety as praise in thut !1-uch anonymity indicates 
aJOh well done. People's lhcs are being incrementally 
improved without conscious realization of their depen­
dence on engineers.
