Drive-by
shooting
stuns family

A shooting which occurred
on Keathlev's Branch of Toler
Creek during the early mom-
ing hours of Saturday, July
14, has one family and the
surrounding community con-
cemed for their safety and
searching for reasons as to
what prompted the incident.

Priscilla Tackett, 54. of
Keathley's Branch fell asleep
while watching television in
the living room of her home
just after 3 am., she said,
when she was suddenly
brought out of her sleep by a
series of loud noises she ini-
tially thought were caused by
backfire from local residents
nding all-terrain vehicles.

“We didn’t tum the lights
on,” Tackett said, referring to
her 55-year-old husband
Keniss who she informed of
the disturbance shortly after
“We just thought it was some-
body on a four-whegler back-
firing.”

According to the couple’s
daughter, Patricia Hunter, her
parents searched the house
and checked for any sign of a
problem and then went to bed
without thinking much about
what had happened.

When Keniss Tackett
awoke at 8 a.m. the following
moming, he discovered a hole
in the wall along his hallway.

The couple then found the
damage in their living room.

The “backfire™ Priscilla

Tackett had thought she heard
was actually gunfire.

According to Hunter, who
lives just two-tenths of a mile
from her parent's home, the
damage came from six sepa-
rate gunshots during what she
referred to &5 u “drive-by"”
shooting, suspeécting that
someone nding an all-terrain
vehicle may have fired the
shots while passing the home

There was evidence of
three bullets that entered the
love seal, one of which went
through the living moom wall
and into the Tackett's utility
room.

But perhaps the buliet that
so stirred the family was a
shot fired that missed Priscilla
Tackett’s head by a mere
seven or eight inches, divert-
ed from actually siriking
Tackett only when it connect-
ed with a stud fixture withm
the wall, according to police.

Hunter said Kentucky
State Police, which responded
to the call the Tacket's placed
upon waeking and finding the
damage in their Home,
explained the bullets and shell
casings found in 1he home
during their preliminary
investigation could have been
from a .22 or .35 caliber hand-
gun.

*They managed to dig
three bullets from brass lamp
in the living room,” Hunter
said. “Whoever done it want-
ed to hurt someone.”

However, in addition to his |
clarification of Allen’s com-
ments, Bartley also alluded to a
possibility that could, if accept-
ed by the court, add additional
weight to Gunnells’ charges,

When asked by Allen during
court Wednesday if he was ready
to proceed with the case, Bartley
confirmed that his office was
prepared, and further detailed
the nature of those preparations
afterwards during a brief inter-
view with the Times,

“We were prepared to present. ;
testimony that would support
multiple felony charges includ-
ing murder, rape, armed robbery, ,
theft by unlawful taking, both an
automobile and a gun, as well as
a felony in possession of a gun,”
Bartley explained.

Bartley did not elaborate on
his inclusion of the additional
rape charge or the nature of the
testimony he claimed would
supporl that charge as of
Wednesday.

Under state law, prosecutors
can seek the death penalty in a
murder case if the accused is
also convicted of another serious
crime, such as robbery, rape,
kidnapping or sodomy.

If a grand jury issues an
indictment against Gunnells on
all counts being sought by pros-
ecutors, the rape and robbery
charges would be aggravating
circumstances for a jury to con-
sider.

The new date for the prelimi-
nary hearing is next Wednesday.

Several local residents in the
Keathley Branch community
own and ride all-terrain vehicles,
Hunter said, and her parents have
never had a problem with any of
them in the past.

“They come by sometimes
and park their four-wheelers in
the garage and my parents never
say -~ anything,” Hunter said,
“They've always got along with
everybody and 1 just don’tunder-
stand why anyone would want 1o
do this.”

The family is offering a
$1,000 reward for any informa-
tion that can help them find out
who is responsible for the shoot-
ing. but, beyond that, they seek
an answer s 1o why the incident
occurred.

“We want to know who done
it and why," Hunter said. “My
mother is still a basket case over
this. She hears a four-wheeler
and she jumps. Everybody up
through here is scared.”

Tackett watches her grandson
during the day and said she was

just thankful he wasn't there §

when the shooting happened,
adding that at nightfall she
begins to fear for her safety.

“T'm not too scared during the
day,” said Tackeu. “But after
dark it makes me feel funny
when 1 go into the living room. 1
try to force myself to go in it
because I know 1 have to live
here ... One of my neighbers is
making their little girl sleep in
the bedroom with them right
now.

“We just want to know who
and why and get something done
about it because the next time
someone else might not be as
lucky as we were.”

The new facility will supple-
ment the school’s already func-
tional greenhouse which sits par-
allel in a lot just below the
school, and will also house vari-
ous plants and certain vegetables
such as tomatoes, peppers, let-
tuce and cucumbers.

The plants, which will be

* generated in what are known as
“grow beds,” will be the primary
purpose of the facility, with fish
providing an alternate method of
fertilization, according to South
Floyd science teacher James
Staggs.

Staggs. who helped initiate
the aguaponics program, will be
teaching a mewly-added class
centered around the facility for
the upcoming school year called
aquaponics. He called the opera-
tion unique and said he expects
students to respond well to the
“hands-on"” approach the class
will offer.

A curriculum was written for
the class several months ago,
said Staggs, who explained this
was mandatory before consent
could be given to begin work.

“Students tend to like the
hands-on aspect of these kinds
of classes,” Staggs said. “It's
really unique. There’s no other
facility like it in the state that
houses fish and plants in this
kind of relationship.”

The relationship can be best
described as chemical, accord-

ing to Staggs, who said the oper-
" ation was a “give and take”
process.

] could buy fertilizer for the
plants.” said Staggs. “But why
buy fertilizer when you have the
fish to provide.”

According to Stagpgs, waste
from the fish will be transported
to the grow beds through a series
of pipes. Then it will be chemi-
cally broken down by bacteria in
the beds. This process will con-
vert the fish waste into plant
food,

Construction was started on
the facility last November and it
should be at least partially fin-
ished by the beginning of the
upcoming school year, said
Staggs.

The facility will house six
tanks with an additional six
grow beds provided for each
tank.

Approximately 1,500 fish
will be maintained in each of the
tanks.

“] hope that we'll have at
least one or two pods, or tanks,
open by the beginning of the
year,” said Staggs. “We’re order-
ing the fish from Colorado and
there'll be about 9,000 *fry’ to
Start with."

Take another look
just to be sure

The Floyd County Fiscal Court now has in its hands a
proposal to redraw the boundaries for the districts in
which its members will run for office.

When the proposal was unveiled Tuesday, it was met
with much praise for the hard work and fair-minded atti-
tude of the members of the reapportionment commission,
and we will agree that they did a commendable job work-
ing with a difficult situation.

But, at the risk of being labeled a “Monday morning
quarterback,” the plan is not perfect, primarily in the pop-
ulation breakdowns of districts 1 and 2. |

District 1, as the proposal now stands, would contain
11,950 people, while district 2 would encompass 9,400,
What that serves to do is dilute the vote in district 1,
which includes Prestonsburg, Allen and surrounding areas,
while giving district 2 voters a weightier say in county
matters.

Certainly, that was not the intended result. Members of
the reapportionment commission had other issues to con-
sider in drawing district boundaries, including the miles of
road in each district, the number of registered voters, geo-
graphical and historical boundaries and apparently faulty
census data.

But in a representative democracy, population should be
the foremost consideration. When one district has a higher
population than its counterparts, the residents of that dis-
trict have a smaller voice and very likely get a smaller
piece of the pie on a per-person basis.

Granted, when census figures show fewer people in a
precinct than the number of people registered to vote in it,
that data is suspect.

But the tendency of the errors in the census would be to
undercount the entire county, not just a few precincts. And
since the 2000 census is the most recent and most reliable
information available, we have to accept it, warts and all.

So, in the 42 days that the fiscal court has remaining o
consider the proposal, we would ask that commissioners
take a hard look at any alternatives that would correct this
flaw. Perhaps the districts could be made more equitable
by swapping a precinct or two.

Or perhaps not. No plan will be perfect, and this one
may be as equitable as can be achieved.

But just to make sure, we hope our county commission-
ers will take a hard look at the discrepancy. That way, if
the proposal remains as is, their constituents, particularly
those of district 1, will know that every attempt was made
to create as balanced and fair a map as possible.

id you know. that every
time you get “high”
from a substance, such

as alcohol, brain cells are
destroyed and will never be
replaced? However, [ have not
seen any research to suppornt
how using the brain will dam-
age it. There is also the regular,
routine form by which the brain
deteriorates—time. [t is not
inevitable that memory prob-
lems and loss of mental acuity
occur with aging. Our brain is
actually a flesh blood organ,
like the heart. And like the
heart, it can be protected or
harmed by the lifestyle choices
you make everyday.

Your brain, over ime, can
sustain damage from reduced
blood flow. oxidation (rust-like
dumage 10 blood cells that is
created as the body uses oxy-
gen), inflammation, (OXIC sub-
stances (such as too much alco-
hol), and just plain lack of use.

arteriosclerosis—narrowing of
the arteries due to hard, fatty
deposits called plague. Having
severe plaque build up can shut
off blood flow to the briin and
cause a stroke or a transicm
ischemia attack (TIA, or mini-

stroke)

Even small build up of plague
will slow blood flow and
deprive brain cells of the oxy-
gen and nutriénts needed for
optimat functioning.

as necessary has been shown to stabilize cognitive skills in
women who have already been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s dis-
ease and reduce the risk of the disease for others. In addition, a
longitudinal study of 1,200 people, 75 and older, found that
individuals with the poorest social networks—just not mixing
with others—were 60% more likely to develop dementia, senili-
ty or deterioration of the brain, than those who had an extensive
and rich social network, going places and doing things. A con-
clusion might be that satisfying social interactions, including
laughter and not thinking about problems all of the time, helps
the brain and protects it by reducing stress or by stimulating
brain activity, Finally, avoid intake of toxins, especially in
excess, These would be such things as caffeine, nicotine, alcohol &
and other substances (cocaine, etc.). They travel in your blood
and decrease the amount of oxygen that gets to your britin (and
other parts of your body). In fact, that “high” you feel with
alcohol is actually brain cells dying from lack of oxygen.

What can you do? In addition to exercising regularly and eat-
ing green leafy vegetables, give yourself regular mental exer-
cise. This can be as simple as mathematical computations, word
association games, card games. and brainteasers. Work a cross-
word puzzle or play a Scrabble game with friends. Break out of
old routines and “think outside the box"—it will help keep your
mind sharp. Instead of operating on “automatic pilot,” seek out
novel and creative ways of approaching everyday activities. For

answer to “what an adhesion is”
can be taken from my American
Heritage Dictionary that defines it
as: “A condition in which bodily
tissues that are normally separate
grow together.”” But | think it will
take a bit more information to
answer the “why" part of your
question.

First, adhesions are a fairly
common consequence of surgery
done on .any of the abdominal
organs. The organs that are part of

most of the abdomen and are most
commonly involved in adhesions.
Of course, the pancreas, liver, kid-
neys, urinary: bladder, female
reproductive organs and others are
also present in the abdomen, but
these organs are less frequently
involved.

Adhesions are a consequence
of the healing that follows surgical
mnjury to organs. As an example,
the colon may be “surgically
injured” (o remove a section that is
damaged by ulcerative colitis or by
colon cancer.

The remaining good portions of
the colon are then sewn back
together. As the wound heals, the
part of the colon that has been
operated upon can become
attached to the side of a section of
the small intestine that lies against

each other — thus becoming an
adhesion.

The digestive tract normally
wiggles, squirms and generally
moves as it goes about its business
of tming the food we eat into
either the nutrients we need or into
the waste we eliminate, Because,
continuing with my example, one
section of the small intestine has
formed an adhesion with an area of
the colon, both will be prevented
from moving normally. In some
cases, the tough, fibrous bands of
tissue that form adhesions may
even encircle a section of the colon
or small intestine and, thereby,
limit the diameter of material that
can pass through. This disturbance
in normal motion and function is
the underlying cause of your
abdominal pain and diarrhea,

Both US. and German studies
have found that in 70 to 80 percent
women with abdominal and pelvic
pain of undefined cause adhesions
were to blame, Surgical removal
of the adhesions was effective at
providing relief from the pain for a
period of one year or longer in only
49 to 58 percent of the individuals.

However, to put it in perspec-
tive, these results are really quite
good. Remember surgery caused
the oniginal problem. So, it’s not
surprising that surgery o remove
the adhesions can sometimes pro-
vide an opportunity for more adhe-
sions to form. But at times, the
problems from adhesions are so
severe that surgery to remove them
is still the best choice.

Adhesions form during the
healing process after abdominal

many years because the tissue in
your digestive organs is relatively
supple and can compensate for the
abnormalities in motion and func-
tion produced by the adhesions.
However, as you get older this tis-
sue becomes less resilient and
pain begins. This is why your
abdominal pain started fairly
recently, even though you had the
surgery that produced these adhe-
sions seven years ago. Now, you
and your surgeon will need to
decide if your symptoms are suffi-
ciently severe to wairant another
surgery.

Almost a week passed and 1'd
just about given up when the man
from the animal shelter called. He
had seen a dog fitting the little fel-
lows description next door to a
small grocery store a few miles
from my house. | wasted no time
getting there. [ pulled into the dri-
veway and, sure enough, Dudley
was at home on the porch, He
looked up as if to say,” Well, it's
about time.”

The woman who had put him
up told me he’d come to the house
a few days before. She'd opened
the door and greeted him, and he
had walked in and hopped up on
the couch. He'd apparently been
courting in the neighborhood, she
said. I then put landscape timbers
all around the new super-duper
fence to make it harder for him to
burrow under to heed natures call.
We also made a trip to the vet for
some, er, minor surgery.

Dudley had infinite patience,
He tolerated a stream of other fam-

ily additions and a number of
moves. He rather reluctantly
accepted the unending adoration of
Daisy, who came to us as a tiny,
mangy puppy. She followed him
everywhere. and before she tried
anything new, she waited to see
what Dudley would do.

The big, clumsy, high-energy
dogs came as Dudley was gelting
old and more sedentary. They often
got on his nerves, but they clearly
recognized him as the alpha dog.
He could walk under either ones
belly. but his growl and bark of
annoyance ‘would make them step
back and give him a wide berth.

Over the last few years, our reg-
ular vet, Dr. Joel Salyers, diag-
nosed the signs of age. Dudley had
arthritis in his back legs and often
ran three-legged.
