Bentley says that Michala
becomes “hysterical” when she
is placed in a cell with other
inmates or the lights are turmed
off,

Other petitions signed by
other deputy jailers say that
Michala throws herself ngainst
doors in the jail, kicks things
and, according to Webb, tries 1o
cut herself with a broken plastic
shampoo bottle.

“I"'m not & mental health doc-
lor or psychiatrist,” said Webh,
“but I've been around long
enough to know that this girl is
mentally ill. She doesn't need 10
be here, that's for sure.”

Walters said she wants help
for her daughter, but that help s
unavailable as long as she faces
two felony charges.

“have found her comperent,” said

Larry Adams, Prestonsburg's
fire marshal who investigated
the incidents at PCC. "She has
been charged with a couple of
felony counts and she'll have to
stand up for them."

“We've tnied several times in
the past to work with the fami-
Iy.” continued Adams, “The
asked me 10 hold off of the
charges s0 she could receive
treatment and then they told me
we had to charge her in order for
her to receive treatment. Now
they're asking me 1o dismiss
them again. I'm sorry they feel
like they've been done wrong,

The characteristics of opposi-
tional defiant disorder, accord-
ing to Chalmer Howard, shift
supervisor at the Crisis Unit of
Mountain Comprehensive Care,
inelude & “pattern” of negative,
hostile and defiant behavior in
which the patient often “loses
his or her temper,” deliberately
annoys people, blames others for
mistakes, 18 “spiteful and vindic-
tive,” has low sélf-esteem and
conflict issues, and refuses
comply with adults,

Characteristics of borderline
personality  disorder, said
Howard,

include a “pervasive” pattern
of instability in interpersonal
relationships marked with
intense impassivity beginning in
early childhood. Howard also
said that a person suffering from
this disorder has conscious
efforts to avoid real and imag-
ined abandonment issues, shows
a pattern of unstable and intense
interpersonal  rationalizations
and alternates  between the
extremes of idealization and
evaluations of their identity.

Suicide altempts are common
with people who have this disor-
der, says Howard. because they
possess chronic feelings of
“empuness” and intense anger
with the mability to control that
anger.

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Agency’s tactics
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a little too rough

he state Division of Waste Management appears to be |
playing hardball with the Floyd County Fiscal Court,
but the tactics appear a bit too heavy-handed. |

The agency recently refused to okay a grant to convert a
portion of the old Wheelwright gymnasium into a homeless
shelter. based on several long-standing complaints about the |
old Garth landfill.

Of course, the cleanup of the old landfill is needed, and
the county appears to be making progress toward that goal. |

But progress apparently is not good enough for Waste
Management, and the agency is taking a stance which threat- |
ens to delay if not deny thousands of dollars in grant funding |
unrelated to the landfill.

Before local governments can receive grant money, their
applications must be approved by a collection of state agen-
cies which form a “clearinghouse.” Ideally, these agencies
would ensure that grant money is not wasted on government
bodies which have had trouble complying with state and fed-
eral regulations in the past
Waste Management is pointing to an order to close the land-
fill dating back to 1995, as well as a 1998 compliance sched-
ule, in establishing a basis for taking the action.

That makes the agency’s action a bit odd. We'll admit that
we’ve never held public office and have never had the plea-
sure of being a government bean-counter. But, for the life of
us, we're having a difficult time seeing the connection
between a homeless shelter and an old landfill.

Of course, the division says there is no connection, The
agency just could no longer tolerate violations at the landfill

M u s

any longer, spokesmen say, and had decided to block what-
ever grant came up next. The homeless shelter grant just hap-
pened to be that unfortunate victim.

But that begs the question of why it took the state six
years from the dump’s closure to act. It just doesn’t add up.
If 1t truly was a matter commanding the state to take such
draconian action, it would seem such action would have been
required long ago.

Tackett “acted in a careless and
grossly negligent manner during
school hours by failing to provide a
safe Jearning environment” for the
minor child,

In addition to claims made
against Tackett, Mullins also includ-
ed within her complaint accusations
against school Supt. Paul Fanning.

Mulling says that Fanning did
not effectively camy out the duties
assigned to him through his position
and in so doing also failed to pro-
vide a safe environment for the
child.

Mullins further states in her
complaint that Fanning was “fully
aware and had knowledge .. or
should have had the knowledge of
the threats of bodily injury to any
student,” an expectation Mullins
says displays Fanning's failure o
take action to prevent the incident
from happening.

The complaint says that as a
“direct and proximate” resuit of the
child’s fall, she has suffered, and
will continue o suffer, “severe
physical injuries, pain and suffering,
mental anguish and perméanent
injuries”.

According to the child’s mother,
this has stood in the way of her
daughter’s ability fo live & nommal
life.

The complaint itself did not
detail the exact nature of the child’s
injuries but did state the damages
exceeded the junsdictional limit of
$4.000.

Mullins is asking for compensa-
tion for her daughter’s past, present
and future medical expenses and
monetary damages for pain and suf-
fening, economic loss and future
eaming capacity.

Rogers: House votes to approve
funding for PRIDE and Kentucky
economic development efforts

The: . WS, 'Hotge, of
Representatives voted recently
to approve legislation that
includes funding for economic
development efforts in southern
and eastern Kentucky and the
Kentucky PRIDE program. U.S.
Representative Harold “Hal”
Rogers (KY-5) worked to
include the funding in the FY
2002 federal spending bill for
the U,S. Department of
Commerce, which passed the
House on a vote of 408 to 19.

Rogers voted with the major-
ity of his House colleagues to
approve the FY 2002
Commerce, Justice, State and
Judiciary Appropriations Bill.
The measure fully funds the
budget request by the Bush
Administration for the federal
Economic Development
Administration (EDA) which
provides public works and eco-
nomic development grants to
government and community
agencies across the nation, In
the past year, Kentucky pro-
grams obtained more than $8
million in EDA funding.

Rogers secured a total of $13
million for the Kentucky PRIDE
program. $8 million underwrites
the PRIDE effort that offers
low-cost loans to communities
seeking to replace failing septic
systems and straight pipes. The
program also provides commu-

Rural roads more dangerous than
urban roads - association urges safe
driving habits, construction changes

Big cities often seem more
threatening to public safety
than small communities, but
traffic accidents—especially
on rural roads—pose a greater
threat.

The fatality rate for rural
areas in the United States is
more than twice that of urban
areas.

And more than two-thirds of
Kentucky’s traffic fatalities
occur on rural roads. The top
two factors in those deaths are
the result of single vehicle
accidents—cars dropping off
the road, and collisions with
fixed objects on the side of the
road, which can be especially
deadly on narrow, rural roads.

That’s why the Plantmix
Asphalt Industry of Kentucky
(PAIKY) is urging caution on
Kentucky roads this summer,
especially with the heavy
tourism and farming season
underway.

“Traffic crashes pose a
greater thredat to public safety
than crime,” said Dean Blake,
PAIKY's executive director.
“*More people are injured and
killed each year in car crashes
than assaulted and murdered by
criminals: We must get in the
habit of safe driving, teach our
children these technigues, and
improve dangerous roads.

*“As a statewide transporta-
tion association, we see first-
hand how poor driving and nar-
row rtoads can threaten our
safety.”

National organizations and
statewide ones such as PAIKY
make the following recommen-
dations to improve rural road
safety, including:

B Drive within the speed
limit, and slow down on roads
that are unfamiliar, or if weath-
er is bad. Nationally, 40 per-
cent of all fatal crashes
occurred on rural roads posted
at 55 miles per hour or more.

B Increase educational
efforts to reduce alcohol-relat-
ed incidents, increase seat belt
usage, and promote proper
child safety seats instructions,

B [mprove road design.
Research done by the Kentucky
Transportation Center esti-
mates that lane widening can
reduce accidents by as much as
25 percent. In addition, remov-
ing fixed objects within 10 feet
of the roadside also can reduce
accidents by 25 percent,
according to AAA.

“Widening and improving
roads can be costly, but traffic
accidents are costly in terms of
losing lives, and the $100 bil-
lion in costs each year,” Blake
said.

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Staying up late

Perhaps it's a sad com-
mentary on my fenure asa
coal-camp kid, but the only
two reasons | was ever
allowed to stay up late was

o  when Mom and Dad would
~ let me go to Bill Hampton's
on Saturday nights to watch
wrestling on TV, or when
they’d let me, especially in the
summertime, sit up with
somebody dead.

In those days, it was
absolutely unheard of, and
probably even considered un-
Christian, to leave a body at
the funeral home, and the
boys in the community would
really feel important when

&  we'd (usually uninvited) jump
in and help the funeral-home
man unload those battle-
scared, wooden, fold-up
chairs from the back of his
pick-up and set them around
the walls in a bereaved neigh-
bor's living room.

I'can't imagine why our
parents let us do it. I don’t
know if they actually thought
we wanted to sit up out of
respect for the deceased’s
family, or if they really knew
that we were just looking for

P an excuse o stay up late. For

4 whatever reason, though,
they'd let us, and along about
dark, we'd (both boys and
girls) start gathering at the
home where the body had
been carried for viewing.

Talking about it now, more
than 50 years later, it really
sounds bad, even disrespect-
ful. But it really wasn’t.
Sitting with the dead was sim-
ply something we did when
somebody died. and there
were probably as many rea-
sons for doing it, as there

=  were kids who did it

1 can’t speak for the
motives of the others, and per-
haps it may attest to the shape
I'm in now, but one thing I
always looked forward to was
the food. Extra tables would
have to be set up in the
kitchen to hold it all, and
women from as far away as
around on Number Three and
Greentown, would bring in
chocolate pies and cakes and
tons of fried chicken, and
nearly always a baked ham.
Sometimes they'd even bring

#  something sort of exotic. As a
matter of fact, it was on such

an occasion that T ate my first
pimento-cheese sandwich.

While the adults would sit
around in the front room (or
some other room adjacent to
where the body was), we
younger folks would congre-
gate outside on the porch and
steps. We knew enough not to
make much noise while the
folks inside would sing
hymns, and even sometimes
have a complete church ser-
vice.

By eleven or so, most of
the grownups, except two or
three men who'd planned to
stay the night, would have all
gone home. If we were really
lucky, there'd be a good story-
teller or two among the
grownups who'd stayed, and
we'd sit on the porch and lis-
ten through the screen door as
they’d smoke and drink black
coffee, and tell tales of how it
used to be before John L.
Lewis.

By midnight, our ranks,
which at one time had swollen
‘J to a dozen or more, would

have diminished to a mere
three or four boys who lived
real close, and we'd sit and
doze and wait for moming.

It wasn't something we
talked about much, and it cer-
tainly wasn't something we'd
plan nor look forward to, but
sitting up with the dead was
just simply something we did
back then.

Two Floyd Countians have been found dead this week
due to unknown circumstances, according to Kentucky
State Police reports. On Monday morning, Willimer
Conn of Martin, was discovered by a nephew, dead in
his car at the head of Arkansas Creek. The 56-year-old
was pronounced dead at the scene by Floyd County
Coroner Roger Nelson, and the body was sent to
Louisville for an autopsy on Tuesday. Nelson said that
Conn had been dead for several hours before the body
was discovered. The second death occurred on Tuesday
morning. Lon Irvine Slone, 33, of Blue River was found
dead in his bed at 7:30 a.m., by his wife. Nelson pro-
nounced Slone dead at the scene, and estimated that
time of death between midnight and 1 a.m., Tuesday.
The body was also sent to Louisville for an
autopsy...Floyd County could become one of just five
counties in Kentucky to have two certified cities within
its boundaries if the city of Martin is approved into the
program. A state evaluation team was in Martin,
Tuesday, reviewing the city’s application package and
making recommendations for improvements. The
Certified City Program has been sponsored by the
Kentucky Chamber of Commerce for eight years, and is
a program coordinated to challenge cities to improve
themselves, Kentucky is the only state where the cham-
ber sponsors this program, usually it is done by a state
economic development cabinet...An investigation is
being conducted at Dewey Lake following the discov-
ery of discarded medical paraphernalia there, Friday.

Nearly 300 tobacco growers and public health advocates lobby
Congress for tobacco quota buy-out and FDA regulation

WASHINGTON, DC
Nearly 300 tobacco growers and
public health advecates from 11
tobacco growing states descend-
ed on Capitol Hill o push for
comprehensive federal tobacco
policy reform and Food and
Drug Administration (FDA) reg-
ulation of tobacco products on
Wednesday.

During a press conference in
front of the 1.S. Capitol and in
meetings with lawmakers, the
coalition of groups recommend-
ed replacing the current tobacco
quota system with production
permiits to be held only by active
growers, compensating quota
owners and growers for the loss
in value of their quota assets and
providing other economic transi-
tion assistance as was set forth in
a report released by a

Presidential Commission this
past May.

One hundred tobacco growers
from Kentucky participated in
the fly-in. The growers visited

Kentucky's Congressional dele-

gates to discuss the recommen- |

dations of the Commission and
to seek support and leadership in
implementation of them.

“We are pleased with today’s
events and our visits with our
leaders,” said Rod Kuegel, presi-
dent of the Burley Tobacco
Growers Cooperative. “Our del-
egation has heard the concerns of
their constituents and we are
hopeful that they will address the
needs of our grawers.”

In a joint meeting with Sen.
Mitch McConnell (R-KY) and
Sen. Jim Bunning (R-KY),
growers voiced their concemns to

“We (growers) are going
down,” said Rusty Thompson,
director of the Burley Co-op and
tobacco grower from Woodford
County to the Senators. “We
need your help to get back up.”

Though McConnell said the
recommendations were “possi-
ble but not likely", growers were
encouraged by the visits.

“This is going to be a long,
hard battle,” said Eddie Warren,
director of the Burley Co-op and
grower from Madison County.
"But we believe this report is in
the best interest of all quota own-
ers and growers as well as the
public health and we will fight to
ensure it happens.”

Public health advocates who
also support the President's
Tobacco Commission report
joined growers in  the
Congressional visits. This coali-
tion is the fruition of an alliance
between tobacco grower organi-
zations and health groups since
1996, Growers and health advo-
cates have been working since
then to preserve the tobacco pro-
gram while preventing children
from smoking.

The fly-in included partici-
pants from the American Cancer
Society, the American Heart
Association, the Burley Tobacco
Growers Co-op. the Campaign
for Tobacco-Free Kids. and the
Flue-Cured Tobacco
Stabilization Cooperative, These
organizations had major roles in
the development of the final
report of the President’s
Commussion on Improving
Economic  Opportunity  in
Communities Dependent on
Tobacco  Production  while
Protecting Public Health. The
purpose of the fly-in was to rally
behind the report and to educate
Congress about the report’s rec-
ommendations.

“The report is the best and
possibly the last real opportunity
to help our tobacco growers
while improving the health of

our rural communities,” said
Kuegel.
The President’s Tobacco

Commission report suggests a

mandatory buyout of lobacco
quota called the Tobacco Equity
Reduction Program (TERP),
TERP would return to quota
holders the investments in quota
that they have made over the past
60 years thus eliminating quota
as currently known, It 'would put
quota into the hands of the active
growers by creating production
permits that would be tied to the
grower nol the land. Supporiers
of TERP believe this would
eliminate leasing and artificial
costs while restructuring the
tobacco program for efficiency.

The report also recommended
steps to protect the public health,
including granting the U.S. Food
and Drug Administration (FDA)
the authonty to regulate tobacco
products.

“As consumer safety contin-
ues to be a top prority in
America, it is only a matter of
time before the FDA does regu-
late the processing, marketing,
manufacturing, and labeling of
tobacco products. As tobacco
farmers, we want to be proactive
in the development of that regu-
lation rather than letting the
companies and bureaucrats
decide it for ws.” said Danny
McKinney, CEO of the Burley
Co-op.

According to the report’s rec-
ommendation, FDA would not
have jurisdiction over the farm.
In fact, report advocates see
FDA regulation giving U.S.
tobacco growers an advantage in
implementing new technology
thus creating a competitive edge
in the world market,

Other recommendations of
the report include the establish-
ment of a Center for Tobacco
Dependent Communities to pro-
vide technical assistance, educa-
tion, and other guidance and sup-
port to help tobacco farmers and
the country’s 568 tobacco-farm-
ing counties to develop alterna-
tive sources of income; the offer-
ing of new grants to states to
enhance public health efforts;
and providing smokers who
want fo quit with assistance
through Medicaid and Medicare
programs,

“Too often parents are the last (o
know what their children ure supposed
to be learming,” said Lonnie Harp of
Panville, a former educition réporier
for The Courter-fournal and Lexington
Herald-Leader, Harp started publishing
Atming Higher after seeing elementary
schools from a parent’s point of view
last year

“Teachers have worked hard (o
upgrade the academics they re cover-
ing,” he said. “These newsletters give

schodls a new way to really show par-
ents and teachers what the state expeets
all children to know in reading and
math and other subjects — and why.”

“Parents need to be on the same
pige as teachers o really help their
children learn and to help schools
improye.” Flarp said.

One recent issue for parents
explained that all Kentucky children
are expected to know how to sert
objects and materials into different
groups as they learn how to “classify”
in science. Another month brought
information about how rhythm and
lempo are basic concepts of music that
all children should understand as they
learn shout arts.

This'school year, 92 elementary
schools, family resource cénters, or
pareni-teacher groups have subscribed
o Aiming Higher Each issue features
a sample question from Kentucky's
state lests and an casy activity Lo rein-
force the month's subject-area theme.

“A lot of principals and teachers
really want parents to understand what
their children should be learning and

stress those lessons at home,” Haip
said. “Schools just don’t have the time
(o produce something like this.”

Many schools have incorporated the
Aiming Higher pages into their regular
school newsletter,

Harp said that while many states
now have school reform laws that
define what children should know, par-
ents are routmely the last o hear what
those expectations are. The Aiming
Higher newsletters are the first school
publication in the country that focas on
i state's academic goals.

Aiming Higher is nonpartisan and
not affiliated with any education group.
It armives monthly to subscribing
schools, which cun copy the pages and
distribute them. Each month, the
school receives a four-page issue lor
parents and a separate issue for teach-
ers,
