The Mauagoffin guys started
their club in 1966, The club now
has about 160 members In
Kentucky and surrounding states,

The club is just & way to get
out and get together with people,
Conley explained,

“It's either shooting, ren-
dezvous. family outings, or
maybe a trip on the Kentucky
River, or the Licking River,”
Conley said.

The members also build cab-
ins.

Conley, who collects hand-
made 1ools. built two hand-hewn
homes, one in Salyersville and
one in Cave Run. They are large,
with five and seven rooms.

Club members also built the
Pioneer Village, with 15 cabins,
in Salyersville,

tive effort between Kentucky
State  University and the
Kentucky  Department  of

Agriculture’s  Division of
Agriculture and Environmental

Education, and its Value-
Added Divisions.
“Nothing brings the

Commonwealth together like
the Kentucky State Fair. and
our simulated farm setting is a
big part of that experience,”
said  Kentucky Agriculture
Commissioner Billy Ray
Smith. “You can stand for
hours and watch the huge num-
ber of children who gather in
front of our chick hatcherys just
to see the birth of a new baby
chick. For most of these young
people—and tn many cases, for
their parents—this will he as
close as they come 10 agricul-
ture.”

“We want fairgoers to be
exposed to something they
might not know about
Kentucky agriculture,” said
Noland Williams, Associate
Administrator  for  KSU

Cooperative Extension. “They
know farmers’ markets; they
may know something about
tobacco; but do they Know
about the multitude of other
products? Do they know the
origin of their food and fiber?”

“The fair has a long tradi-
tion of fun, but it also has a
tremendous poteatial for edu-
cation,” said Rayetta Boone,
director of KDA's Division of
Agriculture and Environmental
Education. “We in the
Department see this as an
opportunity (e create lasting
impréessions on everyone in
attendance—young and not so
young—about the importance
and crucial role agriculture
plays in the lives of all
Kentuckians.”

Displays in the simulated
farm setting will featare every-
thing from a bam. farmhouse
and chicken hatchery (with live
chicks), to a babbling creek
with living fish, to gardens
with real growing vegetables.

New this year will be a
number of added walking trails
and strategically placed audio
centers that will allow fairgoers
to heir dbout the exhibits they
are viewing.

Child neglect declines

Neglect is the failure to act
on behalf of a child, it i3 an act
of omission. Neglect may be
thought of as child rearing prac-
tices which are essentially inad-
equate or dangerous, Neglect
may not produce visible signs,
and it usually oceurs oyver a peri-
od of time, Neglect generally is
physically or emational.

Physical neglect is a fatture
to meet the requirements basic
to a child's physical develop-
ment, such as supervision, hous-
ing, clothing, medical attention,
nutrition, and support, It should
be noted here that some social
service agencies further break

President of the Dream Factory of

Eastern Kentucky. “Chnisty is
scheduled for surgery in the com-
ing week, Avery complicated and
dangerous surgery,” he went on to
say. “It became very important to
us to get this child’s dream grant-
ed.”

According to Christina Goble,
Christy’s mother, she and other
members of Christy’s family
began 1o notice that Christy was
having some difficulty with her
balance and coordination. At first,
the family teased her good-
naturedly about her “clumsiness”
but, as time went on, Goble real-
ized that there was something
more going on.

"I took Christy to the doctor, to

have her checked, it was then that
we discovered that she had no
hearing in her left ear,” Goble said.
This hearing loss occurred as a
result of a large growth on
Christy's brain siem - along with
the loss of coordimation and bal-
dnce.

Christy was referred to a spe-
cialist at the University of
Kentucky Medical Center who
informed the family that surgery
would have to be done right away
to remove the tumor. Surgery was
origindlly scheduled for Tuesday,
August 7, but was later resched-
uledto Friday, August 10. It seems
that Christy’s doctor had to be out
of town on one of the days after
Christy’s surgery and not deeming
this a very good idea, he made

The Kentucky Board of
Medical Liscensure issued an
emergency order on Thursday to
suspend the licenses of both doc-
tors, stating that there was rea-
son to believe that their practice
constituted danger to his patients
and/or the general public.

A report issued by the Drug
Enforcement and Professional
Practices Branch of the Cabinet
for  Health Services in
November 2000 stated that
many of Cohn’s patients
received controlled substances
often'sought by drug abusers and
dealers and that many of Cohn's
patients. drive a “considerable
distance™ to obtain prescriptions
from Cohn.

After researching computer
scheduling data which was
seized during the February raid,
the Kentucky Board of Medical
Liscensure found that Cohn’s
typical scheduling sequences
was every three minutes, with

He also introduced other active members at the
meeting, Gene Rosenburg of Prestonsburg, Mike
Mullins of Hindman Settlement School, and Joe
Sutton with Prestonsburg Community College.

Lollis said that the council is “issue organized”
and addresses issues through forums.

“An over-rising concern of citizens is general
frustration with the legislative process,” he said.

The council must work better with legislators
on specific issues, he added.

Tax Reform

“Tax reform.” or “tax modernization” is one
such issue, he said. People are concemned about a
“regressive burden of taxes" on the lower income
citizens. according to Lollis.

“We need relief and we need a system that
treats us more fairly.” We need an “equitable tax
system”, he said.

Adult Education

“We still feel that we're too numbers oriented.
We don’t want to see the GED as the end goal of
everything we do. We need customized approach-
es to each adult’s education needs.”

Welfare Reform

Welfare reform ‘has reached the point where it
will be reviewed nationally, Lollis said. People

think that welfare reform is a “roaring success.”
But many people in Appalachia are not making the
transition. Gas prices and transportation are spe-
cial burdens for people on welfare,

The ‘living wage’ is an issue: Wages are not
sufficient for people trving to get off welfare.

Health Care

Health care is a major frustrating issue in
Appalachia. The council’s agenda on this subject
is huge.

Environmental

“This issue can’t be ignored,” Lollis said. Solid
waste and sewage disposal must be dealt with, he
said. The state has great leadership from Jim
Bickford, head of the Natural Resources Cabinet,
however,

Civic Leadership

Civic leadership programs are being developed.
More forums to involve citizens will be held in
future.

Child care

Gerry Roll said that 10 years ago, she heard that
child care would never be included in economic
development. But now, Kentucky has many inno-
vative programs for child care and child welfare,

sign in sheets reflecting that
Cohn was seeing hundreds of
patients per day.

*There was no evidence of
even a basic attempt to practice
medicine in any of the charts
reviewed,” the order read, “The
same medications were pre-
seribed over and over no matter
what the complaint. There was
no physical exam, history or
diagnostic/therapeutic plan.”

Cohn and Drabovskiy now
face felony charges of money
laundering and conspiracy to
distribute controlled substances,

With recent increases in pre-
scription drug related problems
and arrests throughout Eastern
Kentucky, county officials say
that Cohn’s practice had an
adverse affect throughout many
surrounding counties.

“You hardly saw a Johnson
Counnty plate on a car in that
parking lot,” said Johnson
County Sheriff Bill Whitten.
“They came to see him from all
over.”

Johnson County jail officials
said on Thursday that at lest 10
patients were arrested following
the raid of the offices, while
waiting to be serviced at Cohn's
office. Those individuals were
from Perry. Knott. Pike and
Martin Counties.

During an interview on
Friday, Blackburn said that he
and deputies at his office have
made several arrests in recent
months involving prescription
drug related charges. Many of
those arrests, said Blackburn,
involved illegal use of prescrip-
tions issued by Dr. Cohn’s
office.

“We're tickled to death that
they finally got this man,” said
Blackburn, “On one of my raids
I made this year,this 22 year old
male had a bottle of oxycontin
pills signed by Dr. Coln. When

I asked him why he was taking
the medication, he said that he
(Cohn) issued it to him after he
sprained his ankle.”

During a Friday interview,
Pike County Sheriff Fuzzy,
Keesee said that the number of
prescription drug related arrests
in Pike County has increased
dramatically over a period of
months.

“One of the major problems
we have is the illegal use of pre-
scription drugs,” said Keesee.
“I"m happy to see that there have
been arrests made. It's good as
far as it being a deterrent for
people trying to obtain drugs to
sell or abuse and we need to con-
tinue to investigate matters like
this.”

Cohn is represented by Pike
County  Attorney  Regina
Triplett, who was present at his

initial appearance in U.S.
District Court on Thursday, and
Indiana  Attorney Martin
Penales.

A disciplinary hearing is set
for August 6 at the federal cour-
thouse building in London
before Magistrate Judge J.B.
Johnson.

ith New York becoming the first state to ban the

use of hand-held cell phones when driving,

many expect other states to soon follow the
Empire State’s lead.

Will Kentucky be among those states? Don’t hold your
breath. Bills to ban or restrict the use of cellular phones
when dnving have gotten nowhere during the fast two ses-
sions of the Kentucky General Assembly. It is doubtful that
one of the last states to require drivers and passengers to
buckle up will become one of the first to limit talking on
the phone while cruising down the highway.

However, it should not require a law to convince indi-
viduals to severely restrict their phone use when driving.
Common sense should be enough to convince them that the
distractions caused by carrying on a phone conversation
while driving can be dangerous to drivers, passengers and
other motorists.

How dangerous? Well, a 1997 study in the New England
Journal of Medicine found that motorists who talk on the
phone are four times more likely to have accidents.

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
estimates that drivers on cell phones cause about 20 to 25
percent of all traffic accidents. That puts cell phone users
close to the same level as drunken drivers when it comes to
causing accidents.

Of course, cell phones are not the only distractions dri-
vers face, Eating a sandwich from a fast-food outlet. disci-
plining kids fighting in the back seat, trying to tune in a
favorite radio station or changing an audio tape. putting
on makeup, looking up a street on a map, lighting a ciga-
rette — the list or potential distractions 1s almost endless.
Yet, the NHTSA says all of these combined cause only
about 10 percent of accidents.

While the New York law bans only the use of hand-held
cell phones, the 1997 study found that when it comes to
reducing accidents, “units that allowed the hands to be free
offered no safety advantage over hand-held units.”

Why? Well, apparently it's the conversation that is the
main distraction, not the holding of the phone.

The presence of a cellular phone in the vehicle can be a
life-saver in an emergency. Scores of drivers have used
them to summon ambulances and police after accidents or
to call for a tow truck after experiencing car trouble.
Others have used them to call home when delayed in arriv-
ing, easing the fears of worried loved ones. In short, cell
phones can be a vital safety device for those who do a lot
of traveling.

But many phone conversaticns in automobiles are not
emergencies. They are idle chitchats, and if they cause a
driver to not see¢ the stop sign or to miss the red light, they
are dangerous.

Law or no law, use a little common sense when using
the phone while driving, The life you save could be your

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Bracing for
the Burn

Flames quickly tumed once-majestic
sections of the Pisgah, Nantahala and
Daniel Boone Nitional Forests to ash
last year as part of a record wildfire sea-
son that claimed 7.4 million acres
nationally, Residents evacuated hon-
dreds of homes on the edges of
Shenandoah and Great Smoky
Mountains Natuonal Parks as uncon-
trolled hlazes advanced, but rain and the
efforts of firefighters mimimized the loss
of lives and property.

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homes and residents in the “wildiand-
urban inferface,” where the edges of

federally designuted wildlands intermin-

gle with human development. Vast
stretches of interface are found in every
Southemn Appalachian state.

NFP Coordinator Lyle Laverty wrote
i a 2000 report, “Research suggests
that the most effective way ta reduce
nisk of fire to homes in the wildlund-
urban interface 15 through fuels treat-
ment carried out within 200 feet of
building structures.” Fuels treatment
techniques include préscribed buming,
removing small-diameter trees and
determing the growth of ignition-prone
underbrash

Lavery continued, “When fuel load
ings are reduced, protection of life and
property is significantly improved.”
Specifically addressing our region
Laverty wrote, “In the South, fuels can
rapidly accumulate to dangerous levels
in the absence of treatment. The Forest
Service must therefore continue treating
these areas.”

Yet the Forest Service setually has
done very little fuels treatment in the
South, according to the January 4, 2001
Federal Register, For example, only six
of Virginia's 592 at-risk communities,
four of Alabama's 80 at-risk communi-
ties, one of Maryland's 27 at-risk com-
munities, and none of West Virginia's
167 at-risk communities have had fuels
treatment projects conducted or plunned
near them,

Several other Southeastern states
either filed no list of at-risk communi
ties or are classified simply as “lis

unavailable.” revealing that the process
by which at-risk communities are identi-
fied is weak. And even if a state files a
list of communities. that listing is sub-
ject to disparities in the guality of nput
from local zoning and planning officials.

Granted, these officials face a daunt-
ing challenge: tracking and controlling
the pace of development in a region
where cities and suburbs are relentlessly
expanding outward. Parts of the inter-
face have become not only convenient
locations for new vacation homes, but
desirable to everyday commulers us
well.

Georgia’s State Forester and NFP
Southern Region Coordinator Ron
Coates L‘Kphil‘n’d the incongruibies
between the NFP and the region’s pat-
tem of development, “Much of the plan
focuses on the West, and identilying at-
risk areas 1sn't so difficult out there. You
find the small communities on the edges
of vast national forestland. In the South.
it"s more difficult because you have a
few houses clustered together, and then
you have a whole bunch of homes back
deeper in the ndges.” On the current
number of homes in the mnterface,
Coates said, “We don't have a really
good count.”

Looking at his home state, Coates
reported that the agency with the best
handle on the actual number of houses
in the interface wis Georgia Power:

"They provide electric to all those
homes in the mountains, and they know
where their lines run.” But Coates sail

Kentucky 15 making signifi-
canl strides in helping: families

And
the number of cases returning to
public assistance rolls within 12
months from getting off the rolls
was only 6 to 7 percent.

Bosworth has promised to con-
duct far-reaching regional
studies before developing
comprehensive management
plans for federal lands. In the
Southeast, thede studies must
include the development of
highly detailed maps plotting
the locations of all homes and
communities currently in the
interface. The maps also
should account for sites where
future development has been
approved or is pending, and
should combine the collective

The statewide goal is for all schools” accountability indices to
reach 100 ona 140-point scale by the year 2014. Each school’s
customized growth chart will show the school’s own baseline at
the appropriate point on /the left side of the chatt. A line drawn
between the baseline and the goal of 100 will establish the
school’s “goal line,” showing where the school needs to be gvery

Iwoyears 1o meet the goal.

Each schoal’s baseline was calculated by applying data from
performance standards accepted by the Kentucky Board of
Education in June, to its academic performance on Kentucky
Core Confent Tests during the 1998-99 wnd 1999-2000 scheol

\J'\/ ries are usually short. | think that's
why forecasts for the upcoming
foutball season at UK are so gloomy as the
Wildcats prepare to start two-a-day practices
later this week. Monarchos paid more than
$20 1o win the Kentucky Derby whein he had
won an important prep race in Florida just
seven weeks earlier. Most of the public and
most of the media focused on his $0-56 run-
ner-up finish in his final pre-Derby outing,
ignoring legitimate factors like track bias and
the trainer’s long-runge planning that sug-
gested this horse was better thun that race
indicated.

This hundicapping primer is my argument
in building a case for why this football season
has the potential to bring more fun to Big
Blue fans than the experts are predicting.
That's based on the belief that last fall’s 2-9

campaign was less of true reflection of the
Wildcats than the Music City Bowl season of
1999,

It is painfully obvious that there was some
preity bad karma surrounding last year's
team.

Perhaps that was the culprit for the dra-
matic turnuround in some key elements 1o
Kentucky's success the previous season, but
whatever the reason, the bottom line differ-
ences are clear. Kentucky won six games in
‘99 thanks to: an opportumistic defense that
ranked in the nation’s top 10 in turnovers
caused; a guarterback who recognized his
limited arm strepgth and keep his intercep-
tion total to & minimum; and the SEC’s best
punter who gave the team 2 much- need
boost in the baitle for field position. Last fall,
the Wildems struggled to creare tumovers,
threw a record-tying number of interceptions
and reverted to the shoddy special teams play

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ways to cut corners and gener-
ate new income, And, alas, the
media, and the public we
serve, seem destined to suffer,
whether the public realizes it
or nol.

By now you surely realize
that I'm talking about the trend
to sell seats on press row to
fans. I'm told it began with Las
Vegas basketball games, which
should tell you something. In
terms of class, I'm not Sure
that 1 like the idea of UNLV
being a trend-setter.

I first experienced this con-
cept when 1 covered a Duke-
North Carolina game a few
years ago in the so-called
“Dean Dome.” The media had
been herded into a corner sec-
tion where the working space
was inadequate. 1 couldn’ take
a note without bumping the
person next to me. I couldn’t
see the action nearly as well as
I could from courtside, where
the seats were occupied by Tar
Heel big spenders.

Did this experience signifi-
cantly alter the quality of what
I wrote for Sports illustrated?
Probably, Does anybody really
care? Probably not, although
they should. The closer a
writer is to the action, the bet-
ter the work will be, He, or she,
can describe emotions and
feelings and decisions that will
help a reader have a greater
understanding of what hap-
pened. That's what we do.

And there are other issues.

A few years ago, Churchill
Downs began selling out a part
of its presshox to big-time
players (the only exceptions
were Derby weekend and the
Breeders Cup, when the area
reverted to press usage). This
meant that media members had
to buy their own food. which
was fine, but also to be in close
proximity to bettors,

The problem with that is
this: Let's say that Jennie Rees
of the Courier-Journal, the
nation's No. 1 racing beat
writer, writes a controversial
column that angers one of the
big-time bettors. The possibili-
ty exists that she couldn’t go
buy a hot dog without being
berated, in the pressbox, by an
angry fan. This isn’t right. The
pressbox should be a sanctu-

Which brings me around to
the new policies being
employed by Kentucky and
Louisville. As you probably
know, UK is eliminating some
courtside media spots so it can
sell them to superfans. The
lifetime rights for (wo seats is
more than $313,000. Not to be
outdone, U of L is kicking the
media out of 32 courtside seats
so it can sell them to fans for
$15,000 per season.

1 have some questions.

When it comes to eliminat-
ing media members from
courtside access, will those
who have been “friendly™ to
the program get preferential
treatment over those who are
deemed to be “enemies?”

Will the public, especially
those who either can’t afford to
buy tickets or simply can’t get
access to them, be better or
worse served by having the
media be moved further from
the action?

And will there be a special
code of conduct imposed on
those fans who are wealthy
encugh to buy these courtside
seats? Here's one scenario;
Bubba Bob Jones, big UK fan,
pays a zillion dollars to buy a
courtside seat. During a game,
an official makes a call he
doesn’t like. So he jumps up,
cursing the official and throw-
ing his beer on the court. How
will that play on national TV?

of the previous two years,

1 don’t think it's great leap of
faith to think John Goodner and
his  staff, given their track
records at the Division I level,
will significantly upgrade the
play of the Kentucky defensive
unit.

With today’s scholarship lim-
its, the line between & prelty
good season and a pretty bad
one is 4 thin one. AS an exam-
ple, let’s take a look at South
Carolina’s dramatic reversal in
2000.

First, the Gamecocks started
the season with four consecutive
home games, lwo of which fea-
tured outmanned opponents,
Then, in game two, Georgia
guarterback Quincy Carter
made a habit of throwing inter-
ceptions and SC pulled off a
confidence-building upset.

Two weeks later, a unlikely
fourth-down touchdown throw
in the final minute produced a
win over Mississippi State and
Lou Holtz had all he needed to
work his motivational magic.

Anyone who saw Kentucky's
homefield loss to South Carolina
last fall would be hard- pressed
to argue that the Gamecocks
were that much better than the
Wildcats and yet one team failed
to win another game while the

other upset Ohio State in a New
Year's Day bowl.

On offense, Kentucky has
arguably the best tight end in the
SEC (Derek Smith), a promis-
ing runner, a more experienced
offensive line and a quarterback,
be it Lorenzen or Boyd, with
big-time talent. The downside is
that they have yet to show us a
big-play threat at wideout and
the signal-callers are still green,
Defensively, depth is legitimate
concern, but there are some
impressive prospects.

Those two big tackles,
Dewayne Robertson and Jeremy
Caudill, will be better with
experience.

And perhaps Dennis Johnson
will blossom in this new system
the way Tim Couch did after
Elliot Uzelac left.

Most of the people with
whom I've talked about the
Kentucky-Louisville game
believe the Cardinals are a pro-
hibitive favorite for the
September | clash at
Commonwealth Stadium, 1 dis-
agree.

UK-UL was a tossup last fall,
won in overtime by the
Cardinals after the Wildcats
botched a game-winning field
goal in the mud at the end of
regulation. Now, John L.
Smith must bring his team to
Lexington to face a Kentucky
team motivated by the embar-
rassment of a 2-9 record.
Furthermore, the U of L players
have heard a summer of talk
from their friends about how
easily they're going to handle
the Big Blue and that's hard for
any coach, even a very good one
like Smith, to combat.

I"'m not saying Kentucky is a
sure thing, against the Cardinals
or anyone. U of L could certain-
ly beat UK. And if any team is
due for some good luck in a
series, it's Indiana in the rivalry
with Kentucky, Despite the rig-
orous offseason program, the
psyches of these players are
probably a little on the fragile
side and a bad start might really

+ damage their confidence,

All I'm saying i$ that it’s pos-
sible that Kentucky's 2000 cam-
paign was the equivalent of a
“throw out race” and this team
might well outperform expecta-
tions this fall.

To paraphrase Winston
Churchill, rarely have so many
(UK football fans) given so
much (support) for so little
(wins), | sense that even the
most loyal Big Blue optimists
are hesitant to lead with their
hearts over their heads again,
but this team might justify the
taith of those that do.

Doesn't the university have an
obligation to protect officials
and rival players?

At basketball games, press
row always has been a buffer
between the action on the floor
and the fans. The hoary edict
of “No cheering in the press-
box" always has been scrupu-
lously observed. Now the
buffer is gone. The potential
for behavioral problems is
obvious.

And here's another sce-
nario: Let's say that a Billy
Reed or a Pat Forde writes
something that angers a U of L
fan who just so happens to own
a press-row seat right next to
the writer. The next home
game, that fan decides to
berate the writer constantly,
interfering with his ability to
do his job, because he knows it
will play well with the fans
behind him.

Is the university prepared to
deal with such an unseemly sit-
uation? How will it protect
media members from rude and
unruly fans? For the past sev-
eral years, the NCAA basket-
ball tournament committee has
been flirting with ideas to
move much of the media from
courtside at the Final Four so it
can sell the space to fans. This
concept has been fiercely
resisted by the U.S. Basketball
Writers Association. When 1
covered the 1997 Final Four in
Indianapolis  for  Sports
Illustrated, my seat was in the
upper deck. My eyesight, never
good, is only getting worse. So
rather than hike up to the upper
deck, where 1 would have a
difficult time following the
action without binoculars, I
opted to stay in the media room
and watch the games on TV.

I like to be close enough to
the action to feel the emotions,
to see the sweat fly, to hear the
coaches yelling, I'd like to
think that proximity has
enabled me to flesh out my
columns with detail that will
be relevant to the fans who, for
one reason or another, aren’t
able to be there. But does any-
body care what happens to us?
I doubt it. Which, if true, is
unfortunate because -at the
same time the public demands
more accuracy and detail from
us, it’s also willing to condone
actions that will make our jobs
more difficult.

I don't look forward to the

Dale

time when I've seated at press
row next to a stupid, but
wealthy, fan who wants to fill
my ears with obscenities dur-
ing a game. Yet, inevitably, it's
going to happen. Sadly, univer-
sities and franchises who
demand professionalism from
us seem intent on placing us in
a decidedly unprofessional
environment, all for the sake of
the almighty dollar.

I can't help but wender
what’s next. Will the day come
when a university sells dress-
ing rights to a wealthy donor?
In other words, for $500,000, a
booster can share a locker with
a player. Then, after the game,
when the media comes around
for an interview, the booster
can block off his lockermate
from probing questions. Or
maybe — and this isn’t crazy
— the day is nigh when media
outlets will be charged for
press credentials. Pay $50,000
and you get courtside, right
next to Mr. Joe Six Pack. Pay
$5,000 and you’re up in the far
reaches of Freedom Hall or
Rupp Arena. Pay nothing and
you gel to watch the games on
TV.

Whether you readers like us
or not, you also depend on us
to give you accurate and hon-

est accounts of your favorite
team's games. You demand
detail. You want us to be
“inside” the program. That's
fair. But then it also becomes
hypocritical for you to support
any movement to put more dis-
tance between us and the
action,

There are no others like
him. Not really.

The guys who can drive the
wheels off, while mastering the
modern corporate monster that
NASCAR has become, are few
and far between. Earnhardt was
the bridge to and from an era of
NASCAR that stuck to its roots
in the deep south.

He also led it into an era of
national television contracts and
Brinks Truck purses as
NASCAR pushed its way off
Tobacco Road and into the
national consciousness.

And when he died on the
sport's biggest stage, that brave

new world of NASCAR gasped.
Then, it mourned — and its
never really stopped.

This season has been filled
with tributes to Earnhardt. Each
race, stands fall silent as fans
greet lap No. 3 with Sunday
church reverence. Before it is
over, there will be statues and
displays and memorials of all
shapes and sizes, but nothing
will ever say as much about
Earnhardt as the sound of all that
silence.

It is a silence spoken from the
heart of every fan, no matter if
that fan is a Ford or a Dodge or
a Chevy backer. No matter if
they are wearing a Jeff Gordon
or Tony Stewart or Buckshot
Jones T-shirt,

Tony Stewart at Indianapolis

Familiar territory

Whether he's been hot around the collar
or just plain too hot from rising tempera-
tures and humidity, the 2001 Wington Cup
season has been anything but enjoyable for
Tony Stewart.

Stewart was expected to be a contender
for the championship, Affer all, he won
more races on the circuit (six) than any other
driver last season. All he needed was to
improve upon his five DNFs (did not finish)
and he would be on his way,

But life hasn't been 100 good for the Joe
Gibbs Racing team this year. Defending Cup
champ Bobby Labonte has struggled and
only recently gotten into the top 10 in stand-
ings. Stewart is fourth in points; but there's
a wide chasm between him and third place
Ricky Rudd. That gap widened when
NASCAR dropped him 20 spots after the
Pepsi 400 carlier this month for passing
under the yellow line.

The Rushville native doesn't expect his
fortunes to improve soon,

“Not really,” Stewart said curtly when
asked if he was happy with the season so far.
“I haven’t been happy all year, We're in the
deepest rul we've ever been in in two and a
half years. We're having a lot of motor trou-
bles this year. We know what the problem is.
but we can’t fix it for about three months.
We need components that we don't have.
Other teams have them and we don’t. It's
not that they have an unfair advantage. It's
just that we don’t have them. We ve run out
of that compoenent.”

Indianapolis is not a place where the
team can expect things to get better. “We're
really down on power right now,” said

Stewart. “We're down on power and down
on downforce. This is the worst place to
come to all year and be down on those two
variables.”

Testing for Stewart 18 critical at any track
and Indianapolis is no exception, even
though he’s been around the Brickyard
probably more times than anyone else in the
race.

“It doesn’t matter how well you know the
track, it’s how fast you can get around the
track.,” he said. “Guys who have been
around here a ton of miles aren’t fast here
yet. Big thing is to get the car running as
well as possible. You can't run the cars full
out here like you do the Indy cars. You will
lift and you'll brake. It's a matter of keeping
as much momentum as you can through the
center of the cornér. The guy who does that
the best is the guy that’s going to be the
fastest in qualifying and on race day.”

And the team had to start from the begin-
ning. “Not good,” said Stewart of his testing

experience. “The rules have changed and we
can’t run bump stops. So we're kind of just
trying to reinvent the wheel.”

Those rule changes have left all the teams
facing a bit of mystery. “We are trying o
find out what keeps the car gripped to the
race track,” said Stewart. “Biggest thing
right now is finding the grip. This track gets
so slick when it’s this hot and there’s as
much rubber down on the track as there 1s
right now.”

So what can Stewart and crew chief Greg
Zipadelli do to turn things around?

“We don’t have a lot of choice,” said
Stewart. “We just have to do the best we can
with what we've got, Every race team in
these garages has been in the same spot
we've been in at one lime or another. This
year it's our turn. We have to eithér quit or
take what we've got and work with it. We're
not quitters. Nobody on this team has ever
given up on anything and that’s what makes
me proud to be a part of this team.”

Kentucky counties between May and June,
rose in 55 and stayed the same in nine
counties, according to the Department for
Employment Services, a Cabinet for

Workforce Development agency.

The statewide unemployment rate
remained at 4.2 percent from May to June,
the lowest June jobless rate in Kentucky

since 1977,

From June 2000 to June 2001, jobless
rates were higher in 65 counties, lower in
52 counties and the same in Bulliit, Clinton
and Union counties. In June 2001, five
counties had unemployment rates at 10 per-

2000.

Oldham County’s 1.8 percent jobless rate
was the lowest in the commonwealth, Other
low rates were recorded in Jessamine,
Franklin and Fayette counties, 2.2 percent
each; Scott and Robertson counties, 2.6 per-
cent each; Garrard County, 2.7 percent;

It’s Rabies Clinic season again,
that time of year when otherwise
sensible veterinarians take to the
hills and dales in an effort to pro-
tect every man, woman, child, dog,
and cat from the evils of rabies - all
in less than eight hours time. I've
written several articles about my
adventures during these clinics, but
every year at this time. I run across
the notes I've scribbled down. have
a good laugh, and decide | need to
preserve even more material for
posterity.

Tonight I've been reviewing
notebook # 3, entitled “Rabies
Clinics Revisited,” plus some loose
notes 1 have gathered in a folder.
(Honest, I have that much stuff col-
lected from these things!) We have
started 1o divide the books inw
separate  sections, such  as
“Improvised Cat Carriers” (min-
now buckets, potato sacks, milk
crates). “Things in Bird Baths™
(gigantic concrete toads. cement
cats, and statues of predatory birds
— 1io wonder you never see a live
bird in one!), and Things We
Couldn’t Explain (such as a child
walking a roller skate on a leash).
One of our most popular sections is
the one where we record signs that
we have seen along the road.
