Higher pay needed, 
but not likely 

Harry Moberly. chair of Kentucky's House Appropriations 
and Revenue Committee, hdievcs teacher pa)' raises should 
be the General As embly's ''top priority." 

The Richmond Democrat i right. Kentucky. like mo t other 
states, is ufferjng from a teacher shortage. and teacher:-;' av~r­
age pay. $35.700. is about $'\,000 less than the national aver­
age. 

Yet it's highly unlikely that teachers will see significant 
across-the-board pay raises any time soon. 

According to state education officials. even a paltry I per­
cent mcrcase would cost ':126 mtllion. At a rime when Go\. 
Pauon is poi"cd to shce $326 million from this year's budget 
and when next )Car's budget is ltkcly to be even leaner, any 
increase big enough to make a ditTcrence seems impossible. 

Given this scenario. legi~lators obvious!) will h.a\e hard 
decisions to make. 

Whate\ er mone) finally materializes. there ·s a strong case 
for targeting it to make a real impact, for instance. by giving 
priority to the salaries of teachers holding down the most chal­
lenging assignments, or those doing the best jobs or l.hose in 
shortest supply. 

Higher salaries, for example. could enable struggling school 
disuicts to attract math and science teachers with academic 
backgrounds in those area . That's important, since the latest 
national as cssment of math pcrfommnce confirmed again that 
the students of such teachers learn more and perform better. 

Also, it'~ a fact that i'ome tcm:hing assignments are more 
challenging and stressful than others. While l.he National 
Education Association may lK· opposed, there seems to be 
growing acceptance- as sho\\n by Lhe merit pay experiment 
agreed to hy the Cincinnati Federation of Teachers - that 
unifom1. lock-step pay scale_" are counterproductive. 

Peggmg teacher salanes priman,ly to eniority rather than to 
clcarl) defined tandard-, for qualit) teaching. difficulty of 
assignment and student perfonnancc bas become a real drag 
for !'chool di tricts lf) ing to attract and retain strong. innova­
tive educators. 

State Rep. John Draud, a Republican from Crestview Hills 
and n memhe1 of the House Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee, is on to something in proposing to gi\'e school 
district greater flex1biiit) m order to send the message that 
strong teachers could actuplly cnm $60.000 or $80.000 a year. 

That may not happen ar'y time soon, but ifs certainly the 
direction Kentuck) should take. Sch()o) districts across the 
state should be given greater ncxibility and the challenge to 
experiment with pay to address local needs. 

Good teachers should have every opportunity to drive their 
salane:-r to high levels by doing what it takes to get children 
learning ht higher le\'els.

Pease wants to see his offensive players 
take ownership of this system. 

"I want a guy to be like a gym rJt." he 
said. "I want them to feel like they can 
come in and say whatever they want" 

In the eight se<t<;ons Pease coached at 
perennial Division 1-AA power Montana, 
t.hc Grizzlies' quarterbacks won their 
lengue player-<lf·thC-)Car awanl five times. 
And when Montana won the division's 
national champiomhrp m 1995, Pease's 
otlcnsive unit averuge a whopping 46 
poinb rx-~ ~'llme in the post<;CaSOn-and 
thc.:y benered that marl<. in the next year's 
playoff run.

The precocious paddlefish 
traversed two reservoir dams 
and entered the unimpounded 
portion of the Missouri River. 
The fish then swam 880 miles 
along the Iowa and Nebraska 
border and through Missouri to 
the Mississippi River. At St. 
Louis. the fish then turned 
south toward New Orleans and 
swam 212 miles to the mouth of 
the Ohio River after negotiating 
Lock and Dam 27 do·wnstream 
of St Louis on the Missjssippi. 

At Cairo, IUinois, the pad­
dlefish took a left and entered 
the Ohio River and swam 62 
miles to the mouth of the 
Cumberland. The fish may have 
had to swim over the two wick­
et dams on the Ohio. Lock and 
Dam 52 and 53, depending on 
the water level. Another 29 
miles of swimming brought the 
paddlefish to the Barkley dam 
and its meeting wtth Ed's hook. 

This fish was detennined. It 
swam 1.184 miles through four 
river systems and crossed five 
dams to reach the Cumberland 
River since being ragged six 
years ago. Lt. Bob Fralick, a 
Kentucky Depanment of Fish 
and Wildlife (KDFWR) boating 
and wildlife law enforcement 
officer in District 1, verified the 
tag and paddlefish.

l saw an editorial car­
toon lal>l week b) J D . 
Crowe. cartoonist for The 
Mobiel Resister tn 
Alabama. It was cntttled 
··southern Hero tn 
Education." and depicted a 
large stalUe wilh several 
spectators gazing up at the 
two figures that adorned 
its top. 

One was a little boy, all 
bent over. hands on knees. 
and a look of impending 
doom on his face. The 
other was a hefty lady 
teacher standing behind 
him, all reared back. ala 
Sammy Sosa. ready for a 
two-handed swing with a 
large paddle. on which was 
wriuen. "Spare the rod and 
spoil the fun." The base of 
the statue was inscribed 
with these words; "Miss 
Dixie Paddlehappy. 
Alabama schoolteacher." 
Beneath that was. "Down 
here we make ·em smart 
on both ends." 

Since a ptcture is 
indet'd worth a thousand 
words, T think we'd be safe 
in saying the folks in 
Alabama might be 
embroiled 1n controversy 
over corporal punishment. 
Without doubt J.D. Crow 
is against it. 

Ha,·ing been on the 
receiving end of "the board 
of education" a dozen or 
so times during my grade­
scoot days. 1 guess there 
was a time when I opposed 
it, too. But although I was 
paddled by several teach­
ers. I never got the feeling 
that a single one of them 
was having fun. And. I 
might add, never did 1 get 
a paddling thaL even then. 
I felt I didn't deserve. 

Yet. as an adult, and 
even though I was a 
teacher for 33 years. I can 
see how it must look to 
some people for a grown­
up to mflict pain on a 
youngster s bottom wtth 
such a weapon. The pros 
and cons of such discipline 
are obvious. Therefore. not 
ha' ing a clue as to what's 
going on in Alabama. I'm 
not taking s1des on this 
one 

1 can't help but wonder, 
however, how J' d have 
fared educationally if cor­
poral punishment had been 
banned at the H. S. Howes 
Community School in 
Muddy Branch when I 
passed through there from 
1945-53. 

There's little doubt in 
my mind that had Walter 
Clay VanHoose not kept 
his paddle on top of this 
desk, in plain view. I may 
never have learned my 
multiplication tables. Had 
not Flora Adams backed 
up her words with a swat 
or two to my behind. I 
doubt I'd ever had taken 
my educational responsi­
bilities seriously. 

All J know is. the dread 
of the paddle kept thh. 
coal-camp kid on the 
straight and narrow. Am.l, 
the few swats I received 
left no .;cars, either physi­
cally or emotionally Even 
though it was rumored that 
Mr. Garfield Chandler. our 
principal. kept an electric 
paddle locked up in his 
office for use in extreme 
cases. all 1 know for sure 
is, the paddle, whether it 
was real or imagined. kept 
me focused. and did me no 
harm '' hatsoever.

J remember the clarity and crispnes~ of 
the v.arer. it seemed to sparkle. to beckon. I couldn't 
wait to jump in. The pool seemed very big to me. and 
thal was a good thing, because there were always !oLe; 
of swimmers and sunbathers. During breaks we could 
buy cups of soda and small bags of pota.to chips for a 
dime each.

What do chtldren learn at 
home that contributes to success 
in school? The answers may be 
clus1ve, but parent~ know that 
there is no :;hortage of 1deas or 
experts. 

There are lessons, however, 
that complement the learning of 
spec1fic skills, and often are ol 
greater importance.

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No place to hide: drug 
abuse in the '·heartland

The Center on Addic:t1on 
and Substance Abuse (CASA) 
at Columbia Unjversity has 
recently released lhe results of 
o study on drug abuse in rural 
American communities. This 
~tudy \\as funded by the U.S 
Drug Enforcement 
Administration. The results ure 
shocking, and are rattling the 
rafters ot Midwest Amenca. 
Pt!r this study, 8th graders hv­
ing in rural American commu­
nities arc 34 percent more like­
ly than their urban counterparts 
to smoke marijuana: 83 percent 
more likely to use crack 
cocaine: and 104 percent more 
likely to have used ampheta­
mines within the last month. 

The study also reports that 
drugs are as readily available 
in rural areas as in large urban 
cities. Drug Enforcement 
Administration (DEA) seizures 
of meth labs jumped from 263 
in 1994 to 1,627 in 1998-a 
sixfold mcrease. concentrated 
in rural areas of the Heartland. 

Besides scanng the day­
lightl> out ot middle America. 
~nd painting a pretty black pic­
ture of the fate of our youth as 
far as drug abuse is concerned, 
what is the message we should 
be receiving from Utis study? 
To answer that lefs backtrack 
int<> history 45 years. 

It is Ute mid 1950's. The 
illegal drug problem ts not yet 
on societ) ·s radar screen Ln lhi! 
1950's all anyone knew about 
illicit drugs like marijuana wns 
that Jazz Drummerlbandleader 
Gene Kruppa and actor Roben 
Mitchum smoked it, got 
caught, and the media damned 
them for it. Cocaine? That 
word was m a line from the 
pop\J lar Cole Porter hi L .. I Get 
A Kick Out Of You." -\s for 
herom. that is a drug of horror 
used only by the most degener­
ate and despairing individuals. 
Frank Sinatra·s character in the 

movie "Man With A Golden 
Arm .. teaches us that. Most 
Americans tend to view drug 
addiction as an affliction of the 
urban poor. or an evil obses· 
sion or a handful of musicians 
und actors who are too far left 
of cemer to worry about In 
short, Americans are complete 
ly naive to what drug addiction 
is And we are most conainly 
clueless obout the role illicit 
dmgs will play 1n the course of 
our precious country"s futurt'. 

Moving forward 10 years. it 
h now I 965 The country ts in 
the post mourning ycnrs of 
JFK's assassination. The firl>t 
onslaught of the English rock·n 
roll music invasion with the 
Bcatles and RoWng Stones hits 
our shores, and takes Amcncan 
youth by storm while Prestdent 
Lyndon B Johnson is grap­
pling with the escalating 
Vietnam War. LSD ts ftnding 
its way from the experimenta-
tion laboratones of the 
Hoffmann-LaRoche Drug 
Company to the streets of San 
Francisco. It is also at this t1me 
the fLrst indications of 
increased heroin abuse in urban 
ghettos catches the attention of 
President Johnson's White 
House staff. The mcrea~ed usc 
of heroin. considered small by 
today's numbers. is of enough 
concern for Johnson to con· 
vmcc Congress to enact the 
Drug Rehabilitation Act and 
ask for an annual appropriation 
of $15 miJiion. At the time no 
one in government at the 
Federal, State or Local level 
has any tdea that in just over 24 
years rime heroin abuse in the 
U.S wiU escalate ro a point 
where it will cost taxpayers 
more than $50 miJiion annually 
to treat the problem. Society s 
radar screen is beeping. 
Unfortunately not enough of us 
notice. In the mid 60's, adull 
Americans still tended to view 
drug addiction as a problem 
inherent to the onderprivtleged.

The truth 
was that drugs did not re~pcct 
geographic boundaries: they 
broke out of the big city limll.s 
and began to swarm into the 
heartland of mid-sized Cltl~.:s. 
rural towns and farm commu­
nities. Hindsight is 20/20, ami 
an looking back ll is easy to see 
our nation ·s fallurc to fully rec­
ognize and act cffectt\uly to 
stop the drug problem then. 
However. if we look closer \\c 
will see that thi~ failure was 
driven in no small measur..: b) 
the assumption of the masses 
thal it was someone el se·, 
problem. not our problem. And 
it is this assumption thut 
allowed drugs the lime they 
needed to seep tn lo every 
nejghborhood in every city and 
class across America. without 
preJUdice. 

As we begin the 2 1st 
Century in Amcnca. the mc~­
sage is loud and clear. There is 
no place to hide from the prob­
lem of substance abuse and 
addiction.
