Milrtary 
Affairs and Public Safety 
Commiuee, Kentucky's Adjutant 
General D. Allen Youngman told 
lawmaker~ that 35 members of 
the Kentucky Nation Guard will 
finish training today and are 
expected to start overseeing air­
port securit)' at five Kentucky 
airports tomorrow. 

The National Guard members 
will be at airports in Louisville. 
Le::o.mgton, Owensboro. Paducah. 
and at the Cincinnati-Northern 
Kentucky International Airport. 

In response to questions about 
whether 35 NationaJ Guard 
member.. are enough to ensure

airport security, Youngman said 
the Federal Av1ation 
Administration came up wilh lhe 
number of National Guard mem· 
bers based on number of security 
checkpoints at Kentucky's air­
ports and number of flights per 
day. 

Rep. Steve Riggs. D-
Jeffersontown. said he was con­
cerned that National Guard mem­
bers wiU only monitor the air· 
port's security measures rather 
than taking an active role in 
searching luggage and screening 
passengers. 

Youngman replied that airport 
personnel are already screening 
passengers and luggage, but 
someone needs to monitor the 
screeners to make sure they're 
doing their job. 

Use of the National Guard at 
airports is considered to be a tem­
porary security measure that will 
continue until new safety mea­
sures are put in place in the com­
ing months.

kind found most often in an 
office type environment, ·said 
Farler, and generally works 
through e~mail accounts. falling 
in line with many other types of 
viruses and worms found to be 
infiltrating systems everyday. 

Farler, who assisted city offi­
cials Monday with efforts 
toward implementing an 
antivirus to counter Nimda at 
city haJl in Prestousburg, said 
that office suffered little dam· 
age, other than the inconve­
nience. 

·•They didn' t lose anything, 
like any of their files or any­
thing." said Farler, "but they 
could have if they had stayed on 
their computers long enough. 
Antivirus systems will not stop 
this virus if they haven't been 
updated 10 the last few days and 
are current.'' 

According to Computer 
Works' company website, the 
Nimda virus is a "fast-spreading 
Internet wonn'' which arrives 
with an attachment, 
"README.EXE" file, in an e­
mail that has an empty message 
body and usually an empty sub­
ject body. However. the virus 
does not require that lhe user 
being attacked actually open the 
attachment in order to execute. 

The virus has four ways of 
spreading: through e-mail, net· 
work shared drives, unpatched 
servers and through file infec­
tion. 

Farler explained on Thursday 
that anyone concerned about 
being bit by any virus in particu­
lar. or having current problems 
with a virus or wonn. to visit his 
website. 

"The site provides step by step 
instructions about what to do," 
said Farler. ''You could go to the 
site or, for that matter, any of the 
anti·virus sites, and it will detail 
what you should do."

"It can even define hot \'J)Ots in 
walls that can' t be seen with the 
naked eye. It can help you find any­
body who is trapped -you might 

even have a fire· 
fighter that's down."

Lawmakers review 
CATS results 

FRANKFORT - Legislators 
heard good news and bad news 
about the achievements of 
Kentucky public school students 
in a special briefing on newly­
released CATS tests. Results of 
the latest Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System 
assessments were released to the 
public Tuesday. 

Kentuck')' Commissioner of 
Education Gene Wilhoit dis· 
cussed the test results with 
members of the General 
Assembly's Education 
Assessment and Accountability 
Review Subcommittee, telling 
legislators that tests taken in 
April 200 I showed improved 
performance at every level. 

"The percentage of students 
at a level of proficiency ts 
increasing and the percentage at 
the novice level is decreasing," 
said Wilhoit. 

At lhe elementary level. the 
btggest gatos were in science, 
writing and math, while IYllddle 
and high school studems made 
the greatest strides in arts and 
humanities, Wilhoit reponed. 

Overall, all regions of 
Kentucky showed progress. but 
schools in Jefferson County and 
Southeastern Kentucky have the 
farthest lO go, said Wilhoit. not· 
ing also that not all the schools 
making significant progress 
were in wealthy school districts. 

"We· re especially pleased at 
what we're starting to see in the 
eastern part of the state. espe· 
cially in some high poverty 
schools,'' he said . "Some 
schools where we have a very 

high poverty rate have posted 
large gain:.." 

Education officials also were 
encouraged to see that some 
schools that have done well in 
the past continued to progress, 
said Wilhoit 

On the negative stde. educa­
tors are concerned about some 
individual schools that continue 
to struggle, said Wilhoit. In 
addition. large gaps in race. gen­
der and disability continue to 
exist, he said. 

Wilhoit also expressed con­
cern that some site-based coun­
cils still are not working well 
and some schools are not using 
thetr resources effectively. 

Sen. Tim Shaughnessy, D­
Louisville, expressed concern 
about media stories in which 
some educators have indicated 
their belief that the state·s goal 
of havmg all schools achieve 
proficiency on the statewide 
tests by 20 14 b not achtevable. 

"The goal has been set, but in 
some districts they're still 
debating its validity." 
Shaughness) said. "We need 
leaders who have bought into 
these goals." 

Sen. Dan Kelly, R· 
Springfield. cited a need to 
replicate good programs to help 
underachieving schools 
improve. He noted programs in 
Daviess County 1n which stu­
dents' reading ability is assessed 
at a very early age and a vanety 
of tools are u ed to ensure that 
every child rs able to read at the 
appropnate grade level before 
leaving that grnde.

have closed, and by creating a 
new regulatton to allow harvest 
outside of normal hunting sea­
sons. The proposed alternative is 
similar to provisions currently in 
effect that were implemented by 
legislation in 1999 pending 
completion of the EIS. The pro­
posed alternative would also 
allow states in the Atlantic 
Flywa)' to implement conserva­
tion measure~ to control the 

, rapidly expanding population of 
greater snow geese. Other alter­
natives range from taking no 
additional action to the direct 
removal of large numbers of 
light geese on the birds' breed­
ing grounds in the arctic. using 
wildlife agency personnel or 
their agents. 

PubJication of the draft EIS 
opens a public comment period, 
during which the public may 
submit written comment. on the 
draft. The Service will host a 
sem~s of public meetings in 
states containing important 
snow and Ross· goose migration 
and wintering habitat to gather 
additional publi~ comments. 
Dates. locations and times of 
those meetings will be 
announced in a future public 
notice. 

increasing agricultural and 
refuge development along 
waterfowl flyways has 
improved the food supply 
avaHable to light geese during 
their yearly migrations. As a 
result. population growth rates 
have exploded. The annual 
winter population index. of mid­
continent light geese has tn plcd 
in the past 30 years, from just 
over 800.000 birds tn 1969 to a 
pe.ak of 3.1 million birds in the 
winter of I 996-97. Recent poor 
breed ing conditions and 
increased harvesLo; due to exist­
ing consen·ation measures have 
contributed to small declines in 
the winter count to a current 
level o f 2.34 million birds. 
Howe\ er, the totaJ number of 
birds on known breeding 
colonies in the central and east­
em Arctic likely approaches 5.8 
miWon bird!' in spring. The 
fragHe tundra and salt marsh 
habit.1t in the vicinity of light 
goose breeding colonies cannot 
support populations of that size. 

In addition to the problums 
caused by lesser sno\\ and 
Ross' goo:.e populut10ns, simi­
lar impacts are now being 
recorded from g reafer snow 
geese The number of greater 
snow gee:.e ancreused from 
25,400 bird.-; in 1965 to more 
thnn 837,000 birds in 200 I. The 
rapidly expanding population 

has caused degradation of nat­
ural marsh habitats along 
migration areas in the St. 
Lawrence River ~alley. 
Farmers have also suffered 
extensive crop damage by 
geese in surrounding areas. 

Over the past decade, 
researchers have documented 
increasing habitat loss and 
degradation on thousands of 
acres of salt marshes and fre h­
water wetlands in the Canadian 
arcuc, especially in the Hudson 
Bay Lowlands. Congregating in 
large numbers, light geese dig 
into the soil, consuming the 
roots of plants before they have 
sprouted. Grazing of above­
ground portions of plants by 
geese further removes vegeta­
tive cover. Plant communities 
are increasingly unable ro 
rebound from this mtense graz­
ing, grubbing and shoot­
pulling. particularly given the 
short growing season in the 
Arctic. Removal of plant cover 
also results in an increase in 
evaporation rates. bringing 
additional salts to the surface 
and increasing the salinity of 
the soil. This increased salinity 
reduces and eventually elima­
nates the ability of salt marsh 
plant!> to grow in the soil. 
resulting. in decertification, ero­
sion and permanent loss of 
habitat. 

In 1999. the Service allowed 
24 mtdwestem and southern 
State:. to rake conservation 
measures aimed at reducing the 
population of mid-continent 
light geese. The measures. 
which included allowing the 
use of unplugged shotguns and 
electronic calls during select 
portions of the regular hunting 
season, a:. well as a conserva­
uon order permttting harvest of 
light geese outstde tbe tradi­
tional hunting o;eal.on frame­
works. were tn1plemented m 
February 1999 but were subse­
quendy challenged in court. 
The regulations were with­
drawn in May 1999 to prevent 
further li tigation. 

After withdrawing the rules, 
the Service accelerated comple­
tion of a planned EIS proce-.s, 
holding scoping meetings in the 
fall of 1999. Congres~ became 
concerned that the length of the 
ElS proces:. would leave the 
Servtce and State wildlife agen­
cte!. without the ability to slo\\ 
the \\ idening extent of habitat 
destruction. Congress approved 
legislation ~>igned into Ia~ in 

November I 999 that rein­
stated the rules pending com­
pletion of thl! EIS, thus prevent-
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iog a delay that wouJd hav~ 
compounded the habitat 
destructton problem. Those 
rules remain in effect pending 
completion of the ElS process.

drug store was really beneficial 
when my brother was a toddler 
in the early 1930's, and taking a 
child to a physician m town 22 
miles away was unheard of: 
also, as my brother became the 
typical active toddler, he would 
find a way through the fence 
and off he would escape to 
Granny and Grandpa's. Since 
Grandpa had a stroke about ttus 
time, he was not very active. 
and soon died. As is often the 
case. my grandmother. 
Granny's daughter, and her 
family moved to rown in t11e 
late 1930's. My grandmother 
announced to my mother, 
"Now. you all will have to help 
take care of Granny." In reality 
this meant Granny carne to my 
parents' home to cat supper, 
sleep, eat breakfast. take a bis­
cuit and meat for lunch. and 
spend the day working around 
her farm. Then, in the cold 
spring of 1940. I was born very 
premature. It seems that every­
one worked together to basical­
ly create me a warm lined bas­
ket, that someone was always 
there to turn almost hourly for 
24 hours a day. Mother laughed 
and talked so often about how 
Granny would come late in the 
afternoon and announce, "Do 
you want me to fix supper or 
tend to the baby?"'' Of course, 
Mother was keen to Granny's 
unspoken choice of wanting to 
take care of the baby. 

Granny Keene sure was a 
woman ahead of her time. 
Then, too, her husband must of 
have been also. since he tolerat­
ed her probably being different 
from the other women to some 
degree. Perhaps, they had an 
early. equal relationship. 
BasicaUy. Granny always man-

aged her own money. It seems 
that a man would come along to 
buy cattle from the fanners. 
First. Grandpa would talk with 
and sell h1m their cows. 
Meanwhile. from the sideline, 
Granny would supposedly take 
in all of the financial discus­
sions. Then. after Grandpa had 
fmished his trading. Granny 
would take the cattle buyer tO 
one side. talk with him. discuss 
prices. and sell him her cows at 
a higher amount than he had 
paid Grandpa. Granny's bank 
was in the smalL snapped. 
black coin purse that she kept in 
the square pocket on her home­
made feed-sack cotton petti­
coat. Gues::. no one ever knew 
where Granny actually put her 
money that she could not keep 
in the coin purse. Granny was 
very shrewd about charging 
interest when family members 
borrowed mone} from her, 
which was affectionately 
known as ··Granny's egg 
money." My father would laugh 
about how often Granny's inter­
est would be more than the 
bank's, due to her being so 
handy. In the 1930's, she loaned 
money to family members to 
enable them to stan businesses 
in Pikeville that ended up last­
ing for years. It was bard to 
believe that by lhe time of her 
death, Granny had saved suffi­
cient money so that her many 
heirs received several thousand 
dollars each. 

Granny Keene was certainly 
a special woman. She was the 
··ram-rod" of her community. 
and most importantly, was a 
strong matriarchal and positive 
role model for her large fami~ 
lies. If only, more of us would 
use our potential as Granny did.

wax blocking their ears 

of wat~r will be trapped within 
the e.ar canal. and thereby, cause 
irritation One of the most cont­
rnon but subtle disorders is a 
decrea~ in hearing. A blocked 
ear canal produce:; the same 
degree of hearing loss as is pro­
du~ed by plugging your ear with 
your tingcr. fortunately this, as 
opposed to other causes of hear­
ing deticit. is easily corrected. 

So. how should you get the 
wax out of your ears since you 
shouldn't ''djg" in tbem with fin­
ger~ or objects? A spray of water 
from an ·•ear syringe" is the best 
choice. These simple and inex­
penstve devices are available at 
any drug store. A gentle stream 
of body temperature water 
should be directed down tbe ear 
canal. Usually six ounces or so 
will clean out mo:;t "blocked .. ear 
canals. It may be necessary, if 
lhe wax 1s particularly hard and 
dry. w soften it overnight with 

You should 
see your famtly uoctor or an 
ENT specialist if the bl<x:kage i~ 
not removed after two attempt'>, 
the secout.l of whjch is preceded 
by an attempt to soften the w:tJ<.
