Pikeville, which is complet-
ing its Renaissance Gold pro-
gram, is required 1o mentor other
towns which want to do a down-
town “streetscape,” she said,

“Basically, Renaissance
Kentucky is whal you are miss-
ing. You need to become & part
of that, It's through the Main
Street Program, It's an alliance
of state agencies,” she said.

Renaissance Kentucky is an

Sawyers explained the road
Renaissance Gold through a
series of steps communities can
take!

classroom setting.

The primary level, which had
originally also included third-
graders before the start of this
school year, is the beginning
point where the spark of success
is first born,

“It begins with the primary.”
Johnson said. “Here we have a
multi-age, open c¢lassroom
where four classes are in one
room and interaction is encour-
aged.

“We moved the third-graders
from primary this year and
incorporated them with the
fourth-grade classes in an open
environment. This allows them
the opportunty to adjust to the
fourth grade better so that when
they get there, the process is
much smoother.”

Third-grade students are
allowed the opportunity, afford-
ed through the open classroom
setting, to interact with fourth-
graders and even share in some
activities that teachers deem
approptiate, said Johnson. This
chance to cross boundaries for-
merly set by the distance in
classrooms gives third-graders
more familiarity with the
increased writing demands
awaiting them in fourth grade.
espectally in portfolio formats,
which increase significantly in
the transition from third to
fourth, according to Johnson.

Supplementing the open
classroom setling, an even more
important component initiated
by the rarely used technique is
the effect such a setting has on
the all-important student-teacher
ratio.

According to Johnson, the
average swdent-teacher ratio
rests al approximately 20 to |.
With the open classroom imple-
mented, the presence of four
available teachers comes with it,
joined by an average of six to
eight aides working with stu-
dents — including special needs
instructors who work with spe-
cial education students in a way
that is less intrusive o those stu-
dents and the normal flow of
classroom work in  gengral,
according (o Johnson.

“With this many people on
hand for the classroom, the ratio
1s brought down tremendously,”
said Johnson. “That's always an
important aspect of education,”

The technique of combining
grades in an open setting, in one
fell swoop, brought the 20-to-1
student-teacher ratio down 1o
approximately 8 to 1, a develop-
ment that provides Central stu-
dents a more personal approach
to learning.

“¥You can see it on these
teachers’ faces," continued
Johnson. “When you walk down
the hallway and you see teachers
hugging their students and work-
ing with them like they really
care, you cun pick up on that —
and so can the students,”

Johnson explained that his
method of preparing students for
testing during the year consists
of & common-sense approach.

“They way we gb about it is
to provide them (the students)
with assignments and work that
will mirror the test,” Johnson
said. “A lot of times students are
given these tests and they just
look at it and say, “What is this?'
By giving them work throughout
the school year that has these
test formats and set-ups, it better
prepares them 1o approach the
testing without that sense of con-
fusion. This is nothing different
than they have been doing all
year,”

During the course of the year
a state audit at Central revealed a
slight foreshadowing for success
to come,

“During our state audit —
what's referred to as an agree-
ment assessment, the state wld
us to pick a certain amount of
portfolios for grading and then
to provide their state auditors
with the same portfolios for
grading. The eloser both scores
are together, then the higher the
percentage.”

According to Johnson, during
the most recenl agreement
assessment with state auditors,
Central received a 96 percent, a
figure that well exceeds the stan-
dard of excellence which is,
Johnson said, any figure above
70 percent,

In the end, Johnson insisted
on including his dedicated staff
of teachers in the achievements
of his hard-working student
body.

“They hold themselves 1o the
same high expectations they put
the students on,” Johnson said.
“They just have a tremendous
work ethic. The bottom line is
that they have worked really
hard. They get here early, they
stay late. They do whatever is
necessary to make this school a
success.”

decade ago, when the Soviet Union disintegrated and

the United States stood as the globe’s preeminent

military and economic power, the siren of isolation-
ism once again seduced many Americans. With no country
posing a significant threat to our national security, America’s
historical urge to turn inward reasserted itself.

For many, this country appeared safe again behind two
broad oceans, just as it did when Abraham Lincoln declared
that “all the armies of Europe, Asia and Africa combined ...
could not by force take a drink from the Ohio, or make a
track on the Blue Ridge, in the course of a thousand years.”

That isolationist illusion, which has surged and ebbed
throughout American history, was demolished on Sept. 11,
2001. Suddenly, the terrorist assaults on New York and
Washington made it horrifyingly clear that this country can-
not retreat from the rest of the world without putting its own
interests — indeed, its very survival — in jeopardy.

What happens in the mountain hideouts of Afghanistan, it
turns out, can have deadly consequences for American citi-
zens. That reality had been lost on generations born after
Dec. 7, 1941, when the U.S. homeland last came under for-
eign attack.

The lesson of Sept. 11, like that of six decades earlier, is
unmistakable:

American engagement around the world serves our own
security interests. Robust U.S. involvement — economically,
diplomatically, militarily — is a stabilizing influence from
the South China Sea to the Adriatic Sea and beyond.
Conversely, a U.S. pullback from its position of global lead-
ership breeds fresh dangers that can threaten the foundations
of civilization, as Osama bin Laden’s terrorist network sure-
ly does today.

Yet this is a lesson Americans must relearn every half cen-
tury or so. The fact is, this is such a sprawling, self-suffi-
cient continent that we easily fall prey to the misguided
notion that we can go it alone in the world. The isolationist
impulse, which had its start when the colonists sought refuge
from European powers, is an enduring element of the
American character.

The news media have a critical role to play in educating
Americans about the rest of the world and informing them
about the interdependent forces shaping our shrinking plan-
et. That’s why the decline in international coverage by both
newspapers and broadcasting is so dismaying. Schools also
have a role in teaching young Americans about the geogra-
phy and histories of other nations, not to mention the learn-
ing of foreign languages to promote better communications.

As the tragedy of Sept. 11 made plain yet again, the
seductive appeal of isolationism is itself a recurring threat to
America’s interests.

World Trade Center and the Pentagon at
the beginning of the workday, when

hoth places would be filled with the peo-

ple of America: people of African,
Hispanic, Asian, Arabic, Native
American and European descent. Those
who died and were injured were our
families, our friends and our neighbors.

Thus, the practitioners of terror have
shown once again that while they often
condemn America for its history of dis-
crimination against Americans of color,
they do not hesitate to target Americans
of color for murder, too.

They understand that we are all
equally American, whether our ancestors
arrived on the Mayflower or the slave
ships; whether they fled pogroms in
Europe or tyranny and poverty in South
America, Africa or the Middle East;
whether the governments of our ances-
tors” countries of origin were democratic
or authoritarian; whether our families
came three centuries ago or yesterday.

(Of course, we know that these mur-
derers don’t value the lives of any
human beings. Citizens of 40 countries
worked at the World Trade Center, a
crossroads of the world. They, too, are
among the missing and the dead.)

One piercing question this tragedy
and its aftermath illuminates is: Do we
Americans understand that we are all
equally American?

This has been the great question of
the American Experience. Despite the
soaring, visionary rhetoric of the

Declaration of Independence about the
“self-evident truths" of human existence,
and the rules and safeguards of liberty
laid out in the Constitution, the struggle
of various groups of Americans for
equality of opportunity has in fact been
the defining characteristic of this nation.

For most of this nation's history, the
majority’s pledge of allegiance to the
principle of life, liberty and the pursuit
of happiness was defined in such a way
as to deny opportunity to entire groups
of Americans. That denial was com-
monplace in too many sectors of
American life right up to September 11

But now, tragically, we see how
American we all are — in the equality
of the loss of life, and in the equality of
the grieving that has been so poignantly
on display in such mass ceremonies as
the prayer gathering in New York's
Yankee Stadium and in New Jersey's
Liberty State Park. in smaller cere-
monies throughout the nation, and, of
course, in priviate homes.

That is why this great question
should be asked now as our government
prepares 10 wage war againslt those who
have declared war against us. Will the
great surge of compassion and patriotic
feeling be a mechanism for truly pulling
all of America together?

In the first days gfter the attack. some
commentators pushed the morally repug-
nant notion that the need for increased

Lawmakers may consider
tighter seat belt laws

FRANKFORT — Improving
highway safety by strengthening
seat belt laws will be among the
state Transportation Cabinet's
top legislative priorities for
2002, lawmakers learned
Tuesday.

Jim Roberts, the cabinet’s
deputy commissioner of motor
vehicle regulation, told mem-
bers of the General Assembly’s
Interim Joint Commitiee on
Transportation that the cabinet’s
wish list for the 2002 legislative
session was short because bud-
get constraints were expected to
leave little money for new pro-
grams,

Among its top priorities will
be a revival of the cabinet's
efforts to increase the use of seat
belts by making seat belt viola-
tions a primary offense, thereby
enabling law enforcement offi-
cers o stop a motorist for violat-
ing the state’s seat belt law even
if the officer has no other reason
for stopping the vehicle.

“Seat belt use is the least
expensive and most effective
way to save lives on Kentucky
highways,” said Roberts. He
cited the efféctiveness of prima-
ry seat belt laws in 14 other

states and pledged a push 10 edu-
cate both legislators and the
public about the importance of
using seat belts.

“It’s not about money,” said
Rep. Jodie Haydon, D-
Bardstown, who sponsored a
similar seat belt bill that failed 1o
pass the General Assembly in
2001. “It's about saving lives,”

In addition to new seal belt
legislation, Roberts said trans-
portation officials would ask for
lawmakers to improve the
process of acquiring property
for highway projects, perhaps
modeling a program after poli-
cies now in effect in West
Virginia.

“Timely acquisition of prop-
erty is a big factor in completing
projects successfully,” he said.

“Encourage young children to maintain good at-home oral health habits, such as brushing and flossing, and
these habits will carry into adolescence and adulthood,” sald Wright, “For example, parents may want to reward
children with visits from the tooth fairy, not just when a tooth is lost, but also when a child receives a clean bill

of health from the dentist."

Parents should not only rémind children to brush and floss, but also each other. Periodontal disease is a Tead-
ing caose of tooth loss in adults, and has been linked to serious health threats such as diabetes, cardiovascular,

respiratory disease, and preterm low birth weight babies,

“Family members should drink plenty of flovridated water, and milk for calcium,”™ said Wright. Bottled
water may be missing the fluoridation that is added to public' water systems, Children who drnk adequately
fluoridated water have up to 50 percent fewer cavities than those who do not. And, low levels of calcium intake

can also be linked to periodontal disease.

Women who are thinking of becoming pregnant should consider a visit to a periodonist. About a quarter of
childbearing age women have peniodontitis, and this can put their unborn babies at risk of being born prema-

ture and underweight.

“Tt is important that family members don’t forget the basics. Replace toothbrushes every few months, or
when the bristles begin to look frayed,"” said Wright. "Floss daily to break up the bacterial colonies between
teeth that can cause periodontal disease, And, seek dental care for professional cleanings, as well as screening

for periodontal disease.

Subcommittee is 50/50
on ‘five/eight’ debate

Discussion about the merits
of the:so-called “*five/eight rule”
for granting scholarships in
men's basketball apparently is
as divided inside the governance
structure &5 it s outside.

Charged with reviewing the
issue during a September 17
telephone conference, the men’s
subcommittee of the Division |
Busketball Issues Committee
reached an impasse on the cur-
rent legislation that limits the
number of initial grants in men's
basketball to eight over two
years and no more than five in
any one year.

The Division 1 Board of
Directors passed the legislation
in April 2000 to help address
issues surrounding low gradua-
liop rates in men's basketball

and attrition rates among male
basketball  student-athletes.
Some basketball coaches and
others have eniticized the bylaw,
saying that it unfairly penalizes -
some institutions that lose play-
ers a8 a resull of attrition, gradu- |
ation or other circumstances
beyond the school’s control.

And reflective of the differ-
ence of opinion in the member-
ship, subcommitiee members
also found themselves dead- °
locked after a lengthy discus--
sion on whether to rescind the
rule or modify it. .

The subcommittee did agree, "
though. that if the rule is modi-
fied. it should not apply to those
student-athletes who leave a
school in good academic stand-
ing.

the subcommittee voted, would
be defined as being on schedule
at the time of withdrawal to
graduate in five years. In other
words, if a men's basketball stu-
dent-athlete left after his first
year, he would have had to com-
plete 20 percent of the require-
ments for graduation, or 40 per-
cent after two years.

*This is a contentious issue,
and the subcommitiee was even-
ly divided on whether to keep
the bylaw or rescind it said
Kenneth “Buzz™ Shaw, subcom-
mittee chair and chancellor of
Syracuse  University. “The
coaches and some others on the
subcommittee clearly believe
that the limits should be
removed. Others see the need to
keep the limits in place.

B No. 01-74, which would
permit institutional staff mem-
bers employed at two-year or
four-year institutions who do not
have basketball coaching
responsibilities to participate in
certified summer leagues.

M No. 01-87, which would
permit a student-athlete to be
drafted by a professional league
without jeopardizing his or her
eligibility, provided the student-
athlete declares an intent to
resume intercollegiate basketball
competition within 30 days after
the draft,

Also discussed was a model
that would establish the men's
and women’s subcommittiees as
separate standing committees
and reduce the size of each
group from 18 to 12 members.
The subcommittee reached no
decision on the model and will
continue to discuss the issue.

W When the employes com-
pletes the contract and earns a GED,
he or she is eligible for a tition dis-
count at Kentucky public postsec-
ondary institutions. The $250 dis-
eount is available for a maximum of
four semesters.

B The employer files for the tax
credit in the year the employee com-
pletes the program. The maximum
eredit is $1250 per employee.

“The tax credit is not the only
benefit an employer derives from
participating in this effort,” said
Cabinet for Waorkforce
Development Secretary Allen D.
Rose. “Employers will also realize

a gain because their workforce will
be better educated, rore productive
and more adaptable. Obviously,
individuals who pursue their GED
are creating better job and educa-
tional opportunities for themselves.”

In a previous article 1 talked about
the risk factors for cardiovascular dis-
ease, which include high blood pres-
sure, cigarette smoking, obesity, high
cholesterol and physical inactivity. This
week, I'd like to discuss the importance
of physical activity and how il can
lower your risks of cardiovascular dis-

ease, Of course, you should
always consult your physi-
cian before starting any exer-
cise program,

Regular aerobic physical
activity plays an important
role in preventing cardiovas-
cular disease. Continuous
activities that use large mus-
cle groups, such as brsk
walking, bicycling, jogging,
cross-country skiing and
dancing are examples of aer-
obic exercises that increase
your endurance capacity.
These activities benefir the
heart because they make the
heart beat faster and eventu-
ally make the heart work
more elficiently,

For inactive people, even
low-intensity activites,
when performed on a regular
basis, can have long-term
benefits. These may include
hiousework. gardening or
dancing, The American
Heart Associntion recom.
mends that the activity need

not be strenuous to bring
health  benefits:  what's
important is that you include
activity as part of the regular
routine,

your risk of
cardiovascular
disease in these
ways:

B 1t is associated with
lower blood pressure,

B Smokers who suan
exercising are much more
likely to stop or cut back.

B Recent studies show
that regular physical activity
increases “good™ cholesterol
(HDL} levels, which de-
greases your risk,

B Regulur exercise dect-
gases diabetic insulin re-
quirements.

B Exercise helps: people

maintain a reasonable body
weight, or lose excess body
fat.

Not only does physical
activity decrease your risk of
cardiovascular disease, it
will also improve your mood
and promote a feeling of
well-being.

Critter Corner...

Did you ever think about how
imporfant eyes are to communica-
tion?

We're certainly aware of other
people’s eyes. We say of someone
we are sure is lying, “He couldn’t
look me in the eye” I we think
someone is dishonest, we may say he
has “'shifty” eyes. How quickly could
your mother remind you to mind your
manners if she caught your eye across
a crowded room?

Eyes are even more important o
communication for animals that don't
have a spoken language. Many non-
human species depend primarily on
visual and chemical (smell) means to
communicate with each other.

Obviously, body language
depends on vision for interpretation,
but ofien the eyes themselves are
used o transmit information. [f you
have a blind pet, it may not get along
well with other animals because it
can’t send and receive information
normally. Animals who live with the
blind individual vsually adapt to the
disability over time, and sometimes
even seem to understand the prob-
lem.

Dogs are an excellent example of
a species that has developed a very
sophisticated visual language. We are
told as children not to stare at dogs;
this is good advice. In most predato-
ry species, including dogs, cats, and
humans, direct eye contact with
another individual is used to mean
confidence, dominance, or some-
times an overt threat. A dog could
interpret a person’s stare as any of
these things: the interpretation can

vary depending on the temperament
of the dog, the situation, or other sig-
nals the person is sending uncon-
sciously with his body.

In prey species (horses, deer,
goats, etc.), a stare is often associated
with a predator. Watch a berding dog
work a flock of sheep sometime.
While he uses his body, a great deal
of control is done with his eyes.
Border Collies, in particular, are
famous for their “eye”. Herding
breeds are actually dogs selected for
their predatory drive: over time this
has been modified so they don't go
any further than chasing and some-
times nipping or holding the leg of a
sheep or cow,

The predatory stare is a useful
concept to keep in mind if you have 4
horse that is difficult to catch in the
pasture. Try approaching the horse
with your head turned slightly and
your eyes focused down and away
from him. Move toward the horse in
sort of a gentle, arcing, zigzag patiern
rather than in a straight line, If he
fums away, you stop, lurmn away
slightly, and confinue only when he
stops moeving. It's one of those cases
where slower can actually be faster.
This is not going to work, of course,
for the horse that just does not want to
be caught, but if he is just nervous
and flighty, it may be enough to reas-
sure him and allow you to approach.
(For a really in-depth discussion of
this concept, read “The Man Who
Listens to Horses” by Monty
Raoberts).

Dogs use an averted gaze and nar-
rowed. sometimes rapidly blinking
eyes (o indicate they intend no harm.
Different degrees of looking away,
combined with other postures and

expressions, can be used to indicate
friendliness, submission or fear.

Some scientists even feel that the
markings on the faces of wolves help
to make facial expressions more eas-
ily seen. The little tan marks above
the eyes of Rottweilers and
Daobermans may be remnants of these
communication devices. This poses
an interesting question: Have we
unconsciously made it harder for our
domestic dogs to communicate. with
one another by artificially changing
their markings? We almost certainly
interfere with communications when
we dock tails and crop ears.

I'm not saying that solid-colored
dogs are handicapped by this, but just
that color may be significant some-
times. [f your Siberian Husky (with
his wolf-like facial markings) has
never seen other bréeds of dogs, the
first time he meets a black Labrador
Retriever, he may need some time o
get the hang of the other’s “'speech”.
It’s uswally not a problem. probably
for the same reason that we under-
stand English even when spoken with
an unfamiliar accent.

One of the most valuable things
you can do when starting to train a
dog 18 to teach him to make eye con-
tact with you. Some dogs will do this
more readily than others; obviously,
bold, outgoing dogs will be more
comfortable with this than more
timid and submissive animals. 1
wonder if this is part of the reason
that herding breeds do so well in obe-
dience competition.

Ask the dog to “Look” or “Watch
me’" frequently during the day,
whether or not you are actually doing
a training session. Young puppies
and inexperienced dogs may be

helped by a treat or toy held near your
eye. (This is probably an unnecessary
waming, but don’t do this with a big
rambunctious dog who can jump fiat-
