Sheriff  Turmér weni 1o
Napier's home and got the letes
and sealed 1t 1w several plastc
bags. It was then taken . the
Breathitt  County Health
Department 1o be inspected.

A second call later camie in at

marked from St Petersburg, Fla,,
but with no return address. This
letter was also taken to the
Breathitt County Health
Department o be examined.

The health department later
decided to forward the unopened
letters o the state laboratory in

PRESTONSBURG — Floyd
County Attorney Keith Bartley
wants. 1o be perfectly clear when
addressing those responsible for
the recent chemical scares at May
Vialley Elementary, Allen Central
High School and, most recently,
at- Highlands Regional Medical
Center in Prestonsburg,

These acts are criminal. That is
the message Bartley is hoping to
send,

“This is not a4 joke," Bartley
said on Friday.“*This 15 a criminal
act and even terrorism. Not teror-

ism to the degree to which the
evenis m Washinglon and New
York were, but it is a form of ter-

rorism. But it terrorism because of

what it done to those little kids."

Bartley, who was on hand for
the May Valley Elementary scare
last week., said he spoke with
many students at that time and
that the children there were fright-
ened. many of them concemed
that the people who had disrupted
their school day might take things
a step further.

“Some of those kids were suy-
ing they hoped these people didn’t
know where they lived.," said
Bartley.

During Friday's Floyd County
Fiscal Court meeting, Bartley
made public the initial condition
of investigations surrounding
some of the recent packages
received by local public facilities.

“At this point. we do have
sohd leads.” Bartley said,

Preliminary  fingérprinting
along the mailbox at May Valley
revealed very little, according to
Bartley, bt fingerprinting for the
package, which was returned
from Franktort on Thursday.
could possibly have more to offer.

Not only did the studio
provide a safe, drug- and
alcohol-free  environment
for area teenagers o “hang
out,” said Payton, it was an
exciting  Christian-based
entertainment that the kids
actually enjoyed.

“What we did in the
building 10 years ago, kids
10 years later still remem-
ber.” said Payton, as he
recalled a particularshow il
which the drummais pla
with fire rolling from the
backstage, and coltsed
lights circling the integor of
the building.

Although it became a
popular gathering place for
youth on weekends, it didn't
last.

After Studio Seven was
established, Payton went to
Florida to pioneer a church,
ong of the seven chirches
he’s established throughout
Kentucky, Indiana and
Florida. In his absence, the
studio closed under the
managemeni of a new
OWner.

Payton returned 1o
Kentucky earlier this year,
and after noticing the same

Thursday night, Floyd County
Superintendent Dr. Paul
Fanning, on behalfl of the board,
demanded that the name be
revoked: from the Bewsy Layne
High School parent athletic
bingo operation located at
Stanville,

"We demand that the name
“Betsy Layne High School” be
removed from the building
where the operation is being con-
ducted and that it cease using the
high school name and not use the

name of any other school in the
distriet as part of its corporate
name address,” said Fanning.

If the group doesn’t comply,
said Fanning, the board “will
take whatever acfion pecessary.”
including filing & lawsuit

Fanning also asked board
attorney Mike Schmidt (o initiate
legalities assocuited with audits
on this and spmilar establish-
menis i the Prestonsburg and
stanville areas by contacting
auditors at the attorney general'’s
office and the chantable gaming
assoC1iaton

During an mterview Friday,
Fanning conlirmed that audits
will be performed on bingo orga-
mizations which ware currently
operational, as well as others
which no longer exist, but still
remam “‘on with the
state,

record”

“Those that we determine are
not m compliance with standards
sel by the charjitable gaming
commission, as well as laws
from the state and the BOE
{(Board of Education) policies
regarding reporting and record-
ing procedures, will be correct-
ed,” said Fanning., “We plan to
take action to correct those in the
most expedient manner possi-
ble.”

According to Fanning, con-
cerns were raised in the “school
community” about the Stanville
operation because of a “signifi-
cant reduction in revenue given
to the school from the facility.”

“These revenues are being
collected in the name of the
school,” said Fanning. *This is
not money for the school board.

Calls for help brought an estimated 60 to 70 firefighters
from 15 agencies in Perry and Knott counties, and aerial lad-
der trucks from Jackson and Whitesburg.

Center construction to begin soon

PRESTONSBURG — Floyd
County may soon see the begin-
nings of vonstruction for the
long anticipated Floyd County
Community Center in Martin, a
facility that will serve as a drug
information center for area citi-
Zens.

Members of the Floyd
County Fiscal Court approved
payments totaling $100,000 for

. September and October toward
ongoing operations and payrofl
for the center during their regu-
lar meeting on Friday,

“We pretty well have the per-
sonnel in place.” said Floyd

. County Judge-Execufive Paunl
Humt Thompson. “We have
received a letter back from the

[inspectors] (o begin construc-
tion, We should probably break
ground on that in the pext two
weeks."”

The center will exist at the
RND building just past the eity
of Martin on Route 80, which
now sits abandoned and has
been used, among other things.
as an auction house in the past,
but will soon, according fo
Thompson, provide the county
with a “geographically” cen-
tered place in which to utilize
several drug related issues,

With drug specialists and
counselors on hand, as well as
cutting-edge research technolo-
gy, which includes computer
aceess 1o databanks, the center
conld help o improve the grow-
ing drug problems within the
county.

The center, which will be
maintained after school hours,
will also exist as a deterrent for
area school-age children. pro-
viding them an alternative for
entertainment, that could help
steer them from traditionally
potential environments for gate-
way situatons into drug and
alcohol abuse.

Now that the building has
passed inspection, construction
could begin in approximately
two weeks, but without word as
to haw long the project could
last before the center is a reality.

Thompson said at the outset,
when funding for work on the
proposed center was still under-
way, that the project would
entil o large nomount of con-
struction and would net be an
overnight development, but

wotld take time.

The Floyd County
Community Center Board has
been meeting for several
months and, according 1o
reports, has gained ground on
formulating what will ultimate
ly be the core comtent of the
center — a fairly innovative
approach at not only deterring
drug abuse; but treiting it as
well,

The scope of the centér will
also include services 10 those
who have Kkicked substance
abuse habits. Those who are
recovering from substance
abuse problems will have a
place for support and help in
staying on track and even. in
some instances, helping others
do the same through peer inteér-
actian.

The trend in biochemical
scares, though all of have tested
negative for anthrax or other
dangerous chemical traces, have
proved 1o test the resolve of
many county officials, including
Floyd County Judge-Executive
Paul Humt Thompson.

“We have enough problems
going on with the country right
now for people to ry to setile up
for something they felt they have
been wronged,” Thompson said
Friday. “If someone feels they've
been done wrong, they don't
have to settle it with these pack-

ages, If they have something to
say then they should say it face 1o
face, and settle it up that way."

Thompson went on to say that
precautions have been taken
recently with mail services, with
mail being restricted to one carri-
er and; in the event that anything
suspicious is found, the carrier is
then quarantined (0 that room
while proper procedures are
implemented.

As for the legal aspect of the
disturbing trend of suspicious
packages, Bartley has said that
the criminal actions ‘against the
innocent people of Floyd County
in the past week would certainly
bring with it criminal punish-
menl once investigations pro-
doced sansfuctory proof.

“If we could get an arrest on
these individuals, they're look-
ing al charges of first-degree
wanton endangerment and terror-
istic’ threatening,” said Bartley.
"We're talking about a felony
here, not a joke.”

Due to the loss of the studios,
WYMT vice president Tony
Tumer offered (o allow the four
radio stations 1o broadeast from
the basement of the WYMT-TV
building while the WSGS
bujlding ~is rénovated and
repaired.

n internet site called the Muslim Hackers Club

offers tutorials on breaking into computers, creat-

ing viruses and using encryption to send secret
email. The site’s founder, Mohammed Sohail, acknowl-
edged in 1999 that he works for Osama bin Laden.

If newspaper headlines are a barometer of America’s
fears, anthrax and germ warfare top this week’s list.
Cyberterrorism — attacks designed to disrupt or disable
the nation’s computer networks — hardly registers. But
coordinated computer attacks gre far more likely than
bioterrorism.

Hackers have already breached computer systems at
government agencies and important private companies. In
the last three months alone, they forced the White House
to change its web address; caused the Department of
Defense to briefly shut down its public websites; delayed
FedEx package deliveries; and disrupted the operations of
Qwest, a major telecommunications company. Attacks of
the type outlined on Mr. Sohail’s site could cause serious
disruptions to Defense Department and Public Health
Service computers, particularly if they were timed to
coincide with a major terrorist incident.

Recognizing that, President George W. Bush last week
named a single government official to coordinate cyber-
space protection. It was long overdue. For at least five
years, experts have been warning about the vulnerability
of America’s compuler networks,

Richard A. Clarke, the new special adviser for cyber-
space security, is among those who raise the alarm. But
Mr. Clarke previously served as the nation’s anti-terror-
ism czar. In that job, he was unable to plug the gaping
holes in U.S. computer security.

The enormous size of the task he now faces is stagger-
ing. Although the interhet began as a Defense Department
research project, it has long since evolved into a domain
that 1s beyond the control of mere governments. Congress
may pass laws, but enforcing them — especially among
computer users who never set foot in the U.S. — is anoth-
er matier.

Part of protecting the nation’s “information infrastruc-
ture” involves securing computers owned by private com-
panies. Attacks on that equipment have the potential to
disrupt the American economy. But Mr. Clarke can’t sim-
ply order changes. Instead, he will have to convince com-
panmies to spend money while the economy teeters on the
brink of recession.

The very scope and size of the federal government’s
computer networks present numerous opportunities for
hackers. But despite scores of warning and years of work
to tighten security, it remains vulnerable. A Sept. 26
report by the General Accounting Office described “sig-
nificant, pervasive weaknesses that continue to put critical
operations and assets at risk.” It called for improved steps
to identify and correct security weaknesses and strength-
ened access controls.

To succeed. Mr. Clarke will have to make Americans
appreciate the perils of inaction. In the information age,
some of the most dangerous viruses live in cyberspace.

Doctors testify on diagnosiﬂg black lung disease

FRANKFORT — Physicians
from university hospitals  in
Kentuicky told state lawmakers
Thursday more than a chest X-ruy
is needed 1o dingnose black lung
disease in coal miners.

In testimony before the Interim
Joim Committee on Labor and
Industry. Dr. Ant Lieber, a
University of Kentucky radiologist,
said other medical wols besides X-
rays are needed o dingnose coal
workers' preumoconiosis, or black
lung. Lieber is a certified “B" read-
er, a physician certified by the
National Instinute for Occupational
Safety and Health as skilled in clas-
sifying chest Xontys for pneumoco-
NIOSES.

“There are no features on an X-
ray that are actwally diagnostic of
dust exposure, which is what pneu-
moconiosis is,” Lieber said. “If any
of the appearance of the chest film
15 consistent with pneumoeconiosis,
we can proceed with the classifica-
tion.”

Lieber said CT scans are more
sensitive than X-rays and can help
physicians better diagnose lung dis-
case, It the X-ray is abnormal,
Lieber said CT scans can help
physicians determine what degree
of lung dust disease exists, because
it examines lung tissue in slices less
than & miflimeter thick.

said a chest X-ray, medical history,
examination and pulmonary func-
Hon tests are all necessary to make
a diagnosis,

“Once we've done the history,
physical exam and pulmonary
function tests, we then review the
data along with the report from the
radiologist and come o a conclu-
sion on two things: One, does the
patient have pneumoconiosis? And
secondly, does the patient have an
impairment of lung function””

Another physician, Dr. Antara
Mallampalli, & Umversity of
Louisville pulmonologist. echoed
Lieber's comments about an X-ray
being an inadequate measure of
black lung.

“For the reasons Dr. Lieber out-
lined, the chest X-ray alone 13 not
an adequate diagnostic tool and
centainly doesn't give an indication
of functional impairment, so the
pulmonary function ftests that we
do are one of the objective ways to
assess pulmonary function impair-
ment.” Mallampalli said.

Commitiee Co-Chair Sen. Katic
Stine, R-Ft. Thomas. asked the
physicians if they can tell the dif-
ference between the effects of
smoking and the effect of coal dust
exposure. Burki said i most cases
he can, but not always.

“The problem occurs in the
miner who has an abnormal chest
X-ray consistent with pneumoco-
niosis who has 4 long smoking his-
tory and abnormal pulmonary
function test” Burki said. “Even

Rice Leach urges physicians,
hospitals, public health depart-
ments, and others sponsoring
flu shots to make a special
effort 1o see that Kentucky's
senior citizens get prolecied
against flu,

“Kentucky has a poor record
of immunizing s senior citi-
zens against influénza,” said
Leach.

In some areas. less than a
third of those over 65 yeurs old
are geting (lu shots, he said.

“We can do a belter job of

protecting our seniors il we
work together so | urge the doc-
tors, hospitals, health depart-
ments and others o put their
heads together to see how to
improve on this Situation,”
Leach said.

The vaccine wkes at least
two weeks 1o begin providing
protection from influenza.

The shots can be given o
most people, except those with
severe allergy to eggs. Anyvone
with 4 short-term illness with
fever should wait to get the shot
until they feel well.

Those who are age 65 or
older or at risk due 1o medical
conditions should also be vacci-
nated against pneumococeal
pneumonia if they have nol
been vaccinated.This shot is
usually given just once und is
generally not required each
year,

Influenza immunizations are
available through many health
care providers, including pri-
vale physicians and local health
departments,

Kentuckians who plan to get
immunized at a health depart-
ment should call ahead. Mosi
health departments charge on a
sliding fee scale. Medicare cov-
ers the cost of flu shots, which
will help older Kentuckians.

“The problem has to be
something other than payment
because these Kentuckians
should all have Medicare,”
noted Laurel True of
Shelbyville, former secretary of
the Cabinet for Human
Resources. “l know from my
work with older persons
through the AARP und my con-
cern for any Kentuckian with a
disability that a concerted effort
can change this for the better,"

Some people are afraid (o get
a flu shot because they think it
might cause flu. This is not true.
The influenza immunization
may cause a fever or soreness at
the site where it is given, but it
doesn’t cause influenzi.

then, we have data available show-
ing that if that individual had never
been exposed 1o coal dust, it is like-
ly that the pulmonary function test
would be abpormal to such and
such a degree.

“We can't say there is absolute-
ly no contribution from coal dost.”

to help prevent birth defects

FRANKFORT — Amy
Hackworth already Knew the
imporiance of being healthy o
make sure her baby would be
born healthy. Now she knows
even more aboul how folic acid,
a B vitamin, helps prevent birth
defects thanks (o a statewide
program that provides the vita-
min to women at local health
departments.

“Untl 1 started w@king it, 1
didn’t know how important
folic acid was,”  said
Hackworth, who lives in Pike
County with her husband and
daughter. “1 think it's very
important to do things for your
baby before you have your
baby.”

It's important that women
take folic acid before they get
pregnant because most neural
lube defects: occur during the
lirst month of pregnancy —
before most women know they
are pregnant. It is necessary for
all women of childbearing years
to take folic acid since about
half of all pregnancies are not
planned.

Hackworth is one of approx-
imately 40,000 women in
Kentucky who have been given
folic acid tablets that help pre-
vent birth defects as part of Gov.
Paul Patton’s Early Childhood
Development Initiative.

The initiative, called KIDS
NOW, was approved by the
2000 General Assembly and
was funded with tobacco settie-
ment money. Part of the initia-

money problems.

tive called for providing free
folic acid tablets, along with
counseling, at local health
depurtments  and  regional
offices of the Commission for
Children with Special Health
Care Needs.

“By providing folic acid to
women, Kentucky is investing
in the future by helping to pre-
vent birth defects,” said Gov.
Patton. “This is an important
part of the KIDS NOW mitia-
tive that is making a difference
in the lives of Kentuckians.”

Awareness of the importance
of folic acid has also increased
in Kentucky. According to the
national survey called the
Behavioral Risk Factor
Surveillance System, 29 percent
of Kentucky women knew that
folic acid helps prevent birth
defects in 1997, The awareness
had increased 1o 44.4 percent in
2000, Usage of folic acid
increased from 32.3 percent in
1997 16 41.7 percent in 2000.

Folic acid helps prevent
Neural Tube Defects. also
known as spina bifida, which
occurs when the spine fails 1o
close properly during the first
maonth of pregnancy. Women of
childbearing age are encouraged
to take multivitamins with at
least 400 micrograms of folic
acid daily,

The Spina Bifida Association
of America estimates that the
total average lifetime cost for a
child born with spina bifida is
$532,000, but the total for some

LIFESTYLE IMPACTS PERIODONTAL HEALTH

Pikeville — Most people who smoke, don't have nutritional diets, or experience a
lot of stress, know they aren’t doing their hearts any favors. What they may not
know is that they aren't doirdg their mouths any favors either. In fact, lifestyle
choices can put people at increased risk for periodontal disease and tooth loss.

“Although plague is the primary cause of periodontal disease, oral hygiene is
definitely not the only factor affecting periodontal health that people have control
over,” said Terry W. Wright, D.M.D., a local periodontist and member of the
American Academy of Periodontology. “People who want to keep their teeth for a
lifetime can do a lot more than regular brushing, flossing and dental visits to help
protect their smiles.” For example:

Quit smoking. Recent research indicates that smoking may be responsible for
more than half of the cases of periodontal disease among adults in this country. A
study published in the May, 2000 issue of the Journal of Periodontology found that
current smokers are about four times more likely than people who have never
smoked to have advanced periodontal disease. However, 11 years after quitting,
former smokers’ likelihood of having periodontal disease was not significantly dif-
ferent from those who had never smoked. :

Eat a balanced diet. A diet low in important nutrients can make it harder for the
body to fight infections, such as periodontal disease. A study published in the July,
2000 issue of the Journal of Periodontology found that men and women who had
calciam intakes of fewer than 500 milligrams, or about half the recommended
dietary allowance, were almost twice as likely to have periodontal disease.

Try to reduce stress, or deal with stress in a practical way. Stress also makes it
mere difficult for the body to fight infection. In fact, high levels of financial stress
and poor coping abilities increase twofold the likelihood of developing periodon-
tal disease, according o a study published in the July, 1999 issue of the Journal of
Periodontology. However, peaple who dealt with their financial strain in an acﬁvé_ 1
and practical way (problem-focused) rather than with avoidance techniques (emo-
tion-focused) had no more risk of severe periodontal disease than those without

“Ttalk with my patients about risk factors for periodontal disease. What they
sometimes don't realize is that while some of their bad habits may not catch up
with them until they are in their 50s and 60s, periodontal disease and tooth 10ss can
be a very real threat for people in their 30s and 40s,” said Wright,

children is much more. Because
of the paralysis resulting from
the damage to the spinal cord,
people born with spina bifida
may need surgeries and other
extensive medical care.

The KIDS NOW initiative
provided $3.5 mullion over a
two-year period to purchase
folic acid tablets and provide
counseling to women at health
departments,

One of the driving forces
behind promoting this initiative
has been the Folic Acid
Partnership, an organization
representing 55 vanous groups
including  the  Kentucky
Department of Public Health,
the March of Dimes, and the
Spina Bifida Association

The parinership, which
began in 1999, has sent educa-
tional kits to 3,400 physicians
across the state and has con-
ducted various public awareness
efforts.

Hackworth plans to have
another child. She realizes that
food alone won't provide
enough folic acid and that she
needs 10 keep taking the daily
pill.

“You have (0 be healthy so
your baby can be healthy," she
said.

W. Wright,
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State considers plan to save money, improve efficiency

The state Finance and
Administration Cabinet present-
ed a land use master plan for
state-owned property in
Franklin County October 12 ta
the Capital Planning Advisory
Board (CPAB), a group charged
with recommending priorities
for stute government's spending
on buildings and other capital
improvements.

The réport presents options
for locating “campus-type”
buildings on various locations
throughout the county.

Secretary T. Kevin Flanery
said the ideas in the plan show a

variety of possibilities for
expanding the state office space
and other facilities, thercby
reducing ils reliance on leased
properties.

“Two studies have now clear-
ly shown that it's more cost
effective to build on state-
owned property than continue (o
rely heavily on leases. We also
know that it's inefficient to have
related agencies spread through-
out the community rather than
centralized t better serve our
clientele.”” Flanery said. “This
plan thoroughly reyiews proper-
ties we-already have available to

consider how they might be
used to meet future needs,”

The Frankfort Master Plan
focuses on six locations — the
Libraries and Archives Complex
on Coffee Tree Road, Bermry Hill
on Louisville Road, the Central
Lab/Carpenter Farm on Sower
Boulevard, the “Capitol
Corridor” between Old
Lawrenceburg Road and the
Kentucky River, Capitol View
Park and Boone Center in the
area of US 60 near the airport.
The state currently owns sub-
stantial tracts of property al each
location, but would need to pur-

chase additonal parcels at the
Carpenter Farm site, along the
Old Lawrenceburg Road and
adjacent 1o the Boone Center to
fully implement the recommen-
dations,

At most locations, the plan
makes suggestions for future
placement of office building
prototypes recently developed
for the cabinet. These units are a
departure from major office
buildings constructed by the
state in Frankfort in the past in
that they are smaller — 65,000
and 127,000 square feet — and
designed to be arranged with

Health official tells lawmakers fear of
anthrax must be kept in perspective

FRANKFORT — Though
bioterrorism  scares  have
prompted a growing number of
calls to authorities about suspi-
cious mail, packages and pow
ders, no anthrax has been found
in Kentucky, one of Kentucky's
top health officials assured law-
makers during Wednesday's
meeting  of the General
Assembly’s Health and Welfare
Committee.

“The biggest public problem
at this time is the fear and anxi-
ety associated with the presence
of an unknown threat. People
are just plain scared,” said Dr.
Rice C, Leach, commissioner of

the Department for Puoblic
Health. *“Many people in
schools, businesses. and homes,
as well as emergency response
people, are all understandubly
apprehensive about dealing with
these powders. envelopes and
packages. As a result, the
response system is receiving
many calls for situations that
could have been handled with
tar fewer resources if folks had
used more common sense to
begin with.”

Leach noted that in recent
years. authorities have been
trained to respond to bioterror-
ism according te a hypothetical

scenania in which people n a
single location were exposed to
a pathogenic organism. But the
anthrax scares of recent days are
different, with a number of dif-
ferent reports of suspected
biotérrorism coming in 1o
authorities within a short period
of time.

Kentucky Department of
Agriculture inspectors will
begin testing of f(obacco
scales, verifying the accuracy
and unitormity of measure-
ments where the leaf 15 sold.

"October is when
Kentucky's farmers start ship-
ping their tobacco crops,
While the hand stripping
provess hasn't changed much,
direct purchasing by tobacco
companies has now changed
the way. some growers market
their crops,” said Agriculture
Commissioner  Billy Ray
Smith.

Sine buying stations
owmed by tobacco companies
emerged last vear, Kentucky
has seen a dramatic change in
1t tobacco warehouse licens-
ing and inspection program,
said Randy Wise, director of
KDA's Division of Regulation
and Inspection. In [989, there
were 169 licensed tobacco
warehouses, but thal number
fell to 136 in 2000, and (o 90
this year.

““The nuinber of warehous-
es seems 1o be decreasing, but
the. number of scales our divi-
sion inspects has remmncd
relatively the same, ' Wise
said. “This is easy to explain:
tﬁg company buying. stations

in factilities that were
previously used as traditional
tobacco warehouses.”

“Two years ago, the division
inspected 246 scales. That
number dipped just slightly in
2000, with inspectors check-
ing 237 scales.

Regulation and Inspec-
tion's 15 inspectors verify the
'measarements of scales thr-
oughout the state, operating in
teams 0 ensure that the
farmer receives the proper
weight for his  tobacco,
;regéi-dlt:ss of his marketing

In addmcm 1o commerciul
scales, the division also tests
gasoline pumps for accuracy
and motor fuel quality and
inspects eggs, amusement
park rides, price scanners,
limestone and retail prepack-
aged ‘commodities. The divi-
sion also performs hay quality

 testing and inspection of grain
dealers and warehouses,

Contrast the 2001 season to
1998 when Mark McGwire
broke Roger Maris’ home run
record, there was “a tremendous
build up and anticipation” in
1996 and 1997 when McGwire
hit 52 and 58 home runs respec-
tively. McGwire, whom Tygiel
referred to as an “overgrown
Huck Finn and American hero
complete with red hair)” also
had a sidekick in Sammy Sosa,
the likable Dominican-born
Chicago Cubs slugger.

Tygiel, recently was asked by
Newsday to write an op-ed piece
on why Bonds, the San
Francisco Giants outfielder;, got
so little attention, and believes
that Bonds’ race was not a factor

“Bonds® own complex per
sonality made him less accessi-
ble and less likable to the fans.”
says Tygiel. “McGwire's season
had occurred during a time of
giddy prosperity...Bonds year
began against the backdrop of
the presidential election and
during a year of economic reces-
sion. And finally, the events of
September 11, which occurred
just two days after Bonds hit
three home tuns in a game in
Colorado, placed the home run
record in proper perspective.

“But none of these reasons
had anything to do with race,”
says Tygiel.

However, “there is a racial
dimension to the home run
record,” he adds.

Beginning with Baseball's
Great Experiment - Jackie
Robinson’s successful integra-
tion into the sport-African
American players began to
break first single season récords
and later; by the 1960s, career
records held by white baseball
legends Ty Cobb and Babe
Ruth.

As Hank Aaron closed in on
Ruth’s all-time home run:record
of 714 while a member of the

Atlanta Braves, race did
become an issue. “Aaron’s pur-
suit of the legendary Ruth
reawakened the latent racism in
the national past time,” said
Tyziel. “The experience left a
deeply bitter stain for Aaron,
and he still feels cheated over
the glory he feels he deserved.”

However, Tygiel says that
the vast majority of Americans
were behind Aaron's pursuit of
Ruth’s record. “They enthusias-
tically rallied around Hank
Aaron, His calm, unassuming
dignity under pressure and his
good natured acceptance of the
media circus that surrounded
him captured the public imagi-
nation.

“The wonderful irony is that
Babe Ruth’s record, long a sym-
bol of unattainable standards,
fell to a man whose career had
begun in the Negro Leagues,”
adds Tygiel.

Tygiel is left to wonder what
the major league records might
have been without segregation -
if Negro League players had
been permitted to play in the
same era as Ruth and Cobb.

Tygiel argues that even with
the profound transformation of
racial attitudes in the United
States - as evidenced by the
nation's first African American
Secretary of State and National
Security Advisors-America still
hasn’t come close to the vision
of Branch Rickey and Jackie
Robinson in the 1940s.

“The Jackie Robinson saga.
whether myth or reality, has
always appealed to the better
angels of our nature. Today, 50
years and more after he first'
graced us with his pride, his
courage, his passion, and his
vision; amidst our current fail-
ures, disappointments, and
often dispiriting political drift,
our nation has yet to produce a
more compelling prophecy of a
just. interracial society than that
which we envision when we
invoke the memory of Jackie
Robinson.”

UK announces Compliance
Program enhancement

LEXINGTON - University
of Kentucky President Lee T.
Todd Jr. along with UK
Athletics Director Larry Ivy on
Thursday unveiled an enhance-
ment to the UK Athletics
Association's Compliance
Program entitled “Comply Cats™
i toll-free telephone number that
will allow employees, student-
athletes and the general public
Lo report potential misconduct or
ask compliance-related ques-
tions anonymously.

The new program is the first
of its kind in a Southeastern
Conference (SEC) athletics
department and is believed to be
the first introduced by a
National Collegiate Athletics
Association (NCAA) member
institution. It's modeled after a
similar, successful program that
was established by the Office of
Compliance at the UK Chandler
Medical Center in 1999,

“The administrative staff of
the University of Kentucky
Athletics Association has deter-
mined that this compliance
effort will help us prevent and
detect the types of violations
which occurred in the majority
of the allegations detailed in the
NCAA official letter of inquiry
into the University's football
program,” President Todd said.
“The availability of this toll-free
telephone line will allow anyone
to make a report anonymously
without fear of retribution.
Employees who fail to report
such suspected misconduct
could result in disciplinary
action.™

“This initiative is an impor-
tant addition to the regular
efforts of our compliance staff,”
Ivy said. “This reinforces our
commitment to maintaining an
athletics program that not only
i1s compliant with SEC and
NCAA regulations, but also
other human resource issues,"”

“The University of Kentucky
is (o be congratulated for devel-
oping the means for allowing its
fans, alumni, boosters, employ-
ees and student-athletes an
opportunity to inquire about
compliance  issues,”” SEC
Commissioner Roy Kramer

said. “This should serve as an
outstanding tool for everyone
who follows Wildcat athletics to
get an understanding about

compliance issues,

The Compliance Office will
conduct mandatory educational
sessions with employees. and
student-athletes to inform them
of the new program. Employees
and student-athletes not only
will be trained how 1o use the
telephone ling, but also will be
informed of legal and institu-
tional protections for those
reporting suspected misconduct.
UK Athletics employs about 150
full- and part-time staff mem-
bers. including coaches, and
sponsors 22 varsity sports fea-
turing more than 470 student-
athletes.

During the education ses-
sions, employees and student-
athletes also will receive a

brochure and wallet card con-
taining the telephone number for
the comphance line. All
Athletics Department employ-
ees will be informed that they
are under an affirmative obhiga-
tion to report any conduct that
they, in good faith, believe 1s not
in compliance with NCAA or
SEC regulations, or may be ille-
gal, unethical or abusive, Ivy
said :

My heart ached for them. Yet
they also had a great sense of
dignity that inspired something
deep in my heart.

So then I got on the high
school beat for the Lexington
Leader, then the city's afternoon
newspaper. When | looked at all
the schools i was responsible for
covering; | noticed that Dunbar
seemed 1o haye the best pro-
gram. Yet Dunbar. at that time,
didn’t get as much newspaper
space as Lafayette or Henry

Clay.

Why was that?

Only one reason: Dunbar was
the predominant all-black

school at a time when racial ten-
sions were escalating throughs
out America, A time when
blacks were being beaten and
hung in the Deep South, when
black  school children were
intimidated and vilified for sim-
ply trying to go to class. It was
America at its worst,

So I made a decision
Because Dunbar was the best
team in town, | would personal-
ly cover its biggest games, | did-
n't care if I was the only white
person in the gym. [ didn't care
that 1 had little exposure o the
black community and their
desires. | simiply wanted to do
the right thing. It turned out 10
be one of the most inspiring, and
educational, experiences of my
life.

Coach Roach, bless his heart,
taught me so much about civili-
ty and respect and harmony. He
was a basketball disciple of the
Rey. Martin Luther King Jr. As |
look back, I think thut Coach
Roach and Muhammad Ali
taught me more abour life and
values than almost anybody I've
ever known.

So 1 bad 4 wonderful experi-
ence covering the Dunbar High
Bearcats. | always was treated
with the ptmost respect. Never

had a bad moment. And 1 met so
many outstanding people —
Julius Berry, Bobby
Washington., George Wilson,
and others — that | always will
treasure the experience. [ got far
more from them than they did
from me.

The Roach Bearcats were
one of the first all-black teams
to play in the State High School
Basketball Tournament. They
lost in the 1961 championship
game to Ashland and the 1963
title game 10 Seneca. But the
more important thing was that,
because of Coach Roach, they
conducted themselves with so
much dignity and class that they
did wonders 1o promote racial
relations in Kentucky.

Coach Roach is one of my
heroes. | was honored that he

Small businesses can beat cash flow woes

All growing businesses need cash—
to meet payroll, satisfy debt obligations,
finance inventory purchases, and keep
the business going, To ensure a positive
cash flow, small business owners musl
carefully monttor their financial process.
The following strategies, supplied by the
Kentucky Society of CPAs, focus on
improving cash flow by accelerating
inflow and delaying outflow.

Tighten inventory

Overstocking inventory can e up
significant amounts of cash. To maxi-
mize cash flow, small business owners
need 10 maintain an appropriate level of
inventory and a good mix of merchan-
dise. Periodically check inventory for
old or outdated stock, and consider drop-
ping those products that tie up cash and

replace them with faster moying items;
It's also a good 1des 10 regularly gange
your inventory turnover o make sure it
is within industry norms. And think
twice before committing to volume dis-
courits offered by suppliers. Unless you
are sure you can move the merchandise
quickly, you will tie up valuable cash.

Invoice early and often

Make every effort to get an invoice in
the mail the day the order is shipped or
the job is completed. If you're working
on a project that will take a long time to
complete, arrange o get an advance
deposil or retiper from the customer. A
deposit not only helps your cash flow,
but also solidifies the relationship
between you and the customer. Getting a
work-in-process billing system imple-

mented will help maintain the inflow of
¢ash. The balance due should be billed in
stages based on mutually-agreed com-
pleton dates.

Carefully evaluate credit-

worthiness of customers
Muking the decision to grant credit is
an imporiant and delicate business func-
tion. Be sure to adequately check credit
information and obtain several trade and
bank references before extending credit
1o customers. A commercial credit ser-
vice can provide vou with an overview
of a firm's general financial condition as
well as a record of their payment history

Manage accounts

receivable
A properly managed accounts receiy-

able can significantly expedite cash flow
and support cash requirements. There
are a number of ways 10 ensure that out-
standing receivables are kept to a mini-
mum. You can offer discount induce-
ments for balances paid within 10 days.
Or you can analyze the puyment history
of your clients and institute more ngid
requirements for the historically delin-
quent among your customer base.
Develop collection procedures for han-
dling past due accounts and follow them
religiously. The longer a customer’s bal-
ance remains unpaid, the less likely it is
that you will collect the full payment. If
You have a customers with real financial
problems, negotiate a payment plan with
the customer and monitor it frequently.

How could this happen? A
loophole in a federal law called
ERISA allows HMOs to be
exempt from having to com-
pensate victims for delay or
denial of needed medical care
that results in injury or death.

“ERISA has evolved into a
shield ... that protects ... man-
aged care entities from poten-
tial liability for th conse-
quences of their wrongful
denial of health benefits,” said
U.S. District Judge William
Young when ruling on a case a
widow attempted (o bring into
his court,

In the case Judge Young
heard, a man committed suicide
after his health plan repeatedly
refused to allow him to be
admitted to an alcohol rehabili-
tation program—a benefit the
man’s family had paid for. New
Hampshire police discovered
the man's body “in a parked car
with a garden hose extending
from the tailpipe to the passen-

ger compartment.” He had
killed himself by inhaling the
carbon monoxide gas from the
car's exhaust.

The man's widow tried to
hold the health plan account-
able in court, but the judge had
to throw out the case, because
of ERISA, the federal law,

“The tragic events set forth
in [this case] cry out for relief,”
the judge said. “Nevertheless,
this Court had no choice but to
... slam the courthouse doors in
[the widow’s] face and leave
her without any remedy."”

While this and other cases
like it are tragedies, there is
some good news. A few states
have enacted laws that allow
their citizens to hold HMOs
accountable in courts. And
Congress is working on passing
a federal law that would allow
all of the country’s citizens (o
get justice from HMOs if they
are injured.

This bill is called “The
Patient’s Bill of Rights.” And,
if Congress passes a version
that gives patients real opportu-
nities to hold HMOs account-
able in court, it could help keep
all our families safe.

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Auburn veterinary researchers hope to solve laminitis puzzle

Veterinarians and horse owners
are familiar with laminitis, a crip-
pling disease that can strike almost
any horse. Although researchers
have attempted to solve the puzzle
of why and how the disease occurs
for more than 40 years, there are
still many gaps in the knowledge of
the disease process—and. due to
that lack of knowledge, we are still
without effective treatments for the
discuase,

But a new approach is under-
way at Auburmn University as
researchers use molecular biology
technigues 10 look for the pattem of
gene expression that occurs in this
disease often referred to as founder

“We are examining the affected
tissues in the horse's foot, and
screening for genes which are acti-
vated in the early stages of lamini-
tis,” said Dr. Jum Belknap, head of
the Equine Section of AU's
College of Veterinary Medicine.

Laminitis commonly occurs
secondary to numerous diseases
including colic, severe bacterial
infections (such as advanced cases
of pneumonia, uterine infection
subsequent to retained placenta,
and diarthea), exposure o black
walnut shavings, grain overload,
and mgestion of lush, green pas-
ture,
In laminitis, systemic derange-
ments from these diseases led 10
disruption of the blood flow to the
horse’s feet which results m deteri-
oration of the laminae, the tissue
binding the coffin bone (third pha-
lanx) 1o the hoof wall, With loss of
support of the laminae, the horse's
weight forces the coffin bone
downward, tearing all of the lami-
nar attachments and resulting in
crippling lameness. The coffin
bone can literally come through the
bottom of the horse’s fool, com-
monly leading to humane destruc-

“The frustrating part is that we
know which horses are likely 1w
develop laminitis, but we still do
not have adequate knowledge of
the disease process 0 know what
drugs o treat these horses with 1o
keep many of these horses from
foundering,” said Dr Belknap,
who grew up on his family’s Land
0O Goshen Farms neéar Lomsville.

“Researchers have had little
luck finding a mediator in the
hotse’s bloodstream thut causes
this disease process,” he said, *“We
feel the reason is that the majority
of the imponant gene activation is

occuring in the foot itself. Our goal
is to find what genes are being acti-
vated in the horse's foot in that erit-
ical time period following the initi-
ating disease process but before the
crippling  laminar  destruction
oocurs.”

Initial results from the AU
research have demonstrated that
inflammatory mediators  (pro-
teins/molecules that cause physio-
logic changes) are expressed by
cells within the faminae early in the
lamninitic process. In this research,
microscopic probes were made
specifically for a gene of interest.
The probes will attach to the RNA

Irwin detailed account of his
amazing journey in Blind Courage,
published in 1993, which is now in
its 10th printing. The book has also
been published in the United
Kingdom, Germany, and Taiwan,

After losing his sight toa hered-
itary disease, Irwin wrote that he
was an angry, middle-aged alco-
holic, and a five-pack-a day smok-
er with four failed marriages, His
blindness left him bitter and resent-
ful. It was his hike through the
Appalachian Mountains, however,
that taught him courage and deter-
mination. The journey, according
to Irwin, “*was as important as the
destination.”

expressed by the gene in any cellin
which the gene is activated. Dr.
Belknap says that by finding the
expression of these inflammatory
mediators known as cytokines,
they may have identified one of the
initial steps in the process that leads
to destruction of the foot’s laminae.

“We are very excited about the
first results,” he said. “The pres-
ence of mflammatory mediators in
the affected horse's feet early in the
laminitic process tells us to give all
at-risk horses a high level of ant-
inflammatory drugs very early on
to block these mediators, We had
been using lower doses to avoid
stomach ulcers and kidney dam-
age, but these results indicate that
we should consider using higher
dosages of anti-inflammatories as
it is much more likely that the hors-
es will be destroyed due to lamini-
tis than due to complications from
the drug therapy.”

The study’s first steps were
geared toward investigation of the
presence of inflammatory and vas-
cular mediators. Dr. Belknap's
group is now using a totally non-
biased approach to investigate
genes activated in the early stage of
laminitis.

“Up tw 'this point, researchers,
including us, have only looked at
mediators that we have thought
may be involved in laminitis due to
theories or extrapolation from dis-
tantly related human diseases,” he
said. “The danger of this is that, by
biasing our research toward our
favorite mediator, we may miss a
total family of mediators that is
critical to the disease process.

“In this unbiased molecular
cloning technique, we will isolate
numerous ganes that undergo high-
er expression i the laminitic horse.

1 find genes/mediators that are
important in the development of
laminitis that no one has previous-
ly considered. The exciting par to
me is that the discovery of a novel
mediator or family of mediators
important in laminitis may lead w©
an effective treatment. These tech-
niques have resulted in some very
important discoveries in different
human diseases.”

While the potential discoveries
of genetic research are seemingly
endless, he says that it is unrealistic
to believe that this project will
show one particular gene to be “the
key" 1o preventing laminits.
However, he is hopeful the AU
work might uncover a mulfiple-
gene process which could possibly
be treated with medicine designed
for other diseases that involve acti-
vation of the same genes.

“What's wrong?* I still remember
asking that question to my feammate, as
he sat in front of his locker more than 20
years ago.

Glimpse distant past at pyramids of Illinois

Hundreds of years before
Christopher Columbus *'discov-
ered” the “New World™” for the
Europeans, a prosperous and
fairly advanced culture already
thrived in what is now the
southern part of Illinois, where
they built large earthen struc-
tures — now known as “the
pyramids of Illinois” — that you
can still see and even climb.
Baskel by baskel, these people
carried g staggering amount of
dirt over the span of many gen-
erations 0 creale monuments
that are impressive even by
modemn standards,

If you are in Collinsville, not
far from the Missouri border, be
sure to check out Cahokia
Mounds State Historic Site, now
listed on the World Heritage List
of UNESCO. [ enjoyed the
museum, where a very interest-
ing reconstruction of prehistoric
daily life held my attention for
quite a while. A person with @
zest for history could easily

spend most of the day studying
the various exhibits.

The site’s most massive fea-
ture, the 100-foot tall Monk's
Mound, is the largest prehistoric
earthen mound in the New
World. A long, long staircase
has been built there to allow
fourists to scale the pyramid
without tumbling down its steep
grassy slopes. The view is
impressive, but I was more
struck by the sense of connec-
tion with the distant past. I lin-
gered at the reconstruction of
the stockade wall, where 1 was
amazed both by the primitive
but ingenious engineering and
by the labor of archeology

required to resurrect it.

The most powerful experi-
ence for me, though, was stand-
ing at the center of Woodhenge,
a sort of American Indian astro-
nomical observatory consisting
of a huge circle of upright logs.
When I was there, I had the
place completely to myself.
Standing at its center, 1 was
awed and humbled. Every
American, I think, should come
to places like this at least once
and just take a brief moment 1o
reflect.

People often report feeling
less stressed, calm and even
happy in the minutes and hours
following exercise. This is part-
ly due to a chemical change
that exercise stimulates in the
body. When you cycle, swim,
run or carry out any other form
of strenuous endurance exer-
cise, your pituitary gland
releases endorphins. These are
chemicals that can block sensa-
tions of pain and produce an
overall feeling of euphoria.
These naturally produced brain
chemicals are also released in
tumes of stress as a defense
against pain. The effect of the
release of endorphins when
exercising is known as the
“runner’s high" and can
explain why some people can
get addicted to specific exercis-
ing habits. It becomes a fix
where many people can’t func-
tion without the endorphin-
induced mood elevation.

Most research shows that
the increase in éndorphin levels
is only related to aerobic activ-
ities such as swimming, biking
and running. The Department
of Health and Sports Science at
the University of Richmond
conducted a study to see if
weight training produced the
same heightened levels of
endorphins afterward.

exercise

Although  results  varied
between athletes, overall there
was no significant increase in
endorphins.

Are increased endorphins
the only reason you feel great
after exercising? Of course not.
Exercise can give you a sense
of accomplishment, improve
your self-esteem, take your
mind off stress and help regu-
late your sleep cycles, Fitness
will help you control your
weight — a real boost to your
self-image — and a commit-
ment o fitness will help you
make healthier food choices,
which in tum improves your
health and well-being.

The results are clear;
Physical activity is good for
both mind and body. If you are
not exercising on a regular
basis, you're missing out on an
easy way to relieve stress and
boost your well-being.

The story of what happens to children

| whose parents couldn’t or wouldn't care

for them was the basis of a book, and
later a movie, called “Mrs. Wiggs of the
Cabbage Patch.” Mrs. Wiggs took in the
children of unwed mothers or mothers
who were unable to raise them. It was she
who reminded the disapproving authori-
ties that all children— illegitimate or oth-
erwise— are bom in the same way and
“not found in cabbage patches” — and
they should not have to suffer for the per-
ceived social sins of their parents.

Over the years, enlightened people
have come forward to help children whao
don’t have families to care for them, or 1o
help families who cannot care for their
children. For example, in the 19th centu-
ry, a group of German Jews in New York
founded the Hebréew Orphanage for
youngsters who lost their parents and had
no other relatives to care for them. Many
Protestant groups also established homes
for youngsters and some, like the

Salvation Army, reached out to help
unwed mothers as well.

One of the finest stories of how people
of faith have helped save the innocent
castaways of our society is told in the his-
tory of the New York Foundling Hospital,
which began 132 years ago when a
Catholic nun, Mary Irene Fitzgibbon, and
her fellow Sisters of Charity found a baby
on the doorstep of their convent and real-
1zed they had also found their mission! to
care for orphaned or abandoned children.

Today, the New York Foundling
Hospital remains one of the world’s
strongest advocates for children. Its
remarkable story is told ina new book,
“The Foundling: The Story of the New
York Foundling Hospital” by Martin
Gottlieb of The New York Times, and
features contemporary and archival pho-
tographs.

B 1n October, Mr. Ade Ogunjobi, 41,
a naturalized U.8, citizen from Nigeria,
filed papers with the Securities and
Exchange Commission offering to buy
General Electric, General Motors, AOL
Time Warner, AT&T, AT&T Wireless,
Hughes Electronics and Marriott
International (aggregate market capital-
ization: $650 billion), proposing to pay
shareholders triple the value of their
shares. The downside: Payment would
be only in shares of Ogunjobi’s Toks Inc.
(current capitalization: $0), of which
Ogunjobi is 100 percent owner and sole
employee. According to the SEC filing,
the acquisitions will eapitalize on poten-
tial synergies and will clear the way for
“aggressive expansions of Toks Inc. into
other industry sectors.”

1f the sidewalk is hot, let him or her
walk along the grass embankment between
the sidewalk and the road. Or, get Your neigh
bors® permission o walk the dog along the
outer edge of their yards, Better yet, walk the
dog in early moming or late evening.

Summer is not the only problem season for
pels outdoors, Wintertime brings a whole new
set of hazards,

Icy sidewalks. sand and chunks of ice can
damage a dog or cat’s pads; sand or snow-
clearing chemicals can irritate them.

While heavy fur helps protect animals
from bitter cold weather, take outside temper-
atures into account before 1aking your dog on
its daily walk. Animals with thin coats will
get chilled easily.

Consider purchasing a cloak for your dog
from the pet store. For smaller dogs, booties
for each paw. while silly-looking, will add
warmth and protect their tiny paws from cold
damage. Medium- to large-size dogs don’t
usually need booties, but you must check each
paw after every walk for cuts or scrapes, and
rinse away sand or chemicals with cool water,

In really cold climates, cheek with your vet
for the best way to protect your pet from the
extreme temperatures.
