In light of the huge amount of

as i persistent felony offender.

The jury, however, found him
not guilty of that charge and sug-
gested a1 2-month sentence and a
$500 fine for the other two charges.

Miller visit to Prestonsburg on
Tuesday served as the start of the
KAPT enrollment period in which
families can enter the guaranteed
savings program on behalf of their
children or loved ones. The fall

enrollment period will last between
October 15 and December 3,

“Nineteen other states have this
program,” Miller said on Tuesday.
“When | ran for measurer. 1 cam-
paigned under bringing this pro-
gram 1o Kentucky.”

KAPT will let families cap col-
lege inflation rates by offering the
cost of twition for today to mamtain
for parents throughout their chil-
dren’s lives.

“l have a S-year-old and a 7-
year-old,"” said Miller. "By the time
they are ready to enter college, the
costs will have raised considerably.
With this program those costs will
stay at their current rates.”

Parents, grandparents or other
account holders can pre-pay tuition
in one lump Sum. or in 4 manage-
able monthly payment over the
course of several years. And better
yet, said Miller, KAPT investments
grow completely exempt from

We help provide
them with that housing they
need, and they become more
confident and willing to better
their lives, which makes a pos-
itive difference in the commu-
nity. Therefore, overall, we're
all the better if they have it,
and we're all the worse if they
don’t have it.”

According to Music, the
MCCC program, which also

However, despite a farge num
ber of perceived threats. none
thus fur have proved serious
According 1o Steven ],
Englender, of the Kentucky
Department for Public Health,
“In over 200 specimens analyzed
by the state lsborstory, to date,
none have been positive for
anthrax or any biological agent of
concern,”

The state Department of
Public Health offers the follow-
ing guidelines in dealing with
possible anthrax or bioterrorism
threats:

B Upon locating a suspicious
substance, special attention must
be given only to those discovered
to be in the immediate area, If it
is o situgtion in which powder is
found contained within an énve-
lope. primary focus should be
mven to the person who opened
the envelope. Those whe may
have handled the envelope prior
o its opening, as well as those
persons in the immediate vicimty
or room in which the envelope
was opened would also merit
special attention. Persons in the
building, but not in the immedi-
ate vicinity, do not need 1o be
evacuated or detained,
Additionally, a list should be
drawn up of those exposed in
order to facilitate ease of taer fol-
low-up.

W 911 should be called upon
discovery of u suspicious letier or
package. If the letter or packuge
contains & threat, it should be
covered or placed in a plastic bag

i opder 1o minimize the risk of
further spread of the contents, If
there is no threatening message
contined withing the letter or
package should still be hindled in
the same manner.

B If go threat is found, the
contuminated area should be
cleaned with a 1:10 diluton of
household bleach and water, If
this is found 1o not be possible,
for example, in the case of carpet
of fabnc being involved, soap
and witter should be sufficient.,

W If athreat is involved, emer-
geney responders will need (0
determine appropriate cleanup
and decontamination.

M Exposed individoals should
wash their hands as soon as pos-
sible with soap and water. If
exposure involves other areas of
exposed skin such as face and
forearms, for example, those
areas should also be washed
before leaving the building, of
possible,

M If there is no threat, exposed
persons should go home, take a
shower; and wash their hair and
clothes. If there is a threat, emer-
gency responders may advise and
provide showering and a change
of tlothes on scene,

W Persons without obvious
exposure, for instance school
children not involved in the
immediate incident, need not be
detained but should, nonetheless,
be advised 1o shower and sham-
poo their hair upon their arrival
home,

M The leuer or package, after
heing secured, should be trans-
ported 0 o Iaboratory facility.
Law enforcement officials shall
be responsible so that appropriate
chain-of-custody may be main-
tained for possible later pursuit of
criminal charges.

B Arcas of the building that
may be contaminated by powders
or other substances accompanied
by a threat should be cordoned
off until laboratory results are
availuble.

B If laboratory results are
negative, no further actions are
necessary. If laboratory results

are positive, health officials will
be available o work with com-
munity agents (o further assess
exposed individuals and provide
preventative medications.
Continued observation and diag-
nosis of subsequent conditions, if
uny, will be the responsibility of
the locul medical community, in
consultation with clinical and
public health experts.

According to O'Banion, il
tnkes “about 48 hours™ for a
determination of positive or neg-
ative results. O’ Banion also nee-
emmended to the group that they
collectively work on a “county
plan of action™ in cases of possi-
ble threats and follow these, as
well as state guideline proce-
dures,

O'Banion also informed Lhe
group that the state Public Health
office is working on & “central-
ized system where local officials
can drop off samples for analysis
purposes” withoul having to
drive to Frankfort to do so.

“It’s a long drive and we are
working with local hospitals and
such on alternative means,” he
said.

()'Banion also informed the
group that the University of
Kentucky and University of
Louisville are working with the
state agency on this matter, as
well as others.

O'Banion also'told the group
that for the most part, showering
and changing clothes is most
“eredible for purposes of damage
control.”

“It makes people feel bener,”
he said. “Remember, we are not
dealing with biological agenls in
Kentucky, we are dealing with
scared people.”

O'Banion recommended that
public agencies should do all they
could to quell fears within their
local communities, while at the
same fime remaining aware of
possible threats and correct ways
of handling such situations;

“I am on call 24-7," said
O'Banion, “so if you have ques-

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KAPT will help break
down barriers to college

The message we constantly send to our children is that if they
work hard and make good grades in school, they'll be able to
attend college and enter the profession of their choice.

After all; that's the "Ameriean Dream.” where anyone from
any background can reach the highest levels of success.

Unfortunately, that's all this message is to some kids, a
dream. The reality is that soaring tuition costs — which have
mcreased by 53 percent for public universities and 4] percent
for private schools over the last 10 years — have essentially
priced many kids out of the market.

The Kentucky Long Term Policy Research Center reports that
57 percent of the top students from low-income families say
they don’t plan to attend college because their family could not
afford it.

Another 33 percent of 16- and 17-year-olds say that if they
attend college, they will depend entirely on financial aid,

These numbers should be distressing to every Kentuckian,
considering the state already ranks 42nd in the nation in percent-
age of adults 25 and older with college degrees.

State Treasurer Jonathan Miller unveiled a plan last week that
he believes will help turn around these numbers. The Kentucky
Affordable Prepaid Tuition program (KAPT) will aliow parents
a way to lock in college expenses at today’s rates and pay them
off through a monthly savings plan that can last as long as 16
years.

The premise is pay now and save later, based on the assump-
tion that tuition is rising up to 6 or 7 percent each year. For
example, a family can sign up for the Standard Plan, which
guarantees the cost of four years at a Kentucky public college at
$14.968. The family can then pay off that amount over a number
of years,

Better yet, the savings are not subject to either state or federal
taxes.

[t's far too early to tell what kind of success the program will
have, though several other states have had similar programs that
work well. We support the idea because it offers the prospec: of
creating a better educated work force, which eventually will
benefit the state’s economy.

The unemployment rate for Kentuckians with a bachelor’s
degree is 1.9 percent, compared 10 4 percent for those with a
high school diploma and 7.1 percent with less than a diploma.
The median yearly earnings for a person with a bachelor’s
degree is 545,000, compared to $26,000 for a high school educa-
ton and $19,800 for no diploma.

But we also have concerns that this program won't reach
those who need it the most, Low-income children often have
parents who don’t think about college. The state needs a concert-
ed long-term effort to educate these families on the program and
how they can get involved.

To his credit, Miller says he is organizing a “grassroots net-
work.” to get the message out. He's recruiting hospital associa-
tions to give imformation to new mothers, meeting with school
boards and talking with urban leagues and farm bureaus.

He's also encouraging employers to offer payroll deduction
and to consider matching contributions, similar to a 401K pro-
gram.

A culture change is needed, and that won’t happen in just a
couple of months or even years, Miller said.

That change can’t begin until we start breaking down barriers
to college for every child, something we think this program
could help achieve,

HUD awards millions to protect children

Houwsing and Urban Development
Secretary Mel Martinez  recently
announced more than $67 million in
grants aimed at protecting children in
low-income households from lead-based
paint and other public health and safety
hazards during a joint news conference
with EPA Adminmistrator Christie
Whitman and Health and Human
Services Secretary Tommy Thompson,

The HUD grants, announced alter the
first meeting’ of the President’s Task
Force on Environmental Health and
Safety Risks to Children, will fund pro-
grams in 21 states 1o eliminate lead haz-
ards in low-income housing, promote
educational programs and conduct
research,

“America’s children shoukl have the

opportunity to grow up in safe and
healthy homes.” said Martinez, “These
grants are an investment in our children
and the future generations of America,”

Mirtinez announced $59 million in
Lead Hazard Control grants to remove
lead hazards from approximately 7.000
privately owned homes in 16 states.

In addition, more than $8 million in
grants will fuad locul projects under
HUD's Healthy Homes Program o
address a multitude of health hazards
relating to the conditon of housing.
Healthy Homes research funding will
also support programs (o develop new
methods for assessing and controlling
home health hazards.

The Lead Hazard Council grants will
fund:

M Blood testing for children living in
low-income housing:

B Removal of lead-based paint haz-
ards from privately owned low-income
homes and apartments;

B Inspecting and testing low-income
housing for the presence of lead hazards;

MW Temporarily relocating families
duning lead control work;

B Community education and out-
reach;

B Job training for lead hazard control
workers; and

B Collecting and analyzing data to
identify housing with lead hazards,

While lead-based paint was banned
from residential use in 1978, many older
homes still contain lead. Lead exposure
causes reduced 1Q, lenrning disabilities,

developmental delays. reduced heigh,
hearing loss and a host of other health
problems in young children. Many of
these effects are thought to be irre-
versible. In later years, lead-poisoned
children are much more likely to drop
out of school and demonstrate anti-
social behavior,

At higher levels, lead can damage a
child's Kidneys and central nervous sys-
tem and cause anemia, coma, convul-
sions and even death. Nearly one million
of the nation’s 22 million children under
the age of six have blood lead levels
high enough to impair their ability 1o
think, concentrate and learn.

The standards adapted today
by the Kentucky PSC are the
same measurements approved
by the Georgia Public Service
Commission in its review of
BellSouth's network  in
Georgia. BellSouth filed earlier
this month with the FCC for
approval to offer long-distance
services for its Georgia and
Mississippi  territories. The
FCC will evaluate the perfor-
mance measurements and
penalty plan, and will review
how well BellSouth is perform-
ing under the plan as it deter-
mines whether to grant long-
distance authority.

The announcement was
made recently at USDA head-
quarters in Washington during
an event featuring the ceremo-

nial swearing-in of
Kentuckian Hilda Gay Legg
as the new Administrator of
the Rural Utilities Service.

The agency provides grants
and loans to local govern-
ments and utilities for elec-
tricity systems, telephone and
telecommunications service,
as well as water and waste-
water systems.

drifted from his room, soft at first,
then growing in strength. It was a
haunting sound, one that made me
stop what 1 was doing and just lis-
ten. A calmness descended over
me and a quiet descended over the
entire unit,” recalled Simpson.

Toward morming, the patient’s
blood pressure stabilized and his
condition improved. A week later,
he was discharged t© go home.
The incidents shaped her perspec-
tive from viewing prayer as that
which kept her from providing
patient care, (o viewing faith and
prayer as inseparable from and
beneficial to the healing process.

Simpson’s disserfation relates
the major events and the role of
faith for 15 women who were
diagnosed with and survived
breast cancer. All the women
spoke of the strength and support
they gained through the prayers of
others.

The women firmly concluded
that God, the doctors and nurses,
and self-determination all worked
together for their healing.

ANSWER: our
Everyone who
has ever been

infected with the
chickenpox virus
is a candidate for
breaking out in
shingles.  That
includes almost
every adult. Chickenpox is a highly contagious
virus, and few pass into adulthood without hav-
ing been infected.

The chickenpox virus sequesters itself with-
in nerve cells. When an older person has a
fleeting breach in immunity, the virus leaves
the cell body and travels down the nerve cell
rootlet to the skin. There it shows itself in the
typical blister rash of shingles.

Amid the sea of sei-fi ‘and
fantasy books touting space
wars or variations on Tolkien’s
creation, a few authors struggle
to-expand the boundaries of this
saturated market by doing what
science fiction originally set out
to do: to imagine how today’s
events will impact tomorrow’s
humanity.

In *“The Miocene Arrow"” —
as in the first book of this series,
“Souls in the Great Machine™ —
author Sean McMullen presents
a vividly imagined future, one
s0 densely structured that the
reader’s mind struggles to catch
up with an American civiliza-
tion far removed from the one in
which we now live.

Two thousand years from
now, a rough conglomeration of

city-states struggle to survive in
a world where even humans
have little control. Besides the
devastation caused by nuclear
war centuries before, the invisi-
ble wave of the Call sweeps

.across every landmass, trigger-

ing a mindless impulse to walk
straight toward certain death.
Ancient satellites sweep across
the sky, vaporizing machinery
and making electric generation
impossible,

Amid the constant jockeying
for supremacy between city-
states, a war is sparked and
inflamed by a mysterious group
of travelers. rumored to be
immune to the effects of the
Call.

McMullen's descriptive nar-
ration, combined with a fast-

moving story, causes a sense of
culture shock that doesn’t leave
the reader until more than
halfway through the book. That
disorientation doesn’t stop one
from turning the pages, though;
in fact, the best way to experi-
ence the author’s America is to
keep reading,

“The Miocene Arrow" skill-
fully changes one’s perception
of how the world works, and
forces the reader to wonder
what a different person he or she
might become in such a harsh
environment. This isn’t always
an enjoyable read, but it stays
true to what science fiction
should be: a mirror of ourselves
in a future of our own making.

to do besides chunkin’,

The events start on Friday,
Nov. 2, with a Chunk for
Charity. The teams aim for far-
gets. not distance, and if they hit
them, money is donated to a
charity of their choice. Last year
money went to the Salvation
Army and the American Heart
Association, as well as the Sea
Scouts.

On Saturday, events warm up
at 9.a.m. with the youth compe-
tition, and it goes all day. The
big boys — that’s the electrical
motorized nightmares with
names like Old Glory (defend-
ing champion with a 4,085 foot
launch) and The Q36 Punkin’
Modulator — set off at High
Noon. And these machines
aren’t small, folks; they are
HUGE.

There will also be a Punkin®
Cooking contest — so you

W According to an October interview
with one of his physicians in London’s
Sunday Telegraph. the Afghanistan Taliban
leader Mullah Omar, 43, suffers periodic
brain seizures that incapacitate him for days
al a time and bring on a deep depression,
during which he often engages in childlike
behavior. One typical behavior, said the
physician: sitting in the driver’s seat of one
of his SUVs, with the engine off, turning
the wheel and making his own engine
sounds. (Shortly after the story ran, the
Pentagon announced it had bombed a
Chevrolet Suburban belonging to Omar,
although he was probably not among the
people inside at the time.)

B Both the U.S. and Afghanistan might
seem to be heeding President Bush's call to
act normal during these times of strife: Just
a few miles up the road from the anthrax-
shuttered National Enquirer offices in West
Palm Beach, Fla., officials of the brand-new
National Croqguet Center staged a two-week
series of matches in October, preparing for
its grand opening in January. And
Afghanistan’s application to play in a pres-
tigious cricket tournament in Pakistan,
beginning about the same time as the U.S.
bombing, was accepted (but the Afghan
team eventually lost). Said one Afghan
player, “Sport and war are two different
things.”

B Susan Heitker and Matt Glass staged
a week-long anti-logging protest in Vinton
County, Ohio, in August, sitting on a plat-
form they had constructed in two stately
trees near a patch of forest to be cut, but the
state Department of Natural Resources got
in the last lick. The two were arrested for
trespassing; the two trees (not part of the
forest to be cut) were chopped down, also,
on the grounds that they contained the pro-
testers” fingerprints and thus would be
needed for trial evidence; and the state
billed the two protesters $152 for the cost of
chopping down the two trees.

Insurance of the Weird

B London's Goodfellows company
made the news again in September by sell-
ing two more whimsical insurance policies:
model Claire Roe's coverage (for about
$350 a year) against loss of beauty
($170,000 payout), and the male strippers
troupe Dreamboys’ coverage (premium,
about $15.000 a year) to pay off if their
genitals are injured by fans ($1.2 million
coverage). Among the firm’s most popular
policies: the Alien All Risks package (about
$400 a year for $1.7 million coverage) for
being abducted or impregnated by an alien,
which Goodfellows has sold to 40,000 peo-
ple. (Fifteen thousand women bought Y2K
immaculate-conception insurance in 1999,
fearful they would be called upon to give
birth to the messiah.)

Government in Action

B With great fanfare on Aug. 27, the
U.S. Department of the Interior declared
the Fresno (Calif.) municipal landfill an
historical landmark on the National
Register because of its pioneering meth-
ods of disposal. Later in the day, the
department came to realize, thanks to its
environmentalist critics, that the landfill
also has a long-standing spot on the
Superfund list of the worst-polluted land
in America, and on Aug. 28, the depart-
ment rescinded its order.

B More Government Procreation
Policies: In September. a pro-population
town council member in Inari, Lapland
(Finland), vowed to give up his political
career if only the town's women produced
at least 80 babies next year and 85 the
year after. At the other end of the spec-
trum, India's Health Minister C.P. Thakur
told the national legislature in August that
the key to halting procreation was finding
recreational alternatives and agreed to
look into the cost of government-subsi-
dized television sets.

B In July, the Bloomington, Ind., City
Council voted to renew Brown's Wrecker
Service's towing contract, even though it
had proposed to raise the per-car charge to
the city from $8 to $20, and even though
Joe’s Towing (the city’s heavy-truck con-
tractor) proposed to tow cars at zero cost
to the city. Also in July, it took a court
injunction from a judge in Sacramento to
stop California prison procurement
authorities from awarding a sweetheart
contract for peanut butter and jelly to a
supplier who charges $175,000 a year
more than its competitor; the prison skirt-
ed low-bid rules by claiming an “emer-
gency” in that the higher-priced compa-
ny's PB&J was necessary to prevent
inmate riots.

W Julic Gable, 43, filed a $100,000
lawsuit recently against the police depart-
ment of St. Pete Beach, Fla., because it
continues to employ community service
officer Michael Mehill, 54, who Gable
says has been stalking her for 10 years,
the last few with the full knowledge of the
chief.

B Check weather stripping around windows and
doors; replace damaged strips.

M Change the furnace’s air filter and activate the
unit to make sure it is working properly.

W Shut down the air-conditioning unit once cool
weather has sel in. Clear debris from the outside unit
and cover with plastic or canvas to protect it from
the elements.

B Store outdoor fumiture and garden tools; place
snow removal equipment where it can be easily
reached. Store garden hoses and shut off outdoor
faucets if possible.

M If you can’t shut off the outdoor faucets, wrap
the pipes leading to them in insulation (home centers
sell a variety of insulating materials; ask specifical-
ly for pipe insulation).

M Drain and clean outdoor pools, fountains and
ponds.

B Finish raking all the leaves in your yard before
the first hard frost.

B Plant bulbs, like tulips and daffodils, before the
ground freezes.

M Re-seed thin or bare spots in the grass. Some
will sprout now, but most seeds will lic dormant
until spring

Thanks, Dr. Reeves

After a week that has meluded o kennel
cluby meeting. a dog obedience class, the
grocery store, and a couple of workdays
that have dragged on info the wee hours of
the moming, I have finally plopped down
in front of the computer (o wrile some-
thing. It is now 10:30pm on Sunday, the
papers” deéadlines are Monday afternoon,
and 1 have 1o drive 1o Lexinglon tomorrow
after work. (Not only ami L not packed, the
clothes | need are still in the laundry ham-
per.)

Trish and 1 are attending un OSHA sem-
inar on Tuesday, which sounds beyond bor-
ing. but | suppose will be helpful. Since 1
am three credit hours short for this vear's
continuing eduveation, I have (o go s
through it. We're going (o make the best of
it. thaugh - we figure we have a shot at
least at one meal that cas be eaten while it
15 still hot. without a ringing telephone and
a couple of dogs begging under the table.

1 don't get back to Lexington very often,
but whenever 1 do, | make it a point to sec
Dr. Maury Reeves, the veterinarian that |
warked for while [ was still at UK back in
the 1970°s. Dr. Resves was my mentor,
long before | knew what the word really
meant. She was a pioneer of sorts; in a pro-
fession that was overwhelmingly male at
the time, she was one of two (I think)
women in her graduating class from
Auburn Uniyersity School of Veterinary

Medicine in the early 60's, She taught me
tar more about the veterinary profession
than just medicine, much of which I didn’t
appreciate until years Jater.

Dr. Reeves' practice was located in a
renovated house in Chevy Chase just about
half a block from my apartment. Back
then, Chevy Chase was sort of a run-down
neighborhood mostly inhabited by older
people and college students, insiead of the
upscale area it is now. There were always
pre-vet students hanging around to observe
and/or volunteer at the clinic, and she never
seemed o mind.

I never understood how she put up with
me! I was a backward eighteen-year-old,
away from home for the first time, bawii-
dered by the city and self-conscions about
my eastern Kentucky accent. 1 had wanted
to be & veterinanan since | was five years
old, bat | had no clue whil veterinary med-
wine wis all about. 1 kept coming back
though, every day after class, and pretty
soon I was one of the regulars, I was
thrilled 1o get 10 do anything, and since
there is always plenty to do around a vel
clinic, I was kept busy,

My first job assiguments often didn't
have anything 1o do with medicine. |
cleaned cages, scrubbed floors, and mowed
grass; | even babysat Dr. Reeves’ son occa-
sionally. One of the volunteers jobs was o
keep all the letters glued on the sign in the
parking lol; they were individual metal let-
ters, and they kept falling off the brick

Animal Clinic, and Dr. Reeves’ full name is

Celeste Maury Offutt Reeves, DVM - the
sign could be a real chore! The more thar
the clinic staff learned that 1 didn't care to
work and didn't mind getting dirty, the
more responsibility they gave me.
Eventually | was cleaning surgical instru-
ments, restocking exam rooms and helping
Madelyn, the receptionist, file records.

Later on, Chuck, the technician, tanght
me to read lab tests, to assist surgery and to
restrain animals. He even brought his own
dog o work and taught me to draw blood,
At that time there was very liitle formal
training available for veternary assistanis,
and you could get your license if you were
able to pass @ written test. Dr, Reeves and
Chuck convinced me (o take the exam,
although 1 didn't see how [ could compete
when many of the other applicants had two
vears formal training.  Buot T passed, and
received my Veterinary Technicisn's
License. | was surprised when [ entered
Veterinary schopl. that not wll of my class-
mates had gained the technical expenence
that 1 had. Those skills served me well all
through school and in practice.

In the summer, many of the students
went home from school, and the volunieer
help dwindled. Dr. Reeves gave me my
first huge ego boost when she actually
hired me a8 @ technician my second year at
UK. lactually had a real job - and a salary
- in the field that 1 loved! When | was
accepted (o Veterinary School the next year
(1 still suspect that she must have put in a
good word for me in her letter of recom-
mendation), [ trained someone else to take
my place. Four years later, T was back at

Chcvy Chase (0 do my preceptorship, and

it felt like coming home.

Even though Dr. Reeves is now retired.
and has sold the clinic, I drop in over theére
wheneyer I'm in town, to visit Madelyn.
who stayed on as the receptionist for the
new vel. It sull feels like home.
Occasionally, when I am very tired, or yery
distracted, 1 forget myself and still answer
the phone with  “Chevy Chase Small
Animal Climic™

(after all these yedrs, | still can’t bring
myself to call her “Maury™) for dinner
tomarrow fight.
