Recently, we have received a tlurry of caUs from people dis­
turbed by reports through the grapevine that one or more of our 
community·s doctors have donated money to Osama bin Laden. 
Furthermore. nearly all of the callers have said that they learned 
the news from someone who knew someone "who read it in 
The Floyd County Times." 

We hate to <."all anyone a liar. hut ... no, they dido 't That's 
because this newspapt::r ha-; not wrinen a single word accusing 
anyone in our community of such treason. And the reason we 
haven't written anything like that is because there has been 
nothing to suggest such a ... tory. 

As Americans under allack. we have a duty to be more vigi­
lant. That applies to our cars. as well, and we must be more dis­
cerning when listening to the talk around the office water cool­
er. 

What. then. are we to belie\'c, especially in an age when the 
unthinkable seems to o...:cur with regularity? 

First. we would sugg~st you follow the advice of University 
of Utah professor Jan Harold Brunvand. who bas written quite 
extensively on the phenomenon of urban legends. If the only 
source you have for the latest tidbit you've heard is "a fnend of 
a friend," then it's very likely you've been led astray. 

Second, and perhaps most important. don't turn your brain 
off when you tum your cars on. If there truly were someone in 
our community helping to !inancc ten·orist attacks on the 
United States. then you probably would not first find out about 
it during idle chatter. 

Such a story would be abom the biggesr news since Sept. II. 
You would have read about il in just about every newspaper on 
the street, would have ~een it on the local news as well as the 
cable news channels, would have heard Paul Harvey talk about 
it on the radio- in ... hort. it wouldn't be something you could 
have missed, even if you tried. It certainly wouldn't have been 
limited to a single story you missed in the local newspaper.

Kentucky ranks low com­
pared to the nation in seat belt 
usage with roughly only 60% of 
drivers buckling up compared to 
71% nationally. It is estimated 
that a 10 to 15% increase in seat 
belt u~age would save 70 - 75 
lives annually. 

"We need to change the cul­
ture of our roads in this state," 
stated the Governor ''In order 
to do th1s we must attack this 
issue on several fronts that 
include legislation, enforcement 
and education. The passage of a 
primary seat belt law would 
address the first two. This 
Coalition and rhe pubhc aware­
ness campaign will address the 
education component."

The capacity of the Internet to pro­

vide all type~ of ''good" knowledge is 
coming dose to the value of the first 
wringer washing machines for getting 
really muddy clothes clean. Since we 
females, the "weaker'' sex, need to keep 
up to date about men. a research article 
by a psychialric professor at Columbia 
is very intereslipg (Steven P. Roose, 
M.D. Mcdscape.

Testosterone Decline (male hypogo­
nadism)· This is a condition defined as 
the failure of Lhe male sex. organs to pro· 
duce sufficient testosterone, declining 
about one percent a year at age 30, to 25 
percent after age 60.
