jailed for
anthrax scare

HINDMAN — An arrest was
made in connection 1o an anthrax
hoax Thursday at Knott County
Central  High  School in
Hindméan, marking the third case
in which an anthrax hoax has
resulted in an arrest in Eastern
Kentucky.

According to reports from
KSP Post 13 in Hazard, a 16-
vear-old male student at the high
school was arrested following a
complaint received by state
police &t 9:22 am. of an

unknown white powder sub:
stance on the school grounds.

State police officials, as well
as members of the Knott County
Sherdf’s Office. responded 1o
the school, where an intense
investigation into the occurrence
ensued.

At 2:46 p.m.; after nearly five
hours of investigations and ques-
tioning, police arrested a 16.
year-old Knott County Central
student in connection with the
mcident.

The juvenile was charged

Prestonsburg this year has many
in the region enthusiastic about
what that means in terms of a
growth chart for the eastern
Kentucky region.

Fatal wreck nets jail time

Michael Miller, 32, of
Jackson was convicted of two
counts of second-degree
manslaughter in  Breathitt
Circuit Court on October 26.

According to police reports,
Miller was traveling north on
lower Main Street when his
1987 Ford Mustang crossed the
center line and hit Joseph
Stacey's 1988 Chevy Nova head
on. Paul Thompson was a pas-
senger Stacey's vehicle, which
flipped upside down into a

ditch.

According to the police
reports, both victims of the
Chevy Nova died instantly of
multiple injuries at the scene
and suffered severe head and
upper body trauma.

Authorities at the scene said
Miller had been crossing the
center line and that he had
caused the accident.

Miller was sentenced to 20
years in prison, 10 years for
each victim. Circuit Court Judge
Larry Miller said that Miller
would be eligible for parole in
four years.

Scare

with firsl-degree terroristic
threatening and the unknown
substance found at the school
was transported by the Knotu
County Sheriff’s Office to the
state crime lab in Frankfort for
identification.

Results from anthrax tests are
usually returned in 24 to 72
hours after being received.

During a brief interview on
Friday, Knott Central principal
Robert Pollard explained the
events surrounding the discov-
ery of the substance.

“We had a report that some
students had found it (the sub-
stance) outside the building and
asked the teacher what it was ...”
Pollard said. “It wasa't like in
pile or anything. It looked like a
piece of chalk or piece of candy
and had been rubbed into the
sidewalk by a child’s foot."

Once the subsiance was
reported to the school's front
office, Pollard explained that the
correct procedures were then
implemented.

Among the procedures initi-
ated was a school-wide lock-
down which restricted students
from leaving or entering the
building until the situation was
determined 1o be secure and safe
for doing so, according to
Pollard.

“The procedure went
smoothly," said Pollard. “We
had no trouble in getting the
steps completed.

These procedures could be
become something more schools
will want to familiarize them-
selves with, said Pollard, who
said he and other administrators
at Knott Central would be happy
in helping other schools work
toward an effective policy in
dealing with biochemical scares

such as the one Thursday.

The arrest at Knott Central
High School Thursday stands as
the third arrest to take place in
the region in connection to
anthrax and other terroristic
hoaxes,

In late October, Kermit Chad
Martin, an 18-year-old
Opportunities Unlimited student
was arrested after alarming fel-
low students and school faculty
with a similar incident at the
Floyd County alternative
school, More recently, a student
at Pike Central High School in
Pike County, was arrested fol-
lowing a report fo state police
and an investigation by that
department which revealed he
had placed a note in one of the
school’s restrooms warning of a

Breathitt man gets
10 years for rape

JACKSON — On October
29, 26-year-old Ted Napier of
Clayhole in Breathitt County
pleaded guilty to first-degree
rape during pretrial motions.

Napier would have been
looking at a maximum of 57
years in prison if he had been
convicted of the seven charges
he faced. Instead, he accepted a
plea bargain and pleaded guilty.

Prosecutors offered a plea
bargain in exchange for Napier's
guilty plea to the charge of first-
degree rape and the other five
charges would be dismissed.
Napier had also committed

spouse abuse, terroristic threat-
ening, violating a domestic vio-
lence protective order, first-
degree wanton endangerment,
and possession of a handgun by
a convicted felon.

According to police reports,
the alleged victim, stated that
Napier caught her as she was
retuning home from work and
held a gun to her head. He then
allegedly abducted her and held
her captive ovemnight, during
which time he raped her.

Judge Larry Miller has sched-
uled a sentencing heanng for
November 20, and the circuit
clerk is to notify the probation
officer of the need for a pre-sen-
tencing report.

in theft, fraud cases

PRESTONSBURG — Circuit
Judge James R. Allen accepted
guilty pleas Friday from two
Floyd County females who were
indioted by a grand jury in May.

Deborah Thomsbury, 34, of
Wheelwright, pleaded guilty to
theft by deception for charges
relating to an investigation by
Bob Fockele, special investigator
for the atnormney general's office
in Frankfort.

Thomsbury was indicted by
the grand jury in May, for unlaw-
ful activities. against the Big
Sandy Community  Action
Program between July 1999 and
October 2000.

In return for her guilty plea in
the case, Commonwealth's
Attorney Brent Turner recom-
mended a one-year sentence to
be diverted for 6 months, during
which time she is to make resti-
tution of $1,485 1o Big Sandy

revealed evidence which named
the three other individuals, Kelly
Vandine, 33, of Auxier; Brenda
Tackett.” 36; and Beatrice K.
Hall, also known as Beatrice
Murphy and Beatrice Breeding,
27, Ohio; for alleged criminal
behavior involving the same
investigation.

All three individuals were
indicted by the grand jury on
May 8.

Vandine was indicted for two
counts of theft by deception,
class D felonies, for unlawfully
obtaining property from Big
Sandy Community Aclion
between January 1996 through
December 1999 and from July
1999 through September 1999,

Tackett was indicted for wel-
fare fraud for failing to report a
change in factors affecting her
eligibility for benefits.

The commonwealth alleged
that Tackett received $5,648 in
food stamps, of which she was
not entitled, between September

guilty to the charges in a similar
plea agreement with the com-
monwealth’s attorney’s office.

Hall was indicted for three
counts of welfare fraud for
allegedly failing to report
changes in factors affecting her
eligibility for food stamp bene-
fits in September 1995, January
1996 through October 1996, and
July 1999,

During the hearing Friday in
circuit court, Judge Allen also
accepted a guilty plea from Stacy
Martin, 20, of Topmost.

Martin, indicted on May 8 for
one count of fraud or false state-
ments in order to obtain a con-
trolled substance prescription,
will face formal sentencing
along with Thornsbury on
December 7.

In return for her guilty plea,
the commonwealth suggested a
one-year sentence, with all but
30 days conditionally probated
for two years,

In her plea, Martin agreed to

With those thoughts in mind,
Holt said the Kentucky Division of
Forestry is “waging a war” against
arsonists.

Holt asks that anyone who wit-
nesses a person setting a fire or
who has information about fires to
contact local law enforcement offi-
cials or the Target Arson hotline at
1-800-27-ARSON.

Information provided through
the hotline may lead to a cash
reward of up to $1.000 if the infor-
mation provided results in an
indictment. Callers can remain
Anonymous.

The investigation is continuing
with further charges and arrests
pending, as well as the possibility
that juveniles, who can, in certain
situations, be charged as adults in
connection to arson related
crimes, may have also been
involved.

Leads in the investigation were
provided by members of the com-
munity and firefighters working to
contain the forest fires throughout
Eastern Kentucky since last week.

and Pete Grigsby, assistant
superintendent, filed a complaint
in Floyd Circuit Court alleging
that the board and its members
violated stipulations of the Open
Meetings Act by a planning and
adopting a reorganization plan
during four executive session
meetings that were closed to the
public in March and April 1993.

Following the last of these
meetings, all three individuals
were terminated from their
employment with the Floyd
County school system.

The board denied the claims,
however, alleging that the meet-
ings were held in accordance
with state law and refused to
reinstate the individuals to their
prior positions.

Floyd County Circuit Court
Judge Harold Stumbo ruled in
the board's favor. The case was
later dismissed.

In the years to follow, Ratliff,
Thompson and Grigsby would
visit the courts time and again,
trying to get their jobs back,
and/or 10 be compensated for
their pain, suffering and lost
wages.

Thompson, Ratliff and
Grisby all asked to be compen-
sated for their lost earnings,
health care, vacation and sick
days, personal days, retirement,
pre-judgment interest, as well as
lost future earnings.

On behalf of Ratliff,
Thompson  and  Grigsby,
McGuire filed an appeal in
1995,

The 1995 complaint included
not only the alleged violations of
the Open Meetings Law and the
termination of their employ-
ment, but also the denial of the
due process hearing for the indi-
viduals and the loss of various
contract benefits which violated
their civil rights.

In 1997, Grisby received a
partial summary judgment of
over $111,000 in his complaint
against the board, and he was
reinstated to the position of
assistant superintendent for the
1997-98 school year, His cased
was dismissed upon agreement
of both parties.

The case landed with the
Court of Appeals reversing and
remanding  that decision on
September 1, 1995,

On November 20, 1997, the
Supreme Court affirmed the
decision of the Court of Appeals
in regard to the board’s violation

of the open meetings law,

“We agree with the language
written by the Court of Appeals
that ‘the exceptions to the open
meetings law are not to be used
to shield the agency from
unwanted or unpleasant public
input, interference or scrutiny,”
reads the judgment,
“Unfortunately, we believe that
this is precisely how they were
used in this case.”

In February 1998, following
the Supreme Court ruling, spe-
cial Judge Stephen N. Frazier
reinstated employment for each
administrator. But the board
refused to comply.

A bench trial began on the
issue of damages in August
1998,

In his review of the case filed
in Floyd Circuit Court on
October 10, Judge Frazier filed
an order and opinion on the case.

“The court notes that this area
is virtually uncharted territory of
Kentucky law and this consoli-
dated action seems 1o be the pio-
neer weathering through the
dark forest of conflicting inter-
ests and little precedent to guide
the way,” says the order. “The
Supreme Court has clarified for
us that the actions of the board
were indeed violations of the
Open Meetings Act, but along
this path that has cleared, this
case has again hit a crossroads
with the issue of damages for
such a violation.”

The “crossroads.” according
to the order, centered around
two primary issues for resolu-
tion in the case — whether
Grisby, Ratliff and Thompson
were entitled to an injunction
reinstating them to their previ-
ously held positions and/or back
pay, and whether or not each
individual is entitled to damages
and how much they should
receive,

In his judgment, Frazier
noted that Grisby was not enti-
tled to any additional award of
back pay because of his former
settlement.

Additionally, Frazier decided
that Ratliff, who retired in July
1993, is entitled to be compen-
sated back pay from the date he
was fired until the date of termi-
nation of employment, as well as
the amount his retirement he
would have been if he had
stayed in his position until age
65.

Frazier also ordered that

Thompsen should also receive
back pay following his “illegal”
termination to the date when he
obtained other employment as
well as compensation for the dif-
ference in the amounts of pay
between his position at Floyd
County and his current position
as principal in the Lawrence
County school system,

On October 29, attorneys met
once again in court in response
to Frazier's request for “‘suffi-
cient information” to arrive at
the “exact figures" to be award-
ed to Thompson and Ratliff.

McGuire filed a motion to
clarify the cases, asking ludge
Frazier that the upcoming deci-
sion of Frazier be the “final”
decision.

“The school bourd has drawn
this out and forth every way
imaginable,” said McGuire in an
interview Fniday. “We are
against unlimited resources ...
When you lose your job, the
school system goes on and gets
millions each year as a big gov-
emment agency. Their frame of
mind is that, “We'll outlast you,
you can’t stay in court.' Since
this began, the board has went
through five different attorneys.
We've had to be very patient,
very determined, and we never
gave in, We don’t intend to0,”

McGuire said that Frazier
ordered the board to provide the
necessary data needed to com-
pile the appropriate compensa-
tions for Ratliff and Thompson
by next week. If they comply
with the order, McGuire says
he's ready for court.

“We hope at some point the
plaintiff’s compensation will
effectuate some change to the
Floyd County school system.”
said McGuire. “In 1995, they
knew they were wrong, yet they
continued to deny it, trying to
find ways around doing the right
thing.”

“Every time they were
proven wrong, they continue Lo
fight you with corporate attor-
neys forever and ever when they
should be taking care of the pub-
lic working for us,” continued
McGuire.

“Unfortunately, this is not the
message we should teach our
children.”

Repeated efforts o contact
board attorney Mike Schmitt for
this story were unsuccessful,

The next hearing is scheduled
for November.

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Terror takes
another victim

When hijacked airliners struck the World Trade Center in
New York and the Pentagon in Washington, D.C.. the shock-
waves were felt around the world.

Even in Eastern Kentucky. there was an effect. Nearly all of
us knew or at least heard of someone who was in one of the
IWwo cities 1o witness the attacks. Some of us knew some of the
victims. All of us felt the rage which came with seeing our
country. under attack.

But now, nearly two months later. tremors from the attacks
are taking their toll on an Eastern Kentucky institution and
friend.

Christian Appalachian Project, which has worked to alleviate
paverty in these hills for four decades, is hurting. The organiza-
tion announced last week that, because of a drop in funding, it
1§ being forced to cut expenses and employees by 20 percent.

CAP is attempting to make the cuts as painless as possible,
through a freeze on new hires and early retirement, the organi-
zation has made it clear some pain will be involved, in the form
of scaled-back hours and layoffs. For CAP's employees —
those who have made careers out of helping others facing finan-
cial crisis — the news must be especially difficult with the holi-
days rapidly approaching.

News of such economic hardships is always troubling when
it futs close 1w home, but in this case it is especially so in light
of what & good neighbor CAP has been to Eastern Kentucky.

When families have found their cupboards and their wallets
bare, CAP has baen there to help by offering food. When par-
ents have been unable (o offer Christmas presents to their chil-
dren or fix a holiday dinner, CAP has been there to help with
sacks of toys and groceries, When homes have been devastated
by fire, CAP has been there to help families get back on their
feet. And when someone has needed just a little lift to get out of
poverty, CAP has been there to help by giving that extra boost
needed to reach self-sufficiency.

Now. however, CAP is facing financial difficulties of its
own, and the responsibility for those troubles can be laid direct-
Iy at the feet of terrorism.

In the wake of the Sept. 11 attacks, Americans’ hearts turned
toward the victims of terrorism, and their pocketbooks opened
up in support. And while that generosity is both needed and
commendable, it has come at a cosl.

Dollars normally donated to charities such as CAP are
mstead being diverted to agencies such as the Red Cross,
United Way and the various Sept. 1] relief funds. As a result,
CAP says ils own revenues have dropped 40 percent during
what is raditionally a peak time for donations.

We do not know whether or not any effort can be made to
help CAP oyvercome these troubles, but regardless. the organiza-
tion does need help through this period. If you are planning to
make a donation to assist the victims of Sept. 11. we hope you
also remember those closer to home such as CAP, its employees
and the people CAP serves, who have been indirectly yictim-
ized by the terronsty.

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Can all schools reach proficiency by 2014?

When I visited Grant's Lick
Elementary in Campbell County, the
students in Reeda Stamper Hart's
classroom wisted no time putting me
on the spoL.

Hart, whao 1s Kentucky's
Elementary Sc¢hool Teacher of the
Year, hud organized her class to inter-
view me, record my answers, then
discuss what I said and write a story.
A confident primary student named
Hannah immediately asked me.
“What's your favorite school?” 1
found myself staring at the “Mr.
Microphone” she was holding in my
face. She probably thought 1 was
dodging the question, but I was
telling her the truth. T rold her that
Kentucky has almost 1.300 schools,
that I'm responsible for all of them,
that they are all wonderful places to
be — and that I'm lucky because I
get to travel all over the state visiting
them.

On this day, Grant’s Lick was my
favorite school, Here was a teacher
— a team-builder among her peers;,
proud of her whole school — who
engaged every student in the learning
process.

My visit to Middle School Teacher
of the Year Anthony Creed Tumer’s
science class at Harlan Middle School
was wonderful, too, His students and
I built and launched paper rockets,
learning about gravity, trajectory and
wind resistance in the process. Turner
is a relatively new teacher, enthusias-
tic and amazed at what he is learning
every day.

At Atherton High School. 1
watched Kentucky Teacher of the
Year Stephen H,T, Lin with his choral
group, He was inside those students’

fluorescent lights, caulking our win-
dows and assisting with other minor
repairs,

heads, drawing out not just the right
notes, the right tempo, but also the
emotional expression called for in
gach piece. When choir members var-
ied in pronouncing a word in
“Shchedrik.” a Ukrainian carol pub-
lished by Russica Musica, Lin turned
to a Ukrainian student in the choir for
authoritative help.

I wish everybody who cares aboul
children could visit these three inspir-
ing classrooms and know, as 1 do,
that we have many, many teachers in
this state wha just as effectively
reach out to each student, who are
just as willing to do things differently
if that's what it takes to engage a
child in the learning process.

Lately T've been thinking about
these three teachers and their students
in the context of the Kentucky Core
Content Test results for 2001 and our
goal of getting all schools to profi-
ciency or beyond by 2014. We have
applied the new performance stan-
dards to the past three years of tests.
What we see, statewide, is steady
improvement in every content area
and at every grade level. Next year
we will combine these results with
those from the 2002 tests to form the
first point after the baseline on each
school’s customized growth chart.
Each school will know immediately
whether it is on track to reach the
goal of 100 or better by 2014.

Right now, we have 25 schools at
the extremes of the scale: 21 scoring
below 50 and four already scoring
100 or better. The rest are at all
points between, We have heard a cou-
ple of educators cite past improve-
ment rates and question whether all
schools can reach the goal of profi-
ciency in just 13 more years.

But four schools have already
reached the goal, and hundreds more

are on:track. We know we can accel-
erate improvement. Two schools in
Clay County, for example, made
jumps of more than 20 points on the
strength of a new superintendent who
came in and did things differently.

Powerful new tools — the scholas-
tic audit process and the new student
performance standards — are avail-
able to help every schoal improve.

The scholastic audit looks at virtu-
ally everything that has an impact on
teaching and learning in a school. It
gives the school specific recommen-
dations tailored to its needs. Early
data from the first round of audits
(required for the lowest-performing
schools) and reviews (voluntary for
other schools) suggest 17 factors that
seem to be present in every Success-
ful school — and absent in every
struggling school. These are powerful
leverage points that are being shared
throughout the state.

The new student performance stan-
dards came from the most compre-
hensive standards-setting process ever
undertaken by any state-level educa-
tion testing system, More than 1,600
Kentucky teachers, using actual stu-
dent work, developed specific defini-
tions for our four performance levels
— novice, apprentice, proficient and
distinguished — in every content area
and grade level. All teachers now will
have a much clearer understanding of
what proficiency means and of what
it takes to get students to that level
and beyond.

We have teachers throughout
Kentucky like Reeda Hart, Creed
Turner and Stephen Lin — teachers

who reflect on their responsibilities to
students: who pay aftention to each

The LL S, Stale Department
held a Nationa) Foreign Policy
Conference in Washington, D.C.,
on Friday, October 26, to unveil
its plans for creating a more
secure and  democratic world.
More than 400 leaders of non-
governmental organizations
atended, including De. Thomas
D. Matijasic, of Prestonsburg
Community College.
~ Secretary of State Colin
Powell opened the session with a
brief, but forceful, address, He
said. “Terrorism directed against
people represents no faith, no
people.”” He noted the the U.S. is
now working with old and new
friends to combat this threat,
Powell mamnained thar our gov-
emment will net abandon its stan-
dards in seeking o build the anti-
terrorism coalition,

Powell was followed to the
podium by the State Department
Coordinator for
Counterterrorism, - Francis X,
Taylor. Prior (o tking this posi-
tion, Brigadier General Taylor
headed the Air Force Office of
Special Investigations,  Taylor
emphasized the magnitude of the
recent attacks in New York and
Washington. He said that more
Americans died on September 11,
2001, than on any other single
day since the battle of Antietam
during the Civil War.  Taylor
asserted that there is no rational-
1zation for the attacks. “1f vou try
to excuse it, you are as bad as the
terrornists.”

Taylor believes thar great
progress has been made. The
United States and its allies are in
the process of disrupting the flow
of money o femorist organiza-
tions, Hundreds of suspected ter-
rorists have been arrested or
detained around the world. The
amount and quality of intelli-
gence shared by governments has
vastly improved

Under Secretary for Global
Affairs, Paula  Dobriansky,
emphasized the leading role that
the U.S. has played in humanitar-
ian relief aid. She noted that the
United States provides 80% of the
resources for the world food pro-
gram. Even before September 11,

America  contributed  more
humanitarian aid t Afghan
refugees than any other country.

Under Secretary for Political
Affairs, Mare Grossman, reported
that Afghanistan has been in terri-
ble shape for the past twenty-five
years. Five to seven million
Afghans are in danger of starving
o death. Only one third of its
people are literate and most of its
women cannot read or write. The
Taliban government has actually
disrupted our efforts to distribute
food and blankets to the Afghan
people, “Once the terrorist camps
are destroyed, we must rebuild
Afghanistan,” Grossman said.

[n closing the conference,
State Department Spokesperson,
Richard Boucher, noted that the
promotion of democracy and civil
government is essential in the
fight against terrorism. He urged
the American people not to allow,
“the parasites of terrorism to feed
off of the misery of others.” As
world leaders, Boucher said that
Americans must “stay active, stay
vocal, and stay in touch.™

Meeks files bill to prevent price
gouging during disasters

FRANKFORT — Shocked
by reports of gasoline price
gouging in days immediately
following Sept. 11, one state
lawmaker has decided to make
the practice illegal when com-
mitted in times of a natural or
man-made disaster.

Rep. Reginald Meeks, D-
Louisville, said the outrage he
and his constituents felt when
some gas prices were increased
for a limited time after the Sept,
Il attacks led him to prefile leg-
islation outlawing price gouging
in times of a declared state
emergency. The bill, filed by
Meeks Oct. 26, will be consid-
erect during the 2002 session of
the Kentucky General
Assembly, beginning Jan: §.

“We have docnmented some
dealers who jacked up their
gasoline prices from as low as
5149 to $1.59 to well over
$2.50; some even approached
$3 per gallon?”” Meeks wrote'in

a letter he sent to fellow law-
makers Friday, asking them to
support his bill,

“Citizens: were outraged, as
well they should have been, You
may have gotten some of the
same type calls I' received. This
is not the first time this has hap-
pened in my District! I intend
for it to be the last,”

The bill would make it legal-
ly “unconscionable™ — or
excessive — 1o charge a cus-
tomer a price for a commodity
(zoods, services, materials, mer-
chandise, supplies, equipment,
leases, rentuls and other
resources) that:

B is grossly different from
the price of the commodity and
the ayerage price at which it
sold 30 days prior to the disaster
OF emergency;

W cxceeds the average price
¢harged in the trade area, and if
the increase is “not attributable
1o additional costs incurred in

connection with the market.”

The bill would make it illegal
to sell someone & commodity al
an unconscionable price within
the disaster area il 4 stale emer-
gency has been officially
declared.

Meeks said he decided to file
the measure after he leamed
Kentucky does not have an anti-
price gouging law.

Holt was named the 2000-01
OVC Female Athlete of the
Year. Holl led the league last
seasen in both sconng (24.6
ppg) and rebounding (9.R). rank-
ing third and sixth nationally in
those respective categories. The
Lynchburg, Tenn,, native scored
23-plus points |4 times and
recorded 19 double-doubles and

of 60,000 adult leamers. This is
the first step in reaching a goal of
300,000 adult leamers by 2010
Across the state, 85 counties
earned rewards funding for meet-
ing or surpassing goals.

Cabinet for  Workforce
Development Secretary Allen
Rose said the enroliment goal was
exceeded due to greater aware-
ness created by the “Go GED"
communications campaign and
because of statewide partnerships
focusing on the issue.

“Attention and importance
have been placed on literacy and
lifelong leaming at the highest
level of state policymaking,” said
Rose. “And at the local level, the
85 programs that met their enroll-
ment goals and performance indi-
cators are leading the charge for
adult education in Kentucky."

The Cabinet for Workforce
Development and its Department
for Adult Education and Literacy,
local adult education providers,
the Council on Postsecondary
Education, the  Kentucky
Community and Technical
College System and the Cabinet
for Economic Development have
joined with a variety of partmers
to achieve this statewide initin-
tive.

More Kentuckians
earning GEDs

At the same time, the number
of Kentuckians eaming GEDs in
fiscal year 2000-01 increased 12
percent to 13,939 compared to the
12,444 GED graduates in the
1999-2000 fiscal year. When
comparing the most recent figures
to five years ago, the increase is
more dramatic. The number of
Kentuckians eaming GEDs has
climbed 41 percent - from 9876
in 1996-97.

According to Gordon Davies,
president of the Council on
Postsecondary Education, nearly
25 percent of high school com-
pleters in Kentucky are GED
graduates,

"Kentucky's colleges and uni-
versities are committed to recruit-
ing these graduates,” Davies said.
“In 1999, the council set the goal
of reaching the national average
in college-going rates by 2020,
which means we must enroll
80,000 more Keénwckians, The

education, we will continue to see
GED completions increase.”

Adult education and

literacy in Kentucky

The 1996 Kentucky Adult
Literacy Survey found that nearly
1 million of the 2.4 million
Kentuckians of working age read
poarly or not at all. Only 6 per-
cent of that number are enrolled
in literacy and skills improvement
programs even though the
Department for Adult Education
and Literacy funds free services at
adult leaming centers in every
county,

The department also provides
basic skills training at worksites,
For people who can't come 1o a
traditional learning center, there
are adult education services
through the department’s mobile
units and Kentucky Educational
Television. Convenient on-line
services through the Kentucky
Virtwal University and Virwal
Library will be available soon at
www.kyvae.org .

"We want to offer leaming
opportunities that are meaningful
and accessible to adult learners,
Commissioner King said.

Tackling the problems of low
literacy and inadequate basic
skills requires a statewide effort in
schools, workplaces, communi-
ties and families, King said.

After successfully passing a
Mines and Minerals exam. the worker is
then placed in a coal mine for 45 days
where they work within sight and sound
of an experience miner. During the 45
periods, Miller also makes visits to his
students to see how they are using what
he taught them.

“The students don’t know when I'm
coming to the mine,” Miller said,

With the recent increased demand for
coal Miller noted there are more new

people wanting to become miners but |

The great dill deal: Herb always seemed to save the day

My parents, God bless them, lived
through the Holocaust as children,

\ \1 After coming 0 America in 1947, my

. father labored in a sweatshop so that
they could start a fruit-and-vegetable
stand.

Their childhood experience did not
include cooking lessons, so my parents
only learned 1o cook as adults in
America. My father’s single culinary
accomplishment was making hard-
boiled vggs, and even those he usually
mis-timed, My mother easily outdis-
tanced my father. She could, when

& pressed, cook seven different meals —
but in reality, there were only two she
made well: spaghetti and meatballs,
thanks to the patient lalian grandmoth-

ers in our neighborhood, and a great pot
of chicken soup. As sbe had access to
ull the vegetubles in what was now our
store, she would toss unusual ones,
such as parsnips and parsiey root, into
the mix. But what distinguished Mom's
chicken soup from any other ' ve tasted
wits one special ingredient: fresh dill.
Muom always made her chicken soup
at the right ime. Rarely did she make it

for someone who was already sick: yel
she knew mstinctively when you need-
ed some as preventive medicine.
Somehow, she also knew when hard
times were coming. When a slew of
salesmen would arrive, all demanding
payment, there was a soul-soothing pot
of chicken soup. Let the refrigerator
break down, the tax man call, the
employees leave without notice! We
hitd chicken soup with fresh dill, and
we would be OK!

Muny years later, my parents’ store
on Long Island burned o the ground,
They had no choice but to give up the
retail trade and concentrate on building
their fledgling wholesale produce busi-
ness in New York City. They did so
with their customary passion, and in a
few years they were doing pretty well.
They specialized in carrying unusual
and gourmet ilems — including fresh
dill.

One winter, primarily for their
health. they took & vacation. My broth-

er and | flew to New York to help run
the business while they were gone. It
just 50 happened that in the second
week a freeze struck the South, and vir-
twally the entire fresh dill crop was
wiped out. Demand for dill was enor-
mous. You could practically hear the
screams of distraught mothers from a
hundred miles away.

Serendipitously, my brother and 1
had connections. We had lived in
California, and we knew the few dill
growers there, In a matter of hours, we
had arranged a stream of air shipments
of dill 1o New York. We had the only
dill in town, and although the supplies
were still small, we made thousands
upon thousands of dollars in profits —
from dill!

When my parents returned from
their vacation, tanned and delighted to
have missed some of the nastiest
weather New York had seen in decades,
they were especially happy to hear the
story of the Great Dill Deal.

A few winters later, my brother and
1 had a business that was getting into
real trouble. We became very worried,
forgetting that business huas its vicissi-
tudes (the one big fancy word my dad ©
knew and, consequently, used often)’;
and that business isn't the only thing in *.
life. ;

One afternoon when we were feeling &
especially downtrodden, a package o
from our folks arrived, sent from their &

The Island of Lost Maps: A True
Story of Cartographic Crime

In 1995 the police finally
caught up with Gilbert Bland.
His crime? Entering scores of the
most prominent libraries and
book collections in the Upited
States and Canada, armed with a
razor blade, and leaving with
hundreds of rare, centuries-old
maps stashed under his coat.

It may seem an unusual crime,
but to some Bland might as well
have sidled off with the Mona
Lisa under his jackel. It turns out
that map thieving has a long and
colorful past, implicating famous
names like Columbus, Magellan
and Drake, and that Bland is only
the latest and most prolific in an
illustrious line datng from the
days when maps were state

secrets; crucial to campaigns of
war and conquest, and as cele-
brated a booty as gold or jewels.

But this is not simply a cut-
and-dried retelling ol a eriminal
investigation. Author Miles
Harvey uses the case as a spring-
hoard to explore the surprisingly
fascinating history and romance
of maps themselves — from the
lure of the unknown that led to
their creation to the pull of pos-
sessing a piece of history that
inspires today’s multi-million
dollar business of modern map
dealing.

The irony of the story is clear,
Brigands of the past swiped maps
in order to share their secret and
vital knowledge with a larger

audience, but today’s map thieves.

pockets of the private collector.

The search for one man’s
motives must also venture into a
look at the motives of everyone
involved in his story — collectors,
dealers, librarians, and even the
researcher himself — and into the
shadowy lands of greed. obsession
and pride. And as Harvey finds,
those types of realms may forever
remain uncharted territory.

Pilates: A new

Early in the 20th century, a
German  gymnast  named
Joseph Pilates (pronounced
pih-LAH-teez) invented
Pilates. At first, he developed a
series of lechniques to help
wounded soldiers recover their
range of motion. Then, it was
on to help injured dancers in
New York, where he developed
his pulley-based program.

It took quite a few years for
Pilates 1o catch on with the fit-
ness industry, but now it is one
of the hottest trends around,
with 24 percent of health clubs
nationwide now offering some
Pilates-based activities.

Viewing a Pilates class, you
might think it is easy and not
much of a workout. The Pilates
workout is a series of slow, pre-
cise movements that target
your core “powerhouse” mus-
cles abdominals, lower
back, thighs and buttocks: It
Keeps you connected to your
body and aware of your center,
that point at which every move-
ment originates,

In Pilates, the body is con-
sidered the most perfect tool of
all. The only other thing you
need to do the simplest Pilates
workout is 4 mat. For the
beginner and advanced pupil,
there is also a machine consist-
ing of pulleys and straps.

“For those who are not able
to control their muscles in
space, if they're not strong
enough, the machines are
designed to aid people who
needed additional help,” says
Brooke Siler, a certified Pilates
mstructor.

"I
found a new pride in being a Jew doing this. | don't
think | ever slared at the horror of the Holocaust in
such detail as in doing this film," Indeed, Uprising
shows the darkest side of man. It begins with the
Nazi invasion of Poland in September 1933,
Anielewicz is a teacher and idealist who attempls
to escape te Palestine to become & farmer.
Instantly caught and imprisoned, he again
escapes and returns 1o his city, There, he linds
350,000 Jews have been herded into an area
known as the Warsaw Ghefto. The Nazis rationed
the Jews 187 calories a day. Each month, 10,000
people were starving to death. With his best friend,
Yitzhak Zuckerman (David Schwimmer, Friends),
Aniélewicz decides lo form the Jewish Fighting
Organization (IFO). They refuse to let facls gat in
the way of their courage.

They have no food, arms, money, fuel, medi-
cine -or way to reach the rest cf the world, Yat,
around them, Jewish life continues. On Friday
night, the-Sabbath candles are lit.

Though Anielewicz and Zuckerman manage to
enlist 8 small band o! fellow resisters, they can't
convince Adam Czerniakow (Donald Sutherfand,
Space Cowboys), the head of the Warsaw
Gheilo's Jewish Council, 1o suppori them
Czerniakow realizes it Is suicidal to fight. He tries
to appease the Nazis hoping they will relent if he
meets their preposterous demands for money.

Meanwhile, people are being shot in the strest.
Day after day, when it seams life can't gat worse,
there is a fresh leval of degradation. The philo-
sophical question posed throughout the movie is:
Can a moral man mainain his moralily in an
immoral world?

The resisters” actions prove It is possible. The
uprising includes Jews who pass for Aryan. Tosia
Altman (Leelee Sobieski, Joan of Arc), Kazik
(Stephen Moyer, Quills) and Frania (Alexandra
Holden, Ally McBeal) regularly risk their lives
sneaking into Aryan quarters to smuggle guns and
other supplies.

On July 22, 1942, the ghetto is emplied when
300,000 Jews are deported to the death
campTreblinka. This scene, with 20,000 extras, is
agonizing because Avnet wisaly left it silent.

The JFO then springs into murderous action.
Of course, this band of men and women armed
with rifles can't possibly beat this war machine.
But, the movie sympathetically conveys their
interminable spirit, proving ultimately that the
Nazis can’t win either.

The Nazis are shocked to discover the dissi-
dents, and assume they can sguelch the uprising.
Gen, Jurgen Stroop {Jon Voight, Pearl Harbor},
storms the ghetto and is met with fierce fighting
by those who would sacrifice anything, even their
lives. The Nazis pump poisonous gas under-
ground where the resisiers have been forced to
flee. Still, they do not give up. They never give up.

Anielewicz tells his fellow resisters: "You must
resist. You must fight. If you can't fight, run. If you
can't run, hide. But you must resist.”

Survivers have confirmed that Anielewicz said
these words. Avnel brought some of them te the
set where they met with the actors.

Avnet recalls that Holocaust scholars warmed
him that his life. would be forever changed once
he assumed this project. But he had o tell this
story.

Howell, executive direc-
tor of the Kentucky Clean
Fuels Coalition, is one of ten
alternative fuel program
directors in North America
selected by Toyota Motor
Sales to receive an electric
Toyota RAV4 EV for a year-
long demonstration pro-

different though, because
there is virually no engine
noise. Howell says the vehi-
cle, currently leased only 1o
commercial fleet operators
in California, has tumed a
few heads since it arrived
last month. “"And that's a
good thing,” Howell says,
“the vehicle is so quiet, you
tend to sneak up on people.
One friend called it a
*stealth” vehicle.”

Unlike hybrid electric
vehicles that are powered by
both a gasoline and an elee-
