According to witness statement<> 
given to Neeley during the inve:.­
tigation. ··sexual advances" were 
allegedly made to Caudill by 
Tammy Woods. and they then 
allegedly retired to another room 
in the home. As the situation pro­
gressed, Neele) said that Woods 
left the home on the premise of 
retrieving a prophylactic from her 
vehicle, and never returned. A

Michael Woods. Tammy's 
husband. was indicted for one 
c:ounl of receiving property 
allegedly stolen from tht Caudill 
home !.he following day Shepherd 
and Minor have made reslltution 
of$ I .600 since that time.

The 'ery 1dca of legal. a~si. ted uicidc sends up a 
hudder that make even proponents uncomfortable. 

But no more o than the idea that government should 
prohibit people suffering g1eat pain seeking a doctor's 
help in ending their lives. In two separate referendums, 
Oregonians said phy ician should be able to gh e peo­
ple medicine intended to kill them. 1f they ask for it. if 
they are competent and if they soon would die anyway. 

Now Attorne) General John Ashcroft has issued an 
order that will end the practice. regardless of what the 
voters \\anted. He said the federal government will 
re\'oke physicians' licenses to dispense controlled sub­
stances if they assist in uicide. 

The decis ion surely will take this issue back into 
court, for another classic hattie over federal vs. states 
rights. Jn 1997, the Supreme Comt said a~::;isted suicide 
wa!) a state matter, but in May the court said federal 
drug laws trumped Califomia 's efforts to permit med­
ical use of mm ijuann. 

Yet much more than the dry i ue of delegation of 
powers is at stake. 

First. there is reason to fear that such an order will 
have a chimng effect on doctors. not just in Oregon but 
every\\ here, who are weighing how much to medicate 
the dying to relieve their pain, always an uncertain bal­
ancing act. The argument that doctors who don't want 
federal agents peering into their satchels will cut back 
on pall iatives helped kill (I r~cem congressional em rt 
to do \\hat Ashc:rofl did with a pen stroke. 

Second. there arc legitimate questions about 
Ash~rofL"s authority. He said assisted suicide is not a 
''legitimate medical purpose,'' and some certainly wid 
agree. But \\hen did it become the attorney general's 
job to dcc1de what medical treatments are legitimate 
and what are not'? 

Third)). one of the unwanted side effects of medical 
ad' ances is that some people live longer. and in terrible 
pain and di comfort. Life goes on in way it would not 
have had technology not interfered. This is a real 
dilemma, not ca~ily resolved. but Oregonians chose to 
address it b) setting up narrow circumstances for end­
ing life prematurely, wi th a physician ·s help. About 70 
have made that decision since 1997- personally. 
thnughtfull), regrettably and in consultation with their 
doctors. 

The unclected. no1-a-d0ctor. not-an-Oregonian attor­
ney general should stay out of this.

UK researchers working to 
help caregivers fmd security 

LEXINGTON - When an 
elderly family member becomes 
ill, other' m the family often 
pttch 111 to help with living 
arrangement:-. mediC<tl needs 
and bills, hut inevitably one 
family or personbar<:'~ a maj01ity 
of the burden. In the process of 
becoming the caregiver. that 
person often loses focu~ on their 
own future and retirement plan­
ning. A. University of Kentucl;y 
profe~sor is beginning a new 
:-.tudy she hopes will help protect 
the caregiver's financial future. 

Celia Hayhoe. profes:,or of 
family studies in UK's College 
of Human En\ 1ronmental 
Sciences, round herself in that 
sandwtch generallon. trying to 
provide for he~clf and her chil­
dren \\hilc caring for an ailing 
mother and grandmother. 

"It ts hard enough discussing 
these sensitive care is:.ues and 
then having to bring in the 
financial questions," she said. 
"A lot of people don 'l know how 
to do that. The) aren't comfon­
able with it. so they don't talk 
about 11. Jn the long run. every­
one sutl'crs because they could­
u'ttalk." 

The National Endowment for 
Financial Education has award­
ed Hayhoc $108,637 toward her 
study on caring for caregivers. 
She plans to create a video 
booklet and CD that can be used 
hy individuals and groups to 
teach caregivers hO\\ to address 
the many sensitive subjects on 
their horizons. 

The target group will be 
those people • who are tn the 
proce~s of becoming caregivers 
or have become so in the last 12 
momhs. Research and focus 
groups will help her discover 
"hat information caregivers 
need and the best way to get it to 
them. 

Previous rt~ellrch has found 

that only 40 percent of people 
thought a lot about retirement 
and were working with a plan 
they thought would meet their 
needs. Seventy-seven percent 
said they felt they were saving 
too little and poorly prepared for 
their own retirement. Early 
re:.ults of Hayhoe's recent stud­
ies are suggesting that the care­
giving experience bring:. height­
ened awareness about the need 
of one's own retirement and is a 
time in which many caregivers 
need exposure to and guidance 
toward retirement planning 
activities and infonnation. 

"The focus is helping care­
givers protect their own retire­
ment,'' she said. ' 'You shouldn't 
have to reduce yourself to care 
for a loved one. What I hope to 
o;how i~ how you can protect 
yow own benefits as you pro­
~ide this care.'' 

The materials rcsultmg from 
Hayhoc'l> work will be distrib­
uted nalion<dly thrO\Igh the 
NaL10nal Endowment for 
Financial Education. UK Elder 
Care anu tht! UK Sanders­
Brown Center on Aging also are 
supporting her work financially 
and with research resources.
