Police investigating rash 
of drugstore burglaries

Local phannacic~ may have 
no altematjves but to batten 
down the hatches following sev­
eral recent burglary attempts. 

Last week, police officiaJs 
arrested Michael G. Perkins, 26. 
of Martin for a burglary which 
occurred at the Downtown Drug 
Store in Martin. Allegedly. 
Perkins stole 4,860 pills fmm 
the facility including 
OxyContin, Loracet. Lortab, 
Valium. Zanax, PercoceL. as well 
as several other narcot.ic or con· 
trolled substances. 

Now. police officials arc 
investigating several other bur~ 
glary attempts in the area. 

ln addition to Lhe Martin 
break-in. three pharmacies in 
Floyd County were also the tar­
gets of burgJars this week. 

'These are the plac~ that 
caoy Ox.yContin," \aid Martin 
PoHce Chier Jeff Powell, who 
assisted in the investigation t=on­
cerning the Downtown Drug 
burglary. ''Tbe way I sec il, 
pharmacies are 'bout as good as 
hanks nowadays," 

Accordmg to KSP 
Investigative Lieutenant Cross. 
these additional burglari~ only 
add Lo a long list of several oth­
ers which h;i\·e occurred at vari­
ous pharmacies m recent 
months. 

Although none of th~: addi­
tional burglary attempts th1s 
week ended successfully for the 
perpetrators. pharmacy owners 
are obviou:;ly worried that il 
may get wor<~e . 

''The lack of prt.·scription 
pills being writtcn1 it's become 
such a problem." said Floyd 

County Sheriff Deputy Tommy 
Gearheart. "1 think the more 
secure these plac.:es get thcy'U 
obviously do what they can to 
get in.·· 

Following the burglary at the 
Downtown Drug, Powell and 
Gearheart began working as 
security guards for the phannacy 
on an off-duty bash. 

This week's burglary 
artempts begun on Tuesday 
night. 

According to GC!afheart. he 
and KSP Trooper Ronald Peppi 
were called to inveMigatc an 
alarm at the Lackey Pharmacy, 
around 3 a.m. Tuesday. 

Ironically. Gearheart said be 
was in the middle of an arrest 
involving prescription drugs 
when the call came through. 

Apon arrival, Gearheart 
noted that the perpetrators had 
used torches to cut the hinges off 
a metal door on Ute back s1de of 
the building. 'The door, he saJd, 
was lying on the ground. but 
there was no one in sight. 

"The be:.t I can gather. they 
fled when the alann soundc~" 
said Gearheart. "1 don't think 
they got aoythtng. Their torch~ 
were laying there on the ground. 
one. the gas was still going. The 
flame wasn't on, but Peppi bad 
to turn l:he gas off ... 

Alarms sounded at two other 
Aoyd County pharmacies on 
Wednesday night. 

Ao;ordmg to Trooper Ron 
Diddle. burgl.u-s attempted to 
break into the MedZone phar­
macy in Auxier and the Betsy 
Layne Pharmacy at the Hayes 
Complex in Betsy Layne. 

According to Diddle, perpe­
trnton attempted to gain entry 
into the McdZ.onc Phunnacy by 

accessing an empty building 
next door. which shared adjoin­
ing waH~ wtlh the facilit} . 

Perpetrators used the same • 
tactic a lew \\eck.c; ago. said 
Diddle, by tearing u hole in the 
wall. 

However, th~:y werco 't as 
lucky this time, thanks to the 
establi~hment \ upgraded secu­
rity system. 

"I'm really impressed with 
the !>ecurity at McdZone," said 
Diddle. "They have the steel 
doors that .,Jide down. and a 
pretty good 'ecurity system. 
They've done a real good job 
implementing n s~curity sys- i 
tem." 

Approximately 25 minutes 
after the burglary attempt at 
MedZone. Diddle was called to 
yet another phannacy burglary 
attempt. 

Perpetrator., tried to break 
into the BeL\Y Layne Phannacy 
According to Diddle. the binges 
of a steel door on the back of the 
building bad been removed. The 
door was open. said Diddle, but 
the perpetrators realized that 
another locked door kept them 
from entering the pharmacy. 
With the aJann rin,ging. he said. 
they fled fTom the scene. 

Since the BciSy Layne bur­
glary attempt occurred approxi­
mately 25 minutes after the bur­
glary at the Mcdzone Pharmacy, 
Diddle said it was probably 
unlikely that th~o~ t\VO were relat­
ed. 

However, inve<;ligations are 
continuing 111 all cases. Anyone

Rogers: Fern Lake conservation 
measure approved by key house panel 

U.S. Representative Harold 
··Hal" Rogers (KY-5) says his 
biJI, allo\\tng the Cumberland 
Gap Nalional Historical Park to 
acquire Fern Lake, a natur.tl 
landmark on the Kentucky­
Tennessee border. has been 
unanimously approved by a key 
House committee. The Hnuse 
Commtllcc on Rcsourcl's quick­
ly and unanimously approved 
the bill recently. 

The measure, whach Rogers 
introduced with U.S. Senator 
Mitch McConnell, authorizes 
the federal purchase of the I 50-
acre lake and mamtains the lake' 
as the sole municipal \\ater sup­
ply for Middlesboro. in Bell 
County. Rogers ~ays he is work­
ing to secure quick pa<>sage of 

tbe bill by tbe full House of 
Representatives. 

"This legislation has strong, 
bipartisan suppon in the House 
and is moving ljuicldy Lo the 
House floor for passing," 
Rogers said today. "'The House 
Resources Committee has given 
its approval to our plan to pro­
tect this jewel of our region·~ 
scenic heritage, while, at the 
same time. protect the sole sup­
ply of water for tbe people of 
MiddJesboro. 

This is a unique partnership 
with the National Park Service 
that will conserve this vital 
resource for generations to 
come." 

Rogers says he has worked 
closely with National Park 

Service officials to ensure that 
water from Fern Lake will be 
abundant for continued use by 
the people of Middlesboro. 
Rogers says the property. and 
any lands in the surrounding 
watershed that may be offered 
ror sale by willing sellers. will 
he a welcome addttion to the 
Cumberland Gap National 
Historical Park. providing 
another boost to the region's 
efforts to strengthen its national 
resource tourism economy. 

Rogers and McConnell have 
previously worked to secure an 
appropriation to seJVe ru; a do\\ n 
puyment for lhe lake property.

ANOTHER LOSS

The name Teater is not common in the Big 
Sandy Valley. But one area town and its people 
were uncommonly fortunate to have a man of 
that name in it<. presence. 

Oran C. Teater wac; bom in Mercer County, in 
central Kentucky. according to his obituary. Row 
he wound up in Paintsville, 1 don't have a clue. 
But I'm glad he did. 

Mr. Teater died last week in Morehead where 
he lived in retirement after more than 30 years 
with Paintsville Independent Schools. He and 
Mrs. Teater chose to be near their daughter Dianna 
Wil.lke. my good friend from first lhrough twelfth 
grades. (I was thriUed a few years ago to read a 
statement by noted author Chris Offutt that 
Dianna had been one of his most influential teach­
ers.) 

Mr. Teater was a fixture in the Jive& of 
Paintsville students from the mid-1940s until the 
late '70s. the last 20 of those as superintendent. 

For the years I knew 
him, he was primarily 
"Dianna's daddy," I'm sure 
he would agree, his most 
important role. He and his 
beautiful wife. Mary 
Evelyn VanHoose Teater, 
whom I knew only as Mrs. 
Teater. were at every 
school function through 
my years in the system. A 
beefy former athlete and 
coach, with fiery red hair in 

those days, he doted on his only child, and she 
turned om to be as warm. generous and intelligent 
as her parents. They were the parents most all of 
us in Dianna's class wanted ours to be. 

While he was imponant to my class on a per­
sonal level, Mr. Teater was even more importlnt 
to the community over time With his leadership, 
thousands of students received a superior educa­
tion in a region that has never been known for 
educational excellence. 

"Dianna's daddy" came across to most people 
as an ordinary man. He put on no airs, despite his 
own education and status in the community. He 
could put at ease a pimply-faced teen-ager, a 
sweaty janitor. a wealth) businessman or a college 
president. 

Yet. he had an extraordinary gift of supporting 
and motivating teachers, of setting high standards. 
and of expecting teachers to teach and students to 
learn. 

He believed in breadth of experience. Ours was 
a small school system. but we had options often 
not found at larger, more urban systems. He was 
an avid spons fan. and PHS teams were strongly 
supponed in the central office. But, he made sure 
academicl> never took a back seat to athletics: 
keeping our students near the top of the state 
achievement statistics was a passion with him. 
Likewise. there was no shortage of opportunity 
for academic extracurricular activities. from the 
debate team to drama to language and science 
clubs. 

Most of us had no basis for comparison until 
we were graduated and in college or the work 
world. [n those days. the shortcomings of the 
Appalachian region were touted in newspaper and 
magazine articles and on the nightly news. So. it 
was not surprising that many of us accepted our 
regtonal inferiority complex without question, 
despite the fact that our nauonal and state achieve­
ment scores were above average. 

I've talked to many of my former classmates 
about this. and almost to a person they agree that 
they were surprised by their level of knowledge 
when they sat jn college classes beside students 
from Lexington. Louisville and other parts where 
schools were considered superior to Appalachian 
schools. 

I know J wac;. When I first went to school in 
Dayton. where I did my basic college courses. I 
was tenified that J would shame myself among 
these midwestern city kids. I quickly realized I 
had nothing to be ashamed of 

Mr. Teater, I'm com·inced, maintained the tra­
dition he had inherited and built upon it. He was 
an outstanding educator and an outstanding leader 
in education. I don't think our region would have

time when I wrote upwards of a thousand words. all 
because I did not know one word had two separate 
memnngs. 

It was wh1lc 1 was dealing with my old alma 
mater, the American School of Correspondence, and 
wa"> wrestling with a course in Medieval History.

and the logging camps. What they wanted. 
most of all. was 1 better way of life for 
themselves and their children.'' 

Saunders' history includes many familiar 
family names such as Adams. Alley, 
Baldridge. Bays. Brown. Burke. Caudill, 
Click. Collins, Conley, DoL<;on. EHiott, 
Frasure, Hackworth, Hall. Hannon, Hatcher. 
Hereford. Hill. Hopkins, Howell, May, 
Merritt. Mil1er. Minnix. Music. Napier. 
Neeley, Osborn, Potts, Prater. Pruitt, Puckett, 
Robinson, Short, Snavely. Snipes, Stanley, 
Stone, Webb, Workman, and, Abbott. among 
others. 

Saunders relates many bean-warming sto­
ries of neighbor helping neighbor and of a 
community pulling together to ensure that 
everyone made it through the years of the 
Great Depression without the pangs of star­
vation pulling them under. 

In one such story, Saunders tells of a John 
Leake. whose wife had died leaving him with 
a small daughter to raise, Ida.

Rebecca stays in town through the week with their 
daughter and the children. when her son-in-law is out 
of town with his job. 

They have continued what was importanL to them, 
emotionally. physically, and spiritually. Their coping 
skills are excellent at tllis time. However, they are 
aware of possible need to change ar a moment's notice. 

usually does not create immediately. a significant 
change in lifetime habits and personality characteris­
tics., 

Now, for another side of the story and a different 
perspective. As expected of most individuals with a 
significant health problem, Chester seems to be having 
on-going physical changes. He also fears having a 
bean condition, since his father and his brother's 
deaths were due to heart attacks. An impression was 
that. as Chester's concerns about himself have 
increased. he has become more and more "controllmg'' 
of many activites and decisions. Il seemed that 
Rebecca was always on the watch for what she might 
prevent from happening, so that Chester would not be 
upset and "go hyper." It also seemed that she might not 
have been aware of how many different things•she tried 
to think of ahead of time to avoid disturbing Chester's 
inner contentment. She could be really good at "walk­
ing on egg shells.'' Rebecca talked about how she felL 
she had ''fallen apart" after they moved to a new place. 
She is having real severe knee pain and might need 
surgery to add to the other outpatient ones she has had 
in Knoxville. Besides their physical changes, Rebecca 
and Chester spoke often of financial distress associat­
ed with being retired and having bea1tb problems. 

Rebecca and Chester's present plans for coping are 
meeting their needs now, but the possjble changes in 
the future may require more adjustments. A physical 
reality is that Chester is well above six-feet tall, and 
Rebecca might be about five feet tall and petite, wear­
ing a size six shoe. I just could not visualize her being 
able to tum him in the bed or trying to assist him in get­
ting out of bed. if he became more physically handi­
capped. When asked what she might do, if he required 
more custodial care, Rebecca replied. "I'll just teD our 
daughters that they have to come and help me take care 
of their father." But. who knows how long that need 
might be there and to what extent. Sometimes. some 
family members do well with home care, while others 
do not. Then there is the concern of getting adequate 
help to come that distance out of town. Rebecca final­
ly said that, if she were alone. she would sell the house 
and move into town. She has also arranged for long­
teml care for herself. What if Rebecca passed away 
before Chester's does? 

This situation and their relationship h'lrve positive 
aspects. 

For example. they have found activities for them­
selves as individuals and as a couple. They try to inter­
act with other people often. Their interests are ,varied. 

The relationship that spouses have throughout their 
marriages is usually the same type that they have after 
retirement. Everyone stopping his or her employment
