I·or the most part, community news­
papers such as The Floyd County Times 
are devoted to providing their readers 
'' ith intensely local news coverage. 
rarely venturing across county lines. 

Sometimes, however. national events 
can change the definition of local news. 
transforming the entire nation into one 
community. 

Such was the case Sept. l 1. 
As Floyd Countians were getting set­

tled in to their work and school routines 
that Tuesday, the horrific c\ents in New 
York City and Wa.-.hington. D.C .. unfold­
ed before their eye:. on tele' is ion. 

The first repons that morning were 
that the World Trad~ Center was on fire, 
then that tne fire had been caused by a 
plane crash. But it was just scant rninutes 
later that many watched a second plane 
crash into the second tower. and realiza­
tion dawned that the day's events were 
not a tragic accident. but something far 
more msidious. 

Four commercial airlines had been 
hijacked by 19 terrorists on kamikaze 
missions. with the first two crashing into 
the World Trade Center, ultimately col­
lapsing the New York landmark. A third 
plane plowed into the Pentagon in 
Wushington. 

The fourth plane, it would later be 
learned. was brought down after passen­
gers aboard, through cell phone calls to 
friends and rclati\ cs. learned of the day's 
cvo:nts and guessed their plane's hijack-

Prestonsburg • entered the 
200 I season with a boatload of 
talent returning from a very 
good 2000 team. The returning 
talent left the Blackcats a region 
favorite going into the ~00 I 

campaign. A talented daso; of 
underclassmen coupled with 
several talented seniors had 
many football fans in 
Prestonsburg talking about a 
repeat regionaJ championship 
and a return tnp to Louisville. 

However, Prestonsburg had a 
huge loss just weeks before the 
season opener against Sheldon 
Clark that didn't show up in any 
typt! of box score or stat sheet.

couches and fans mourning and 
asking questions. 

The Blackcats wore com­
memorative patches with the 
No. 59 on their jerseys in mem­
ory of their fallen teammate. 
Several ceremonies were held at 
both home and away games in 
remembrance or rranci!>. 

"Everything we did this past 
season was for Josh Francis," 
said senior standout Matt Slone. 
"Josh was everyone's best 
friend, he meant so much to the 
team." 

The PHS football team began 
the season Aug. 17 on the road 
with n 34-12 win over Ea')tem 
Kentucky counterpart Sheldon 
Clark. With Francis in mind 
before, during and after virtually 
ever) game, Prestonsburg 
marched to its best regular sea­
son fini~h since 1993. 

Week Two saw the Blackcats 
solidify lofty preseason rankings 
which had them ranked as high 
as fourth in Class 2A in some 
polls. P'burg met Bell County in 
the Pride of the Mountains 
Gridiron Classic in Hazard on 
Saturday, Aug. 25. and came 
away victorious, 25-16. Then. 
six days later, history was made. 

The Blackcats' third game of 
the season. Aug. 31, will be a 
game which will forever have a 
home in many Prestonsburg 
fans' heart. On the last day of 
August, Prestonsburg opened its 
new football field Josh Francis 
P'ield. with a 43-23 win over 
rival Paintsville. 

Prestonsburg junior tight end 
Tommy Nelson scooped up a 
fumbled ball and returned it for 
the historic first-ever score on 
the new field. The Blackcats 
held a one-touchdown lead at 
the intermission before erupting 
for the win in the second half. 

After playing two of the first 
three games on the road and the 
first home game of the season. 
one week later, Sept. 7, 
Prestonsburg took a long bus 
ride to Whitley County to take 
on the Class 4A Colonels. A 
field-goal proved to be the final 
difference as the Blackcats 
dropped their first and only 
game of the regular season. 

After falling to Whitley 
County, Prestonsburg reeled off 
I 0 straight "ins en route to the 
Nov. 30 date in Louisville. One 
of the wins was a 41-6 win over 
Portsmouth East (Ohio) in the 
inaugural Reno's Bowl 

In all. the Blackcats played 
and won eight games on their 
new field. Last-minute prepara­
tions were made to the field -
just in time for the first home 
game. 

"The guys who worked on 
this field did a tremendous job:· 
DeRossett said. "We now have 
one of the best facilities 
around." 

A new field certainly didn't 
hurt Prestonsburg':. push for a 
state finals trip. 

PHS' only other trip to the 
state finals was back in 1993. 
The Blackcato;, after downing 
Danville to get there. lost to 
Mayfield that season in a heart­
breaker. 

To start the '0 I season. Slone 
was returning from a 2000 grid 
campaign in which he carried 
the ball 221 times for 1,542 
yards. ln 2001, Slone rushed for 
over 2,200 yards. He found the 
endzone for a score on over 30 
different occasions. 

Junior fullback Mikeal 
Fannin also eclipsed the 1,000 
yard rushing mark for the sea­
son. The two, Slone and Fannin, 
gave Prestonsburg two extreme­
ly talented backfield weapons to 
break long runs at any time. 

Junior quarterback Joey 
Willis had his first full season 
under center and did quite well, 
passing for over 1.000 yards. 

Versatile split end Chris 
Spriggs. linemen Kevin Younce, 
Tony White. receivers Chris 
Jervis. Austin Clark, and defen­
sive veterans John Hunt and 
Andrew Howell - all seniors -
all contributed greatly, along 
with a host of underclassmen. 
Transfers Brandt Brooks. a line­
backer, and Matt Williams, a 
noseguard. also made tremen 
dous commitments during the 
glorious season. 

"We had a lot of players 
coming back and a lot of those 
players we've got coming back 
played some N during the ," 
said Prestonsburg Coach John 
DeRossett. ·'Guys like Kevin 
Jervis, and some of the sopho­
mores played some JV. Mikeal 
Fannin. even Joey Willis, played 
some JV at the beginning of the 
2000 season. before moving in 
there at quarterback. They got 
kind of a double season in one, 
playing N on Mondays. We 
played a quality schedule there. 
Then as the season kept going 
we kept making a few changes." 

Community support for the 
PHS football team is now at an 
all-time high. 

"ln 2000, the community got 
behind us, especially with clos­
ing the field down and hosting a 
state semifinal game; you could­
n't have asked for a nicer expe­
rience," said DeRossett. 

The 2000 season was the last 
season for the Prestonsburg 
High School field, known affec­
tionately as 'The Pit.· 

"We went into this past sea­
son knowing if we worked hard 
enough we could make it back 
to the state-semifinals,'' said 
DeRossett. "We preached to our 
kids in the offseason what it 
took and they responded by 
going out and playing to the best 
of their abilities. And come 
2001, we were ready. And once 
again, the community was 
behind us- stronger than ever!" 

The Prestonsburg defense 
mixed well with a versatile 
offense. Before playing 
Bardstown in the state finals, 
Prestonsburg had given up three 
touchdowns in a game only 
twice - once to Paintsville and 
once in the first round of the

After surveying the damage. 
especially in the Mud Creek area 
where several paved roads were 
dissolved to indistinguishable 
piles of mud and rock, Floyd 
County Judge-Executive Paul 
Hunt Thompson declared a state 
of emergency for the county. a 
declaration supported by Go>. 
Paul Patton. who i~sued an exec­
utive order declaring a state of 
emergency the folio\\ ing 
Monday. Relief was on the way 
for those facing financial turmoil 
following the floods. but many 
families still had a long way to 
go before reaching a sense of 
nom1alcy again. 

Since the September 11 
attack the nation has come 
together with newfound patrio­
tism and togetherness. symbols 
of American life previous!) lost 
in the shadows on the streets and 
in the subways. 

As volunteers tlocked to New 
York City to clean up the ashes 
from those attacks. friends. 
neighbors and volunteers from 
all across the nation held tempo­
rary quarters here in Floyd 
County, where they cleaned up 
the destruction left behrnd by the 
August rains. 

When President Bush issued 
a state of emergency for the 
county. FEMA was on hand to 
lend support to hundreds of resi­
dents affected by the flood. 
Agencies -;uch as Red Cross and 
volunteer~ from throughout the 
nation flocked to the hills to help 
those tn need. bringing in teams 
to clean up after the flood and 
offering services, clothing. food 
and cleaning supplies to families 
targeted by the raging water. 

Reflecting on the August 
floods and the Sept. II attacks 
secmeu discouraging enough to 
Floyd County, but as the year 
progressed, so diu the devasta­
tion, as acre upon acre of Eastern 
Kentucky hillsides smoldered 
and burned in the dry October 
winds. Firefighters from across 
the region worked endless hours 
with the Kentucky Division of 
Forestry oflicrals to subdue the 
bl<ves. man) of which burned 
dangerous!) close to hl)mes 
throughout the areu. Weeks of 
burning leave' and timber filled

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Murder 

After Gunnels was taken into 
custody. The Floyd County 
Times wa<; contacted by an eye­
witness who gave a chilling 
account of meeting Gunnels and 
Hall just minutes before Hall's 
death. Explaming she had 
attempted to give her story to 
officials without success, the 

o$1 anonymous eyewitness detailed 
an encounter with both Hall and 
Gunnels when she stopped imo 
the store for an early-morning 
purchase. adding that the man 
she identified as Gunnels had 
told her the pair were "just 
killing time" - words that 
would later prove terribly 
insightful. 

Later, when an additional 
charge of first-degree rape was 
added to Gunnels' mounting list 
of offenses. discussion moved to 
the possibility of seeking a death

sentence against the confessed 
killer. 

These factc; Gunnels' con-
fessions and disturbing detai Is 
of Hall's murder and rape, pre­
sented in the form of several let­
ters to prosecutors. The Floyd 
County Times, and others close 
to the cru;e - lent a cer1ain dark 
quality to an already tragic event 
and sealed Gunnels' self-pro­
moted, cold-hearted and 
remorseless disposition with 
both his victim's family and 
many Floyd Countians, as well.

actually began with the discov­
ery of a young woman·s body on 
an abandoned strip mine in 
September 2000. was the mur­
der of Grethel resident Carolyn 
Ann Bishop.

Back in Floyd County, about 
the same time all of these events 
were taking place. word went 
out that the ba1ry Cheer restau­
rant in Prestonsburg was on tire. 
And although it seems almost 

1 laughable now, several newspa­
per and rescue workers would 
later admit d1at the first thought 
to go through their minds was 
that terrorism had struck Floyd 
County. 

In the days and weeks to fol-

Bishop's body was discov­
ered in September ala strip mine 
in Ligon, brutaJiy beaten and 
stabbed, leaving officials with 
one lead suspect - her 
estranged husband, Dwayne 
Bishop. 

Bishop, who had been arrest­
ed and detained at the Floyd 
County Detention Center the 
previous night on a drunk dri­
ving charge, was also charged 
while in jail with the murder of 
his wife shortly after the discov­
ery of Carolyn Bishop's body. 

Blood was found on Bishop's 
clothing and also on his motor­
cycle, located later in the inves­
tigation. Continued efforts 
uncovered a long history of 
domestic violence between the 
two and this, coupled with sev­
eral accounts in which relatives 
claimed Dwayne Bishop had 
threatened his wife's life in the 
past, set the stage for what 
proved to be a long chain of 
motions filed on behalf of the 
accused murderer. 

Prosecutors fought to have 
both the DNA evidence and the 
domestic violence history -
both crucial to the prosecution's 
case - included in the case, 
while Bishop's own defense 
lawyer fought to be removed 
from the case entirely after 
Bishop attacked the integrity of 
her efforts, going so far as to 
make public his claims that he 
was being "set up" as part of an 
elaborate "conspiracy" to con­
vict him for the murder of his 
wife. 

Bishop made those claims, 
against the advice of his 
lawyers, during a personal inter­
viev. with The Floyd County 
Times at the East Kentucky 

low. Floyd Countians united 
with fellow Americans near and 
far, first in grief, then in remem­
brance, and finally in determina­
tion. 

Prayer vigils were held in 
Prestonsburg at the courthouse 
and city hall on Sept. 14. Six 
days later, an anonymously­
organized event was held at 
Prestonsburg High School's 
Josh Francis Field united atten­
dees in song. prayer and patrio­
tism. 

Several weeks later, on Oct. 
7. the U.S. began its military 
effort against terrorists and their 
sponsors in Afghanistan, ulti 
mately driving the Taliban gov­
ernment of that country out of 
power.

Correctional Center in West

The accusations only 
brought another episode into 
the case's continuing saga, as 
the court ordered a competen­
cy hearing to judge Bishop's 
mental state based, in large 
part, on his crippling strike 
against his own defense. 

The competency hearing is 
scheduled for January 30, 
which will bring the case into 
its third calendar year. 

A third murder gaining 
headlines, which also occurred 
in 2000 but continued through­
out 2001, involved two rela­
tives and gained national atten­
tion through the syndicated 
column "News of the Weird." 

Following an altercation 
while the two were performing 
construction work on a home 
near Banner. eyewitnesses 
claimed to have watched in 
horror as a disagreement led to 
37-year-old George Andrew 
Jarrell shooting and killing his 
cousin, Bill J. Jarrell, 28, of 
Abbott. 

According to police reports 
at the time, George Jarrell left 
the construction site during the 
altercation and returned with a 
shotgun moments later. 

During interviews with The 
Floyd County Times later, 
family members said George 
Jarrell retrieved a "pump'' 
shotgun and returned to shoot 
his cousin twice in the head at 
close range before leaving the 
scene. 

Jarrell was arrested by 
authorities later that evening 
and charged with murder. 

As has been the case with 
Bishop. Jarre!J's case has also

Osama bin Laden, the terrorist 
mastermind believed to be 
behind the Sept. I 1 attacks 
whose name would become syn­
onymous with evil. remained an 
elusive, with rumors of his fate 
ranging from death to escape, 
and government officials admit­
ting they just were not sure what 
bad happened to him. 

Meanwhile, even with victo­
ry jn Afghanistan. President 
George W. Bush pledged that the 
nation's war against terror 
would conti11ue. 

In time, life would regain 
some semblance of normalcy, 
although nearly everyone would 
agree that things had changed 
with the Sept. I I attacks, with 
life before seeming impossibly 
distant from life after.

endured a number of stages. 
forcing continuances for new 
trial dates and then, finally, a 
question about the accused 
killer's mental state, brought to 
the court's attention by 
Jarrell's attorney in the case, 
Stephen Owens, who requested 
the court to consider George 
Jarrell's frame of mind at the 
time of the alleged incident. 

Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner also filed a 
request for Jarrell's mental 
evaluation, although stating 
that he had seen nothing in his 
dealings with the defendant to 
support a claim of incompeten­
cy or insanity. 

Of the four murders making 
headlines in Floyd County in 
2001, there is only one for 
which there have been no 
arrests or solid lead develop­
ments to materialize. 

The murder of James David 
Childers, 52, of Wayland and 
brother-in-Jaw of that city's 
mayor, Tom Murphy, left offi-

chlls facing an unusual set of 
circumstances which included 
several of Childers' family 
members as possible suspects. 

According to reports at the 
time, Childers' body was dis 
covered at approximately 2 
p.m. Saturday, April 28, after 
his brother, Ed Childers, 
arrived at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. Childers' 
body was covered with a blan­
ket and a sheet along with a 4-
by-8 piece of plywood in the 
back of his brother's truck, 
having suffered a number of 
gunshot wounds. 

Authorities questioned sev­
eral family members, includ­
ing Ed Childers, and came 
away with conflicting 
accounts, such as who actually 
discovered Childers' body and 
then, even more confusing to 
their efforts, whether Childers 
was even killed in Floyd 
County after additional 
sources said he may have been 
murdered in Lawrence County.

Reports also indicated that 
although Childers body had 
been found at roughly 2 p.m., 
authorities were not notified of 
the incident until over six 
hours later, which was after 8 
p.m. that Saturday evening. 

When questioned about the 
unusual circumstances sur­
rounding Childers' death, 
Floyd County Sheriff John K. 
Blackburn hinted that some­
thing didn't seem right about 
the information gathered. 

To date, there have st iII 
been no arrests made in con­
nection to Childers' death, as 
authonties conrinue to guard 
the case, pending a time when 
the results can be presented 
officially to a grand jury.

Getting down 
to basics 

American education has long been criticized for grad­
uating far too many students from high school who 
don't measure up in reading. writing and math. 

Just because a student has earned a diploma. doesn't 
mean he is proficient enough in the basic three Rs to 
make it on a job or to meet the demands of college 
work. 

Employers and colleges realize it right away. Colleges 
report that nearly half of al1 college students end up tak­
ing at least one remedial course somewhere along the 
way. 

Being unprepared for the rigor of college work is one 
of the factors that contribute to more than one-quarter of 
all freshman at four-year colleges and nearly half at 
two-year colleges dropping out after the first year. 

In short, it's time to raise the bar for all students. 
But how high? What will meet the demands of busi­

ness, industry and higher education? 
The American Diploma Project, a national project that 

Kentucky will participate in, intends to determine that. 
The state is among five states that will help develop 
standards to assure businesses and colleges that high 
school graduates are proficient in reading. writing and 
math. 

The project wi11 examine graduation standards i•l each 
of the five states and match them against the expecta­
tions of businesses. colleges and universities to det ·r­
mine where there are gaps. Once gaps are identified, 
efforts can be made to close them. 

That wi11 likely mean tougher graduation require­
ments and a more rigorous cun·iculum all of which may 
cost more. But it's a worthwhile investment in students 
and our future. 

The project's ultimate goal is to standardize what is 
required for a high school diploma throughout the nation 
so a diploma earned in Covington means the same as 
one earned in Lexington or in California or in New 
York. Increasingly. high school graduates compete with 
students from across the state and nation if not beyond 
when it comes to getting into college. winning scholar­
ships and landing jobs. 

More importantly, by c1osing the gap'i between what 
students cunently know and what bu~inesses and higher 
education expect them to know, the value of a high 
school diploma will be raised. 

A diploma will truly mean the student is ready for the 
challenge ahead.

dation that the di!.trict remain 
under stali! management for anoth­
er three years, with the prirnacy 
focus shifting from financial atfairs 
to instructional ones. 

Floyd County native, Zella 
Wells, wa'> appointed as the dil>­
lrict\ new state manager in June. 
following the resignation of former 
state manager, Woodrow Carter. 
Whereas Carter had taken a direct 
and quite visible role m his man­
agement responsibilities, Wells ini­
tially contended that her approach 
would be more "backseat" in 
nature. Wells expressed great con­
fidence in the board to manage its 
respon~ibilities and issue directives 
and informed the board that she 
would be available for comment 
and consultation but that she would 
not be directly involved in the deci­
sion making process. As an added 
exclamation point. Wells declined 
to lake a scat at the fonnal board 
meeting table, opting instead to 
lake her place in the attending audi­
ence seating. 

However, as Wilhoit received 
reports of numerous and often 
lengthy board meetings. in addition 
to reporu of a breakdown in board 
member relationships. he issued a 
directive to Wells in early 
December to take a "more active 
leadership role" with the board as 
well as taking an assigned seat at 
the board table, citing "ineffective 

leadership" from board 
Superintendent Dr. Paul Fanning 
as a catalyst for this dcci.:.ion. 

Tht> board gained another step 
in a forward moving direction 
when they began \\Ork in early 
summer to improve their working 
relations with one another. only to 
once again fall backwards some 
weeks later when board member 
Carol Stumbo accused board chair­
man Johnnie ROSl> of penning an 
editorial that appeared in the Floyd 
County Tunes that resulted in the 
causing of "much trouble" at one 
of the district's larger high M:hools. 

The board also attempted to 
move forward in the arena of acad­
emics and ''excellence in educa­
tion" by implementing a new poli­
C} requiring all middle school stu­
dents participating in athletic activ­
ities to maintain a 2.5 grade point 
average. After much objection 
from parents and coaches voicing 
demands that the board rescind the 
policy claiming that it was ''unfair'' 
to students, the board relented. but 
only to the point that the exact 
wording of the policy was altered 
to students being held to the policy 
"except in cases of documented 
learning impediment or impair­
ment." The controversy around the 
2.5 GPA policy still surrounds the 
existing school board. 

Even more controversy sur­
rounded the newly implemented 

board policy ol increac;ing the cur­
rent school instructional day by fif­
teen (15) minutes in order to raise 
the academic standard. District 
teachers represented by the Floyd 
County Educator's Association 
(FCEA) turned out in large num­
bers to oppose the board's policy 
even to the point of issuing ultima­
rums in regard to its rescission. "the 
rescission (of the 15 minute policy) 
should take etfcct no later than 
Friday (September 14)." instructed 
Donna Collins, president of the 
FCEA 

After a valiant battle to per­
suade the FCEA to shin its position 
on the matter. the board finally suc­
cumbed in mid·October to a revi­
sion of the policy allowing an ear­
lier dismissal time of each school 
day a" well as for allowing "early 
Wednesdays" to be utilized each 
Wednesday of each week. 

Also, after gaining a board 
member for the vacated district 2 
seat which had gone unfilled for 
the greater portion of the year 
200 I, Dr. Chandra Varia, a Martin 
physician and philanthropist. was 
appointed to the empty seat After 
much welcoming to her new posi­
tion, the honeymoon was soon 
short-lived as Varia wasted little 
time in pointing out operational 
deficiencies to her fellow board 
members. 

According to Varia. her fellow

Afler her home was burglar­
ized and her ex-husband was 
charged with the crime, a 
Dam ille mother of two felt she 
had nowhere to tum to help get 
her life back to normal.

Then came notice from her 
insurance company that it 
wouldn't cover any of the losses 
because her ex-husband. whom 
she divorced in 1999. was still 
named on the mortgage and the 
homeowners insurance policy.

"I just felt like 
this was so unjust . . . I felt so 
abandoned.'' 

Her first ray of hope came, 
she said. when workers at the 
Kentucky Department of 
Insurance told her about a state 
Jaw. then only one year old. th~tt 
Rep. Bob Damron, D· 
Nicholasville, had spon~ored in 
the General Assembly's 2000 
session. Damron· s legislation 
had amended state law to pro­
hibit insurance companies from 
denying a claim resulting from 
domestic violence and assault. 

Once Department of 
Insurance workers notitied the 
woman·s insurance company 
about the ne'W law. the company 
reversed itself and cut a check to 
help cover lJ1e woman's losses, 
said Roger Snell, a spokesman 
for the department. 

"This clearly was a con 
sumer-friendly law we were 
able to use on her behalf," Snell 
said. 

"When someone finally said. 
'Yes. we can help you,· it was 
such a relief." the woman said. 
··r was so happy. I can't tell you 
what a ray of sunshine that was 
after such a terrible situation.'' 

She called the $8.100 pay­
ment she received from her 
insurance company "a really fair 
senlemenr. '' 

Damron said the law worked 
as intended to make sure victims 
of domestic crimes aren"t fur­
ther victimized. 

'Tm very glad the 
Department of Insurance work­
ers were able to intervene and 
use this law to protect the inter­
ests of someone who needed and 
deserved the help," Damron 
said. "Their efforts quite direct­
ly helped this woman through a 
difficult time in her life.'' 

.Now that she's getting back 
on solid financial ground. the 
woman helped by Damron's leg­
islation has put her Dam·i!Je 
house up for sale, moved with 
her children to her mother's 
house in Louisville. and started

Some: dietc:rs may be workmg 
against themselves by scttmg 
unrealistic weight loss goals, 
according to researchers at the 
Uni\crsit) ol Pennsylvania 
School of \1cdicine. Although 
health experts now emphasize 
that e\cn a mode-.t five to ten per­
cent weight lo~s brings signifi­
cant benefil..,. nmny overweight 
dieters would consider such u 
o;mall lo~s wor e than disappoint­
ing. 

For example. when obcc;c 
women entered a weight-loss 
progrnm for a University of 
Pennsylvania study (published in 
the Journal of Consulung and 
Clinical Psychology). they con­
~idered a loss of 55 pounds 
"m:ceptahle." and a 37-pound 
loss "disappointing." After 
almo..,t a ycar in a wdl-rounded 
treatment program. the weight 
lo).s for these women averaged 35 
pounc.h- less than what they con­
sidered dbappointmg. but enough 
to bring numerous health bene­
fits. according to experts. If the 
women \\Crc dissatisfied with the 
amount or their weight loss, one 
wonders whether they kept the 
habits that had helped them lose 
weight. or if they gave up in frus­
tration and returned to old 
habits- and their former weight. 

J\ new follow-up study of the 
obese nt the t.Jniversity of 
Penns) h ani a. published in the 
Archhe~ of Internal Medicine. 

fOund that those who were most 
overweight aimed for the greatest 
weight loss. And in studies 
reported in Obesily Research and 
the International Journal of 
Obesity and Related Metabolic 
Disorders. researchers found that 
women tended to set greater 
weight loss goals than men. 

Although they are not in total 
agreement. many experts discour­
age dieters from aiming for too 
great a weight loss. The more 
wcighr someone has to lose, the 
greater the number or degree of 
changes needed 10 diet. exercise. 
or both. Some people may be 
read} to make big changes. 
Others who are capable: of mak­
ing and sticking with several 
moderate changes, might find too 
much change difficult to main· 
tain. if they followed the latter 
course. they would most likely 
regain the weight they had lost, 
and lose their self-confidence 
about making less ambitious 
changes. 

To help people calculate the 
healthiest weight for themselves, 
both the U.S. Depanment of 
Agriculture (USDA) guidelines 
(issued in 2000) and World 
Health Organization (WHO) rec­
ommendations usc body mass 
index (BMJ) a'> a guide. (BMI is a 
measure of body fat based on 
weight and height). Both the 
USDA and the WHO guidelines 
recommend a BMl of less than 
25, which for most adults means 
a maximum weight of 135 to 185 
pounds. depending on height. 
The American Institute for 
Cancer Research (AICR) sup-

The end of the year is a time 
of gi\'ing-to famil). friends. 
and to charity. Unfortunately. it 
can also be a time when those 
who seek to defraud Americans 
through telemarketing schemes 
can be most active. 

According to the national 
non-profit organization AARP. 
around I 0.000 operations work 
to defraud customers every day. 
cheating one out of six con­
sumers every year. Common 
scheme.s im oh e phony prizes. 
~ham invc~tmcnts, and. most 
heartbreaking during the holiday 
season. crooked charities. 

So how do )OU know if the 
telemarketer calling you is legit­
imate'? The U.S. Federal Trade 
Commission says you o;hould 
beware if an unknO\\ n caller 
says you've \\On a prize but asks 
you to send money first. or says 
you ha\e to act right away. 

And don't trust telemarketers 
who instruct you to wire money. 
offer to have someone pick up a 
payment from your home, or say 
he or shc is a law enforcement 
officer who will help you-for a 
fee. 

And the AARP says 
taking the following 
positive steps can 
help weed out 
fradulent calls: 

• Ask telemurketers for their 
company's name and address 

and a clear explanatiQn of the 
offer they arc making. 

• Call the state Auome) 
General's office or the local con­
sumer protection sen icc in your 
area and the state or city where 
the compan} is located. Ask if 
any complaints have hecn made 
against the firm. 

• Ask about the company's 
refund policies. 

• Ask thc caller to senti you 
written matcnal to c;tudy before 
you make a purchase or contri­
bution. 

• Talk to family :md friend.;, 
call your lawyer, accountant, or 
banker, and get their advice 
before you make any large pur­
chase. investment, or contribu­
tion. 

• Te II the caller >:ou want 
your telephone numhc.r to be 
remo\ed from telemarketing 
list-; if you don't ''ant 10 be 
called. If caJls continue, contact 
the police. It's illegal to call a 
person after he or she has asked 
to be removed from a list. 

If you arc cont,1ctcd by a tcle­
markcter who) ou think b trying 
to commit a fraud, the AARP 
recommends that you report the 
call to your state attorney gener­
al. Your state's auome) geneml 
is listed 10 your telephone hook 
and on the National Association 
of Attorneys General website 
(www.nuag.org).

Other people in Floyd County and across the state have been 
caught and fined for the illegal dumping of garbage and illegal burning. 

PLEASE BE AWARE OF THE FOLLOWING FACTS: 

1. First, all waste items including household garbage, household· appliances, 
tires, automobiles, and automobile parts, construction and demolition debris, or 
any other item you consider to be garbage, must be disposed at a state permit­
ted facility. 

2. You cannot bury household garbage-even on your own property. Placing 
garbage in a sinkhole or throwing it over an embankment is not only illegal but it 
contaminates our environment and may damage drinking water for you or your 
neighbors, or pollute creeks and rivers.
