' Kentucky legislators think phar­
maceutical advertising has had a 
serious side effect - "exponential 
growth'" in prescription spending 
by Medicaid and private insurance 
plans. 

A resolution moving toward the 
Kenrucky House urges Congress. 
the Food and Drug Administration 
and other federal officials to clamp 
down on "direct-to-consumer" 
advertising by drug companies. 

That includes radio and televi­
sion commercials that encourage 

• consumers to "ask your physidan" 
about name-brand medications for 
ailments like allergies, asthma and 
heartburn. among others. 

Rep. Mike Cherry, the resolu­
tion's sponsm: said the ads cause 
patienlo; to put pt\!ssure on doctol"\. 
"Unfortunately, most of these 
drugs are supported b) all of us," 
Cherry, 0-Princeton, said in an 
interview. "It's a matter of ever­
increasing insurance cost:· 

PrescJiption dn1g costs are a 
recurring issue in the General 
Assembl)'. The House on 
Wednesday pa~sed and sent to the 
Senate a bill to require physicians 
to get advance state approval for 
dozens of drugs before prescribing 
them to Medicaid recipients. 
Proponents claim it could cut 
Medicaid dmg costs by S I 00 mil­
lion a year. 

Cherry's rcsolmion, approved 
by the House Health 1md Welfare 
Committee on Thursday. argues 

that "numerous :.tudics have linked 
the increa,cd dircct-w-consumer 
advertising to the c;o;p~mcntial 

growth in prcscnption Llrug 1-!xpen­
ditures." In addition. a large 'cg­
mcnt of the public assuml's that 
ad\e111scd drug!'> dl'e ··cumpletdy 
sale," the resolution ~tales. 

An auornc) l<)r Pham1u, a 
Washmgton-bascLI pharmaceutical 
tmde association, ;.aid direct advcr­
tismg h!t<; caused consumer-. to "he 
more active in tl1cir health care" 
and probably hao; prompted many 
people tn seek treatment for long­
standing conditinns. 

"l can't defend every single 
drug ad:· the attomey. tvhujorie 
Powell, said in a telephone inter­
' iew. "But we do think that advcr· 
tising is an important way for 
pauent~ to get tnfonnation, ~md 

eiiorts to restrict it are in effect 
L'lforts to avoid improving our 
health care system." 

Drug cummcrcials prolifemted 
after 1997, when the FDA allowed 
drug ads to carry a statement about 
"major risks" instead of a rundown 
of all side etrectc; and adverse reac­
tions. 

In a policy statement a year 
later. the American College of 
Physicians and American Society 
of Internal Medicine said direct-to­
consumer advertising "does not 
constitute appropriate patient edu­
cation about therapeutics." 

However, the statement said, 
t.he groups ··recognize that dmg 
advertising targeted to consumers 
i:-. now here to stay."

Patton proposes six bills on 
crimes against women, children

FRANKFORT- Guv. Paul 
Patton said Thursday he will 
push a package of bills related 
to crimes against women and 
children. 

Some deal with victims of 
stalking. rape, child abuse and 
domestic violence. One would 
expand the law against incest. 
Another covers seizure of 
assets of people who are delin­
quent in paying child support. 

The legjslative has a triple 
4f) theme, Patton said at a news 

conference: ''to protect women 
and children, to get tough on 
offenders and to use innovative 
technology to improve the sys­
tem of justice." 

ln general. the bills have 
"no identifiable cost," Patton 
said. An enhancement of the 
state's electronic notification 
system for crime victims is an 
exception, but the state is get­
ting a federal grant for it, he 
said. 

Three bills are being intro­
duced in each chamber. Patton 
said he had Republican and 

~ Democratic sponsors in each. 

The proposals would: 
• Redefine incest to include 

aunts. uncles. nieces or 
nephews among ''family mem­
bers" who can be prosecuted. 
Senate Judiciary Chairman 
Robert Stivers. R-Manchester. 
said it was prompted by a 
Jefferson County case last 
March in wh1ch an incest 
charge was dismissed against a 
man who had sex with his 
niece. 

f • Allow victims to get a 
1 permanent restraining order 

agai nst convicted stalkers. The 
orders would be entered a com­
puterized information network 
for law enforcement personnel. 

• Require the state to pay 
for sexual assault •!xams con­
ducted at out-of-state hospitals 
if the rape occurred in 
Kentucky and is to be investi­
gated in the state. That mea­
sure, House Bill 308, already is 
moving. It was approved by the 
House Health and Welfare 
Committee on Thursday. 

• Automate the s tate's 
crime-victim notification sys­
tem when a person against 

f whom a protective order has 

heen issued tries to huy a 
tirearm. It also would require 
domestic-violence offender 
treatment programs to pro' ide 
data about their effectiveness. 

• Expanrl l'i\il-li;thility 
immunity lO staffers or chil­
dren 's ath ocac) centers. 

• Gi\ c the Rc' enue 
Cabinet access to child-support 

dat;~ in the Cahinet for Families 
and Ch1ldren.

Committee approves 
requirement for diesel additive

FRANKFORT - J\ House 
committee approved legislation 
Thursday that would require diesel 
fuel in Kenrud.:y to contain an 
additive that opponents warrll'<.l 
would invalidate engine warranties 
and raise fuel pric~. 

Supporters said the bill would 
reduce dependence on foreign 
fuels and help beleaguer(.·d timn-
ers. 

The proposal would require, hy 
July I. 2003. all diesel fuel in 
Kentucky contain a 2 percent hlend 
and would increa-;e to 5 percent by 
July 2007. 1l1c blend can be made 
from any animal fat or vegetable 
oil and most l·ommonly uses the oil 
from soybeans. 

And it was soybean and agricul­
ture intercslo; that carried the day, 
with a 17-1 vote from the House 
Agriculture and Small Business 
Committee to approve th~: bill. 

Patrick Jennings of the 
Kentucky Farm Burenu estimak'tl 
17 million bushch of SO)' bC<UJ 
would be sold to provide the oil for 
what is called biodicscl tuel. 

Jennings also said prices for 
diesel fuel in Kentucky are already 
well belov. that in surrounding 
states, though he quoted rewil 
prices which do not take into 
account Kentucky's much lower 
taxes on fuel. 

Various C.'\timatcs were given to 
the committee about how the price 
of biodiesel would rise above ordi­
nary fuel, fmm 2 cents per gallot1 to 
8 cents. 

Jay Westhrook, a represcnwtive 
of CSX Corp .. said the railroad's 
concern was more pr:tctical. 
Westbrook said the railroad hus 
been told b_y its locomottvc munu­
facturer thut its \\ .mnntics on the 
engine'> and pollution control 
device:, would be voided if 
biodiesel fuel is u'>Cd.

Upbeat 
news about 
depression 

The number of Americans seeking doctors' help for 
depression has zoomed, with an astonishing tripl ing of 
treatment rates in the 1 0-year period ending in 1997, 
according to a study published last week. 

Cause for concern? 
More like reason for rejoicing. 
Some experts believe that depression may have been 

on the rise in recent decades, with increa'\ed workplace 
stress and the break-up of the nuclear family. But until 
relatively recently, the millions of people stricken by this 
·tealthy and often devastating disease suffered in 
silence. 

The good news now is that victims finally are acknowl­
edging their illness and seeking help, that Prozac and other 
wonder (hugs have provided an easy and effective way to 
treat most of them. and that many insurers are willing to 
pay for the medication .... 

Depression can affect everything from relationships with 
loved ones to job performance, but in its most serious 
form. it can lead to death. Each year. 30.000 Americans 
take their own lives, many of them under the dark cloud of 
a mental illness from which they feel they have no escape. 

The use of anti-depressant drugs increased dramatically 
during the I 0-year period of the study. from about 37 per­
cent of patients treated to about 75 percent as the number 
of people treated climbed from I. 7 million annually to 
about 6.3 million. 

There are obvious dangers that accompany the develop­
ment of medications designed to correct brain chemistry 
gone awry, including use by people who don't need them 
but twi-;t their doctors' anns for prescriptions. 

Prozac and similar breakthrough drugs are not a cure­
al l. They do not help some people with the most severe 
forms of depression .... 

But the findings of the new study, detailed by the 
Journal of the American Ntedical Association, should be 
greeted with great joy.

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'Black Hawk Down'

LOS ANGELES - Eight 
years after a tire fight in Somalia 
left 18 American soldiers dead 
and more than 70 wounded.

sense of redemption. 

In the mo,·ie "Black Hawk 
Down," which goes into wide 

,; release Friday. a military mis­
sion widely viewed by the pub­
lic as a failure has been recast by 
HoUywood us a talc of unlikely 
heroes. 

"1 was very concerned the 
movie would take a political 
stance. like the reports that orig­
inally came out that it was a mil­
itary debacle - or that it would 
be portrayed a~ the greatest mil­
itary succe.,s since the D-Day 
invasions," said Army Capl. Jeff 
Struecker. who was a staff 
sergeant in a convoy ambushed 

~ by Somalis. 
' "Clearly, it wasn't either of 

those events. It was just a lot of 
individual heroism. lt·s like that 
old quote. ·uncommon courage 
was common that day.·•· 

"Black Hawk Down,'' hased 
on Mark Bowden's book of the 
same name. tells the story of a 
military mission to Mogadishu 
on Oct. 3. 1993, to capture two 
top lieutenants of warlord 
Mohamed Farrah Aidid. 

The operation was supposed 
to take no more than an hour. It 
turned into a 17-hour battle that 
pitted several hundred U.S. sol­
diers against thousands of 
Somalis. Two Black Hawk heli­
copters also were shot down in 
the longest sustained firelight 
involving American soldiers 
since Vietnam. 

While critics have praised the 
movie's attention to the details 
of combal. it avoids the mis­
sion's political fallout. It does 
not include the images of 
Somalis dragging the bodie' of 

American soldiers thro gh the 
streets images that caused 
President Clinton to order an 
immediate withdrawal of troop~. 

"In that 'ense. 1t was a faile~ 
mission , But in the narrower 
pcr!.pcctive, taken by both the 
book and the mo\ ic . .. these 
men accomplished their mis­
sion,'' Bowden sUid. "They did 
what they set out to do. They did 
~o at n ternblc cost to them­
selvc:s ~md the Somalis." 

Producer JerTy Bruckheimer 
dismissed concerns that the 
movie glosses O\'Cr the larger 
story of American involvement 
in Somalia. 

"We never set out to tell that 
story." Bruckheimer said. "We 
wanted to make a film about 
what these young guys were 
sent out to do and what they did 
to survive."

Hands-on science series 
evolves from kids magazine

'This stuff moves fast. and it 
has incessant music," said exec­
utive producer Richard Hudson. 

"DragonflyTV" comes from 
Twin Cities Public Television, 
producer of the long-nmning 
''Newton's Apple," and is based 
on a children's magazine devel­
oped at Miami (of Ohio) 
University. The show ts aimed at 
9· to 12-ycar olds and has 

• , youngsters as hosts. 
"Kids ask questions and then 

look for answers on their own," 
Michael. one of tht.: first-name­
only hosts. says in the initial 
episode. 

"On every show, regular kids 
will investigate the things they 
love to do." says co-host 
Mariktl. 

The show elicits science 
questions from kids, and pro­
ducers then lilm kids carrying 
out cxpcnments that often are 
based on vigorous activities 
.!.Uch as maninl arts. kaynking 

t. and rock climbing. 
The photography is slick. the 

editing fast. the music current. 
In the fin.t show, groups of 

youngsters tr) to lind out why 
so many boulders arc in white­
water rapids, how a whale 1s 
weighed and how Lo get more 
puwc1 behind a tac !\won do 
kick. 

Dmgontly magazine is the 
model. Now distributed to 
200.000 homes as an insert in 
Scientific American's 
Explorations mag3/.ine, 
Dragonfly originuted as "a mag­
azine for young inver.ugators·· 
and featured environmental sto­
ries written by children. 

~ "Kid<> aJC tmtuwl investiga-

wrs, and what they n:mcmbcr is 
what they investigate on their 
own." ~aid Chris Myers, a pro­
fessor at Miami University and 
the former editor in chief of 
Dragonfly. "Kids see the world 
in much different ways than 
adults do.'' 

Myers and the magaz1ne s 
other creators serve as adv1sers 
to "DragonflyTV" and prepare a 
teaching g11ide for eltch pro­
gram. 

Teachers are encouraged to 
tape the shows and replay them 
in the classroom. Discussion 
guides will be distributed to 
40.000 classrooms by the 
National Science T~:achers 
Association. 

''Teachers are crying out for 
science programs they can usc 
in their classrooms. programs 
that kids will actually watch," 
said Gerry Wheeler. the teacher' 
association's executive director. 
"'DragonflyTV' packages good 
science in a way that really 
appeals to kids.'' 

Hudson, who guided 
"Newton's Apple" for 14 of its 
15 years. has been trying to 
develop "DragonflyTV" since 
meeting with Myers in 1996. He 
liked the concept of "real kids 
doing real science." 

"When I first saw the maga­
zine, it really struck me as some­
thing new and different.'' said 
Hudson. "Kids are sman enough 
to learn things on their own. and 
I don't think they like being 
talked down to.'' 

Myers likes the way the mag­
azine has been adapted to televi­
sion, keeping the focus on chil­
dren. Adult scientists arc present 
only to make sure the science is 
correct. 

"As environmental educa­
tors. we don't like k1ds to stay 
inside and watch TV," Myers 
said. "But if they arc watching 
TV, we want to encourage kids 
to go ou~idc and explore things 
on U1eir own." 

In many ctucs, 
"DragonflyTV" will compete 
with Saturday morning cartoons 
(check local lil-tings} and 
extraeun icular activities. But 
PBS station., arc eager for it. 

"ll's exciting to have a sci­
ence show for kids," said Grace 
Hill, director of programming at 
WCET-TV in Cincinnati. "This 
is the first new one ::.ince ' Bill 
Nye,' so we're looking forward 
to it."

PHILADELPHIA -A federal 
panel of doctors is urging people 
not to forget about aspirin':. bene­
lit for the heart, a.; high-profile 
drugs designed to lower chole:.­
terol and treat pain continue to hit 
the market. 

Some doctors are concerned 
that people who took an aspirin a 
day for high cholesterol or pain 
from ailments such as arthritis 
may have switchl~d to new spe­
cialized drugs. 111ey hope that a 
new set of guidelines will send the 
message that. for many people. an 
aspirin a day helps keep heart 
attacks away. 

l11e guidelines, relca~;ed by the 
U.S. Preventive Services Task 
Force and appearing in fue~day's 
edition of Annals of Internal 
Medicine, are based on decades of 
re"earch that ind.icute" taking 
n~pirin daily can pre\'cnt heart 
attacks. 

"There isn't evidence that 
thc-.e new dntgs prevent heart 
attacks ~o people shouldn't usc 
those as a substitute for aspirin," 
said Dr. Cynthia Mulrow, a ta"k 
force member and professor of 
medicine at the University of 
Texas Health Science Center at 
S:u1 Antonio. 

Aspirin, which improves blood 
flow through the arteries by mak­
ing it less sticky and less likely to 
clot, often is recommended to help 
prevent and treat heart problems. 

Cholesterol-lowering statin 
drugs and pain-relic' ing cox-2 
inhibitors, which millions of 
Americans take C\cry day, don't 
appear to have that benefit. 

The higher a person's heart 

attack mk, the more aspirin seems 
to help. The task force looked at 
35 years of research on aspirin and 
heart health and dellncd high risk 
people as anyone \\ ith high cho­
lesterol level.; or blood pressure. 
men over age 40, posuncnopausaJ 
women, smokers and diabetics. 

Data pooled from several ~tud­
ies showed that aspirin therapy 
reduced the risk for coronary heart 
disease by 28 percent. and the 
numbers get better for people with 
a moderate to high risk of heart 
di~>easc, 

"One of the things the tm•k 
Ioree wanted to get across i~ that 
the eas~t•st and most cost-cflicient 
inte'rvention to lower one's risk of 
cardiova~cular disease is low-dose 
aspirin," said Dr. Roger 
Blumenthal. director of preventive 
cardiology at Johns Hopkins 
University. 

That docsn 't mean that patients 
should stop their prescription 
medications in favor of :u.pirin. 
Many people can take a daily low­
dose (about 75 mg) of <L<;pirin in 
conjunction with their prescription 
pain or cholesterol medication. 
doctors said. 

Mulrow. a co-author of the 
guidelines, said it's eo;~ential to 
first detern1ine one's heart disl'<lse

State park menus 
will include 
pond-raised catfish

FRANKFORT - Menus at 
most of Kentucky's state parks 
will soon include catfish raised 
in ponds in the state. 

The parks department recent­
ly bought 150 cases of catfish 
that wiJJ be served in park dining 
rooms by the end of the month. 
according to Roger Hi::.le, pur­
chasing manager for state parks. 

The parks have bought 2.200 
pounds of catfish from the 
Purchase Area Aquaculture 
Association, a co-op of fanners 
that raises grain-fed catfish in 
more than 400 acres of water. 
That co-op and others were 
started to help the state's farm­
ers. who have watched as the 
market for tobacco shrivel. 

The Kentucky-bred catlish 
will replace basa, a fish import­
ed from Vietnam. But Hisle said 
the pond-raised catfish will be 
limited to the menu, and won't 
he served on the parks' buffets. 
He said the buffet fish would be 
replaced by the catfish if the 
price becomes more competi­
tive. 

Dale Roberts. manager of the 
Purchase area co-op headquar­
tered in Tri City. said the co-op 
pricing could drop through ~ffi­
ciency and growth of the organi­
zation. Currently, 56 members 
produce about 5.000 pounds of 
tish daily. 

Along with the parks, state 
prisons have also agreed to 'erve 
the Kentucky-raised catfish. 

The state has put up $4 mil­
lion in tobacco settlement 
money to help farmers get start­
ed in aquaculture. Much of the 
money has gone to western 
Kentucky. 

Agriculture. Commissioner 
Billy Ray Smith said fanners 

might also benefit from an addi­
tional $25 million set aside by 
the state to help farmers find 
other products to compensate for 
declines in t11e tobacco market. 

The state Department of 
Agriculture is plunning a stud) 
to determine the :-;ize of the mar­
ket for Kl!ntucky fish. -,hrimp 
and other aquaculture products. 
Smith said. 

"We don't really kno'' how 
large the market potential is.'' he 
said. "It will help us in our mar-
1-.eting efforts and determine 
how much we can expand grow­
ing and production facilities."

Little League site provides details 
on conducting background 
checks for Volunteers 

WILLIAMSPORT, Pa. 
Little League Baseball's Internet 
web site (www.littleleague.org) 
now provides local league 
administrators in the U.S. with 
recommendations for conduct­
ing background checks on its 
volunteers. 

Little League is the world's 
largest organized youth sports 
program, with about 2.7 million 
baseball and softball players 
ages 5-18 in the U.S. There are 
about I million adult Little 
League volunteers in local Little 
Leagues. including managers, 
coaches. umpires and league 
administrators. 

A new section of the Little 
League web site now lists rec­
ommendations from the attor­
neys general from most U.S. 
states that responded to a 
request from Little League 
Baseball International 
Headquarters. The address is: 
www.littleleague.org/allabout/b 
ackgroundchecks.htm. 

Each attorney general was 
asked to provide his or her 
state's recommendation on the

Keener, president and chief 
executive officer of Little 
League Baseball. said. "While 
we realize that no screening 
process can ever be I 00 percent 
effective, we believe this will be 
a useful tool in helping our local 
leagues prevent future 
tragedies." 

The new infonnation on con­
ducting background checks 
through Little League's web site 
is part of the Little League Child 
Protection Program, which has 
been in place since 1998. The 
program gives advice to local 
league administrators on how to 
spot potential child abusers, 
educating the league on recog­
nizing the warning signs of 
abuse. Details of the program 
are also available on the Little 

Tulane game.

Each ind1vidual 
local Little League should tailor 
their own system to the proce­
dures allowed and recommend­
ed in their state. using the Little 
League background check infor­
mation as a starting point." 

Mr. Keener added that access 
to the Little League Background 
Check Database is not limited to 
chartered Lillie League pro­
grams. 

"This program is available to 
anyone, anywhere. who has 
access to the Internet," he said. 
"Whether it's another baseball 
or softball program. or any other 
sport or youth activity, we want 
to share this infonnation with 
anyone who has the best inter­
ests of children in mind."

The appearance of Marvin

Wildlife biologists are available 
to work with interested individuals 
or groups on properties of 5 acres 
or more that they own or have 
management rights on. This pro­
gram helps create suitable habitats 
that benefit local wildlife popula­
tions and dcmon~trate to others the 
value of such improvements. The 
teChnical assistance is designed to 
help participants to meet their 
goals. 'There is no obligation for 
participation in this program. 

The Habitat Improvement 
Program can provide n link to 
available funds and other assis­
tance offered by state, federal, and 
private agencies. There are many 
opportunities to receive technical 
assistance and even financial assis­
tance through a variety of pro­
gmrm. for incorpor.lling wildlife 
habitat improvement project., into 
ongoing farming oper-ations and 
other land management systems. 

Funding for habitat improve­
ment projccL'i is dependent upon 
how the projects will benefit 
wildlife. Availability of funds is 
al!-to subject to annual changes in 
fedcr.tl and ~tate appropriations. 
Eligible projects must be approved 
before they are bcgup. Some com­
monly recommended practices 
include fescue erndication, benefi­
cial grass establi:-.hmcnt, shallow­
wetland creation. and tree or shrub 
planting.

Cancer clusters 
Question: What is a 
cancer cluster? 

AA cunl:cr clu~tcr occurs when there is an 
unusually high number of cases of cancer 
within a group of people, a geographic 

area, or a period of time. Cancer clusters may be 
suspected when people report that several family 
members, friends, neighbors, or coworkers have 
been diagnosed with the same or related 
cancer(s) 

Whenever someone reports a suspected can­
cer cluster. scientists use their knowledge of dis­
ea~s. em ironmental science, lifestyle factors. 
and biosUitistics in their investigation. h is very 
difficult to pro\e that a cluster exists. Most 
reported cancer clusters are not shown to be true 
clusters. 

A true cancer cluster 1s likely to involve: 
• Man> cases of one type of cancer, rather 

than several different types. 
• A rare cancer, rather than a common one. 
• An increased number of cases of a certain 

cancer 111 an age g roup that is not usually affect· 
ed by that type of cancer. 

• Expo:;urc to u substance that already has 
been proven to have the ability to cause cancer. 

• A number of cases significantly greater 
than the number that would be expected to occur 
normally withm a given group of people. 

Suspected cancer clusters may he reported to 
local or state heallh departments. The department 
will investigate the repon, often with help from 
federal agencies

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Son had rare 'statues migraine,' 
needs to plan for next attack 
however. In addition, muscles, blood 
vessels and other sb\lctures of the face 
have pain nerve endings that when irri­
tated are perceived as a "headache.'' 

nausea and generally feel absolutely mis­
erable. Some individuals lose vision. 
have numbness, are unable 10 properly 
move a body part. or have other signs 
that would in someone without a history 
of migraine suggest the presence of a 
stroke or other serious neurologic disor­
der. 

he received good care and was able to 
come home in only a few days. 

After a migraine it is not uncommon 
to have some confusion for a while . 
After status migraine, this period can last 
for several days. I imagine that your son 
has returned to his nonnal state by now. 

Qul"Stion: Our 31 year old son has 
had migramc headaches since he was 
three } ears old. Sometimes he has diffi­
culty talking or getting up when he has 
an attack He has seen many doctors 
wuh th1s problem over the years and has 
also had many "nonnal" MRis. They 
alv. a)" come back With the same diagno­
SIS mrgnune. Jn Occobcr he had a 
headache that became so severe he 
couldn't get out of bed. cat or drink. and 
then he began talking "out of his head." 
We took hun to the hospital. where he 
was admllted to the psychiauic ward. 
After four days he was almost back to his 

old self so they released him. He does 
seem to still have a hit of confusion, 
though. He thinks that we bought all 
new furniture while he was gone even 
though nothiftg has changed. Is this type 
of migraine attack common? 

The current theory of migraine says 
that the disorder is uiggered by a brief 
narrowing within the blood vessels sup­
plying the brain followed by a swelling 
of them. This process stimulates the 
nerve endings within the vessels and, 
thereby, creates pain. At the same time, 
a poorly understood temporary dysfunc­
tion is activated within the brain itself. 
Together these changes within both the 
blood vessels and the brain produce the 
migraine headache symptoms. 

About 50 percent of migraine suffer­
ers have symptoms that precede the 
attack of pain. Sleepiness, blurred or 
otherwise distoned vision, numbness or 
tingling usually in an arm or leg, and 
confusion are common examples. When 
the headache begins. it is on one side of 
the head only. It is usually quite intense 
and made worse by physical activity. 
bright light or by noise. Many suffer 

Most migraine attacks subside within 
three days if no treatment i'> used That 
is a long time to suffer! The prolonged 
attack and severe neurological symp­
toms that your son experienced is more 
than a common migraine. His attack is 
called a status migraine. and it requires 
prompt hospitali7.ation and the adminis­
tration of the proper mt..~ication. 

An important thing for your son to do 
is to talk to his doctor about the benefit of 
takjng medicine and adjusting his 
lifestyle to prevent or reduce the fre­
quency of future attacks. This is also 
good advice for any migraine sufferer. In 
addition, your son should develop a 
treatment plan for any additional attacks 
that he may have. and this plan should be 
communicated to the appropriate family 
members. Answer: Migraine headaches are 

common, but your son's form is quite 
rnrc. Before 1 talk more about his prob­
lem. I want to tell vou about the more 
common forms of this disorder.

of time the family members have 
been in distress. the intensity of 
their problems. and their level of 
motivation versus the intensity of 
the pain needed to tolemte the 
change. the length of time 
required for reawnable solutions. 
and the various methods of treat­
ment. The last family, Ruth and 
her 28-year-old son Adam. 
sounded so entrenched in their 
problems when she staned com­
ing about six weeks ago. The bot­
tom line was that Ruth had final­
ly concluded that she and her 
husband were better off giving 
Adam $100 every morning for 
his drugs. rather than expecting 
him to be ·•on his own." "If we 
didn't help him, then he would be 
stealing and doing other illegal 
stuff so that we would then have 
to get him out of jail aud pay for 
lawyers." Ruth has gained lot-; of 
insight into how she and his 
father are keeping the situation 
going, they are slowly doing liule 
changes, and they have told 
Adam a deadline for when they 
will no longer give him the 
money. As expected, Ruth 
acknowledges how hard she 
thinks it will be for her to keep 
her word and not give in, since 
Adam has agreed on a date and 
place that he will go for detox. 
Her frequent question is. ''But 
when you are a parent, arcn 't you 
suppose to help your child?" 

So many books have been 
written and so much research hao; 
been done about parent-child 
relationships and children's nor­
mal growth and development­
physically. emotionally, and men­
tally. There has been a great effon 
to teach parents the value of sup­
paning and allowing children to 
appropriately meet the challenges 
faced with each age level. The 
bottom line is that parents need to 
learn to set consistent boundaries 
and maintain sb\lcture for the 
child at every age. If the adult 
cannot be reac;onable in their par­
enting techniques due to their 
own emotional distress. then the 
adult is the one with the problem 
and needs the professional help. 
It is best not to put it off. It cer­
tainly is eac;ier to change a child's 
habits at 2 years old. than it is 
cope with the trials and tribula­
tions of another adult, who hap­
pens to be your child.

Another study in the Journal of 
the American Dietetic 
Assoc1ation looked at the role of 
goal-setting in increasing people's 
consumption of dietary fiber. At 
the start of this study, the partici­
panlo; averaged 10 to 13 grams of 
fiber a day, typical of the U.S. 
population. but well below the 
recommended 20 to 35 grams a 
day. Rather than trying to reach 
the ideal level right away. peo­
ple in the study were instructed 
to first aim for adding just five 
grams to their current levels, 
and then increase the goal each 
week by five more grams, until 
the ultimate goal was met. This 
same approach could be used to 
gradually increase your target 
ed servings of vegetables and

fruits. extend your exercise 
time, or gradually decrease 
your weekly tally of sweets or 
alcoholic dnnks. 

The process of goal-sening 
seemed to be the most impor­
tant part of the overall process 
of behavior change. 
Nevertheless. most researchers 
on behavior change recom­
mend that you also find a way 
to monitor your progress. 
Whether mentally or on paper, 
keeping tabs of how you are 
doing each day gives you the 
chance to identify the kind of 
problems that arise as you try 
to change, and to then come up 
with ways that get around those 
problems. 

Monitoring progress also 
gives you concrete reminders 
of progress toward your goal. 
Building confidence in your 
ability to do somcthins makes 
it more likely you will succeed.
