Magoflin, Johnson and Martin counties­
m regard to assessment fees "hich were 
delinquent. But n past due debt from L.J. 
Miller Inc. may be a more pressing issue. 

Accx)rding to a linancial audit presented 
during the agency's last rt!gular meeting. 
lhe cities of Salyersville and Inez, as well 
as Martin County had failed to pay their 
$1.500 assessment fees for several years 
individually. These Jate fees totaled at 
$18.000. 

But $18,000 is not the worst of 1t for 
Big Sandy ADD. 

Another sore spot for the district was 

the recent shutdown of Pike County wood 
manufacturer L.J. Miller Inc. 

The company isn't the only business 
listed with outstanding loan payments due 
in regard to Big Sandy ADD's Revolving 
Loan Fund, which was funded by 
$457,500 from the U.S. Department of 
Commerce. Econom1c Uevelopmcnt 
Administration and matched in local cash 
with $152,500 from various banks. But of 

the live others listed, U Miller Inc. was 
well over $100,000 further indebted than 
the ne.xt highest obligated business. 

L.J. Miller Inc .. which had not yet 
begun its repayment process, accessed the 
$200,000 revolving loan from Big Sandy 
ADD in February 2001 with the promise of 
paymg the loan back in monthly mstall-

'Angel in Fatigues'

One of West Virginia's most 
famous natives and the nation's 
most decorated female veteran 
has made her home in 
Prestonsburg. Colonel Ruby 
Bradley. now 93 years old, has 
become a resident of the 
Prestonsburg Health Care Center 
after living a long life that has 
been filled with selfless service 
and a commendable dedication to 
preserving human life. 

Col. Ruby Bradley, a native of 
West Virginia, was born 
December 19. 1907. in Spencer. 
W.Va. 

Bradley served a~ a nurse in 
World War II where she was a 

prisoner of war for 37 months in a 
Japanese prison camp in Manila. 
where she was known as the 
"Angel in Fatigues" at the Santo 
Tomas Internment Camp. 

Bradley shrank to 86 pounds as 
she slowly starved so children 
could eat .

At the end of 37 monlhs in cap· 
tivity, she had assisted in 230 
major operations and the delivery 
of J 3 American babies.

FRANKFORT - A House 
committee donunated by 
Democrats voted Thesday to 
appro\e n new version of a 
redistricting bill. Its apportion­
ment of Kentucky House dis­
trict would divide 27 counties_ 
four more than absolutely neces­
sary. 

By contrast. a plan drawn up 
by the Republican minority 

91 
would di\ ide the mimmum 23 
counties. An ideal I lou e district 
would have 40.4 I 8 residents- l 
percent of the Kentucky popula­
tion. 

The Democratic plan con­
tarns three districts that exceed 
the 1deal by more than the 5 per­
cent deviation that couns have 
generally established. 

House Speaker Jody 
Richards, the plan's main spon-

~or. smd the more important 
characteristic is that the differ­
ence in population bet\\ een 
largest district and smalle~t is no 
more than I 0 percent. 

"We think it will pass 
muster." Richards told the State 
Go\ ernment Committee, 
defending the divisions. "The 
counties don't cooperate some­
times and divide themselves into 
neat packages of 40.000 resi­
dents. 

The Democratic plan would 
divide six small counties 
between <Ji,tricts - Rowan, 
Wolfe, Spencer. Harlan, Letcher 
and Trigg. The original 
Democratic House plan divided 
26 counties; Wolfe was added to 
the list in the version made pub­
lic Tue~dny.

At 1 sue is the 1993 deadl ine 
that Congress set for the Social 
Security commissiOner to deter­
mine which coal companies 
would be responsible for bene· 
fi ts, and to whom. 

That dcterminntion was made 
for about 7,500 miners alter the 
deadline expired As a result. the 
6th U.S. Ci rcuit Court of 
Appeals ruled the designation 
wac; 1mproper. 

The Supreme Court will 
review two cases from that 
appeals court. If the government 

• loses. 11 rna} have to repay mil­
hom. that companies spent on 

premiums and then figure out 
how to cover future c.osts 

It "ould cause "significant 
disruption to the funding 
scheme set up by Congress to 
protect the health care benefits 
of tens of thou. and~ of retired 
coal nuners and their depen­
dents.'' Solicitor General 
Theodore B. Obon. repre entmg 
the Bush administration, said in 
court filings. 

Court records ~how that the 
Social Security Administration 
missed the deadline because 1t 
was not given money to handle 
the matter until 80 da) s before 
the time expired. 

Justices are already review­
ing a separ.tte coal mining case, 
also involving health c:are bene­
ti ts for retirees under the I 992 
hl\\ . In Massanari v. Sigmon 
Coal Co., the issue is whether a 
coal company that buys another 
one can be held responsible for 
the costs of he:llth insurance for 
retired employees of the prede­
cessor company. 

The case~ are Barnhart v. 
Peabody Coal Co .. 01-705. and 
Holland \, Bellaire Corp., 01-
7 15.

No excuse for 
not chipping in 

As \\e repor1ed in Sunday' Floyd County Times, not all mem­
bers of the Big Sandy Arcn Development District are pulling their 
weight. and th.tt is inexcusable. 

Members of B1g Sand) ADD include Floyd. Johnson, Pike. 
Martin and Magnllin countit!l't and their county seats. As a price of 
mernbc1 ship. those members arc charged $1.500 a year -a price 
"O 111inimal in compari~on to local government budgets as to be 
trivial. 

But an audit of B1g Sandy ADD shows that two cities and one 
county have found the cost to be !'Ill trivial that they haven't both­
ered to pay it. 

Since 1996. Mrutin County lm~ skipped out on its dues three 
Limes, \\ hilc the city of Inez hw; missed four payments. The city of 
Salycrr-\ llle. meanwhile. hns not paid the fee at aU. 

To make matle~ worse. the amount of the non-payments could 
ha\C been higher. Jn 1996. faced with a similar problem of dead­
beat mcmberl'!, B1g S<mdy ADD forgave all delinquent payments 
and ga\e n members a chance to start over with a dean slate. 

It would perhaps be understandable if those communities could 
argue that they do not recci\c anything for the money they are 
asked to contrihute each year. hut that is clearly not the case. Just 
taking a look at some of 1he things Big Sandy ADD has helped 
accomplish proves that point. 

Martin County ~md lllcz. in pru1icular. have seen a tremendou~ 
retum on the money they have been asked to pay. through Big 
Sandy ADD'~ v.nrk in helping bring the federal prison currently 
under con~tmction in Marlin County and in fom1ing the Honey 
Branch Industrial Authority. Big Sandy ADD has petformcd count­
Jess hour~ of l)flen behind-the-scenes work in order to get those 
projects off the ground. 

But besides ai!Lhat. Big Sandy ADD is a professional organiza­
tion which gl\ e.., ih members 'aluable technical ao;;sistance they 
would othe.1wtse not hme. Anytime there is a project involving 
new \\ ater lmes. new sewer hnes or new economic development, it 
is a good bet that Big S:mdy ADD is 'omcwhere in the back­
ground. helping to write grants or provtding data needed to write 
grant!'> for the money to accomplio;;h those project<;. 

We would bet thclt if Martin County, Inez and Salyersville were 
threatened \\ ith the lo!;s of all the services Big Sandy ADD pro­
vides. they would lind a way to make their payments.

''I frankly don't know what 
the circumstances were behind 
the plant closing," said Runyon. 
··we do feel hopeful that we can 
put someone else in that build­
ing and retain those jobs and 
expand the business." 

Runyon further explained 
that meeting dates were being 
scheduled to take a closer look 
at the company'<> failing. consid­
ering L.J. Miller Inc. was slated 
to provide local residents an 
eslimated 150 jobs within the 
next five years and was expect­
ed to be one step in many toward 
expansion and growth. But 
Runyon added that those meet~ 
ings would focus primarily on 
the continued search for another 
manufacturer. 

"We all hope to learn from 
our mistakes." said Runyon 
l\1onday. "But we want to move 
forward and continue to create 
jobs through this project." 

Big Sandy ADD's funding of 
$200,000 toward the L.J. Miller 
project came as just one part of 
the total cost of the project -
$2.7 million. Saad explained 
that the project was originally a 
$I million project. the base cost 
of the 50,000 ~quare foot "spec" 
building Cover agreed to use for 
hil. factory. But because he had 
v.antcd a 35.000 square foot 
facility, sought out additional 
funding to make needed changes 
to the building to accommodate 
the company's needs. 

Thi., resulted in another $1.7 
million in funding, $200,000 of 
which came from Big Sandy 
ADD, which was used primarily 
for construction costs. much of 
which wa~ spearheaded with 
input and suggestions from 
Cover. 

Pro\ iding a percentage of 
funding costs is something the 
agenc) often does with projects 
to "fill in the gaps in funding."

Cover, who relocated with 
his family from Montana to 
begin the wood manufacturing 
company, also offered critcism 
about the local workforce in 
closing statements \\ hich have 
stirred some concern. most 
notably wil11 Gibson, who gave 
a public rebuttaJ of the state­
ments during Big Sandy ADD's 
most recent regular meeting. 

"I don't want the statements 
made about the quality of the 
workforce here in Eastern 
Kentucky to spread across the 
country." said Gibson at the 
time, who explained there had 
been numerous calls from peo­
ple interested in putting busi­
nesses in the abandoned build­
ing. "Even when he (Cover) 
would make changes and buy 
new equipment for new designs, 
the workers there would still 
produce the number of units 
required ... Our people here are 
smart and show up for work and 
are trainable."

1\nd 
continuing to work as a nurse 
after her retirement from the 
army. Bradley has led an honor­
able and exciting life that almost 
anyone would be proud of. 

She has been awarded 34 
medals and many other honor:s as 
recognition of her contribution to 
the preservation of human life. 
Yet Col. Ruby Bradley humbly 
related her experiences. showing 
an eagerness to share without 
accrediting herself as a hero.

Bradley expressed apprecia­
tion for the medals that have 
been awarded to her despite her 
understanding of what the 
medals represent.

Report them to 
authorities who perhaps can 
help them get anger-manage­
ment training. It's dangerous to 
kids. bo£h mentally and physi­
cally, when they have to deal 
with adults who want to emulate 
Bobby Knight.

Sports should be fun for all 
concerned. Winning isn't as 
important as learning to play by 
the rules. to practice good 
sportsmanship. to respect your 
opposition. to understand your 
strengths and weaknesses. to 
deal with both success and fail­
ure, to team discipline. and to be 
an unsellish team player.
