Former fire department treasurer
accused of embezzlement in lawsuit

BETSY LAYNE — A lawsuit
filed in Floyd Circuit Court
against Betsy Layne Fire
Department Treasurer Glen
Donovan Burgess and his wife
Delores Burgess accuses the
long-serving treasurer of that
department of stealing money
from the fire department while
engaged in his official duties.

The lawsuit, filed by Harold
attorney Craig Dayvis, includes
Burgess' wife as the fire depart-
ment feels she may jointly hold
accounts with Burgess which
could be deposited in accounts
related to the couple’s business,
East Kentucky Printing.

Included in the suil is a con-
fessional letter allegedly written

by Burgess and sent to fire chief
George Ed Clark II on Sept. 10
of last year.

In the letter Burgess allegedly
asks for Clark's forgiveness and
help, saying, 1 am so sorry for
what | have done to this commu-
nity, the men of the fire depart-
ment and especially to you for
someone that put friendship and
trust in me.”

Burgess went on to offer some
explanation for his actions say-
ing that he was “sick” and had
been in “pain” for some time.

“I know now from last month
I am sick ..." wrote Burgess. “But
knowing what has to happen I
cannot go on with the pain that I
have had for sometime now ...
Last month I tried to kill myself
before all of this came out ... and
now I'm under a doctor's care.”

Burgess went on to say that
his alleged taking of funds from
the fire department was some-
thing he had talked about other
people doing and could not
“believe™ he had done so him-
self, adding that the “pressure”
had gotten to him.

Burgess finished his letter by
asking that his wife be excluded
as he claimed she had no part in
his wrongdoings, as well as issu-
ing a plea for Clark to offer for-
giveness and help -and giving a
promise to make amends.

“What I"'m asking is for you to
forgive me, not (forget) what 1
have done which is wrong, but
forgive me and help me,” wrote
Burgess. “... In the next weeks 1
will pay every penny back to fire

Stumbo floating
idea for ‘slots’

at tracks, casinos
elsewhere

FRANKFORT — House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo
is floating the idea of giving race tracks an exclusive right
to operate video slot machines and letting them compete for
full-scale casino licenses.

Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, told reporters Friday that he
has “just an outline of a plan.”

“It does give the race tracks a monopoly on the video
gaming devices. ... But it also calls for some full gaming
licenses that (a) commission could
issue,” Stumbo said.

In his concept, tracks could
apply for the casine licenses, but so
could anyone else, Stumbo said.
However, a track also could veto
any application for a casino within
50 miles of itself — the existing
buffer that protects tracks against
competition from off-track betting
parlors.

An outspoken opponent of
“yideo slots" or any other gam-
bling expansion, the Rev. Nancy Jo
Kemper of the Kentucky Council of Churches, said
Stumbo’s idea seemed calculated to let race tracks open
casinos.

But casinos run by anyone ¢lse would be “bad news for
the race tracks. ... This would just add to their competition,”
Kemper said in a telephone interview.

Stumbo said he wanted race tracks to benefit from any
expanded gambling but did not favor giving them a monop-
oly on anything other than video slots.

He said a “full gaming license™ probably would be viable
only in a populous area on an interstate highway. He also
said any casinos ought logically to be located where they
could compete with the Ohio River boats.

The horse industry is lobbying the General Assembly for
video slots as a way to compete with Indiana and Ilinois
casino boats on the Ohio River.

A study issued earlier this month by two university econ-
omists estimated that the six casino boats took in nearly $1
billion last year. That included $352 million that was lost in
wagering by Kentucky patrons.

The same study cautioned that the figures did not reflect
what Kentucky could reasonably expect to gain if some
‘form of casino gambling were legalized. And it said finan-

Governor Patton announces
primary seatbelt legislation

Governor Patton opened a
press conference today in
Frankfort by asking the ques-
tion, “If you were given the
opportunity to save 75 lives in
Kentucky next year and it would
not cost any money, what would
you do?" The Governor vsed
this question to set the stage for
his announcement that he sup-
ports the primary seatbelt law
that is currently being consid-
ered by the 2002 General
Assembly.

“The facts are very clear on
this issue,” said Patton. “Every
state that has passed a primary
seatbelt law has expenience on
average a |5 percent increase in
seatbelt usage.” The National
Highway Traffic Safety
Association (NHTSA) estimates
that a 15 percent increase in
seatbelt usage would result in
the saving of 75 lives annually
on Kentucky roads,

Joining the Governor were
groups and individuals from
across the state who are respon-
sible for keeping Kentucky
roads safe including, the
Kentucky Transportation
Cabinet (KYTC), the Kentucky
State Police(KSP), Kentucky
Association  of  Highway

Contractors, Kentuckians for
Better Transportation, and the
Kentucky Hospital Association.

“The National Transportation
Safety Board has advised us that
enacting a primary seat belt law
is the most effective thing we
can do to improve the safety of

Kentucky’s highways,” said
James C. Codell, KYTC
Secretary.

Kentucky has one of the high-
est fatality rates in the United
States and one of the lowest
seatbelt usage rates, currently at
62 percent vs. & national average
of 73 percent. Last year over
40,000 people died in highway
crashes in this country, 846 in
Kentucky. It is estimated that
11,000 of these lives could have
been saved if seatbelts had been
WOTTL

Traffic fatalities cost the
commonwealth over $5.4 billion
annually in medical costs, lost
wages, administrative costs,
property damage, employer
costs and quality of life loss.
“Being required to wear a seat
belt is nothing more than a rule
we must follow to insure that we
practice our driving privilege
safely for ourselves and those
we love,” said Secretary Codell.

According to the NHTSA,
states that have been successful
in increasing their seatbelt usage
and reducing highway fatalities
have adopted a three-pronged
approach, which includes educa-
tion, legislation and enforce-
ment. “The reasons people do
not wear seatbelts are imbedded
in our culture,” said KSP
Commissioner Ishmon Burks.
“Cultural changes require alter-
ing peoples’ behavior which is
impossible to do unless you take

this three-pronged approach.”

Under Kentucky's current
mandatory seatbelt law, motorist
must be stopped for some other
reason before they can be cited
for violation of the seatbelt law.
“Our current law does not allow
us to execute the enforcement
aspect of an approach that will
effectively increase seatbelt
usage,” said Patton.

The Kentucky State Police and
the Kentucky Transportation
Cabinet worked together during
the 2000 General Assembly to get
a stricter DUI law passed in the
state that resulted in increasing the
blood alcohol ratio to 08. The
new law went into effect in
October of 2000 and resulted in a

26 percent decrease in alcohol
related fatalities during the first
twelve months of it's enactment.
“This increase was accomplished
without any increase in enforce-
ment,” stated Commissioner
Burks. “Clearly legislation is a
key component in changing
behavior and if the results of our
DU legislation are any measure, a
primary seatbelt law would result
in an increase in voluntary com-
pliance of seatbelt usage which
would reduce fatalities and serious
injuries.”

The primary seatbelt law is
being sponsored by
Representative Jodie Haydon and,
if passed, would add only one
change to the current law by delet-

ing the provision that requires
motorists to be stopped for some
other reason before they can be
cited for yiolation of the mandato-
ry seat belt law.

“It is already the law In
Kentucky to wear a seat belt,”
said Haydon. “This new provi-
sion would allow law enforcement
officers to actually enforce it,”

Governor Patton ended the
press conference by urging all
Kentuckians to contact their leg-
islators, “I encourage you to
write or call your state legisla-
tors today to support this bill,”
said Patton. “Your action may
just well save the life of a fami-
ly member, friend, neighbor or
even yourself.”

Governor announces support of legislation to
expand housing opportunities for Kentucky families

Governor Paul E. Patton
announced last week his support
of two legislative initiatives that
will make affordable housing
available to thousands more
Kentuckians and will infuse mil-
lions of dollars inte the
Kentucky housing market,

According to Governor

Patton, “These are the types of

initiatives that will continue to
move us forward on our 20 year
mission to raise the quality of
life and standard of living in
Kentucky above the national
average."”

The first initiative, SB 45
sponsored by Sen. Johnny Ray
Turner (D), repeals the state-
imposed income limits on
Kentucky Housing Corporation

(KHC) homeownership loans.
By allowing KHC to utilize fed-
eral income limits instead of the
state-imposed limits established
in 1986, an additional 1,000
Kentucky households could
receive KHC's below market-
rate mortgage financing. KHC
averages about 2,400 home
loans per year. Al an average
loan amount of $75,000, these
additional mortgages would
annually generate $75,000,000
more in Kentucky’s housing
market.

Redistricting efforts break
down; courts likely to decide

FRANKFORT — The Senate
finally acted on redistricting
Friday, then negotiations with the
House broke down almost as soon
as they began, likely leaving new
legislative and congressional
boundaries up to the courts,

House Democratic  Floor
Leader Greg Swumbo of
Prestonsburg said the refusal of
Senate Republicans to undertake
maore in-depth negotiations will
leave them on shaky ground when
they try to convince a judge to
draw boundaries they like.

“Tt would be an obvious signal
that the Senate doesn’t want to pass
a redistricting plan,” Stumbo said.

Senate  President  David
Williams said the GOP showed its
willingness to take on redistricting
by accepting the House plan.
House Democrats refused to
embrace the Senate plan passed
Friday.

“If they can't accept the Senate
plan, then the courts will decide it,”
Williams said. “They were the
ones that forced the impasse by not
accepting our plan.”

The sniping that has accompa-
nied redistricting did not end with
the debate.

“The Republicans are upset
because they're not getting their
way.” said Sen. Emesto Scorsone,
D-Lexington. “Once again, they're
creating the mess themselves.”

Senate Democrats said the

redistricting plan favored by the
Republicans rips apart the political
landscape. Sen. Ray Jones, D-
Pikeville, would find himself rep-
resenting a district of Franklin and
Woodford counties in  the
Bluegrass.

Sen. Dan Seum, whose switch
from Democratic to Republican
registration helped give the GOP
its first-ever majority in the Senate,
would find his district drawn com-
pletely anew in Jefferson County.
The only precinct remaining from
his current district would be the
one where he lives.

Scorsone said the plan showed
disdain for voters. “What about
facing people you've tumed your
back on?” he said.

The Senate, which has sat on
the redistricting sidehnes for the
first three weeks of the Generl
Assembly session, acted quickly
this week. A Thursday moming
meeting of the State Government
Committee was the first public dis-
closure of the Senate Republican
plan.

Early Friday moming, a special
meeting was called where Senate
Republicans unveiled and passed a
redistricting plan for the six
Congressional districts,

Senate  President  David
Williams and GOP floor leader
Dan Kelly refused requests 1o
delay a vote so Democrats could
offer amendments.

Having found little relief
from mainstream (reatments,
May resorted 1o the ancient
Oriental practice to try to relieve
her chronic headaches,

“I was very surprised how lit-
tle pain there was,” May said,
describing how an accupunctur-
ist' inserted a thin needle
between May's right thumb and
forefinger. then went on to insert
other needles. “You really don't
feel the prick of the needle. The
headache was much worse.”

It's a procedore that's
unavailable at Foxhollow health
clinic in Oldham County, where
May works. Foxhollow would
like to offer acupuncture for
people seeking relief from a
myriad of maladies, but is wait-
ing for action by the Kentucky
General Assembly before hiring
an acupuncturist.

A bill introduced in the
Kentucky House would recog-
nize the practice of acupuncture.
The state would license
acupuncturists like other health
professionals and set standards
for their care.

Kentucky doctors and chiro-
practors already can perform
acupuncture as part of their
practices. But Keniucky is
among only a handful of states
that don’t recognize acupunctur-
ists,

The bill's sponsor said she
has heard from doctors
statewide who would like to
refer patienls t0 acupuncturists
to treat pain.

“] think this creates a tool for
medical doctors to enhance their
services to their patients,” said

Rep. Joni Jenkins, D-Shively.

Under the bill, an acupunc-
turist would need a referral from
a doctor or would have consult
with the doctor before treating a
patient,

“There was never any inten-
tion for this to replace your fam-
ily doctor.” Jenkins said.

To become licensed in
Kentucky, acupuncturists would
have to meet standards that
include two full years of train-
ing, she said.

Acupuncture originated in
China over 5,000 years ago, its
healing powers based on balanc-
ing the flow of life energy
throughout the body.

The life energy circulates
along 12 major pathways, called
meridians, each linked to organ
systems, according o acupunc-
ture theory, Inserting special
needles into acupoints — just
under the skin — within the
meridian system can rebalance
energy flow, relieving pain and
restoring health.

Katrina Morris, administrator
of a Foxhollow clinic. said
acupuncture and other Oriental
treatments like herbal medicine
can complement mainstream
medicine, relieving pain and
rebuilding the body’s immunity

The bill has run into resis-
tance from the powerful
Kentucky Medical Association.
A KMA leader said the bill has
shortcomings.

“Most notably, KMA cannot
support the bill because it does
not require physician supervi-
sion of acupuncturists,” said Dr,
Preston P.  Nunnelley, a
Lexington physician and chair-
man of the KMA's Commitlee
of Legislative  Activities.
“There’s more than a little doubt
about the referral process that
would be established.”

The KMA is working with
the bill's supporters to try to

One bill would allow as few
as a quarter of registered voters
in a defined area (o petition to be
“stricken” from their county and

to join another. If the fiscal courts

in the affected area.

But the Kentucky
Constitution requires secession
issues to be decided in a county-
wide referendum, as it was for
LeCompte’s Bottom in 1980,
when Henry Countians declined
to let it go. So, the other bill is a
proposed constitutional amend-
ment fo permit an election in only
the affected area.

Judge-executives of

both
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counties — Henry County’s
Tommy Bryant and Franklin
County’s Teresa Barton — are
supportive of a switch for
LeCompte's Bottom.

“I think nobody wants to give
up part of the county,” Bryant
said. “But if it's best for the peo-
ple, that's what ought to be
done.” For residents of the bol-
tom, “the services can be better
in Franklin County,” Bryant said.

Henry County cannot keep
roads open in LeCompte's
Bottom in winter; il pays
Franklin County to plow them,
Bryant said. In addition, resi-
dents of the bottom pay $52 per
quarter to have their garbage
picked up by Franklin County’s
contractor.

But Kathy Verhey said it is
water service — or lack of it —
that is “the burning issue with all
of us.”

Because of terrain. there is no
realistic hope that Henry County
water lines ever will reach the
bottom, the Verheys said.
Franklin County’s lines are with-
in about two miles,

Jo Bisk, a neighbor whose
family has lived in the botiom
since receiving a land grant fol-
lowing the War of 1812, said she
opposes changing counties.

“1 think our taxes would prob-
ably be higher in Franklin
County, and I'm not eager to pay
higher taxes,” said Bisk, who
raises hay and cattle but who dri-
ves to Lexington for her job as a
nurse at the Veterans' Affairs hos-
pital.

"l don't think being on
Franklin County’s tax rolls is
going to make Lexington any
closer to me," Bisk said.

State Sen. Marshall Long of
Shelbyville, whose district con-
tains Henry and Franklin coun-
tes, miroduced the new legisla-
tion. The exact number was
unclear, but it appeared it would
allow a handful of people to
decide the fate of LeCompte's
Bottom.

The Verheys say there are 17
property owners in the bottom,
some of whom no longer live
there. Henry County Clerk
Juanita Lashley said the bottom
is part of Gest Precinct, which
has 178 registered voters,

The chairman of the commit-
tee that will take up Long’s bills,
Republican Sen. Albert Robinson
of London, said he was “for the
concept” but does not want to
make the law (oo loose.

Overnighted

Jody Richards, the speaker of the Kentucky House of
Representatives, demonstrated a mastery of understatement with his
comment on Churchill Downs sending legislators more than $15,000
in campaign contributions by overnight courier just before the 2002
session opened in Frankfort.

“It wasn't the wisest thing,” Richards said.

The reaction of Sen. Bob Leeper, one of about two dozen lawmak-
ers who received last-minute contributions from the racetrack’s politi-
cal action committee, was more emphatic and more telling.

“I was shocked when I opened up the package and saw the $1,000
check,” the Paducah Republican told the Sun. “l immediately put it in
another envelope and returned it.”

Leeper and a number of other legislators refuse campaign contribu-
tions during a legislative session. The Paducah Republican also does
not accept campaign money in the month preceding a session.

The practice of declining campaign contributions during sessions of
the General Assembly is mostly symbolic. After all, legislators grate-
fully accept them most of the time.

But symbolism in this case is important because it helps to mitigate
the appearance that contributors are trying to buy votes on specific
issues pending in the General Assembly.

Churchill Downs blundered by using such a crude, ethically dubi-
ous tactic in a year in which the horse racing industry is lobbying leg-
islators to approve the placement of slot machines at racetracks.

The tracks claim betting at out-of-state casinos threatens Kentucky's
“signature industry.”

Leeper, Richards and at least three other legislators who received
contributions fromn Churchill Downs said they retumed the money.

Churchill Downs officials said the contributions were legal. We
assume that’s the case, but the appearance of “Fed Exing” checks to
legislators a few days before the session opens is terrible. It shows a
lack of respect for lawmakers and the legislative process.

Churchill Downs gave $33,000 to political candidates and the
Democratic and Republican parties in the last four months of 2001,
compared with contributions totaling less than $26,000 in the previ-
ous two years, according to The Courier-Journal,

So far, Churchill’s big-money campaign for slots isn’t paying off.
Both Richards and Senate President David Williams said they didn’t
see a lot of enthusiasm among lawmakers for expanding gambling
opportunities in the state.

Slot machines could produce welcome revenue for the state, but
lawmakers surely understand that suckering more Kentuckians into
gambling away their paychecks doesn’t conform to high ideals of pub-
lic service. :

Also, the racetracks’ naked grab for more gambling dollars may be
alienating some legislators who would like to find a new revenue
source to lessen the impact of the recession on the state budget.

An industry that claims it faces a dire financial threat and then stuffs
$1,000 campaign contributions into overnight packages needs to work
on its credibility as well as its sense of propriety. The “wisest” course
for lawmakers is to return the checks and trash the proposal for
expanded gambling.

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WWF vs. CNN: Wrestlers outpoint pundits #

In the aftermath of the September
11 terrorist attacks, our leading news-
papers and news networks presented
the views of one hawk after another.
Active and retired generals, CIA offi-
cials and cabinet members, congres-
sional leaders and self-styled terrorism
“experts” urged one form or another of
violent retaliation,

We should listen to such voices, but
not theirs alone. The sad truth is that
the World Wrestling Federation pre-
sented a broader range of viewpoints
on the September 13 edition of
“SmackDown!" than the one encoun-
tered on NBC or CNN (or in the
Washington Post, a purportedly liberal
paper that supplemented its numerous
hard-line columnists with guest essays
by Henry Kissinger and CIA veteran
Vincent Cannistraro).

On “SmackDown!,” each wrestling
match was preceded and followed by
individual statements from WWEF stars,
taped backstage prior to the broadcast.
They stepped oul from behind their
outrageous characters to speak from
the heart about the tragedy, Edge was
the first wrestler to speak, and he
expressed the mixed feelings many
cast-mates surely felt:

“1 don’t know if all of you really
care what Edge, or better yet Adam
Copeland, has to say about this ... And
I actually contemplated whether this
show was the right thing to do ... I
decided that, as the WWF family, we

need to do our job tonight, and our job
is to bring smiles to the faces of all
your families .., This can't be forgot-
ten, it shouldn't be forgotten, and it
never will be forgotten. But if we can
do that, then this show was the right
thing to do. And I'd just like to send
my prayers out to all those affected.”

Over the course of the evening,
wrestlers paid tribute to the heroism of
the rescuers, They grieved for the vic-
tims and their families. Some spoke of
swift and sure refribution for the per-
petrators. Only one wrestler struck a
discordant note, advocating indiscrimi-
nate vengeance: Addressing the terror-
ists directly, Bradshaw declared,
“We're gonna make whatever country’s
hiding you into a stinking parking lot."

Bradshaw is a bright, thoughtful
guy, but he appeared to let his emo-
tions get the best of him. Under the
circumstances, that's certainly under-
standable. :

But another factor may have con-
tributed to his outburst. Bradshaw, who
has appeared on CNBC to discuss
investment strategy, is the only WWF
star with a separate, real-life identity
as a cable-news talking head. What
separates CNBC, MSNBC and Fox
from the WWF is that those channels
encourage their talking airheads to say
irresponsible or outrageous things
while representing themselves.

On CNN or in the Washington Post,
Bradshaw's sentiments would be “bal-
anced"” by another conservative white
male saying that while a moderate

amount of collateral damage (i.e.,
killing of innocent civilians) is accept-
able in avenging the terror attacks,

turning an entire country into a parking*

lot is going too far. On the September
13 “SmackDown!,” the WWF balanced
Bradshaw with Chris Jericho and
Ivory.

“I"d rather be in New York City
going through the rubble and seeing
what I could do to help right now,”
Jericho said. “But since I'm not,
maybe we can help in a different way,
Maybe we can begin with ourselves,
and maybe we can leamn from this and
become a more peaceful nation and a
more peaceful [human] race in the long
run ... I think it's one thing that we've
learned from this is that we never
know what’s gonna happen tomorrow,
in the next five minutes, in the next ten
minutes. And maybe above anything
else, you know, maybe tonight, you
know, hug your loved one a little bit
harder, or give him or her an extra
kiss. Be a little bit nicer to a stranger
on the street. Be a little more kind, a
little more gentle ... Our fate and our
destiny lie in our hands now.”

Former women's champ Ivory
addressed the young people in the
audience: “I don’t want you to be
afraid, and I don't want you to be
judgmental. I just want the children to
know that there are far, far more good
people in this country, in this world,
than there are bad. Amenica is made up

_ Congregation to rebuild wooden synagogue burned by Nazis

RERKELEY, Calif. — A gem
of Jewish architecture that was lost
in the Holocaust could soon rise
again — half’ a world away from

The synagogue in Przedborz,
Poland, was built in 1636 near the
banks of the Pilica River. From the
outside, it looked like a simple
bamn, but inside the massive front
doors was a spectacular sight — a

JACKSON — After an unsuc-
cessful attempt (o seat a jury in
Campton, Renee Miller's trial for
shooting the Wolfe County sheriff
got underway last week in Breathitt

The Breathitt County jury spent
three days of hearing testimony
from a shooting of Sheriff H.V.
“Rocky” Dunn.

On May 7, Renee Miller, 30, of
Campton had called 911 to repont
an alleged break-in at her apart-
ment.

Sheriff Dunn arrived at her
house and found Miller outside
with her two children and in-laws
holding a .25 caliber semiautomat-
ic pistol, Miller's mother, Effie
Sheffield Brewer, was also holding
a shotgun,

During Dunn’s testimony, he
alleged that he got Brewer (o put
down her gun and persuaded Miller
to take the clip out of hers,
According to Dunn, when he went

to retrieve the weapons, Miller
kicked him in the chest and then
shot him.

On May 18, Dunn found the
bullet in his ammunition pouch on
his belt, which saved him from
injuries.

Dr. Harwell Smith, a Clinical
Psychologist, was called o the
stand to festify that Miller was
delusional and mentally il
According to Dr. Smith, Miller had
been taking methamphetamines,
which would increase her instabili-
ty and symptoms of paranoa.

After several hours, the jury
finally made a decision on the case.

Miller received 16 years and six
months, par to be served consecu-
tively, for two counts of third-
degree assault and two counts of
first-degree wanton endangerment
against Sheriff Dunn, second-
degree wanton endangerment for
pointing a gun in front of her chil-
dren, public intoxication, and third-
degree criminal mischief for break-
ing a side window out of a police
vehicle after being arrested.

State  government itself
would adhere to*“*smart growth”
standards under the bill. State
construction projects would be
subject to local planning and
zoning in communities that had
it. Elsewhere, 4 state planning
committee would have to review
proposed project sites.

Rep. Joe Barrows. a
Versailles Democrat and a mem-
ber of House leadership, will
sponsor Patton's legislation.

Being a survivor of domestic
violence: herself, Annette
Mastick knows firsthand the
cycle of abuse and the worries
faced by these women.

Mastick related that a victim
often finds herself in & position
in which she doesn't know
where she will live, how she
will raise her kids if she has any,
or how she will be able 1o keep
the abuser away.

“"Abused women are not
treated with very much respect.”
related Mastick. “Therefore,
they don’t respect themselves.”

Mastick asserted that before
a victim would leave an abuser,
two things had to happen. The

victim would have to realize the
value of herself and she would
have to understand that by
removing herself from the situa-
tion she would be taking the
power away from the abuser.

According 1o Mastick, the
problem could be alleviated by
the passage of laws that make
counseling for the abuser
mandatory, and educational pro-
grams to change the victim’s
belief about deserving abuse.

“In spite of the dynfﬁmlihn
that is prevalent here as well as
everywhere, | believe that the
tight-knit family atmosphere in
this area could serve as a plat-
form to start changing some atti-
tudes toward relationships,”
claimed Mastick.

Burns  treats about 40
patients weekly at her clinic
near San Francisco.
Acupuncture has proven effec-
tive in treating everything from
colds and flu to addictions,
chronic fatigue and infertility,
she said. She also treats cancer
patients, helping build back
their immune systems after

treatment.

“We get the respect equiva-
lent of a primary health-care
provider,” Burns said of
California acupuncturists. “I've
seen 50 many miraculous things
with acupuncture and Chinese
medicine.”

The Foxhollow clinic gets
several calls weekly from peo-
ple asking if it offers acupunc-
ture, clinic officials said.

His ex-wife under-
went acupuncture to relieve pain
and nausea and to rebuild her
immune system while being
treated for breast cancer, That
was 15 years ago, and now she
is free of the disease, Burgess
said.

Burgess takes herbal medi-
cines to fight Lyme's disease.
He said he would like access to
the full array of Chinese medi-
cine.

Duchardt went so far as to
suggest most of the Ford teams
were sandbagging — purposely
going slower than they could
have — during the January tests
in order to induce NASCAR
into making a rules change.

“How could the same teams
that basically dominated with
these rules two years ago strug-
gle so badly during six days of
practice sessions?” he asked. “It
seems obvious that these teams
went to Daytona with an agenda
and a goal of getting some help
that wasn't warranted, and that
is what they received.

“If that is the case, then per-
haps the Pontiac and Chevrolet
teams will have to rethink their
testing strategies in the future.”

On the other side of the
ledger, the Ford teams insisted
there was no sandbagging and

COVINGTON Oil  refiner
Ashland In¢, reported net earnings on
Friday of $38 million, or 54 cents per
share, which fell from $59 million, or
84 cents a share a year ago.

Excluding an $18 million charge,
the Covington-based company reported
a net income of $58 million, or 80 cents
a share, falling short of Wall Street
expectations, which were a projected

B6 cents per share from analysts sur-
veyed by Thomson Financial/First Call.

Ashland said factors contributing to
the decline were ample supply and
wedk demand that squeezed refining
margins late in the quarter.

Refining and sales were the largest
contributor to earnings, though the low-
er margins caused operating profits to
drop 32 percent, from $144 million a
year ago to $98 million for the first
quarter of 2002,

“While a seasonal decline in mar-
ging is not uncommon, the drop in
December was far sharper than usual
due to ample product inventories and
reduced demand resulting from the
recession and warmer than normal
weather,” said Ashland chairman and
CEO Paul W. Chellgren.

Chellgren said the declines in the
company's chemical business were off-
set by strong quarters from Valvoline
and the company's highway construc-

tion business.

Valvoline’s operating  income
increased to 511 million, up 10 percent
from last year's $10 million. Chellgren
said that Valvoline Instant Oil Change
boasted a record December, Operating
income from APAC highway construc-
tion nearly tripled to $36 million, from
$13 million last year.

Ashland Specialty Chemical’s oper-
ating income fell 11 percent to $16 mil-
lion, which Chellgren blamed on a

weak industrial economy.

The $18 million charge was an after-
tax, non-cash charge to adjust the car-
rying value of Marathon Ashland
Petroleum inventories to market value,
Ashland owns 38 percent of Marathon
Ashland Petroleum, the nation’s fifth-
largest refiner and marketer.

Kentucky governor’s bill to make it
easier to win black-lung claims

FRANKFORT — Gov, Paul
Patton is again pushing a bill o
make it easier for coal miners who
suffer from black-lung disease to
win compensation, reversing a
stand he took six years ago.

The bill sailed through a House
committee on Tuesday, and now
goes to the full House. A similar
Patton-backed bill passed the
House last year but died in a
Senate committee.

Only a handful of miners have
won black-lung claims since
Patton successfully tightened eligi-
bility rules in 1996. Miners not
only had to show the presence of
black lung but also had to prove
disability.

Patton, a former coal operator,
now says the changes went (oo far.

“Ope more time — [ don't
know how to say it any more plain
— 1 was wrong. I have wronged
the coal miners in Kentucky,"”
Patton said at a news conference
last week. “1 want the opportunity
to correct that wrong.”

His bill would offer money for
refraining to miners with low lev-

WASHINGTON — Federal Reserve
Chairman Alan Greenspan told Congress
Thursday that he saw encouraging signs
that the country’s first recession in a
decade could soon end,

“There have been signs recently that
some of the forces that have been
restraining the economy over the past
year are starting to diminish and that
activity 1s beginning to firm,"” Greenspan
said in prepared remarks.

Many economists predict that the Fed
will not cut interest rates when policy-
makers meet Tuesday and Wednesday.

These analysts believe that the Fed has
already done enough to spur a rebound
from the recession.

In.his appearance before the Senate
Budget Committee, Greenspan also
sought to defend his policy switch of a
year ago, when he backed large tax cuts
given the prospect at the time of a 10-
year budget surplus exceeding $5 tril-
lion.

Greenspan  noted  that  the
Congressional  Budget Office on
Wednesday trimmed its surplus estimate
by $4 trillion. But he said the prospect of
$1.6 trillion in surpluses over the next
decade still represented a budget picture
that was “‘considerably stronger” than a

decade ago,

In his remarks on the economy,
Greenspan sounded decidedly more
upbeat than he had just 13 days ago
when he wamed in a San Francisco
speech that the economy still faced “sig-
nificant risks.”

There had been published reports that
Greenspan believed that Wall Street had
reacted to the speech 100 negatively,
ignoring the positive signs he had also
noted of a pending rebound.

Greenspan on Thursday did not
repeat worries about “significant risks.”
though he mentioned factors that could
dampen economic growth. However, he
focused on the various indications that

the economy has begun to stabilize,

He noted that consumer spending,
especially for autos and housing, has
remained strong, and there were signs
that the wave of layoffs following the
Sept. 11 terrorist attacks had Started to
abate.

“Over the past month or so ... initial
claims for unemployment insurance
have decreased markedly, on balance,
suggesting some abatement in the rate of
job loss," Greenspan said.

He cautioned that even with the
improvement in weekly jobless claims,
the overall unemplovment rate could

Before Greenspan spoke, the
Labor Department reported
Thursday that new claims for ben-
efits dropped last week by 15,000
to 376,000, the lowest level in six
months.

White House spokesman Ari
Fleischer said President Bush
agreed that there are signs that the
economy is rebounding but cau-
tioned that problems remain. For
that reason, Bush still wants
Congress to pass an economic
revival package that includes
across-the-board tax cuts,

“Only time will tell” whether
the package is needed, Fleischer
said, “but the president wants to err
on the side of helping people.”

Greenspan also said that the big
reduction in unsold business goods

in recent months was setting the
stage for a pickup in industrial pro-
duction, which has been falling for
more than a year.

The Fed chairman said the var-
ious signs of an improving econo-
my should bolster business confi-
dence and help support a return to
higher business investment spend-
ing. It was cutbacks in business
investment that helped trigger the
current downturn.

“If' the recent more-favorable
economic developments continue
and gather momentum, uncertain-
ties will diminish, risk premiums
will fall and the pace of capital
investment will increase,”
Greenspan said.

The Fed in 2001 cut interest
rates 11 times, pushing a key short-
term rate 1o its lowest level in 40
years,

The last cut in December was
by just a quarter-point, rather than
the half-point moves the Fed had

Greenspan defended his deci-
sion last year to support ax cuts as
a way fo deal with mounting bud-
get surpluses while conceding that
the budget picture, given a reces-
sion and increased spending for a
war on terrorism, had significantly
trimmed last year's estimates.

Greenspan repeated a proposal
he made last year that Congress
chose to ignore: creating a trigger
that would tie future tax cuts io the
realization of the budget surpluses,

Greenspan’s switch last year
from urging that surpluses be used
to pay down the national debt to
saying that some of the money
could be used for tax cuts provided
key support to Bush, whose
biggest economic achievement last
year was passage of a $1.35 wil-
lion, 10-year tax cut.

Sen. Kent Conrad, D-N.D. and
chairman of the Budget
Committee, told Greenspan it was
unfortunate that Congress had
focused on Greenspan's green light
for & tax cut while ignoring his
warnings about depending too
much on long-term forecasts.

Sen. Pete Domenici, R-N.Mex.,
said he believed Greenspan's
views had been adequately reflect-
ed in the tax cut.

“Some of my colleagues may
try to get you to apologize or issue
some sort of mea culpa, but the
way | see it, we are in exactly the
kind of situation we should be in,”
he said, by using a tax cut to keep
the govemment from accumulat-
ing large surpluses.

He
said the plant was being
designed in a way to accom-
modate future expansions.

Patton said the plant would
have ripple effects across

Kentucky’s economy. More
jobs would spring up to sup-
ply the assembly plant with
parts, he said. Also, another
600 or so jobs would be creat-
ed to provide services like
maintenance and security at
the assembly plant,

Patton said the state’s bud-
getl problems would not be a
‘deterrent in offering a deal to
lure the automaker,

“We have the capacity to
do everything that we have
indicated we will do,” Patton
said,

Senate President David
Williams, R-Burkesville, said
the state's efforts to attract
Hyundai had bipartisan sup-
port, and that its potential
impact would parallel the ben-
efits of the Toyota plant at
Georgetlown.

Williams said the incentive
package being discussed was
affordable.

House  Speaker Jody
Richards said Kentucky has
advantages in its courtship,

including low utility rates and
access 1o rail and an interstate
highway from the proposed
plant site at Glendale.

Richards said there was
talk of adding more lanes to
Interstate 65 along the
prospective plant
Hardin County.

“We just think this would
be a wonderful fit for
Kentucky,” said Richards, a
Bowling Green Democrat.

Williams and Richards
attended the luncheon, as did
Hardin County legislators
Elizabeth Tori, Jimmie Lee
and Mike Weaver.

Also attending were U.S.
Reps. Emie Fletcher and Ron
Lewis, both R-Ky. Hardin
County is in Lewis’ district,

Fletcher joined a state dele-
gation that went to South
Korea earlier this week to vis-
it with Hyundai executives.
The Kentucky group visited a
Hyundai production plant and
research and development
facilities.

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Students return
to law school
where gunman
killed three,
including dean
and professor

GRUNDY, Va. — Ted
Besen says he had yearned to
become a defense attorney, but
changed his mind in the wake
of the slayings of the dean. a
professor and another student
at the Appalachian School of
Law.

“I don't ever want to defend
someone like him,” Besen
said.

The former Marine and
police officer was among sev-
eral students who tackled for-
mer classmate Peter
Qdighizuwa on the school's
front lawn after last week’s
shootings.

When classes resume
Wednesday at the school,
Besen, 37, and others said
they'll return with mixed emo-
tions.

“You just feel violated
somehow,” Besen said Tuesday
at a nearby restaurant.

“I've been having bad
dreams," said 42-vear-old
Mary Kilpatrick. I guess
there's no more security in law
schools than there is any other
place.™

Kilpatrick said she and
about 20 other students spent
most of Monday in the school
lounge, scrubbing blood stains
from the rug and rearranging
furniture.

“It’s therapeutic being back
here; it keeps my mind off of
things,” Kilpatrick said.

Police say Odighizuwa shot
Dean L. Anthony Sutin and
Professor Thomas Blackwell in
their offices last Wednesday,
then opened fire in the school
lounge, killing student Angela
Dales and injuring three others.

Odighizuwa, 43, had recent-
ly learned he'd flunked out for
the second time. He's charged
with three counts of capital
murder, three counts of
attempted capital murder and
six weapons charges,
Prosecutors say they will seek
the death penalty.

Federal Trade Commission
recommends use of
Kentucky’s ‘no call list’

FRANKFORT — The
Federal Trade Commission
(FTC) issued a proposal today to
create a national “Do Not Call”
registry and requested consumer
comments. At the same time, the
agency advised consumers to
register with state no-call lists
and specifically recommended
that consumers sign up on the
Kentucky Attorney General's
no-call list.

“While the FTC proposal
may someday help in the fight to
prevent telemarketing calls, it
does not solve the problem,”
said Attorney General Ben
Chandler. “The proposal only
commils to a two-year trial peri-
od. after which the FTC will
decide whether to modify or ter-
minate ils operation.”

Chandler emphasized that the
FTC has no authority over some
of the biggest telemarketers
such as telephone companies,
insurance agencies, banks, sav-
ings and loans, and non-profit
agencies or over telemarketers
that operate within the state
boundaries.

“Further, the FTC acknowl-
edges that it takes months and
sometimes years to adopt a
rule, and some are never adopt-
ed.” he said. “Even if this rule
is approved, Kentucky citizens
could receive over 100 million
calls in the ume it takes to
establish a federal no-call list."”

“Some opponents are saying
that the Kentocky legislature
does not need to pass a strong

telemarketing bill because the
federal government is going to
protect us,” said Chandler.
“Don't believe it. That is just
another scam."

Chandler has been working
for four years to get a no-call
list that telemarketers will have
to honor. The telemarketing law
passed in 1998 exempts so
many telemarketers that it is
virtually useless. Legislation to
strengthen the law passed the
House of Representatives today
and has been sent to the Senate.

Seventeen states have no-
call laws similar to what is now
being proposed in Kentucky.
Six of the states have approved
bills since the Kentucky
General Assembly adjourned
last year. At that time Senate
Republicans killed a bill that
would protect consumers from
unwanted calls, saying such
state legislation would not
work.

“We have watched delaying
tactics for four years now, and
Kentucky consumers want
action,” said Chandler. “Even
though they know 95% of tele-
marketers’ calls are not prohib-
ited, over 114,000 Kentucky
citizens have made the effort to
put their names on the no-call
list administered by our office,
Those numbers and the almost
unanimous vote in the House
should send an unmistakable
signal 1o the Senate
Republicans about the support
for an effective no-call law."

Weight Gain During
Pregnancy

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:

How much weight should 2 woman gain
during pregnancy? Thirty years ago I was told
not to gain more than 20 pounds (9.1 kg). My
daughter has practically no restrictions placed
on her. Why? — K.R.

ANSWER: The 20-pound-weight-gain
restriction was too severe, It resulted in babies
whose birth weights were too low.

A more liberal weight gain is now in vogue.
It is based on a woman's body mass index, a
newer way fo assess normal weight.

If people are
familiar with the
metric  system,
body mass index
— BMI — is cal-
culated by divid-
ing weight in
kilograms by
height in meters
squared. For
those not versed
in the metric sys-
tem, calculate BMI by multiplying weight in
pounds by 703. Divide that result by height in
inches, Then divide that last answer once again
by height in inches,

A woman with a BMI less than 19.8 can
stand a 28-40 pound (12.5 to 18 kg) weight
gain. One with a BMI between 19.8 and 26 can
afford can put on 25-35 pounds (11.5-16 kg). A
BMI of 26-29 permits weight gain of 15-25
pounds (7-11 kg). Those who start pregnancy
with a BMI higher than 29 — a weight on the
edge of obesity — should keep their weight
gain to about 13 pounds (6 kg).

Ben: His first and last words are caught in his eyes

Ben was born on Sept. 20, 1989.
Not long after his birth, we learned of
his blindness and deafness. By age
three, we knew he would never walk
either.

From the day Ben was two days old,
our family traveled a road we had nev-
er envisioned, Hundreds and hundreds
of miles to the best doctors and the best
hospitals. Hundreds of needles and X-
rays, CT scans and MRIs. After that
came the contact lenses, braces, hearing
aids, wheelchairs, walkers and crawlers
-- glong with all the therapists to show
us how to use all of these things, The

operations never stop,

Ben's life today consists of his reg-
ular teacher, a teacher of the visually
impaired, a teacher of the hearing
impaired, an inclusion specialist, an
occupational therapist, a physical thera-
pist, a speech and language pathologist,

a pediatrician, a neurologist, orthopedic
doctors, a pediatric ophthalmologist. an
ear-nose-and-throat doctor, an audiolo-
gist, a dentist, an oral surgeon and an
orthodontist -- and he is only 8 years
old,

Yet every morming my little man
wakes up with the biggest smile on his
face, as if to say, "1 am here for another
day everybody, and I am so glad."

Our daughter was born three years
before Ben. I remember her dad and |
staring at her for lengths of time when
she was a toddler, waiting for the next
sound or word to spill out. Every time
one did, it was a marked moment in his-
tory — a topic of proud conversation
with whomever had the patience to lis-
ten. We truly had a brilliant and remark-
able child. We still do.

After Ben was born, our love for him
changed our views on what was truly

important about our children. It no
longer was important how many words
were spoken at what age, or what phe-
nomenal development took place soon-
er than any of the baby books predicted.
Our children became individuals, each
having wonderful qualities, not to be
compared. Their lives were not to be
measured by lack of ability or by
exceptional ability, but by the strength
(8] persevere.

By the time Ben was 4, he was quite
expertly maneuvering his wheelchair,
but he had never spoken a word -- only
open vowel sounds. So our family start-
ed putting a (ape recorder at the table
during dinner to record the sounds Ben
was making, because he clearly wanted
to be a part of the dinner conversations,
We thought maybe if he heard his
recorded voice and ours, it would stim-
ulate something in him.

One day in September 1993, the tape
was rolling while 1 was feeding Ben

and making some sounds, trying to

stimulate an interest in him. Suddenly,
time froze. I'll never forget the look in
Ben's eyes, the concentration on his
face, the formation of his mouth, how
he was loeking up at me from his
wheelchair when he spoke his first
words; "I love you." I turned to my hus-
band, and he tearfully looked at me and
said, "Terry, 1 heard him!"

Ben said those words for me, and I
have it on tape to play back whenever |
need to. I'm grateful, too, because he
has not said another word since.

But, you know, I don't play the tape
that often; 1 don't need to. I will always
recognize the look in his eyes - even
though they are blind -- as he reaches
for my face to give me a Kiss. That is all
I need.
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“The Bus Driver Who Wanted
to Be God: And Other Stories”

Rarely mentioned but always
present are the twin specters of
the Palestinian resistance and
the Jewish faith, always at odds
and always exerting a degree of
control over the narrators’ lives.
Their fatalism and sense of dis-
possession mask a longing to
just have a normal life,

Kerel's opening tale encapsu-
lates this longing, this hope that
something good will happen,
and the quiet frustration that ris-
es when the narrator’s hopes are

dashed. It's a constant theme in
this book.

That frustration rises to the
fore in the only piece to directly
address the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict, “Cocked and Locked,”
as soldier and resistance fighter
taunt each other across a road-
block.

Other tales are shockingly
funny, as when a little boy
makes a correlation between the
Holocaust and his new sneakers
in “Shoes,” And a trip through
the land where suicides go, in
“Kneller's Happy Campers,” is
sad and hilarious — much like

In a letter he wrote to publisher Milton

or tlents — or even the use of these tlents
with the corrupted motive of dominating,”
Simply put, “The Machine is our more obvi-
ous modern form though more closely related
to Magic than is usually recognized.” (From
“The Letters of JR.R. Tolkien,"”

Houghton Mifflin, Pub.)

But Tolkien also distinguished between the
types of Magic: that uséd by The Enemy and
that used by Elves, who were immontal, and

therefore not subject to human temptations.
Their magic was ant and sub-creaton, not
power, domination and tyrannous re-forming

of Creation.
In letters to his son Christopher, Tolkien
railed against industry: “Labor-saving

machinery only creates endless and worse
labor.” He referred to the motor in his car as
the “infernal combustion engine.”

What would he think of the Internet? In
1944, he wrote to his son: “T have got over two
thousand words onto this fittle flimsy airletter;
and 1 will forgive the Mordor-gadgets some of
their sins, if they will bring it quickly to you."

Hopefully, his work will be revisited as a
cautionary tale, as it should be.

A Tip On Muscle
Fiber Types

Have you ever wondered
why someone can lift an exces-
sive amount of heavy weights
and continue to get strong, or
run for a long period of time
without getting fatigued?
Whether or not they train (o do
these things, there is another
factor that gives these people
an advantage: their muscle
fiber type.

Muscles are made up of a
number of fibers that contract
and relax in order to move
your body. Generally, there are
two types of muscle fibers,
slow-twitch and fast-twitch.
“Twitch"” refers to the time of
activation of the muscle. Slow
twitch (also known as type I)
are slow to fatigue, slow to
contract and have a high aero-
bic capacity for energy supply.
These muscle fibers aren’t able
to produce much force. The
muscles that support your pos-
ture are primarily slow-twitch,
type | muscle fibers.

Fast-twitch, or type I mus-
cles fibers, fatigue easily, are
fast to contract, have a high
power output and low aerobic
capacity for energy supply.
Large muscles such as the
quadriceps (thigh muscle) have
a mixture of both fast- and
slow-twitch fibers. This allows
the legs to sprint for short dis-
tances or jog for long dis-
tances,

The question has been
asked frequently whether a
muscle’s fiber type is the result
of génetics or specific training.
Studies suggest only fast-
twitch muscle respond to train-
ing. This may explain why
some people will excel faster
than others in their training.

If you want to find out what
type of fibers you may have in
a specific muscele, here's a test

you can do. Pick an exercise,
such as a leg extension for the
quadriceps. Find your one rep-
etition maximum (the greatest
amount of weight you can lift
one time while keeping good
form). After resting, take 80
percent of your one repetition
maximum and try as many
extensions as possible. If you

fatigue at seven or below, your
quadriceps are mostly fast-
twitch, type 11 fibers. If you
fatigue above 12 repelitions,
you have mostly slow twitch,
type I muscle fibers, If you are
somewhere in between, you
more than likely have a close
combination of slow-and-fast
twitch muscle fibers specific to
your quadriceps,

Although muscle fibers are
somewhat trainable, you
shouldn't let them guide the
course of your workouts, Go
for the results you want; if
your muscle fibers give you an
added edge, then you can lake
extra pleasure in the results.

Once every decade or so, a
movie comes along that is so

[t is also a disappointing film
because those of us who are
boxing fans — or at least fans
of Muhammad Ali — have
already seen the two spectacular
documentaries “When We Were
Kings,” the magnificent docu-
mentary about the events sur-
rounding the 1974 Ali-George

Foreman “Rumble in the .
Jungle,” and *“Ali-Frazier 1. One
Nation ... Divisible."

Because those two films are
so well done and use actual
footage from the time; waiching
“Ali" at times is like watching a
pale, made-for-TV docudrama.

Despite two very good per-
formances by Smith and Foxx,
this film about the greatest
heavyweight boxer of the 20th
century is simply a mid-
dleweight.

And if you really want to be
wowed by Ali, go out and rent
the two documentaries I men-
tioned above.

puppy!

Since we had already started a dis-
cussion of annoying puppy habits last
time, we may as well move ahead
with it. The previous article, you will
remember, dealt with destructive
chewing, and this week’s topic is
closely related-biting and nipping.
When you think about this, both of
these habits involve mouthing inap-
propriate ohjects, except that in the
latter case, human body parts are
involved!

has 1ts roots in the genetic code of
our domestic dogs® wild relatives. In
some respects, mouthing of humans
is the same type of investigative
behavior that helps the pup learn
about other objects in his world. This
is also a social behavior, however,
and you will see its development
when you watch a litter of puppies
play together.

Play in puppies serves the same
purpose that it does in all other young
animals, including human children-it
allows them to practice skills that
they will need later on as adults.
Puppies at play are learning the
canine body language that they will
need to communicate with all the
other dogs they will meet in the
future. They are sorting out the
“pecking order” within the litter, and
they are practicing hunting behav-
iors. One of the most valuable
lessons a puppy learns from these
play sessions is “bite inhibition™.
That's another of those fancy scien-

that bites HURT, so if puppy A bites
puppy B too hard, the game is going
to end in a hurry. Puppy A learns to
tone it down a little if he wants the
fun to continue!

When the pups are old enough to
leave the litter, they generally have
the rules of play pretty well figured
out-as long as that play is with anoth-
er puppy. Once we humans get
involved, it's a different ballgame.
We don’t think like dogs, we don't
respond like dogs, and for some rea-
son, we tend to think the pup should
automatically know our rules. Even
worse, we change the rules in mid-
stream, We play roughly with the
pup with our hands, which puppy
equates with the mouth of another
pup. Fifteen minutes later, we want
to sit quietly with the pup and stroke
him, and we expect him to go along
with the new rules. Some owners
even get angry enough to hit the pup
when he gets out of control, or play-

He
had a loaded 357 handgun (fully
licensed) with him.

There is nothing wrong with rough
play with a pup who enjoys it, if you
observe a couple of rules. First, use
a toy of some sort as the object of
play, instead of your flesh (i.e. if it
bleeds, it's not a toy). I have to con-
fess that | dearly love to wrestle with
puppies using my hands and | have to
constantly remind myself not to do
this. The second rule is Lo pracltice
ending the game when you wanl, so
you always have some control of the
situation. The puppy should learn a
verbal signal such as “Enough”, or
‘Out”, to te}l him the game is over
for the time being. In general, you
should be the one to end up with the
toy; just remember to praise him for

when he bites you too hard. This will
either make him hand-shy, or he will
interpret it as your escalation of the
play. so he has the green light to bite
even harder. Instead, take a lesson
from the puppy’s littermates. When
one pup nips harder than he should
have, the victim gives a sharp, loud
yelp, and generally ends the game by
walking off. You can use this same
tactic, and it will be much more like-
Iy to make sense lo your puppy.
Next ume little Skippy takes a
chunk out of you, be prepared. Give a
sharp “YIP!" in your besl falsetto,
turn away like you are mortally
wounded, and ignore the pup for a

his siblings should come back to him
pretty quickly.

This type is easily recognizable because the hot-
and cold-water flows are controlled by two sepa-
rate handles. Undeémeath each handle, inside the
body of the faucet, is a brass stem with a knurled
top — where it meets the handle — and a washer
and O-ring sealing the bottom.

Water leaking around the handles is usually
caused by deteriorating O-rings. Spout leaks are
due to wom stem washers, Both can be changed
easily. "

An additional repair item on compression
faucets is the valve seat, which the stem washer
presses against to close the faucet and shut off
the water. Every time you repair the faucet, you
must check the valve seats as well. An essential
tool to have in a house with compression faucets
is a seat wrench, which allows you to resurface
or replace valve seats properly. :

Gather your tools: a screwdriver, channel pli-
ers, utility knife, packing string (older models
use this rather than O-rings) and heatproof
grease. A contraption known as a handle puller is
nice to have, especially if the handles are corrod-
ed.

Purchase a universal washer kit and replace-
ment valve seats that match the type used in your
faucet (you may not need them, but it’s nice 0

keep extras around).

Turn off the water at the closest valve. Pop
the index cap off the top of the handle and
remove the handle screw. Pull the handle straight
up to remove it (use the handle puller if need be).

Carefully unscrew the brass stem assembly
from the faucet body. Set it aside for a moment
and check the valve seat by running your finger
around it. If the rim feels rough, go ahead and
replace it, using your seat wrench to unscrew the
valve seat.

Back to the stem assembly. The stem itself is
inside a large retaining nut (which holds it to the
faucet body). Turn the assembly upside-down
and remove the stem screw and washer, then
unscrew the stem from the retaining nut.

Use the utility knife to cut off the thin O-ring,
then work the new ring on, It your faucet uses
packing string instead of a ring (it's easy to tell
when you unscrew the stem because deteriorated
string will unwind all over), cut that away and
wind new string onto the stem just beneath the
retaining nut. Screw the retaining nut back on,
install a new washer on the bottom and secure
with the stem screw. Coat all the parts thinly
with heatproof grease and then reassemble the
faucet.

HOME TIP

If water pressure from a faucet seems low, or
water jets out in different directions, try cleaning
the aerator on the front of the spout. Unscrew it
and clean the holes with a toothbrush dipped in
vinegar.

era a completely different Bates emerges:
softer, even a little shy, with startling blue
eyes that flash with the candor and
warmth of a native Southemer.

“My mother told a very comy story
that when 1 was bom, the doctor spanked
me on my bottom and I thought it was
applause, so I've been looking for it ever
since,” laughs the Memphis, Tenn,,
native. “They tell me I was very ‘dramat-
ic' as a child, but I guess I really got seri-
ous about acting while going to White
Station High School. There was a won-
derful teacher there named Gene Crain,
who is retired now, but he was a wonder-
ful director. I got involved there and real-
ly blossomed under Gene, went to speech
tournaments and all that, and then went to
Southern Methodist University as an
English major.” Even during orientation,
it was glaringly apparent to the director of
the SMU school of humanities that Bates’
heart lay in drama, so she registered
instead with the school of ants and found
herself part of a thrilling new program
that gave her a lifelong set of contacts.

Included in the mix was budding play-
wright Jack Heifner, whose off-
Broadway cheerleader  comedy
Vanitieslaunched Bates onto a series of
stage successes. (In another weird coinci-
dence, Bates’ My Sister's Keeper director,
Ron Lagomarsino, was also a part of that
original Vanities production, reading the
off-screen voice of the high school princi-
pal at the end of Act One).

Two other legendary stage perfor-
mances followed, as the suicidal epileptic
daughter of 'Night, Mother and the
female lead in McNally's play, but she
saw both movie roles go to, respectively,
Sissy Spacek and Michelle Pfeiffer.
Things finally clicked for Bates in
Hollywood when she was cast in her

Oscar-winning role as Annie Wilkes in
Misery,

Under Rob Reiner’s direction, Bates
traversed the full range of Stephen King's
anti-heroine in a performance that had
critics cheering. Going into the Oscars,
however, Bales was definitely a dark-
horse candidate.

“Rob told me, “Wethink wecan get
you a nomination, but wedon't think
you'll win," because everyone said you
don't get awards for that genre' Bates
recalls, “"But 1 had a really good feeling
going into that night. Of course, it was
only later that | learned you often have
that 'this is the night tingly feeling - and
itisn't!"”

And indeed it wasn't, a few years later
when Bates was nominated for her funny
and poignant work as brassy campaign
strategist Libby Holden in Primary
Colors,the 1998 political comedy-drama
freely adapted from the real life candida-
cy of Bill Clinton.

“The uming of that film"was just
remarkable, in the worst possible way,
because by the time we came out, real life
was much more fascinating than what we
could do in the movie,” Bates says. “The
role itself was so wp-drawer in a screen-
play that was so far above the norm, so it
was a heartbreak that people just didn't
want to go see it because of real-life
events."

Career-wise, things are far happier
today for Bates, who directs an upcoming
episode of HBO's critically acclaimed Six
Feet Under and has several acting pro-
jects scheduled for release, including one
for which she is crossing her fingers.

“I did a film with Rupert Everent
called Unconditional Love,which is a
romantic comedy, so maybe people will
see that and take a hint!™ she laughs.
