Impassioned discussions prompted by a 
budget proposal to cut "about 35'' Floyd 
Coumy teachers from the system's payroll 
afforded an opportunity for board mem­
bers and administrator!. alike to voice their 
opin1ons on the subject at Monday 

evening·~ regular meeting of the Floyd 
County Board of Education. 

The discussions were prompted by a 
report from Matt Wireman, director of 
finance, that was presented at a special 
called meeting of the board that convened 
la~t Tuesday at Adams Middle School. 

According to Wireman. the cut in 
staffing is a result of a proposed state-man-

dated salary increase of 2.7 percent for the 
upcoming school year. in addition to an 
annual incurred health insurance cost of 
$3,000 for federally funded board employ­
ees. In order to compensate for the 
increased costs, a proposed cut in staffing 
has been recommended by the treasurer's 
office. 

meeting that a drop in student enrollment, 
in addition to an mcrease in property 
assessments. are contributing factors to the 
current budget woes. Wireman has project­
ed a decrease in both state and federal 
funds during the upcoming school year. 

"The enrollment loss alone would mean

When using wire connectors, ;ust hold 

the wires together and let the connec· 
tor do the w011< as you tighten. The 
sharp-edged con1cal spring inside the 
connector maKes a solid, durable elec· 
trical connection. The threads feed the 
wire into the connector and slightly cut 
into the wires upon being tightened. 
The cutting action removes oxidation 
on the outside of the wires for better 
contact with the spring which helps 
conduct the electriaty The connector's 
cone shape progress1vely tightens and 
damps the ends together. To make a 
good connection, stnp about 1/2·mch 
of insulation oft the ends of the wires. 
Hold lhe ends even and screw the con­
nector on dockwise until the insulated 
portion of the W're has 1-2 twists tn it.

Two men from Stanville are in 
a court saga resulting from events 
that occurred last year on what 
would not be considered )'OUr 
typical father-and-son hunting 
trip. 

Lonnie R. Allen. 44, of 
St.tnville was arrested on Oct. 25 
on charges of third-degree unlaw­
ful transaction with a minor and 
third-degree criminal trespassing. 
He is accused of hunting on pri­
vate property without petmission 
and assisting a minor with the 
improper disposal of a deer. 

Prior to the court proceedings. 
Allen said that he had given his 
son and his juvenile friend his 
opinion by telling the boys to 
throw a deer away after it had 
unknowingly rolled out of the 
back of their truck onto U.S. 23 
ncar Betsy Layne High School. 

Allen's son, Joshua R. Allen, 
18. also of Stanville, was arrested 
and charged with two counlS of 
jllegal pursuit of a deer, third-

dl'grcc erimmal trespassing, third~ 
degree unlawful transaction with 
a minor and entry on land without 
consent. He ts accused of helpmg 
his juvenile friend illegally take 
the deer from private property and 
dispose of it improperly. 

According to Joshua R. Allen. 
he and his father, Lonnie R. Allen. 
were hunting with his younger 
brother and a friend. 17. on Oct. 
21, in familiar territory at 
Stanville when a four-point buck 
crossed thetr path and hb juvenile 
friend took the opportunity to get 
himself a deer The two put the 
prized buck in the back of the 
pickup and drove otfto a f1iend's 
house to show rt off. t:pon theJr 
arrival. howeve1~ they were sur­
prised to find the deer gone. 

The two teens traced their way 
back and found the deer in the 
highway at the bottom of the 
Bet-;y Layne High School hill. 
mangled from passing cars. Not 
knowing what to do, the two then 
loaded the carcao;s into the truck 
and went hack to Allen':- house to 
get Lonnie's advice.

Legislative Briefs 
• FRANKFORT - Sheriffs who spend thou­

sands to get a deputy trained and outfitted, only to 
lose the officer to another agency, could require 
employment contracts under a bill a Senate com­
mittee approved Tuesday. 

A police force or agency that hired the deputy 
during tJ1e contract period would have to reimburse 
the sheriff for training and equipment costs. 

Jefferson County Sheriff John Aubrey told the 
State and Local Government Committee that los­
ing deputies is expensive. "Normally I've got 
$20.000 invested in an individual by the day he's 
sworn in at Richmond." Aubrey said, referring to 
the police training agency at Eastern Kentucky 
University. 

A critic of the bill, Sen. Ernesto Scorsone, 0 -
Lexington, o;aid the effect of the bill would be to 
deny sheriff's employees a chance to better them­
selves. Aubrey said sheriffs only want to "slow 
down the revolving door" to protect an investment. 

Sen. Ed Miller. a retired Kentucky State Police 
captain. said reimbursement could not he enforced 
against a police agency in a bordering state. "[ 
guess we could sue them in federal court," Miller. 
D-Cynthiana, said. "It'd be an ungodly mess.''

• FRANKFORT- The primary election date 
would be changed to occur before Memorial Day 
under a House-passed bill that was approved by the 
Senate State and Local Governml'nt Committee on 
Tuesday. 

The primary election currently falls on the 
Tuesday following the fourth Monday in May. 
That usually is the day after Memorial Day, as it is 
this year. The bill by Rep. Adrian Arnold, D-Mount 
Sterling, would make future primaries occur a 
\\eek earlier.

• FRANKFORT - Civilian police agency 
employees could not be required to live in the city 
or county for which they work under a bill the 
Senate State and Local Government Committee 
approved Tuesday. 

That was a watered-down version of the bill. 
which originally would have applied to uniformed 
officer~. The: sponsor, Republican Sen. Julie Rose, 
amended it at the request of the Kentucky State 
Police. which traditionally has required troopers to 
live in the counties in which they arc. assigned. 

The. idc:a is to ensure troopers can respond 
quickly to emergencies. Col. John Lile, a deputy 
commissioner. said in an interview. 

Some trqopcr" have been allowed to live in 
ajommg countie:- as cin.:um~tances required, Lile 

said. "What we have a problem with is if he lives 
three counties over.'' Lile said.

• FRANKFORT - Jefferson County could 
experiment with special voting machines for the I, 
blind under a bill a Senate committee approved 
Tuesday. 

Under current law. blind or visually impaired 
voters have to be given assistance. Sheriff John 
Aubrey. who is a member of the Jefferson County 
Board of Elections. said it is believed that many 
"don't come to vote because they can't vote in 
secrecy.·• 

The county wants to purchase up to four special 
machines. A blind voter would hear ballot instruc­
tions over headphones and register votes on a 
touch pad. Selections would be mechanically 
repeated for confirmation before the ballot was 
locked in. 

Jefferson County Clerk Bobbie Holsclaw said 
the plan was to locate machines at her office, the • 
Board of Elecuons and Kentucky School for the 
Blind. A fourth machine would be held in reserve. 
Voters would apply to use the machines, much like 
they apply for absentee ballots. Holsclaw said in an 
interview. 

(The bill is SB 128.) 

• FRANKFORT- A union leader whose job 
site was tJ1e scene of a massacre in 1989 te:.lified 
Tuesday for a bill to require state employees to be 
trained to detect and deal with poten6al violence in 
the work place. 

Richard Street said he wanted "something to be 
done. rather than ringing a bell." to memorialize 
victims of Joseph Wesbccker's shooting rampage 
at Standard Gravure Corp. in Louisvllle. 

Wesbecker. a disabled and mentally troubled 
pressman, killed eight co-workers and wounded 12 
others. He also killed himself. 

Street is president of t:.he plant's local of the 
Graphic Communications International Union. He 
succeeded Jim Jenkins. whose daughter. state Rep. 
Joni Jenkins. is sponsoring the legislation to 
require state employees to complete 3 1/2 hours of 
tmining. 

111e bill was approved by the House State 
Gowrnmcnt Committee after an amendment that 
removed its most controversial part - a provision 
to enable an employer to ohtain an emergency pro­
tective order to keep someone out of a work place. 

Joni Jenkins, D·Shively. said she would draw 
up a separate bill on the issue.

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New proposed power plant 
has plenty of opponents

CENTRAL CITY - An 
energy giant's plnns to build a 
1,500-megawalt, coal-fired 
power plant in Muhlenberg 
County is drawing attention out­
side the western Kentucky coun­
ty's boundarie~. 

If approved, St. Louis-based 
Peabody Energy's plant would 
consume 6 million tons of coal a 
year - more than the county 
has produced '>incc 1989. 

Peabody. as well as environ­
mental regulators and environ­
mentalists, all agree the plant 
could become the model for a 
new generation of larger, clean­
er-burning, coal-fired power 
plants. 

"If there is going to be a new 
wave of coal-fired power plant 
construction in this country. we 
want the precedent established 
early that companies need to 
cross their t's and dot their i's,'' 
said David Mcintosh. staff attor­
ney with the Natural Resources 
Defense Council, a New York­
based environmental group. 

Already, environmentalists 
hnd some federal officials have 
begun to raise a laundry list of 

conccms abom Pt>abod) ·., plan. 
including that its plant may 
spread haze acro~s Mammoth 
Cave National P:1rk. 

Locally, there's vi11ually no 
opposition. 

"Coal is tht• heart of 
Muhlenberg County," said 
Drakesboro ~1ayor Richard 
Neathamer. "People are thinking 
power plant. and a coal mine 
along with it. ... People sec this 
as hope. Jobs arc important." 

Energy companies have pro­
posed 29 new plants for 
Kentucky since October 1999 
-.five in the past month alone. 

The Peabody plant, which 
would be called the 
Thoroughbred. is the largest 
proposal: its twin 750-megawatt 
generating units would produce 
enough electricity to power l.5 
million homes. Called a mer­
chant planl, it would sell elec­
tricity on the open market. either 
to out-of-state power providers 
or Kentucky utilities. 

Local leaders anticipate 450 
permanent jobs- 350 involved 
in mining. Building the plant 
would employ 2,500 workers 
during a four-year construction. 
The pernument job~ would pay 

an average of $65.000 a year in 
wages nnd benefits. said Vic 
S\ec, v1cc pre~idcnt of external 
affairs for Peabody Energy. 

In addition to the Natural 
Resources Defense Council. 
critic!'! ol' the proposal include 
officials at nearby Mammoth 
Cave; the Washington D.C.­
based National Parks 
Conservation Association and 

Valley Watch Inc. of Evansville, 
Ind. 

The U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency also has 
raised concerns. 

At issue is a Clean Air Act 
mandate that new power plants 
use the "hest available control 
technology'' for reducing emis-

FRANKFORT - Some top 
horse racing officials met with 
legislators. including House 
Majority Leader Greg Stumbo, 
on Friday to discuss slot 
machines at horse tracks. 

Stumbo met in his Capitol 
office with Bob Elliston. presi­
dent of Turfway Park; Alex 
Waldrop. president of Churchill 
Downs: and Frank Jemley lll, 
Churchill's vice president of 
public affairs, the Lexington 
Herald-Leader reported. Gene 
McLean, a lobbyist for the har-

ness tracks. also attended. a' did 
several other House members. 

Stumbo. D-Prcstonsburg. 
said he expects the industry to 
present him with a draft hill 
early next week. Its focus is to 
be ''video gaming devices at 
racetracks,'' but not casinos. he 
said. 

The issue of slots at the 
tracks has been simmering for 
several months. 

Proponents say tracks need 
slot machines to compete with 
riverboats on the Ohio and 
"racinos'' in West Virginia . 
They also say proceeds from 

expanded gambling could bene­
fit the horse industry and a 
financially strapped state trea­
sury. Opponents say expanded 
gambling could take money 
away from other entertainment 
venues and restaurants and con­
tribute to social ills. 

Stumbo said the horse indus­
try's proposal next week will 
not address casinos. which were 
included in a bill Stun1bo had 
drafted.

The resolution in Congress 
expresses the sentiment that the 
right of'individuals to keep and 
bear arms supersedes the power 
of any government. 

"What exactly arc you afraid 
of?" asked Rep. Jim Wayne, D­
Louisville. 

As usually happens on gun 
issues, the vote reflected a far 
different perspective than the 
debate. The resolution passed by 
a vote of 89-7.

Kentucky's effort to clean up tire dumps during the pa~t four 
years is paying off. 

It staned in 1998 when the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet convinced the General 
Assembly to establish the Waste lire Trust Fund. The account 
operates from $1 fees charged o customers on every motor vehi­
cle replacement tire sold. 

The fund raised $3.4 million last year. That money was spent 
to help clean up unsightly. unsafe and unhealthy tire dumps 
across the state. Getting rid of large dumps near Logan and Ohio 
counties has eliminated 750,000 tires. 

The fund also made it possible. for the Tire Amnesty Program 
to visit each Kentucky county dUJing the past two years. offering 
citizens a one-time opportunity to dispose of waste tires at no 
cost. In all, 66.000 were picked up. 

The combined results have been amazing: More than 9 mil­
lion waste tires have hcen eliminated. 

Enterprising approaches have taken what could have been a 
liability and turned it into something useful. 

Owensboro M\}Jlicipal Utilities has formed a partnersl}jp with 
the Division of Waste Management to bum tires as fuel to create 
electricity. In another example, whereas Kentucky was paying 
$25 a ton to have waste tires hauled out of Kentucky, now the 
state is using some of its 4 million waste tires for new landfill 
liners or tire-derived fuel for other states, including illinois and 
Indiana. 

Waste tires also have been used a~ bedding in playgrounds, 
gravel in septic tanks and aliphalt replacement on athletic running 
tracks. 

Keeping on top of the problem brings more than just econom­
ic benefits. Health officials often hav.e warned that tire: dumps are 
breeding grounds for mosquitoes, which have the potential to 
carry potent diseases. 

There's still work to be done. Considering 10 percent of waste 
tires still end up in illegal tire piles, open dumps and landfills, 
vigilance in staying on top of this problem is recommended.

Without 
much voter participation, a runoff 
would not reaJJy prove much. 

"The expense is something to con­
sider too. And I'm not sure it's worth 
the expense," Richards said. 

Fonner Gov. Brereton Jones, who 
advocated the runoff when he was in 
office, said he still favors the procedure 
because it ensures Lhe strongest candi­
date from a party. 

Republicans. who control the Senate 
and Lherefore the fate of any legislation. 
declined to comment on whether the 
runoff should remain in place. 

According to the Council of State 
Governments. only II states still have 
runoff provisions. Kentucky is even 
more unusual because its runoff only 
applies to gubernatorial elections. 

The legislation got off to a quick 
start last week. \\inning approval from 
the House Elections and Constitutional 
Amendments Committee with no dis­
senting votes.

Jacobs to life

After several years of sel'ing 
the case move in and out of various 
counties, including Knon, Warren 
and finally Floyd County, Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill sen­
tenced 55-year-old Clawvern 
Jacobs to life in prison Monday for 
the mun:ler of Alice Lloyd College 
student Judy Ann Howard. a judg­
ment which came after a reversal 
of a fom1erly ordered death sen­
tence for Jacobs. 

Jacob~ wa-; sentenced Monday 
for the murder. kidnapping and 
attempted rape of Howard in 
September of 1986. 

Reports at the time said that 
Jacobs abducted Howard from the 
college's campus and took her lO a 
remote location where he pelted 
her to death witJJ stones after trying 
to mpc he1: 

Caudill. who was officially 
assigned as special judge to the 
case in June of 1994 after Knott 
County Judge John Robert 
Morgan st..::pped do\\n from the 
case. said after Monday's court 
proceedings the decision to sen­
tence Jacobs to life in prison was 
the strongest option available in 
hght of u Kentucky Suprcmt• Court 
reversal on Morgan's death sen­
tence conviction in January of 
1994. 

The state supreme court over­
turned ~!organ's death sentence 
conviction and said Jacobs needed 
to be evaluated to see if he was 
competent to stand trial ..

three students appeared to be 
ineligible to play.

The suit claims the Wesley 
Christian representatives 
explained to Fanning that 
Lafferty, Haywood and Hughes 
had been evaluated and had also 
passed the required standardized 
achievement test. but claim the 
school board maintained ib 
position even in light of the new 
information. 

"The (Floyd County Board of 
Education) is arbitrarily and 
capriciously denying (Lafferty, 
Haywood and Hughes) access 
and entry into the Floyd County 
Toumument," the suit said, "and 
acting in direct contradiction of 
their own criteria or rules." 

The suit asks that the school 
board be prevented from keep­
ing the players out of the touma­
ment, requested judgment 
against the school to adequately 
compensate the players and the 
school, and asked for payment 
of attorney's fees, as well as any 
other relief entitled by law. 

To !>upport these requests. 
Johnny Ray Harris. attorney for 
the Wesley Christian School. 
also filed a motion for a tempo­
rary injunction which would 
ensure that the students could 
play in the tournament. 

1be motion was accepted by 
Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill 
anti tiled Feb. 11. Jt was to 
remain in effect until a hearing 
could he scheduled in the case.

House narrowly passes 
Stumbo's trash bill

FRANKFOWI' The 
House on Tuesday passed 
solid-waste legislation that 
supporters said would tinally 
clean up Kentucky. 

Before it becomes law. with 
its Je\'y on fast-food cups and 
Jnnk containers to 1aise 
mon~.:y for dump and litter 
cleanup, it must pass the 
Senate. which is an even more 
uncertain proposition. 

ThC' House vote was 49-47. 
It came only after a parliamen­
tary stumble that threatened to 
defeat the propos.d. There was 
an initial vote of 47-4 7 that 
would ha,·c defeated the pro­
posal. One lawmaker com­
plain~.:d hi:. vote had not been 
counted on the C'lectronic sys· 
l('lll, and the balloting was 
held again. 

All lcgislatoro; proclaimed 
then desire 10 further tht• aims 
or the bill of picking up Iiiler. 
clcamng up i I legal dump~ and 
pruperl} clo ing old rnunic1pal 
lantlfilh. Tht· uifference~ of 
npinJOn came on how to pay 
lor it, or whether thc state 
~hould get involved at all. 

rhe proposal. sponson:u by 
Rep. Greg Stumbo, D­
Prcstonsburg, places a one­
half-cent levy on cup' from 
fa~t-food restaumnt:.. takeout 
cups from other retail estab­
lbhments and virtually all 
be' crage container:. under 24 
ounces. h would also impose a 
$1 per ton additional lee on 
garbage taken to licensed land­
fills. 

"There's no free ride,'' 
Stumbo said. "'{ou can't just 
-.a). ' I'm for cleaning up 
Kentucky. but I don· t know 
how rm going to do it.'" 

Alll:rnath c propo~nls for 
finding the money were turned 
back. 

Republicans gathcreJ 
behind a propo~al to shift $30 

million from a contingency 
account in the Road Fund, 
which Rep. K!.!n Upchurch, R­
Monticcllo. c<dlcd a "slush 
fund." 

The money. thoygh. would 
be based on the premi:.c that a 
contingency fund would even 
be created in the Road Fund in 
the coming budget period. 
which hn.s not even been draft­
ed by the legislature yet. Other 
legislators also pointed out 
that the Kentucky Constitution 
requires that Road Fund 
money be spent on transporta­
tion issues. 

Rep. Carolyn Belcher. 0-
Prcston. proposed a $6 per ton 
fee on garbage taken to land­
fills. also called a tipping fee. 
Belcher said her proposal 
would hove the additional ben­
efit of charging more for the 
mountains of out of-stale 
garbage that crowds Kentucky 
landfills and perhaps cutting 
back on some of thC' foreign 
I rash. 

Rep. John BoY.Iing. D­
Dam ilk, \\as the most \ ocif­
erous opponent. Howling. who 
operates a fast-food franchise, 
said it unfairly targeted that 
industry for raising the money. 
He said city anti county gov­
ernments have the responsibil­
ity for keeping communities 
clean. 

House members did agree 
that in order to qualify for 
state fund~. commumues 
would have to match with 25 
percent of the awnrd. though 
in-kind contributions, .such as 
inmate labor for litter pickup, 
would count toward the match. 

Stumbo has estimated the 
taxes would raise about $30 
million annually. The Natural 
Resources Cabinet would get 
about tY.o-thirds to clean up 
dumps and old landfills. Th.e 
remainder '' ould gn to coun­
ties to help with litter cleanup 
and environmental programs. 
Any money over the $~0 mil-

I ion total would be split among 
stall' parks, wildlife manage­
ment programs and environ­
mental efforts. 

Rep . Steve Nunn of 
Glasgow, who voted \\o ith all 
of his Republican colleagues 
against the proposal, said his 
opposition , ... as because the 
state has so man) other needs 
that arc going unmet. "It's 
about priorities,'' Nunn said. 

Gov. Paul Patton said the 
passage was n proud day for 
the House. 

"By passing this bill, we 
have demonstrated pride in our 
commonwealth and our com­
mitment to keeping it clean.'' 
Patton said in a written state­
ment.

FRANKFORT The 
Legislative Ethics Commission 
says Churchill Downs exer­
cised ·poor judgment by send· 
ing $15,500 in campaign con­
tributions to legislators days 
before the 2002 General 
Assembly began. 

Although the truck didn't 
violate any ethics rules. the 
commission said the timing of 
the contributions, just days 
before the session where 
expanded gambling at race 
tracks would be a highly 
charged issue, left the wrong 
impression for most 
Kentuckjans. 

''Although we have found no 
impropriety. the appearance of 
impropriety was such that some 
citizens will no doubt ha'ic less 
confidence in the integrity of 
gm ernment than if this misstep 
had never occurred even 
though no actual wrongdoing 
took place," the commission 
said in its order Tuesday. 

According to the commis­
sion. Churchill's political 
action committee sent S 1,000 
checks to six member~ of the 
Senate and $500 checks to 19 
House members. The checks 
were sent by Federal Express 
on Jan. 4. four days before the

Researcher s have begun 
recruiting 20 of the most foul­
mannered cats in upstate New 
York for an experiment to see 
whether drugs will calm their 
nerves and stop fights. 

Behavior specialists at the 
Cornell University College of 
Veterinary Medicine want to test 
the theory that the scrappy cats 
are really suffering from social 
anxiety. 

"We're looking for 20 real 
bullies - the ones that start the 
fights - to see whether cat-to­
cat aggression can be reduced 
with anti-anxiety medication." 
said Tracy Kroll. a veterinary 
resident and researcher in 
Cornell's Animal Behavior 
Clinic.

The researchers will be using • 
clomipramine, which is used in 
humans under the brand name 
Anafran il to treat panic and anx-
iety disorders. In dogs. under the 
brand name Clomicalm. it treats 
"separation anxiety,'' when 
canines find the absence of their 
owners to be unbearable. 

"Some of the over-anxiety 
may be territorial or it may start 
when you bring a new cat into 
the house," Kroll said. "Then 
there's the so-called redirected 
aggression, when your indoor 
cat can't reach a cat outside the 
window. so it fights with a sib­
ling o r other feline friend 
inside."

Fred Nesler, the hill's lead spon­
sor, told the Labor and Industry 
Committee. 

Neslc1, a Democrat from 
Mayfield, said firefighters ••put 
their lives on the line every day" 
and "hould hri\'C the same bar 
gaining nghts as workers in the 
private sector 

Seven Kentucky cilies bar­
gain with thetr firefighters. but 

fJ many more have turned down 

requests for bargaining. said 
Michael Kurtsinger, represent­
ing the Kentucky Professional 
Firelighters. 

Rep. Joni Jenkins. D-Shively, 
said firefighters in her commu~ 
nity ha\'C bargained collectively 
since 1964. Negotiations often 
focus on equipment and work­
place conditions. Jenkin~ said. 

The Kentucky League of 
Cities opposes the bill. Joe 
Ewalt, one of its representati\ es. 
.;aid -;orne of its member cities 
bargain collectively with police 
and firefighters but others don't , 
The committee should "respect 
the traditiOn of local control," 
Ewalt said. 

Rep. Stan Lee. R-Lexington, 
voted against the bill and pre­
dicted it would strap local gov­
ernments. Lee complained that 
supporter<> of the bill did not try 
to e::.tirnate the bill's cost. 

Nesler said he hoped collec­
ti\ e bargarning would lead to 

better salaries and benefits for 
firefighters. which in theory 
would retain firefighters and 
keep morale high.

itself against charges of whining 
to NASCAR. sabotaging its 
own efforts and outright lazi­
ness. 

Ahhh. let the Daytona games 
begin. 

With a rules change that 
favors the Fords going into 
effect Tuesday at Daytona 
International Speedway. the 
other three makes arc up in arms 
and taking it out on their Ford 
rivals. 

"They've been sandbagging 
here all week," said Jimmy 
Spencer, a longtime Ford driver 
who moved to a Dodge team 
this year.

The Fords have been slow in 

practice, had just two cars in the 
top 20 after the first round of 
time trials and brought up the 
rear in the Budweiser Shootout. 
Dale Jarrett was the highest 
Ford finisher, coming in sixth, 
but he was almost 4 seconds 
behind race winner Tony 
Stewart in a Pontiac. 

So NASCAR approved the 
quarter-inch coming off the top, 
bringing the spoiler height 
down a full half-inch smaller 
than they were when the new 
aerodynamic package was intro­
duced late last fall.

The accusations offended the 
Ford teams, who quickly 
reached for the time sheets to 
show that the Pontiacs and 
Chevrolets have consistently 
picked up speed since the aero 
package was first tested in 
January, while the Fords have

referrals and demerit points for 
Improper behavior and estimates 
the mean weekly time commit­
ment for athletes 10 each sport. 
Findings showed support that 
athletes match or exceed non­
athletes in academ1c and behav­
ior pcrfom1ance. 

In the March 1997 issue of 
School Counselor, 123 students 
involved in interscholastic soc­
cer are analyzed Results indi­
cate that activity participation 
does not hann and may enhance 
academic performance . Male 
athletes showed in-season 
improvements in academic per# 
fonnance . 

In a comprehensive, 
statewide study of the academic 
perfonnancc of high school stu­
dent-athletes in North Carolina 
over a three-year period, the 
North Carolina High School 
Athletic Association found sig­
nificant differences between 
athletes and non-athletes. Five 
criteria were used, including 
grade-point a\·erage, attendance 
rate, disciphne referrals, dropout 
rate and graduation rate, for the 
1994-95 academtc year.

Extracumcular Participation 
and Student Engagement, June 
1995. revealed that during the 
first semester of their senior 
year, participants reported better 
attendance than their non-partic­
ipating classmates. Half of them 
had no unexcused absences 
from school and half had never 
skipped a class, compared with 
one-third and two-fifths of non· 
partiCipants. respectively. 
Students who participated were 
three times as likely to perfonn 
in the top quartile on a compos­
ite math and reading assessment 
compared with non-participants. 
Participants also were more 
likely than non-participants to 
aspire to higher education; two­
thirds of participants expected to 
complete at least a bachelor's 
degree while about half of non· 
participants expected to do so. 

A 1992 study by the 
Colorado High School 
Activities Association and the 
Colorado Department of 
Education revealed that 
Colorado high school students 
who participate in some fonn of 
interscholastic activity have 
"significantly higher'' grade­
point averages and better atten­
dance. Of the students surveyed. 
the average participant's GPA 
was 2.96 (on a 4.0 scale), com­
pared to 2.35 for the non-partic­
ipant. In one school, participants 
had an average reading test 
score of 76.30. compared ·to 
58.91 for non-participants . In 
another school, participants 
scored 16.17 on the math stan­
dardized test. compared to 13.31 
for non-participants. A partici­
pant missed school an average 
of 3.59 days a year, while a non­
participant missed 5.92 days. 
The survey showed that the larg­
er the school, the more pro­
nounced the differences in par­
ticipant and non-participant test 
scores and attendance results. 

High school students who

compete in activity programs in 
New Mexico had a 2.80 grade­
point average, compared to 2.00 
for non-participants, according 
to a 1992 survey by the New 
Mexico Activities Association. 
The survey also indicated that 
more than 60 percent of the 
state's principals found that 
GPAs of at-risk students 
improved by being active in 
interscholastic activities. 

1990-91 study in the 
Randolph (North Carolina) 
County school system showed a 
strong correlation between par­
tiCipation in athletics and posi­
tives such as improved grades 
and increased attendance rates. 
Athletes in grades 9 through 12 
in the school system's four high 
schools recorded an 86 average, 
compared to 79 for the general 
population. Athletes averaged 
four absences, while the general 
population averaged seven. 
Eleven percent of the athletes 
had discipline referrals. com­
pared to 25 percent of the gener­
al population. None of the ath­
letes dropped out, while 3.7 per­
cent of the general population 
were dropouts. 

In a 1988 survey. John 
Chevrette and Kenneth 
Patranella concluded from an 
investigation in San Antonio, 
Texas. that educational out­
comes related to scholastic per­
fonnance arc enhanced for those 
secondary students who partici­
pate in activity programs. A 
study of a high school popula­
tion of 3,536 students found that 
secondary pupils who participat­
ed 10 more than one activity dur­
ing a semester tended to experi­
ence higher academic perfor­
mance levels than other partici­
pants and non-participants. 

Students participating in a 
number of activities not only 
achieve better academically but 
also express greater satisfaction 
with the total high school expe-

rience than students who do not 
participate, according to a 1985 
survey conducted for the NI·HS 
by Indiana Umversity. The 
grade-point average for "high ~ 
activity" students was 3 .05 on a 
4.0 scale, compared to a GPA of 
2.54 for "low activity" students. 
Researchers defined high activi-
ty as involvement in four or 
more activlltcs, while low activ-
ity students were involved in 
one activity or none

that questions the biggest event in 
Kentucky high school athletics- the 
boys' and girls' stale high school 
basketball tournaments, both better 
known as "the Sweet 16." 

Specifically, Adkins' bill would 
require the Kentucky High School 
Athletic A<i..'\OCiation to hold the 
semifinal round and the state cham­
pionship game on different days- a 
departure from the single-day test of 
endurance that has been a towna­
ment staple for decades. 

Adkins, a Democrat from Sandy 
Hook, never got to play in the Sweet 
16 when he wa.; starring for Elliott 
County. But "I've watched it ever 
since I've been a kid," Adkins said 
in an interview. "1 never really 
understood why this issue hasn't 
been looked at." 

The tournaments takes place 
over four days, Wednesday through 
Saturday. Eight games of the open­
ing round are played over the first 
two days. Quarterfinals take place 
on Friday, with four teams advanc­
ing to semifinals the next morning. 
'The winners return for the title 
game Saturday night. 

A team in the lower bracket can 
end up playing three games in 24 
how's, Adkins said. But kids need 
time to recuperate from semifinals. 
and delaying the championship 
would "give them the break they 
need to come back rested and play 
the biggest game of their lives," he 
said. 

Adkins said he clid not know 
how much support his bill would 
have. He said he mainly wanted to 
"bring about some discussion." 

'That much, at least, has been 
done. The bill caught K.HSAA offi· 
cials, including Commissioner 
Louis Stout, by surprise. "You 
always have concerns about teams 
playing twice a day, but they do it all 
year round,'' Stou1 said. 

Kathy Johnston, president of the 
KHSAA Board of Control, said 
extending the tournament for a day 
would add to the cost for teams that 
had to stay.

And here were the hopelessly out­
manned Cards, showing the 
Hoosiers the sort of suffocating 
press that they rarely see in the Big 
Ten. 

All told, it was a win situation 
for both sides. The Hoosiers got a 
nice victory on national television 
and a game tape that should help 
when they meet a quick, pressing 
team in the NCAA tournament. 
And the Cards were hardly embar­
rassed on the road, before a hostile 
crowd, against the potential Big 
Ten champion. 

In the last couple of years, both 
programs have gone through trau­
matic changes involving Hall-of­
Fame coaches. When Mike Davis 
was named to replace 

Bob Knight at IU, the Knight 
loyalists were slow to embrace 
him, creating extra pressure that 
seemed to push Davis to the brink 
of an emotional breakdown. 

At U of L. the high-publicized 
squabble between Athletics 
Director Tom Jurich and veteran 
coach Denny Crum over Crum 's 
retirement left the Card camp 
divided until Jurich shocked 
almost everyone by hiring Pitino, 
one of few coaches electrifying 
enough to win over many of the 
Crum diehards. 

Now a new spirit of optimism 
seems to prevail in both camps.

He says he wants Gaines' senior 
season to be as happy and success­
ful as, well, Jarrad Odie's senior 
year at IU. 

The 6-foot-8 Odie, an erstwhile 
bench-warmer, has emerged as the 
unlikely hero of this IU team. 
When rivals try to double-team the 
6-10 Jeffries, as ti ofL did at times 
Saturday, Odie gives the Hoosiers 
a viable second option inside. His 
work around the boards bas helped 
open the perimeter so Fife, Tom 
Coverdale, and Kyle Hornsby can 
get good looks on their three-point 
attempts. 

Against the Cards, Odle had 
the game of his dreams, making 10 
of II shots from the field on the 
way to a 25-point, 11-rebound 
effort. He gave Myles, Joseph 
N'Sima and the Cards' other 
inside players a lesson in how to 
catch the ball in traffic and find a 
way to make a bucket under pres­
sure. The Cards, now 13-9, would 
surely have a couple more wins if 
the inside players had done a bet­
ter job of taking it to the hoop and 
sealing the deaJ instead of drib­
bling it ofT their knees, getting it 
blocked, or fumbling it away. But 
even when they get the ball in the 
basket, they miss the free throw 
when they're fouled. No telling 
how many old-fashioned three­
point plays the Cards have blown 
this season. 

"Odie's the recipient when 
teams double up on Jeffries," 
Pitino said. 

"It's more than that,'' countered 
Davis. "He's a warrior. He gives 
up his body for the team. He's 
playing great basketball right 
now." 

If Jeffries stays. the Cards 
won't catch up to the Hoosiers 
next season.

Wh1le 
Crum enjoys his rcurement and 
Knight pursues his last hurrah at 
Texas Tech, Pitino and Davis are 
rebuilding their programs to the 
point where their tans can stop liv­
ing in the dim, faded past, and, 
instead, enjoy what Pitino calls 
"the precious present.''

Deicing agents and their effect on landscape plants. 
(Janumy 200 I article for Kentucky Gardening magazine.) 
If December is any indication. this is going to be a rough 
winter. Along with the snow and icc come slick streets and 
sidewalks. Physical removal of this precipitation by shov­
els, snow plows, or snow blower.-. usually does little dam­
age to the lancbcapc as long a' sno" and icc are not piled 
directly on landscape plant,. The li'•C of deicing chemicals, 
however, can have a ~e-vere impact on plant~ gro"ing ncar 
roads and sidewalks \\here such agents nrc often used. 
What arc ~orne of these deicing chetPicals. how do they 
affect plant~. and how can we hest remedy these situations? 
These arc questions I will be answcnng in this column. 

The chemicals. The most common chemical used for 
deicing mads and sidewalks h, rock salt or sodium chlo­
ride. Rock salt is relath~ly inexpensive and readily avail­
able. The second most commonly used chemical is calcium 
chloride. Calcium chloride produces and cxothennic (heaL 
gcncrattng) rcacatton a:-. it dissolves, so it is often added to 
rock salt to increase its effcctivcne~s once temperatures fall 
into the low 20's. When used alone. calcium chloride can 
bl! effccti\ eat icc rcmm at down to -20F. Calcium magne­
sium acetate !CMA) is made from mixing dolomitic lime­
stone and acetic acid (the principal component of vinegar). 
It is abput as effective as rock salt with regard to tempern­
tun~ but is one of the safest chemical deicers with regard to 
effects on planh. soils, concrete. and metal surfaces. Two 
other chemicals arc sometimes used. potassium chloride 
and urea. Both are abo u~cd a" fertilizers but that does not 
neccs~arily mean they will be harmtc~s to plants when 
applied nearb) as deicing chemicals. 

·nl(' effect'> on plants. Deicing chcnHcals can adversely 
affect plant-. in two\\ ays, either through direct contact with 
foliage. or huildup in soil. Dil-cct contact results when the 
chemical itself accumulates on the plant due: to drift during 
application. or more commonly. when snow or icc contain­
ing the chemical is shoveled or blnwn onto nearby plants. 
All or these compounds are s.11ts so direct l·ontact \\ ith the 
foliage may result in burning due w a rapid deh~ dranon 
effect. This ic; obviou:-ly mo-;t noticcubl;! on evergreens 
since they will huve folinge·when deicing chemicals arc 
normally applied. Hov.ever. buds and twig' of both e\er­
!!rcen and deciduous plants may abo be affected. Regrowth 
on damaged twig~ may Lake the tonn of witches hrooms or 
ccnse clusters uf twigs onginaung fmm n single point. 
Build up of these chemicals in the soil may have even more 
detrimental effects. Repeated application over time (either 
during a paticular winter season nr over many seasons) 
may camage plants by making thctr roots unable to take up 
witter. Symptom' will include wilting C\ en when the ,oil is 
moist, leaf burn or needle tip bum. c;tunting or Jack of 
vigor. and/or deficiency symptoms for one or more plant 
nutrients. Tite lotructure of clay soils can e\en be changed 
to the point that they arc unahlc to support plant life. 

Remedies. Limit exposure of plants to salt o,pray or -.all 
containing ~tush by co\ cring them \\ ith hurl.1p llr a smililar 
fabric \\hen these chemicals arc in u-.c. l•tw .. hing the suit 
with !urge amount:-. of water after the last freeze will help 
to leach away cxecso; salts and ntay nllevr~ltC potential dam-

age to the roots. If }OU have a choice regarding which 
chemical deicer to use. calcium magnesium acetate or cal­
cium chloride are generally considered the safest to use 
around plants. As with all chemicals used in the landscape, 
be sure to read and follow label instructions. Try to avoid 
the usc of rock salt since this compound is generally most 
damaging to plants and soils as well as concrete and metal 
sUifaccs. It is also best to think of these chemicals as snow 
and ice remo\al aids and not rely on them solely to do the 
job. Use these chemicals to help melt and break up the 
accumulated icc and snow. then manually remove the 
remaining material. One can also usc abra. ive materials 
such as sand. sawdu~t, or kitty littc:r, as a replacement for 
deicing chemicals to improve traction on ic} surfaces. The 
dark color of these materials will also absorb more solar 
radiation and promote melting with exposure to sunlight. 
Also. mixing these abrasives with chemical deicers may 
prov1de the desired effect with less amounts of chemicals. 
Fcrtilitl'rs arc effective at melting ice but may cause dam­
age to concrete or metal surfaces. Overuse of fertilizers 
rna) also damage plants or cause extremely rapid growth in 
spring that may jeopardize plant health 

Finally. exposure 10 deicing salts may be unavoidable if 
the property is adjacent to a street or road subject to fre­
quent ~alting and plowing. In these cases. it ma) be possi­
ble to sdcct specific plant material that is more resistant to 
salt llt.·cumulation in the soil and salt exposure to the 
foliage. The following trets and shruhs are relatively resis­
tant White Ash, Honcyloc:ust. Black Locust. Eastern 
Rcdccdar, Colorado Spruce. Austrain Pine, Winged or 
Buming Rush Euonymus, Pfitzer Juniper. ~1od:: Orange. 
Fragrant and Staghom Sumac. and Rugo-;a Rose. The fol­
Io" ing !;pecte~ are very .;ensith e to c;alt and should not be 
planted where exposure to salt is likcl) to occur. 
Arborvitate, Beech. Holly. Dogwood. Hemlock. Scotch 
Pine and White Pine. 

Y1.'UHOtmd practices ol proper pruning. watering. and 
fertilization. that promote plant health, will also make 
plants more tolerant to !>all expo~u11.:. Hm' ever. for the 
overall health of the landscape, the goal should be to 
reduce or l'liminate the use of deicing chemicals.
