ROGERSVILLE. Tenn. - The third of six young 
Kentuckians sentenced to life in prison for the roadside 
murders of a 6-year-old and her parents is asking a judge 
to set aside his guilty plea and schedule a new trial. 

Joseph Lance Risner testified m a post-conviction 
relief hearing Thursday that he was medicated by a doc­
tor and coerced by one of his attorneys when he agreed m 
1998 to accept a plea bargain for the I 997 murders of 
three members of a Knoxville family. 

Risner, a native of Johnson County. told Criminal 
Court Judge James Beckner that the anti-anxiety drug 
Xanax prescribed by his doctor to alleviate stress a week 
prior to his scheduled trial date "muddied things up a bit" 
while he was considering the plea agreement. 

He also testified that defense attorney Mark Single 
u ed "forceful encouragement'' to convince him to accept 
the deal. Slagle also said accepting the deal would ave 
the I he~ of his co-defendants. Risner claimed.

With his bill. the state would 
allow only a select few to inspect 
or obtain copies of birth or death 
certificates. They would include 
immediate family or an "autho­

A person could give con­
sent to allow ol.her~> to obtain their 
records.

• suits entered into the court sys­
tem 

So far this year. nearly half of 
all lawsuits submitted to circuit 
court in ~forgan County have 
come from inmates at the nearby 
pnson. Each year. inmate suits 
filed through her office number 
in the dozens. 

In Frankfort. the General 
Assembly has passed a bill, 
sought hy the Department of 
Corrections, that would make it 
harder for prison inmates to sue. 

_. Corrections officials say it's 
aimed at prisoners \\ ho only 
want to gum up Lhe court system. 

Prisoners who file three frivo­
lous or malicious suits within 
live years would have to pay full 
filing Ices - about $100 in 
Morgan County - for more 
suits or appeals. Currently pris­
oners unable to afford a full lil­
ing fee usually pay nominal 
amounts of about $5 in ~torgan 
County. Pelfrey said. 

"It's kind of a put-your­
money-where-your-mouth-is 
kind of a requirement.'' said 
Steve Durham. Corrections 

~ Department general counsel. 
In the clerk's office in West 

Liberty, rrisoner lawsuits arrive 
by mail. Pelfrey's staff pores 
over the handwritten papers to 
discern grievances, remedies 
sought, who must be i>erved and 
which courts should hear the 
allegations. 

Pelfrey said prisoners' suits 
take longer to process than those 
drafted by attorneys. Many pris­
oners appeal the dismissal of 
their suits, generating even more 
work for her staff, she said. 

"It does keep us very busy, 

and it is an extra caseload for 
us." Pelfrey said in an imerview 
from her office. 

Republican Rep. John 
Vincent of Ashland, the bill's 
sponsor, said he wants to keep 
inmate gripes about such things 
as prison exercise rooms or 
libraries from becoming the 
basis of lawsuits that can clog 
the courts. 

Under the bill, the filing fee 
could be waived under certain 
circumstances for prisoners with 
a record of submitting frivolous 
suits. First, they would have to 
show they were under imminent 
danger of serious phy~ical 

injury. 
Corrections is the target of 

about 365 lawsuiLo; a year -one 
a day, Durham sa1d. Most arc 
filed by prisoners. Durham could 
not say what percentage of 
inmate suits are declared frivo­
lous hy judges. The bill also 
would protect other state agen­
cies and local governments. 

Durham said the bill is not 
meant to lock all prisoners out of 
the courts - only those who 
engage in vengeful "recreational 
litigation.'' 

·•we don't want to do any­
thing that would prevent a per­
son from exercising a constitu­
tional right to bring a complaint 
against government," Durham 
said. "What we want to do is be 
able to prevent the courts' time 
and the common\\calth')> time 
from being ~pent on dealing with 
repeated cases tiled by abusers 
of this right." 

Some suits can run hundreds 
of pages. Some reflect a prison­
er's "rambling diatribes'' or 
"incomprehensible rants.'' 
Durham said. 

The department spend" hours 
responding. and that's costly to 
taxpayers. he said . Attorneys 
rc~earch inmates· claims. inter­
view people involved and file 
responses in courts, he said. 
Inmates then tile fonnal rL'plies 
to the department's responses. 

"Pretty soon. you've got a I 0-
inch tile," Durham said. 

Patton signs two 
Medicaid bills into law

FRANKFORT - Two bills 
aimed at heading off a deficit in 
Medicaid have been signed into 
law by Gov. Paul Patton. 

Both billo; took effect imme 
d1ately. One is to require 
advance approval of prescrip­
tions for the must expensive 

• drug~ Medicaid covers. The. 
other cuts by $1 the fee paid to 

pharmacists for filling a 
Medicaid prescription. 

The administration is coum­
ing on the two bills to ave at 
least $100 million per year for 
Medicaid. the state-federal 
health insurance program for the 
poM and disabled. 

(The prior-approval bill is 
House Bill I 03. The bill to cut 
dispensing fees is Hou~e Bill 
170.) 

Fines and contempt orders, a 
judge's usual sanctions against 
people filing frivolous suits. 
don't work with prisoners. he 
said. 

The bill passed the House 96-
0, then it sailed through the 
Senate, winning final passage 
37-0. The measure now goes to 
Gov. Paul Patton. A Patton 
spokeswoman said the governor 
would decide whether to sign the 
legislation after reviewing it. 

Sen. Gerald Neal. an attorney, 
had words of caution. Neal 
abstained during the Senate vote. 
He supports curtailing frivolous 
suits, but the bill might keep 
indigent prisoners from SUing 
over matters that might one da) 
become a threat. Neal said . "I'm 
just concerned about that fourth 
one that might not be frivolous, 
malicious or harassing," Neal. 
D·Louisvme. said. 

Durham said the bill also 
seeks to curtail mass usc of sub­
poenas by prisoners. Inmates can 
subpoena large numbers of cor­
rections officials - sometimes 
an entire shift of prison workers. 
Durham said. 

Under l.he bill, Corrections 
personnel subpoenaed by prison­
ers to appear in courts outside 
their home counties could give 
depositions instead, unless a 
judge ordered otherwise. 

(The legislation is House Bill 
86)

As allegations widen, Vatican sees pedophilia 
as no longer iust an 'American' problem

VATICAN CITY- ror years, 
it wa~.; seen at the Vatican as mere 
sensationalism, as a so-called 
"American problem," or as an 
orchestrated campaign against the 
Roman Catholic Church's celiba­
cy rcquirl·ment for priests. 

But with reports of pedophilia 
involving p1 icsts rocking the 
church in various parts of the 
world, Pope John Paul II has 
begun to mise his voice. 

He d1d so late last year. while 
sending his officral word over the 
Internet for the fiN lime, in a 
me-SSage to the bishops from the 
South Pacilic. 

" In certain parts of Oceania, 
sexual abuse hy some clerg) and 
religious has caused great sutler­
ing and :;piritual harm to the vic­
tims," John Paul said. "It has been 
YCl) dan1aging in lhe life of the 
church and has become an obsta· 
clc to the proclamatron of the 
Gl)spcl.'' 

It was only a brief section of a 

120-page document, but it \l.llii 

also a rare public acknowledg­
ment from the Vatican of a prob­
lem that has seriously embar­
rassed the Church and has cost 
dioceses tens of mi1lions of dol­
lars in senlements. Soon after thl' 
pope's statement came word that 
the Vatican had issued new guide­
lines for handling pedophilia 
cases. 

Yet despite those steps. quc~­
tions remain about whether the 
church is doing enough to put an 
end to the crisis. 

"No news story about the 
church is more shocking and 
scandalous lhan a report of chil­
dren being sexually abu~ed by 
priestc;," said the influential Jesuit 
publication. America. in a recent 
editorial. 

"That abuse cases continue to 
surface indicates that guideline-. 
on paper are not enough. Far 
stricter enforcement is called for 
to rid the church of this honible 
scandal and, more important. to 
protect our children." 

While the Boston archdiocese 

b in the mid~ I nl a sex ahusc scan­
dalthnt ha<> led to call ... for the res­
ignation of Cardinal Bernard Law, 
it is not alone. Dioceses around 
the world ha' e faced simi tar prob­
lems in recent years: 

- Lust month. the Catholic 
Church in Ireland agreed to a 
landmark $110 million payment 
to childn:n sexually abused by 
clergy over decades. More than 
20 priests, hrothcrs and nuns have 
been convicted of molesting chil­
dnm. 

-French Bishop Picrrc Pican 
was convicted last year of keeping 
quiet nbuut a priest who sexually 
ahust.'d children. lhe fi.r.-t time in 
more lhan 150 year., lhat a high­
ranking clergyman in t'mncc was 
found guilty of a crime. I Jc received 
a three-month -;u~pe.ndcd sentence. 

- Between 1995 and 1999, 21 
of 5,600 Dtholic pricsl'o; in F..ngland 
and Wales were convicted of 
ofl'enscs against children. One arch­
bishop J'C-;igncd over his handling 
of pedophile prksls. 

- J\ bishop in Ballaml, 
Auslmlia. was forced to resign in 

1997. accused of covering up sexu­
al abuses by a priesl Victims said 
the bishop moved the pri~t from 
parish to parish. instead of reporting 
him to police. 

-A priest in rural Spain wac; 
arrested in early February a'i a sus­
pect in an Internet child pornogra­
phy ring that also served as an elec· 
tromc forum for child abusers to 
exchange experiences. 

While the pope has acknowl 
edged the sex abuse problem, "it's 
obviously not a topic he's spoken a 
lot about. to put it mildly," said 
Philip F. Lawler, editor of Catholic 
World Report mag:vjne, 

Lawler sa.td that the troubles of 
individual priests :-hould normally 
be dealt with at diocesan level. but 
"it's very clear the bishops have not 
handled this, so I do think we're at 
the point where the Holy See needs 
to take some actions." That could 
include replacing some bishops, he 
said.

"Somehow it all works. It is 
supposed to be a place for the 
free expression of all religious 
fai ths.'' 

Each weekend, there are 10 
different types of services on 
board. including Jewi sh. 
Seventh-day Advent ist, 
Lutheran and Catholic. Most 
services arc in the chapel, 
although the Gospel service 
rneets liO the mess deck because 
it attracts up (() 300 people. 
Chapel mu ... ic ranges from 
chants to tapes to a nine-piece 
band that plays in the Gospel 
service. 

In addition to Mudd, the 

chaplains include a Lutheran 
and two other Protestants. Other 
services are run by lay leaders. 

The chapel opens at 5 a.m. 
for quiet meditation and often is 
in use until after midnight. Pelly 
Officer I st Class Cory Bell, a 
hospital corpsman from San 
Diego, said it offers a quiet 
respite for busy sailors. 

''It is a way to get away from 
it all,'' he said. "It's spiritual 
refreshment." 

The Chaplains Corps traces 
its history to 1775 when Navy 
regulations stated ''the comman· 
ders of the ships of the thinecn 
United Colonies are to take care 
that divine ~ervices be per· 
formed twice a day on board and 
a sermon preached on Sundays. 
unless bad weather or other 
extraordinary accidents pre­
vent." 

Rarely have chaplains had 
such a big space in which to 
work. On the John F. Kennedy. 
nicknamed Big John. the chapel 
space was doubled when the 
ship was in the yards in 1997. 
Mudd said. 

"This is the largest chapel 
anoat." said Cmdr. Jon 
Frederickson. a Lutheran and 
the c.:omrnand· chaplain. 

On u typical aircraft carrier. 
the chapel sits right under the 
night deck and is noisy and 
small, usually seating about 45 
people. The JFK chapel is two 
decks below the hangar bay and 
scab more than 100 people. 
Frederickson said. No one on 
board is exactly sure how the

National Religious 
Broadcasters 
president resigns 
after interview flap 

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - The 
president of the National Religious 
Broadcasters resigned following 
complaints about a newspaper 
interview in which be said the 
group should not lose focus on 
spiritual issues a'> it pursues politi­
cal goals. 

The board of the broadcasters· 
group voted last weekend to accept 
the resignation of Wayne 
Pederson, who had served in the 
post since October. Some of the 
group's 1.490 members threatened 
to leave over what they perceived 
a-; Peder.-:on's desire to change the 
organization's mission, which has 
traditionally been to take stands on 
a mix of spiritual and political 
issues. 

Pederson said his comments 
were misunderstood, but he felt it 
would be best for the group if he 
resigned. He said he was "sad to 
leave, but we would be sadder still 
if a rift had resulted from this situ­
ation." 

In a Jan. 5 interview with the 
Star Tribune of Minneapolis. 
Pederson said, "Our constitution 
says we're to make the Christian 
media as effective as it can be. We 
need to not be pulled into the polit­
ical arena. 

"We're all entitled to our polit­
ical views. and evangelicals tend 
to gravitate toward more conser­
vative politics," he told the 
newspaper. "But sometimes in 
taking our stands we've allowed 
ourselves to be typecast, and the 

effectiveness spiritually hns been 
diminished.'' 

Glen Plummer, the NRB chief 
executive officer, said the 60 
year-old association has always 
spoken out on political, social 
and spiritual issues, while pro­
tecting Christian hroadcasters' 
access to the airwaves. 

"Lel me say that any anxiety 
about a change in uirection of 
NRB IS unfounded," Plummer 
said.

PIKEVILLE - A Martin 
County man faces up to 50 years 
in prison after being found guilty 
of car jacking and weapons vio­
lations.

Recession may be over, reports suggest; 
more vigorous recovery seen as possible

WASHINGTON - The 
recession is shaping up as one 
of the shortest and mildest on 
record. In fact. it may already 
be over. private economist!> 
said Thursday, based on vari­
ous upbeat reports . 

The Conference Roard 
reported that its Index of 
Leading Economic Indicators, 
a key gauge of future activity, 
shot up 0.6 percent in January. 
its fourth consecutive monthly 
increase. 

"The strong signal from the 
indicators is that the recession 
is ending and that the recovery 
could be more vigorous than 
earlier anticipated," said Ken 
Goldstein, a senior economist 
with the New York-based 
industry group that issues the 
index. 

The financial market' were 
not impressed, however. hy the 
new signs of an economic 
rebound. The Dow Jones 
industrial average closed down 
106.49 at 9,834.68. 

While the leading index was 
flashing signals of a rehound, 
another report Thursday 
showed that that last year's 
slowdown may not have been 
as severe as tirst believed. 

The Commerce Department 
reported that the nation's trade 
deficit narrowed by 11.4 per­
cent in Decemher to $25.3 bil­
lion. its best showing since 
September. 

This unexpectedly large 
improvement sent economists 
scurrying to upwardly revise 
their estimates for overall eco­
nomic activity in the fourth 
quarter. Many said the gross 
domestic product may have 
risen by I percent in the 
Octobcr·Deccmher quarter. 
based on the stronger trade 
showing. instead of the origi­
nally reported 0.2 percent 
increase. 

Kevin Hassett, an econo­
mist at the American 
Enterprise Institute. said the 
statistics will show that the 
recession actually ended in 
November. 

The National Bureau of 
Economic Research, the offi­
cial arbiter of when recessions 
begin and end, has said the 
downturn began in March, 
ending a record l 0-year stretch 
of prosperity. The bureau is not 
expected to issue a ruling on 
the end of the downturn for 
several more months. 

If current indications hold 
up and the third quarter, when 
the GOP fell at a 1.3 percent 
rate, is the only negative peri­
od, the drop in economic out­
put during the recession will 
be a small 0.3 percent, making 
this the mildest recession in

icate but it is not untested. 
"Ho" many of us remember it

Some observers say this scan­
dal isn't really so different from 
those in the past, that it will lead to 
necessary changes and then people 
will gradually move on. 

"We have gonen a booster shot 
of awareness," said Jerald 
Greenberg, a professor of manage­
ment and business ethics at Ohio 
State University. "I don't think that 
the general public's questioning of 
ethics practices is new- it's new­
ly renewed .... It's like terrorism. 
We bt.x:ome very v1gilant, very 
concerned, and then slowly but 
surely we become a little less vigi­
lant." 

Hoffman agrees in part, but 
says the collective shock has risen 
to a new level this time.

The National Association 
for Business Economics said 
Thursday that 60 percent of the 
economists on its forecasting 
panel believe the recession is 
already over.

''America's longest expan­
sion in history has been fol­
lowed by one of the shortest, 
shallowest recessions on 
record," said NABE President 
Harvey Rosenblum, director of 
economic research at the 
Dallas Federal Reserve bank.

2003.

But he said 
the improvement may stall 
around where the jobless rate 
is currently -at 5.6 percent. 

The Labor Department 
reported Thursday that the 
number of Americans filing 
new claims for unemployment 
benefits rose to 383,000 last 
week. Although that was an 
increase of I 0,000 from the 
previous week, analysts noted 
that new claims remained near 
a six-month low and the rash 
of layoffs that occurred after 
the Sept. II terrorist attacks 
seems to have abated. 

The trade report showed 
that the deficit for the entire 
year shrank to $346.3 billion, 
the first improvement in six 
years, reflecting the reces­
sion's impact on Americans' 
demand for foreign goods.

each year. 
Since then, the CPI has under­

gone a number of changes to 
address those concerns. John 
Greenlees, uso;istant commission· 
er for consumer prices and price 
indexes, citing a study by Federal 
Reserve researchers, said the CPJ 
now overstates inllation by 
around 0.6 percentage points a 
year. 

A big reason for that reflects 
the difficulty in trying to accu­
rately capture the impact of 
improved product quality on 
prices. Greenlees said. The new 
CPI measure, he added, doesn't 
address that problem. 

The new measure also ha-; 
some drawbacks: it measures 
prices for a small universe of 
goods and services - 28 cate­
gories- as opposed to the rough­
ly 200 categories in the current 
CPI: it is not seasonally adjust­
ed. making it difficult to accu­
rately compare data from month 
to month and analyt.e price 
trends; and it will be revised 
regularly, something that could 
limit its usefulness as a cost-of­
living adjustment for contracts.

To Hoffman, those factors com­
pounded help explain the breadth 
and depth of the outrage over 
Enron, that will mean an enduring 
demand for more ethical hchavior 
by businesses.

The rught he called for the last ume, I cried 
myself to sleep. When I awoke in the mom­
mg. there was u message scnbbled on my 
m1rror in red hpst1ck: ''Heandy know, 
when half-gods go, the gods arrive." J 
thought about that I.JUOtation Iron\ Emerson 
for a long lime. and I left it where my moth· 
cr had wnuen 11 until my hean healed. 
When I finally \\ent for the glass cleaner,

But there \\ere some huns my mother 

couldn't heal. A month before my high· 
school graduation, my father died suddenly 
of a hcan anack. My tcelings ranged from 
simple gncf to abandonment, fear, distrust 
and ovcmhclming anger that my dad was 
missing some of the most imponant events 
of my life. I became completely uninteresl· 
ed in my upcommg graduation, the senior­
class pia) and the prom -events that I had 
worked on and looked forward to. I even 
considered stayrng home to attend college 
instead of gomg away as I had planned 
because it felt safer. 

My mother. in the midst of her own 
grief. \\OUidn't hear of me missing out on 
any of these things. The day before my 
father dtcd. she and I had gone shopping 
for a prom dress and had found a spectacu­
lar one - yards and yanls of dotted Swiss 
in red, white and blue. Wearing it made me 
feel like Scarlet O'HarJ. But it was the 
wrong size. and when my father died the 
next day. I forgot all about the dress. 

M) mother d1dn't The day before the 
prom. I found that dress "aiting for me -

in the right size. It was draped majestically 
over the living room sofa. presemed to me 
artistically and lovingly. I might not have 
cared about having a new dress, but my 
mother did. 

She cared how we children felt about 
ourselves. She imbued us with a sense of 
the magic in the world. and she gave us the 
ability to see beauty e\en in the face of 
adversity. 

In truth, my mother wanted her chtldren 
to see themselves much like the gardenia­
lovely. strong. perfect, with an aura of mag· 
ic and perhaps a bit of mystery. 

My mother died when I was 22. only 10 
days after I was married.

Don't Let Injury 
Put Fitness On Hold 

Q I hurt my knee wh1le jog­
ging, and I started punch­
Ing a heavy bag while sit­

ting in a chair. It seems to bring up 
the heart rate, but since I am sit· 
ling down, I was wondering if this 
provides an adequate cardiovas­
cular workout? 

A The degree to which a 
ttssue such as bone, 
skeletal muscle or car~ 

diac muscle (the heart) func­
tions depends on the activity to 
which it is exposed. Running 
is obviously a weight-bearing 
exercise, using primarily your 
legs; punching a heavy bag 
works your upper body. 

The terms "overload'' and 
"specificity" describe the two 
major principles underlying all 
traming programs. "Overload" 
states that to develop the mus­
culoskeletal system, it must 
experience loads to which it is 
not accustomed. "Specificity" 
states lhat you must train the 
specific muscles for which 
increases in strength and 
endurance are desired. 

To apply this to cardiovas­
cular litness, activities that 
overload the heart and respira­
wry systems are needed. These 
include contracting the large­
muscle groups in a rhythmic 
manner and on a continuous 
basis. Running would be a per­
fect example. Activities 
involving a small-muscle mass 
arc less appropriate because 
they tend to generate very high 
cardtovascular loads relative 
to energy expenditure.

"Brotherhood 
of the Wolf" 
We all nave our guilty plea­

sures. As much as I like watch­
ing great films. I also love 
watching Unintentionally Bad 
Movies. If you've ever seen an 
episode of "Mystery Science 
Theater 3000," you know 

•• ( 
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whereof I speak. 
''Brotherhood of the Wolf' is 

an Unintentionally Bad Movie. 
. It is presented as a lavish. his­
torical epic based on the real­
life French legend of The Beast 
of Gevaudan. 

What I think director 
Christopher Gans was huping to 
achieve was a French 
"Crouching Tiger, Hidden 
Dragon." What he delivered was 
a movie that is "Last of the 
Mohicans Meets The Wolfman 
in the Land of the Matrix'' 
directed by John Woo. 

" Brotherhood of the Wolf" is 
a beautifully photographed 18th­
century period piece that is also 
a kung-fu/monstcr movie that 
takes itself waaaaaaay too seri­
ously. That's what makes walCh­
ing this movie so much fun. You 

get the idea that Gans had no 
idea he was making a schlocky 
B-movie. 

Set during the reign of Louis 
XV, the women of the French 
country~ide are living in terror 
of being attacked by a vicious 
man-beast. 

The hl!ro of the film. a fella 
named Grcgore (Samuel Le 
Bihan), and his trusty American 
Jndiun sidekick (I am not joking 
here) Mani are on the trdil of 
this beast. 

from their entrance to the end 
of the film. we are subjected to 
an onslaught of stylized martial­
arts fight sequences. scenes of 
extreme gore and the occasional 
nude scene. Yes, if you think 
"The Man Show" is quality TV. 
this film has it all: gore, kung fu 
and lots of heaving. bare cleav-

age. 
In a way, I felt a feeling of 

deja HI while watching 
"Brotherhood of the Wolf." Tht!n 
it hit me: "Brotherhood" is the 
French equivalent of "From 
Dusk Till Dawn'" (another of m) 
guilly-pleasure films). The only 
thing missing is Tom Savini 
wearing a six-shooter for a cod­
piece. 

If 1 have any real criticism of 
this movie, it is that it goes on 
for way too long. It clocks in at 
about two-and-a-half hours. If 
Gans had cut about 20 or 30 
minutes from the picture, 
"Brotherhood" would have been 
perfect. As it is. having to keep 
up \\ ith the plot while reading 
the ham-listed subtitles gets a bit 
tiring after two hours. 

However, the film is gorgeous 
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to watch . The cinematograrhy by 
Dan Laustscn is lavish and lush. 
Th~ costumes are also great. 

So, if extreme violence, nudity 
and anything French offend!-> you, 
then stay away from this film at 
all costs. 

But. if you have a hankcrin' to 

see a kung-fu werewolf movie 
set in 18th century France, then 
''Brotherhood of tbe Woll" is just 
the movie for you. 

Take a fe\\ friends with you. 
Have a few beers beforehand. sit 
back and have a great time at the 
movies.
