PRESTONSBURG — Ricky
Thornsberry 42, of Prestonsburg, and
Herman Morris, 41, of Ivel, the two men
who, while deputies for the Floyd
County Sheriff's Department, allegedly
falsified concealed weapon permit dog-

uments, have resigned, according to
Floyd County Sheriff John K.
Blackburn.

Blackburn did not elaborate on the
exact day Thomsberry and Morris sub-
mitted their letters of resignation, but
said the letters were offered to his
department days prior to their indict-
ment.

The former deputies were among six
Eastern Kentuckians indicted Thursday
in U.S. District Court in Lexington for
mail fraud in connection to a scheme
which enabled concealed weapons
applicants to obtain certification and
permits to carry hidden weapons either
without fully completing the required
training or without having had any type

of instruction. Their attorney, Ned
Pillersdorf, has indicated that each man
intends to plead guilty to a single count
of mail fraud.

Blackburn said late Thursday
evening that Thornsberry's and Morris'
indictments had nothing to do with their
duties as county officers.

“These indictments are about issues

that have nothing to do with their duties
as Floyd County deputy sheriffs or with
the Floyd County Sheriff’s
Department,” said Blackburn. “They
haven’t been accused of any wrongdo-
ings within the sheriff's department. As
deputy sheriffs, these boys have pet-

Gambling bill
would end
some taxes
on tracks

FRANKFORT — Besides mil-
lions from operating slot machines,
Kentucky's horse tracks could get a
substantial cut in their tax bill under
the legislation they have proposed

Churchill Downs President Alex
Waldrop said this week the legisla-
tion would repeal the license tax
and admission taxes paid by the
race tracks to Kentucky's General
Fund. Together, those taxes amount
to more than $600.000 a year. |

Rep. Jim Callahan, D-Wilder, |
chief’ sponsor of the bill. said the
loss of tax revenue is minimal when
compared to what the state expects
to get from the slot machines.

According 1o the estimates of the
tracks, the state could get $40 mil-
lion in the first year of operation,
$142 million in the second and
more than $300 million in following
years,

“It’s the only type of revenue |
you can look at and say each year
it's going to get better,” Callahan
said. “And it doesn’t cost the tax-
payer & penny.”

Slot machines would also mean
more than $500 million in revenue
to the tracks each vear.

The license tax is paid by the
race tracks based on the average
daily amount of money bet at the
tracks, called handle. Churchill pays
$1,500 for each day it conducts rac-
ing, Waldrop said. Smaller tracks,
such as Ellis Park near Henderson,
which is owned by Churchill, pays
$500 per day.

Waldrop said all the tracks paid a
total of about $395,000 in 1999,

The legislation would repeal that
tax altogether,

Race tracks are also charged 15
cents for each patron, whether they
pay an admission fee or not, That
tax raised about $241.000.

The proposal contained within
the slot machine legislation would
impose that tax only on paid admis-
sions to race tracks. And most

PRATER CREEK — Just after 3
p-m. Friday afternoon the Allen
Volunteer Fire Department received a
call reporting a forest fire on nearby
Prater Creek.

As is custom, the fire truck was pre-
pared and two volunteer firefighters —
34-year-old Clarence Elkins and his 16-
year old daughter, Michelle Elkins —
left the fire department to respond.

It would be a mere 15 minutes later

when the scared and panicked voice of
Michelle Elkins would be picked up
across the emergency radio, informing
the sheriff’s department that she and her
father had been in an accident.

Police at the scene explained that
Clarence Elkins, who had been driving
the fire truck south along 1426 along
the narrow road on Prater’s Creek. had
cut the wheel of the vehicle in an
attempt to avoid a dog crossing the road
Jjust minutes from their intended desti-
nation.

The fire continued to rage across the

nearby valley as police and members of
the Allen Volunteer Fire Department
patched together the events which led
up to the accident.

“They swerved to avoid a dog cross-
ing the road and then went into the
ditch,” said Floyd County Sheriff’s
Deputy B.J. Caudill, who was among
the dozen or so officials at the scene
Friday. “They went into the ditch and
then flipped on their top and skidded
across the road.”

House budget transfers education
money around to finance raises

FRANKFORT — House
budget makers moved money
around from health benefits and
other areas to finance a general
increase for school districts and
initiatives such as family
resource centers.

The Appropriations and
Revenue Committee plan also
takes money from some previ-
ously unknown fee increases on
people who go to court and
from the court system general-
ly.

The largest single initiative
different from the budget pro-
posed by Gov. Paul Patton is a
$34.6 million increase in the
basic state aid to education pro-
gram in the 2003 fiscal year.

Patton would have essential-
ly directed no new money to
local schools next year, but also
would have ordered them to
provide a 2.7 percent pay raise
to personnel.

Chairman Harry Moberly,
D-Richmond, said the state aid
increase would mean a 1.63
percent raise for school person-
nel next year, with a recommen-
dation for a larger pay hike. The
committee plan would also
direct $14.5 million more to
local schools in 2004 than
Patton’s plan.

Specific school programs
would also benefit from more
money directed in the commit-
tee plan, which the entire House
will likely take up next week.

Family Resource and Youth
Service Centers would get an
additional $5.3 million in 2003
and $8.2 million in 2004.
Community education, gifted
and talented programs, text-
books and local vocational pro-

grams would also benefit,

The rewards program for
schools that improve on
statewide tests would be cut
$3.4 million, but Moberly said
the amount of rewards should
not suffer.

School finances would also
benefit from an obscure provi-
sion added to the budget bill by
the committee. It would let
school boards raise property tax
rates to bring in up to 4 percent
more money each year, despite
some other state laws that act to
cap rates to bring in less than 4
percent.

Some lawmakers said the
budget is still somewhat misdi-
rected.

“This budget hits the slow-
est-growing and the poorest dis-
tricts the hardest,” said Rep.
Mark Treesh, R-Owensboro.

House Democratic leaders
met privately with Gov. Paul
Patton before the committee
completed its work. Speaker
Jody Richards said legislators
told the governor of their plans.

“He thinks he did it better
than we do,” Richards said.

The sources of all the money
sprinkled around in the House
committee spending plan is still
somewhat mysterious.

Rep. Joe Barrows, D-
Versailles, said $9 million a

year will come from legislation
that will raise some court costs,
the fees charged for everything
from people who file suits to
those who get traffic tickets,
The legislation would also pro-
hibit judges from waiving fees,
which legislators said was a
common practice.

The House budget also takes
about $5 million from the judi-
cial branch budget.

While most of the House
budget plan is free of the per-
sonal items for influential legis-
lators that usually are sprinkled
throughout, Rep. Jon Will
Stacy, the chairman of the edu-
cation budget review subcom-
mittee, is an exception.

Stacy, D-West Liberty,
added specific provisions on
how Morehead State University
must spend some of its state
funding, from assistance to its
radio station to salary increases,
Stacy’s proposal goes so far as
to specify percentage raises
employees, from 4 percent for
those earning $20,000 or less,
to 1 percent for those earning
more than $40,000.

Stacy worked at Morehead
until July 2001.

Morehead spokesman Keith
Kappes said the school was not
told about the directions in
advance and did not seek them.

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House hudget makers scrambie for more money for education

FRANKFORT — The state's
two-year spending plan emerg-
ing from the work of a House
committee keeps largely in line
with the budget proposed by
Gov. Paul Patton,

House leaders said they do
intend to increase funding for
elementary and secondary
schools beyond the levels rec-
ommended by Patton.

House Speaker  Jody
Richards said the general state
aid to education program —
known as SEEK — will be
increased by 1 percent.

Richards said school districts
will not be required to use the
money to provide raises to per-
sonnel, but will be encouraged
o do so. Patton has proposed
requiring local schools to give
2.7 percent raises to employees,
but provided no money to do so.

“I think most districts will
give whatever they can,”
Richards said.

In addition, Richards said
local districts would be provided
$14 million to make up short-
falls this year after a miscount of
students.

In fiscal 2004, the House
budget would provide and
require a 2.7 percent pay raise to

all local school personnel.

The sotirces of the money,
which could total nearly $100
million during the two-year bud-
get, was not altogether clear.

Richards said numerous cuts
were made across the executive
budget to capture money for
education,

Qutside of education, the
emerging House budget looked
much like the onginal proposal
by Patton in January with a bit
of tinkering across state agen-
cies,

With little new money (o
move around, and natural
growth in state government per-
sonnel and other fixed costs,

legislators found themselves
unable to do much to accommo-
date their own wishes.

Rep. Jesse Crenshaw, chair-
man of a subcommittee covering
the justice, judicial and correc-
tions areas, voiced his frustra-
tion after his report Thursday.

“What it does is, it says we

have no money,” said Crenshaw, -

D-Lexington.

Rep. Lonnie Napier, R-
Lancaster, said he had pleaded
for financing of a state park at
Herrington Lake, but none of
the $43 million in construction
requests for the Parks
Department are included in the
budget.

House gives final passage to Medicafd copayment bill

FRANKFORT — Medicaid
patients would start paying $1
per drug prescription, giving
some relief to the cash-strapped
insurance program, under a bill
sent to Gov. Paul Patton on
Friday.

The bill won 92-0 final pas-
sage in the House. Patton is
counting on the expected $8
million savings each year from
the copayment to erase a pro-
jected deficit in the next fiscal
year.

The copayment is part of leg-
islative package meant to bail
out the state-federal health
insurance program for the poor
and disabled.

The House dispensed with
the bill with almost no discus-
sion,

Kentucky has never before
required copayments for drugs.
The bill’s sponsor, Rep. Steve
Nunn of Glasgow, said it was a
necessary step, though it could
be costly for Medicaid patients
with multiple prescriptions.

“It's part of being fiscally

responsible and is part of the
solution,” Nunn said.

The bill would cap the
copayment at $1 for each pre-
scription. Pharmacists would
collect the fee,

Other Medicaid-related bills
would add to the savings. One
would allow the state to require
advance approval before doctors
could prescribe the most expen-
sive drugs eligible for coverage
by Medicaid. Another bill would
cul pharmacists’ Medicaid dis-
pensing fee.

Meanwhile, the House gave
92-0 final passage to a bill to
continue a cleanup fee paid by
companies that produce haz-
ardous waste. The steel industry
would be exempted; a Senate
change accepted by the House.

The fee raised about $2.5
million last year to clean up
spills and sites where dangerous
chemicals have been dumped or
stored over the years,

The hazardous waste assess-
ment is 1.2 cents for each pound
of certain liquid materials and
0.2 cents per pound of solid
wasle.

A bill allowing students to

give themselves asthma medica-
tion at school won 94-0 final
passage in the House and goes
to Patton.

The children’s parents and
doctors would have to consent
to the self-administration of the
asthma drugs. Parents would
also have to sign a statement
clearing the school from liabili-
ty.
In other action. the House
passed and sent to the Senate a
bill to amend the Kentucky
Investment Fund Act to make
venture capital investments in
high-tech firms more attractive.

The bill also would double
the amount businesses could
seek in start-up assistance from
the Kentucky Rural Innovation
Fund, from $25,000 to $50,000.
The bill, sponsored by Speaker
Jody Richards, passed 94-0.

The House also passed a bill
to require health insurers to give
policyholders 30 days written
notice before canceling policies.

The insurer would have to
pay all claims during that 30-
day period if the policyholder
had paid the premium. The bill,
sponsored by Rep. Danny Ford,

R-Mount Vernon, passed 93-0
and goes to the Senate.

(The Medicaid legislation is
House Bill 283. The hazardous
waste fee bill is HB244. The
child-asthma bill is HB353, The
high-tech investment bill is
HB525. The health issuance bill
is HB510)

“It’s just am investment,
unfortunately, we can’t make
right now,” Wilkey said.

Times are so tight, several
golf courses being built at state
parks cannot be opened in the
next two years.

The human services subcom-
mittee made a significant com-
mitment to breast and cervical
cancer treatment programs with-
in Medicaid of $1.2 million
from the state, which would be
matched with $4.8 million in
federal funds.

Out of a $7 billion annual
General Fund, the changes made
were relatively minor.

For example, the committee
recommended building a fence
around the minimum-security
portion of the Green River
Correctional Complex in
Muhlenberg County,

There were also some unusu-
al approaches to issues and
money.

Rep. Jimmie Lee, D-
Elizabethtown, said the budget
would set aside $60 per month
payments to welfare recipients
who have jobs. Lee said the ini-
tiative would actually save the
state $3 million because of other

payments to workers on welfare.

Like the education changes,
it was unclear where the money
would come from for additional
programs. There was no surplus
from Patton’s original proposal
and the House works from that
as a base for their recommenda-
tions.

The full House
Appropriations and 'Revenue
Committee worked into the
night Thursday to come up with
the first draft of the General
Assembly’s take on spending
priorities for the coming two fis-
cal years.

Education spending, which
accounts for nearly two-thirds of
state General Fund spending,
was to be taken up on Friday.

After the committee report,
the full House will vote on a
budget and then the Senate gets
its shot at the budget
Differences between the two
approaches are historically
resolved in conference commit-
tees of the legislative leadership
in the waning days of the ses-
sion.

Looming over the budget is a

Bill would extend freeze
on occupational license tax

FRANKFORT — Six high-
growth counties would be
spared an abrupt loss of local
income tax money under a bill
the Kentucky Senate passed
Friday.

If enacted, the legislation
would extend a freeze imposed
two years ago on “occupational
license fees” in counties that
went above 30,000 in the 2000
Census.

Six counties — Clark, Knox,
Marshall, Meade, Scott and
Shelby — crossed that popula-
tion line and stood to lose mil-
lions in tax money as a result,

The reason was that larger
and smaller counties live under
different rules when it comes to
taxes. A population of 30,000 is
the deciding factor.

Bill would let
restaurants
permit
‘carry-in’
wine botties

Restaurants with wine licens-
es could allow patrons to bring
their own bottles — a special
vintage, perhaps, or the product
of one’s personal winery —
under a bill the Kentucky Senate
passed Friday.

Bring your own does not
mean pour your own, however.
The restaurant would charge a
“corkage” fee for serving the
wine, according to the bill spon-
sor, Sen. Larry Saunders.

Saunders, D-Louisville, said
the legislation would allow
restaurants to do what private
clubs already can do. The bill
would not apply to bars. It
passed 24-5 and was sent to the
House.

(The legislation is Senate Bill
123.)

In counties over 30,000, peo-
ple who pay a city occupational
tax get a credit against the coun-
ty’s tax. In counties under it,
there is no credit, and city resi-
dents pay both taxes,

Without the new legislation,
city residents suddenly would
qualify for a tax credit in the six
counties at issue.

The bill originated in the
House and was rewritten by the
Senate, which passed it 28-4
with one abstention. The House
now must vote on whether to
accept the Senate’s version.

—Forbid local governments
to automatically exclude *“dou-

ble wides” and other, larger
manufactured houses from resi-
dential zones. However, the
houses would have to meet zon-
ing regulations generally applic-
able to single-family dwellings,
plus standards the local govern-
ment draws up to ensure the two
kinds of housing are compatible.

Rules and standards would
include permanent foundations,
minimum 20-foot width, roof
pitch, square footage and exteri-
or materials. The bill would
apply only to houses manufac-
tured after July 15 this year
Subdivision restrictions would
not be affected, according to the

tournaments should be determined by the

Kentucky High School Athletic Association and
its member schools, not by the Kentucky General
Assembly.

A bill filed by Rep. Rocky Adkins to bar teams from
playing two games on the same day during the Sweet 16
should be largely ignored by the 2002 General Assembly.
[nstead. if schools think it is too demanding to expect
teams to play two games during the final day of the boys’
and girls” tournaments, then they should petition the
KHSAA to change a tournament format that has been in
existence for decades.

Adkins, D-Sandy Hook, a former basketball star for
Elliott County High School and Morehead State
University, agrees the issue his bill addresses could best be
addressed by the governing body of high school sports in
Kentucky. But he said he filed the bill to “bring about dis-
cussion.”

The Sweet 16s for both the boys and girls now are
scheduled over a four-day period with the winners of the
two semifinal games on Saturday morning playing for the
state championship that night. It is possible for a team in
the lower bracket (o play three games in less than 24 hours.

Kids need time to recuperate from semifinals, and delay-
ing the championship would “give them the break they
need to come back rested and play the biggest game of
their lives,” Adkins said.

Under the current format, the state tournaments are a test
of stamina as well as basketball skill. The format favors the
teams with the most depth and the best conditioning,
Fatigue can become a major factor for teams that rely
heavily on one or two gifted players.

But adding another day to the tournament could prove
expensive to the top teams. Teams from schools located far
from the tournament site must pay for overnight lodging
and for meals.

Adding a day to the tournament also could move the
championship game to Sunday, something schools have
said they want to avoid.

Sure, the current format is physically demanding, but it
has remained unchanged for decades. If any changes are to
be done, it should be by the KHSAA — not the General
Assembly. This is not a matter for the politicians.

That’s not terribly
surprising, | suppose,
We are'the Richest,
Most Powerful
Country on each and
the RMPC is never
loved. People are jeal-
ous of its wealth and
power, for one thing,
and for another, the
RMPC tends to be
unbearably arrogant
and uncaring about the
good opinion of others,
That’s us, down to the ground right now.
George Bush talks intemational coopera-
tion, but when it comes to international
agreements — on global warming, law of
the sea, the Geneva Convention, the
ABM treaty — he adopts a my-way-or-
the-highway approach. And Americans
like him for it

Our overbearing ways are compound-
ed by a hypocrisy that is extreme even by
the extravagant standards of superpowers.
We act as though we do things only from
the highest, most altruistic motives and
that we never do anything wrong, When
we bomb people, for example, we claim
that it is for their own good and are sur-
prised when they are less than grateful, In
short, we confuse being a moralistic
nation (which we are) with being a moral
one (which we are not).

There are no moral nations; that is,
nations which will do the right thing sim-

ply because it’s right, regardless of self-
interest. Nations are about self-interest. It
can be enlightened self-interest — as,
say, the Marshall Plan was — but self-
interest, nevertheless. Morality doesn’t
much enter into the equation. Our refusal
to acknowledge this common bond that
we share with other nations, our smug,
holier-than-thou attitude, is what other
nations find insufferable about us.

Again Mr. Bush is an
exemplar of this aspect of
the American character,
He has a habit of calling
people he doesn’t like
“evil.” He's done it with
“the evil axis™ of North
Korea, Iran and Iraq, and
lately has added Fidel
Castro to the list, calling
him an “evil tyrant.”

That 1s not only not
very useful, it is danger-
ous because it suggests
that it is our mission, as
the embodiment of good
on the planet, to rid the world of these
evil regimes. That kind of self-righteous-
ness in a RMPC worries foreigners, our
friends as well as enemies. It worries me
too. I think it’s best for politicians to
leave the consideration of evil to theolo-
gians and concentrate on doing what
they're paid to do — avoiding war, fight-
ing disease, feeding the multitudes, edu-
cating children.

And we might, in the meantime, show
a little humility. We're not as smart as we
think we are and, while we're on a good
run right now, it won’t last forever. It
never has.

Moderate Baptists
in Texas create fund
for missionaries,
angering
conservative leaders
DALLAS Moderate
Baptists in Texuas have pledged
$1 million to help Southern
Baptist missionaries who
decline to endorse a conserva-
tive doctrinal statement they
are being asked Lo approve.
The maoderate  Baptist
General Convention of Texas
said it created the fund after
hearing from more than 60
missionary families who said

they could not sign the state-
ment, which opposes women
pastors and says wives should
“submit graciously”™ to their
husbands. The doctrinal state-
ment also created controversy
when it was initially approved
in 2000.

Some missionaries feared
they would lose their jobs if
they resisted. the Texas group
said Feb, 26.

“The call to stand by those
who are being asked to put
either calling or conscience at
risk cannot go unanswered,”
said Charles Wade. executive
director of the Texas conven-

tion. “We must provide places
of refuge and renewal, places
of warm acceptance and
dependable support, places
where dreams of serving God
can become reality again.”

Conservative leaders of the
Southern Baptist International
Mission Board asked mission-
aries in January to affirm the
"Baptist Faith and Message."

By doing so, missionaries
would put aside “a continuing
and potentially damaging
issue” that was “creating sus-
picion,” mission board presi-
dent Jerry Rankin said at the
time.

Priest’s S.ﬂ“ill!l stirs up bad memories for
retreat that remade itself after scandal

JEMEZ SPRINGS, NM. —
The shock of a Roman Catholic
priest’s slaying at an isolated spiri-
tual retreat has brought back mem-
ories of a disturbing period when
the center was involved in sex
abuse allegations.

As bad as the death of the Rev,
Michael Mack was, however, lead-
ers of the Father Fitzgerald
Renewal and Retreal Center have
med 1o use discussions about the
promote the retreat’s
changed mission and broader
reach since the mid-1990s,

Nestled in the red-rock peaks of
New Mexico's Jemez Mountains,
the center served for many years as
a support network for troubled
priests,

Then, more than a decade ago,
it was hit with numerous pedophil-
ia lawsuits because some priests
who were counseled at the center
had “unresolved sexual conflicts”
when they retumed to parishes,
said the Rev. Ray Gunzel, center
director. The lawsuits have been
settled, and the retreat no longer
handles such counseling.

In December, police arrested
Steven A. Degraft in Mack's slay-
ing, A 33-year-old short-order
cook with no apparent connection
to the retreat, Degraff claimed in
court that the prigst tnied 10 rape
him.

Retreat leaders dismissed the
allegation.

“It’s ludicrous that a 60-year-
old man would attempt a sexual
advance on a younger man that just
broke into his house,” Gunzel said.

Mack, a visiting priest who was
just Starting a year of reflection and
study, was beaten and fatally
stabbed on' Dec. 8. His pajama-

case 1o

clad body was found at his isolated
cottage; his car and wallet were
missing.

Gunzel said Mack had never
before been accused of any sexual
impropriety. He was a Dominican
priest and a former associate direc-
tor of the University of Arizona's
Catholic Newman Center.

Degraff has pleaded innocent to
first-degree murder and armed rob-
bery charges. Gunzel said he didn't

believe Degraff had any prior con-
tact with anyone at the center,
including Mack. And police have
backed up Gunzel’s contention that
the rape allegation was groundless.

*Yes, the -detectives have
looked at that aspect and they have
tried to look at it objectively,”
Sandoval County Undersheritf
Karl Wiese said. “The detectives
have not discovered any evidence
that supported that allegation.”

The retreat center was founded
55 years ago and is mun by the
Servants of the Paraclete, an order
founded by the Rev. Gerald
Michael Cushing Fitzgerald to
assist priests with personal difficul-
ties.

But the center had problems
treating sex abusers.

One of the worsl cases involved

the Rey, James Porter of
Massachusetts, who was accused
of molesting 99 people while they
were children in the 1950s and
1960s. He was alleged to have
assaulted others when he was at the
center,

Porter left the priesthood in the
early 1970s and pleaded guilty in
1993 to molesting 28 children. He
was sentenced to 18 to 20 years in
prison.

“Their only lorm of treatment
back in that time frame was prayer
and forgiveness and that really did-
n't solve the problem for a
pedophile.” said anomey Stephen
Tinkler, whose firm handled about
100 sex-abuse lawsuils against
Catholic priests, many of them
naming the Servants of the
Paraclete as defendants. All of
those cases were seftled, he said,

‘e represented the victims of
these priests so we felt that the
Servants, certainly in the "60s and
1708, didn’t properly address the
issues of pedophilia,” Tinkler said.

Gunzel admitted the center was
not properly staffed to handle such
cases in those years. Professional
counseling was available between
1982 and 1995, but the center
stopped providing treatment alfo-
gether in 1995 because of the
pedophilia publicity

Today, the retreat offers a quiet
place for prayer and reflection (o
people of all religions, Personal
guidance is limited o spiritual
advice and support.

On any given week, between
five and 30 pecople may use the
center’'s modest facilities. Small
houses divided into four Separate
living arcas we provided to those
who stay at the center. Each room
includes a couple of chairs, a desk,
a twin-sized bed, a small closet and
bathroom,

Guests can expect a very
relaxed atmosphere and plenty of
time for solitude. There is no
schedule of activities except a
Mass that is celebrated “around
noon” for those who wish to
attend, Gunzel said.

The Rev. Christine Robinson,
who has led groups to the retreat
and also made solo trips, is aware
of its past.

“Tt's not that easy for an institu-
tion to completely change its focus
of what it's doing and | admire
them for what they are doing,” said
the 49-year-old senior minister at
the First Unitarian Church in
Albuquerque. “They seem to have
done it pretty cheerfully and grace-
fully.

“As clergy, I'm aware that the
place was built and maintained for
the nurturance and help of clergy,”
she said. “There's something about
that that feels nurturing to me. It's
hard work."”

Gunzel is also proud of the cen-
ter’s work, and is determined that
the tragedy of Mack's death won't
keep the retreat from carrying on.

“People seem naturally drawn
to the place because there’s a spiri-
tual energy here that seems to heal,
to calm,” he said.

Islamic art

The posters “explain the var-
ious tenets and facts of some-
thing that is of great interest to
a lot of people,” Donnelly said.

The 25 posters were part of a
series of lectures and book dis-
cussions called “Insights into
Islam.” organized after Sept.
11, They explain basic tenets of
the religion and include infor-
mation on Muslims.

The exhibit was organized
by Mohammed Sharif, an eco-
nomics professor at the
University of Rhode Island and
the head of several Islamic
groups in the state.

Sharif has placed the exhibit
in town libraries statewide, but
it's the first time the display has
been installed in a town hall.

PRESTONSBURG -~ Brian
Smith, 28, of Decoy, was sum-
moned by the Commonwealth of
Kentucky to appear in court on
Friday to be reminded of his
$25,000 cash bond restrictions that
forbid him from having any con-
tact with a teenage girl he is alleged
to have raped.

Smith was indicted and
charged with one count of first-
degree rape and one count of first-
degree unlawful imprisonment for
allegedly raping the Floyd County
teen in February.

Bishop’s attorney, Harolyn
Harold, had filed a motion
objecting to the
Commonwealth's request to
have Bishop re-evaluated,
alleging that prosecutors didn’t
have a right to do that.

After both arguments were
heard, Judge John David
Caudill ruled in favor of the re-
evaluation requested by the
Commonwealth, ensuring that
Bishop will undergo another
mental evaluation.

In short, the mouth call is one
that could greatly assist the new
or novice turkey hunter as well
as the seasoned veteran, but the
newcomer to diaphragm calling
should undertake learmning such
skills now to be ready for the

spring gobbler season that
begins in April.

“You need to spend some
time with the call in your
mouth,” Knight said. “There is
no substitute for practicing with
your calls.”

The mouth diaphragm is built
with a thin u-shaped frame and

soft plastic tape into which fits
one or more open-sided “reeds”
of thin latex,

“It goes in the roof of your
mouth and the tongue is pressed
up under it to seal it off,” Knight
said, “Not the tip of your
tongue, but farther back.”

The call is blown by exhaling

air, pushing it from the body’s
own diaphragm,

“It comes from below,” he
said. “You don’t blow and puff
your cheeks out.”

At the same time that air is
huffed across the latex, the
caller drops, then recloses his
jaw to produce two tensions,

thus two tones from the reed.
“When people first start
using the diaphragm, they're
afraid to open their mouth, but
you have to open your mouth to
get the basic sound.” Knight
said. “That two-syllable ‘eee-
yawk' sound that you get by
dropping and raising your jaw is

put them in the actual pods,"
tournament selection committez
chairman Lee Fowler said last
week.

the basis of the hen turkey’s
‘yelp."™

The basic yelp should be the
first sound attempted, then a
caller can diversify with the sin-
gle-note “cluck™ and, advanc-
ing, the strung-together series of
excited clucks that are referred
to as “cutts,” Knight said.

There are many varieties of
mouth calls available, and many
sources recommend starting
with a plain, single-reed call to
learn the basics. Knight, howev-
er, suggests that a double-reed
call isn’t too difficult and may
produce more lifelike calls with
some “rasp’” for the beginner,

As with a musical instru-
ment, the more a mouth caller
practices making certain sounds,
the easier it gets to accurately
reproduce them. And as with
musicianship, some hunters and
callers can become so adept
with diaphragms as to master
the range of sounds, he said.

“I've been a judge at the
National Wild Turkey
Federation's World and Grand
National championships, and I
don’t think a real wild turkey
could win one of those,” Knight
said. “A real bird makes too
many mistakes.”

Judging by the weights of the
larger bulls and cows taken in
the historic first elk hunts during
the fall of 2001, elk stocked in
Kentucky are showing excellent
growth in their new environ-
ment. Gene LeBrun from
Ashland, took a 740-pound bull
elk with a bow with a rack size
that would have qualified for the
Pope and Young trophy record
book, but the let-off onthis bow
was five percent too high.
Jimmie Garrett of Jeffersontown
took a heavy bull elk with a
firearm that weighed 735
pounds and by virtue of its enor-
mous rack is the state record bull
elk.

Ken Taulbee, from Augusta,
took a state record 585-pound
cow elk and Tosh Akers, of
Grethel, harvested a 570-pound
cow elk. All 12 hunters who par-
ticipated in the hunt were suc-
cessful.

The Kentucky elk herd will
eventually top out at about 7.500
animals. The great reproductive
ability the herd has shown thus
far should allow this number to
be reached well before biolo-
gists had anticipated. That’s
good news, because the faster
the herd increases, the sooner
the number of permits issued
can be increased, and more
Kentucky hunters may have
opportunity to pursue this mag-
nificent, native game animal in
their home state.
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Apply for the 2002
elk hunt

Interested hunters may now
apply for 2002 elk quota hunts
wherever hunting and fishing
licenses are sold or by calling 1-
877-598-2401 by midnight of
May 31, 2002. The $10 applica-
tion fee is non-refundable and a
person shall not apply more
than one time. Those who apply
twice will be disqualified with
no refund. Last year, more than
9,000 hunters applied.

Ten people will be chosen at
a public drawing at the second
annual elk festival in Hazard,
Kentucky in late July, 2002.
Four bull permits and six cow
permits will be awarded. The
hunt is open to Kentucky resi-
dents and up to one non-resi-
dent. An applicant does not
have to possess a hunting
license at the time of the draw
to qualify.

The bull elk hunt will be
from October 5-11, 2002 and
the cow elk hunt will be from
December 7-13, 2002. By this
time, the elk herd is expected to
be about 2,200 animals count-
ing offspring from this summer,
making it the largest elk herd
east of the Mississippi River.

The Rocky Mountain Elk
Foundation and Shikar Safari
Club will each auction one bull
hunt permit through their orga-
nizations to again raise funds in
support of the elk restoration
program. Those to whom per-
mits are awarded for the 2002
hunts will not be required to
have any additional permits
other than an annual hunting
license when the hunt occurs.

Knight's co-writer
collapses at Big 12 game

KANSAS CITY, Mo. -~ Bob
Hammel, Bob Knight's closest
friend who helped write his auto-
biography, collapsed at courtside
Thursday while Knight was
coaching Texas Tech in the Big
12 tournament.

In the first moments after
Hammel, the former sports editor
of The Hemld-Times newspaper
of Bloomington, Ind.. collapsed,
a paramedic said the writer had an
apparent heart attack.

Dr. Larry Cordell, the physi-
cian on duty during the game,
later said Hammel was breathing
on his own by the time he was
taken by ambulance from left
Kemper Arena.

“The clinical appearance
looked like a seizure,” Cordell
said.

WDAF-TV in Kansas City,
broadcasting the tournament, said
the 66-year-old Hammel had a
low blood-sugar diabetic seizure
and was expected to recover.

Play was halted as paramedics
attended to Hammel lite in the
second half of Tech's victory over
Texas A&M,

Knight, in his first season at
Texas Tech, went across the court
at several times to watch closely.
After the game, Knight jumped
into a waiting patrol car and went
immediately to St. Luke’s hospi-
tal.

Knight’s autobiography,

“He's really only semiretired.
He never really has retired, he's
here in the office every day,”

ered flag.

“Daytona was a heartbreak-
er, Marlin admitted. "“At
Rockingham, Matt had the best
car, but you never know."

Although the second-place
finish boosted Marlin to the top
of the point standings, it also
left him wondering if
NASCAR was playing games
with him.

“Whoever is ruoning the
show up there sometimes
decides to do it (red-flag the
race) and sometimes they
don't,” said a frustrated
Marlin. “If it had ended like
this (at Daytona), we would
have won the race.

“I think all the drivers
would like to see some kind of
firm deal where we either stop
it with five (laps) to go, or we
run it with five to go, or we get
out of the car and run around.”

gestion might make for the
most interesting red-flag fin-
ish, he makes a valid point.
Why did NASCAR choose to
halt the Daytona 500 with five
laps to go in the hopes of get-
ting a restart, and then opt to
turn a potential fantastic finish
at the Subway 500 into a
merry-go-round the very next
week?

NASCAR president Mike
Helton didn't clear up matters
when he tried to defend the rul-
ing body's decision.

“Ever since we slarted this
red flag, we said it would be

used if there were enough laps
to do so,” Helton said. “There
wasn’t enough time here."”

Apparently, five laps is
plenty of time at Daytona, and
not nearly enough time to get
the track clear at Rockingham.

“We had a discussion with
NASCAR about consistency
and they said they had some,
but it doesn't look that way to
us,” said Tony Glover, team
manager for Chip Ganassi
Racing. “It's pretty aggravat-
ing to have two (potential
wins) taken away from us this
way.”

Last Sunday, Marlin found
himself leading on lap 120 of
267 in Las Vegas with what
appeared to be the strongest car
in the field,

However, he was spun out
and sent skidding sideways
after Jerry Nadeau got into the
back of the No. 40 while
Marlin slowed to make a
scheduled pit stop under green.

“l said, '‘No, not again’,”
Marlin recounted.

Although he managed to
recover in time to pull into, and
then out of, his pit and remain
in contention, NASCAR quick-

ly ruled that Marlin had
exceeded the 45 mile-per-hour
pit road limit. The ensuing 15-
second penalty would put
Marlin a lap down and likely
spoil his chance to win the race
for a third straight week.

But that penalty never came.

NASCAR spokesman Jim
Hunter explained that bringing
Marlin back in after he'd gone
back out would be “too severe”
a penalty,

In other words, NASCAR
officials took too long to tell
Marlin he was being penalized.
For once, their indecision

favored the 44-year-old
Tennessee native.

“1 really couldn’t tell how
fast 1 was going down pit
road,” said Marlin, who
blamed a faulty tachometer for
his speeding.

Given an  unexpected
reprieve, Marlin slowly but
surely worked his way back up
front, overtaking fellow Dodge
driver Jeremy Mayfield with
17 laps to go before cruising
home for his first win of 2002.

The victory was Marlin’s
fourth overall since last
August, when he posted
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Dodge’s first NASCAR win
since 1974 in the Pepsi 400 at
Michigan International
Speedway.

Marlin was also the only
driver to be ranked in the top
10 in Winston Cup Points each
and every week of last season,
and now stands as the early
front-runner for his first-ever
Winston Cup title.

Simply put, Sterling Marlin
is good enough to win or lose
without any interference from
NASCAR.

So let’s just leave him alone
this week, OK?

Dupree scored
eight points in 12 minutes, and
Farmer scored 10 in 12 minutes.

Clancy said, "It's fun to see
guys get in the flow, both offen-
sively and defensively."

SOUTH WILLIAMSON — A battle
had been raging in this Appalachian
town for years between two retail
giants,

Kmart Corp. raised the white flag on
Friday, announcing that its South
Williamson store will among six in
Kentucky to close in a bankruptcy reor-
ganization.

"We could see it coming,” said
Kathy Blalock,
Piercing Pagoda next door to Kmart in
the Southside Mall. “For the past two
weeks, they hadn’t been getting stock
in,

When official word came of the
store's closing Friday morning,
employees may not have been sur-
prised. but they were visibly upset,
hugging one another and wiping tears.

*Some of them had worked in that

an employee of

store for 18 years,” Blalock said. “They
had built up pretty good wages and
pretty good vacation packages. They'll
not be able to find other jobs that will
pay as well around here.”

Kmart announced the closings of
284 stores in 40 states and Puerto Rico
as part of its restructuring under
Chapter 11 bankruptey.

In Kentucky, that means the closure
of six of 41 stores and the idling of 441
of Kmart’s 3,735 employees in the

state, said company spokesman Jack
Ferry. The other Kentucky stores clos-
ing are in Ashland, Lexington,
Mayfield and Middlesboro.

The only similar department store in
South Williamson is the much larger
Wal-Mart Super Center, which on
Friday had a parking lot packed as usu-
al with shoppers.

“They're very, very tough,” said
John Gatling, an economic develop-
ment specialist for Pike County. “It’s

hard to compete in a town with a Wal-
Mart, no matter who you are.”

Employees at South Williamson said
they were told not to speak to the media
about the closing. The manager said he
had been directed to refer reporters to
the corporate headquarters,

“It’s really sad for the workers,"” said
Amy Napier of Crum, W.Va,, who was
on her way into the Kmart store to buy

Quarterly earnings coulc
more conservative accou

NEW YORK — Wall Street’s con-
cerns about accounting at corporations
large and small are forcing publicly
traded companies to announce they will
use more conservative methods to
report quarterly earnings,

It's a benefit of the Enron scandal
that should help investors over the long-
term. Presumably, financial statements
will be easier to understand, and that
can only help financial advisers and the
general public as they try to understand
how companies are making money.

The moves will make it “a lot easier
for people to follow how their invest-
ments are doing and know they’re not

getting robbed,” said Andrew Metrick, a
finance professor with the Wharton
School at the University of
Pennsylvania. “That’s good for every-
body.™

But any widespread changes that
take hold in the financial world have
other consequences, and experts predict
there could be a shori-term negative
effect for corporations that alter their
accounting methods: Quarterly earnings
will be lower than they would have
been if the old accounting methods had
been kept in place.

That’s painful for companies that
were hoping to report better quarterly
earnings this year, compared to the
same periods last year, when the coun-
try went into a recession.

But experts say chief executives of
companies that might be questioned
over accounting issues would rather
take the quarterly earnings hit now than
risk having their stocks punished by
Wall Street for not dealing with the
issue.

After all, no company wants to be
accused of using the same sort of
aggressive accounting methods Enron
executives employed to help inflate the
energy marketer’s profits and mask its
debts. Publicly traded companies get
punished in the stock market quickly
these days when there’s any hint of pos-
sible accounting irregularities, justified
or unjustified, said Brian Belski, funda-
mental market strategist at US Bancorp
Piper Jaffray

“The market right now, in typical
Wall Street fashion, wants to shoot all
the prisoners,” he said.

But by definition, so-called conserv-
ative accounting “means methods that
result in lower earnings.” said Al
Hartgraves, an accounting professor at
Emory University's Goizueta Business
School.

So it’s a given that we'll hear com-
panies trying to explain that their quar-
terly results would be better compared
to last year if not for the accounting
methods being used for the first time.
Some companies might even end up
trying to blame bad quarterly earnings
results on the accounting changes.

Floyd signed the option with
local real-estate agent George
Lee Cave, who was acting on
behalf of a Virginia company that
has been soliciting purchase
options for Kentucky. Kelley said
if Floyd does not receive a more
satisfactory offer and the compa-
ny tries 10 execute the option,
“Mr. Floyd would not sign the
deed, and certainly that would
cause some problems.”

Circuit Court to appoint three
commissioners who will have
about two weeks to recommend a
price for the land. At that point,
the Howletts will be issued a
summons and will have 20 days
to challenge the price or the coun-
ty's right to condemn the land.

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What happens from there,
Hardin County Attorney Ken
Howard said Thursday, would
depend on the nature of the chal-
lenge and the kind of legal issues
raised.

The Howletts have hired an
attomey, Hank Graddy, who dis-
putes the county's authority to
condemn the land.

The county has made an offer
of $1 million for the land. Leon
Howlett, a son of Norma Howlett,
said the family responded with an
offer to sell the land for $10 mil-
lion.

Hartgraves said.

“We won’t know until some-
time down the road when we do
some empirical research,” he
said.

The white gardenia

Every year on my birthday, from the
time | turned 12, one white gardenia was
delivered anonymously 1o me at my
house. There was never a card or a note,
and calls to the florist were in vain
because the purchase was always made in
cash.

of that one magical, perfect white flower
nestled in folds of soft pink tissue paper.
But I never stopped imagining who the
sender might be. Some of my happiest
moments were spent in daydreams about
someone wonderful and exciting, but too
shy or eccentric (o make known his or her
identity. In my teen years, it was fun to
speculate that the sender might be a boy |

had a crush on. Or even someone 1 didn’t
know who had noticed me.

My mother often contributed to my
speculations. She'd ask me if there was
someone for whom 1 had done a special

ation anonymously. She reminded me of
the times when I'd been riding my bike

and our neighbor drove up with her car
full of groceries and children. I always
helped her unload the car and made sure
the children didn't run into the road. Or
maybe the mystery sender was the old man
across the street. | often retrieved his mail
during the winter, so he wouldn’t have to
venture down his icy steps.

My mother did her best to foster my
imagination about the gardenia. She wanted
her children to be creative. She also wanted
us 1o feel cherished and loved, not just by
her, but by the world at large.

When I was 17, a boy broke my heart.
The night he called for the last ime, 1 cried
myself to sleep, When 1 awoke in the mom-
ing, there was a message scribbled on my
mirror in red lipstick: “Heartily know, when
half-gods go, the gods amive.” I thought
about that quotation from Emerson for a
long time, and I left it where my mother
had written it until my heart healed. When |
finally went for the glass cleaner, my moth-
er knew that everything was all right again.

But there were some hurts my mother
couldn’t heal. A month before my high-
school graduation, my father died suddenly
of a heart attack. My feelings ranged from
simple grief to abandonment, fear, distrust
and overwhelming anger that my dad was
missing some of the most important events
of my life. I became completely uninterest-
ed in my upcoming graduation, the senior-
class play and the prom — events that I had
worked on and looked forward to. I even
considered staying home to attend college
instead of going away as I had planned
because it felt safer.

My mother, in the midst of her own
grief, wouldn’t hear of me missing out on
any of these things. The day before my
father died, she and I had gone shopping for
a prom dress and had found a spectacular
one — yards and yards of dotted Swiss in
red, white and blue. Wearing it made me
feel like Scarlet O'Hara. But it was the
wrong size, and when my father died the
next day, I forgot all about the dress.

My mother didn’t. The day before the
prom, I found that dress waiting for me —
in the right size. It was draped majestically
over the living room sofa, presented to me
artistically and lovingly. I might not have
cared about having a new dress, but my
mother did.

She cared how we children felt about
ourselves. She imbued us with a sense of
the magic in the world, and she gave us the
ability to see beauty even in the face of
adversity,

In truth, my mother wanted her children
to see themselves much like the gardenia —
[ovely strong, perfect, with an aura of mag-
ic and perhaps a bit of mystery.

My mother died when | was 22, only 10
days after [ was married. That was the year
the gardenias stopped coming.

Brought out of retire-
ment, Brenner finds himself
back in Vietnam, exploring his
old battlefields and rediscover-
ing a couniry that has remade
itself.

At the height of the Tet offen-

sive in 1968, a wounded North
Vietnamese soldier hiding in the
ruins of a building in Hue wit-
nesses an unusual sight: an
American army lieutenant shot
dead by an American captain.

Use it or lose it!

It's a medical fact that inac-
tivity will accelerate the aging
process. You become weaker,
have less energy and find that
everyday tasks become more
difficult. On the other hand,
regular weight training of all
your muscles has been proven
to keep your body in good
working order. You can actual-
ly reverse the natural aging
process just by weight train-
ing. This is why the term “use
it or lose it" should be the ral-
lying cry of a life-long com-
mitment (o exercise.

When starting a weight-
training program, it is impor-
tant that you exercise each
muscle group equally. People
sometimes favor the exercises
that they find easy or in which
they feel strong, and neglect
areas in which they feel weak.
This can lead to an imbalance
and a limited performance
potential.

Once the eyes and ears
open, the transition period
begins-the puppy begins to
interact with its environment.
Its motor skills improve, and
it starts to process all the sen-
sory information its brain is
receiving. | have read that it
is possible to teach 15-day old
pups to perform simple
behaviors for a food reward.
By the time puppies are 4 10 5
weeks old, they are little
learning machines-they are
starting to make sense of their
world and everything in it.

overlaps the transition period,
and lasts to around 14-16
weeks of age. This is the time
when puppies form opinions
of other dogs, other animals,
and people. This is as close as
we can get to the old defini-
tion of a critical period.
Puppies desperately need to
have POSITIVE experiences
with as many new people,
animals, places and situations
as possible during this time.
The puppy who is deprived of
contact with other dogs at this
stage of development may
never learn how to be a dog,
and may never fit in with oth-
ers of his own species later in
life.

This is also the time when
gentle handling by as many
different people as possible
will make the most difference

ple as an adult dog. Exposure
to many different environ-
ments, textures and objects is
important, too. The more
things that the puppy can
experience now, the more
willing he will be to accept
new situations later on. Be
especially careful to avoid
frightening a puppy during
this phase, because fears that
develop now will probably
never be lost.

While the traditional age
for weaning puppies has been
around 6 weeks, we should
probably wait to take a pup to
its new home until it is at least
8 weeks old. That allows it
time to take advantage of the
lessons it needs to leam from
its mother and littermates,
while still leaving time to
introduce it to new surround-

Before planning a new
puppy's social schedule, you
do need to check with your
vet (o make sure the pup stays
up to date on his vaccination
series, and use some common
sense. Puppy should not be
taken to areas frequented by
many dogs of unknown health
status, and should only be
introduced to other healthy,
vaccinated animals. There
will always be a small risk of
exposure to disease even with
the best of precantions. This
has to be weighed against the
very real risk of the puppy
developing crippling behavior
problems due to improper or
inadequate socialization,
Euthanasia due to unaccept-
able behavior is THE number
one cause of death in domes-
tic dogs.

Hot Water Woes

| just read your article on changing washers on
shower faucets. Mine were 30 years old, | decid-

ed to replace fixtures, ratherthan just the wash-
ers, on the shower faucet. Big mistake. | threw away
old ones. Now when any water is on anywhere in the
house, we get scalded while taking a shower. Can you
help? — Bill C., South Lyon, Mich.

Ow! I'm sure almost everyone out there

has experienced the old “shower scald”

when someone flushes a toilet or turns on
cold water at another faucet. This is a common
problem.

Unfortunately, there may not be a fix. After
several hours researching the problem, I called
up Big Sam, who has many years of experience
at mucking up faucet replacements.

*My first thought,” he said, “is that Bill prob-
ably had a restrictor-type shower head, original-
ly. This limits the amount of water coming out
of the faucet so you use less water when taking
a shower.

“He may have replaced that with a nonre-
stricted shower head. The difference is that with
more water coming out of the fixture, the
change in temperature is more noticeable.

“Uneven water temperature is common,”
says Big Sam. “When you're taking a shower
and someone turns on the cold water in the

kitchen, the pressure in the cold-water line
becomes lower than the hot water line's pres-
sure. Next thing you know, your hot shower is
really hot.

“Basically, this could have been happening
even before Bill replaced the fixture.”

That’s one explanation, but it’s not very help-
ful, especially if the temperature difference is
extreme. So I'd like to call on readers for their
suggestions or solutions to Bill's temperature
problem.

In the meantime, Bill, turn the water temper-
ature down on your hot water heater to avoid
being burned when you take a shower. Keep it
below 120 degrees F — this is a comfortable
and relatively safe temperature.

Before you hop in the shower, you’ll have to |

let everyoné in the house kinow (just yell down
the stairs) so they don’t turn on any water for a
few minutes. Unless you have a family of prac-
tical jokers — in which case you’ll have to take
your chances.

So, do-it-yourselfers of the world, if you've
dealt with a hot water problem like this, drop me
a line. I'll pass suggestions on to Bill and print
the best letters.
