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Doctors to be tried Aug. 14 in London

In U.S. District Court in
Pikevillee on Monday, U.S,
District Judge Karen K. Caldwell
approved a motion to move the
cases of two Johnson County
doctors, Yakov Gregorevich
Drabovskiy and Frederick Cohn
— who are both facing charges
relating to the illegal dispensing
of controlled substances — to a
court in London due 1o the pub-
licity the case has attracted.

The two doctors were arrested

on August 2 in Johnson County
and charged with conspiracy to
distribute schedule II, III and IV
controlled substances without a
legitimate medical purpose and
conducting money laundering.

Drabovskiy and Cohn both
pleaded not guilty to the charges
on October 4, at which time
Judge Joseph M. Hood declared
the action complex which waived
speedy trial provisions.

Interviewed through inter-
preters, Gordon said he is con-
sidered totally blind and pro-
foundly deaf but “I still have
what God wants me to have."”

Most from KSU failed exam
required of aspiring teachers

FRANKFORT — Nearly
two-thirds of the education
graduates at Kentucky State
University failed an exam the
state requires of aspiring teach-
ers, according to figures
released Tuesday.

The school's 36 percent pass

rate was by far the lowest of 25
public and private teacher edu-
cation programs in Kentucky.
The second-lowest was 70 per-
cent at Alice Lloyd College, a
private school in Knott County.

Two other private institutions
— Centre College in Danville
and Mid-Continent College in
Mayfield — were not rated
because each had only five test

The statewide pass rate was
93 percent for 2,166 graduates
taking the exam, PRAXIS, at the
end of the 2000-2001 academic
year., That was down from 94
percent the year before, when
2.324 ook the exam.

Of the state’s two largest uni-
versities, the University of
Kentucky posted a pass rate of
97 percent, up one point from
the year before. The University
of Louisville's rate was 93 per-
cent, up five points.

PRAXIS is a national exam
— actually multiple exams —
designed to test an aspiring
teacher’s knowledge of the sub-
Jects he or she proposes to teach.
It is taken by new teachers who
have completed college but have
not yet entered the classroom. A
passing grade is required for
certification by the Education
Professional Standards Board,
which handles teacher certifica-
tion and accredits teacher-prepa-
ration programs.

The board has sel minimum

cutoff scores for the PRAXIS
exam in each subject area. None
is higher than the 25th per-
centile, meaning a student scor-
ing in the bottom 26 percent of
the nation on any of the tests
would be guaranteed to pass.
4 Twemy%‘ﬁ».%-‘mmeky Stite
grads took a PRAXIS exam last
year, and nine scored high
enough to win certification.
Fifteen of the 25 took the
PRAXIS exam for elementary
education; five passed.

A year earlier, Kentucky
State students had an overall
pass rate of 55 percent, which
also was lowest in the state.
"You're seeing a pattern of low
performance,” the standards
board’s spokeswoman, Mary
Ellen Wiederwohl, said in an

rate increase

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Mailing a letter, bill payment or
birthday gift will cost more
starting June 30.

Higher postal rates, includ-
ing a 3-cent boost to 37 cents
for first-class mail, were
approved in February, The
effective. date was announced
Tuesday by the Postal Service
board of governors.

“The governors recognize
that raising rates is not the long-
term solution 1o retaining uni-
versal service,” board chairman
Robert Rider said. He said the
higher rates will help the
agency cope with the economic
downtown and the cost of last
fall’'s terrorist attacks.

The increase will give the
cash-strapped postal service a
boost as it tries 1o cope with
declining business and hun-
dreds of millions of dollars in
costs from the terror attacks and
anthrax contamination last fall.

Postmaster General John
Potter said last week that there
won't be another increase until
at least 2004,

The Postal Service suffered a
$1.6 billion loss last year,
before the terror attacks that
cost it hundreds of millions
more. The agency has halted
new construction and cut its
staff by 12.000 over the last

year.
i While this rate increase is
expected to provide some finan-
cial breathing room, officials
continue to stress that to
achieve long-term health the
agency needs changes in the
way it operates.

Potter has announced an end
to the self-imposed freeze on
closing small post offices and
sent a transformation plan to
Congress seeking more flexibil-
ity in changing rates, adding
new services and negotiating
charges to large mailers.

While the cost of the first
ounce of first-class mail goes up
3 cents, each additional ounce
will cost 23 cents, the same as
currently.

Some other rate increase
some other changes taking
effect include:

B Post card: 23 cents, up 2
cents.

B Priority mail, 1 pound:
$3.85, up 35 cents.

B Express Mail, 8 ounces:
$13.65, up $1.20.

M Parcel post (varies), typi-
cal 2 pound: $4.14, up 69 cents.

B Certified mail: $2.30, up
10 cents.

B Signed return receipt:

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Class warfare,
IRS-style

Few observations trigger an angrier response from
devout Republicans than the suggestion that they favor the
rich over the poor. “Class warfare,” they harrumph, as if
that response is sufficient to close the discussion.

Well, here’s a way for them to deflate that issue:
Republicans can use their considerable influence in
Congress and the White House to encourage the Internal
Revenue Service to find high-income tax cheats instead of
hovering over the working poor.

Continuing a trend that has been apparent for several
years, taxpayers whose wages in-2000 were so low that
they could claim the earned income tax credit were more
than three times as likely to face an IRS audit as individu-
als with adjusted gross incomes in excess of $100,000.
And they were almost 10 times as likely to be audited as
people with adjusted incomes between $25,000 and
$100.000.

What makes a bad situation even worse, however, is the
finding of a New York Times analysis that the IRS does
not — in fact, often is unable to — track the non-wage
earnings that make up much of wealthy folks’ income.

For example, the IRS doesn’t match income reports
from partnerships and trusts to individuals’ tax returns.
Moreover, it rarely audits S-Corporations, the arrangement
favored by doctors, lawyers and many other professionals.
And it has little data upon which to judge the truthfulness
of returns from business owners and landlords.

As a result, experts interviewed by The Times believe,
cheating — including off-shore tax havens and the under-
ground economy — costs the national treasury more than
$300 billion annually. Cheating on earned income tax
credits totals, at most, $9 billion a year.

After taking control of Congress in 1995, Republicans
began an assault on the IRS. They held hearings that dis-
credited and demoralized the agency with tales of IRS
abuse of taxpayers (many proved later to be untrue). And
they focused on the working poor’s tax returns.

Congress and the Bush administration should now equip
the IRS and rewrite tax laws as necessary to deal with
growing — and increasingly sophisticated — high-end tax
cheating.

It’s only fair. And as Willie Sutton remarked famously
about banks, it's where the money is.

Study finds 1,400 college student deaths related to aicohol

WASHINGTON — An esti-
mated 1,400 college students are
killed every year in alcohol-
related accidents, according to a
study released Tuesday that
researchers call the most com-
prehensive look ever at the con-
sequences of student drinking.

“Half the World Trade Center
casualties are happening every
year in our colleges,” said one
researcher, Mark Goldman, a
psychology professor at the
University of South Flonda.

The researchers say the fig-
ures show that college drinking
needs (o seen as a major health
concern.

“Historically, I think there
has been the view that whatever
college students are doing, it's
not that serious a problem, it's a
rite of passage,” said another

researcher, Kenneth J, Sher, a
psychology professor at the
University of  Missouri-
Columbia.

The study by the federally
supported Task Force on
College Drinking estimated that
drinking by college students
contributes to 500,000 injuries
and 70,000 cases of sexual
assault or date rape. Also,
400,000 students between 18
and 24 years old reported having
had unprotected sex as a result
of drinking.

The study does not say
whether the problems are
increasing or decreasing. A
Harvard School of Public Health
survey released last month
reported that more students are
abstaining from alcohol, but ley-
els of binge drinking — having
at least four or five drinks at a
sitting — are the same as in the
early 1990s.

The new report was one of 24
studies commissioned by the
task force of college presidents,
scientists and students convened
by the National Institute on
Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism,
The institute is part of the
National Institutes of Health.

Most of the papers will be
published in the forthcoming
March issue of the Journal of
Studies on Alcohol.

Hospitals say overcrowding, diverting

patients from emergency rooms is

Medicaid patients face
trouble paying for drugs,
research group reports

WASHINGTON — One in
four Medicaid patients say they
couldn't afford to fill a prescrip-
tion in the last year, a study
finds, even though Medicaid
covers prescription drugs in
every state.

In this sense, Medicaid
patients face the same problems
as the uninsured, even though
they have health insurance, say
rescarchers at the Center for
Studying Health System Change,
a health policy research group.

The problem is particularly
acute in states that have severely
restricted access to drugs in their
Medicaid programs in an attempt
to control costs.

“The findings are surprising
because Medicaid is expected to
ensure access to affordable care
for the poorest and sickest
Americans,” Len Nichols, vice
president of the center, said in a
statement. “This study raises
serious questions about the
impact of state efforts to control
Medicaid drug spending.”

The findings are based on an
ongoing national survey of about
60,000 Americans living in
33,000 families. Overall, 26 per-
cent of Medicaid beneficiaries
said they couldn’t afford to fill a
prescription at least once in the
past year. Of those with no insur-
ance at all, 29 percent said the
same,

Most of the attention in
Washington has concerned drug
coverage for the elderly, who are
covered by Medicare, but just 8
percent of those patients said
they had not filled a prescription
due to cost.

The study also examined the
impact of cost containment rules
in state Medicaid programs.
Some common restrictions
include requiring small co-pay-
ments, limiting the number of
prescriptions one person can fill,
requiring generic versions of
drugs, requiring prior approval
for certain drugs and requiring
doctors to try cheaper drugs
before prescribing more expen-
sive alternatives.

The study found that patients
who lived in states with more

The problem runs through-
out the system, with backed-up
hospitals reporting longer waits
to move patients into hospital
beds and longer stays inside the

“Emergency department
overcrowding itself is a symp-
tom. It's a symptom of a health
care system that's broken,” said
Carmella Coyle, senior vice
president for policy at the
American Hospital Association,
which lobbies on behalf of hos-
pitals for increased federal
funding and other priorities.

The strains on capacity
translate into longer waits for
treatment, the survey found.
The average waiting time for
treatment at an emergency
room operating at overcapacity
was more than an hour, com-
pared with 39 minutes at hospi-
tals reporting a good balance of
patients (0 capacity.

Part of the problem may be
the amount of time it takes to
move a patient into a hospital
bed. At overcapacity emergency
rooms, the average wait for an
acute or critical care bed was
4.6 hours in November, and
about the same for a psychiatric
bed. The wait was just 2.2
hours for each at hospitals

cOmmon

reporting a good balance.

As a result, patients are stay-
ing longer in the emergency
department, At those operating
at or over capacity, the average
stay was 3.7 hours, compared
with just 2.5 hours at hospitals
reporting a good balance. The
longer stays in emergency
rooms may also explain the
longer waits, Coyle said,

The survey asked hospitals to
keep track of activity In their
emergency departments
during November 2001. The
definition of “at” or “over"
capacity was left to each
hospital. The survey found:

M Overall, 34 percent of all
hospitals surveyed reported that
they were operating over capac-
ity. Another 28 percent said
they were operating at capacity.

B Nearly half of urban hos-
pitals were operating over
capacity and another third were
at capacity, the survey found.
Among the largest hospitals,
those with 300 or more beds,
61 percent were over capacity
and nearly one in three were at
capacity.

M The problem appears to be
most acute in New England,
where 52 percent of hospitals
say they are at overcapacity,
and on the West Coast, where
44 percent reported the same,

M Overall, about one in
three hospitals diverted some

ATLANTA — Americans
refuse to get off the couch.

A new governmenl report
says seven in 10 adults don’t
regularly exercise and nearly
four in 10 aren’t physically
active at all.

And despite repeated wam-
ings about the link between a
sedentary lifestyle and heart dis-
ease and diabetes, the figures
haven't budged from 1997 to
2001,

The National Center for
Health Statistics released the
report Sunday to mark World
Health Day as officials prodded
Americans to do something —
anything — to become more
active,

“Good health is literally a
walk away,” said Health and
Human Services Secretary

emphasize PE, the number of
overweight children and adoles-
cents has roughly doubled over
the past two decades — to about
13 percent in 1999 — according
to CDC.

Reliable figures on over-
weight children in Kentucky are
not available from CDC or the
state government. But health
experts believe Kentucky —
which has adult obesity rates
above the national average —
are following the national trend.

“So many are overweight
now that parents perceive kids in
the “normal’ range as being
underweight,” said Wendy
Carlin, a registered dietitian who
works in the University of
Louisville’s pediatric clinic.
“They don't see it as normal.”

No one claims that inadequate
PE in school is the only cause of
childhood obesity. High-fat fast
food and sedentary lives outside
school also play big parts.

But states are starting to take
steps to assure that schools
become a bigger part of the solu-
tion.

The Kentucky legislature, for
example, is considering a bill
that urges schools to offer 30
minutes of regular physical
activity to all public school stu-
dents and would restrict the sales
of “junk food"” in vending
machines. However, its
prospects for passage are uncer-
tain when lawmakers return
April 15 for the final day of this
year’s session.

Lisa Gross, a spokeswoman

Tommy  Thompson, who
planned a 10-mile run to mark
the day. “You don't have to
work up a big sweat at the gym
or become a long-distance run-
ner.”

The report found only three
in 10 adults were regularly
physically active — defined as a
half-hour of light to moderate
exercise five times a week, or 20
minutes of vigorous exercise
three times a week.

The study showed 38 percent
reported no such physical activ-
ity at all.

The study was based on
household interviews with
68,000 American adults in 1997
and 1998, the latest year for
which complete data are avail-
able. Preliminary data for 2001
show virtually no change, the
NCHS said.

The findings are particularly
bleak in light of an alarming rise
in diabetes, especially among
Americans in their 30s. The
blood-sugar disease is closely
tied to obesity.

About 300,000 people a year
in the United States die from
diseases related to inactivity. In
addition to diabetes, lack of
exercise can increase the risk of
heart disease and stroke.

The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention issued a
new booklet for local leaders,
exhorting them fto motivate
communities to become more
active.

“People can take the stairs
instead of the elevator, or even
park the car farther away at the
grocery store,” said Dr. David

“It's not that PE isn't impor-
tant,” Gross said, “But we're so
focused on academics now that
schools are limited in the time
they can give to it."

While the CDC does not
blame cutbacks in PE alone for
the increase in overweight chil-
dren, it has concluded that
“physical inactivity has con-
tributed to an unprecedented epi-
demic of childhood obesity that
is currently plaguing the United
States.”

To improve health and com-
bat obesity, the agency said
“quality physical education
should be offered every day to all
students from kindergarten
through 12th grade.”

But some schools are taking
PE and health seriously,

Blue Lick Elementary
School, for example, is one of 43
“health promotion schools of
excellence” in the Jefferson
County system. That means it
places special emphasis on
health and fitness instruction.

“Kids spend too much time
watching TV and playing video
games,” said Sherri Davis, who
teaches health and PE at Blue
Lick. “I think they need PE every
day. Most of them don’t get it.”

The school’s 537 students get
five consecutive days of PE once
a month. But, of more impor-
tance, it tries to incorporate
health and fitness information
into other subjects such as math,
science and reading, said Bonnie
Ciarrroccki, who coordinates the
program for the county.

“We think they’re exercising
more as well,” she said.

Healthbeat: Cancer patients
battle to keep the pounds on

WASHINGTON — Ric
Haury is fighting both tonsil
cancer and a second battle —
trying not to waste away, even as
the radiation and chemotherapy
needed to save him make it
impossible to eat normally.

First a week of nausea. Then
a throat too painfully swollen to
swallow anything more solid
than gravy-laden mashed pota-
toes, Then his appetite disap-
peared. Now his saliva has, t0o.

Haury is lucky — so far he's
lost only 15 pounds. But it's a
constant battle,

About half of all cancer
patients suffer serious weight
loss and malnutrition, a wasting
syndrome that makes surviving
harder. But experts say there are
ways to head it off and wish
more patients were like Haury,
armed with the help of a nutri-
tion specialist almost from the
moment of diagnosis.

“Unfortunately with the vast
majority of patients, quite often
putrition is an afterthought,”
says David Grotto of the
American Dietetic Association.
“The key message is 10 be
aggressive with nutrition before
they develop a problem.”

Wasling, also called cancer
anorexia or cancer cachexia, is

vital muscle. Wasting makes
therapy harder to tolerate, and
studies suggest patients who lose
more than 5 percent of their orig-
inal weight have a worse prog-
nosis  than stable-weight
patients,

Tumors themselves can cause
the wasting, particularly gas-
trointestinal cancers. But thera-
pies often are to blame.
Radiation and, to different
degrees, different chemotherapy
regimens can cause nausea,
appetite suppression, mouth
sores, difficulty swallowing, dry
mouth or — one of the most
common problems — strangely
altered taste.

Nausea is the best-known
side effect, although for many
patients it is periodic, striking
for a few days and then abating
until the next treatment, says
Abby Bloch, an American
Cancer Society nutrition consul-
tant.

And anti-nausea medications
developed in the last decade
bring relief to many patients. But
some of the most potent are very
expensive and not covered by all
insurance plans, so clinics may
not give them until a patient
complains, Bloch says. That’s
“unfortunate because these med-
ications have made enormous
differences for individuals who
are able to use them.”

The taste problem, however,
often comes as a shock because
doctors seldom wamn about it,
Bloch says. Some patients devel-
Op an aversion to a particular
food: meat tastes rotten or bread
like sawdust. But many get a
metallic taste in their mouths so
bad they simply can’t bear to eat.

Add a sore or dry mouth that
makes chewing difficult, and it’s
not unusual to go days with very
little food — risking electrolyte

imbalances that can make
patients pass out even before
much weight loss is apparent

Once wasting is diagnosed,
doctors may try different med-
ications to stimulate appetite.
But the cancer society and dietit-
ian group stress that nutritionists
often can help prevent or mini-
mize the side effects before
someone’s too sick.

Help ranges from little tips —
suck lemon wedges or lemon
drops and keep hydrated to cut
that metallic taste; choose crack-
ers, sherbet or rice when nause-
ated — to customized care that
may include special high-calorie
liquid foods.

But access to nutritionists can
be a problem. Some hospitals,
like the Cleveland Clinic where
Haury sought care, routinely
include a cancer nutritionist as
part of the treatment team. For
patients who seek nutrition help
on their own, insurance typically
doesn’t pay for it, or for those
special liquid meals. A registered
dietitian charges $65 to $150 an
hour.

Yet it’s cheaper to keep a
patient from needing tube-feed-
ing, which insurance does cover,
laments Haury's wife, Beverly.

The Stow, Ohio, man is
responding well to cancer treat-
ment. Now his challenge is
packing at least 2,200 calories a
day into an all-liquid diet to keep
strong.

Menus evolve as treatment
progresses, a Cleveland Clinic
nutritionist helped the couple
learn. Crackers helped nausea,
but as radiation inflamed
Haury’s throat, gravy helped
foods slide down. Now that he
eats no solids and has no
appetite, Mrs, Haury is scouting
creative recipes for extra-fat,

According to Mayor Jerry

WASHINGTON — The

Clinton-era rules aimed at giv-

ing afflicted coal miners easier
access 1o black-lung benefits.
The mining industry urged
the three-judge panel to throw
out the regulations.

Group appealing ruling
to ban longwall
mining beneath homes

PITTSBURGH — A pro-
mining group said Monday it
will appeal a judge’s ruling that
says federal regulations banning
surface mining near homes,
roads and protected lands also
apply to longwall mining.

Although longwall mining
occurs underground, it affects
the surface, which can sink up to
four feet,

U.S. District Judge James
Robertson of Washington, D.C.,
ruled March 27 that longwall
mining is subject to bans on
“surface coal mining opera-
tions,” which are regulated by
the U.S. Department of the
Interior.

That would prohibit longwall
mining beneath national forests
or historic sites, and under prop-
erty within 100 feet of public
roads and 300 feet of homes,

“The Interior Department
itself estimated that ... 29,600
homes, and more than 15,000
acres of protected parks and
open spaces” were at risk if the

longwall bans were not
enforced, said Tom FitzGerald,
director of the Kentucky

Resources Council, Inc. That
environmental group and others
filed the February 2000 lawsuit
that led 1o Robertson's decision.

Longwall mining accounted
for 188.9 million tons of U.S.
coal in 2000, according to the
most recent statistics available
from the U.S. Department of
Energy. That's about 51 percent
of all coal taken from under-
ground mines and 18 percent of
the 1.074 billion tons of coal
produced by U.S. mines that
year.

Longwall mining is most
common in Pennsylvania and
West Virginia, which produced

about 47 percent‘of all longwall-
mined coal in the U.S. in 2000.

The  National  Mining
Association will appeal the rul-
ing and plans to ask for a stay
that would keep the ruling from
being enforced while the appeal
is heard, said spokeswoman
Carol Raulston.

Department of the Interior
officials refused to comment on
the ruling Monday.
Environmental officials in
Pennsylvania, West Virginia,
Kentucky and other major coal-
producing states say they're still
studying how the ruling will

some of its insurers, argued In
the U.S. Court of Appeals for
the District of Columbia that the
Labor Department overstepped
its authority when it changed the
black lung benefits program.

“Revisions of this scope and
magnitude ordinarily are the
product of congressional
action,” Solomons said. He
made similar arguments before a
lower court last year, but that
court upheld the regulations.

Justice Department attorney
Sushma Soni and United Mine
Workers of America attorney
Tom Johnson argued the
changes do nothing more than
clarify existing regulations and
make processing claims more
efficient and equitable.

Solomons said the regula-
tions as amended are unfair
because they allow new rules to
be applied in pending cases and
will let miners retry old cases
based on new rules.

Judge Henry Edwards
appeared skeptical. “You need
to sell me on whatever it is
you're talking about on retroac-
tivity,” Edwards said.

Solomons said one new pro-
vision that “could change the
results in these cases” was a rule
that states the opinion of a

miner’s treating physician could
have “controlling weight” in
some cases.

Edwards said he believed
that codifies existing practice.
And Judge David Tatel asked,
“Is this your best case for
retroactivity 7"

The judges also seemed
unimpressed with Solomons'
argument that it is unfair and
arbitrary for the new regulations
to limit the amount of evidence
that can be used in a case.

“Why do your experts need
50 X-rays?” Edwards asked.

The judges appeared more
sympathetic to some of the
industry’s objections to a clause
in the regulations that describes
black-lung disease as latent and
progressive, which Solomons
said would allow miners to
“relitigate the issue on a new
level of presumption.”

Black-lung disease impairs
breathing and is caused by long-
term exposure to coal dust.
Unlike other lung diseases, it
does not show up on X-rays and
generally is diagnosed by its
symptoms. The union estimates
more than 1,400 miners die
from the disease each year.

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Department of Travel
tourism industry will

FRANKFORT — Battered
by a recession and bruised by
the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks,
Kentucky’s tourism industry
hopes to bounce back this year
— and already is seeing positive
signs, according to the Kentucky
Department of Travel.

“We are cautiously optimistic
that 2002 is actually going to be
a good year for Kentucky trav-
¢l,” said Bob Stewart, commis-
sioner of the department in the
Tourism Development Cabinet.

After 13 months of declining
business activity, the state saw a
surprising 2.4 percent increase in
December, compared with the
final month of 2000, Stewart
said.

The state’s monthly “travel
barometer™ fell again in January,
with a 0.7 percent decline com-
pared with January 2001, But the
next month saw the index rise

3.1 percent from February 2001.
The report for March isn’t out,
and the year-end report for 2001
won’t be released until May.

Industry analysts say many
travelers will choose destina-
tions closer to home and will
choose to drive rather than fly
this year, which should benefit
the state, Stewart said.
“Kentucky is positioned ideally
for all of that" and is seen as a
“very desirable, safe and accessi-
ble place™ to visit.

Marcheta Sparrow, chief
executive of the Kentucky
Tourism Council, a trade group,
also is encouraged by the signs.

“It's a little early to tell, but
the group tourism bookings
seem to be up. The early atten-
dance at attractions seems to be
brisk. People seem to be getting
out and about more. And our
hotels — their occupancy 1s
looking overall better than it did
this time last year,” Sparrow

“The African-American com-
munity that was nearby dates later
than the cemetery does,” he said.
“There is no indication that this is
a slave cemetery, and the effort
that went into it would suggest
this is not."

The site, which had private
homes and a Civil War-era ware-
house, is being cleared for con-
struction of a headquarters for the
Kentucky Transportation

PSA
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Cabinet.

The site 1s two blocks from the
Old Capitol, now a museum,
where the General Assembly met
until 1910. And that invites anoth-
er question: How could so many
graves, so close to the seat of gov-
ernment, have become lost?

“It's a disaster whenever that
happens,” said Nicky Hughes,
curator of historic sites for the
city of Frankfort.

“It's a shame when (a grave)
gets obliterated,” Hughes said.
*You lose memory of the people,
too. If nothing else, you have a
nice marker. But in this instance
— Poof! — you're gone,"”

The graves were discovered
March 11 after a construction
worker spotted bones in a truck
load of dirt at a dump site.
Franklin County Coroner Mike
Harrod and state medical examin-
ers were summoned first.
Pollack’s team, including univer-
sity archaeologists Kim McBride
and Gwynn Henderson, soon
went Lo work.

graves have been found, at differ-
ent elevations, possibly indicating
separate cemeteries.

The upper site has evidence
that more time and effort went
into the burials. It may also con-
tain more children, though
Pollack said “those impressions
may change" as work progresses
on the lower cluster.

The remains will be reinterred,
as required by Kentucky law.
First, however, they will be
cleaned, cataloged and analyzed
at the anthropology department of
the University of Kentucky.
Pollack said the work could take
two years,

Ron Bryant, a Kentucky histo-
ry specialist at the Kentucky
Historical Society, predicted that
researchers eventually would find
people from several walks of life.

“More than likely it is a mix-
ture,” Bryant said. “A mixture of
convicts, mixture of the work
house and probably some pau-
pers, too. ... The bones them-
selves are going to have to tell
the story.”

said.

trial in Li

MORRISTOWN, Tenn. —
The youngest of the six defen-
dants sentenced to life in prison
for the roadside murders of a 6-
year-old girl and her parents
does not deserve a new trial, a
judge has ruled.

Criminal Court Judge James
E. Beckner denied on Monday
Jason Blake Bryant's petition for

a new trial. Bryant accused his
attorney, investigators and men-
tal health officials of being inef-
fective and asked for.a new trial.

Bryant, 19, was convicted
with five other young people
from the eastern Kentucky
mountains of first-degree mur-
der in the 1997 shooting deaths
of Vidar and Delifina Lillelid
and their daughter, Tabitha. They
were each sentenced to three

consecutive life sentences with-
out the possibility of parole.
The Lillelids, who were head-
ed home to Knox County from a
Jehovah's Witnesses conference
in Johnson City, were taken
hostage from an Interstate 81
rest area in Greene County,

* gunned down and left for dead.

The couple’s 2-year-old son,
Peter Lillelid, was seriously
wounded but survived.

Bryant was 14 at the time of
the murders.

When toms are excited about
the spring breeding season, the
hormonal buzz in their systems
gives rise lo frequent gobbles,
The calls are most frequent in
early momming before gobblers
fly down from their roost trees.
Linder Ffavorable conditions,
gobblers may continue to sound
oft sporadically throughout the
day.

But when gobblers fall silent
for one reason or another,
hunters may rely on what are
termed locator calls to provoke
toms into a vocdl response
known as a “shock gobble.™ A
bird may gobble at hen yelps.
but some other sudden, loud
sound might jar a reflexive
response out of a tom when
turkey talk won’tL.

“A gobbler is wound up tight
during the breeding season and
anything is liable to set him off,"”
said George Wright, biologist
and turkey program coordinator
for the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources and
a hard-core gobbler hunter on
his own time.

“Sometimes slamming a car
door will make one nearby gob-
ble,” he said.

More reliable and less likely
to put a turkey on guard, howev-
er, are natural vocalizations that
the birds are more likely to hear

anyway.

The two most often used are
the calls of the barred owl — the
deep, familiar “who-cooks-for-
you, who-cooks-for-you-all”
refrain of hooting — and the
raspy cawing of crows, Wright
said. Either will work, bul
there's a tendency for some
hunters to call poorly with these
and 1o use such calls oo often.

Other alternatives for which
locator calls are made include
the howls of coyotes. the pierc-
ing cry of a pileated woodpeck-
er and the honk of Canada
geese; These aren’t nearly as
popular — or overdone as
the old stand-by owl and crow
calls, however.

“You hear a lot of bad owl
hooting out in the woods, and
you know it’s other hunters -
and the turkeys probably know
it, t0o,"” Wright said. “There are
some good calls available, but
a hunter needs to spend some
time practicing to get where he
can do it well.”

One problem with a barred
owl call as a locator is that the
standard eight-syllable hoot
series of that species is so long
that it may overrun a turkey’s
gobbling response, he said. A
hunter would be better off trim-
ming the series to an abbreviat-
ed “hoo-hoo hoo-aaaww” so
that a gobbler's reply won't be
drowned out, according to
Wright,

Excessive use of owl calls
may make turkeys more reluc-
1ant Lo answer, however.

“Hunting pressure is the
main thing that makes gobblers
shut up. When they've been
messed with for a while, they
learn that answering calls ¢an
pul them in danger.”

Wright said he prefers (o let
the natural locator callers, the
real owls and crows, provide
the trigger,

“I try to wait long enough
for one of those 1o sound off

Hoot, caw or howl may push a turkey's gobhie hutton

and make a bird gobble. Crows
are all the nme aggravating
turkeys, and barred owls mess
with them, too, and there’s
enough calling by those that
the real thing is liable to draw a
gobble.

“When that doesn’t happen,
] tend to wait as long as I can,
then I'll resort to a crow call,
which is easier to use lo get a
good natural sound,” he said.
“I"11 hit just a few notes sharp,
hard and loud — and then I
shut up and listen."”

UK report shows junk food °
is a problem in schools

Lexington - Parents and com-
munities working diligently o help
obese children lose weight and be
healthy may not be getting the help
they need from their schools.

A recenl research report from
the University of Kentucky shows
that 84 percent of food sold in
school vending machines in
Kentucky is “junk food:™ soft
drinks, candy. fried foods and pas-
tries. Of the 339 schools respond-
ing to the survey, 97 percent of
high schools, 88 percent of middle
schools and 44 percent of elemen-
tary schools reported that students
have access to vending machines.
The report also suggests that stu-
dents may be eating breakfast,
lunch and snacks from vending
machines. Kentucky regulations
require schools to make vending
machines inaccessible to students
until one-half hour after lunch is
served. Nearly 6 percent of
responding schools said the vend-
ing machines are available before
school begins in the moming,
throughout the day and during
lunch periods. After lunch, 54 per-
cent offer access, and 59 percent
allow after-school access.

“We're not saying that the
schools are bad,” said Janet
Tietyen, lead researcher on the pro-
ject and a food and nutrition spe-
cialist with the UK Cooperative
Extension Service. “We're saying
that if people in the community are
working to decrease obesity im our
children. we have to include our
schools in the initiative.”

According to the report, the
percentage of overweight children
in the United States has nearly
doubled and the percentage of
overweight adolescents has nearly
tripled during the past two decades.
Data shows Kentucky chiidren to
be more overweight and obese
than their national counterparts.
One indicator, children enrolled in
the Kentucky Women,Infants and
Children supplemental feeding
program, documented an increase
of 19 percent in overweight chil-
dren from 1995 to 2000. Another
report showed Kentucky adults to
be the least health of all
Americans.

“As the current population of
overweight and obese youth move
toward adulthood, unless trends in
body weight are reversed, the qual-
ity of life related to health for
Kentuckians will become even
more dismal.” Tietyen said.

The UK report also noted that
food was used as a reward for good
behaviors, attendance and academ-
ic achievement in 81 percent of the
schools. Pizza was the highest
reward, 83 percent of schools used
it, along with candy (64 percent)
and soft drinks (46 percent). This
teaches children bad messages
about food, Tietyen said.

“Children spend a lot of time in
schools and are afforded a great
deal of freedom in selecting snack
foods,” Tietyen said. “Schools can
and should provide an environ-
ment that exemplifies a healthy
relationship with food.”

While many school officials
indicated that vending machines
were provided to meet student
demand, the study noted that 83
percent of schools maintain con-
tracts with soft drink companies,
which provide a source of revenue,
On average, Kentucky schools
made just over 36,000 in revenue
from vending machines last year.
The profit was used in a variety of
ways, including purchasing sup-
plies and instructional materials,
for student awards and incentives,

and sponsoring field trips and
guest speakers. The contracts also
sometimes afforded schools free
soft drinks, donations and other
incentives from the companies.

Tietyen and Anita Courtney,
director of health promotion at the
Lexington-Fayette County Health
Department, said healthy alterna-
tives to junk food can and shouold
be offered through school vending.

*It is short-sighted to exploit
our children’s health to generate
revenue when we will be paying
for it in many ways in the future,”
Courtney said. “We can offer our
children healthy. appealing alterna-
tives, and in fact, West Virginia
schools have done so successful-
Iy

The report also noted another
healthy vending success story in
Madison, Wis., where machines
exclusively vending milk were

placed in schools. The schools
report initial sales to be “surpris-
ingly strong.”

The report was commissioned
by the Coalition on Type 2
Diabetes and Overweight in
Children, headed by Lt Gov. Steve
Henry, and was presented to legis-
lators in Frankfort in late January.
The Kentucky General Assembly
is considering legislation, which
would set nutritional guidelines for
food sold in school vending
machines and stores, require more
fiber in school lunches, and
increase mandated nutritional
training for school food-service
directors.

Is it true that diet soft
drinks are high in
sodium?

No. The sodium content
of diet soft drinks sweet-
ened with NutraSweet

(asparatame) are generally in the
same range as regular soft
drinks, 10 to 30 milligrams (mg)
of sodium in an eight-ounce
serving. Soft drinks sweetened
with sodium saccharin are
slightly higher, about 37 mg in
eight ounces, but even this easi-
ly falls within the legal classifi-
cation of a “low-sodium™ food,
since the cut-off is 140 mg per
serving. According to a report in
the Journal of Nutrition, the key
to reducing sodium consumption
for most Americans lies in our
use of processed foods. Frozen
entrees, boxed side-dish or
entree mixes, prepared sauces
and various salty snack foods are
major sources of sodium in our
diets. If sodium levels are a per-

sonal concern, look for reduced-
sodium versions of these foods,
or plain versions that you can
season yourself with (unsalted)
herbs or seasonings.

There’s a place for lamb in a low-fat diet

Lamb is a certain sign of
spring. Meat sellers say people
buy fewer roasts and more cuts
of lamb as the weather gets
warmer. A simply roasted leg of
lamb is the quintessential spring
dinner. But a stew flavored with
aromatic herbs is also appealing
this time of year,

Most cuts of lamb are lower
in fat than other red meat. And
lamb fat is mostly located on the
outside of the cut, or between the
muscles, where it 15 relatively
easy to trim, especially from
larger pieces. With proper trim-
ming, cooking and portion size
(4 ounces of uncooked meat per
serving), lamb can be a delicious
part of a healthful, low-fat diet.
Lamb also is a good source of
zing, iron and protein,

Usuoally, the darker the color
of the meat. the older the lamb is.
Good lamb has a pinkish red
color and finely-grained texture,
Its flavor is often delicate, even
sweet. It may be the most natural
commercially-raised meat, since
lambs feed on their mother’s
milk and on grass, (Some
American lamb is also fed grain).

Lamb dishes of all kinds are
prepared in Mediterranean coun-
tries. The following recipe
recalls Mediterranean lamb
preparations using the strongly-
tflavored seasonings that go so
well with lamb. And a stew is a
good way to make a little lamb
go a long way.

This recipe calls for lamb
shoulder, which is ideal for
stews. If you can’t find cubed
lamb shoulder at the market, ask
the butcher to cube shoulder
chops for you. The bones make it
a little harder to eat, but they will
add flavor and body to the dish.
