Weddington joined Juvenile 

Services in 1988 and had worked

Tighter borders 
a no-brainer 

The Senate last week began consideration of the Enhanced 
Border Security and Visa Entry Reform Act. At the risk of 
offending thb august body. we· d like to ad\'ise that this is a 
no-brainer. ~lam dunk .... ~lake it law. 

Similar legislation has been OK'd by the House 
... designed to bed up homeland security . 

... Those listed on known terrorist reports continue to slip 
through our borders or. as in one highly publicized instance, 
step off a foreign ship and quickly meld into the landscape. 
While all four of the foreign nationals were eventually locat­
ed. the legislation would lessen the likelihood of future con­
fusion by mandatmg all commercial vessels and flights from 
international ports provide U.S. offic1als with passenger and 
crew manifests prior to arrival. 

Seen as the key to preventing future security breaches. an 
interagency electronic data system would be established. The 
system would give the Immigration and Nationalization 
Service, State Department and Jaw enforcement immediate 
access to in tell igcnce information. 

That means those issuing visas and checking on the alien 
status of individuals would be able to get the information 
they need at the stroke of a key. According to (co-sponsor 
California Sen. Dianne) Feinstein, the bill also has safe­
guards built in to prevent misuse of such data. 

Under the bill's provisions, the fNS would be required to 
enter stolen or lost passport numbers into the database within 
72 hours of notification of the loss or theft. 

Fraud- and tamper-proof documents are additional require­
ments. While that's an important step, our government must 
also work on developing bribe-proof employees. Long prison 
sentences for those few unscrupulous workers who sell entry 
to the United States to the highest bidder could go a long 
way to\vard that end. 

Importantly. the proposal would reform the student visa 
process. We dare not forget that some of those involved in 
the Sept. l 1 suicide attacks gained their flying skills from 
U.S. schools and/or entered the country on student visas. 

Under S.l749. schools that accept foreign nationals 
through study visas would have to notify the INS if those 
students fail to report to the school within 30 days of the 
start of classes. 

Certainly most Americans would like to welcome all who 
seck the freedom and self-determination afforded in our great 
nat1on. 

Sadly. we have learned that we must, in our own defense, 
.ask questions, check backgrounds and monitor the move­
ments of many who now come to our shores.

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Medicare 
doesn't pay 
enough

A vigorous 75-year-old man was air­
lifted to the emergency room recently for 
treatment of a hean attack. After evaluat­
ing him and making arrangements for his 
probable angioplasty, I stopped to talk 
with his family. To my surprise. the 
patient's son concluded our discussion 
by expressing sympathy for me! He was 
concerned about the impact on my pro­
fession of managed care and federal and 
insurance impositions. 

Frankly. I was pleased to hear that he 
had heard about the problems the heaJth 

c 0 u m A 

care system has been having, but at my 
core I did not feel that his sympathy was 
warranted. Here I was, with a patient. 
making a difference. This is what I 
trained for and love to do. 

When things go well and my patients 
respond to treatment. I feel like Roy 
Campanella, the splendid catcher for the 
BrookJyn Dodgers of the '50s, when he 
said: 'Tm still amazed that they're will­
ing to pay me to play this game." 

But the landlord for my office build­
ing does not feel that way. He wants the 
rent paid The secre1aries and nurses in 
my office need their pay. The malprac­
lice can-iers have increased my premi­
ums by 50 percent this year. And my 
own health insurance rates have 
increased along .,., ith everyone else's. 

So it is significant that Medicare 
reduced overall phystc1an reimbursement 
rates by 5.4 percent th1s past January. 
under a formula approved by Congress. 
Prior to th1s, Medicare reimbursement 
rates had been static for years. 

The inevitable is now happening. The 
New York Times reponed last month that 
"for the first time. significant numbers of 

doctors are refusing to take new 
Medicare patients, saying the govern­
ment now pays them too little to cover 
the costs of caring for the elderly." 
Further cuts in the Medicare fee schedule 
are planned for the next few years. 

We all know that the HMOs have 
been leaving the Medicare HMO pro­
gram in droves because of inadequate 
funding. And hospitals, struggling with 
marginal compensation. have been clos­
mg. Those that survive have been hiring 
minimal nursing staffs and have been 
reporting significant errors in providing 
care. Working on call on a recent week­
end in New Haven, I found that one hos~ 
pita! had no intravenous hydrochloroth­
iazide, a standard diuretic. The other 
hospital across town had no intravenous 
furosemide, an even more widely used 
medication for coaxing urine outpUI 
from patients wJth heart and/or kidney 
failure. Both blamed national shonages 
of standard genenc drugs for the prob­
lem .

Truckers barking 
up wrong tree 

There's been a lot satd on every side 
of the issue lately regarding overweight 
trucks. Lee Mueller wrote an anicle that 
was not exactly correct tn all pomts 
made. Truckers stopped working in West 
Virginia recently to protest the enforce­
ment of a law they say the state agreed 
not to enforce. In Kentucky. many dri­
\'ers arc also fuming about the law, how 
it's enforced and where. 

The problem ts lhat the real problem 
or issue isn't being addrcs-;cd. I have one 
simple question to ask: If you cannot 
make a living hauling materials wllh an 
extended weight decal that allows one to 
haul 126,000 pounds in Eastern 
Kentucky. then is it the we1ght law or 
who you are working for that is the real 
prohlcm'? 

Kentucky ts one of the only states 10 

the nation that allows extended weight 
of 126,000 pounds Cfo1 coal) Most other 
states strictly enforce the nattonally rec­
ommended 80.000-pound limit. ln most 
areas of Kentucky Itself, 80,000 pounds 
is the In\\. Just thtnk uf the uproar if 
folks 1n Frankfurt. l.c:xington, Louisville 
or Covington had tu put up with 

160,000-pound trucks lumbering through 
their neighborhoods. That is why Eastern 
Kentucky is the only area you can run 
overweight We arc far enough away not 
to bother the flatlanders. 

You cannot ask 1he state police or 
motor vehicle enforcement no! to 
enforce the law. lt 's a public safety issue. 
Huge trucks tear up roads and there's no 
way a 160,000-pound truck can stop as 
well or as safely as its 80,000-pound 
counterpan. Many lives have been lost 
hecause trucks were hauling far more 
than even the extended weight law 
allows. 

It's not the Ia\\ that needs to be 
changed. If a man who works 14-to-16 
hours a day, six days a week, cannot pay 
h1s hills hauling 126,000 pounds. then 
it's time to cast the jaundiced eye toward 
the real culpril in th1s whole mess- the 
folks the trucker:. work for! 

Coal prices have gone '' ay up the last 
two years. yet dnvers arc still being pa1d 
what they were earning when coal was 
$18 a ton. I am out on the road through· 
out the coal reg10n. Not one driver I've 
spoken to has gotten a raise since thc: 
coal prices shot up. If drivers were patd 
a fan and living wage. then they would 
not have to work sn much or haul so 
much either. 

Once again. out-of-state companies 
are taking advantage of our people. They 
tell the loader men to overload the 
trucks. They tell the drivers where to 
haul and how much they will be paid. If 
the driver doesn't like it, tough. They go 
out and hire the next poor guy who 
needs to feed his family. You do what 
the boss man says or you go home and 
do nothing. The drivers in West Virg1ma 
should have been protesting low wages, 
dangerous condittons (I would not want 
to be responsible for a 160.000-pound 
truck if something happened) and no 
bonuses for overtime. 

I've seen companies order truckers to 
buy bigger trucks when their old ones 
were paid for. They prom1sed I 0 loads a 
day and a good haul rate per ton. 111en, 
once the truckers were deep in debt due 
to the new trucks they had to buy, these 
same companies .,., ould cut their hauls 
per day and the price they got paid per 
ton. I know truckers personally who lost 
everything they had with no recourse 
against the men who put them there. 

Nothtng will change until mountain 
people stick together. Th1s is our land, 
our heritage and our future. No out-of· 
state desk jockey should have control of

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Intenor Department considers changes to mining 
rules that environmentalists say will harm streams

WASHINGTO~ The 
Bush administration is consider­
ing a second rule change that 
environmentalists say will fur­
ther encourage "mountaintop 
mining," a highly efficient but 
destructive ~ay of obtaining 
coal. ' 

The proposal by the lntcnor 
Department's Office of Surface 
Mining would exempt moun­
taintop mining from a rule han­
ning coal mining activities ~ ith­
in I 00 feet of streams. 

Mountaintop mining, most 
prevalent in Kentucky and West 
Virginia. involves shearing off 
the tops of ridges to expose a 
coal seam. Dirt and rock are 
pushed into nearby stream beds, 
a practice known as valley fill. 

The Interior Department's 

Ofllce of Surface Mining is 
proposing to modify the stream 
buffer zone rule ''to preclude any 
possibility that it might be inter­
preted as a prohibition on place· 
mcnt of excess spoil fills 10 

streams," according to an April 
11 agency memo. 

The memo was released by 
the agency after an earlier memo 
was circulated Monday by envi­
ronmentalists. 

Last week, environmentalists 
released a separate 
Environmental Protection 
Agency memo showing that the 
administration also is consider­
ing elimination of an Army 
Corps of Engineers regulation 
banning the dumping of mining 
and other industrial waste into 
waterways. 

"Taken together, the two 
rules will be a one-two punch 
that will knock out all federal 

protection for streams in 
Appalachia,'' said Joan Mulhern, 
a lawyer at Earthjustice Legal 
Defense Fund. "The coal mining 
companies need both of these 
rules changed to dump their 
waste in streams, and it seems 
that the Bush administr<ltion is 
all too willing to comply." 

Environmentalists say moun­
taintop mining has buried more 
than 1,000 miles of streams in 
Appalachia and are suing the 
federal government to try to stop 
it from issuing permits. 

In October 1999, a federal 
judge in West Virginia ruled that 
all valley fills, except those cov­
ering streams that flowed 
because of snow melt or rainfall, 
violated the 1 00-foot buffer zone 
requirement. 

Since the ruling stemmed 
from a lawsuit that challenged 
West Virginia's regulation of the 

Democrats counterattack 
on public campaign fmance

FRANKFORT 
Democrats began fighting back 
Monday in ciefense of guberna­
torial campaigns that are par­
tially funded by taxpayers- an 
issue that has paralyzed the 
General Assembly. 

On one front. Nicki Patton. 
the Democratic state chair­
woman and daughter of Gov. 
Paul Patton, worked to generate 
a phone call blitz to legislators. 
The suggested message: "Keep 
Kentucky's elections clean" 
and pass the governor'~ budget, 
which included $9 million for 
campaign finance. 

Elsewhere. Democrats on 
the House Appropriations and 
Revenue Committee tried to 
refute Republican assertions 

that the 2003 governor's race, 
with a bumper crop of candi­
date slates, could ring up a bill 
for public matching funds of 
$28 million or more. 

Thus did the General 
Assembly begin the second 
week of a special session, hav­
ing ended its regular session on 
April 15 without passing a state 
budget. The hang- up then, as 
now, was the governor's insis­
tence on earmarking $9 miWon 
for campaign finance. 

Nicki Patton's recorded call 
wa~ relayed around the state 
Monday morning. She would 
not say who received the call, 
in which :.he charged that the 
Republican-controlled Senate 
was holding up the budget in 
order to kill campaign finance. 

Candidate slates for gover­
nor and lieutenant governor can 

qualify for $2 in public funds 
for every $1 they raise. The 
slates then are bound by spend­
ing limits. 

Republican leaders have 
been characterizing the use of 
matching money as "welfare 
for politicians." In the Senate 
last week, Majority Leader Dan 
Kelly read from a stack of 
phone messages and e-mails 
opposing it. 

"We didn't want to be con­
frontational as long as there 
was hope that the Republicans 
would honestly negotiate on the 
budget," Nicki Patton said in a 
telephone interview. "At the 
end of the week, Republican 
leaders had used the airways to 
make it clear that they were 
opposed to the House budget."

''We've asked them, 'What is 
different today than Sept. I 0, as 
far as what law enforcement 
officers need to know?'"

"The hope is we will devel­
op levels of training at the troop­
er level up through the leader­
ship level on the specifics on 
counterterrorism." 

Nelson concedes that 
Kentucky targets may not be on 
any international terrorist hit 
lists. But he said every precau­
tion taken decreases the chance 
of an attack ever occurring here. 

"We may never know if 
we've been successful," Nelson 
said. "The new barrier or the 
new guard we've put out in front 
of somewhere may have disrupt­
ed a terrorists' planning cycle, 
but we don't know. 

"If something does happen, 
we've failed. Success is, nothing 
happens.''

Study provides most 
precise insight into 
age at which 
fertility, starts to drop

LONDON - New research 
has provided the most precise 
insight yet into when biological 
clocks start ticking loudly- and 
it's sooner than once thought: age 
27 for women and 35 for men. 

Until no\\, it wao; thought that 
women·:-. fertility starts to drop 
significantl) in the early 30s, with 
d big plunge after 35. But the new 
study indicates that, on average. 
female fertility begins its mean­
ingful slide at age 27. 

And while the decline in 
human fertility tied to aging had 
traditionally been attributed to the 
female factor, the study, published 
Tuesday in the joumal Human 
Reproduction. sho\\cd that men's 
fertilit) start.., dwindling after 35. 

~everthelcss. experts said the 
tindings should not raise undue 
concern. The results mean it may 
take a month or two longer to con­
ceive than it docs r or younger peo­
ple, they said. The ages at which 
declines were seen arc only aver­
ages and there is a wide range in 
fertility at any specific age. 

"Certainly very young women 
in their earl) 20s are more fertile 
than women in their late 20s and 
earl) 30s. But I suspect that the 
fertility of those women who are 
around 30 is high enough that it 
doesn't give them a real cause for 
concern or won·y up to the age of 
35,'' said Dr. Chris Ford, a 
researcher at U11.! University of 
Bristol in England who studies 
fertility and age, but was not 
involved with the study. 

The study involved 782 
healthy couples from across 
Europe who were using only the 
rhythm method of family plan­
ning. Women kept daily records of 
their body tempcmturc. recorded 
the days they had sex and which 
days they had their meno,trual peri­
od~. 

The researchers then catego-

rized the women into four age 
groups - 19-26. 27-29. 30-34 
and 35-39 - and recorded the 
age~ of their partners. • 

There were a total of 433 preg­
nancies. 

Women in the 27-29 age group 
had lower pregnancy chances on 
average than women aged 19-26. 
The likelihood of pregnancy did 
not noticeably decline between 
the age groups 27-29 and 30-34, 
but then dropped again from age 
35. 

The probability of getting 
pregnant on any specific day in 
the menstrual cycle was twice as 
high for women under 27 as it was 
for women 35 and older. the study 
found. 

Assuming that the couples had 
sex at the best time for conception 
- two days before ovulation -
and presuming that the men were 
the same age as the women, 
women younger than 27 had a 50 
percent chance of conceiving dur­
ing that menstrual cycle. 

This fell to about 40 percent in 
women aged 27-34. and after 35, 
it was less than 30 percent 

"Although we noted a decline 
in female fertility in the late 20s. 
what we found was a decrease in ~ 
the probability of becoming preg­
nant per menstrual cycle, not in 
the probability of eventually 
achieving a pregnancy," said one 
researcher, David Dunson. a biD­
statistician at the U.S. National 
Institute of Environmental Health 
Sciences. 

The study also found that 
men's fertility dropped after 35. 
Previous research had hinted that 
male fertility starts to decline in 
the 40s or 50s. 

The study found that while a 
35-year-old woman with a partner ~ 
the same age had a 29 percent 
chance of getting pregnant in one 
month, her chances dropped to 18 
percent if her partner was 40.

New UK program 
helps prepare for 
coming aging boom 

LEXINGTON- A new pro· 
gram developed by the 
University of Kentucky is 
addressing the emerging issues 
of an aging population, from 
educating people about demo­
graphics to helping older 
Americans see the positive pos­
sibilities of age to planning 
health nutrition. 

"Aging Gracefully: Making 
the Most of Your Later Life 
Adventure'' was developed by 
Sam Quick, a human develop­
ment ·and family relations spe 
cialist with the UK Cooperative 
Extension Service and professor 
in the UK College of Human 
Environmental Sciences 
Department of Family Studies. 

Noting that Census data indi­
cate that more than 70 million 
people will be age 65 and older 
by 2030. amounting to more 
than two times the 1997 count, 
Quick said many county 
Extension agents and profes­
sionals who work in fields with 
older persons had requested 
such a program be developed. 
Many. he said. needed updates 
on demographics and ways to 
help their clients deal with com­
ing retirement and making 
choices for later in life. 

''People arc living longer. 
and they are remaining healthier 
longer,'' he said. ''About 80 per­
cent of people 65 or older take 
care of their daily needs on their 
own. and the percentage of older 
people with disabilities is down 
considerabl)' since the early 
1980s. meaning that the need for 
specialized nursing care in later 
years is less than we had antici­
pated." 

Quick said he believes most 
people. from individuals to gov­
ernment decision makers, have 
not truly grasped the impact the 
Baby Boom Generation will 
have on society. He added that 
the call for this program is a sign 
that concern is growing. 

'The most massive impact of 
the age wave will begin about 
I 0 years from now, and it will 
be an impact felt in every aspect

of society," he said. "We have to 
help people begin to look at the 
issues now if we want to be pre­
pared." 

"Aging Gracefully" high­
lights three key issues: changes 
needed in the American health 
care system, redefining percep­
tions of old age and alternatives 
to traditional long-term care. 

''We've seen our health care 
systeni is in trouble. We can 
help by showing people how to 
choose healthier lifestyles," he 
said. "Smart lifestyle choices 
help the individual and will help 
society as a whole with substan­
tial financial payoffs down the 
road." 

Quick noted that with 
improved health and lifestyles 
today, many people are working 
past retirement age, retiring only 
to re-enter the workforce or hav­
ing difficulty adjusting to what 
amounts to an early exit from 
working society. The traditional 
marker of old age - age 65 -
is "tremendously outdated. It's a 
tum-of-the-century marker that 
doesn't apply. We need to devel­
op a new marker and respect for 
age." 

Developing the program was 
a team effort that also involved 
several other UK Extension spe­
cialist~ and professors, each 
adding their expertise in specif­
ic areas, Quick said. Family 
studies Professor Celia Hayhoe 
helped with financial planning 
in later life: Extension Specialist 
Robert Flashman assisted in a 
variety of ways: sociology 
Professor Julie Zimmerman pro­
vided demographic expertise 
and reports: Extension 
Specialist Sandra Bastin provid­
ed input on nutritional needs: 
aging experts and family studies 
professors Jan McColluch and 
Gladys Hildreth also helped 
review the full program. Others 
from UK, Kentucky State 
University, North Carolina State 
University. the University of 
Wisconsin, Pennsylvania State 
University, Southwest Texas

No decline in male fertility was 
seen before age 35, and the man's 
age only seemed to matter when 
the woman passed 35, the study 
found. 

At the age of 40, men were 40 
percent less likely to get their part­
ners pregnant in a month than they 
were at the age of 35, Dunson 
said. 

"The obsetved decline b not 
dramatic, and you could hardly 
use the results to recommend· 
males to deposit a frozen semen 
sample at age 35 in case they 
might want to be fathers at a later 
age," said Dr. Svend Juul, a pro­
fessor at the Institute for 
Epidemiology and Social 
Medicine at the University of 
Aarhus in Denmark, who was not 
connected with the research.

many agree. Half of the black

Now the FDA's new survey 
of 943 people who saw a doctor * 
in the last three months adds to 
the debate: Only 5 percent said a 
drug ad spurred them to go to 
the doctor. Once there, 69 per­
cent who asked for a particular 
drug got it. 

Of those who saw a drug ad 
in a newspaper or magazine, 41 
percent didn't read the required 
side-effect warnings, calling 
them hard to understand. 
Warnings on TV ads apparently 
were confusing, too: 12 percent 
recalled hearing what to do if 
the) overdosed, something ads 'of' 

don't discuss. 
A consumer survey can't tell 

if patients got the right or wrong 
drug thanks to an ad, FDA's 
Woodcock stresses. Asking for a 
cholesterol-lowering drug, for 
example, "might not be a bad 
health outcome," she notes. 

Stay tuned: FDA hopes to 
shed more light on the contro· 
versy by asking 500 doctor 
about how they prescribe. 
Results are due this summer.

self-finance their campaigns. 
Candidates can be less behold­
en to specwl intcre,.ts, and 
more availahlc to the public, if 
they don't have to spend all 
their lime pleading for contribu­
tions. 

The chief apologist on the 
House side is Speaker Jody 
Richards, who intends to run for 
governor next year and likely 
would need public financing to 
he competitive. Richards is in 
the awkward position of having 
to continually protest that "it's 
not about me" when he defends 
the system. 

Partial public financing was 
enacted I 0 years ago. It fol­
lowed n 1991 governor's race 
that cost $2:1 million. Brereton 
Jones spent $9 million by him­
self to win the governorship. 
Also motivating the General 
Assembly was the prospect of 
its archenemy. former Gov. 
Wallace Wilkinson. a multimil­
lionaire at the time. running 
again in 1995. 

Wilkinson didn't. Instead, 
Patton defeated Larry Forgy in 
the only election in whach pub­
lic financing has been used. The 
foWl cost was about $6 million, 
according to the Kentucky 

Registry of Election ranance. 
Titcre was no public financing 
in 1999. when Patton v.as rc­
elccteJ without opposition from 
the Republican main!->trcam. 

Republicans coaltl'lld public 
financing actually did nothing 
to stop big money. 'l11cy say 
contributions simply went to 
the political partaes, v. hich were 
'irtually unfettered, instead of 
to the candidates thcm~elvcs. 

The essence of puhlic 
financing is that a candidate 
slate for governor and lieu­
tenant governor can get $2 for 
every $1 it raises, provided it 
agrees to spendang limits, 
which arc adjusted foa inflation. 
The maximum in 2003 is 
expected to be about $2. J mil­
lion per slate in each election. 
primary or general. 
Participation i~ voluntary. A 
slate would not quulify unles., it 
raised at least $355,000 on its 
own. 

Republican leaders say that 
would not be enough for some­
one like U.S. Rep. Ernie 
Fletcher. who may be strong in 
Lexington. his home, but would 
have to generate name recogni­
tion in much of the state 
Building name rccognat10n 
takes a lot of money.

TI1ere 's just no way that hors­
es with those kmd of names can 
win the roses on the first 
Saturday in May. The gods ot 
racing simply won't allow it, 
which is why a horse named 
Degenerate Jon could do no bet­
ter than eighth in 1980 and the 
horribly-named Afternoon 
Deelites also was eighth in 
1995. 

Other badly-named Derby 
horses who finished up the track 
are Boola Boola, fourth in 1910; 
Petee-Wrack. 14th tn '28: 
Morpulck, seventh in '15; 
Anyoldtime. seventh in '51; 
Tonka Wakhan. lOth in '80; and 
Shawklit Won, lith in '87. 

Understand, l'm not a snob. I 
like clever names as much ns 
anybody. For example, Harlan's 
Holiday, this year's likely 
favorite, comes from his breed­
ing- by Harlan out of Christmas 
in Aiken. That's cool. I also like 
Proud Citizen, who's hy Gone 
West out of Drums for Fn:edom. 
That should play well with 
everyone who rediscovered their 
patriotism after 9/11. I also 
wouldn•t mind seeing Came 
Home immortalized on those 
mint julep glasses that arc so pop­
ular at Churchill Downs on the 
first Saturday in May. 

·aut my biggest peeve arc the 
owners who name horses by 
either misspelling a word or run­
ning several words together. 
History doesn't reveal the identi­
ty of the ftrst person who ran 
words together, but I'm sure he, 
or she, is Rotlmginhell, if you get 
my drift. This year's list of early 
contenders included 
Danthebluegrassman and 
Easyfromthegitgo. but, merciful­
ly, both dropped off the Derby 
Trail. leaving (yuck) 
It'sallinthechase. who's 0-for-5 
this year, as the main affront to 
everyone who loves the English 
language. Gagmewithaspoon. 

There should be rules pro­
hibiting such assauiLo; on the sen­
sibilities. In fact, The Jockey 
Club. the moss-backed custodian 

of the sport's regulations and tra­
ditions. already has a long list of 
numc-gamc violations. No name 
should be longer than 18 charac­
ters, including spaces. No names 
of living persons may be used 
without their written approval, 
and names of famous dead people 
must be approved by the Board of 
Stewards. 

Also not allowed are copy­
righted material and the titles of 
books, plays, popular songs, and 
movies. Neither is anything 
crude, obscene or suggcstt ve. 
although owner Mike Pegram 
managed to slide Isitingood past 
the Jockey Club a few years ago. 
A few years ago, Hugh Hefner 
allowed a horse to be named for 
him, which some found as 
obscene as naming one for. oh. 
O.J. Simpson. 

Actually, it's difficult to get a 
name past the Jockey Clubs com­
puters and committees, which are 
vigilant about avoiding duplica­
tion. For example. Secretariat 
was named only after his stable's 
first five names were rejected. 
'They were, for you triv1a fans, 
Scepter, Royal Line, Something 
Special, Games of Chance, and 
Dco Volente (Latin for God will­
ing). 

Owners and breeders often get 
suggestions for names. In 1989, a 
fan named Phil Straw sent Arthur 
B. Hanock a list of possible 
names, one of which was Sunday 
Silence. Hancock, who writes 
and smgs country music in his 
private time, sei1~d on it because 
it somehow reminded him ofKris 
Krist-offerson 's "Sunday 
Mornin' Comin' Down." 
Unfortunately. poetic horseman 
are about as rare as white race 
horses. 

Of all the various systems and 
fonnulas devised by handicap­
pers to pick the Derby winner -
the Dosage Index, the Beyer 
speed figures, etc. - here's the 
one that makes the most sense to 
me: Eliminate every horse with a 
less-than inspiring name, even if 
he has won all his previous races 
by a 7.illion lengths. By and large. 
if you run your finger down the 
list of Derby winners, you'll see 
that this approach has worked 
quite well over 127 years. 

Oh, sure, there have been 
some Derby winners with names 
that don't quicken your pulse. I 
didn't particularly like the name 
Seattle Slew, but I loved the 
horse. who won the 1977 Triple 
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Crown whale still unbeaten Mor • 
recently, I wasn't enamored w11h 
Lil E. Tee m 1992 and Fu~arclu 
Pegasus in 2000.

Some people scc hlack bears 
as a produ~t ol the Di~ncy stu­
dtos. They arc cute and cuddly 
and need to he fed in order to 
survive. Rtght"? 

The feeding or bears by wcll­
tlller1ded humans tncreuscs dur· 
tng the spring when bears get 
more acuvc. "At ahout this time 
of year, people wilt sec 

more bears. said Jonathan 
Day, forest S) ~tcms coordinator 
for the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
(KDFWR). "If a bear gets food, 
they will come around a lot 
hccause they get u~cd to it. The 
bear ends up in trouble It is very 
seldom that the people get in 
trouble. it is the bear that gets in 
trouble." 

Bears fed by humans become 
habituated. "A fed bear is a 
dead bear," Day satd. "Don·t 
feel sorry for them and feed 
them. There is plenty for them to 
cat out there. The) cat grubs, 
worms, Insects, beetles and 
berries. Bears will eat any­
thing." 

To keep beurs from getting 
into trouble. Day makes some 
simple recommendations. He 
smd that homeowners tn bear 
territory should bring in pet food 
at night and put out their 
garbage the morning of the pick­
up. not the night before. Day 
recommends garbage cuns in 
bear territory should have a 
latchmg lid that a hear cannot 
open. Garbage cans should be 
placed in a metal or wooden box 
that a bear cannot flip over. He 
also says homeowners in bear 
territory should not throw food 
scraps out the back door. 

''A bear can smell better than 
a turkey can see," Day said. 
'They can smell a small amount 
of food up ro a mile away. Its 
tine to observe bears, but teach­
ing them to depend on an artifi-

More than 75 percent of all 
consumer complaints, received 
by the Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture, involve termite 
treatments and real estate trans­
actions.

Q How will I know 
if my home is 
infested? 

AThe presence of winged 
tcm1ites inside a home 
almost always indicates 

an infestation warranting treat­
ment. Termite swarmers are 
attracted to light, and often will 
be seen around windo\\s, doors 
and light lixturcs. They can be 
differentiated from winged ants 
by their straight antennae, uni­
foml \\ uist. nnd wings of equal 
size. (Ants have elbowed anten­
nae. constricted waists and 
forewings that are longer lhan 
thl! hind wings). Swarmers 
emerging from tree stumps. 
woodpile:-, railroad tjcs and 
olhc1 outdoor locations are not 
necessarily cause for concern. 
and do not necessarily mean lhat 
1he structure. itself. is infested. 

Another obvious indictor of a 
termite problem is pencil-wide 
mud foraging tubes extending 
ov~.·r foundation \valls, support 
piers, sill plates. floor joists, 
header~ and suhtloors. Termites 
construct these mud "shelter" 
tubes as they travel between 
their underground colonies and 
the structure. rcmlite-damagcd 
\\ood is usually hollowed out 
along the grain, with bib of dried 
mud or soil lining the feeding 
galleries.
