Bail jumping
proves costly for
Johnson woman

It appears that the conse-
quences for failing to show
up in court for a Hagar Hill
woman could be monumen-
tal as she now faces an
amount of jail time that near-
ly triples what it originally
would have been.

Marvetta Brackett, 38,
was scheduled to be
arraigned on June 28, 2000,
for charges resulting from an

Lawmakers ’g(n)_home and cool

off’ as special session collapses

FRANKFORT, — The

General Assembly opted to “go
home and cool off”" after a ran-
corous special session that
ended, like its annual session,
w withant a stare hpdoet,
' A new, two-year budget cycle
begins July 1. Gov. Paul Patton
indicated he would summon the
legislature back to Frankfort
before then, assuming an
advance agreement between
Republicans who control the
Senate and Democrats who run
the House.

“When they do that, I will call
another special session,” Patton
said in a statement late
Wednesday.

In a floor speech Wednesday

s night, Majority Leader Greg
" Stumbo of Prestonsburg broke
the news to the House that talks
between the two chambers had
ground to a halt. Remaining in
session would be pointless, he
said.

“Let’s go home and cool off a
few days,” Stumbo said. “It's
time'leveler héads prevail.”

Stumbo also said there was
“no sense in pointing fingers,”
but Patton and his Republican

archrival, Senate President David
Williams, were in no such concil-
1atory mood.

Patton said the special session
“failed because of the
Republicans’ attempt to change
the rules in the middle of the
game."” Williams said Patton was
wrong to call a special session in
the first place and compounded
his mistake by continually criti-
cizing Senate Republicans.

Patton said Senate
Republicans raised the issue of
doing away with Kentucky's sys-
tem of partial public financing of
gubernatorial campaigns late in
the legislature’s annual session,
which ended April 15, because
they knew they could not win
repeal under ordinary legislative
procedures.

He also said the Senate major-
ity tried to hold the budget
hostage to get its way. “It was
wrong to use those tactics in the
regular session, and it was wrong
to use those tactics in the special
session,” Patton said.

Williams said Senate
Republicans opposed a special
session from the beginning and
called it a “waste of public
funds.” He also said Patton was
to blame for the failure to'find a
budget.

“Every time during the ses-

sion when it appeared we were
making some progress toward
some sort of agreement, the gov-
ernor would intervene and go
down and speak to a caucus and
whip up the troops,” Williams
said.

Patton noted that it is the leg-
islature’s responsibility to pass a
budget and it failed. Stumbo said
negotiations will proceed away
from the glare of a special ses-
sion.

Patton said it now falls to the
Senate GOP leadership to present
a budget plan that is agreeable to
the House and him. Only Patton
can call a special session, and he
retains the authority to veto any
bill that is produced.

As it has all along, the break-
down occurred over public
financing of elections.

House Democrats said they
wanted to retain a system that
effectively encouraged candi-
dates to accept the spending lim-
its contained within public
financing. They insisted on a pro-
vision to give more public money
to a general election candidate
who accepts public financing if
the other candidate declines the
system and exceeds the spending
limit.

INDEPENDENT AUDITOR’S REPORT

We have audited the accompanying statement of receipts, disbursements, and excess
fees of the County Sheriff of Floyd County, Kentucky, for the year ended December 31, 2000.
This financial statement is the responsibility of the County Sheriff. Our responsibility is to express
an opinion on this financial statement based on our audit.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the
United States of America, the standards applicable fo financial audits contained in Government
Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, and the Audit Guide
for County Fee Officials issued by the Auditor of Public Accounts, Commonwealth of Kentucky.
Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statement is free of material misstatement. An audit inciudes exam-
ining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial state-
ment. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates
made by managament, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. We
believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

As described in Note 1, the County Sheriff's office prepares the financial statement on a
prescribed basis of accounting that demonstrates compliance with the modified cash basis and
laws of Kentucky, which is a comprehensive basis of accounting other than accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America.

In our opinion, the financial statement referred to above presents fairly, in all material
respects, the receipts, disbursements, and excess fees of the County Sheriff for the year ended
December 31, 2000, in conformity with the basis of accounting described above.

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated
December 21, 2001, on our consideration of the County Sheriff's intemal control over financial
reporting and on our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts,
and grants. That report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with Government
Auditing Standards and should be read in conjunction with this report in considering the results

The Orange County Register, Santa Ana, Calif., on
rising gas prices:

President Bush ... should ask Californians if they want
their gasoline prices to jump 10 percent. That’s what is
predicted to happen if the Senate version of a federal
energy bill becomes law.

The bill would mandate tripling ethanol use in the
whole country to 5 billion gallons by 2012. The bill
mainly would benefit the Midwestern states, where 98
percent of ethanol is produced, at the expense of every-
body else.

Currently, California uses ethanol only during the
winter months to meet federal clean air standards |
because the colder weather causes a larger problem with
carbon monoxide than in warm-weather months.
Ethanol is believed to mitigate air pollution by reducing
carbon monoxide.

Ethanol also can harm the environment. (Although)
official estimates put the reduction in gas mileage at 1
percent to 3 percent; he estimated ethanol will increase
fuel consumption up to 10 percent.

Increasing the cost of driving means people will have
less money for new cars and repairs.

The House of Representatives’ version of the energy
bill doesn't include the ethanol mandate. The matter
soon will be resolved in a conference committee
between the House and the Senate.

The Times Reporter, Dover-New Philadelphia, Ohio,
on credit card fraud:

Credit card fraud from identity theft now tops $1 bil-
lion a year. All a thief needs to do is find a credit card
receipt and expiration date, then print a fake credit card
with a different name signature strip and magnetic strip.
The fake card is then used to run up charges on the orig-
inal holder’s account.

However, the Ohio Senate has just passed legislation
which could thwart the process. Senate Bill 250 would
require that no more than the last five numbers of the
account numbers be printed on the receipts. So even if a
criminal is able to get someone else’s credit card slip, he
would not have the ease of creating a fraudulent card.

But the best defense against credit card thieves is still
the consumer securing or destroying all credit informa-
tion. Particular care should be paid to monthly state-
ments, which will continue to have the full account
numbers.

Patton has been with “Blue’s
Clues” for more than a year now.
filming more than 30 shows,
Before that, he had to win over
not only the producers at an open
casting call, but also tough test
audiences of small fry who made
sure he could play the “Blue's
Clues” game properly.

Indeed, one of the best things
aboul getting the gig, the effusive
Patton says, was the opportunity

to introduce his S-year-old sister
to Steve.

“They're buddies now,” he
adds, chuckling. “She thought
that was pretty neat because, for a
little bit, she thought he only
existed inside the television. And
now she’s gotten to meet him as a
real person.”

The show, which won a
Peabody award last year, seeks
not only to entertain but also to
prepare children for entrance into
kindergarten and the first grade by
teaching them to recognize col-
ors, shapes, sounds, words, ani-
mals and objects in a world that

rich kid Harry Osborn (James
Franco), son of wealthy
researcher Norman Osborn
(Willem Dafoe).

An orphan, Peter lives with
his doting uncle and aunt (Cliff
Robertson and  Rosemary
Harris).

Meantime, Norman Osborn
has subjected himself to experi-
mental human-performance
enhancers that tm him into a
super-maniac. In Jekyll-and-
Hyde fashion, Osborn continues
his regular life while periodical-
ly transforming into Spider-
Man’s archrival, the Green
Goblin, cruising around town on
a floating glider hurling
grenades and otherwise causing
mayhem.

While Spider-Man’s tradi-
tional red-and-blue duds trans-
late to the big screen with mini-
mal cominess, the Green Goblin
is stuck in goofy emerald armor
whose big-snouted face looks
like an early design reject for the
gargoyles of Notre Dame,

Dafoe’s best moments come
in schizoid debates between the
tremulous Osborn and his
snarling alter ego, his internal
struggle eliciting occasional
cOmpassion among viewers.

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Report: Women’s health care

FRANKFORT — A new
report finds that while the
health care of women in
Kentucky is generally improv-
ing, their healthy habits are not.

The report released this
week by the Office of Women's
Physical and Mental Health
shows declines in infant, child
and teen death rates. New
mother mortality is almost
unheard of,

On the other hand,
Kentucky women smoke more,
suffer from obesity, don’t exer-
cise or practice good nutrition.

“That’s been, for many
women I'm sure, a lifesaver,”
Adkisson said. “If you've got a
healthy mother, the odds of
having a healthy baby are
exponentially higher.”

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Officials: W.Va. mental
health care system on
verge of collapse

CHARLESTON, W.Va. —
West Virginia's mental health
care system is on the verge of
financial collapse — a crisis
state officials knew would
develop when they changed
reimbursement rules 10 years
ago, providers say.

During a budget crunch in the
carly 1990s, state officials told
providers to seek the most
Medicaid funding possible so
the state could get matching fed-
eral dollars.

“They saw Medicaid as a
nice cash cow,” said John
Russell, executive director of
the West Virginia Behavioral
Healthcare Providers
Association, “I think the state
realized that the decision in
1992 would have its day of reck-
oning.”

Medicaid is a state-federal
program funding health care ser-
vices for the poor. When the

state could not come up with its
share, it authorized a provider
tax in 1992 on Medicaid revenue
to cover it. The state also raised
providers’ Medicaid reimburse-
ment rates (o offset their cost,
Russell said Wednesday.

The high reimbursements
created a behavioral health care
system oo dependent on a now-
shrinking Medicaid pool.

“It swung the pendulum too
far toward the federal side and
didn’t balance the federal with
the state contribution,” Russell
said.

A Department of Health and
Human Services spokesman
acknowledged mistakes were
made.

“There are some things that
happened a long time ago that
shouldn't have happened,” John
Law said.

“The
first thing is to make sure all the
clients (of Shawnee Hills) are
served.”

With earnest, unpretentious
delivery, Maguire is an eminent-
ly likable hero audiences will
root for from his earliest
moments as the class wimp.
Dunst adds her habitual spunk,
though Mary Jane is little more
than a damsel endlessly requir-
ing rescue.

Franco’s role is negligible,
but the film nicely establishes
the comic books' conflict
between Harry and Spider-Man
for sequels (installment two of
the franchise already is in the
works).

The action sequences gener-
ally are fun, though repetitive.
You'd think you would never
tire of seeing a guy in red-and-
blue jammies sailing around the
New York skyline on self-made
spider tethers. But it does get
old.

There’s also a sameness
about the rumbles between
Spider-Man and the Green
Goblin. Every few minutes,
Gobby turns up to bellow at
Spidey, lob a grenade or two and
trade punches.

The hero-villain dynamic is
undercooked, with the Green
Goblin an overblown variant of
the bullies who picked on Peter
in school,

Personal rivalry between
good and bad guys is a major
element of action comics, but
the best film adaptations shoot
for a broader fight, with villains
hatching dastardly schemes of
mass destruction or conquest
(think Gene Hackman in
“Superman,” Jack Nicholson in
“Batman,"” lan McKellen in “X-
Men"),

Taking out their superhero
nemeses often is a bonus to the
evildoers, whereas in “Spider-
Man,” it becomes the driving
goal for the Green Goblin,
whose localized malevolence
makes him more nuisance than
menace in Manhattan,

INDIANAPOLIS — Jeff
Ward hopes he'll be too busy
racing to notice the Indianapolis
Motor Speedway's new “soft
walls.”

“As a driver, we probably
won't even know they're there,”
the 1999 Indy 500 runner-up
said. “There’s probably a certain
comfort level knowing that
they're out there.”

On Wednesday, four days
before practice opens for the
Indianapolis 500, speedway
officials released details about
the new energy-absorbing walls
in the four corners on the 2 1/2-
mile oval.

“I think it's another step in
the progression of race-car safe-
ty,” said Ward, who has three
top-four finishes in five Indy
500 starts. *“You look back at the
helmet. at seat belts, and [ think
soft walls are another step in
that progression,”

The Indy Racing League and
NASCAR have spent four years
working with researchers at the
University of Nebraska to create
a wall that helps reduce the
impact of a crash.

The wall is comprised of four
steel tubes welded together in

20~ fool sections. Bolls in the
concrete wall and on the back of
the new device hold the wall in
place.

Between the concrete and
steel are 16 inches of hard, pink
foam, spaced 10 feet apart. The
foam acts as a shock absorber,
allowing the wall to bend, there-
by reducing the force. The soft
walls extend 20 1/2 inches from
the concrete walls but are out of
the racing line.

*Obviously, this is a very
exciting time,” said Brian
Bambhart, IRL vice president for
operations. “But there is some
sense of uneasiness or nervous-
ness because we're entering
some unkowns."

The “soft walls™ are the third
such device tried at
Indianapolis. The PEDS system
was used on the inside wall of
turn four in 1998, but it ‘was
taken down after Arie Luyendyk
caromed back into traffic and
scattered debris across the track
during an IROC race.

A second PEDS system was
used the next year, and it worked
better when Hideshi Matsuta
tapped the wall. Researchers,
though. still detected flaws.

Now, after three more years
of development and 18 crash
tests, the Steel and Foam Energy

If there’s
any way you can do it, you're
going to still continue to race.”

Another time when Rudd
could have given in was in May
1988 in Charlotte while driving
for Kenny Bemnstein.

“That was during the tire
wars between Hoosier and
Goodyear and everybody was
blowing tires,” Rudd said. “We
were running in The Winston
and blew a right front tire and
hit the fence, hit it really hard,
and tore all the ligaments in the
left knee."”

Doctors wanted Rudd to

have immediate  surgery,
sidelining him for six weeks.
Instead, he flew to Indianapolis
to see an orthopedic specialist
who put him on an exercise pro-
gram and designed a knee brace
to keep Rudd in the car.

“The only trouble was |
couldn’t use my left leg at all,
so they had the team work and
put a hand clutch for pit stops,”
Rudd said. “Once I got off pit
road, I could hand shift it and
not use a clutch. That was a
pretty tough weekend.”

Again, Rudd finished sev-
enth.

“Back when we came along,
it was a fight to get a chance to
get the good equipment.” Rudd
said. “There was maybe only
five good cars, five really solid
winning teams in the garage
area.

“Once you had a shot at one
of those rides. you couldn't
afford to give it away."”

Labonte took the ironman
record from Richard Petty in
1996 when he drove in his
514th consecutive race, The
two-time Winston Cup champi-
on doesn't lament the way his
streak ended.

“Unfortunately. 1 didn't get
the right ear doctor.,” Labonte
said. “After I missed a couple of
races, | still had the problem. 1
went 1o see some other doctors
and one guy diagnosed me and
treated me in one day, If 1'd had
the right ear doctor in the first
place, I'd never have missed
those races.”

Timing is important, too,
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“Safety equipment is getting
better all the time,” Labonte
said. “If 1 had the headrest that
we have today, I would jost
imagine | would never have
been hurt.”

He hasn’t missed a start
since.

“If 1 could have held it. 1
could have really put it out there
where it would be hard to
reach,” Labonte said,

Very shortly, however, the
record will belong to Rudd.

“Ricky's had a good career,
and I'm glad he is the guy that's
going to break it.” Labonte said.
“We started racing about the
same time and been competitors
for many years and 1 have a
wemendous amount of respect
for him."”

Rudd’s record could last a
long time,

After listening to more than
a dozen hours of testimony
from 13 witnesses, the ISU
accused the judge of voting for
the Russian pair over the
Canadians on Gailhaguet’s
orders, and not reporting to the
skating union the pressure tac-
tics by the French federation
boss, The fact that she'd original-
ly signed a statement verifying
both points didn’t faze her.

"It was a masquerade,” Le
Gougne said of the hearing. “It1s
scandalous, unacceptable. The
ISU has no shame. My most
basic rights of defense were
denied. They have decapitated
me from the start.”

Although he denied telling Le
Gougne how to vote, Gailhaguet
sounded as if he might have had
a hand in writing her material.
Reached by The Washington
Post, he described himself and Le
Gougne as “martyrs.” He went
on o say, “Today, this is war.”

In truth, the sport has been
fighting to retain its credibility
ever since the ISU — under pres-
sure from the International
Olympic Committee, much of
North American and a howling
pack of media led by NBC —
lost its nerve and awarded a
duplicate set of gold medals to
Canada’s Jamie Sale and David
Pelletier just four days after the
pairs compelition.

Suspicions that prearranged
deals and partisan politics rule
figure skating are put aside for a
month every four years because

it's wildly popular with the
demographic that Olympic spon-
sors are desperate to reach out
and touch. But this latest scandal
demonstrates how easy it's
become for the tail to wag the
dog.

Handing over a second set of
gold medals while running just
ahead of a mob may have seemed
like a good solution at the
moment. But once the 10C real-
ized that only increased the num-
ber of maleontents — remember
the Russians and South Koreans
threatening 1o go home early? —
it warned the skating union to
clean up its act or face being
dropped from the Olympics.

“You can'l just have a show
trial and shoot a couple of peas-
ants,” senior [OC member Dick
Pound cautioned before the ISU
decision. "You are going to face a
situation if they don't fix it up at
some point where people are
going to say. 'Don't go into fig-
ure skating. It's just too
crooked.™

“If it persists and ‘the
Olympics get a bad name as a
result of a sport, no matter how
important il is, you have to think
what to do," he added.

The ISU responded to the
scandal, in part, by proposing a
new scoring system and increas-
ing the number of judges to 14
from nine, although only the
scores of seven judges randomly
selected by a computer would be
used. The ISU would like to put
the changes to a vote by the time
the group convenes its interna-
tional congress in June.

From the sound of things, the

skating union will have to peel .

Le Gougne, Gailhaguet and their
lawyers off the agenda before
they'll have enough time 1o begin
the real hard task ahead,

*“I have nothing more to lose,"
Le Gougne said. “T will fight
this,”

ur Lady of the Way Hospital,
many have said, 18 more than
just a hospital, it's an institu-

tion that cares not only for the body,
but for the soul as well.

Interactions of Emotions/GI

Complaints are reported daily
that point out the interaction of
the emotions and the body, such
as the occurence of anxiety,
depression, and functional gas-
trointestinal  (GI) disorders—
Irritable Bowel Syndrome (IBS).
IBS is frequently identified by
family physicians and is the basis
for over 50 percent of new refer-
rals to gastroenterojogists, physi-
cians who specialize in the diag-
nosing and treatment of the gas-
trointestinal system. Because of
this relationship of psychiatric
disorders and G1 disorders, a con-
sensus group of researchers (J.C.
Ballenger, M.D. and others of
Medical University of S.C., 2001)

Psychiatric disorders, panic, anxiety, and depression, are present in 50 to 90 percent of
IBS patients. It was not unexpected to learn that anxiety or depression being present in the

injury, and victimization by rape.
The specialized researchers felt
that IBS and other functional Gl

experienced at an intensity level lower than
the discomfort thresholds seen in normal
volunteers, More research is needed (o
examine the evidence that some abnormali-
ties of the nervous system. anatomy, physi-
ology, and pathology, may be contributing
to IBS. An example was the increased
secretion of a substance, “corticotropin-
releasing factor,” that might be a part of the
development symptoms related to anxiety,
depression, postiraumatic stress disorder
(PTSD), and IBS. It scems that IBS patients
and individuals developing PTSD do not
respond to the cortisol substance as expectd
by the average person.

The researchers reported that the recog-
nition and treatment of IBS to include anx-
lety and depression might prevent the pro-
gression of increasing severity of psychi-
atric and GI symptoms, and thus the impor-
tance of including psychological assess-
ments in treatment approaches for IBS
patients was emphasized, However, they
pointed out concerns for the physician and
the IBS patient: (1) even though the spe-
cialist acknowledges the need to be increas-
ingly aware of the impact of psychological
factors and the need for, family support,

they are not sufficiently at ease when deal-

ing with emotional issues to cope effective-
ly; (2) many medical clinics generally look
almost exclusively for physical disease, and
might not provide physicians a chance to
explore with their patients any psychologi-
cal problems related with GI symptoms;
and (3) individuals with IBS are not likely
to present with psychelogical complaints
and are reluctant to acknowledge the
impact of psychological factors. IBS
patients who persistently attribute their
Symptoms Lo physical illness alone, tend to
benefit from education about the involve-
ment of stress and psychological factors in
making this painful syndrome worse and
lasting longer.

The value of physicians educating their
IBS patients about the importance of brain-
gut interactions in IBS was repeated within
the article. As a result o1 the education, the
patients were typically more accepting of
medications used to treat depression, anxi-
ely, and functional bowel disorders and
referrals for psychotherapy. “Formal psy-
chotherapy is reported to be effective treat-
ment, reducing psychological symptoms
with a parallel reduction in bowel symp-
toms.”

The above article was very timely in that
a 15-year-old male, Ray, was reffered about
two months ago, after x-rays had reported a
“normal GI rract” and a medical diagnosis
of “Irritable Bowel Syndrome.” Ray's his-
lory included: frequent school absences due
o long-term complaims of nausea, diar-
rhea, and headaches; fellow students giving
him a hard time; academic problems related
to difficulties concentrating, not complet-
ing homework, and obsessive thoughts; he
sometimes had suicidal thoughts when he
was really angry, nervous, or upset; low
feelings about himself due to being over-

Both Federal government health
insurance  programs  (principally
Medicare and Medicaid) substantially
reduce payments for physicians and
hospitals below the rates they normally
charge. Managed care programs like
HMOs and PPOs have done this too.
Despite these cost-cutting efforts —
which also cut profits — the price of
health care continues to escalate at a
rate that is causing major problems. for
employers, insurance companies and
consumers.

The complexities of this “cost-of-
heath-care" issue are so great that no
one has come up with an acceptable
solution yet. What I'd like to do today

Insurance costs and malpractice
awards passed on to patient

is [0 give you a perspective on one part
of this problem that strikes a chord —
or more accurately, a discord — with all
doctors. The problem I refer to is mal-
practice insurance premiums.

Malpractice insurance rates
reflect the doctor’s training, type of
practice, the type and number of proce-
dures done, and the history of previous
claims. In addition, some slates have
Jaws that limit the size of awards juries
can impose or restrict the fees lawyers
can charge. These variables are consid-
ered when a malpractice insurance
company quoles a rate to an individual
physician or physician group.
Considering this, I'll draw my exam-
ples from my part of Ohio even though
other areas will have different particu-
lars,

An average family physician can
expect to pay about $11,000 in mal-
practice insurance premiums this year
as compared to $7,000 last year. A fam-
ily doctor who delivers babies can
expect to pay at least $30,000 to over

$50,000 for insurance coverage.
Ob/gyn, general surgery, radiology,
pediatrics and other specialty groups
are also being pummeled by 15 to 25
percent mid-year price increases.

Think about it this way. If you're
having a baby, and your doctor delivers
one baby per week, $1,000 of the doc-
tor bill for your delivery could easily be
spent on insurance premiums. Wow!
Insurance is a significant part of health
care cosl.

This malpractice crisis is causing
serious financial problems for most
doctors and, indirectly, for many
patients. Most doctors are paid by
insurance companies at a reduced rate,
and this rate isn’t adjusted when the
doctor's costs increase. A doctor's
decision about whether or not he or she
will continue to perform any given ser-
vice — like delivering babies — for his
or her patients is now in reality deter-
mined by the insurance companies
rather than by the doctor’s skills or
patient needs.

You may be curious why insurance
rates are so high. Well, it is because the
insurance companies are faced with
very large awards when a malpractice
suit is settled. Million dollar awards are
common and multi-million dollar ones
aren’t rare. Individuals and their
lawyers look upon malpractice suits as
if they are buying winning tickets for
the super lotto, and current practices
show that their odds of striking it rich
arc substantially better than with gam-
bling.

So what can you and [ do about this
extraordinary health care cost? 1 wish |
knew of a solution since none of the
legal solutions tried in other states
seems to have universal applicability.

I have no clue as to Bill Jr.’s
age at this time, most likely, I
suppose he was a young
teenager, though he could have
been around 11 or 12.

1 also don't
recall crying out at all - just
floundering quietly, conserving
my energy for the quest of air. 1
recall, mostly that suddenly,
everything, and | mean every-
thing, all around me...became
very quiet.

Then, just as suddenly as |
had slipped into this dark
abyss, 1 was snatched even
more quickly from it. And into
whose arms did my coughing
and sputtering head fall?

Bill Jr.’s.

My hero had rescued me.

He carried me to shore and
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held me as I coughed. He
wrapped me in a towel and told
me to never, never go into the
water alone again. As [ wiped
the water from my eyes and
blew my nose on his towel, 1
promised him that I wouldn’t.

With that, he went back 1o
his swimming and I went back
to my sand castles; he grew up
to become a doctor and | grew
up to spend day after day
putting pen to paper. And,
never, not even once, have I
ever driven past the now rocky
shoreline of this particular area
of Jenny Wiley Park that I
don’t remember the glistening
sands, the sunny days, and the
time my “knight in shining
armor” rescued me.

Ponder
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weight; admission of having
moderate-to-high levels of
depression, anxiety, and anger;
and often felt terrified. Similar
to descriptions of other IBS
patients, Ray was very focused
on his body’s functioning, and
had exhibited a low threshold
for discomfort. He was spending
the major part of his time isolat-
ed in his room and was an
“expert” on the computer, hay-
ing spent about three hours daily
with the computer. Needless to
say, Ray did nol have any
friends. Most likely, the most
significant factors were that
Ray’s parents reported that he
had been sexually abused at
about 7 years of age by a boy a
few years older than he, and his
parents moved back to the area
about the time he started middle
school.

As suggested by the above
researchers, medications have
been adjusted for Ray's individ-
ual needs. He finally seems to be
receiving the “right” combina-
tion for him, but mainly ones for
Bipolar Disorder, since that was
his correct psychiatric diagnosis.
He also takes a “fiber” mixture
recommended by his physician.
Ray and his parents have learned
to follow a  Behavior
Modification Plan (BMP) that
has established consistent struc-
ture and boundaries for him.
Since his parents have “taken
charge” of the situation, positive
outcomes have been Ray's abili-
ty to take responsibility for his
feelings and behaviors and learn
to control himself from the
inside out. Ray no longer spends
hours in his room alone, but
talks more with his parents and
goes places with them. Everyone
has been pleased with his overall
success and their adjustments
within the family, even though
Ray’s medications and BMP still
need to be “fine tuned” and all
therapy issues need to be
addressed. It has been great to
see Ray gradually change into a
Happier adolescent, who is
beginning to be interested in the
activities of being a “normal”
teenager.
