Over $37 million spent on tourism in Floyd

Kentucky  State  Tourism
Development Secretarv Ann Latta
announced the economic impact of
Kentucky's tourism and travel
industry for 2001 on Monday.

According to Latta, the state
brought in 38,7 billion in tourism
for the 2001 year, with Floyd
County bringing in $37.423.961.

Latta informed the crowd of 150
tourism professionals that ourism
is the third largest revenue-produc-
ing industry in Kentucky.

Latta noted that the 2001 num-
bers were down 0.7 percent from
the record high year of 2000.

Latta attributed the decline to the
sluggish national economy, the fact
that 2000 was a record year, and the
events of Sept. 11. which greatly
impacted the tourism dustry.

Although there was a decline,
Latta remained optimjstic about the
future of tourism in the stute.

“I am cautiously optimistic that
we are turning the comer in
tourism.” Latta said.

The expenditures for the surround-
ing counties included Pike with
$40.976.813, Johnson with
$14.,023,464, Martin with $3.627.717,
Magoffin with $2,924,337, and Knott
with $1,282.772.

Groundbreaking held for ‘milestone’

Many gathered at the site of the old
Hindman High School on Monday to
witness a “ground-breaking™ begin-
ning that will test one of Gov.

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Crews survey flood
damage, search
for missing man

STOPOVER —  When
Tommy Hurley surveyed the
damage flash floods caused in
Eastern Kentucky last week, he
couldn’t help but be amazed that
the death toll wasn't higher.

The Eastern Kentucky man's
house disappeared into a rain-
swollen Knox Creek on

Thursday. He found a portion of

it lodged against a walnut tree
more than 100 yards down-
stream, not far from the place
where his daughter’s crumpled
mobile home came to rest.

Hurley pointed to four other
spots near his home where house
trailers had been ripped away
after storms dumped 5 inches of
rain on the Tug Valley, The usu-
ally placid creek, a tributary of
the Tug Fork of the Big Sandy
River, quickly became a raging
torrent.

“I"ve been so sick and down-
hearted that 1 hated to go down
and look at it,” said Hurley, who
moved into an apartment at
Williamson, W.Va. “If it had
happened at night, a lot more
people would have been killed.”

Floods and mudslides were
blamed for at least six deaths in
West Virginia and two in
Virginia. Four people were still
missing Monday in West
Virginia, and one man was miss-
ing and presumed drowned in
Kentucky.

Rescue crews have been
searching the Tug Fork of the
Big Sandy River since Friday for
Adam Daniels, 24, of Freeburn.

Kentucky State Police said
Daniels was swept away by the
current when he got out of his
car, which stalled in high water,

In Freeburn, Bert Hatfield's
home was filled with water, as
was the office of his used-car lot.
Though discouraged by the
damage, Hatfield said he is
thankful that more people didn’t
die in the onslaught.

“You'd just have to phrase it
as a miracle,” he said. “I'm
amazed.”

Carl Prater of Stopover. a
neighbor of Hurley’s. said he
believes people were spared
because the most severe flash
flooding occurred during day-
light hours,

“If it had come after dark,
there'd have been a lot more
corpses,” he said, “T've never
seen that water rise so fast.”

Hurley, who had suffered
through two smaller floods in
vedrs past, said he wants to
move away from his homestead
in Stopover.

“Third time's the charm,” he
said. “If T'can get a place in'the
area, I'll gladly move.”

In the midst of a heavy advertising campaign promot-
ing the benefits of chicken with no hormones, Tyson
Foods also should show it cares enough about communi-
ties that could be adversely affected by some of its envi-
ronmental policies.

Four of the company’s Kentucky chicken farms have
been operating with more than the allowable amount of
ammonia emissions from animal waste by no small
amount, according to a lawsuit.

The company does not deny the charge, but instead
blames farmers with whom it contracts to grow the
chickens for the pollution. But the chickens are owned
by Tyson and the farmers really are managers, most of
whom live in Georgia or somewhere else, who hire
underlings to run the chicken factories. ...

And that odor you smell from chicken farms? A |
stronger odor means more animal waste,

Tyson’s chicken-growing factories have been “way 1
over” the allowable amount of ammonia emissions from
animal waste at its Kentucky operations, according to a
Sierra Club lawsuit designed to bring such large and
smelly operations in line with environmental and com-
munity standards, That is a reasonable goal.

The suit also contends Tyson has not been reporting
that these factories are releasing more than 100 pounds
of ammonia per day as required by both the Superfund
law and Community-Right-to-Know laws. ...

While it's understandable that there may be times
when handlers who are dealing with thousands of chick-
en may step over the limit, neighbors have the right to
have access to information about toxic pollution in their
community.

This is not to overlook the economic impact that .
Tyson has on Kentuckyv communities through the jobs it |
provides or to paint the picture that the company’s envi-
ronmental record is a total failure.

As it is quick to point out, the company is helping the
environment through, for example, its use of chicken lit-
ter as organic fertilizer. Tyson rightly says its litter
replaces thousands of tons of chemical-based fertilizer
that otherwise would be used.

But its record would be much better if it would be as
prompt to point out any overflow of ammonia emissions
from animal waste that could cause serious, if not fatal,
health problems. .-

This New Economy was even
thought to be environmentally friendly;

the Internet, after all, didn't pollute.

Elements of this economy do exist
today. Those workers who have high-
tech skills can find good jobs, and many
consumers get better deals than ever
before. But technology has yet to
become the transformer of work and
society that was imagined. IBM is the
only computer technology firm among
the top 25 of this year’s Fortune 500
companies. [n contrast, several service-
oriented companies made the top tier,
including AT&T. Citigroup and Home
Depot.

Mart economy — Is almost the exact
opposite of the New Economy hyped
during the 1990s.

But this
“waste management” problem is a dead
albatross hanging from the county’s
neck. Since every household that has
city water pays a garbage bill, we can
afford better.

That slender edge belongs to
Glenn David May I of
Prestonsburg, who has raised
$39,015 — with all but $800 of
that amount coming from the
candidate himself.

Incumbent PVA  Connie
Hancock, however, has shown a
greater ability to raise outside
money. Of the $38,715 raised
for her campaign, only $22,500
has come from Hancock herself.

May also shows a lead in
spending over Hancock. but
Hancock's report showed an
advantage in terms of cash
remaining heading into the final
32 days of the race. Hancock
had spent $30,471.54 and had

$8,243.46 remaining.
Meanwhile, May had spent
$34,774.66 and had $4,240 left
over.

The race which is perhaps
the most closely watched in
Floyd County — the sheriff’s
race between incumbent Sheriff
John K. Blackburn and former

Kentucky State Police
Commissioner Gary Rose — is
also one attracting large

amounts of money.

Blackburn has shown an
advantage in terms of fundrais-
ing, spending and cash-on-
hand. Through the 2002 elec-
tion season so far, Blackburn
has raised $34,925, with only
$1,000 of that amount coming
from personal funds. He has
spent $29,895.23 and has

$5.029.77 remaining.

Rose, on the other hand, had
raised $21,225 for his race,
including %6,500 of his own
money. Of that amount, Rose
had spent $21.158.11 at the time
his report was filed, leaving a
scant $66.89 remaining in his
account.

The race for jailer is a rarity
in that a challenger has a sizable
monetary advanlage of the
incumbent, but mostly by using
his own money.

The most lopsided race in
terms of money thus far has
been between incumbent state
Rep. Greg Stumbo and Lawton
Ray Allen of Minnie for the
95th District representative's
seat, Stumbo has amassed
$86,516,26 for his race and has
spent $29,198.19, to leave
$57,318.07 remaining.

nities to all students in the dis-
trict at an equitable cost. The
LPC is responsible for the plan-
ning future capital construction,
as well as renovation projects,
and for targeting the school sys-
tem’s critical building needs
while at the same time consider-
ing the district's financial situa-
tion.

In other business, the board
voted to approve a revision of
their field trip policy in order to
allow district schools to sched-
ule field trips during the last 10
instructional days of the current
school year.

The current policy prohibits
field trips during this time peri-
od. However, due to “emer-
gency situations” created by
varying school ending dates,

system events, conflicting
schedules at field trip sites,
recent weather conditions,

CATS testing schedules, com-
pletion of grant activities and
requirements, and district sup-
ported and community Support-
ed activities schedules, as well
as school bus availability con-
flicts, some schools in the dis-
trict have been unable to sched-
ule field trips within the previ-
ously allotted time period.

The policy revision was
requested by Debbie Daniels,
director of instruction.

State manager Dr. Zella
Wells had not added her signa-
ture to the form of request say-
ing she had “a problem with the
emergency standard.”

“A board is legally bound to

Supt, Paul Fanning then rec-
ommended an “emergency revi-
sion” of the current policy.

“It's like a baulefield,” Bailey
said.

Bailey, an information clerk,
filed charges of harassment and
intimidation against Romeo
Delsario. a HRMC security
guard reportedly employed by
HRMC since 1999, who Bailey
alleges harassed and physically
mistreated her.

“I'have had to file restraining
orders," Bailey said, “because
guards put their hands on me
during off-work hours while |
was atiending @ union meeting
with management.”

Bailey further alleges that
while attending the meeting,
“Bud Warman told me that |
couldn’t be here, that he owned
the hospital. He cursed me, went
ballistic in my face and told
Romeo to get me out.”

Bailey alleged that Delsario
grabbed her by her arms and
began dragging her from the
room.

“My 10-year-old daughter
was with me,” Bailey said. “[t
scared her half to death.
Management is frying to intimi-
date us and are using illegal tac-
tics to do so because they do not
want to negotiate a fair contract.

“1 shouldn’t have to be treat-
ed like a criminal because 1 am
for our union and for workers
having 4 voice on the job ... It’s
just like these ‘no trespassing’
signs that they have posted. I am
a member of this community, we
are community members, we
have a right to be at this hospi-
tal.”

The medical center said, in a
statement, that ‘no trespassing’
signs have been set in place on
hospital grounds to ensure a safe
environment for patients and
visitors to the center and fto
guoard against acts of vandalism.

The alleged incident, accord-
ing to Bailey, occurred in a hos-
pital hallway and was witnessed
by hospital patients,

Stephanie  Williamson, a
medical technologist, echoed
Bailey's sentiment,

“We have to collect our pay-
checks, we have friends and
family members who are
patients here, we have a right to
visit and check on them,”
Williamson said. “If we come
into the hospital during off-duty
hours, we're approached by
security guards and asked what
we're doing here, We have had a
voice in this hospital for 25
years. For 25 years we have
been able to maintain that voice.
Now management is bound and
determined to scratch that voice

He was being
friendly, he does this all the
time, has done it over and again
to Delsario. But this time, before
he knew what was happening,
he was up against a wall.”

“It's like this,” said Salyer.
“They stalk the crap out of us.
They say to the newspapers that
it's us attacking them .. No,
that’s not it. Jonathan was the
one who was bruised and
punched — by security guards.”

But  representatives  for
Highlands point a finger back at
some union workers as being to
blame for heightened tensions at
the facility.

HRMC reported in its state-
ment that “Security concerns
were heightened several weeks
ago when it was reported that a
union organizer from
Huntington stated she ‘wished
she could burn the building
down,™

The medical center also
reported that workers claims of
harassment, intimidation and
physical mistreatment are
“exaggerated” and that security
guards have been given the duty
of enforcing “contract provi-
sions that prohibit union officers
from interrupting hospital staff
who are engaged in providing
patient care.”

Kathy McCormick,

SEIU/District 1199 organizer,
informed assembled reporters
that “Our contract isn’l even up
until July. Security guards have
been on these premises since
March 22. We just had our first
negotiations on April 29 at the
Holiday Inn, and already securi-
ty guards are on the scene.

“We have tried to work this
security guard situation out with
management, we tried, we were
just unable to do so ... It is sad to
see the administration of a hos-
pital act like schoolyard bullies
because they think they can
push the workers around. This is
nothing more than someone’s
ego being bruised and they are
moving to the point of physical
broises on workers. This admin-
istration needs to be focusing
their time, energy and resources
on providing the best care for
Eastern Kentucky, not acting
like children collecting lunch
money."

According to McCormick, in
the time since striking workers
returned to work in recent
months, the hospital’'s nursing
staft has been downsized from
101 nurses to a current 76.
Additionally, 100 jobs were lost
following the work stoppage. as
well as numerous mandatory
reassignments having been com-
pleted.

*The hospital tried to declare
our strike agreement ‘abol-
ished',” said McCormick.
“Washington said that it was
illegal to ‘abolish’ a strike agree-
ment, as well as being illegal to
do ‘bumping’ and to initiate a
nine-month lockdown. Workers
who hadn’t worked in three
yvears were offered their jobs
back. And management reports
that negotiations were ‘cordial
and productive’? Cordial, yes,
but productive, no.”

According to Williamson the
heightened situation has affect-
ed patient care.

“Patient care has suffered,”

Williamson said, “All manage-
ment cares about is profit. This
is a non-profil organization, but
yet all they care aboutl is how
much money they can make.”

“It is a sad day in Eastern
Kentucky when we have to file
restraining orders against a hos-
pital. Hospitals are supposed to
heal people, not hurt them," said
McCormick.

As for negotiations between
the two sides, McCormick noted
there is still plenty of time for

management and the union 1o
come 1o terms. But she added
that union members have indi-
cated they will be even less
patient during the current round
of talks than they were in the
days leading up to the 1999
strike.

“They' ve told me, ‘No exten-
sions.” Last time we gave them
two extensions.” McCormick
said, referring to two strike
deadline extensions  before
workers walked off their jobs in

Public financing: The end or salvation of democracy

FRANKFORT — At the
extremes it has been called a
threat to democracy or insurance
that people of modest means can

run for governor and removal of

the taint of big money from elec-
tons,

It has also conjured all sorts of

slogans and catch phrases:

Welfare for politicians. A blank
check: A brake on cash-and-carry
campaigns. A way to remove the
‘For Sale’ sign from the Capitol.
A lailed experiment.

Whatever else it s,
Kentucky's system for partial
public financing of gubematorial
campaigns has become indis-
putably the greatest impediment

to the state having a budget for

the next fwo years.

The system' was created in
1992, The previous year, the
gubernatorial campaigns had cost
upward of $21 million, capping a
steady trend from when John Y.
Brown Jr. financed his own race
in 1979,

At the time, partisan disagree-
ment was not so heated,

Sen. Mitch MeConnell, R-
Ky., was a vocal opponent. But
Larry Forgy, a Republican who
had withdrawn from the 1987
campaign after complaining
about having to sell his political
soul for contributions, welcomed
public financing and took part as
the GOP nominee in 1995. Forgy
has since disavowed the system.

Al its core, the system seems
simple.

The trigger is a spending
limit. In 1995, it was a total of
$1.8 million. The limit is indexed
for inflation and is expected to be
about $2.13 million in 2003.

Candidate slates — govemor
and lieutenant governor running
together as a single ticket — can
raise up to $710,000 through
ordinary contributions from mndi-
viduals and political action com-
mittees, If they agree to abide by
the overall spending limit, their
fund-raising is matched with $2
from the treasury for $1 raised, or
an additional $1.42 million.
Participating in the public financ-
ing also requires taking part in
televised forums.

In order to get any matching
money, 4 candidate must raise at
least $355.000.

If a primary fails to produce a
candidate who wins at least 40
percent of the vole, a runoff
would be held with the wop two
vole-getters receiving $355,000
fo eonduct a campaign — with
no additional fund-raising
allowed.

The system gets far more
complicated if one candidate

that happens and the slate spends
more than the limit, the other
candidate slates can begin raising
more money and have each $1
matched with another $2,

Thus, the matching public
money functions as both the car-
rot and the stick in the system

The first use of the public
financing system was in' 1995,
Three Democratic slates raised
enough qualifying money and the
primary was won by Paul Patton.
Forgy had only nominal opposi-
tion in his primary.

In the general election, a prob-
lem of the system became appar-
ent. While the spending limits
apply to the campaigns, there are
no restrictions on spending by
political parties. Constitutionally,
there is no way to limit the fund-
raising and spending of indepen-
dent entities, such as labor or
other interest groups, though the
participating campaigns are pro-
hibited from coordinating their
efforts. Coordination also proved
a tricky thing to define, much less
regulate,

Alfter some tweaking, the sys-
tem never really got tried in 1999
because the Republican candi-
date, Peppy Martin, did not raise
enough 1o receive maitching
funds,

During the two sessions in
which the legislature failed its
obligation to produce a budget,
Senate Republicans argued that
public financing was a failure. It
might more accurately be called
an incomplete  experiment
because it's never really been
tried. Republicans have never
conducted a primary where more
than one candidate took part in
public financing and there has
never been a runoff.

Senate Republicans also
argued that public financing
could cost far more than the $9
million contained in the budget
proposal from Patton.

If there were four qualifying
slates in a Democratic primary,
three in the Republican, two
runoffs and a general election,

the cost could be $14.2 million.
The unknown comes if one
slate eschews public financing:
And certainly that possibility
exists. Democrat Charlie Owen,
a millionaire businessman, has
declined 1o take a posilion on

public financing.

Rain creates the potential
for more misery in
flooded Appalachia

WELCH, W.Va. — While
southern West Virginia residents
shoveled mud and threw away
furniture from last week’s dead-
Iy floods, thunderstorms moved
in Tuesday and created the
potential for even more misery.

Up to 3 inches of rain was
reported Tuesday in sections of
Roane, Calhoun and Gilmer
counties, causing minor flood-
ing in some areas, Storms were
expected to stay in the region
through Thursday.

"We've been hit four times
this year already,”" said Melissa
Bise, with Roane County's 911
center.

Streams were still running
high and fast in McDowell
County on Tuesday, five days
after 5 inches of rain fell on the
region within a six-hour period.
At least six people were killed
and four were reported missing
in the county. Two were Killed in
Virginia and one man was miss-
ing and presumed drowned in
Kentucky.

McDowell County officials
were rushing to establish emer-
gency housing, Damage reports
show more than 2,000 structures
were damaged and 197 homes
were destroyed.

Welch residents continued to
shovel mud and throw out flood-
damaged possessions Tuesday,
A sign at one house on U.S. 52
read, “Don’t just sightsee, shov-
ell”

Along the road National
Guard machinery tore into piles
of sodden fumiture and other
belongings now heading to
emergency landfills. Up to 700
guardsmen have been activated
for the cleanup.

In spite of the 5-foot pile of
ruined books outside the Welch
Public Library, head librarian
Donna Morgan  remained
upbeat.

“We've lost at least half our
books, our public computers and
the children's department is in
ruins, but this library will not

close. We will be reopening.”

State Schools Superintendent
David Stewart will meet next
week with county administrators
to determine if area schools can
reopen this spring, If schools
remain closed, state lawmakers
might be asked to allow the
cournty to open schools earlier in
August to make up the lost
weeks.

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Study: Mountaintop mining could destroy 230,000 acres of forest

CHARLESTON, W.Va. —
Nearly 230,000 acres of forest in
West  Virginia,  Kentucky,
Virginia and Tennessee could be
wiped out by mountaintop min-
ing if regulations are not tight-
ened and reclamation is not
improved, according to a draft
environmental impact study.

When coupled with timber-
ing, about | million acres of for-
est could be lost, said the study,
which was conducted by three
federal agencies the
Environmental Protection
Agency, the Office of Surface
Mining and the Fish and Wildlife

Service and the state
Department of Environmental
Protection.

The Sunday Gazeue-Mail in
Charleston obtained a copy of the
draft study through the federal
Freedom of Information Act.

“The study results suggest that
approximately 35 percent of the
existing forest of the study arca
will remain if the future moun-
taintop mining and forest har-
vests take place.” the study said.

Also, miles of streams could
be buried or polluted by debris
from mining operations if mourt-
taintop mining continues at is
current pace, the study said.

Mountaintop  mining, as

defined in the study. is an opera-
tion that results in the disposal of
excess rock and dirt into streams
and valleys, a practice known as
valley fill,

“Both deforestation and the
forest fragmentation” that result
when mountaintop mining and
valley filling interrupt the
Appalachian forests is a signifi-
cant concern from the standpoint
of forest-interior  wildlife
species,” the study said.

From 1985 to 1999, at least
562 miles of perennial and inter-
mittent streams “have been lost
under valley fill footprints™ in
Appalachia, the study said. That
figure does not include ephemer-

Coal-mine safety system
drawing mixed reviews

LOUISVILLE — Kentucky's
revamped system of enforcing
coal-mine safety has drawn praise
from miners’ advocates but con-
cemn from industry officials.

Although the new system has
been in place less than a year, one
mine-safety advocate has seen
enough to be optimistic.

“This is definitely an improve-
ment over what we’ve had in the
past,” said James Talbert-Slagle,
an attorney for the Appalachian
Citizen LLaw Center’s Mine Safety
Project. “There are better mecha-
nisms to ensure miners are safe.”

Tony Oppegard, general coun-
sel for the Kentucky Department
of Mines and Minerals, has filed
eight complaints against alleged
violators in the past six months.
That far outpaces the rate at which
the former state Mining Board
sought to discipline violators.

Two of the cases already are
settled. Two others — dealing
with fatal accidents in 1997 and
1999 — languished for years
while the former board took no
action.

The former board was abol-
ished by Gov, Paul Patton in
January 2001 following a series
by The Courier-lournal of
Louisville about the former
board’s lack of enforcement. The
General Assembly later passed
legislation creating a three-mem-
ber Mine Safety Review
Commission to handle enforce-
ment, and a new Mining Board
with seven voling members to
administer the safety program.

The Mining Board approved
stricter mine-safety regulations in
Janvary.

“Valley fills destroy stream
habitats, alter stream chemistry,
impact downstream transport of
organic matter, and affect thermal
and flow regimes available to
downstream biological commu-
nities,” the study said.

With the elimination of
forests, mine sites will become “a
mosaic of meadow. shrubland
and forest patches,” the study
said. “Thus, the resulting land-
scape lakes on a checkerboard
pattern and habitat patches
become isolated.”

The amount of forest that
could be lost depends on whether
mountaintop mining regulations
are tightened and whether com-
panies can successfully regener-
ate forests on mining sites, the
study said.

Timbering is projected 1©
eliminate 770,000 acres in the
four states’ coalfields, but those
forests are expected Lo regenerate
faster than forests lost to mining
“due to the nature of the distur-
bance,” the study said.

The draft study, dated January
2001, is the most current version
available. An updated draft has
not been completed, said Boonie

Smith, an EPA spokeswoman,

In an April 25 letter to the
Sunday Gazette-Mail, William
Hoffman, acting director of the
EPA Office of Environmental
Programs, cautioned -against
drawing conclusions from the
draft study.

LEXINGTON — Mack Fultz
is used to drawing challengers,
but never as many as in this
year's election,

The two-term  Letcher
County magistrate is opposed by
15 candidates.

“Anybody can win with this
many running,” Fultz said. “One
thing about it — the voters can’t
complain, They've sure got
plenty to choose from.”

Nearly a third of Kentucky
near-record 7,146 candidates
live in 30 mouniain counties,
according to state records.

Letcher County, with a popu-
lation of 25,000 has a ballot with
109 hopefuls, nearly twice as
many as Fayette County, with a
quarter-million people,

“There's more running than
voting here,” said Fuliz, laugh-
ing.

Fultz, a Thornton coal miner,
said the crowded ballot in
Letcher County includes a num-
ber of first-time candidates,
which he called a backlash
against the fiscal-court majority.

Some political observers say
what's going on in Letcher

County is not necessarily the
reason for large ballots in other
mountain counties.

Political consultant Dale
Emmons said ballots often are
glutted in rural areas because
private-sector jobs are rare.
Public office, with good pay and
status, looms as an attractive
opportunity, he said,

“It looks easy if you grab this
job, but it's not as easy as il
looks,” Emmons said,

Danny Briscoe, a Louisvilie
political consultant, said there’s
a more basic reason some for-
mer judge-executives and sher-
iffs want their old jobs back this
year.

“Power is an aphrodisiac.”
Briscoe said. "“Being county
judge is like being the governor
of a small state. And being sher-
iff is like being the local com-
mandant, Both can be very pow-
erful, lucrative jobs.”

More than 2,100 of the coun-
ty candidates statewide are, like
Fultz, running for magistrate,
including 60 in Pike County and
58 in Letcher.

But the hottest races in east-
ern Kentucky are for sheriff and

Campbell, although he wasn’t a
certified electrician. performed
work on an energized power cir-
cuit at a Fox Mining Corp. mine in
Letcher County and was electro-
cuted.

In the 1999 case, miner Ronnie
Charles was crushed by a rock that
fell from an unsupported roof at a
South Akers Mining Co. mine in
Pike County,

Frank Delzer, the department’s
commissioner, said that by pursu-
ing the older cases, the department
is sending a message that inten-
tional violations posing an immi-
nent risk of danger will not be tol-
erated.

Delzer, who signs off on all
cases that e filed but has no role
in fixing pumshments, called the
old enforcement system *‘tooth-
less” for its lack of action and
absence of clearly defined penal-
ties.

In its series, The Courer-
Journal reporied that the former
mining board had decided only 77
disciplinary cases since 1990.
Less than a quarter of those cases
resulted in a suspension or revoca-
tion lasting a year or more. In con-
trast, 43 cases were probated or
dismissed. Results for the remain-
ing cases included shorter suspen-
sions, no action by the board and
assigned classroom training.

Oppegard 1s seeking revoca-
tions of the licenses of mine fore-
men in the 1997 and 1999 fatali-
ties.

Clyde James, a spokesman for
South Akers. the company in the
1999 case, said he knew little
about the new enforcement sys-
tem but added, “I don’t feel good
about waiting three years to do

anything” about an alleged viula—l‘

fion.

Fox Mining, the company in
the 1997 case, is no longer in busi-
ness.

Two other cases brought by
Oppegard have been settled —
one dealing with an intoxicated
foreman who verbally harassed a
state inspector, and one involving
a mining instructor who sold cer-
tificates.

The mining instructor’s papers
were permanently revoked. The
foreman had his foreman’s certifi-
cate suspended for six months,
with twa years' probation.

[n another case brought by
Oppegard, Harold Hacker. 2 mine
foreman who was sentenced in
federal court last year 1o one-year
probation and fined $3,000 for
repeatedly authorizing miners to
work under an unsupported roof,
will face revocation of his fore-
man’s certificate for two years,

The industry considers that
case troubling. Caylor called the
possibility of punishing Hacker
twice “double jeopardy.”

Report "Powder incidents’ cost
taxpayers at least $1 million

FRANKFORT — A rash of
anthrax hoaxes since Sept. 11
cost Kentucky taxpayers at least
$1 million, according to a state
report.

The hoaxes are referred to as
“powder incidents” in the report.
They occurred across the state,
some as pranks, in the weeks
after terrorist attacks on New
York and Washington, D.C.

The report is a plan by the
Kentucky Department for Public
Health for spending about $15
million in federal grants (o
increase the state’s preparedness
for bioterrorism.

“We've had terror like any-
body else,” Dr. Rice Leach, com-
missioner of the department, said
in an interview. “We just haven't
had any "bio.™

The report says the depart-
ment proposes to use $972,000
to reimburse costs incurred “in
responding to the "powder inci-
dents’ in Kentucky.”

Leach said that was money
for “time and people and sup-
plies” used in processing and
testing samples of dust and pow-
der that spilled from envelopes
or, in one highly publicized case,
was found in a restroom of a rest
area on Interstate 65. In addition
to lab testing, people thought to
have been polentially exposed to
anthrax spores had to be decont-
aminated.

The total does not include
costs incurred by local and state
police, who personally delivered
samples to the state laboratory in
Frankfort, or by postal authori-
ties and others whose business
was disrupted. “It’s at least §1
million,” Leach said.

No anthrax was found in
Kentucky. The hoaxes had the
helpful effect of highlighting
strengths and expeosing some
weaknesses in the collective
response fo potential contamina-
tion, Leach said.

“Having people get scared
and show up for services pointed

out whit we need to do betier,”
he said.

For example, emergency
workers were able to hose down
people who were exposed to any
of the powder, which with
anthrax is “'a reasonable thing to
do,” Leach said. On the other
hand, it always had to be done
outdoors.

The report said urban hospi-
tals have well-established decon-
tamination procedures while
smaller community hospitals
typically lack the needed space,
equipment and training. Most
rural hospitals “are not prepared
to respond to multiple casualties
at one time,” the report said.

Kirwan [l resident adviser at the
time, was the alleged ringleader
of the group that counterfeited
or passed $10,600 in bogus bills.

Hood also sentenced Gregory
Hutchinson, 25, the son of a
West Virginia school adminis-
trator and sheriff's employee, to
14 months in prison and an
intensive drug treatment pro-
gram.

A man who was angry about a
story printed three years ago
rammed his pickup into a news-
paper’s building in revenge.

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Government warns that placing babies to

sleep in adult beds places them in danger KUERELEL

WASHINGTON — Putting
babies to sleep in adult beds
exposes them to hazards that
include suffocation and falls,

government safety officials
warned,
More than 60 children

younger than 2 die each year
after being placed to sleep in
adult beds, the Consumer
Product Safety Commission
said. Nearly all the deaths
involve children 12 months or

younger who suffocate.

A campaign being
announced Friday is intended to
promote safe sleeping practices
for babies.

“Many parents may be
unaware of the hidden dan-
gers,” said Thomas Moore, the
agency’s acting chairman. “We
are warning parents that simply
pushing an adull bed against a
wall or lining the edges of a bed
with pillows won't protect their
babies. In fact, these practices
place infants in danger.”

Between 1999 and 2001, 180

children younger than 2 were
reported 1o have died while
sleeping in adult beds, the
agency said. Of that toal, 38
were trapped between the bed
and the wall or another object.

The agency did not release

and died from a lack of air.

Some infant deaths reported
involved suffocation from pil-
lows or blankets. Other babies
fell from beds and suffocated
after landing in clothes or plas-
tic bags. In one case, a child fell
into a S-gallon bucket and
drowned.

Nearly one-third of the
deaths in adult beds during that
period were caused by an adult
or another child laying on top
of a baby, the commission said.

The agency has previously
warned parents against sleeping
in bed with their babies.

James McKenna, director of
the Mother-Baby Behavioral

Sleep Lab at the University of
Notre Dame, said that recom-
mendation is. simplistic and
“ignores human behavior.”

He said many mothers sleep
safely with their babies while
breast-feeding and have saved
their babies’ lives by being
aware of their children even
while sleeping. McKenna said
the government  statistics
include cases of extreme
neglect that do nol represent
most parents.

The agency said the number
of infant deaths involving adult
beds may be higher because its

Ancient folk remedy points toward possible
new way to control cholesterol, researchers say

WASHINGTON — A iree
resin used in India for 2,000
years as a folk remedy for a
vanety of ailments has been
found by modern researchers to
be effective in controlling high
cholesterol,

The sap from a tree known in
India as guggul contains a com-
pound that blocks the action of a
cell receptor, called FXR, that
helps regulate the level of cho-
lesterol in the body, said David
D. Moore, a molecular biologist
at the Baylor School of
Medicine in Houston. He is co-
author of a study appearing
Friday in Science Express, the
electronic version of the journal
Science.

“Our results suggest that
other compounds that could
affect FXR could also control
cholesterol,” said Moore. “This
mechanism is completely differ-
ent from the action of statin
drugs,” which are taken by mil-
lions of Americans to control
cholesterol,

In studies at his Baylor lab,
Moore and Nancy L. Urizar
showed the guggul resin com-
pound, called guggulsterone,
acted on the FXR receptor.

Dr. David Mangelsdorf and
Amy B. Liverman, rescarchers
at the University of Texas
Southwestern Medical Center in
Dallas, then tested the com-
pound in two types of mice, one
with a normal FXR receptor and
one without FXR. The study
found that cholesterol levels
dropped in the livers of mice
that had the FXR receptor. but

not in the others, thus proving
that guggulsterone worked by
affecting the FXR receptor.

Dr. Mitchell A. Lazar, an
endocrinologist at the
University of Pennsylvania, said
the study is important because it
suggests a new drug pathway for
controlling cholesterol,

“We need to have multiple
ways to lower lipids (choles-
terol),” said Lazar.

He said the work also
advances the notion that some
traditional medicinal com-
pounds may have important uses
in modern medicine and empha-
sizes that the value of such com-
pounds needs 1o be researched.

Exactly how guggulsterone
affects the FXR receplor is
unknown, Moore said.

“FXR regulates a number of
genes and we are not sure which
are the primary targets for lipid
(cholesterol) control,” said
Moore, "but we have shown that
this is a new mechanism for
controlling cholestercl.”

He said finding a new way to
reduce cholesterol could be very
important for patients who can-
nol tolerate the side effects that
some people experience with
statin drugs.

Guggulsterone is commonly
available in health food stores,
but Moore said he could not rec-
ommend people take it for cho-
lesterol control because there is
some evidence the compound
affects the action of other drugs.
More studies are needed to
investigate this issue, Moore
said.

The guggul tre¢, known tech-
nically as Commiphora mukul,
grows in dry areas of India,

About 40 years ago., an

Indian researcher found that the
guggul compound also was
effective in combating heart dis-
ease, a condition linked to cho-
lesterol. Later studies in India
showed that guggulsterone low-
ered cholesterol, and Indian
health authorities approved the
sale of the resin [or treatment of
heart disease

Moore said more than 300
tons of the resin is used annual-
ly for medical purposes in India.

The FXR receptor controls
cholesterol by regulating the
level of bile acids in the body.
Blocking the action of FXR

would help the body rid itself of
more cholesterol.

Normally, cholesterol i1s syn-
thesized in the liver or enters the
body from the diet. Statin drugs
work by blocking an enzyme
that helps to make cholesterol in
the liver.

Bile acids, containing choles-
terol, are made in the hver and
go through the gall bladder (o
the small intestine where they
help metabolize fats. The bile
acid is then reprocessed and
returned to the liver. Changing *
the action of the FXR receptor
would mean that more choles-
terol 15 excreted, Moore said.

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History of National Nurses Week

“Nurses Care for America” 15
this year's theme for National
Nurses Week, celebrated May 6-
12 each year. National Nurses
Week begins May 6 and ends on
May 12, Florence Nightingale's
birthday. These permanent dates
enhance planning and position
National Nurses Week as an
established recognition event. As
of 1998, May 8 was designated
as National Student Nurses Day.
to be celebrated annually, as
well

The nursing profession has
been supported and promoted by
the American Nurses Association
(ANA) since I897. Each of
ANA's 53 state and territonal
nurses associations promotes the
nursing profession at the state
and regional levels. Each con
ducts celebrations on these dates
fo recognize the contributions
that nurses and nursing make to
the community.

The ANA supports and
encourages National Nurses
Week recognition programs
through the state and district
nurses associations, other spe-
cialty nursing organizations,
educational facilities, and inde-
pendent health care companies
and Institutions

A brief history of

National Nurses Week

WM 1953 —  Dorothy
Sutherland of the LU.S.
Department of Health,
Education, and Welfare sent a
proposal 1o President
Eisenhower to proclaim a “Nurse
Day™ in October of the following
year. The proclamation was
never made.

M 1954 — National Nurse
Week was observed from
October 11 - 16. The year of the
observance marked the 100th
anniversary of Florence
Nightingale’s mission to Crimea.
Representative Frances P. Bolton
sponsored the bill for a purse
week. Apparently, a bill for a
National Nurse Week was intro-
duced in the 1955 Congress, but
no action was taken. Congress
discontinued its practice of joint
resolutions for national weeks of
various kinds.

W 1972 — Again a resolution
was presented by the House of
Representatives for the President
to proclaim “National Registered
Nurse Day.” It did not occur.

W 1974 — In January of that
year, the International Council of
Nurses (ICN) proclaimed that
May 12 would be “International
Nurse Day.” (May 12 is the
birthday of Florence
Nightingale.) Since 1965, the
ICN has celebrated
“International Nurse Day.”

B 1974 — In February of
that year, a2 week was designated
by the White House as National
Nurse Week, and President
Nixon issued a proclamation.

B 1978 — New Jersey

Governor  Brendon  Byrne
declared May 6 as “Nurses Day.”
Edward Scanlan, of Red Bank,
N.J.. took up the cause to perpet-
uaie the recognition of nurses in
his state. Mr. Scanlan had this
date listed in Chase’s Calendar of
Annual Events. He promoted the
celebration on his own

W 1981 — ANA, along with
various nursing organizations, ral-
lied to support a resolution initkat-
ed by nurses in New Mexico,
through their Congressman,
Manuel Lujan, to have May 6,
1982, established as “National
Recognition Day for Nurses.”

W 1982 — In February, the
ANA Board of Directors formally
acknowledged May 6, 1982 as
“National Nurses Day.” The
action affirmed a joint resolution
of the United States Congress des-
ignating May 6 as “National
Recognition Day for Nurses.”

B 1982 — President Ronald
Reagan signed a proclamation on
March 25, proclaiming “National

Recognition Day for Nurses” to
be May 6, 1982.

B 1990 — The ANA Board of
Directors expanded the recogni-
tion of nurses to a week-long cel-
ebration, declaring May 6 - 12,
1991, as National Nurses Week.

B 1993 — The ANA Board of
Directors designated May 6 - 12
as permanent dates to observe
National Nurses Week in 1994
and in all subsequent years,

B 1996 — The ANA initiated
“National RN Recognition Day"”
on May 6, 1996, to honor the
nation’s indispensable registered
nurses for their tireless commit-
ment 365 days a year, The ANA
encourages its 53 state and territo-
rial nurses associations and other
organizations to acknowledge
May 6, 1996 as “National RN
Recognition Day.”

M 1997 — The ANA Board of
Directors, at the request of the
National Student Nurses
Association, designated May 8
as National Student Nurses Day.

Health secretary heeds own
advice that a little healthy
living won'’t kill you

WASHINGTON — When
Tommy Thompson's employees
head for a smoking break, they
watch out for the boss — he’s
been known to take away ciga-
rettes. Go to lunch with him and
you'll get fruit for dessert.
Don't challenge him to a race
— this 60-year-old runs a 9-
minute mile.

The nation’s health secre-
taries always preach healthy
habits. But call this one Mr
Prevention: Thompson has
made his mantra the lifesaving
benefits of a little exercise and
good nutrition, and is taking his
own advice to slim down.

Preventable obesity, Type 2
diabetes and tobacco-caused ill-
nesses cost the nation $270 bil-
lion a year in medical bills and
lost productivity — more than
Medicare’s entire annual bud-
get, the Health and Human
Services secretary laments.

Worse, 35 people an hour die
from diseases related 1o inactiv-
ity or peor nuirition alone,

“What ridiculous reasons to
die,” Thompson sighs, And the
statistics show “how out of
whack our health care system is
in America. We wait until peo-
ple get sick before providing
care.”

To help, Thompson is using
his job as a bully pulpit. In an
interview, he cites as inspira-
tion former Surgeon General C.

Thompson has pulled ath-
letes before TV cameras to tell
kids that playing outside is
Jmnore fup than videp games. He
plan§ to push big employers to
offer workers exercise time and
facilities, to ask insurance com-
panies to fund major anti-fat ad
campaigns, and to start a $20
million project challenging five
communities to cut their resi-
dents’ obesity and diabetes.

He's mulling more creative
approaches like a tax credit for
getting fit, although it's far
from clear how 1o prove such a
claim.

And, partly prompted by
fear, Thompson is teaching
healthier living by example.
His diabetic father died of a
heart attack at age 61. His
employees at the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention
made Thompson realize he was,
at similar risk — overweight,'
sedentary, and on medication
for a cholesterol level that
reached a dangerous 338,

Then a new federal study
showed merely walking 30
minutes a day and a modest
diet cut in half the odds of get-
ting diabetes — and Thompson
was persuaded. Since January,
he's lost nine pounds, down to
200, aims to lose nine more,
and his cholesterol is a healthy
183.

But it will take more than
the bully pulpit to change ¥
Americans” bad habits, say
public health experts who are
lobbying Congress to give HHS
enough money to really prevent
lifestyle-caused disease.

“Right now if we spend $1,
I cent goes for prevention, 99
cents for providing health care
when you're sick,” says Dr
Mohammad Akhter of the
American  Public  Health
Association. “That needs (o
change — you just cannot get
something for nothing,”

At the top of Akhter’s wish
list: $60 million to double the
number of CDC nutrition and
physical activity programs
from 12 to 24, a down payment
on expanding into every slate.
Such local programs can help
school boards decide to rein-
state scarce school physical
education classes or help
restaurants heed calls to cut fat-
tening portions, he says.

“He can be tough to handle,”
Baffert said. “He'll bite you if
he gets the chance. Jill's the
only one that he'll let mess
around with him.”

In the Derby, he and jockey
Victor Espinoza didn’t let any-
one gel close 1o them, much less
mess around with them, going
wire-to-wire in one of the rare
Derbys that didn't live up to its
pre-race hype. It was supposed
to be a wide-open Derby, with
any of 10 or 12 horses having a
legitimate chance to win.
Instead. it was as suspenseful as
& basketball game between the
Harlem Globetrotters and the
Washington Generals,

It wasn’'t a horse race as
much as a merry-go-round, with
the top threc horses — War
Emblem, Proud Citizen, and
Perfect Drift — pretty much
staying in that order the entire

race. D. Wayne [ukas, trainer of

runuer-up Proud Citizen, gave
Espinoza credit for doping out
the race perfectly. “I

said before the race that if
War Emblem got lcose on the
lead, he might not get caught,"”
Lukas said, “I wld my jockey
(Mike Smith) to not let War
Emblem get away from him and
don’t worry about anything
coming from behind. There

were supposed 10 be a lot of
‘closers’ in this race, but that
wasn’t the case. They had been
closing in very slow times and
passing a lot of tired horses."

Lukas, who has won the four
times, also felt Baffert, his annu-
al rival lor Most Quotable
Trainer honors, didn’t deserve 1o
be ¢riticized for winning the
Derby with a colt he didn’t
develop. After War Emblem’s
easy win in the April 6 Illinois
Derby, owner Russell Reineman
sold him for a reported $1 mil-
lion to Prince Ahmed Bin
Salman of Saudia Arabia, who
gave him 1o Baffert with instruc-
tions to gelt him ready for the
Derby

“That might take a little of
the shine off it Lukas said, “but
I'll take one like that anytme,
under any conditions.”

Indeed, buying players late in
the season to help win pennants
and plavoffs has been common-
place in most professional team
sports for years. In the 1950s and
‘60s, the now-defunct Kansas City
Athletics sold or traded so many
good players to the New York
Yankees that they said to be little
more than a Yankees® fanm team.

Even in Derby history, it's hard-
ly unprecedented for a wealthy 1o
own o buy all, or part, of a proven
horse in a last-minute attempt to
win the roses. In 1978, for exam-

ple, Hoist the Silver was tumed
over 10 trainer RJ. "Dick" Fischer
three weeks before the Derby,
where he finished eighth to
Affirmed.

The day before the 1981 Blue
Grass Stakes at Keeneland, breed-
er John Gaines and a partner
shelled out 5 million for a half-
interest in Proud Appeal. That colt
won the Blue Grass and, along
with stablemate Golden Derby,
went off as the favorite in
Louisville. He finished 18th 1o
Pleasant Colony, Gaines made
another such move in 1998, when
he bought a big part of Indian
Charlie just before the Santa Anita
Derby, That colt won the Santa
Anita Derby so impressively that
partner Hal J. Eamhardt insisted he
wear Gaines' silks in the Derby. He
ran credibly. but still finished third
to stablemate Real Quiet.

After Mister Frisky won his
first 13 starts in Puerto Rico, owner
Jose Femandez sent the colt to
California so Laz Barrera could
train him for the Derby instead of
Juan Rodriguez, the trainer who
had developed him. The colt won
his first three starts under Barrera,
who had won the Derby with Bold
Forbes in 1976 and Affirmed in
‘78.

Al Churchill Downs, the Derby
Day crowd sent off the unbeaten
"Puerto Rican Comet” as the 6-10-
S favorite in the 15-horse field.

Having tried to win it both
ways, he was anything but
apologetic.

“If you tell me who's going
to win it,” Salman added. “I'll
buy it again.”

Not only that — he defied
someone to find fault with that

logic.
Fans of the New York

Sometimes, you develop talent
and other times, you're lucky
enough to trip over it. Either
way, the trick is knowing what
to do with it,

Salman thinks nothing about
dropping $2 million on a year-
ling. Last year, he parked one of
those pricey, long-term invest-
ments named Point Given in
Baffert's barmn at Churchill
Downs, watched the colt go off
as the favorite and finish fifth.

This year, he laid out
$900,000 to buy War Emblem
just a few days after the horse
won the [llinois Derby, shipped
him to Baffert a week later and
watched the dark bay post a
wire-to-wire win in thorough-
bred racing's premier event.

Most offer retreat-
ment of localized areas if the ter-
mites return. In some instances,
no warranty/service agreement
may be offered if construction
elements such as wells, cisterns,
subslab heating ducts, drainage
systems, or inaccessible crawl
spaces make it impossible to
treat in accordance with industry
standards.

Take your time when select-
ing a termite control company,
Termites damage wood slowly
enough that the amount of dam-
age caused by an additional day,
week or month of continued
activity is seldom significant.
Avoid firms that try to pressure
you into signing a contract
immediately with “specials” or
scare tactics.

How can | determine if I'm

getting a proper
treatment?

There are many ele-
ments to a quality ter-
mite job. The inspection
should be thorough, with a dia-
gram of the structure indicating
location(s) of termite activity,
observable damage. and types of
treatment lechniques that will be
performed. In the case of conven-
tional (non-bait) type treatment,
two of the most useful “quality
assurance indictors” measurable
by homeowners dre amount (gal-
lons) of termiticide applied, and
spacing between holes drilled
through concrete slabs. In order
#10 acheive adequate dispersion of
termiticide in the soil, gallonage
must be high—often requiring
150-200 gallons or more on an
average-size home. Treatments
using smaller amounis (e.g, 100
gallons or less) are less likely to
provide a continuous barrier of
protection in areas where ter-
mites can enter. Holes drilled
through porches, patios, base-
ment floors and concrete slabs
should be spaced no more than
18 inches apart (12 inches is bet-
ter) to help provide continuous
coverage when the termiticide
solution is injected,

Ultimately, the quality of a
termite job depends less on the
person who sells the job than on
the individual who does the
work. A safe and effective treat-
ment requires an experienced
technician, not someone who
was hired a few weeks ago.

Subterranean  termite
colonies can be very
large, a single colony

may contain a million or more
individuals. Termite workers
(the life stage doing the damage)
can also forage considerable dis-
tances—in some cases, the
entire length of a football field.
This means that the termite
colony or colonies responsible
for damage may actually be in a
neighbor’s yard. rather than
beneath the house which is
infested. For these reasons,
localized or “spot” treatments
are generally a gamble, except
in cases of retreatment. Most
reputable pest control firms will
not warranty spot treatments,
since it is likely that termites
will eventually find other points
of entry into the structure.

How long will the treatment
last? Which brand of termiti-

cide is most effective?

Studies suggest that all
registered termiticides
should control termites

for at least five years if they are
applied according to label direc-
tions. The actual length of con-
trol on a given structure will
depend on such factors as thor-
oughness of the application, pre-
yailing environment conditions,
and density of termites in the
area. If termites continue to be
present the year following treat-
ment, it's probably not from
degradation of the termiticide—
but because termites have found
an untreated gap in the chemical
barrier. More important than the
brand of termiticide, is that the
treatment be performed by an
experienced technician, backed
by a responsible pest control
firm,

Will there be an
odor after
treatment?

Odor is one characteris-

tic that may differ

between termite control
chemicals. Some products have
more odor than others, in most
cases, the odor is due to solvents
in the formulation, rather than
the active ingredient. If odor is
judged as a concern, ask
whether low-odor products are
available.

Will the termite
chemical harm my
family or pets?

Termiticides are tested
extensively for adverse
effects on health. Before

Not necessarily. Unlike
other services such as
slumbing or  electrical

work, termite control involves liv-
ing creatures. The best treatments
performed by knowledgeable
firms may fail at tumes, because
termites are able to find their way
through tiny, untreated gaps in the
soil, The intent is to establish a
continuous and  impenetrable
chemical barrier in the soil, but this
is almost impossible to achieve in
actudl practice. In the case of baits,
it may take several months for ter-
mites to initially find the installa-
tion in the soil, and several months
more (o achieve control.

The key in termite control is to
hire a reputable pest control firm
employing experienced, conscien-
tious technicians. Companies will
usually return and re-treat affected
area(s) at no additional charge pro-
vided the service agreement is pur-
chased and maintained.
